Fuerst Farm dedicated
with historical marker

During a dedication ceremony,
a grand historleal narker was
placed on the south side of the
Fuerst farm house providing a
perfect weleome for all interested
guests.

The marker, standing more
than 6-feet tall, was placed
between the home and the long,
winding driveway providing {nfor-
mation on the hisfory of the site
which is listed In the Natfonal
Registry of Historic Places.

the farm in 1918,

The Fuersts and tkeir six chii-
dren expanded the orchards
establishing Novi as a major fruit
grower. In 1973, two Fuerst
daughters, Ruby and Iva, sold the
property to Novl schools and
remained living in the house until
thelr deaths In 1991. The
Farmstead was purchased by the
city of Novi in 1097,

On the other side of marker, an
earlier tale Is told about the prop-
erly before the Fuerst family
acrived.

Michigan State Police lasl week were back-
pedalling on a report about the state's reac-
ness for dealing with terrorist attacks after it
provoked a vespanse from the Arab-Arnerican
commurity in the Delroit area.

The report was handed over io state

Some "374 potential threat elements reside
within the state" according to the report.

M groups "are represented in Michigan,”
