Edgar was arraigned Monday a l 
52-1 District Court before Judge 
Michael Batchik.

Communit ies In Michigan will 
have to offer developers a "cluster 
option" — in which houses i n a 
subdivision would be shifted on to a 
port ion of the land in order to save 
environmentally sensitive features 
— under a package o f bil ls 
approved by the state Senate. 

B u t before doing that, lawmakers 
provided two exemptions in the law, 
eliminating communities that have 
fewer than 1,800 residents from the 
requirement as well as larger com­
munit ies which already have clus­

ter options available in their zoning 
ordinances. 

M a n y suburban communit ies 
have such options available, but 
the bills wil l require that they allow 
for at least 50 percent of devel­
opable land i n a subdivision to be 
saved. The bills also require that 
those options have actually been 
used by a builder before the effec­
Uve date of the law for the commu­
ni ty to be exempt. Otherwise, they'll 
have a year to adopt a new ordi­
nance. 

The exemptions make the pack­
age much more palatable to the 
Michigan Townships Association, 
w h i c h has opposed it on grounds

'That's a lot of rigmarole for this 
smaller communities lo go through, 
a n d they are the ones that are not 
going to see this k ind of develop­
ment," .Anderson said.

Southeastern Michigan commu­
nities are more l ikely to make use of 
the exemption for communities l h a l 
already have such options in place. 

"A lot of communities already 
iiave these opt ions avai lable .

Will the situation in AfghaIiistan and tlie 
progress of our war on tenorism affect the out­
look for the econom)'? Will it affect how well tlie 
economy does at pulling out of the cunent reces­
sion? 

I posed the question to University of Michigan 
econoinist George Fulton after his group, the

Economist Joan 
CraIy and U - M eco­
nomics professor 
Sau l Hymans, along

U-M's prognosti­
cations are the 
among the most 
respected in state. 
The business com­

munity seems to anticipate l l iem and pay a great 
deal of attention eveiy year. That may be because 
the group always starts its crystal-ball gazing 
with an honest assessment of how well Uiey did 
the previous year, and their record Is pretty 
darned good. 

In any case, with 49 years under its belt, 
Hymans argues, it's the oldest annual gathering 
in counby in which such regonal economic pro­
jections are given. 

.Answering my questions, Fulton gave a "yes .., 
and no." 

'We ceItainly saw a response to (tlie terrorist 
attacks Sept. 11) immediately, but I don't think it 
is having a major impact. People are telling us 
they are more concerned wilh their own income 
and job prospects."

On tlie other hand, he continued, the Interna­
tional scene might indeed have an hiipact on 
consumers if it colors their view of what those 
persona] job and Income prospects really are. 

The quesUoii of how much our jitters over 
liitemalionai poUUcs will alTect the economy was 
raised at other Umes hi the conference as well. 
For instance, a survey of consumer confidence, 
also presented at toe roiifere showed 
that hm'ousnes¥%'tHrirs. public has a real 
potential to slow down tlie economy. 

A member of audience challenged Ihe prog-
nosticalors about the question. 

"There seems to be a major disconnect 
between what consumers are telling you hi those 
surveys and what Uiey are actually doing," he 
said. He was pointing tliat while Uie surveys 
show nervousness, spendhig isn't dipping nearly 
to the degree confidence is. 

Fulton, to a degree, acknowledged that. The 
TSQE forecast Is not as gloomy as the consumer 
confidence surveys, he said. 

In fact, tlie current recession is likely to be 
quite mild. It Is supposed to be milder than the 
'90-'91 recession, which itself ivas considered 
mild. 

Consider tills Ihic from the U-M forecast: "Both 
unemployment rates rise by 2 1 /4 to 2 1/2 per­
centage point in the two cycles," it states, com­
paring the cunent recession to '90-'91, "but at its 
high during this cycle, the Michigan unemploy­
ment rate is nearly a percentage point lower tlian 
its low point prior to the 1990-91 recession." 

In otiier words, at the very worst this recession 
win not see as many people out of work as 
were • unemployed before the ' 90- '9 i even 
began. 

So perspective is very important right now. 
A n d perhaps our dim view of the future comes 
in part because many of us have forgotten Uial 
the economic woes of the '70s occurred as a 
result of international shocks as well. 

The economists at the U - M admit things do 

look a little gloomy at the moment, and will as 
job losses continue through the first have of 
2002, 

But they can only be counted as gloomy if 
you consider only the last few years as back­
ground.

' It a l l came down to execution. 
The Wailed Lake Western 

Warriors held onto the bal l with 
poise and determination on every 
offensive down they had , but it 
Just seemed they were always one 
block or one move short and they 
fell to powerful Redford Cathol ic 
Central 31-0 Saturday afternoon. 

"They ate a good team," Western 
head coach Milre Zdebski said 
after the contest.

Be l l , who 
was beh ind Michaud w h e n he 
tnade the catch, hi iHed the bull up 
field and Into the h a n d s of 

Catholic Central 's F^yan Wrobieski 
for the interception, 

Tfie final score may not have 
been k i n d to the Warriors, but 
their defense d id what Zdebski 
said was an outs tanding job. The 
opening-drive Interception, w h i c h 
started the Shamrocks out on the 
Western 25-yard line, ended i n a 
29-yard fleld goal by kicker J a s o n 
Gingell to put the first points on 
the board and Catholic Centra l up 
3-0. 

"Our defense played a tough 
game," Bel l said after the game, 
"Our offense jus t couldn' t execute. 
The plays were there, but we were 
jus t short a block or two each 
time." 

The Warriors went back a n d 
forth with the Shamrocks for three 
possessions of the football before 
Catholic Central took the ball s ix 
plays and 87 yards for a score as 
quarterback Toin J a k a c k i found 
R y a n Rogowski for a 26 -ya rd 
score to put the Shamrocks u p 
10-0. 

A three-and-out by the Warriors 
led to another long possession a n d 
drive by Catholic Central , w h i c h 
added up to another touchdown. 
The Shamrocks eventually pound-

ed the ba l l into the endzone wi th 
three minutes , 29 seconds 
remaining In the ha l f as M i k e 
Banaszak took the ba l l in for a 17-
0 lead at the half. 

"They were a very phys ica l 
team," Bel l said of the Catholic 
Central team that made blocks 
downfield on a very consistent 
basis, "They would be on y o u as 
soon as the ball was snapped. 
They are a tough program and 
they knew what they were after," 

The second half was much like 
the first, w i t h the Shamrocks 
scoring 14 points - a l l i n the 
fourth quarter - while the Warriors 
pounded the bal l i n c h by i n c h in 
hopes of crossing the goal line. 

Western's best chance at put­
ting points on the board came 
after a Cathol ic Cent ra l score, 
which found J a k a c k i hooking up 
with Rogowski from 16 yards away 
wit l i l 1:15 left in the quarter. The 
Warr iors took the ba l l at the 
Catholic Centra l 44-yard line after 
Bel l hauled the kickoff 47 yards 
with the k icker mak ing the touch­
down-saving stop. It took seven 
plays before the Warriors were i n 
s t r iking distance at the s ix-yard 
line before the squad put the 
weight on Mlchaud ' s shoulders. 
Wi th 7:35 left i n the game, 
Michaud took the bal l up the mid­
dle on a sneak, needing to go one 
yard for the touchdown. He 
surged, to what seemed to be 
across the goal line, before being 
driven back on fourth and one 
with the offlciais waving off the 
score. A n incidental facemask ca l l 
gave the War r io r s a second 
chance. The cal l found M i c h a u d 
bootlegging to the left before being 
stopped ju s t inches short of the 
goal. 

"We were jus t trying to get some 
points on the scoreboard," 
Zdebski sa id . "We didn' t get It. i t 's 
tough losing a game l ike this. We 
had a great season \vith a great 
group of seniors and this is a time 
that has to happen to someone. 
You hate losing, especidlly l ike 
this, but someone has to," 

The Shamrocks added one more 
score to the board to cap the game 
point-gathering, as Kevin McKee 
carried the ba l l 24 yards up the 
middle for the score wi th 1:51 left 
in the contest. 

The final drive of the game 
found the Warriors getting their 
reserves into the game. Damarrow 
Grace took the flrst play five yards 
up the middle before sophomore 
quarterback Peter Mooney threw 
an Incomplete pass to stop the 
clock wi th l : 0 0 left on the clock. 
Robert Moreland took the next 
play nine yards for the flrst down 
before another incomplete pass by 
Mooney stopped the clock at 4 5 
seconds. The final successfu l 
Western play came as Moreland 
went two yards up the middle 
before a Warr ior fumble ended u p 
in Catholic Central 's possession.

"This was a game we were hop­
ing to be able to compete in more 
than we d i d , " Bell sa id , "They 
played a better game. They exe­
cuted better. I guess they are the 
team that should have won." 

The Ca tho l i c Cent ra l 
Shamrocks w i l l have the daunting 
task of defeating r e tu rn ing 
Division 1 state-champion Utica 
Eisenhower Saturday. 

One of the factors i n the game 
that weighed heavily into the 
Warriors ' trouble of put t ing the 
ba l l into the endzone. was the 
s t ingy field-position the 
Shamrocks gave up. O n all but 
one occasion, the Warriors started 
in ihe i r own territorj' a n d around 
their own 40-yard line on average. 

"Fleld posi t ion definitely hurt 
us," Zdebsk i said. "They pinned us 
down pretty well with their punt­
ing. They are definitely going to 
have the i r hands fu l l against 
Utica." 

For Bel l and the other seniors. 

this was the last time they would 
be taking to the field in a Western 
uni form, something Bel l thought 
the underclassmen on the team 
shou ld be prepared for.
