Business owners In Novi's down-
lown Main Street development will
see their day in court collectively.

Local attorney and cily courcil
member, Kim Capello, fited a motion
lo consolidate his cases of Main
Street business owners currendy in
liigation with Evergreen Il aver
unidentified maintenance fees.

Capello explained consolidating
ihe cases is not like a class action
suft. Main Street tenants will have
the same trial, but al! decisions will
be separate.

The motion filed was the most
recent developrent in the court bat-
Ule between several lenants and the
property managing irm which ignit-
ed alter evicion notices were served
by Evergreen [If and part owner and
managing partner James Chen,

Business owners Including Brian
Larson. co-owner of Larson Jewelry
Design, were very upsel o receive
ihe motices, which told them lo
vacate their Main Streel businesses
in seven days.

At the center of the legal battle is
a dispule over common area main-

tenance fees {CAMS).

Nancy Larson, who cwns Larson
Jewelry Design with her husband,
sald the whole thing started when
they began recelving invoices for
questionably high CAMs listed as
one lump sum with no detail,

Larson sald after repeated
requests for detail with no results,
they stopped paying.

Capello stressed his ciients did
not stop payment to their landlord
altogether and were stlll paying rent
and base CAM charges.

“It is only the excess amount thal
1s net being paid,” Capello said.

Capello also alleges that Chen
and Evergreen 11 are sneaking con-
struciion costs into his client’s
charges and possibly charging
them for gas and electricity which,
according to thelr leases, should be
free.

Auditors say Novi

has low millage rate

Audltors [rorn Plante and Moran,
LLP, announced the City of Navi has
the sixth Jowest millage in Oakland
County.

This staternent was one of the
findings presented {o members of
the Novi Clty Counclt Nov. 26 by
professionals of the Southfleld based
firm after concluding its audit of the
city's financial statements fer the fis-
cal year ending June 30, 2001,

According to a graph of the 2001
Municlpal Tax Rate Comparison
preparcd by the firm's stal, Novls
approximate 105 mills ranked in
the six lowest communites out of
30.

Below Novi on the graph were
Lake Angelus, Troy, Orchard Lake
Village, Rochester Hills and
Bioomfeld Hills.

The eight highest millages In
Oakland County begnning, with the
highest belonged to Ferndale,
Pontiac, Osk Park, Hazel Park,
Hundngton Woods, Pleasant Ridge,
Lathrup Village and Walled Lake.

In other findings, Chrls Weber,
auditor with Plante and Moran LLP,
stated from 1997 to 2001, Lhe clty's
largest source of revenue was prop-
erty taxes. During the curent year,
that source increased by 8.1 per-
cent. '

Weber attributed the elevation lo
an increase in taxable value and
population of the eity.

The largest expenditure by the city
through its general fund pertained
to police expenditures amounting
close to 8 million.

City of Novi Mnarice director and
treasurer, Kathy Smith-Rey, said
about 13.3 percent of the increase in
police expenditures was due prima-
1ily to salaries.

In & some-
what less posi-
tive note, Scotf
Janssen, senier
manager with
Plante and
Moran, LLP. sald .
the city will be recelving less money
than prior years from revenues
shared by te siate of Michigan.

Janssen atiributed the decrease
te the stowdown in Michigan's econ-
omy and anticipaied fulure sales (ax
callection. .

State Shared Revenues account
for one fourth of the city's general
fund revenue, ’

Smilh said it would be a reduc-
tion of about $300,000 and would
not affect the operations of the
aily.

Janssen explained an unqualified
opinion means the general purpose
fnancial statements of the clty are
presented fatrly in all material
respects and are In conformity with
accounting principles which are
generally accepted in the United
States.

Partner of Plante and Moran,
LLP, Joe Heffernan, said “lhe clty
has a good accounting system in
place with a good set of internal
controls of checks and balances.

Novi city atterney, Gerald Fisher,
assured the city anticipated this
type of review.

Fisher explained the city had
already scheduled a hearing for the
purpose of seeking a judicial ruling
on Lhe Home Rute Cilles Act.

Although Fisher does not fecl the
Home Rule Cilles Act necessarily
prevents the cty from conveying
the land, he wants the court t
decide. :

The act states a cily does nol
Thave the power to sell a park, ceme-
leny, ar any part of a park or ceme-
lery, excepl where the park is not
required under an clliclal master
plan of the city.

Despite comments made by elty
afficials declarng North Novi Park
1s not a park, members of Friends
of Novi Parks feel the proposed land
is clearly shown as a community
park on the current city of Novi
masler plan and is aleo used for a
number of recrealional activities
including bird walching, biking.
hiking and cross-country skling.

Andrew Muteh, member of
Friends of Novi Parks and former
member of  Novl's Planning
Cormmisslon sail he sat on the
master plan and zoning committee
as a member of the commission
when the 1999 updaie of the
city’s master plan was adopted.

Mutch sald the park was
“ghsolutely” designated as a park
on he city's master plan.

With school clectlon changes
pending in the Michigan Senate,
pducaters  and  politiclans are
seeking compromises that would
Inerease voter lurn-out wiile sull
maintalning schaol hoard siabtil-
ty.

The eight Ml senate package
(hat s currently maKing its way
through the Michigan legislative
process would move school board
elections from June to the general
election in November ol every odd-
numbered year

Michigan lawmakers helicve this

Educators say thal might get
mare people lo the pelis, but with
drop off at the end of bedsheet
ballots in November already a sig-
nifleant problem, rescheduling
school clections I the fall might
nol increase voler parliclpation In
these positions and only disrupl
the educalional process.

However. since the chance that
the senale package will pass this
year is higher than in previous
alternpts, ecucators are seeking
changes o (he bills, said Don
Wolruba, dirccior of Legislative
Alfairs  lor  the  Michigan
Assoctation ol School Boards.

‘Walled Lake Censelidated

Schools and Novi Community
Scheols' superiniendents reported
bussing schedules would be the
biggest hurdle to overcomie if they
were lo implement later high
school start times.

Walied Lake has three bussing
tiers, The first tler of busses plek
up the high school students, the
second tier picks up middle school
students and the final tier picks up
elementary school students.

“if we go to two tiers, we would
have to Increase bus service,” sald
James Geisler, superintendent of
Walled Lake schools,

Although beginning a two-tjer
system is not a realistc selution,
the three tler system could be
flipped around lo make the new
concept work, he said. Bus drivers
need an hour to pick up and drop
off students from each school start
time schedule.

He has been having casual con-
versation with other educators
aboul starting hiph school later,
Now he Is interested in getling
more dialogue started with the rest
of the school community.

Middle school students would be
the wmest likely candidates for
starting thelr school day earier
than everyone else, he said.

Novi has more of an obstack te
overcome than other scheol dis-
tricts, aecording te Emmett Lippe,
superintendent of Novl Fublic
Schaols.

They have five bussing tiers,
which is twe more tiers than other
districts.

“Transportation is & hurdle.”
Lippe sald. *It males it more of a
challenge, We'll be moving a little
slower in this effort. We will move
with caution looking inte this. We
don’t know If it has possibilitles for
us but we will take a look at it.”

However, he believes starting
school later may beneflt students.

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Engler’s LinkMichigan plan for ‘broadband’ draws fire

Aceess 1o “broadband” — high
speed conneetions 1o the Internet —
has yel o arrive for most Michigan
restelents, acearding to Gov. John
Engler and he fears the state may
le falling behind.

If Michigan does get broadband, it
could mean the ereatton of an addi-
tonal 500,000 Jebs and  “an
Increase I state outpul of goods,
services aned income of nearly ene-
half of one tollion dollars.”

So Enpler is asking lawmakers to
create o means of Anancing the
slite's “LinkMichigan” program. The
phin includes o new authorlly to
provide capital tor developiment ol
broadband; @ second authority to
oversee use of the publlely-owned
Huhits of way, down which lelecom-
munfeations companies must string
their wires! and a 7 cent per foot fee
to bes charged 1o the firms hat use
1liese rghts of way.

The plan is already drawing lire
from business Interests including
the Michigan Center Tor Publie
Poliey.

"We are not saying this is not a
problem, but creadlon of & new Lax
.= 7 vents per linear fool — which
would cost laxpayers $70 (o $100
miilton 18 not the way to go about it,”
said Rich Sludley, spokesman for
the state Chamber.

According 1o the  Mackinac
Center. 78 percent of householtds in
Michigan already have access 10
high speed cable modem systenis
and 45 pereent hiave aceess ta DSL
(lights! subseriber Hoes). Yel only
14.5 percent of househoids are sul-
scribing, Thal means residents here
daw't waant access or ayen’l ready for
it the Cender concludes.

"The demand side of Michigan's
broadband warket s prompling

teleconmunications providers 1o
deploy high speed services based on
sound husiness eases. Te ignore
market signals and cdeploy any
[aster is a rectpe for financial disas-
ter.” aceorcling a Join siatement
tssued by (he Chamber and
Mackinac Center.

The plan includes providing
financing to scheols and munielpal-
ttles, and the state may own and
operation broad band lines as well,
50 it 4s "apparent that the govern-
ment fnlends o own Lhe system,”
Studley contended.

The chamber would rather take "a
more warket-oriented approach,”
he said, spurring broadband devel-
opmenl (hrough the remoeval of reg-
ulalory barriers and the creation of
Lax incentives,

“We've gol to quit Jeoking lor the
bogey man in every proposat.” Slate
Sen. Joe Schwarz [R-Battle Creek)
respundedl, “The train is leaving. We
hope they are on board. We hope
they will hop on beard, ut the train
Is still leaving (he station.”

Schwarz Is sponsoring two of the
three hills needed o implement
Engler's plans, Senale Bills 878 and
880. Sen. lLeon Sulle [R-Spring
Lake) introducetl SB 881 Lo com-
plete the package.

Schwarz said he believed compa-
nles aren't deploying broadhand
fast enough. and that Amerilech
specifically is “dragging its fcet.” So
the stale needs to be an “instigator”
of broartlband serviees, Schwarz
said.

Engler laok issue with complaints
the market 1s oot ready.

bers are current reviewing it.

Seot Schrager, of the Michigan
Municipal League, explained lis
group has signed on lo support the
bill. Half of the 7 cent fez will be
returned to local units of govern-
ment to cover the cost of overseeing
rights of way in their jurisdletions.
While the state would set the pollcy
and the fee rate, access to those
rights of way by cable and telephone
companies would still be managed
by local govertments.

Engler sald the other half will pay
for the operation of the two new
authorities as well as provide some
of the capiiol 1o be loaned out Lo
firms for development of high speed
lines.

Ameritech disagrees that deplay-
ment of high speed lines Is going
slowly. According lo company
spckesman  Sleve  Kaulffman.
Ameritech has wire enough of the
state (o make DSL available to 2.1
million, regardless of whether they
are actually now subseribing.

“We provide access 1o another
35.000 homes each month. That
does not sound as If deployment is
going slowly to me.” he sald.

There s more breadband avail-
able 10 Michigan customers than
the state belleves there is, according
to Telecommunications Association
of Michigan president Scott
Stevenson, When Lhe Michigan
Economic Development Corporation
was preparing its LinkMichigan
report last year, he said. the indus-
try did not give the state inferma-

lion aboul the degree of deployment
Dbecatise the state would not agree to
keep it confidential, he said. The
industry considers ihat informaticn
to be a trade secret.

"Geod 1dea, bad plan,” Stevenson
said, assessing Engler's plan. "It Is
based on faulty information.

Stevenson also argued that “there
is a major disconnect between what
the sponsors say this will do and
what it actually will do." Nation-
wide, he contended 75 percent of
broadband services are provided
through cable television companies,
ot the telephone company.

Although the state is proposing
authority to oversee rights of way.
comparies will still have tc go to
each munleipality to get approval to
use the rights of way, he argued.

The 7 cent charge will cost com-
panies 570 milkon in additional
laxes each year.

If Lhe state wants lo spur fnvest-
ment in telecommunications equip-
ment, Slevenson suggested, il
should change the way personal
property laxes are assessed on such
equipment,

According to Stevenson and
Studley, lelecommurtleatlons equip-
ment Is treated differently than
nearly all other types of equipment.
Telecommunlcations equipment is
taxed on value, determined by ils
use and how much Is made from its.
All other business equipment is
laxed on purchase price minus
depreciation.

“Comfort i a big thing,” Rev.
Hunt sald. “And being in & wor-
ship setting provides a sense of
community.”

When Fresident Bush called
for the National Day of Prayer
on Sept. 14, more than 600 peo-
pte showed up for the noon serv-
ice at the Holy Family Church.

“It lets people know they're
not alone and that we're all In
this together,” Father Budde
sald.

Furlhermore, when faced with
erisis, people are naturally
turned inward, re-evaluating
what is important and what 1s
peripheral in lfe. - .

“Crisis forces us psychologi-
cally to go deeper into ourselves
than our accustomed everyday
ways," sald Oakland Community
College-Orchard Ridge rellgion
professor Jim Cock. “Religion
works best at these depths.”

As people are larred by
tragedy from the hassles of rush
hour traffic, bad hair cuts and a
slow Internet, they realize every-
thing ihat is taken for granted
and draw tremendous strength
and character in these emolion-
al depths.

“Tragedy turns you towards
values, family and relationships
with God,” Father Budde said.

condemnation power by transferding larid
acquired for use and benellt of the publje
using Eminent Dornain; illegal use of grant
money by lransferring land acquired using
Community Development Block Graft
(CDBG) funds specilically obtained to pur-
chase property for park use; violation of
due process by denying residents the dght
to vote on the sale or transfer of City park-
land and the lending of credit and issuance
of bonds. ;

Questions about these legal issues, as
well gs about other unclear implications
and polential hidden costs of this settle-

ment, were asked repeatedly by members *

of FONP and cthers prior to the filing of the
cormplalnt.

The questions were aggressively ignored.
Although the eity clalms to have all legal
angles covered, in our opinion the strategy
for dealing with our offlcial complaint
appears to be to attempt to ignore our
guestions onee again by challenging our
right to ask them and by rushing to final-
1ze the settlement, rather than allowing the
court to hear the facts.

Although our passion and Interest in this
matter is obviously due to the high value
we place on parks and open land, the
refusal of city officials to discuss these and
other valid and important questions should
give everyene in Novi pause about the way
our city government is operating, whether
they belleve they agree with this settlement
or mel.

By con-
trast, there is wide support for new medical
treatments that may come from stem-cell
research,”

The commenl comes [rom an essay signed
by eight researchers [rom universities across
Lhe country and published just last menth in
Reason Magazine.

"Leglslators will find It difficull to craft a
law that interdicts human cloning but per-
mils erliical, closely refaled bislogleal and
fertilily research. It {s Jkely that the law of
uniniended consequences will instead con-
found them, the research commupity, and
society at large" stated Henry Miller of
Stanford Universily in thai same article.

Reason published the article.
"Criminalizing Science,” out of a concern
thai such a prohibilion "marks a nearly
unprecedented attempt lo make basic scien-
lific procedures. which harm ne ene. not
just Hlegal bul erminal. It thus departs from
the normal tepulatory structure governing
much biclogical researeh, a distinetion many
scientists still do not entirely grasp,” aceord-
ing to Virginia Postrel, cditor-al-large of
Reason Magazine.

Waller Anderson of the World Academy of
Art and Sclence called genetic research "z
development of the highest imporlance, and
it ealls for our best efforts at demoeratic pol-

ley making: for ongoing public dialogue
about ethical, safely and egulty concerns,
and for intelligent governmental regulation,
It does not call for Lhe legislative overkill
exemplified by the current bill lo criminalize
research involving the use of cloned human
cells, or for (a) sort of generalized hostllity
againsl Blotechnology.”
