If North Novi Park was kept as 
park land, the city of Novi would 
not be mandated by the state o f 
Michigan to remediate the park as 
a result of arsenic contamination, 

This was one statement revealed 
by Novi city manager R i c h a r d 
Heiwig dur ing Oakland C o u n t y 
Ci rcu i t Court hearings held Dec, 6 
and 7 regarding the pend ing 
Sandstone Associates settlement 
agreement. 

Heiwig stated in court that even 
though the state does not mandate 
remediat ion for contaminated 
acreage of North Novi Park if used 
for recreational purposes, mem­
bers o f the city council agreed they 
wouid have the land remediated 
anyway. 

Heiwig said city officials found 
out very late in the settlement 
process there was a presence of 
arsenic on the property. 

Members of the Friends of Novi 
Parks felt gratilied to hear this 
statement after waging a campaign

Two of Novi's ciiy empioyees 
received high praise for a job "well 
done during their annual perform­
ance evaluations. 

Members of the Novi Cily Council 
reviewed cily manager Richard 
Helwig and City Clerk Maiyanne 
Cornelius during an open session 
held Wednesday, Dec. 12. 

Before beginning her evaiualioii, 
Cornelius Jokingly compared having 
a public evaluation to going to liie 
dentist. 

There is a little bit of I'len'ousness 
in both, she said. 

Neither she nor i-ieiwig needed lo 
be nen'ous as both reviews were 
favorable, involving only a small 
amount of coiislruclivc criticism. 

Cornelius received her evaluation 
first, answering questions aslwti by 
;iiembers of the council and accept­
ing compliments on some of the 
efforts she has made while serving as 
a leader in the Novi clerk's office. 

Examples of some of the strides 
Cornelius has taken to r u n tile 
Clerk's office more effectively include 
cross-training staff members and 
making i l a policy lo respond to the 
publlc and other employees of the 
city In a fast and lielpftil manner 

"You have saved the citizens of 
Novi money and that is always 
appreciated," said Ltiura Ixirenzo, 
Cily council member 

During the Nov. 6 election, 
Cornelius saved the cily of Novi 
$5,600 by being proactive and .seek­
ing a belter solution to how election 
resuits are coded. 

Cornelius is aiso in the process of 

keeping her eye on a laptop voter reg­
istration process being tested in 
other areas as a possible solution to 
decreasing voters' wait-lime at the 
polls.

Cornelius has been with the city 
for about a year-and-a-half and 
Helwig has been with the cily for 
about 20 montlis. 

"it has been a whir lwind 20 
months," Helwig said. 

Since s tar l ing with the city, 
Helwig said his daiiy priority has 
been building trust throughout Uie 
community.

Novi Schools is close lo landing a 
deal that would see new computer 
technology continually rolling into 
the district over Ihe next four 
years, i.)cginning in February of 
2002. 

At Ihe Novi Board of Education 
meeting on Dec. 6, Novi Schools 
assistant superintendent of finance 
J i m Koster recomIllended to the 
board that a technology bid for 
computer hardware, software and 
Integration seiVices for tiie entire 
d l s l r l c t be awarded to Dei i 
Comptiter Corporation. 

"We spent a lot of lime evaluating 
vendors." said J i m Fry. ciireelor of 
technology for Novi Schools. "Dell 
has worked wi th education and 
has a good understanding about 
education." 

If awarded, over the length of lhe 
four-year deal, Del l would provide 
and Install over 3,000 ronipulers -
workstations a n d lap lops -
remove and dispose of 2,000 exist­
ing workstations, install and con­
figure an estimated 12 servers and 
Integrate a new e-mail package 
throughout the district. 

"Deii was the best value," Fry 
said. 'They will give the communi­

ty the most for iheir dollar." 
Furthermore, Dell wil l provide a 

private web page to faciiilate order­
ing and status checldng functions, 
as well as host a technology fair as 
a project kick-off. 

"We wanted to work wi th one 
vendor, so maintenance, parts and 
training are consistent," FIy said. 

Novi Schools began working on 
this overhaul in the spring of 2002, 
when the district 's Technology 
Task Force Comnlittee - composed 
of administrators, teachers and 
students - saw the need for new 
technology and computers in the 
schools and chose l i i lcl-based PCs 
as Ihc direction of tlie their future.. 

If passed by the school board, 
cri l ical areas will sec new cquip-
iiieiit first, such as the computer 
laboI-atories i n the high school. 

"We are headed in the direction 
of wireless lap tops," ' F i y said. 
"Computers wi l l be brought into 
the classrooms. S lude i i t won't 
have to walk down lo the labs." 

Overall, the Dell bid amount was 
$4,665,828. subs tant ia l ly lower 
than Ihe district 's budget estimate 
for Ihe project - w h i c h was 
$6.193,7.50. 

Dell was Ihe lowest of tour bids, 
which saw conipetitive offers by 
I B M . Compaq and Gateway, as 

well. 
"Computer pricing is all so com­

petitive Ihese days," F I y said. 
Thus, IBM voiced concerns to the 

Novi Boa rd of Educat ion about its 
bid. Due lo discrepancies about 
hardware specifications, I B M 
believes they hold the lowest over­
all bid, 

"We w i l l lake what they said and 
analyze It," Koster sa id . 

According to the district, IBM did 
not meet bid speeificatlons that 
required two. processors and failed 
to Include the costs o f DVD, C D -
RW a n d Sean Converters for work­
stations - which raised their overall 
price when added. 

IBM declined to comment on 
Ihcsc discrepancies. 

"We s l i l l believe Del l has a belter 
total cost of ownership," Fry said. 
"Dell Is the better choice and the 
better direction for us to go with." 

IBM's bid was about 3300,000 
more than Dell , according to llie 
district. 

The Novi Board of Educat ion is 
expected to address these matters 
a l its J a n . 10 regular meeting. 

The technology bid would be the 
first dollars spent from the $75 
million bond proposal passed by 
Novi voters In June.

C o u r t t e s t i m o n y 

r e v e a l i n g 

I wis i i ail of Novi's ciUzens could have 
witnessed what I saw In Oakland County 
Court last week. The city of Novi's attor­
ney. Gerald Fisher, told Ihc Judge lha l 
North Novi Park is n o l a park and it is not 
required on the master p lan, that it was 
l)ought oniy for a banquet facility a n d golf 
course, and that a (ransfer of park land to 
Sandstone is not a sale, and w o u l d be 
"involuntarv," to be ordered by the court. 
Judge McDona ld wasn't hoodwinked by 
a n y ' o f this and ruled that the park Is 
indeed a park, that there is "ample evi­
dence" in manv city documents inc luding 
the city 's Master P lan V i s i o n 2 0 2 0 that 
North Novi Park is clearly required for the 
city's park and recreation needs. He also 
ruled that the t ransac t ion does constitute 
a saie, and he saw through the "involun­
tary" c la im-af te r a l l , the city was asking 
h i m to so order i t . 

I a lso heard c i l y manager Richard 
Helwig say that 30 people "appeared" 
before city counci l for the October l pub­
lic hearing (probably technically referring 
to those who spoke at the podium) trying 
to fool the Judge that not many people 
showed up. U p o n cross examination, 
Helwig had to admit that in fact, hun­
dreds o f people attended the c l ty ' counc i l 
meeting and the city had to put addit ion­
al chai rs and tv moni tors i n the a t r i u m of 
city ha i l to accommodate the c rowd . I 
also saw a city p lann ing consul tant (paid 
by the city) passed off a s a park expert, 
who c la imed we have enough p a r k land. 
Fisher even argued i n h i s closing tha t the 
city could sell any city park, inc luding 
Lakeshore Park. 

In the course -of the two days of the 
hearing, 1 also witnessed Mr . F i s h e r and 
Sandstone's attorney Robert C a r s o n sit on 
the same side of the court , a rguing the 
same points , the best of friends, l heard 
Carson c i y out for the poor ci t izens of 
Novi a n d how h a r m e d they were going to 
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be i f the Sandstone settlement didn' t go 
through. He repeatedly said that the 
Friends of Novi Parks ci t izens group was a 
""sham."" 

Having seen and heard all of the testi­
mony, the clly"s and 

Sandstone"s a rguments , and having 
read (he city's mot ion lo the couIt , I s in­
cerely say to you that the real s h a m here 
is the Sandstone lawsui t , and Lhe illegal 
settlement tile c i ly proposed w i t h their 
"buddy" Sandstone. I am convincei j 
another solution can be found lo the 
Sandstone lawsuit. Mr . Fisher a n d M r / 
Carson c a n sit down together a n d work 
out a $ 3 0 o r $40 mi l l ion settlement. The 
illegal deal Involving pa rk l and was worth 
only abou t $40 mi l l i on anyway. More 
Impor tant ly , the "tax-free" set t lement 
involved n iany mi l l ions o f dollars of costs 
on Novi's part - b u y i n g Judgement bonds 
to buy off park bonds , pu t t ing in sewers 
for Sandstone, filing a lawsuit for the 
insurance claims. Just to Iiame a few. 

Perhaps it's lime to re-evaluate If the 
ci ty can w i n in the C o u r t of Appeals and 
get the entire Sandstone judgement over­
turned. T h e cily must reveal to the cit i­
zens wha t Plunkett a n d Cooney said 
about o u r chances in court . Judge 
M c D o n a l d saw through M r Carson and 
h i s arguments in cour t . Maybe the 
Michigan Cour t of Appea l s and the city's 
appeals team from Plunket t and Cooney 
can , loo.

W h e n did that happen in 
regards to this sett lement? Obviously Lhe 
people the mayor Is ca l l i ng on are n o l that 
wel l Informed because Ihey tried to do 
something illegal. 

i t 's a citizen group, the Friends of the 
Novi Parks, who saw th rough tbaL one and 
proved it i n court. Pe rhaps this group is 
also conec t in saying that the impact of 
the arsenic contamination in the park is 
not nearly what the c o u n c i l c la ims; that 
the ci ly h a s nol presented a factual pic­
ture to the voters of the h idden costs and 
problems wi th the settlement; that there 
are probably more options to deal ing with 
the lawsuit than the c i ty has presented to 
the publ ic ; and that lOO or 200 years 
from now Novi wil l be m u c h better off i f it 
keeps this park land! The master p lan 
exists to prevent the city from sel l ing its 
most attractive features i n order to bail 
i tseif out of short t e rm problems. The 
master p l a n reflects h o u r s of s tudy and 
thought by citizens a s lo what makes a 
h igh qua l i ty communi ty that r emains 
attractive for generaUons. I call on the 
planning commission to stand by the 
master p l a n , even through these difficult 
t imes.

Leaving (for the presidency of Columbia 
University) is Lee Bollinger, who was a pop­
ular and visionary leader at the U - M during 
his relatively short tenure. Ar r iv ing as 
Interim President is B. Joseph While, the 
respected former 'dean of the Business 

School . Bollinger's 
departure from the 
U - M has been the 
subject of intense 
specuial ion. some 
having lo do with 
his compensation 
(substantially less 
t han football 
coach Lloyd Carr) 
and some having 
lo do with lhe 
workings and per­
sonalities on the 
eight-member 
Board of Regents. 
Bollinger lias been 
giving cnd-of-lerrn 
interviews to vari­
ous newspapers, 

not directly criticizing the board but sug­
gesting it could benefit from additional per-
speclive to do its job better, perhaps througli 
a visiting committee made up of alumni and 
other friends and donors to the Universily. 

In an inten'iew published last week In the 
A n n Arbor News, Bollinger said, "'Every great 
institution has people other than the formal 
governing board who devote a good segment 
of their lives and their energies lo the suc­
cess of their institution, a n d who bring lo 
those discussions veiy special talents and 
capacities. We do not have that." 

He suggested the essentially pol i l ica l 
pI-ocess that produces the governing boards 
of the Michigan's B i g Three universlLIes may 
nol always produce lhe besL boards lo gov­
ern universities.

" i f you tried to r u n this university like a 
department of transportation or a business, 
i l would be a disaster ... These are fragile 
places, with a very dislin,;live culture and 
intellectual atmosphere. ... A sense of some 
disconnection from the pressures of polRical 
and commercial problems is essenOal." said 
Bollinger 

For years, many have argued that the odd 
way we select members of university govern­
ing boards in Mich igan couid stand Improve­
ment. Most voters have no Idea of the quaii-
Hcations and positions of candidates. As a 
result, who gets elected is essentially a crap-
shoot. Perhaps that's why very few other 
slates elect members of their universi ly 
boards. 

Gov. Engler says he wants to appoint 
board niemlicrs. perhaps subject to confir-
mation. Senator J o h n Scliwarz says a better 
system would be to add seven appointed 
members to the eigll t-mcmber elected 
boarcls. thereby producing a hybrid board of 
15. In either case, changing the way boards 
are selected in Michigan would require 
amending the Consti tution, not an easy mat-
ten 

So maybe Bollinger's idea of an advisorj' 
visiting committee has some merit, I saw a 
version work wel l while I served as a Regent. 

Farris Womack, then the financial vice 
president of the University, created an 
investment advisoIy committee to advise 
h i m in managing the U-M's portfolio, slock­
ing it Will i business and investment heavy­
weights. The advisory board had two pur­
poses. One was to advise the vice president 
about investments. The other was to edu­
cate individual members of the board about 
the complexities of financial and investment 
strategy. 

Everything worthwhile has a hidden agen­
da, of course. A n d the hidden agenda i n this 
case was lo InLimidate into silence one par-' 
l icularly obtuse and unknowing regent who 
had a long history o f trying to micronianagc 
investment dec is ions . Wa tch ing A i 

Taubman blunt ly tell this guy he didn't 
know what he was talking about i s one of 
my happiest raeniories of my t ime as a 
Regent! A n d — surprise! — pretty soon Lhal 
regent quiL messing wiLh investment deci­
sions.

Despite what a lot of people seem to 
think, telemarketers do Indeed sen'e a pur­
pose. 1, for one, find lha l on any given bor­
ing day, telemarketers can provide mc wi lh 
a few moments of comic relief. 

The conversation goes someLhing like this 
— they first try lo determine whether I'm 
the head of the household or the person 

w h o makes the 
p u r c h a s i n g deci ­
s ions . Once 
they've estab­
l ished that I can 
spend money, 
they launch into 
their sales pitch. 

Tha t ' s when 1 
interrupt with the 
fol lowing inane 
quest ion: "Is this a 
sales call?"

The l u c k y few get the benefit of a quick 
education from one of my lectures espous­
ing my l imited knowledge of business. 

"Doing business requires a certain level 
of trust,"' I tell them. This i s usually met 
with a s tunned silence from the other end 
of the phone l ine. ""You can"L sell me some­
thing if y o u don'L believe LhaL Til pay you for 
It. I can"t buy something i f I don"t believe 
you"ll give me Lhe product or service I'm 
paying for. So how can I t rus t you enough 
to do business wi th you when you can"t 
even be honest enough w i t h me to a d m i l

that this is in fact a sales call?" 
Of course, most o f lhe time, 1 can't waste 

Ihe time and Jus t hang up. I'm not polite 
about it. I don't explain why 1 don' t want 
their product. I don't say goodbye. I Just 
hang up. 

B u i at other t imes, when I'm really feeling 
grumpy, the telemarketer offers me a very 
convenient target for venting m y frustra­
tions, i . have been known to abuse telemar­
keters so severely that they hang up o n me. 

llere's the most important point, I never 
ever buy from a telephone solicitor. After 
a l l . it's a business and it relies o n Inaking 
sales. Yes, telemarketers can get by wi th a 
really low percentage of sales to overall 
calls, but ul t imately the success o f the 
business relies on maklIlg at leasL an occa­
sional sale. 

By making sure i never buy from a caller, 
1 find thai I ge l fewer and fewer of these 
calls a l l the time. 

So i am so inewhal baffied by a l l the con­
cern over supposed invasions of people"s 
evening hours by telephone soIiclLations. 
J u s t how much time does it take lo hang up 
on somebody? 

Nonetheless, s ta le lawmakers are work­
ing on a fiye-blll package in tended to 
crackdown on telemarketing. The main 
b in . House B i l l 4042 sponsored by Rep. 
Jennifer Faunce , R-Warren, would create 
a statewide "do n o l call l i s t ' for s ta le res­
idents who want l o block s u c h in t rus ions . 
Telemarketers themselves argue the bi l l s 
m a y violate the i r F i rs t Amendmen t right 
to free speech, a n d that Is a point worth 
considering. B u t many lawmakers also 
contend Lhal the bi l l s w i l l do Iltlle for 
Mich igan phone users . Fo r one, a state 
do-not-call l is t w i l l do noth ing lo block 
cal ls from out o f slate firms. Nor w i l l it 
likely stop u n s c r u p u l o u s telemarketers 
who choose to ignore the law. 

Last week, stale senators dec ided lo 
scrap the initiation of a do-not-call l ist and 
replaced the bi i i with a version of legislation 
that s imply prohibits telemarketers from 
blocking their idenUly on caller ID systems 
and the ' 6 9 option.
