What could be the single largest econamic
development project {n Michigan hisiory has
been sitting there, right under our nose.

Some tme early next year, the new lermi-
nal and ranways al Wayne County Detroft
Metropolitan Afrport will go fnte service,
making il one of the premiere passenger
hubs in the world. Already renovated, Willow
Run Airpart, just 12 miles o the sast, ranks
third In the nation in freight traffie. Link
them logether by a ring road system based
on 1-94 to 1he
soulh and Ecorse
Road to the north,
and you have a
potential economic
developrient  dis-
tHct encompassing
semething like
25,000 acres.

Prolessor John
Kasarda, director
of the HKenan
Institute of Private
Enterprise al the

. : University of Norlh
. M Carolina and a
world authority on
atrport-driven eco-
. nomic  develop-
ment. f1as a term for what might happen: an
"aerotropelis,” an emerging new urban fornm
arising from the competltive advantage that
cownes (rom air-based passenger and freight
transpoerialion.

Kasarda has just signed a consulling con-
tract with Wayne County to help define and
market the developmeni polential of Lhe idea.
Al a meeling last week, Kasarda argued “air-
poris will drive economic development in {he
21sl century. as much as highways drove it
in the 20tk eentury, railreads In the 19th
century and seaports In the 18th cenlury.

"Nowhere in the world have [ seen anything
like the poiential Wayne County Metrn and

Willow Run Airpart have il they're put togeth-
er right. Right now, the (wo airports aren't
leveraged (ogether, but nlimately this will
happen. The only questlon-is whether it's in
2010 or 202G," Kasarda concluded.

Communilies have already started to grow
around internatianal airports to take account
of (he need for agillty and speed in a global-
Izing business environmenl. Kasarda pointed
o Los Angeles Interiational Aliport, respon-
sible for 400,000 jobs and generatng $60 bil-
lion in business annually. He also cited
Amsterdam's Schiphol airporl, virtually a clly
unlo fiselfl

Work is already under way o bring this
dream te realily. at*least around Detrait
Metre, To the south, Pinnacle Aeropark, a
1,800 acre development i Remulus and
Huron Township, is being planned to atlract
office. commerclal and high-tech industirial
development, plus holels and an 18-hole gelf
course, Wayne Counly, Romulus. Taylor and
Furen Township have contracted with the
planning firm, McKenna Associates, to draw
up a master plan for a ring road syslem
around Detroil Metro.

Bul there's a lot mare to be done lo lurn
the vislon of a twoe-alrport develepment dis-
tricl into a realily. The ring road system will
have Lo be expanded wesl, lo include 1-275
arel Wiard Read. just to the west of Willow
Run. Asensible business and marketing plan
will have (o be put {ogether to atiracl private
investment, And varlous components in (he
public seclor wili have (o step forward n a
serious am coordinated way.

Local communities will have to gel cooper-
atively involved, Already, Homulus, Taylor
and Huron Township are coeperating on
planning for the ring read around Detroit
Metro, but planning will need lo include
other local government unils such as
Belleville and Ypsilanti Township.

A recent look al zero-tolerance by the
Mackinac Center for Public Policy, as part of ils
Michigan Educalion Report, concludes there
are a growlng number of pecple who are
rethinking the idea. Zero-lclerance policy s
“sometimes contrary lo basic judicial norms
like individualized consideralon and punish-
mentl under civil law."” the center's report con-
cludes. It can be inflexible and unfair.

Further, it may be creating an entirely new

.segment of youngsters in need of alternative

education. Even though Lhey are ossed oul of
regular classrooms, they still need Lo gel a basic
education. At present, Michigan's law requiring
zero-tolerance policles in school districts does
not require that alternative education be pm-
vided for those youngsiers,

Yet, according o the Department of
Educatlon some 1,200 students are being boot-
ed eut the door statewlde each year,

Nurobers from Oakland schools show an
increase in expulsions since zero-tolerance poll-
cles went Into effect. The Mackinac Center
reports 78 Cakland students were expelied i
the 1959-2000 school year, bul only 35 were
ousled I the three year period just hefore zero
elerance policies took effect in Oakland County.

Some of the individual cases thail have
come up raise the quesllon of whelher zero-
{olerance policies are {oo harsh. You'll
remember {he contraversy in Helt when the
district expelled a high school senior for
wearing a "small ceremonial blade” as part of
traditional Scottish dress to his prom, Only
about a year earlier a Livonia 13-year-old
was expelled for carrying a small souvenir
baseball bat le school, Yes, he was ecarrying
it for prolection — he'd been bealen up by an
older boy — but we are lalking aboul an
error it judgment on the part of a 13-year-
old.
