M a i n street business ownei's 
involved in the lawsuit ivlth their 
iandiord will not be complaining 
anymore after an order to keep 
quiet was issued last week. 

On Dee, 27, 52- i District Court 
Judge Brian MacKenzie ordered all 
parties invoived in the lawsuit 
Ijetween nine downtown Novi busi­
nesses and Evergreen III, Inc, to 

quit discussing ongoing issues 
impacting current litigation. 

MacKenzie did say all parties 
agreed to the Judgment which was 
discussed in closed chamljcrs. but 
would not comment further in 
respect of the order. 

According to court documents, it 
was ordered "tliat until further 
order of tiiis court, a l l parties, llIeir 
attorneys, employees, representa­
tives and agents are foi'bidden irom 
discussing this matter or the mer­

its of tile litigation except with 
counsel and tlie court, and as nec­
essary to pi-epare the matter for 
trial," 

It was further slated "that no 
parly, their agents or the attorneys 
shall make public statements or 
provide public Information regard­
ing this matter." 

The inotion, resulting in the 
order, was llled by Evergreen 111, 
which James Chen is part owner 
and managing partner of. ' 

According to the documents, the 
motion was filed to ensure the 
plaintiffs parties would have a 
right to a fair and impartial trial. 

The lawsuit, where Main Street 
tenants were initially suing for 
undefined suspiciously high com-
ipon area maintenance fees, has 
ijeen in the media since tenants 
received eviction notices in October 
after withholding a portion of the 
undefined fees, 

i^ater, counterclaims were filed 

by the tenants including an accu­
sation Chen misrepresented the 
development - telling the existing 
tenants that Main Street would be 
full thus Increasing traffic through 
the shopping and dining area. The 
Main Street development continues 
to be not fuU-capacitj', 

Coverage of the situation escalat­
ed further after Chen failed to pay

McNamara said Chr i s tmas 
and New Year's holidays br ing 
more cirivers to the roadway 
after having a couple of dr inks 
because of the increase in par­
ties and hoiiday gatherings. 

Officials of the department 
appreciate efforts area res i ­
dents have been making, but 
want to send out the message 
that drinking and driving is not 
tolerated in our city. 

"•deducing drinking and driv­
ing should be an effort by everj'-
one." McNamara said. 

The department's plan on 
keeping the streets safe Is made 
up of Incieasing patrolling and 
enforcing strict drinking and 
driving penalties. 

The department's plan of hav­
ing more officers on the road 
was recently enhanced after 
members of the Novi city coun­
cil unanimously approved an 
offer from the Traffic 
Improvement Association of 
Oakland County to have the 
Novi Police Department ser\'e as

The Novi Historical Society was 
recently recognized for its efforts to 
bring a greater understanding of 
the Korean War to inierestcd Novi 
residents. 

Recognition of Novi group mem­
bers' efforts came In November 

when Librarian of Congress James 
H . BllUngton announced the soci­
ety's Korean War Oral History 
Project as an official partner of Its 
National Veterans History lYojecl. 

The Novi Historical Society's 
Korean War project was one of iOO 
partners in 38 states granted the 
recognition honor and tiie only 
partner project in Michigan. 

Member of the Novi Historical 
Society and project director, Kathy 
Mutch, explained members of the 
historical society, with the help 
from Inembers of the Novi 
Historical Cominission and the 
Novi Public Library, have been con­
ducting oral history Interviews with 
Korean War veterans to document 
their experiences during the 1950-

1953 period of the war. 
These Interviews go beyond the 

moment of the event," Mutch said. 
"People can look at these inter­
views and learn from theiu." 

It was the society's ability to 
meet the national mission that 
motivated the partnership. 

The nationai mission Is "to col­
lect the memories, accounts and 

documents of war veterans and of 
those who served in support of' 
them during World War I. World 
War 11 and the Korean, Vietnam 
and Persian Gulf wars, and to pre­
serve their stories of experience 
and service for future generations."

IViore l iousing unils are iicacieci 
to Novi, as plans for Ihe iipconiiIig 
Iieigllborhood - Maybiiry i 'ar i i 
Estales - are iDeing iiaiiimered out 
by elly officials and deveiopcrs. 

IViulli Bu i ld ing Company of 
Plynioutli is proposing to deveiop 
106 detaclied condominium units 
on nearly 135 acres on the north 
side of Eight Mile Road between 
Beck and Garfield Roads. 

On Dec. 19. the Novi Planning 
Commission nnnnimoiisly grant­
ed the pf-oposed development a 
preliminary site plan approval, 
along with ivoodland and wetland 
permits. 

iiowever. the planning commis­
sion is requiring a few clianges lo 
the site plan - meeting current 
design and construction stan­
dards set fortli l;y tile Novi City 
Counci l - in order to bring these 
new homes to the community. 

These site changes include 
reducing the size of the traffic 
island at the subdivision entrance 
on Eight Miie ftoad. Currently, 

the island is set to be 189-reet 
long, but the Iiiaximurn length 
allowed by the city of Novi is 100 
feet. 

"This is in case an emergency 
vehicie has lo maite a U-turn at 
the entrance, so they won't have 
lo drive so far into the park," Novi 
planning director David Evancoe 
said. "They'll have to shorten 
this up some." 

A l s o , the city of Novi is 
requesting that ail e i i l ry is iai ids 
iie i i iuni inaied so people can see 
the subdivis ion signs, as well as 
life island itselj', 

"They' l l have to make sure 
they aiT pI"operly l i t ," Evancoe 
said. 

Fur thermore , Maybury Park 
Estates wil l boast active recre­
ation facilities for playing sports 
and enjoying picnics . Howevei-, 
no specifies have been detailed 
for t i l ls area and the planning 
conini iss ion wants lo see its 
e.\act location and plans. 

"They'll have to tel l us where it 
wil l be and how larjfe it wi l l be," 
Evancoe said. "It needs to be 
defined."

Motliei-'s Against Drunk Driving 
and Ashley'sDream.org, an organi­
zation started by a former i<mart 

executive whose i8-ycar-oid 
daughter was killed ijy a daink 
driver. 

"Tills is a community progf-am: 
Ibis is n community ' couf-t," 
IVIacKenzic said, "it's not just about 
not drinking, it's about holding peo­
ple absolutely accountable." 

On Dec. 12, the couifs first nine 
members successfully finished 
Sobriety Court's first lap, an 
intense 36-week schedule designed 
lo provide the repeat offender's life 
with a new sti-ucture, emphasizing 
treatment and wellness over 
mandaloij'Jail sentences. 

'This has definitely changed my 
life and my long-tei'm outlook on 
living," said Kevin O'Neal, 36, a 
Sobriety Court defendant who has 
been in and out of Ihe criminal Jus-
lice system for nearly 20 years on 
alcohol-related charges. 

"Eveiylhing that you thought was 
important all changes In Sobriety 
Court. Sobriety is the main priori­
ty," lie said. 

When the defendant opts for tiiis 
progi-am instead ofjaii , totai com­
mitment is demandeci. 

"You give up a iot of your God-
given rights as an American," 
O'Neal said, "In the beginning, I 
didn't know what to expect." 

The defendant is required to 
maintain full-time cinploymeiil, 
enroll i n alcohol counseling and 
meet with a probation officer once a 

week, as well as be tested for alco­
hol dally and illegal df-ugs weekly. 

Tiie defendant is sui)ject lo ran­
dom and unannounced home and 
work visits ijy police ofllcers who 
can seaiTii their homes for alcohol 
and di'ugs without a waiTant. 

"I'eople can waive their rights, 
and they have chosen to do that," 
MacKenzle said. "Any lime, day and 
niglit we can check them, if there Is 
no coninilliiient'lo stopping, we put 
them in Jail." 

Fuithermoi'e, cacli i-epeat offend­
er appears before a judge at least 
oIicc a month, whef-e the ciiniliial 
justice system reviews their con-
di ic l and progress, 

"Many alcoholics arc not willing 
lo deal witii their pi-oblem on a 
daily iiasis, Thei-e is a dil'feience 
between knowing you're an alco­
holic and doing someliiing about ' 
it," O'Neal said.'"Sobriety Coui1 has 
opened my eyes lo wlicr'e I'm going 
and wlial I can accomplish." 

However, if the defendant I'alls off 
track and returns to drinking, jail Is 
imminent. 

"Nine out of 10 respond wonder­
fully. The other 10 percent we find 
out eai-ly and put in Jail." 
IViacifcnzic said. "Punishment is 
swift and cei-tain, just as rewards 
are equally swift and certain." 

Meaning, if the defendant suc­
cessfully cleai's each hurdle 
lowai'ds sobriety, they are rewarded

"We try to pro\'ide them wittl non-
alcohol related activities," said 52-1 
District Court probation officer 
David CanIisbell. 'They learn how to 
structure their lives around non-
using activities." 

Moreovei', liiey make their way 
back lo complete soberness 
lliroiigln responsibility. 

"Di ink ing became a iabor of 
love," O'Neal said. "It gels you. 
You're a slave to It and it lakes and 
takes and lakes. I'm doing this for 
myself - first and foi'enIost." 

Uniquely, the defendants earn 
tiic i-espect of llie criminal justice 
system, which becomes an integral 
foi-ce in the defendant's life. A force 
that usually catches people only on 
Die downside of tiie law. 

'This is one of the best things 
this courl has ever done. 
Pef-sonally, it allows me lo see tJie 
upside of people who are growing 
and becoming better and stronger," 
MacKenzie saici. "Alcohol Is a poi­
son. These people have been poi­
soning their systems. After a wiIiie, 
you see physical and peisonality 
changes." 

And these i-elatioiiships are fos­
tered on both ends of a typicaiiy 
coid justice system. 

"1 consider Judge MacKeIizle my 
friend. He cares about people, but 
he has a job to do," O'Neal said. "He 
has an obligation to lock people up 
who don't quit." 

Now, the nine inaugural mem­
bers of Sobriety Court look allead 
towards the second phase on their 
road to soberness - another 36 
week scheduie but less restrictive -
which includes monUily visits with 

T i r e s t o n e 

a proiiation oi'llccr and continueid 
aicoliol counseling. ; 

'This doesn't make nie a super­
star II just makes me on tiie sanie 
ievei with everyone else out theI;e 
without this probiem," O'Neal said. 

Cuirently, 70 people are enrolled 
in Oakland County's Sobriety 
Courl. The 72-week program has 
two probation officers who can only 
effectively handie 35 cases each. ; 

However, MacKen/ie hopes to see 
tiie pIogram grow in tlie near futuI^e 
by adding a thii-d probation officer, 
pushing the enroilment to 105 peo­
ple. 

"It's an evolving process and 
we're learning." MacKenzie said. 
"We started small and carefully. 
When we make mistakes, we can fix 
liiem." 

•i'iie 52-] District Court 's 
Sobriety C o u r l was funded through 
a $95,000 grant from the iVtichigan 
Supreme Court, as weii as a 
$27,373 grant by the Traffic 
improvement Association. 

In 1999. 5 2 - l District Court han­
dled more drunk driving cases than 
any other court in Michigan. 
During' the past several years, the 
court has averaged over 1,000 alco­
hol-related driving offenses per 
year, with about 36 percent of these 
cases being repeat offenders,

Tonighl, lileiuliers of (lie Novi 
City Council will hear coiiimenls 
and hold discussions for possibly 
llie last time before adopling Ihe 
cIly's downtown Gateway 
Ordinance. 

Members of the council unani-
iTiously agreed to hoiti a special 
Jan . 3 meeting dedicated soieiy to 
tlie ordinance topic after time was 
ieft short at tiie coiincii's Dec. 17 
meeting. 

During tlie December meeting, 
members had planned to read the 
ordinance for tiie second lime anci 
vote on whether to adopt liie ordi­
nance or not. 

"i'his is a huge undertaking and 
has taken a great amount of lime," 

said Richard 1-ieiwig, Novi city man­
ager 

Heiwig suggested scheduling the 
January special Ineeting. 

Novi City Council member l^ura 
Lorenzo supported scheduling a 
special meeting because there were 
still a lot of items in the draft ver­
sion she felt needed to be 
addressed. 

She was concerned with the 
amount of "slioulds" in the docu­
ment anci felt more concrete verbs 
should be used when defining the 
ordinance requirements. 

Duiing audience participation of 
liie Dec. 17 nieeling, members of 
tiie audience spoke about what 
they would like to see happen to the 
city approved guideline. 

Some of the changes requested to 
Ihc di^aft version of the ordinance 

included having parking available 
in the front of the eslablishments 
as well as the back, allowing addi­
tional stores to operate in the 
defined area inciuding a siioe store 
or electronics store and amending 
the setback requirement to make 
sure tile development will nol be 
too close to the road. 

Lorenzo said she was willing to 
explore changes in building setback 
requirements. 

IViayor Pro-tem Michelle Boiionl 
also agreed building setback 
requirements detaiied in the ordi­
nance were not adequately defliied 
in llie draft version. 

in response to some of tiie other 
comments made at the December 
meeting, Novi City Councilinember 
Kim Capelio said he had always 
fought llie idea of liaving parking in 

front of the development until he 
saw a similar project in north 
Dearborn which utilized front park­
ing areas. 

The Downtown Gateway District 
ordinance will apply to property in 
the Meadowbrook Road and Grand 
River Avenue area. 

When tiie ordinance was first 
proposed, concern was raised if the 
development would take away busi­
ness from Novi's Main Street. 

In order to alleviate concerns of 
that type, . the ordinance was 
changed to add more residential 
anci less commercial development. 

Imniedialeiy after the special 
meeting, members of the city coun­
cil will hold an executive session to 
discuss pending litigation wi th 
Sandstone Associates.

For most athletes it would be a 
nightmare to not be able to play the 
sports they love for three years — 
for Walled Lake Western basketball 

player Chris Eagle lhat nightmare 
was reality. 

Eagle, who is a senior guard wilh 
the Warriors basketball team, suf­
fered from a disease known as 
Perthes Disease in his left leg from 
the age of seven to lO, but was 
determined enough and stubborn 
enough to not allow the disease to 
slop him from reaching his goals. 

"I don't even luiow how I fell," 
Eagle said of what came over him 
when he was first diagnosed with 
the disease. "It was Just a big 
shock. Here I was playing baseball 
and soccer and then one day, I was­
n't able to do anything. I was stuck 
inside playing video games." 

Perthes Disease is a disorder of 
the hip i n young children. 
Discovered i n 1910 by Doctors 
Legg, Calve and Perthes, many the­
ories have been proposed as to the 
cause of the disease including 
infiammation, infection, trauma 
and even hip problems noted at 
bir l i i . The most popular theory, 
according to the Stratford 
Orthopedics- and Rehabifitation 
Pediatric -Orthopedic Institute, is 
that for some unknown reason, 
there is a temporary loss of the 
blood supply to the femoral head 
(ball portion of the hip joint), caus­
ing diat part or ail of the area to die. 
Perthes Disease is most commoh in 
the four to eight year age group 
thoiigh children age two through 
their teens can be involved — and is 
most common In boys by a ratio of 
four lo one than giris. 

For a child who, according to 
Eagle's mother, Debby, was hyper­
active, being stuck in traction for 
nearly four months due to the dis­
order was enough to drive him to 
tears. 

" i l was the beginning of a night-
miire then." Debby Eagle said of the 
first lime Chris was put into trac-^ 
lion. "He spent about a month in 
the hospital i n traction and about 
three months at home. We set up a 
hospital bed i n the living room so 
he could see out the two front win­
dows." 

But Chris was not about to give 
up, not with his older brother, 
Johnny, and his mother and father, 
John, there to support him. 

'They were always there for me," 
Chris said, noting that he wouldn't 
let them be there too much. "Î  
wouldn't let them baby me. 1 tried to' 
do eveiything on my own." 

Once out of traction. Eagle was 
put into a "Scottish Brace" that 
extended from his hips to his knees, 
preventing h im from doing many of 
the things he wanted to do. He 
began to see Doctor Robert 
Hensinger. who Is the head orthope­
dic surgeon at the University of 
Michigan, for nearly three years.

"He eouidn't play organized 
sports." Debby said. 'The doctors 
said they weren't sure if he would 
ever be able lo jilay sports again. 1 le 
wouldn't let it stop him though, fic 
watched every game he could and 
even learned lo ride his mouiilain 
bike and lo kick liie soccer ball 
around." 

At the age of i 0. Chris was freed of 
the restraints of his bulky and awk­
ward brace and given a ciean bill of 
health by Dr. Hensinger excepi for 
slightly less mobility in his left leg. 

"It made me stronger mentally," 
Chris said. "I wouldn't give up and I 
knew 1 would play sports again."" 

.And play sports he does. Eagle, 
who scored 12 points in Western's 
opening game of the Walled l.ake 
Western liivilalional Tournament to 
help propel his team to a win, is 
looking at playing basketball al the 
Division 111 level —Just like liis older 
brother who plays al Rose Hiilman 
Institute of Technology. 

"He was always the one vvho 
would stay home and play s])orts 
with me." Chris said of Johnny. "He 
was always there to stick up for me 
and to play witii me when eveiyone 
eise was out playing logelher" 

Johnny also maiie sure no one 
made fun of liis yoiiiiger sibling. 

"There was one incident when 
Johnny was playing basebaii." 
Deiiby said. "Some kids were mak­
ing fun of Chris - and Johnny, who 
is the calm one, rlimijed over the 
fence near the dugout and was 
ready to take those kids' lieads off" 

i'erthes Disease may have even 
brought tiie two cioser togellier 

"i-Je was always real proleclive of 
me," Eagle said of his iirotiier. "He 
stiil is. Somctiiiies the littlest things 
make him snap and one of them is 
making fun of me or picking on nle. 
1 liiink we have iieen veiy close 
through our entire lives, i iu l we have 
even gotten closer since he went lo 

-college. We are more like I'riejids 

than ever before." 
Eagle's ability to overcome the dis­

ease and do what he wanted to do 
has made him a figure fof others to 
look to in their tough times. 
Recently, Eagle was visited by a five-
year-old boy named Jacob who is 
also suffering from Perthes Disease. 

"He didn't want to talk about it 
and seemed upset wilh it," Eagle 
said. "I Jusl showed him what I was 
able to do now and told him how I 
got out of (the brace) and that it was­
n't that hard. 1 did what I could lo 
give him tlie motivation he needs to 
not let it get the besl of him." 

One of the most important things 
Eagle learned while lighting Pei-thes 
Disease was that giving up is the 
worst diing a person can do. 

"You can't let that bring you 
down," Eagle said. "Just because 
you have something standing in 
your way doesn't mean you should 
let it stop yoii from achieving what 
you want lo achieve in your life." 

Eagle is currently looking at play­
ing basketiwii with Rochester 
College, among otiier Division III 
schools. Eagle noled lhat if he 
chooses not to play basketball at tlie 
next level, he will probably attend 
Central Michigan University. 

"I would still probably try out (for 
Central's basketball team)," Eagle 
said. "1 am not going to back down, 
not now or even I am Just going lo go 
out there and liy and if I don't make 
i l . that will be Just line." 

From not just being able to sit and 
look out the window lo looking at 
playing Division i l l college basket-
ha\]. Eagle showed himself and oth­
ers that adversity is jusl another 
thing in life to overcome wilh deter-
minalion and dedication.

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C h a l l e n g e D a y a l l o w s s t u d e n t s t o l e a r n a b o u t t o u g h i s s u e s

StiKieiiis at Novi Middle School 
experienced an eye, mind and 
iieart opening day that sparked 
I'resh interpretations of the world 
around them. 

On Dec. 17-18. the middle 
schooler.s participated in 
"Ciiallenge Day," a national work­
shop that tackles tough issues fac­
ing young people today, such as 
violence, racism, social oppression, 
stereotyping, and drugs. 
, "After experiencing 'Challenge 
Day' you see things in a new per­
spective." said Jennifer White, an 
eighth-gi-ade student at the Novi 
IMIddle School. 

On. Dec. 17. lOO eighth-graders 
- along with 40 teachers, parents 
and community leaders - headed 
over to Novi Civic Center in the 

day-long event, with 100 seventh-
graders and 40 other adults par­
taking on Dec. 18. 

"People come together and have 
something in common," said 
eighth-grader Aditi Hardikar. 

The workshop uses innovative 
games and ice-breaking techniques 
to tear down the social inhibitions 
between students. Jump-starting 
new relationships and promoting 
the acceptance of differences in 
others. 

"it gives you the chance to know 
other people in the school you nor­
mally wouldn't get to know," said 
Brittany Riley, an eighth-grade stu­
dent at Novi Middle School. 

The kids selected to attend the 
program were Identified as the 
school's student leaders and most 
able to spread the "Challenge Day" 
ideals through the entire school 
building. 

'These students will role model 
being kind," said Novi Middle 
School eighth-grade teacher 
Claudia Wiseman. 

During one activity, "Power 
Shuffle," students are posed ques­
tions about di'ug use, domestic vio­
lence, homosexuality and other 
social issues. Instead of using ver­
bal responses, the kids answer by 
taking steps ahead of the pack -
"crossing the line" - discovering 
things they have in common with 
their peers. 

"You realize people are going 
through the same things as you," 
said eighth-grader J immy Tester. 
"It makes you more at ease with 
people." 

"It's nice to see that you're not as 
different from everyone else as you 
think you are," said Ryan IWiUer, an 
eighth-grade student at Novi 
Middle School,

Furlhermore, the program gets 
students lo speak out about their 
feelings and opinions on society 
and life. 

"It's time for kicis to shine, step 
up anti say powerfui things," said 
Novi Middle School seventh-grade 
teacher Beth Little. 

Other exercises included musical 
chairs, hugging games and activi­
ties that emphasized team work 
and building trust. 

'The event dealt tastefully and 
sensitively with some difficult situ­
ations in life," Little said. 

Moreover, school administrators 
hope these new student realiza­
tions improve the building atmos­
phere at school, reducing sarcasm, 
rumors and hurtful words In the 
hallways and classrooms. 

'The school could be different. 
We could make it that way. It does­
n't have to be the way it is," said 
seventh-grader Kelsey Schroeder. 

So, the student leaders are now 
in charge of bringing the new atti­
tude found at "Challenge Day" to 
the rest of the kids in school, 

'This program alone isn't going 
to change the culture of the 
school," said Novi Middle School 

principal Milan Obrenovich. "It's 
what follows and what tliey do with 
It. It's change; change Is not easy." 

The two-day event was funded 
by the Novi Youth Assistance, the 
Novi Middle School m , M E E M I C , 
the Marriott Townplace Suites In 
Novi, McDonald Ford and the city 
of Novi. who provided the space at 
the Novi Civic Center. 

The Challenge Day program 
started In 1987 and has won sever­
al national awards from the juve­
nile just ice system, the D A R E 
Officers' Association and govern-
ment officials. It is featured in tlie 
New York Times bestseller. 
"Chicken Soup for the Teenage 
Soul ."

"I'm intending to run for county 
commissioner in Distr ic t 2," 
Bullard said Friday, Dec. 2 l . "1 
feel I have already accomplished a 
iot in western Oakland County, 
and 1 think I can do even more." 

Bullard said his decision to run 
for the part-time Job that pays 
$27,000 per year caIIie after about 

a year of consideration. His deci­
sion, he said, was based partly on 
what he believed was Brian's dis­
interest in seeking re-election for 
the coming term. 

"Bi l l Brian had told me during 
the past year that he wasn't going 
to run," Bill iard said. 

Brian dismissed such talk as 
political opportunity making.

Questions and issues raised repeatedly 
l.iy many residents aboui the proposed 
Sandstone selllenient have been met 
repeatedly by either silence or the irrele­
vant "it's an ugly situation and we have to 
put it behind us quickly" defense. Yes, 11 
is an ugly si tual ion, but this doesn't 
absolve the people negotiating a settle­
ment on our behalf from the obligation to 
i'uiiy understand all the implications of 
what they are agreeing to. or to be honest 
with us about those implications. Nor 
does it absolve tlie planning commission 
from their obligation to understand all 
the long-teriu implications of any 
changes they make lo the city master 
p lan . In a column last week, Kelli Cooley 
stated that Friends of Novi Parks was 
"wasting everyijody's time" by continuing 
to harp on questions that still haven't 
been answered, although she concedes 
that they are good questions (hat are 
being evaded. This is a veiy confusing 
position - is there an expiration date on 
issues just because they haven't been 
addressed or even acknowledged i n any 
way? 

Ci ty leadership couid have saved every­
body a lot of time by negotiating a settle­
ment that could have been executed in a 
clearly legal manner, and by being honest 
and forthcoming i n the information they 
gave to residents. 

Many poor decisions have been made 
by reacting with good Intentions to a cur­
rent problem and not fully examining the 
so-called solution. Some of us honestly 
believe this may be one of them. We are 
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not getting any inforinnlion I'rom tlie peo­
ple making the decisions lo convince us 
t i inl mueli examination at aii has gone 
on, let alone that a sound decision is 
Ijeing made.

All of North Now Park was clearly consid­
ered a necessary part of Novi's park system 
when it was purchased with a voter-
approved liond in 1993. The usable land 
represented by the proposed Sandstone set­
tlement represents 15% to 20% of all use­
able (i.e. non-wetland) parkland Novi owns. 
It is nearly all of the parkland not dedicated 
to aeUve recreation (soccer, baseball, tennis, 
play stmctures) or special use (lee Arena, 
Fuerst Farm). 

Now it appears likely that NovI's Planning 
Commission will remove 95 acres of the 
park from the master plan on January 9. 
allowing Noil 's City Council to legally give it 
Sandstone. What has changed since l993?

splitters, 

Dick Posthumus, 
the presumptive 
Republican nomi­
nee for governor, 
knows Ibis perfecl-
ly well. With both 
houses of the legis­
lature, the gover­
nor's oliiee and the 
Supreme Court all 
controlled by 
Republicans, he 
has a right lo 
expect his GOP 
allies wouid iiave 
haci a i'ieid day last 
year slacking the 

deck in his favor But if lie looks carefully ai 
what they did and at tlie altitudes of key sub-
urban voters, he has got lo wonder witli 
friends like that, who needs enemies? Here's 
a short list: 

Gun Control: Last year the legislature 
passed and Gov, Engler signed legislation 
requiring gun boards to issue concealed 
weapons permits to anybody who applies and 
doesn't have a criminal record or a liislor)' of 
mental illness. Most police and virtually all 
gun board members objected, reasoning that 
the more people running around packing 
heat, the more folks will get shot. Polls have 
consistently shown a majority of suburban

voters endorse some kind of gun control. 
Will Dick Posthumus be ninning on a pro-

gun platform in soutliern Oakland County? 
Don't bet on i l . 

Straight Ticket Voting; Just before year 
end, tiie iegislature passed a bili banning 
straigiil lieket voting, a fixture in Michigan 
election law ever since former governor 
Soapy Williaiiis used lo shout, ' "Make it 
emphatic: vote slraiglit Democratic!" 
Republicans argued with more or less a 
straigiil face the change would encourage 
voters to pay more attention to individual 
candidates and ballot issues. Grumpy 
Democrats pointed out Ihe law is aimed 
squarely al tlieir voters, many of whom his-
(oricallv vote a straigiit ticket; for example, 
240,000 of 300,000 Detroit (i,e. mostiy 
Demoeraliel voles cast In tiie 2000 generai 
election were straight ticket ijallois. 

I'iainly, the legislation seiVes no purpose 
other than helping GOP eantiidates. Equally 
lilainly, i l will aggravate voters, who will have 
to stand in longer lines to vole Michigan's 
bed sheet ballot. 1 ean'l imagine thougiitful 
suburiian voters, wliellier Republican or 
Democratic, wailing crossly in iong lines at 
the polling places being particularly 
enthused at this patently uiilair law. 

Emily's List: A national fund-raising group 
tlial helps woman candidates, Emily's List 
has made Democriillc giilicriialorial candi­
date. Attorney General Jennifer Granliolni, 
one of Us top picks. The organization collects 
contributions Irom individuals and "bundles" 
them into big doiuidons. Well late last year — 
wink, wink, nod, nod — Ihe Republican-dom­
inated legislature restricted bundled contri­
butions to $34,000. Although complicated, 
this is non-trivial. In 2000, Emily's List col-
leeled more than $1 million for Debbie 
Stabenow's winning campaign i'or tiie U.S. 
Senate an ei'fori now prohibited for 
Graiil iolm. 

But there's a ilip side. Because the law 
won't take elt'ect until Api i l , Emily's List can 

solicit unlimited money for Granholni for the 
next three months. If 'hell hath no fiiiy like a 
woman scorned,' there Just might be a lot of 
women writing bigger ciiecks for Granholm 
than they would have othenvise.

:their physical fitness New Year's 
resolutions now have a so l i i l lon . 

- C lub Elite in Novi offers an 
!intimate, ladles-only approach lo 
becoming tone, losing weight and 
inches and adopting a healthier 
lifestyle. 

"Wc want women to feel com­
fortable when they come In." said 
co-owner and 18-year fitness 
professional, Krissic Owens. 

Owens said many women feel 
intimated going into some of the 
large health clubs because they 
are co-ed and because they are 
not always offered specialized 
treatment. 

The experience at Club Elite is 
quite different. 

"It Is Important to us to provide 
personal one-on-one service." 
said co-owner Wendy Corriveau. 
"We want people lo feel l ike this 
is their chi.b. like Ihis is Ihcir 
place." 

When first-timers enter the 
club, they are greeted personally 
in the hotel-lounge like meeting 
room. Here they will be personal­
ly interviewed, measured and 
weighed before being instructed 
of the program. 

"No one likes lo have a tape 
measure around them." Owen.s 
said. "But it is veiy helpful to see 
the progress." 

Owens e.\p!ained women can 
not always judge their success by 

weight loss alone. She said often 
a loss of inches is experienced 
first as body fat decreases while 
lean muscle ILssne increases. 

That principle Is also the driv­
ing force behind the club's phys­
ical fitness program. Besides, just 
catering to women.

Corriveau explained member­
sh ip is being iimited to ensure 
the ciui i wiil never be over crowd­
ed. 

Also, because members are on 
a similar routine with machine 
changes occurring when the tone 
sounds, there is no wait ing for 
machines to become available. 

The chib located in Oak Pointe 
Plaza on Nov! Road, between 
Eight and Nine Mile Roads, addi­
tionally has changing and show­
er facilities and three tanning 
rooms. 

Corriveau said the best part of 
being at Club Elite is really the 
members. She said not only is It 
exciting to experience members' 
weight loss achievements, but 
there are so many nice, friendly

The Walled Lake Consolidated 
School building on Pontlac Trail 
was built when the dance "The 
Charleston" was a craze and the 

fc<4school has continued to be used io, 
educate students throughout the 
eras of bobby socks and rock-n-
roll. 

Now officials at the historic 
school are wanting to preserve 
memories of earlier days by col­
lecting mementos from former 
students. 

Rob Masson, director of com­

munity education, at the historic 
school on Pontlac Tra i l and Maple 
Road, said he's already received a 
few pictures and a letter sweater 
from the class of 1941. However, 
they would like many more histor­
ical items that they can showcase 
at the school for aii to see..., 

"We have a gap in the history of 
the building," Masson said. "The 
building has changed uses over 
the years. There's nothing con­
necting it to its past." 

Currently the school is used for 
Community High School, the dis­
trict's alternative high school. It Is 
also used for adult education 

classes, recreation and enrich­
ment classes, programs for senior 
citizens and preschool and 
Headstart classes. 

The school has been used in 
recent years for 50th class 
reunions where former classmates 
walk through tlie bui ld ing-and 
remember memories from yester­
year. 

"It's a walk through memory 
lane," Masson said. 

The Pewabic tiles on the wall, 
which were put in during the 
school's expansion in 1930s, are 
sti l l In as fine shape as former 
students remember them, he 

pointed out.
