c o u l d b e s t a l l e d

City officials will be meeting In 
the next couple of weeks to make 
sure the new Novi fire station and 
training center currently In con­
struction does not go up in smoke. 

"The project is not on target as 
far as the May 1 completion date," 
said Richard Helwig, Novi city 
manager. "The project is about 
one-third complete and we will 
know more in a couple of weeks." 

Anthony Nowicki, Novi director 
of public services, said all parties 
will be sitting down shortly to dis­
cuss what exactly Is going on at 
the l o Mile and Wbiom Roads con­
struction site. 

"Of course we're not satisfied 
with the progress," Nowicki said. 
"We want to determine why there 
Is a delay." 

In order to determine what the 
delay Is, city officials will be sitting 
down with Novi developer James 
Chen for answers. 

Last year, Greystone 
Construction, wh ich Chen Is 
behind, was awarded the contract 
to construct Novi's new fire sta­
tion. 

In December, Frank Ray of the 
architect, engineering and plan­
ning firm Nordstrom Samson 
Associates reviewed the status of 
the project per the city's request. 

Ray advised the city that a pay­
ment request was unable to be 
processed by the firm because of 
insufficient documentation sub­
mitted by Greystone Construction. 

The contractor had notified' the 
cily that future payments will be 
handled directly by a bonding 
company. 

Helwig said officials were explor­
ing options with the bonding com­
pany and Chen to handle the situ­
ation and said he should have spe­
cific answers addressing the entire 
situation by Jan . 31. 

As of the end of the year, Ray 
was s t i l l waiting for a revised con-
stniction schedule and a complete 
breakdown of subcontractors from 
Chen after repeated requests. 

According to a written recom­
mendation issued by Ray, it was 
suggested to Nowicki that the city 
obtain documentation that 
Greystone Construction can fuifiil 
its contract and complete the proj­
ect. 

The attention to the stalled actlv-. 
ity came at the same time Chen 
appeared In court for the Main 
Street tenants versus Evergreen i l l 
lawsuit. 

At the end of last year, Chen also 
dealt w i lh Detroit Edison, who 
issued a disconnect order on the 
Main Street development. 

A nondiselosed agreement was 
reached to keep the power on 
despite Chen's more than 
$200,000 outstanding balance. 

John Pitrone, a representative 
from the Hayman Company which 

. manages the downtown develop-; 
ment, said Chen was behind on his 
electric bill because of the funds 
Main Street tenants had withheld.-

Novi residents are still left with­
out a better idea of what the thor­
oughfare to their downtown will 
look like after members of the city 
council failed to adopt the 
Downtown Gateway Oidlnance 
after,its second reading. 

At the conclusion of the Jan . 3 
Novi city Council special meeting 
dedicated entirely to the ordi­
nance, council members were still 
not in agreement as to the partic­
ulars of the new ordinance which 
will apply to the area extending 
from, Meadowbrook to Novi's 
downtown and up to Eleven Mile 
Road. 

At the belly of the uncertainty 
was bui ld ing setback require­
ments, where park ing wi l l be 
allowed, and what uses wil l be 
allowed i n the corridor. 

Area developers appeared before 
the council arguing in the most 
part for the release of ordinance 
wording which prohibits a liquor 
store, drug store, jewelry store or 
copy center in the corridor. 

It was argued that since resi­
dential housing is the key to the 
mixed-use ordinance, services 
that residents need should be 
allowed for convenience so resi­
dents would have the opportunity 

to walk or ride their bikes to local 
establishments. 

"I look forward lo seeing this 
ordinance become a reality." said 
Novi developer and businessman 
Jonathan Brateman. 

Brateman said he does not like 
the specificity of the types of busi­
nesses which are not alloived 
because It will prevent specialty 
stores from •k^hw^^hk 
coming to the _ . ,

member Lou 
Csordas said 
he thought some of the retail uses 
which were stripped from the ordl-
IIance could be useful. 

"I can't see the damage with 
having a drugstore on a corner," 
Csordas said.

The number of Main Street 
lessees at odds with their land­
lord was reduced by one after a 
d i smissa l was signed in 52-1 
District Court . 

The dismissal of the case 
between Evergreen III, Inc. and 
Real Estate One, Inc. cJropped the 
number of downtown tenants to 
nine in the battle started by what 
tenants alleged to be excessive 
common area maintenance (CAM) 
fees. 

The battle resulted in ten evic­
tion notices served by part-owner 
and managing partner of 
Evergreen III - James Chen. 

A rental unit eviction summons 
was served to Real Estate One last 
year based on Evergreen Ill's non-
payment-of-rent complaint. 

According to court documents, 
Real Estate One owed Evergreen 
III $15,211.63 for heating, venti­
lation and air conditioning (HVAC) 
gas and electric, after hours 

HVAC and electric late fee month­
ly charges. 

Although representatives from 
Real Estate One, Inc. at both the 
Main Street and corporate office 
were unavailable for comment, 
other tenants in the downtoivn 
development had alleged In the 
past that they should not have 
been charged HVAC charges as 
stated in their leases. 

As a result of the dismissal, 
Real Estate One was not one of 
the businesses listed in the gag 
order recently issued by District 
Court Judge Br ian W. MacKenzic 
in an effort to prevent the existing 
nine parties involved in the Main 
Street lawsuit to comment on the 
case. 

Eric S. Berkley, attorney repre­
senting Evei-green III in the Main 
Street lawsuit, refused to com­
ment on behalf of his client 
regarding reasons why the Real 
Estate One case was dismissed. 

Berkley said although techni­
cally Real Estate One was not list­
ed In the court ordered "restrain­

ing order," he felt he had an obli­
gation not to discuss any of the 
cases involved. 

Cour t documents showed 
lessees representing Real Estate 
One received a lease agreement 
from Evergreen 111 on Feb. 9, 2000 
showing the suite they occupied 
was 9,968 rentable square feet 
resulting in the first year of rent 
due of $214,312 or $21.50 per 
rentable square foot. The renl was 
scheduled to increase 25 cents 
per square foot each year for 10 
years. 

The remaining nine Main Street 
businesses Involved in the case 
are Quizno's Subs, Lazy Lizard 
Cant ina , Bluegreen Vacations, 
Designer's Choice, Larson Jeweiry 
Design and Manufacturing, Novi 
Jewelers, Coffee Trader, iUtchens 
By Design and Salone Agape.

If the vehicle does not have the 
minimum equipment. It may only be 
operated on private property. 

Other requirements include all 
operators must have a valid 
Michigan drivers license or special 
moped license If the driver is 15 
years old and riders younger than 
19 are required to wear a helmet. 

Also, moped operation is prohibit­
ed on sidewalks.

Despile Ihc Ijeliefs thai liomeless-
ncss is an adult problem, and one 
that does nol impaet Oakland 
County, the Oakland County Task 
Force on Homelessness estimates 
that in the year 2000 tliere were 
more tiian 1.600 Oakland County 
students who became homeless. 
These students were forced to move 
into shelters, live on tiie street or in 
ears, in addiUon. there were 2.000 
to 3.000 students who ieft their 
schools when they lost their homes 
and were forced to live with extend­
ed family or friends. The causes of 

homelessness varj' bul many are 
due lo unemployed or underem­
ployed parents. Many families expe­
rience a serious illness or perma­
nent disability that impact their liv­
ing arrangements. 

Oakland County's iiomeless stu­
dents come from all 28 school dis­
tricts in Oakiand County and they 
are equally fliverse in ethnicity and 
educational skil l levels. The 
McKinney Grant will allow Oakland 
Schools lo help these students 
i^eeive unlnleirupted quality educa-
Uonal services through aeademie 
advocacy and enrollment assistance. 
The new Oakland Schools 
Wraparound Homeless Student 
Liaison wiii work in partnership with 
Oakland County's homeless shelters 
and programs. A hotline for schools, 
agencies and parents is behig creat­
ed to identify and assist homeless 
students. 

The McKinney Ael federally man­
dates districts to accept homeless 
students into school without proof of 
residency, immunization records or 
oUier documentaUon. The liaison 
facilitates this enrollment and works 
to assure that the required records 
for each student's enrollment are 
received within 30 days, in keeping 
with federal law. Additionally, the 
liaison has the resources to provide 
the students with books, supplies 
and other necessities to maximize 
the student's chances of success. 

Oakland Schools Wraparound is a 
unique program that helps high-risk 
children avoid out-of-home and out-
of-school placement.

On December 11. 2001 the Oakland 
County Circuit Court made a rul ing 
regarding the proposed transfer of only 95 
out of 550 acres of the North Novi Park as 
part of the potenlial settlement of the 
Sandstone Judgment. According to the 
ruling, s i ic l i a Iraiisler can be made "If the 
city's niasler plan is amended so as to 
reflecl a (lesigiialion of the property to be 
transfciTed in a manner other than 'park.'

'I'liis lias been .said al public meetings 
but not reported iiy Ihe Novi News: If the 
city uses a portion of North Novi F^ark to 
settle the Sandstone lawsuit, the city may 
find itself back in court with yet another 
developer. 

in 1993. the city sued Paul and 
IVlarianiia Mitcliell lo force them lo sell 40 
acres lo help create North Novi Park. Most 
of that land is in the "selllenient parcel" 
now being considered for sale to 
Sandstone. The court ordered then that the 
Mitchells have the right "without prejudice" 
lo .seek additional compensation. 

Wliat might motivate them to do so? How 
about if the city sold the land for a much 
greater price than they paid the Mitchells 
and allowed anollier developer to profit? 

On August 23. 1993, the Novi Neivs 
reported "Mitchell says thai he feels he 
can realize greater profit out of the land, 
which has l)cen held by his family for 27 
years, if i l is developed for single-family 
i-esidenees. Tm nol inlerested in selling it. 
I had In the past wanted to develop it with 
another builder. I can gel more doing thai 
than from what they're offering, i don't feci 
their offer is acceptalMe. Their appraisai is 
based on God knows wiiat.'" 

I've said consistently in my opposition to 
this settlement that tiie city has taken on 
too many financial and legal risks by using 
parkland lo settle the Sandstone lawsuit. 
The threat of a Mitchell lawsuit is only the 
juiciest worm in the settlement can.

If you're anything like me — a subscriber 

lo Comcast's broadband cable network serv­
ice who doesn't have a PhD in computer sci­
ence — last week was Just hell on wheels. 

It started with an e-mail from Comcast 
saying all former subscribers to MediaOne 
broadband were going to be switched over lo 

Comcast's network' 
on Dec. 29. Then I 
got a CD-ROM In 
the mail that I was 
supposed lo use in 
making the con­
version. It came 
with a set of 
instructions that 
were confusing at 
best, gibberish at 
worst, it took my 
wife, Kalhy, who 
has a head for this 
sort of thing, 
about 45 minutes 
each to get our 
coniputeI-s 
changed over 

Turns out we were lucky, mostly because we 
don't get our e-mail thiDugh Comcast. 

Of the 70,000 or so Comcast customers In 
southeastern Michigan, many sUU can't 
access their e-mall (not counting Ihe thou­
sands wiio were forced to change their e-mail 
addresses), some are experiencing erratically 
slower broadband speeds than on the old sys­
tem and a few discovered they can't use their 
computers at all (the erroneous changeover 
instructions produced corrupted files). 

Customers ai-e sti l l complaining about 
Inadequate technical support and telephone 
help lines that were either forever busy or 
involved intolerable ivaits. Comcast's com­
ments were dazzlingly self-serving; 
spokesman Rich Ruggerio was quoted as say­
ing, "Frankly, we did underestimate a little bit 
the number of cusloniers who would call wilh 
general questions." Sure. 

1 suppose Comcast eventually will get its 
service problems sorted out, altliougli I'd sure 
hate to be one of the 110,000 Delrolt@Iionie

users who will be switched lo new network 
next month. 

Consider however, the public policy issues 
lurking in the background of this mess. 

The fact of tlie matter is that when it comes 
to cable-delivered broadband service, 
Comcast is an unregulated monopoly. It's by 
far the dominant cable company in south­
eastern Michigan. But if you've got a beef 
about the level of broadband service you're 
gelling from Comcast, you're essentially out 
of luck. 

What regulation exists — and there's not 
much — is at Uie federal level. If you're in a 
huny, I don't suggest hying to reach the 
friendly folks at the Federal Communications 
Commission. As for your local municipality, 
forget about i i . For years, cities and town­
ships have been issuing franchises to cable 
companies, but Ihe locals don't have the 
power lo levy fines If the terms of tlie contract 
are not kept. 

The legislation authorizing local cable fran­
chises was passed years ago, before anybody 
ever imagined thai cable lines could be used 
to deliver broadband sertaces or that reliable 
access to the Internet was going to be essen­
tial for a lot of families. 

So is there any recourse available to the 
average guy who feels he got screwed? Maybe. 

Through the office of the Michigan Attorney 
General, the Michigan Consumer Protection 
Act provides penalties for companies that 
promise one thing to their customers but 
don't deliver Gena Gent, spokesperson for 
Jennifer Granholm, says their office has 
received 14 formal complaints immediately 
after the Comcast conversion started, and 
"that's llkelyjust the start. We believe we have 
the authority to deal with unfair or misleading 
business practices, customeis who were 
promised certain performance by their service 
provider but didn't gel what was promised," 
says Gent, 

On the horizon is proposed state legislation 
backed by Gov. John Engler that would cre­
ate a government office to promote and over­
see the spread of high-speed Internet service 
throughout the state. 

The proposal has drawn a lot of fire from 
conservatives (not to mention telecom firms 
themselves), who claim It would create a "web 
tax" and turn the free market telecom Indus-
tIy Into a regulated utility, Engler has

500 miles south of the Arctic 
Circle. 

Tliere, they will leach about 24 
men who are preparing for the 
ministry'. The men are part of a 
nine month Bible institute spon­
sored by six Detroit area ciiurches, 
including Lakes Baptist and First 
Baptist Church of Wixom. 

After their instruction is com­
pleted for the Bible Inslilute, Ihey 
will travel to Terpnopyl, Ukraine for 
a few days lo visit two pastors who 
are being sponsored by Lakes 
Baptist.
