• Commiss ion 
votes to change 
iVIaster Plan

After some heated words on both 
sides of a controversial issue, the 
Novi Planning Commission made 
their collective opinion official 

regarding the future of some of 
Novi's largest park land. 

On J an . 9. the planning commis­
sion unanimously voted to amend 
the IVIaster Plan Map of the Novi 
2020 Master Plan for l.and Use, 
reclassifying about 95 acres of land 
in North Novi Park from its "com­
munity park" status, with the new 
classification still undetermined. 
This decision paves the way for this 
former park land to be transferred 
to Sandstone Associates for partial 

settlement In the Sandstone versus 
city of Novi litigation. 

"This is a very difficult decision 
with a iot of emotion, but we must 
look at the facts," said Novi pian-
nlng commissioner Lynn Kocan. "I 
believe there is a surplus of park 
land In the area." 

With the city of Nov! owing more 
than $70 million in money damages 
- and interest accumulating at 
more than $20,000 per day - there 
was much pressure to hand this 

land over (o Sandstone to save citi­
zens the heavy tax burden from this 
setUement, 

"We are facing extraordinary cir­
cumstance that cannot be ignored" 
said Novi city attorney Gerald 
Fisher. "We are facing a real-world 
problem and we need a real-world 
solution." 

Before the levying of the final 
word on the master plan change, 
the Novi Planning Commission lis­
tened to more tlian 20 passionate 

Novi residents butt heads on the 
matter in a public hearing. As resi­
dents stepped before the micro­
phone In the council chambers at 
the Novi Civic Center, they engaged 
in an evening of public discourse 
that saw ideas and solutions mixed 
wlUi finger-pointing and name-call­
ing.

Most recent compe l l ing evidence is 
I-louse B i l l 4655, adopted late last year in 
the 1-Iouse of Representative's rush to go 
home for Cbr is t i i ias . The b i l l would give 
priori ty to gel $1.8 mi l l ion in federal fami­
ly p l ann ing grants lo organizations that 
clon'l provide abortions or referrals for 

abortions a n d or 
even offer "public 
advpcacy pro­
moting the legali­
ty or accessibility 
of elective abor­
t ion." The bil l 
now goes to the 
Senate, where 
passage is likely 
a l though no l 
completely 
assured. 

Eveiybody 
knows the bi l l is 
aimed directly a l 
Planned 
Parenthood, a 

respected not-for-profit organization that 
provides family planning senMces lo nloi-e 
than 60,000 women across the slate. These 
sen'ices include g>'n exams, cancer screen­
ing, b i r th control devices and information, 
pregnancy testing and counseling, Ireal­
ment for sexually transmitted diseases, HIV 
testing and counseling, and prenatal health 
care for mother and chi ld . For many of 
these women, often jjoor, these sen'ices are 
sinl])ly unavailable anywhere else. 

Planned Parenthood does pro\nde abor­
tion al three out of 31 clinic sites. But 
repeated Michigan Department of 
Communi ty Health audits have shown that 
Planned PaI-enthood has never used any

public funds lo support or advocate for 
abortion ser\'ices i n any way. 

The stated purpose of the bil l is to s t imu­
late "community-based and faith-based" 
organizations (other than P lanned 
Parenthood, of course) to provide these var­
ious services. But in getting started up , 
these organizations wi l l face a l l kinds of 
existing federal and government regulatoIy 
requirements, which guarantees delays i n 
providing these services to patients. 
Moreover, when Ihese organizations do get 
going, they will be required by the i-egula-
tlons lo provide exactly the same kinds of 
sen'ices that P l anned Paren thood i s 
already providing. 

Other than con t inu ing Right to Life's 
vendetta against Planned Parenthood, the 
b i l l makes no sense on its face. 

Some legislators are clear abou l this. 
Republican Sen. J o h n (Joe) Schwarz (R-
Baltle Creek), the only practicing physic ian 
in the Senate: "All this bill does is take 
money away from an organization wi lh a 
proven track record of providing health 
services to low income people who can't get 
health care anywhere else," For those who 
oppose abortion. Rep. Pan Godchaux (R-
Birmingham) argues that the bi l l wou ld 
likely increase the number of abortions by 
leaving some women currently served by 
Planned Parenthood wi thout pregnancy 
prevention counseling. 

So how come RTL is pushing this legisla­
tion just now? Simple. A ton of folks will be 
innn ing for the legislature this fall, a n d 
most of them would k i l l for Right to Life's 
support in a primary election. 

Here's how the politics work. T e r m l imi ts 
wi l l eliminate nearly 50 sil t ing legislators, 
mostly Senators, at the end of this year. A n d 
a bunch of new dis t r ic ts were created by 
reapportionment.

He pointed out l h a t 
both sides had good points , a l though the 
group for keeping taxes lower personal ly 
attacked the tree buggers and the tree 
buggers never at tacked anyone.
