N o v i p o l i c e a r r e s t 2 i n d r u g b u s t

What started out as a trafllc stop on 
Tuesday resulted iII one of Novi's largest 
drug busts as close to $40,000 worth of mar­
ijuana was found in a speeding sport utility 
vehicle. 

In the process, two Flint residents witli 
lengthy criminal records were also removed 
from Novi roadways. 

After searching the 200 i C M C Yukon the 
speeder was traveling in, Novi police officer 
Brian Woioski found about 10 pounds of 
marijuana in a garbage bag separated inlo 1-

pound storage bags under the rear seat. 
David Moiloy, Novi Police Detective Sgl,, 

said depending on the quality, one pound 
could sell anywhere between $2,400 to 
$4,000, The dollar value of lhe seized drug 
along with the about $30,000 value of the 
impounded vehicle plus miscellaneous cash 
resulted in a possible $71,000 traffic stop for 
the one-year Novl police officer, 

"Officer Woioski did an excellent job devel­
oping the case and establishing probable 
cause," Moiloy said. 

Woioski was patrolling westbound on 
Interstate 96 near Beck Road a l about 5 a.In. 
J a n . 29 when he noticed the Yukon traveling 

at speeds in excess of 100 mph. 
The officer said after pulling the vehicle 

over west of Wixom Road he immediately 
smelled an odor of fresh marijuana. 

Woioski questioned the 25-year-oid male 
driver about the smell. The drii'er said he 
and the passenger, a 24-year-old lIlale, had 
been smoking pot. 

"There is a big difference between the 
smell of burnt marijuana and fresh marijua­
na," Woioski explained as lo why he believed 
the driver was nol telling the truth. 

The Novi officer called for assistance and 
retrieved the results of the driver's information 
search which showed the Flint resident had a 

suspended license and lengthy criminal record. 
The driver was arrested for driving on a 

suspended license before giving the officer 
permission to search the vehicle, 

Woioski also found other drug parapher­
nalia such as rolling papers in the truck. 

Bolh men were arrested and taken into 
custody by Novi police. 

IVIalloy believes bolh men to be major drug 
suppliers and anticipates the formal charge 
will be possession with the intent lo deliver,

After two consecutive pre-
adjournments, suspended 
Norlhville city police officer William 
Edgar's immediate future regard­
ing the charges of alleged criminal 
sexual misconduct will most likely 
be decided on Feb, l l . 

On Monday, Edgar was due to 
appear for a pre-trial hearing at 
Oakland County Circuit Court in 
Judge Edward Sosnlck's court­
room. However, a n agreement 
between Edgar's attorney 
Christopher Andreoff and Oakland 
County prosecutor Cheryl 
Matthews pushed the hearing into 

early FebruaIy. Andreoff said there 
were a number of issues lhat still 
needed to be resolved. 

"1 think Mr, Edgar is painfully 
aware of the effects of criminal sex­
ual abuse and the punishment it 
entails," Matthews said. "And 1 
believe he deserves prison lime." 

Matthews said the next hearing 
would determine whether the case 
goes to trial or if there would be a 
plea. 

Edgar, a l 6-year veteran of the 
city depaI'tment, was arraigned last 
fall at 52-1 District Court in Novi 
and then ordered by Judge Michael 
Batchik to stand trial for first 
degree and second degree criminal 
sexual conduct charges involving a 
child under the age of 13, 

Edgar has been accused of 
allegedly sexually mistreating his 
former step-granddaughter, who is 
now age 10, Mattliews said during 
the preliminaIy examination hear­
ings accusative information was

Hall monitors Denise Shipley 
and G i n Freers and secretary 
Juhe Hornacek are going to tackle 
a 60-mile stretch of Michigan 
streets this spring to help raise 
money in support of non-profit 
breast health programs and state-
of-the-art medical research on 
breast cancer. 

The women are lacing up their 
walking shoes for the Avon Breast 
Cancer 3-Day. a 72-houL 60-mlle 

walk from downtown Ann Arbor 
to Detroit, which passes through 
Dearborn and includes an 
overnight s lay in tents at the 
Plymouth-Canton High School, 

"My mother is a 20-year sur­
vivor, and 1 think about my 
daughter. I want lo raise money lo 
beat this disease," Hornacek said. 

The three-day event begins on 
May 31 and ends June 2, wilh a 
closhIg ceremony in Detroit. The 
Novi High School walkers are 
building up their stamina for the 
long journey on foot. 

"We are doing as much walking 
as we can," Freers said. 

To participate in the event, each 
walker must raise a minimum of 
$1,900 in donations. 

"We're trying to raise some 
money and have some doors open 
up," Shipley said. "It's a lot of 
money, and we need all the help 
we can get,"

In tiie wake of shootings in 
American sclloois over lhe past 
few years, the Novi ConlnIunity 
School District stepped up its 
safety procedui'cs beyond the 
slandaIxi fire and tornado dr i l l . 

To prepare for an unibreseen 
Iragedy, lhe district practices 
iocicdowII and emergency lock-
down drills during ""the school 
year. 

"We don't want to alarm kids 
for nothing, but if something goes 
wrong, we don'l want to experi­
ment then," said Nov! Schools 
execulive director of personnel 
Robert Schrain, 

Dur ing a lockdown, school 
doors and windows are locked, 
and (he students are secured in 
the classroom whiie tlie teachers 
continue the educational process. 

However, in an emergency lock-
down when staff and students are 
at immediate lisk of gunfire, all . 
doors and windows are locked, 
while the teaching stops. 
Studenls move lo a covered loca­
tion under Iheir desks until secu--
rity is restored to the area. 

In October of 2 0 0 l . Parkview 
ElementaIy performed the-, dis­
trict's first emergency !ockdo\vn 
drill . 

Parkview principal Joe Imrick 
announced over the school's pub­
lic address system the practice 
safety procedures and that the 
kids "needed to move into a spe­
cial place in the classroom to be 
safe." 

"Since it was new, J didn't want 
to unduly alarm them,'' Irarlck 
said. 

The kids then proceeded to'flnd 
their safe places wi th in their 
classroom, 

"The kids focused on the proce­
dural part of it more than the 
meaning of it," Imrick said. "And 
that's good because you want 
them to focus on the procedures." 

After the drill was successfully 
performed, the teachers resumed 
the day's lesson.

D i s t r i c t s t u d i e s c r i s i s p l a n s

Due to tile string of slIooting 
tragedies in AInerican scliools over 
the last few years. Die Novi 
Community School District took a 
hard and comprehensive loolc at 
the safety of its studenls. 

Over the past two years, district 
officials have been meeting regu­
larly to address tlIe emergency 
policies and procedures for main­
taining a safe learning environ­
ment for eacii of its buildings. 

School officials unveiled the 
results of these efforts and discus­
sions at the Jan . 10 board of edu­
cation meetlIIg, with (he Novi 
Community School District "Crisis 
Prevention and IVIanagement Plan." 

"The Cris is Prevention and 
iVIanagement Plan" is a detailed 
handbook that encompasses what 
should be done before, during and 
after a crisis to ensure the physical 
and emotional safety of all school 
community members. 

"Recent tragic and sudden acts 
of violence in our nation's schools 
remind us lhat no community can 
be complacent in its efforts to 

malte its scliools even safer," said 
Novi Schools superintendent 
Emniett Llppe, 

The handbook includes proce­
dures for school lockdowns and 
evacuations for each district bui id-
ing, staff duties in response to a 
crisis, and phone iists to nia.ximize 
information sharing throughout 
the Novi community in an emer­
gency. 

IVloreover, it emphasizes preven­
tion methods through social and 
extra-curricular activities in order 
to proacUvely avert tragedy. 

"We want to prevent what's hap­
pening, not respond to it," said 
Novi Schools execulive director of 
personnel Robert Schram. "We 
want to see all kids engaged." 

The district aims to encourage 
staff members to help students 
identify strengths and interests, as 
well as recognize student achieve­
ments, to provide an environment 
that is responsive lo their needs, 

"We want to keep the kids con­
nected in some way," Schram said. 

Furthermore, the plan addresses 
guidelines for aftercare support. 

'The emotionai effect of a crisis 
on staff, student and the commu­

nity cannot be underesUnialed," 
Schram said. 

The plan outlines liie roles of 
counselors and sociai workers, as 
well as the irnpoilance of parent 
communication and class discus­
sions on the tragedy. 

"We make this informalion avail­
able at s'chool so stalf knows what 
to say, whal nol to say and how to 
talk to somebody aboul death and 
dying," Schrani said. 

The district began Ihis project in 
the spring of 1999, but plans were 
brought lo the foreff-ont after the 
school shooting at Columbine High 
School In Liltlelon, Col,, in ApI-ll of 
1999, which saw 12 studenls and 
one teacher killed. 

•There was a sense of urgency lo 
it after Columbine," Schram said. 

The development of 'The Crisis 
Prevention and Management Plan" 
inciuded assistance from the Novl 
Fire Department, the Novl Police 
Department and the Oakland 
Schools' Intermediate School District,

Is Main St. lieaded for trouble 
The trials and tribulations of James 

Chen and his M a i n Street development 
project keep gctUng more interesting by 
the day. 

Y o u may remember that C h e n 
recently sensed eviction notices to 10 
separate Main Street tenants for non­
payment of what those tenants c l a im 

were "exces­
sive and sus­
picious c o m ­
mon area 
Inalntenance 
fees. T h e n 
Detroit 
Edison 

threatened to 
disconUnue 
electrical 
service to the 
development 
because C h e n 
had allegedly 
refused to pay 
his bill s ince 
J u l y . 

The whole 
mess ended 

up In Judge Br i an MacKenzle's court­
room, and to keep the dirty laundry 
from being aired In public, Mackenzie 
promptly placed a gag order on all par­
ties involved in the lawsuit. He even 
went as far as holding Main Street 
related hearings In closed chambers 
and abstained from making any notes 

R o b e r t J a c k s o n 

regarding the hearings In the court 
files. 

St i l l not interesting enough for you? 
Jus t wai l . It gets better. 

U s t week developer J o h n Bernard 
stepped forward with a lawsuit of h is 
own. Filed in Circuit Cour t . Bernard 's 
suit alleges he had an agreement wi th 
Chen to provide services in which he 
has not been paid. That coupled wi th 
an independent review of Greystone's 
construction of the new Fii-e Stat ion 
and t ra in ing Center, w h i c h , among 
other things, recommends to the city 
that Chen be requested lo provide suf­
ficient evidence that Greystone can suf­
ficiently fulfill their obligations regard­
ing the partially completed Fire Stat ion 
and Tra in ing Centei-. Const ruct ion of 
that facility is woefully behind. 

Several t roubling thoughts come to 
mind here. Firs t Is Chen's refusal to 
talk wi th the press regarding these 
problems, and the efforts by city offi­
cials and a Distr ic t Court judge to keep 
these problems out of the public eye. 
Why? Well that answer is fairly simple 
to deduce - bad press could spell 
empty storefronts along Main Street. 
Quite frankly that's not our problem. 
This is a story that needs to be told, 
and it needs to be told to Novi stake­
holders - its ' taxpayers. 

The second troubling thought comes 
from language i n Bernard's lawsuit. In 
which he alleges that the Main Street 

pioject has been in trouble since 1998. 
If that is Indeed true, my next question 
would be directed to city officials and 
city counci l members - why would city 
officials award the Fire Station contract 
to C h e n i f M a i n Street was in trouble? 
Ei ther city officials never realized the 
gravity of Chen's troubles or they know­
ingly comITlltted tax dollars to C h e n 
despite those troubles. Either explana­
tion causes me to raise an eyebrow or 
two. 

To be fair, I need to explain that C h e n 
is u p to date on his property taxes for 
the M a i n Street development, as wel l as 
his a n n u a l installment levy to the 
Spec ia l Assessment Distr ic t , w h i c h 
funds a portion of the M a i n Street 
development. 

Tha t said, however, this whole mess 
needs lo be settled In public view. C h e n 
owes tile city and it's taxpayers an 
explanation; eity officials owe the tax­
payers a n explanation; and J u d g e 
MacKenzle needs to let justice prevail i n 
his courtroom, under the light of pub l i c 
examination. 

Any th ing less is a disserviee to the 
residents of Novi, who deserve to have 
tl ieir investment protected by the very 
people they elected to serve them.

Repeatedly, our Friends have sought to 
delay and kill the proposed settlement, ali in 
the interest of saving parkland, i think 
Mayor Clark, every city council member and 
the city administration would like lo have 
the luxury of thinking this way. 
Unfortunately, the magnitude of the court 
judgment does not permit us to forsake the 
entire community and to flirt with baIik-
ruplcy. Many thanks, by the way, lo the 
l,500 cllizens who signed petitions support­
ing the city council in resolving this matter. 

We appreciate the support of designating 
the l 3 Mile and Old Novi Road open space 
as parkland. We have tieen saying this area 
should remain open space for some time. 
We have also been sayUig that the DPW 
facility wlU stay al the Eleven Mile Road 
site, thus freehig up acreage along West 
Road lo add to North Novi Park. As part of 
the proposed settlement, the City will 
receive two open space areas along Novi 

Road south of Thirteen IVlile Road.

Building coalition an exciting prospect 
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In his Slate of the Slate speech last 
week. Goi ' . J o l i n Engler talked glowingly 
aboul m a k i n g Michigan the cenler for 
research and development of clean-burn­
ing hydrogen fuel cells to power cars. 

He was responding lo a growing consen­
sus in the auto indusl Iy that fuel cell pow-
erlralns really are Ihe wave of the futui'e. 

A major develop­
ment was U .S . 
Energy Secretary 
Spencer 
Abraham's 
announcement 
tlii'ee weeks ago 
of the Freedom 
CoopeI-ative 
Autoniolive 
Research 
(Fi-eedom CAR), a. 
public-private 
group l inking the 
governmenl , the 
auto companies 
and the U .S .

Aulonlol ive Research to work in develop­
ing affordable hydrogen-based fuel cell 
technology. 

"Michigan's slake in Ihe ti'ansforniation 
of the auto indus t iy cannot be overstated," 
said Engler "The coming transformation 
means a new genel-atioii of vehicles. Tlie 
new vehicles wil l require a new generalion 
of engineers to design the, a new genera-
lion of plants lo assemble tlienl, and a new 
generation of workers to build them." 

Engler's right. The slakes for IVIichigan 
are veiy, ve iy big, especially when you 
realize l h a l there are 10 engine plants and 
five t i -ansni iss ion plants in Mich igan

employing some 27 ,000 people — all 
based oIi gasoline-fueled intei'nal combus­
tion engine powertrains lhat might well 
become obsolete i n a decade. 

"You can't j u s l assume that Michigan 
will become a leader in fuel cell technolo­
gy," says Michigan Economic Development 
Cooperation C E O Doug Rothwell. 
"Although Michigan is plainly the cenler of 
the American auto indust iy , we don't nec­
essarily have inherent strengths in fuel 
cell technology. This means we've got to be 
proactive." 

Engler is expected to propose a detailed 
plan in the next couple of months lo make 
detailed proposals aboul how to nlakc 
Michigan the cenler for fuel cell research 
and development. 

A look a l Michigan's economic hisloiy 
provides some context for a l l Ihis. In the 
19th cenl l i iy , the first two waves of eco­
nomic development centei-cd on exti-acting 
natural resources, first exploiting the cop­
per and iron ore deposits in the Upper 
Peninsula and next cutting the vast forests 
of the northern part of the slate. The capi­
tal ci-eated by these two eariy industries 
formed the economic underpinnings ibr 
the development of our auto industiy in 
the early part of the 20 lh century. 

Since then, economic policy makers 
have been searching for the next big 
industiy to power the stale's economic 
progi-ess. 

A leading candidate — biotechnology — 
emerged over the past decade. Sliniulated 
by the M E D C , supported by Governor 
Engler and financed by money from the 
national tobacco sel t lemenl . the state has 
poured some .$50 mi l l ion per year into the 
"Life Sciences Corridor," runn ing Irom 

Detroit through A n n AI-bor and East 
Lans ing lo Grand Rapids. The Univei-sity 
of Michigan, for example, is in the middle 
of bu i ld ing a S200 million Life Sciences 
Cenler on the cenlI-al campus, while the 
c i l y of A n n Arbor just granted a lax abale-
nleIit lo encourage pharmaceutical giant 
Pfizer to expand greally its research labs. 

Skeptics quesUon whelhei' t iying to graft 
an entire biotecli industiy onto a relatively 
limited exisllIig base of company and infra­
structure suppoi't will really work. 

' f l iat 's one of the great advantages of an 
economic slralegj ' based on fuel cells for 
au tomobi les : Wc'i-e nol starting from 
scratch. Michigan already has a whale of a 
lot of aulonlolive skil l , experience and 
insti tutional momentum in the indust iy , 
a n d extending al l lhat into a new k ind of 
powerl ra in technology seems a logical 
thing to do. 

This suggests a two-pronged fuel cell 
strategy for Michigan. OlTensively, the idea 
is to bui ld — proniplly, firmly, immediate­
ly — on our lechnological and manufac­
tur ing s l renglhs in the auto industry. 
Defensively, the goal is to gel so far ahead 
that nobody else can calcfi up. 

Il's an exciting pros]lect. I'm looking for- ' 
ward to seeing the Governor's proposals 
as a centerpiece Ibr building a big coali­
tion — auto companies, the supply chain, 
organized labor, the universities — lo help 
Michigan 's future.

Most of us don't 
l-un around mur-
del-ing other 
folks, but there is 
a law against that 
worst case sce­
nario. M o s l of us 
don't ho ld up 
l iquor stores at 
gunpoint either, 
yet that extreme 
behavior has also 
been banned. 

Likewise , most 
teachers and 

school administrators are n o l telling par­
ents to put Iheir k ids on Ritalin whether 
the chi ldren need the drug or n o l . Most 
don't j u m p to the conclusion that the 
cause of a b i t of bad behavior is attention 
deficit hyperactivity disorder and l i y lo 
pressure the parents into medicating the 
student. 

The vast majority of educators in this 
state don't pi-esunie to have enough med­
ical knowledge to diagnose A D H D . "Veiy few 
would threaten to have a child expelled if 
parents refiised to give their youngster the 
prescription, ^'ewer sti l l . I'm sure, would

thi-ealen to initiate a child abuse investiga­
tion of reticent moms and dads. 

But if there Is even a kernel of truth lo 
the stories parents are telling legislators in 
committee hear ings in Lans ing , then 
apparently some teachers and adminislra-
lors — likely a ve iy small number — are 
doing exactly lhat. 

In hearings before the House Committee 
on Education last year, a long line of par-

• enls came forward-to .leU lawmakers aboutt. 
how they'd been pressured by teachers 
and school officials to put their boys and 
girls on mood- or altenlion-stabil izing 
medications. 

It ought nol be happening. According lo 
the experts, properly diagnosing A D H D 
can be trickj'. A n d only doctors are sup­
posed to be determining the iiroper treat­
ment and prescribing medications. 

However rarely parents are being pres­
sured, legislalion to stop is very approjsri-
ate. And so fan three dilferenl versions of 
such a law have been proposed in t ens ing 

The version m a k i n g the most headway 
is a three-bill package — House Bil ls 
5083, 5085-86 — spearheaded by Rep. 
Susan Tabor (R-Delta Township). The 
package would b lock teachers from rec­
ommending or u rg ing that a child be 
placed o n a drug l o address behavioral 
problems, and it w o u l d bar teachers from 
making a diagnosis of the cause of bad 
behavior. Further, it would require school 
district l o adopt policies on l iow "chronic 
behavioral condi t ions" be addressed, 
having teachers d i scuss the matter ivith 
parents, and perhaps recommending 
that the child undergo an educational 
evaluation or a medica l evaluation. 

The bil ls would also create a 15-menibcr 
commission assigned lo the job of study­

ing whether l^italin. and other drugs like 
it, are being over jarescribed to Michigan 
school chi ldren. I'assed in the House late 
last year, l l i c package is scheduled to be 
taken up next in the Senate Educat ion 
Conlinit lee. 

Cr i t i c s argue the bil l ought not be 
passed because veiy few teachers are 
doing this anyway. And the law might be

misconstrued. Opponents §ay t 

rer&, w-injora-li te p a r e n t s . ^ 
tliIfe law as^saying t h S ' s c I ^ are 
not allowed to even talk to the family 
about the misbehavior of a youngster, or 
can't i-ecommend that Ihey see a medical 
professional aboul the problem. 

That certainly sounds like a legitimate 
concern, bu l Ihe autliors of this legislation 
have ant icipalcd i l . The package -— i n fact 
all Ihree of Ihe different versions of the 
proposal — make i l clear l h a l "this section 
does nol pi-ohibil school medical staff 
fi-oni rccomnieiidi i ig lhat a child be evalu­
ated by an appropriate health care 
provider or prohibit school personnel from 
consul t ing with a health care provider 
concerning the child ..." 

So thai argument is k ind of like saying 
we shouldn ' t outlaw murder because 
somebody nIighl misread i l and think that 
it also prohibits self defense, or bans 
shooting the enemy in l ime of wan 

No, l ike aIiy well-written law, it should 
set the boundaries for acceptable behav­
ior, and IheIi clearly spell out the e.\cep-
l ions.

Unless you've recently pur­
chased a home or fIIed a claim, 
chances are you haven'l visited 
your homeowners insurance poli­
cy in a while. 

The price you pay for your 
homeowners Insurance can vaiy 
by hundreds of dollars depending 
on the company you buy your 
policy from. 

Companies offer several types 
of discounts, but they don'l offer 
the same discount or the same 
amount of discount in ail states. 
That's why you should ask your 
agent or company representative 
about any discounts available to 
you. 

From the Insurance 
Informalion Institute 
(ww\v.iii.org), the following 12 
steps may help save money on 
your homeowners insurance. 

Shop around 
Friends, family, the phone 

book and Internet are some of the 
sources you can use to find 
homeowners Insurers. Get a wide 
range of prices from several com­
panies. 

But don't consider price alone. 
The insurer you select should 
offer both a fair price and excel­
lent service. Quality service may 
cost a bit more, but you buy 
insurance in case you need to 
make a claim, so It's important to 
get a company with a good repu­
tation. Talk to a number of insur­
ers to get a feeling for the type of 
service they give. Ask them what 
they would do to lower your 
costs. 

Check the financial ratings of 
the companies with AM Best or 
Standard and Poor's. 

Raise your deductible 
Deductibles are the amount of 

money you have to pay toward a 
loss before your insurance com­
pany starts to pay. Deductibles 

. on homeowners policies typically 
start at $250. However, if you 
double that deductible you could 

. save up to 12 percent. Increase It 
to $1,000 and your savings 
potential increases to 24 percent. 

Buy your home and auto poli­
cies for the same insurer. 

Some companies that sell 
homeowners, auto and liability 
coverage wil l take 5 to 15 percent 
off your premium if you buy two 
or more policies from them. 

When you buy a home 
Consider how much insuring it 

will cost. A new home's electrical, 
heating and plumbing systems 
and overall structure are likely to 
be in better shape than those of 
an older house. Insurers may 
offer you a discount of 8 to 15 
percent if your house is new. 

Avoiding areas that are prone 
to floods can save you about 
$400 a year for flood insurance. 
Homeowners insurance does not 
cover flood-related damage. 

Also, the closer your home is to 
firefighters and their equipment, 
the lower your premium will be. 

Insure home, not land 
The land under your house 

isn't at r isk from theft, wind­
storm, fire and the other perils 
covered in your homeowners pol­
icy. So don't include its value in 
deciding how much homeowners 

insurance to buy. If you do, you'll 
pay a higher premium than you 
should. 

Improve your home security 
and safety 

You can usually get discounts 
of at least 5 percent for a smoke 
detector, burglar alarm, or dead-
bolt locks. Some companies offer 
to cut your premium by as much 
as 15 or 20 percent i f you install 
a sophisticated sprinkler system 
and a fire and burglar a larm that 
rings at the police staUon or 
other monitoring facility. 

These systems aren't cheap 
and not every system qualifies for 
the discount. Before y o u buy 
such a system, find out what 
kind your Insurer recommends 
and how much the device would 
cost and how much you'd save on 
premiums. 

Stop smoking 
Smoking accounts for more 

than 23,000 residential fires a 
year. That's why some insurers 
offer to reduce premiums if a l l 
the residents in a house don't 
smoke. 

Seek out discounts for seniors 
Retired people stay at home 

more and spot fires sooner than 
working people and have more 
time for maintaining tbeir homes. 
If you're at least 55-years-old and 
retired, you may quahfy for a dis­
count of up to 10 percent at some 
companies. 

Get group coverage 
Alumni and business associa­

tions often work out an Insurance 
package with an Insurance com­
pany, which includes a discount 
for association members. A s k 
your association's director if an 
insurer is offering a discount on 
homeowners Insurance to you 
and your fellow graduates or col­
leagues. 

It can pay to be loyal 
l f you've kept your coverage 

with a company for several years, 
you may receive special consider- ' 
ation. Several Insurers w i l l 
reduce their premiums b y 5 per­
cent if you stay with them for 
three to five years; by 10 percent 
if you remain a policyholder for 
six years or more. 

Test the limits 
You want your policy to cover 

any major purchases or addition 
to your home. But you don't want 
to spend money for coverage you 
don't need. 

Look for private insurers 
If you live in a high-risk area 

— one that is especially vulnera­
ble to coastal storms, fires, or 
crime — and have been buying 
your homeowners insurance 
through a government plan, you 
should check with an insurance 
agent or company representative. 
You may find that there are steps 
you can take that would allow 
you to buy insurance at a lower 
price i n the private market,
