Sandstone to purchase property as part of settlement agreement

With the settlemenl agreement on ils way
to the finish line, it looks as though the last
piece of controversial property [n North Novi
Park will be sold (o Sandsione Associates
without further trouble to the city.

Despite Initial arguments by members of
the Friends of Novl Parks that selling the
property may resull in a polential lawsuit,
40 acres of park land once owned by Paul
and Marianna Mitchell will more than likely

the Mitchell properly to Sandslone werc
quashed by Oakland County Clrcuil Court
Judge John J. McDonald's Dec. 11 ruling
following court proceedings between the City
of Novi, Friends of Novi Parks and
Sandstone.

McDonald ruled despile arguiments other-
wise, there is no prohibition upon Lhe lrans-
fer of the Mitchell properly even though it
had been purchased under the power of eml-
nent domain by the city,

purchased in good faith o create a park, the

Friends of Novl Parks, stated a lawsuil seek-
ing addilional compensation by the Mitchells
could be another polential lawsuit [or the
city.

Schools
plan for
MEAP
testing

From Jan. 21 through Feb. 8,
the Novi Schools® fourth, fifth, sev-
enth and eighth-grade students
sized up their knowledge of math
and science, as well as put thelr
reading and writing skills te the
rigors of the Michigan Educational
Assessment Program (MEAP)] tests,

Over the past years, MEAP fest-
ing has heern a common meastre of
accountabllity for Michigan schools
and a leading Indicator for
strengths and weaknesses of a dis-
trict's curticulum when compared
to standards established by the
state of Michigan.

However, the Novi Community
Schaol District is choosing to
emphasize personal growth and
development for its children, too,
when assessing ils MEAP scores,
instead of strictly comparing stu-
dent and distrlct results against
each other.

“We wanl to use it as a broader
indication of what the kids can do.”

. sald Novi Schools™ currictlum and

testing ccordinator Jane Hesse.
“We want to look at the children
over a crass-section of time.”

Meaning, the district uses MEAP
resulis to monitor an individual's
growth from fifth grade to eighth
grade and then onto high school,
and attempt to meet the students’
needs as they progress through the
districl.

"We want to be aware of ithe chal-
lenges to our siudents as they
move through the school system,”
Hesse said

Thus. the students’ MEAP scores
are evaluated from year-lo-year
instead of comparing, say, this
year's fifth grade class lo the previ-
aous one.

“We want to compare the same
kids to the same kids,” said Nowvi
Schools’ assistant superinlendent
Rita Traynor. “[t takes time 10 ana-
lyze it on an Individual basis, but
you glve teachers information back
on what the kids know.”

At the end of the year, teachers
can then look at the data for the
incoming students and assess their
strengths and shortcomings.

"It creales  conversations
between teachers and they plan
accordingly,” Hesse said,

Competition needed
in broadband market

Americans love competition, We
o sa beeanse we know that striv-
ing to win hrings oul the best in
people.

We recently celebrated whal has
virtually become it national holiday
devoted 1o the compelitive  spirit,
Superbawl Sunday, And we saw the
kitel of extraordinary effort the con-
test can draw from people when the
underdog New England Patriols
hesied the favored S1. Lentis Rams,

While we all recoganize and admire
the determination with which the
two teams went out onto the grid-
iron to battle for the championship,
it should be lost on ne one that
ihere were others on the field at the
sanie time orelerees, Competition
andy brings out the best in people
when the game is played according
to the rules.

Sl is with the free markel. We
know that competition hetween
businesses will bring us the best in
services at the best prices, but il
only works when husinesses play
by the rules, When it comes Lo the
free market, it is government that
has to wear the white-and-black
striped shirts.

And when 1i comes {0 the devel-
opment ol broadband, high speed
aceess to the Internet for Michigan
residents and Dbusinesses, slate
government ought to be throwing
down a yellow flag for "delay of
game.”

Gov, John Engler did just that
when he called {or @ new program,
known as “LinkMichigan,” intended
o spur development of broadband
across the state. He has in mind
the ereation of an avthority to pro-
vide caplial for development of
broadbamd — infrastracture,  the
"backbone” lines that weuld carry
high speed aceess thronghout most
of the state. That capital would be
made avallable, according to the
plan, to private businesses or local
governments Lo lay those lines,

Another anthority would have {o
oversee the use of public rights-of-
way  that  lelerommunications
providers would use {o run their
lines to individual homes and busi-
nesses, Use ol the right-ol-way
would cost companies, according o
the present proposal 5 cents per
loot. The five bill package — Senale
Bills 870-81, 998 and 999 — have
been expanded o inclade legisla-
tion eliminating the "end user line
charge” assessed to customers by
the telephone companies, The bills
are now being reviewed by the

Senale Commitlee on Technology
and Energy in the Senate.

Engler came up with Lhe plan
after & study of broadband develop-
mend by (he Michigan Econemic
Development Corporation conelud-
ed the new teehnolegy was belng
rolled oul too slowly, and thal there
were Businesses in particular who
were being hampered in their oper-
ations hy the lack ol access.

It is an economic development
issue, according the governor. He
believes that bringing more broad-
band to Michigan could spur the
creation of 500,000 new jobs here,

Critics say the government ought
not get involved here. They argue
thal broadband is being developed
in Michigan as quickly as the mar-
ket will support it. Government
should keep ils hands off and let
the free market determine the pace
of development.

The problem with that argument
is that many of those critics have
alse been among (lie loudest com-
plainers about the fact Michigan's
existing telecommunicallons mar-
ket, for local telephone lines, s
anything but competitive.
Dominated as it is by Ameritech,
competition for local phone service
Is anemic at beslt and has been a
long lime coming. Three aitempts
by the legislature to spur a compel-
itive market have yet to produce
much in the way of real results.

Yes, high speed access can be
provided over cable lines (oo, hut in
many ways, Comcast is just as
dominant in the cable industry in
Michigan.

I is unrcalistic o believe thal
such dominani players will creale a
competillve market just because
they are moving to a new field, to
broadband.

There are many who believe they
are dragging their heels on broad-
band because it is to their conpeti-
tive advaniage to do so.

Engler's plan makes sensc. There
are lols of reasons to believe broad-
band is being delayed, especially
since other less technically-orient-
ed states have more access 1o high
speed service,

I the slate wanls to sece broad-
band developed and avoid having to
iry to open up the breadband mar-
ket after the fact, after it has
already been dominated by a player
or two. it should lay the ground-
work now for a competitive market.
And that 1s what Engler's proposals
wounid do.

The Detroit Water and Sewcerage dept.
has proposed raising water rates starting
july 1, 02.The city of Novi rates $14.13
(2001-2002) will be increased by 14.58%
f.e. $16.19 (2002-2003}. The rates based
ort a typical monthly usage of 1,000cubic
feet of water or 7,500 gallons. These rates
do not Include the sewerage rates which
will also be raised equally.
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The surrounding cities of Novi like
Northville (§9.93-11.31), Farminglon Hills
(311.51 to 13.13], Walled Lake ($11.22 1o
12.75), Plymouth { $8.93 to 10.75)
have/will have less rates. The Detroit city
sells water at a wholesale rate to municlpal
customers and the municipal city mark up
to deliver to their residents.In’ Oakland
county there are only three citles, Orion
Twp, Sylvan lake and West Bloomfleld
have higher rales than Novi. And most of
the Wayne and Macomb cities do nol have
that high rates, what we pay in city of Novi.

It 1s expected that the combined water
and sewrage rales will increase 10% lo
12% more over the next two years.

Isn't It time thal Novl city administra-
tors should look into seriously on the exor-
bitant rate (ncrease?

you guys, both sawy and experienced
deatmakers.

1L was eslablished
as a private, non-profit years ago by the
legislature 1o be Michigan's "insurer of last
resorl.”

Other Insurance companies can charge
different rates depending one how healthy
you are, or how old you are. or for your
overall risk.

Regardless of how the delails work oul,
culting this deal is in both your best inter-
ests.

Ed. as you come to your final menths in
olfice, your distinguished career is al risk
of being soiled by conlinuing management
and contracling problems at Detroil
Metro. The Republicans are alrcady
pounding your prelégé and Demaocralic
gubernatorial candidale, Attorney General
Jenniler Granholm, trying lo tie her lo
"scandals” at the airporl. Plainly, il's in
your interest 1o make a fresh starl wilh
the way the airport is governed and man-
aged.

And, Governor, you've gol a bunch of
siate legislalors who are just dying to
snatch Metropelitan Afrport away from
southeastern Michigan, Can you imagine
the fuss that would erupt when politicians
from Detroit and Wayne County starl
screaming about ouistate Republicans
stealing first their courls, next their
schools and finally their airporl?

Make no mistake about it: dis-
gruntled employees can hurt a
business. Or, at the very least,
they can try.

Big business, with hundreds of
employees connected to a mas-
sive computer mainframe, are vic-
tims ol informalion sabotage,
looting and espionage on a regu-
lar basis. Big business also has
backup syslems. Small business,
with fewer emplayees and even
less technology, may not be al the
greatesl risk, but the smallest
breach of security could be erip-
pling.

You have to know where to lock
for prablems. That being said,
small business cwners should
pay attention to what employees,

. loyal or otherwise, are doing with

company property.

Take for instance the case of a
company in Duluth, Ga. Lasl
month a disgruntled employee
anonymously approached a rival
company's CEQ with an offer to
sell his company's complete cus-
tomer database for $20,000.

The rival company's CEQ
informed the disgruntled employ-
ee’s business and eventually got
the FBI involved, became an
undercover agen! and gathered
enough information 1o lead 1o the
employee’s arrest, It was a happy
ending 10 a polentially horrible
story.

The CEQ said he wanled to
beat the rival company on merit
and product, rather than espi-
onage, What a guy, huh? Nol all
CEOs or business awners are
thal ethical. Some would fump at
the chance to get the legupon a

rival,

Instead of dishing out some tips
this week to keep your employees
happy, [Nl dish oul some lacls to
ponder that may startle you, fas-
cinate you, and hapefully help
you decide how much of a risk
your employces are when you
have 1o lel them go.

Here you go:

9 Loyally, Researchers say
when information is taken from a
company the thiel is a seemingly
loyal employee, Seemingly is the
operative word here. Then they
seerningly steal because of dissat-
isfaction with salary, promotion,
working conditions, conflicts,
(inancial problems or drug use.

* Fun at the breach. Alter con-
ducling a nationwide survey, the
FBI discovered that 85 percent of
the businesses surveyed experi-
enced compuler intrusions, with
64 percent serious enough to
cause financial losses. This was a
43 percent increase from {he pre-
vious year.

After all thal, ] have to throw in
a helplul tip, This stulf is scaring
me.

* Follow protocol, Experts say
the best defense against informa-
tion pilfering is to have the
employee, who is being fired, or
moving to another job for olher
reasons, leave immediately. Once
Lhey're gone, change passwords,
remove access, and basically kill
their digital identily from within
the company. They can always
come back and clean out their
desk.

It's hard ta dis the dis- and
keep all employees gruntled,
shelved and liked. When, or if, the
time comes to remove an employ-
ee, know the potential exists for
problems and act according]y.

Nunelheless, it is an issuc few
have recognized because the audit
that identified the problem — $400
millien in loses by Biue Cross over
the past five years — was released
in September and was quickly
overshadowed by events in New
York and Washington.

So it counted as a surprise. {or
legishators as well as 1he publie,
wlert Gov. Jehn Engler highlighled
the preblem in his recent State of
Lhe State adedress.

Legislation 1o implement Engler's
calls for reform is belng drafted
now, Filzgerald explained. and he
expects a three-bili package will be
ready lor introduction v the next
two to three weceks,

Among Engler's proposals were:

¢ [ncrease the insurance com-
missioner's ability to regulate the
operation of Blue Cross. Filzgerald
said it "should be on par” with the
commissioner’s ability to regulate
any other insurance company in
Michigan.

* Restructuring the Blue Cross

board of directors. Fitzgerald antic-
{pales cuiting It from the current
menibership of 35 lo "somewhere
in the teens.” He'd like to sec the
membership, now selecled from a
number of speclal inlerests,
changed to Increase public repre-
senlation.

* Engler also propesed creation of -

a trust fund intended 1o protect res-

- idents should Blue Cross privatize.

More than 20 other stales have
turned their programs over to for-
profit  businesses. and while
Fitzgerald nsisted Engler is not
advocating that, i might still cecur.

Blue Cross of Michigan is the
largest remaining state sponsored,
not-for-profit health plan in the
country, Filzgerald explained. It
was st up by the state legislature
back in the '30s lo serve as the
"Insurer of last resorl.”

IU's stalus as a privale. non-prof-
iL insurer lies at the hearl of the
issue. By state law, Blue Cross
nust charge all its customers a
single "camununity raie.” 1 is not
allowed 1o adjust rales up for peo-
ple who are older or less heallhy,
as private insurance firms can. Nor
can L lurn customers away.

According (o Cargill, private
insurance companies have been
able to beat Blue Cross' prices by
“cherry picking" employers with
vounger, healthier, less risky
groups of employees. Thal leaves
Blue Cross with the older, less

healthy, costlier groups of employ-
ees Lo insure.

Carglll thercfore bLelieves reform
will have to Include rate reform
throughout the industry. He advo-
cales a plan called "rale banding"
which allows insurers, Blue Cross
as well as-private companies, lo
adjust premiums according to risk,
but also requlres all insurers to
take a certain percentage of good
and bad risks. That would end 1he
“cherry picking.” he contendedt

Flizgerald isn't convinced. When
you have a “behemath that domi-
nates the narkel as Blue Cross
does,” il isn'l reasonable to believe
that a few privale companies could
have much of an impact, "At best,
they are just nipping at your
heels,” hie safd.

Filzgerald instead believes the
reforms have to be Internal to Blue
Cross. They would include allowing
Blue Cross to adjust rales (or risk.

DeWeese agrees with the internal
approach. Bul il higher risk cus-
tomers can be charged more lor
premiums, il raises a question of
whether Blue Cross can fulfill its
role as "isurer of last resort,”

“Thal is somelhing we are going
to have lo lalk about,” both
DeWeese and Flizgerald said.

The goal is Lo reform Blue Cross
withoul having lo cut back on ben-
efits. that is what condilions and
treatments the insurance plan will
cover, Fitzgerald said.
