” Clty' officials refuse to speculate

on possible water rate increase

It looks as though Summer will be a good time for
Novi residents to {ix that drip or running toilet as the
price of water will more than likely increase.

Members of the Detroit clty council voted Feb, 20
in favor of a water rate Increase affecting its own res-
idents and the suburban customers it serves.

City of Novi Water and Sewer Superintendent
Sruce Jerome said this week that a rise In water bills
come August is speculative right now.

Jerome explained clty officials are working on the
upcoming fiscal year's budget which, when finalized.
will determine how much of the increase, il any. wilt
be passed on to Novi water customers.

“We haven't gotten that far yet,” Jerome said.

The worst scenario will be a 14.6 percent increase
in water rates and 10.3 percent increase in sewer
rates.

The water and sewer superintendent said 100 per-

cent of last year's increase was passed onto cus-
tomers, but in years prior to that, a portion of the
increase was absorbed by the city. In the last 10
years, Jerome gstimates rates have increased about
seven to eight times.

The thought of an increase does not sit well with
Novi resident Tim Dziewit.

“The city ranks among an elite group of cities with
the highest water rates in all of southeastern
Michigan,” Dzlewit said.

Although he likes Novi, Dziewit said it is quickly
becoming an unaffordable place Lo live for an average
single family household and feels Novi officials
should fight the City of Detroit.

Navi Mayor Richard J. Clark said Novi is anc of the
few municipallties passing only the rate increase o
its customers. Clark said many communmilies add
administration costs to water rates which Novi does
not do.

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Latest Sandstone saga
makes us a bit curious

A slight shift i the wind has
come about in the ongoing saga of
the city's settlement  deal with
Sundslone  Associates  Limited
Partnerslip.

Alter meeting for maore than two
hiotrs Saturday morning, members
of the Novi city council voted 6-1 in
tivor of an agrecment in principle
bringing the city a little closer to
negotiating a settlement deal wilth
Sandstone. The agreement, in prin-
ciple. brings the city o little eloser
to sealing a deal with Sandstone
and stops interest aceruing (o the
city al aboul $20.000 per day on a
199¢ judgment now  valued  at
about 870 miliion.

Sandstone originally won the law-
suil alter it was declded in Oakland
County Cireuit Court the city Inter-
fered wilh the Vistas of Novi devel-
apment.

[I's nal surprising the council
OKd he agreement. That's pretty
much been o done deal lor some
tirne. What s surprising, however,
is that it is no longer unanimous. A
lone disseniter has emerged, iy the
form ol Laura Lorenzo, and
although the one vote doesn’l

. change the ouleome, it does, at the
very leasl, peaked the curiousity.

Lorenzo, who said she would nol
support the motion because perti-
nent intormation fromr Sandsione
has not been received, expressed
concern abaul the direction the
agreemend was going,

“The agreement has gone way
beyand the basic framework of
tiegotiations held sinee September,”
Lorenzo said,

The couneil member said she had
already  made considerable conees-
sions e the beginning and may or
may not give the seltlement her sup-
port when the exhibits are submitted.

Stop right there. The agrecment
has gone way beyond the basic
framework of negoliations helds
since September? Were talking
about the "agreemen!” thal received
so much “public support™ al a jam-
packed  public meeting o few
months back?

Curlous, very curious,

Makes you wanl (o know exactly
what (hat agreement entails, does-

n't it? Of course, that would be
impossible because the only lime
the "agrecment” is ever discussed is
in closed session. Still. Lorenzo's
dissenting opinion makes us won-
der. Why has the agreement
changed [rom the one proposed to
taxpavers? Could it be that we're
giving Sandstone a little mare (han
we let on in the beginning?

Curieus, indeed.

Perhaps we should have listened
mare closely to the small, but vocal
members of the Friends of Novi
Parks. Giving up 1o less than 87
acres of North Novi Park has been a
controversial aspeet of the settle-
ment, Landing the eity i court and
promgpting  the  Novi  Planning
Commission to release the scllle-
ment acreage [rom its park desig-
nation on the city's master plan,

Perhaps there is more to this sel-
tlement  than  meets the vye.
Perhaps we are selling the fulure to
satisly the present. Perhaps thal's
why Lorenzo is taking a hard sec-
ond look at this agrecment.

And perhaps she doesn't like
what she sees.

For the record, we're pleased thal
Lorenzo cast lhat no' vole. As a
protector of the "public trust” it’s
her responsibilily to  question
things that don’t quile look right. If
she's concerned with the way this
Sandstone agreement is currently
written then she should make a
stancd — even if she's in the minor-
ity, Thai’s what we elecled her to
do. That's what we clected every
member of the council to do.

We sure find il curious that her
colleagues don't feel the same way.

Seoner or later we'll find out
exactly whiat the termis of the agree-
menl are, which means we'll discov-
er what other lypes of concessions
this council offered Sandslone to
scttfe this mess. We'll also learn
something else: that perhaps the bill
nl goods this mayor and council seld
us a few monihs back may turn out
to be anything other than whal was
previously advertised,

If that is indeed the case, then we
can predict that things will become
a let more curious in the not-so-
distan{ future.

A couple wecks
ago we reporfed that Novi district
officials and school board members
heaved a collective sigh of relief
when Gov. John Engler reinstated
the 8200 per pupll increase in the
2002-03 slate aid budget; giving the
district about 1.2 million more in
funds. That, district officials
remarked, would help Immensely as
the district was facing an an adjust-
ed budget deficit of aver 1.7 million
for the 2002-2003 fiscal year.

“It's been a blessing that we
recetved the $1.2 mililon, Tt will be a
blessing that we don't have io reduce
as much,” sald Novi Schools' assis-
tani superintendent James Koster,

“The 8200 atlows us to do the tighi-
ening of the belt items, but also avoids
the substantial reductions in programs
we thought we would probably have to
recommend,” sald Novi Schools’ super-
intendent Emmett Lippe.

Now here's the point | don't under-
stand. Both Koster and Lippe are still
talking about reductions, despile the
addition of the $1.2 million. I can see
tightening the bell, but reductions in
programs?

Wouldn't that constitute using
some fund balanice money? If not,
what constititles the use of that
money?

To bhe fair. 1 realize that Novi
Schools plans to use the state ald to
pay down next year's deliclt by
$950,000, while applying the remain-
ing $250,000 to its fund equily, a
cash reserve.

“We still need lo plan for the
future,” Koster said. "Qur goal is to
maintain and improve the education:
al program and in order to do that we
have {o save [or it because there is
too many unknown things in the
future.” :

This means the district must still
meet over $800,000 in general oper-
ating fund cutbacks for the upcom-
ing 2002-2003 preliminary budget,
which will be adopted by the schoo]
board in June. :

“We will still have to make reduc-
tions, but [ believe the reductions wil
not in any severe way desecrate the
educational program here,” Koster said.

I'm glad to hear that. I'm okay with
that as long critical programming for
our children isnt al stake, And
please understand that I'm nol being
overly critical here. I'd just like to
know what type of emergency consti-
tutes the use of those “safety net”
funds we always hear about. If
they're never used, 1'd have to wonder
‘why we have them.
