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Council splits vote in contract dispute

The Cily of Novi's contracl
approval process came inle ques-
tlon again after members of the cily
council disagreed If the lowest bid-
der for an englneering contract
should recefve the ned or nol.

In the end, with a three to two vate,
the Jowest bidder did no! recelve the
engineering coniract for the South
Lake Drive Reconstruction Project.

In faver of awarding the contract
to Gilfels-Webster Engineers in the
amount of 892,200 was Novi Mayor
Richard J. Clark, Novi Mayor FPro-
Tem Michelle Bonont and Novi city
council member David Landry.

In favor of awarding the contract
to the lowest bidder JCK &
Associates In the amount of
886,951 was Novi city council
members Craig DeRoche and Kim
Capello.

Novi city councll members Laura

Lorenzo and Louis Csordas were
absenl/excused [rormn the Feb. 25
meeting.

The debale began alter Novi City
Engineer Nancy M, McClain made
a presentation to council members
and cily officlals recommending
the resurfacing contract he award-
ed lo Glifels-Webster.

Although the Detroil firm was not
the lowest bidder, McClain sald the
company should recelve the conlract
because of ils completion time table.

“The abllity of the engineering
firm to move the projecl inlo the
caustruction phase by early fall
becormes a primary focus for the
award,” McClain said. “As (his
project is a vital ink in the City of
Novi Transportation network, it is
critical that the constructlon be
completed within the nexi year.
The difference In the propoesal
amounts between JCK &
Assoclales and Giflels-Websier
Engineers is $5.849, a relatively

Weirmelr adjusted her tan mit-
tens and sunglasses as she waited
for ihe street light on her beat to
change colors. After a few
moments, the green electric glow
finally made its way to red. Duty
called. Weirmeir headed to the mid-
dle of the busy intersection and
ralsed the stop sign in her right
hand, briefly halting the once rush-
ing traffic. Now, it was safe for the
elementary kids, who were await-
ing their signal from the crossing
guard, {o get across the street,

“The safety of the chiidren we
cross is our mest important fob
and we take it seriously,” Welrmeir
said.

There is no place for lawn chairs
and newspapers on Welrmeir's corner.

Currently, the Novi Police
Depariment has six crossing
guards on staff who get the clity’s
kids across busy intersections -—
Just like the corner of 13 Mile Road
and Meadowbrook —each day
before and after school.

The six guards, who work a 30-
minute shift in the morning and

Brighton
resident
killed in
crash

A Brighton male was killed in a
Novi aulomoblle accident last
week four days before he was sup-
posed lo celebrate his 30th birth:
day.

Trooper Mike Mosack of the
Michigan Staic Police Metro-North
Past in Oak Park said speed played
a major role In the Feb. 26 morning
accident coupled with winter
weather downfall.

"He was golng too fast for the
conditions,” Meosack said. “The
lanes were slushy.”

Troopers sald Zhen Yuan Ruan
was travellng westbound on
Interstate 96 west of Novl Road in
the lefl lane when he lost control of
his 1991 Honda as he tred to
change lanes.

It was reported his vehicle went
all the way across [-896 into the
right guard rail before bouncing
back into tralfic.

Mosack sald the vehicle was
blocking the right lane when a
tractor trailer struck him
causing another blow to the
Honda.

The driver of the tractor trailer
was not hurt and was nat ticketed
because he had no time to siop.

Mosack said the Brighton man
was found al fault for the accident.

It was also poinled out that
although Ruan’s car had two.
brand new tires in the front willis
good pressure, his rear twe tires:
were low welghing in al about
19 and 20 pounds per tire.

As an often overlooked cause
of accidents, Mosack said the
low pressure was more Lhan
likely another determining fac-
tor as about 32 pounds is
ideal.

Mosack said Ruan was wearing
his sealbelt.

The Tuesday accident occurred
three days after a Novi man was hit
and killed while driving on
Interstate 275 north of Seven Mile
Road.

Clarence W. Rottermond, 80,
was siruck by a 24-year-old
Lincoln Park resident traveling the
wrong way on the Interstate who
also died as a result of the crash.

“We want to see whal thelr approach is
and how they analyze data.” Yawler said,

The tast markel analysis was performed
in 1995 and was based on the 1990 cen-
sus. Therelore, a new analysis needs 1o be
done since Lhe population has grown

since {he last market analysis was com-
peted.

More census dala will be available [or
officials lp exaunine this Iall, she said.

“In ihe meantime, (here are things we
need 1o be doing.” White Conlon said. "We
need a consultant o help us define the
trade area.”

Therefore, they will be able to recruit
new husiness to the city after they find
oul what type of business attracts cus-
tomers.

“There are psychological barriers and
there are physical barriers of why people
shop where they shop,” While Conlon said.
"We need 1o know what we can bring here
to ke (hem shop here,”

The consullants will explain what the
eity can do to cause people to shop locally.
1t will also examine the city's strengths and
weaknesses and whal problems people
shopplng in the city. Therefore, leaders wiil
be able to come up with an appropriate
plan of action.

It's common for ¢illes to have an updat-
ed market analysis every three to five
years, she said. Hyettl Palma and McKenna
Associates were responsible for previous
market analysis of the city.

The service s ideal for residents
who want 1o get their taxes paid at
the last minule before deadline.

"Il they do it online, it probably
won'l go definguent in the county,”
Golden said. "It buys them some
Lhne."

However, some residents might
like Lo e if 1p, gain freguent fyer,.
miles or polnfs by using their'cred-
It card-company,iwhich offers them
those perks, she satd.

Some communities have been
offering the online pay service for a
couple af years. she said. Some of
those cemmunities have 25 to 30
residents pay their {axes online
while others only have a few.

Residents who wish to pay their
resident {axes or water bills online
just mneed to go to the
walledlake.com website. Cnce they
access the website they can go to
the payment link.

Residents need 1o be prepared to

type in their property identification
number or their water bill account
number.

“It .walks them through it.”
Golden said.

However, she doesn't expect res-
idents to rush to pay online,

“Were so hometown here,”
Golden said. "A lot of our people
come in just because they like to.,"

Residents have been asking for
the service for a couple of years,
she sald. Therefore, city officlals
checked into 1l and decided it was
a service that they wanted to bring
to the community.

Officlal Payments, the service
that offers online payments,
charges 83 for payments zero to
99. Therefore, if a tax payment was
$2,500 it would the resident an
additional $68 for the convenience
.. 6f psing. the. service.. However, if
they wére {6 pay their taxes the day
+after deadiine:it'wonld cost them
an additional 8104, The city does
naot pay out money for the service,
nor does the city take In money
from people using it.

"On warm days we've had the window open
and he was (lying around in his cage,” Burns
said.

The pigeon has a metal band areund ils leg,
which signifies that it belongs to someone, he
said.

“The owner went 1o the effort for identifica-
tion purpeses, so we assume he wants the
bird back,” Burns said,

The pigeon is probably a homing pigeon
but it could also be a performing pigeon that
performs in-air acrobalics. Homing pigeons
have historically been used to carry messages
In war lime.

“We think he was exhausted and couldn’t
make his way back home,” Burns sald. "He
was prahably owned by a person who has a
racing leam of homing pigeons.”

If that's the case the owner lost the race.
And fts the owner Burns wants to find,

lgsl pigeons numbers, She gave Burns a (ele-
phone number for a man who had the regis-
teredd number of the lost pigeon,

Burns tried to contact the owner hut the
telephone number was disconnected. Now he
is tryitig 1o find allernative ways Lo locale e
pigeon’s owner.

Two Wixom police officers were
injured when a 39-year-cld man with
a stab wound tried to outwit police
and collided with another car on 8.
Wixom Road at the [-96 overpass.

The accident occurred about 11
a.m. March 4 when Wixom police
attempted {0 pull the man over who
did net stop for a traffic light.

The Commerce Township man
was expected to be arralgned
March & at Williarn Beaument
Hospital in Royal Oak. He will be
charged with not slopping for
police, assaulting police officers
and possibly other charges.

“We expect to gel a warrant for a
laundry list of things we hope to
charge him with," sald Clarence
Goodlein, Wixom Chief of Police.

The man told police officers that
he had stabbed himself twice in the
abdomen. he said.

“The doclor al the hospital said
those stab wounds were consistent
with that statement,” Goodlein
said.

Police officers did not know if he
had prior mental illness, However,
Goodlein said the man's family
members iold police he had
become increasingly agitated in the
last few days and they were con-
cerned about him.

Police became alarmed when the
man did not stop after the police
officer followed him with his siren
and overhead lights on. Instead,

was struck by the stabbed man
received minor injuries. He sought
medical care later that day,

The colliston did not stop the
man from fleeing,

“He jumped out of the car and
ran,” Goodlein said.

However, he was soon arrested
by police near the roadway of 1-98
and 8. Wixom Road. Police noticed
the man was bleeding from his
abdomen where he had been
stabbed twice.

“He hit and kicked the officers,”
Goodleln said. “He hit them in the
face a number of times, One officer
now has a bad knee and the other
has bruises and contusions on his
left leg.”

The two police officers who were
chasing the man crashed into
each other during the chase, Both
police cars were damaged In the
accident.

One of the officers, who received
minor injuries trying to apprehend
the man, was treated at Beaumont
Hospital in Royal Oak. The other
officer was treated at Providence
Hospital in Novi. Both officers are
now at home.

The man who caused the acci-
dents Is in fair condition. However,
police are still investigating what
led to the man fo stabbing himself.

“They put him back together and
it looks like he will 'survive,”
Goodlein said.

Mackenzie told all parties
involved thal alter pretrial proceed-
ings are done, he will revisit the
consolidation and make a new rul-
ing if necessary,

The allorney representing
Evergreen IlI, Eric S. Berkley,
argued againsi the consolidation
saying the leases of all tenants are
different and there are a muftitude
of counter complaints involved. He
argued by combining the case Into
one would only cause greal confu-
sion.

*If we were to give this 1o a jury,
we will be here for a significant
amount of time and the jury will
suffer a great amount of confu-
sion,” Berkley said.

He continued to argue stating
news coverage will effect potential
Jurors If chosen and he believed the
motion was “contrary 1o the laws In
Michigan.”

The motion was brought forward
by attorneys representing the ten-
ants.

Mackenzle also addressed infor-
mal allegations implying some
Main Street tenants may not have
lived up to thelr escrow agreement,
The 52-1 District Court judge
warned that the lenants would
then be in default of lhe agreement
reached by both partles.

Up until Feb. 19, courl proceed-
ings have been held behind closed
doars and parties involved In the
legal dispute have not been able to
comment to members of the press
after a motion for entry of an order
to protect pariles rights to a fair
and impartial Lrial was granied by
Mackenzle on Dec. 27.

The consent agreement, which
was agreed 1o by all partles, slates
“that no party, their agents or Lhe
attorneys shall make public state-
ments or provide public (nforma-
tion regarding lhis matter.”
