Public discusses study for
West Oakland Corridor

$121 million road project will span 23 miles

The talk Is finally over and now funding is
the guestion after residenls atlended the
tast public meeting to discuss road improve-
ments as part of the West Oakland Corridor
Study.

The March 6 meeling, held at the Wixom
Community Center, Informed residents
which local roads would be improved to
make travel easler for drivers. However, 1t is
still unclear how the $I120.7 million road
projects that would span 23.15 miles would
be subsidized.

Adiele Nwankwo. area manager for
Parsons Brinkerhofl, explained that officials
could apply for grants or residents could

“Any corninunity can get together o define
options to fund this,” Nwankwo said.

The now defunct plan to create a major
highway connecting [-G6 to M-59 has now
been directed to improving three separate
corridors. The improved corriders would
lead to easler access to M-59.

The Beck Road corridor project would
widen Beck, Fontiac Trail, Benstein, Bogie
Lake and Oxbow Lake in certain areas. It
would also create an extension for Oxbow
Lake Road to Teggerdine and Beck Road.

Wixom Road would widen to five lanes
between [-96 and Pontlac Trail. It would

The proposal was aunounced on the heals
of Geisler's announcement to board mem-
bers and parents [ast month that the eco-
nomic outlook for 2003 1o 2004 looked poor.

For years the school districi has confin-
ued to graw, he said. However, now the dis-
trict’s population is showing a slight slow-
down. Therelore, since the districl takes in
state money per studend, il isn'l taking in
as much money as it previously has.

“All of this leads o a challenge,” Geisler
said. "We will have a balanced budget but

we will have to make some adjushinents,”

The disteiet hns already allowed students
to enrol) in the school of their choiee at cer-
tain schools. However, this would allow stu-
dents Irom outside the district to atlend
certain Walled Lake Consolidated schools.

There is rootit lor additional studenls at
Northern High School and in some ele-
mentary schoals, he said. lowever, the
middle schools are lilled lo capacily,
There's also no exira room lor aut-of dis-
Lrict students al Western High School and
Central High School.

"We coukl do this and it woeuld generate:

revenue,” Geisler siid.

Liven though (he district would hiring in
extra moncy. he poinicd out there would o
downside to implementing a counly wide
school of cheice progran.

The students would be a permanent part

Walled Lake business owners
recently learned what they can do
1o protect rivers and other waters
from pollulanls.

The breakfast meeting, which
was held Feb. 27 at the fire station
training room, was designed to
encourage business owners 1o join
the River Friendly Partners
Program. The program is spon-
sored by the Wayne County
Depariment of environmenl to
ensure that the Rouge River is kept
clean.

Michael Flowers, spokesperson
for the program, first gave owners a
history lesson about the river. He
then explained how businesses can
alter thelr dally work practices so
lhey, don't_ conlribute to storm
water pollution. =
“ There are henefits to owners
joining the program, he said.
Business cwners can recelve free
pollution site evaluations, free
expert techinical assistance and
advice and public exposure as a
river Iriendly business, he said,
They can also receive free ongo-
ing support and advice as well as
increased community interac-
tion.

Cities that are connected to the
Rouge River will be required by
2003 1o e cerlified for environ-
nmental permits for watersheds,
including the Huron River.

Lloyd Curcton, Walled Lake
Department of Public Works direc-
tor, said Walled Lake officials have
heen doing their parl to keep storm
water clean for years.

"We looked al what we were
dolng and discovered we weren't
far from compliance,” Cureton
said.

Everything from pet droppings to
the way residents wash cars con-
tribuie to the pollution of storm
water, which seeps Inle rivers,
streams and lakes, he said.

“It piles up the closer it gets to
the Detroit River,” Cureton sald,

Gosselin: committee seats lost a punishment

When stale Rep. Robert Gosselin
[R-Troy) was relieved of his com-
mitlee and chairmanship assign-
ments last week, he said it was a
punishment for his opposition lo
higher unemployment compensa-
tion benefits as well as a proposed
hike in the diesel {uel taxes.

"I'm a big boy," he said, "and [
can iake this. I dor't mind fighting

leadership in‘Lansing that's ‘sut 'of -

control, Republican leadership that
has the percepiion that it has got
to compete agalnst the Democrals
for the favor of organized labor,"

House Speaker Rick Johnson {R-
LeRoy) contended Gosselin had
failed to keep a promise he'd report
oul a bill increasing the maximum
Jjobless benefit from $300 per week
lo 8415, The bIli reporled out
moved the maximum benefit oniy
as high as 8362,

"Whal came out of the committee
was not the plan,” Johnson said.

However, he said the changes in
committee assignments were made
to accommodale Macomb County's
Brian Palmer, who just won a seat
in the stale House in a special elec-
lion. As speaker, Johnson said
commitllee assignments are his to
make. .

Yet he did acknowledge a con-
nection.

"l don't look at anything as a

punishment,” he said. “I've taken
on Lansing on land use Issues and
1didn't get slapped downon that ..,
1 just like to send a message once
in a while.”

Reaction was mixed,

"I think Republicans are going to
find it difficult lo explain why a tax-
culting, pro-business commiltee
chair lost thal seat when he was
supporting an increase in benefits
of 21 percent, and why they are
angry with Beb Gosselin because

he wouldn't support raising -those

benefits by 38 percent,” said Rich
Studley. spokesperson for the
Michigan Chamber of Commerce.

“This sends a very negalive mes-
sage lo taxpayers and job providers
ahout leadership in the House and
the direction of Republicans in the
fulure,” Studley continued. "Il is
inconsistent with Republican posi-
tions in favor of freec enlerprise,
limited governmenl and personal
responsibility.”

“This Is a very unsavory develop-
ment," said Bill McMasters, chair
ol Taxpayers United. "He speaks
out on an unconstiiutional lax
increase and gels punishment for it

This Is very upsetling to
Gosselin’s constituents. He is a
hiero ... No one has been more
active in lhe House at cutling taxes
and limiting government that
Reobert Gosselin.”

But Gosselin gol less sympathy
from the membership of the House

Republican caucus.

Rep.  Paul  DcWeese  [R-
Williamston) said he lelt Johnson
was justified in taking the aclion
because Gosselin had "burned”
him.

.DeWeese described a  scene
inside the closed Republican cau-
cus room in which a “very angry"
Rick Johnson confronted Gosselin,
In thal meeting, Johnson contend-
ed that whal was reporled oul of
Gosselln's Employment Relalions

“Training and-- Safety *"Comiblitee

was not the version the two had
discussed and agreed to earlier.

Gosselin would later deny that.
saying Johnson had agreed to let
the bill come out of cammulltee at
$362 per week. But at the lime,
according 10 DeWeese's version of
the story, Gosselin did not arguc
the peint hefore the rest of the cau-
cus. He did nol claim he'd followed
the agreement.

Gosselin  does contend that
Johnson is rying Lo “outbid
Democrais” for the [lavor of
Michigan unlons. He argued that
although Democrats had, earlier
this year, proposed going only as
high as $400 per weel for the max-
imum weekly benefil, Johnson was
insisling on $415. Gosselin prefers
$362 because, he said, that would
be the level if benefits were adjust-
ed by lhe Consumer Price Index
from 1995, when the benefil was
set at $300 per week.

Johnson countered that his pro-
posal for an increase lo $415
would follow “indexing.” according
lo the state average weekly wage,
which had served as the figure for
adjusting compensation benefils
unlil 1995.

Studley .conlended Republican
leadership was seeking a 38 per-
cent increase in unemployment
benefils to malch lawmakers'
recenl 38 percent increase In
salary, even thoughl a 21. perceni

‘Increase would more closely reflect -

the rate of inflation.

Possession of blueprints outlawed for terrorists

Although Michigan lawmakers
are working to pass an anti-terror-
Ism package. they're nol sure they
are willing lo outlaw “casing” a
public bullding or other “vulnera-
ble targets "

While slate representatives were
passing several picces of thelr ter-
roristn package last week, Senate
Bill 939 — which makes it a felony
lo case a building "with intent to
terrorize” — fell short of the num-
ber of voles needed for passage.
The vote board was cleared without
a tally being taken, allowing House
leaders to bring the bill back
another day.

Al least six Republicans split

from Lhe caucus to oppose the hill,
including Rep. Pan Godchaux (R-
Birmingham).

The bill would make it a 20-year
felony to possess a blueprini, evac-
uation plan, diagram or conduct
surveillance of a public strueture if
done with inteni to comnmil an act
of terrorism.

Rep. Jennifer  Faunce (R-
Warren), a proponent of the bill,
argued that supporting evidence
would be needed to show Lhat there
really was an intent lo terrorize,
and she conlended there are
already many laws on the books
which rely on showing intent to get
a conviction,

‘It depends on what counls as
thal supporling evidence. Another
blueprint?” Godchaux said,

She argued that some of the bills
proposed in Lansing will do little to
improve safety from Lerrorist
attacks, bul will only provide a
false sensc of sccurity.

Rep. Bill McConico (D-Detroit)
argued "the billis so bread and so
vague it will give police further
reason to conduct racial profil-
ing.”

The bill currently protects only
"public structures,” which are
defined as government owned or
operated bulldings. Proponents
hope to amend the bill to include
other "vulnerable targets" such as
nuclear power plants. natural gas
storage yards and petroleum
deposits.

Lawmakers voled 1o pass bills in
the package increasing criminal

penallies for acls of ierrorism,
tightening down on issuance of
drivers licenses, and Ughlening
admission lo Might training
schools.

Gadchaux argued that even if
those rules had been in effect ear-
lier they would nel have kept the
terrorists who perpetrated the
Sept. 11 aftacks from signing up
for llying lessons.

One controversial piece of the
anti-lerrorism package did win
approval. Senate Bill 730 allows
judges 1o suppress information
about a search warrani or items
seized in that search until formal
charges have been filed against the
suspect as a result of that search.

The measure passed in a 75-29
vole.

House to vote on bill regarding MEAP irregularities

Rep. Judith Scranton (R-
Brighton) expects lawmakers 1o
swiftly pass legislation that would
give scheol districts a chance to
review and respond to test irregu-
larities' before they are made pub-
lic.

The bill is a response to a con-
troversy last summer in which a
st of 71 districts, that had
irregularities' in the results of

their  Michigan  Education
Assessmen! Program tests, was
released publicly before those
districls had a chance to review
the problems,

The implication was thal cheat-
ing may have occurred in those
districts where “irregularities” were
spotted.

In the end, the State Treasurer
Doug Roberts apologized for the
release of the list. He explained to
lawmakers that the list has been
jeaked to the press, so the depart-

ment simply made the list public
while it notified school dislricls
that they would appear on it
Nonetheless, many districts were
able to quickly explain the irregu-
larities as something other than
cheating.

Scranton's hill requires that
school district administrators get
five days to review any irregulari-
ties spotted in their MEAP test
results and have a chance lo
respand before the list is made
public in the future.

Scranton's proposal, House Bill
5049. won unanimous approval
from the House Education
Committee recently. It is expected
to come up for a vote in next
week.

Scranton sajd Roberts has
already talked to her about the bill,
saying his depariment has already
adopted similar rules regarding the
list of the MEAP irregularity lisi.

"Sorty isn't good enough in this
case,” Scranton said. "1 don't lorget
easily.”

The Michigan Department of
Transportation, long reorganized
as a nationa} leader in trans-
portation innovations and strate-
gles, has implemented an elec-
tronic bidding system that will
revolutionize bidding on state
transportation '
contracts.

The
improved
process makes
MDOT cne of
only a handful of states in the
nation with a f{ully automated
contract-bldding on state trans-
portation contracts.

The electronie bidding process
works by permitting private con-
tractors to recelve and generate
bids over the Internet, Utilizing
BidX, a Florida-based company
specializing in electronic bidding,
documents are securcd and kept
confidential until the prescribed
{ime and date bids are opened by
MDOT. Contractors’ bids are

encrypted and sent to secured
servers In Florida and Georgla,
According to BidX, it could take a
super computer hundreds of
years to break the security codes
on individual blds.

“The electronic bid process Is
one of many success storles at
MDOT,” said State
Transportation Director Gregory
J. Rosine. “The road-bullding
industry is as excited as we are
about this process. Electronie
bidding will reduce bid errors,
save tax dollars, shorten approvat
time, free-up working contractors
from traveling to bid lettings, and
enhance our business relation-
ships with our customers.”

Utilizing Internet technology for
bidding purposes will reduce the
potential for errors caused when
transeribing paper bids to elec-
tronic files, when bidders make
last-minute changes to docu-
ments, ar when handwritten bids
are {llegible. Once an electronic

bid has been submitted, it can
still be opened and changed by
the bidder using a personal
access code. Changing a bid is
easy, confidentlal and possible
uniil the bid deadline.

MDOT will save as much as
$2,000 in transcription costs per
month. Further efficiencies are
realized by a shorlened approval
time. Electronic files can be
reviewed and prepared more
quickly than paper bids, Reduced
errors and minimizing the poten-
ttal for misinterpretation of
ambiguous materlal further
streamline the process,

Using paper bids, contractors
previously had to prepare the
bids by either typing Lhem or
wriling them out In long hand.
After submission, bidders often
would check with MDOT (o make
sure their mailed bids were being
processed. Many contractors felt
it was to their advantage to per-
sonally deliver bids to assure
