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4 arrested in Wixom kidnapping

Victim bound and tortured before escaping his captors, police claim

Janet Winters and Steven Wilcox were
stone (aced al their arraignment Friday as
charges were read surrounding the alleged
kidnapping of their Wixem neighbor Charles
Sleler fram his Susanne Manor apartment.

Judge Dennis Powers, of the 52-1 Districl
Court in Novi. placed a milion deHar bond
on Winters, However, he denied bond for
Wilcox because he had already been to
prison for past crimes.

Winters, 42, and Wilcox, 29, were charged
with home Invasion, kidnapping and receiv-
ing and concealing stolen property.

"Willfully and nm]iclous]y conlining
another person is a [elony containing a
possible iife sentence,” Powers Llold
them.

Both Winlers and Wilcox siood mute at
arraignmient and a “nol guilty” plea was pul
in on their behalf. They both sought court
appeinted aitorneys.

Two unidentified youlhs are also being held
In jail in connection with the kidnapping,

Steler, 68, was held hostage from Sunday
uniil early Tuesday morning allegedly by the
people he trusted. He had heen on good
terms with Winters for years and had given
Winters the key to his apartment and his
Lincoln Continental.

Public comment
to be limited to
three minutes
per speaker

Oulnumbered by olher members
of the city council, Novi Mayof ™
Richard J. Clark unsatisfactorily
watched as new council rules were
adopled including a restriction on
how long residents may speak dur-
Ing meetings.

With a five-to-two vote, the coun-
cil nodded in favor of adopting
changes approved during the
March 4 meeting to the city's
Council Organization Rules and
Order of Business document, gov-
erning administrative and behav-
foral policles of those involved with
the cliy councll,

The dividing faclor splitting
those for and those againsl the
March 18 adoption was an amend-
ment Hmiting Individual's speaking
{ime during audience participatlon.

Now, each individual speaker
will receive a warning o wrap up
after 3 minutes foliowed by an
additional 4 minules to conelude,
Assoclation or group representa-
tives with a voted position may
speak for 5 minutes with a 6
minute conclusion time.

“This is not our government,”
Clark sald to other council mem-
bers in disapproval of the restric-
tion. “We work for them (resi-

sonal attacks will not be tolerated.

Other approved audience partic-
ipation rules Include all partici-
pants shall direct their remarks to
the chair; remarks shail be limited
to those perlaining to matlers
before the council. to city business
or policy, or to issues of communi-
ly concern or inlerest; no speaker
shall continue to address the meet-
ing after being advised by the chair
that the speaker's lime has
expived: there shall be no audlence
comument by voice, clapping or olh-
ervise; and contmitiee reports will
not be accepled during andience
participation.

Legislatlon puiting the operation
of Detroit Metropolitan Afrpert
under the controfl of a scven-mem-
ber authority cleared ils higgest
hurdle Wednesday in the siale
Housc. Representatives vated 75-
31 on adoption.

Senators quickly followed snit,
voling 28-8 in favor. amd sent the
bill 1o the governor.

Gov. John Engler'’s press secre-
tary Susan Shaler sald he is
expecled to sign the Ml in the next
few wecks and quickly move to
name hls appointees. Shaler said
uane of the anendments made i
the Legislature were significant

enough for him lo withdraw his
support,
In fael, the measure was litle

changed from the deal orlginally
struck hetween Engler and Wavne
County Exccutive Ed MeNamara to
create the authority,

Key components were the make-
up of the authority — four
appointces to be named by the
Wayne execative. two by the gover-
nor and ane by the Wayne County
Board of Commissioners — and
immediate effect, allowing Engler
and MeNamara to name the mem-
bers thensclves,

Supporters — Republicans and
outstale Democrals — say the
measure will go a long way toward
solving financial prablems al the
airporl. surh as no-bid contracls
and cost overruns, uncovered in
two years of legislative hearings
and reviews by the stale Auditor
General,

"This bill lessens the chance of
cronyism and nepotism when it
comes to airporl operaliens and
puls sharper teelh in other areas of
regulations and Internal review."
sald  Rep. Jim  Koelje  (R-
Grandville), chalr of the House
Alrport Review Subrommitice.

Al least
now, the airport is under the con-
tral of the Wayne County commis-
slon. an elected panel. And she
complained 1hat the [egislation
gave so many seats o McNamara
when, according 1o the reviews, the
airporl has been run so poorly
while wnder his control.

‘It will be like giving the keys to
the inmates,” Schermesser sald.

Rep.  Gleon  Anderson  (D-
Westland] had sitilar reservalions.

“Il the alrport has been so mis-
handled," Anderson sald, "why are
we giving the same person who has
heen running it o1t those appoint-
ments ... The county cammission
has heen pushed out, [ have a
basic  preblem  usurping the
autliorily of an elected body.”

Several amendments were made
le the bill, the moest significant
offered by Rep. Buzz Thomas [D-
Detroit). That amendment requires
the authority 1o honor union con-
tracts with afrporl workers. It bars
lav-olfs at the airporl as well as
recluctions in pay or henefits for
workers for one year.

"t the end of the day, I voted
no.” Themas sald. "Il would not
have been the bill that ['would have
wrilten, but given the reality Lhat
this was bappening, I think we did

fund public schools. Yet just as the U.S.
and Michigan Constitutions have been
amended several times, it is time to
amend. tweak, revise or zlter Proposal A.
The concerns that have been voiced and
the questions which have been raised by
those who have dealt with Proposal A for
the pasi elght years have gone unheard
and unanswered. Most elected state offi-
clals and their wanna-be-counterparts are
reluctant to reach oui and touch the Holy

Grail of Michigan school finonce, especial-
ly in a pivotal eleetion year.
Determined to keep: the legacy of the

- Engler years intdct, the party-in-power In

Lansing raves that Proposal A continues o
he “un unparalleled suecess.” Press releas-
es continually toul the tax relief that the
legislation delivered 1o properly owners
over 1he past eight years. When the lowest
lunded school districts reached the per
pupil Tunding fevel of $6.500 1his year, a
spokesperson for the governor declared,
“It's basieally brought equily across the
bourd,”

The Lret that property taxes in Michigan
in 1993 were ninth highest in the nation is
what initially drove the Proposal A legista-
1. Mosl likely properly taxes would never
have reached such a high level. if slate gov-
ernment had adequaltely and responsibly
funded publie schools when it controlled
the education purse strings in the past.

hi the 19705 mul 1980s, the slate dra-
maltically reduced fis inanclal support of
public schools. Whenever (e slate was
faced with declining revenues and budget
delicils, it systemativally shifted (he costs
for schools bark to local taxpayers, driving
up the property taxes. As a result, public
school oflicials were made to wear the
“Mack hals”™ beeause they had to ask loeal
tltizens for the millage increases to run the
sehonls,

Hegarding the praise that is heaped on
Proposal A lor deilvering funding equity, do
parents and school officials in the Redford
Unjon Dlstrict believe Lhere s “eqully
across the board” when their district
receives less per papdl than the charler
schools in Wayne County receive? Is it falr
that Livenla Public Schools. faced with
declining enrollinenl. receives no funds lor
al-risk children when the district's Reading
Reeovery program served as the state's
model? Where is the equity for Plymouth-
Canton Comumunity Schoals, which must
compele for quality employees-from bus
drivers to administrators in the same job
markel with nwarby districls which receive
about $1.000 more in the per pupil grant?

Under Proposal A. property-poor dis-
tricts (nostly oulstate) were given yearly
funding increases of up to 40% to close the
equity gap, while nearly all Metro Detroit
districts received yearly increases of only
1%-3% since 1994. As Proposal A “lifted
some boats”. il submerged many other dis-
triets in a sea of red ink,

Two-thirds of the 83 districts in the tri-
counly area arc facing deficits. Metro
Detroit districts have swapped places with
the "Kalkalsas” of vesterday (those districls
that struggled with funding pre-Proposal
A). Since the majority of Michigan's chil-
dren attend school in the more populated
Metro Detroit area, it becomes clear that
Proposal A is failing to provide for the edu-
cational nceds of most of Michigan's chil-
dren.

No one advoraies impulsively throwing
out Proposal A in its entirety and starting
over in the fashion in which the legislation
was created. We cught 1o be able to change
the parts of Proposal A which don't work
and don’t adequately meet the needs of the
majorily of Michigan's children.

For starters, siate officials can close the
loophole which allows some builders to
avoid paying the full amount of the real
estate transfer tax which goes into the
school-aid fund. Here are some other “sug-
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gestions™:
*Grant districts al leasi a minimal cost-

“of-living increase each vear.

*Provide addittonal funds to accompany
any new programs the state mandates.

*Seek more Jederal funds 1o support spe-
cial educatlon,

‘Return the responsibilily for teacher
relirement and Social Security costs back
to the statc.

*Allow districts an oplion to raise up to -

four mills lecally, so education will be tai-
lored to the unique needs of cach district’s
students. Districts could use the funds to
open new schools, maintaln or creale new
programs, elc.

To ignore what is happening (o Metro
Detroll districts [and many others) under
the termis of Proposal A, Is foolhardy and
jrresponsible on the parl of elecied offi-
cinls, Like a pain relicver. the anticipaled
$200 per pupil increase for the 2002-03
school year will help in the short term, but
it will not halt the pervasive malady afflict-
ing Metra Delrell schools.

Your aillendance al ihe Third Slatewlde
Summit on Public School Funding on
March 25, 2002, will send the message
thal Proposal A needs tweaking, amending,
cte. Sponsored by 1he Michigan Citlzens (or
Fairness in Public School Funding and
hosted Dby the  Plymouth-Canton
Community Schools, the Summit will 1ake
place at Plymoulh-Salem High Scheol from
7:00-9:00 pm.

Dr. David Plank, Director of the
Education Policy Center al Michigan Siate
University will serve as the moderator.

in packing
Michigan's courts, wholesale. What a neat
plot lor a very parlisan outgoing governor
who wants to load up the judiciary with
his ideological soul males! Moreaver,
Engler clearly realizes thal LL. Gov. Dick
Posthumus, the officially anointed
Republican nominee for governor, doesn‘l
stand much chance al getting elected the
November, so he might as well make the
appoiniments himself.Don'l laugh, This
plot was sct in motion last weck when the
Republicans in the stale Senate slipped
into an inoffensive early relirement bill a
provision letting sitting judges retire al 80
percent of their current salary if they have

served at leasl 24 years. The exisling
retirement plan lets judges with 16 years
of service relire at 60 percent of thelr
salary.

As judges make $100,000 and up, the
proposed change In judicial pensions is
worth more than $20,000 a year. Even
slighlly doddery judges — who wouldn'{
be, after 24 years on (he bench? — can do
the math and conciude this is (oo good a
deal to pass up.

There's only one hitch to this scheme,
To gel new appeintees on the bench in
time {or them {o get their names on the
November ballol as incumbents, the bill
has (o have immediate effect. This nor-
mally requires a (wo-thirds majority n
both houses of the legislature, But the
Democrats — a minority in both houses,
but more than one third ~— are not aboul
lo let that happen.

So the hot rumor in Lansing is thal
Engler is going to set in motion a compli-
cated parliamentary maneuver Lhat
involves letting the legislature adjourn
an then calling the lawmakers back for a
special session (o pass the bucget and —
surprisel — give immediate effect by sim-
ple majority vole to the courl packlng
scheme,

Denocratic candidate for Governor,
Allorney General Jennifer Granhalm,
Basted the plan as a "political ploy."
According to Granholm, "The Governor is
clearly seeking lo Lhwarl the stale’s con-
stitutional provision requiring an elected
judiclary when he would be able (o
appoint close to one Uird of the state's
Judges at one time. ... The only justifica-
tion for this one last power move by
Governor Engler is 1o take care of his
palitical friends al the expense of good
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government, [ is also a way 1o cenent the
right wing partisanship of the judiciary in
Michigan for decades lo come.” There is
also a serious [tnanctal issue buried inside
all 1l political rhetoric.

The stated purpese of offering early
relirement to state employees is o save
up o S50 million during the current
budget crisis, as the state plans on
replacing only a quarier ol the retirees
and new state employees will be paid less
than the high seniority ones reliring.
However, the savings evaporate in the
case of judges, because no reduction Is
planned in the number of courls and new
judges will be paid al the same rate as
those who are retiring. If the Engler plan
passes, nearly 200 judges would be elig|-
ble for early relirement, Including more
than one third of the state’s appellale
Judges. At $20,000 per year per retired
Judge, some experls are wondering
whether the stale's pension [und can
withstand such a big payout,

When in 1933, President Franklin D.
Roosevell found the United Stales
Supreme Court slanding in the way of
some cherished initialives, he proposed
adding Justices to the Courl. Roosevelt
was widely and justly crilicized for trying
to "pack the Courl.” Evenlually he backed
down.Governor Engler is irylng to do no
less. His court-packing plan should be
exposed for what it is, widely criticized
and then rejected hy the legislature.

And that desire
to remain [ree of solicitations remains
even after the kids are out of schoal, There
are, mind you, much more nelarious pur-
poses to which student directory informa-
tion could be put.

Bul there are some serious prablenis
wilh this bill too.

For one, yearbooks are often already
avajlable in local libraries. [ seems
unwise to give school districts the abilily
to withhold information that is already
public in another venue. Secondly, and
more importantly, the bill would make
one's rights to abtain information depend-
ent on how one intends to use that infor-
mation. It would give school dislricts the
right lo ask information requeslers what
they intend to do with such lists and base
a decision on whether to release il on the
answer,

That's a serious departure from
Michigan Freedom of Informaticen policy in
the past. To the best of my knowledge,
nowhere else is the determination of

whether information (s to be released
based on how the requester intends to use
it, Neither Schmidtl nor Stamas could give
me another example of where inlent plays
a role in whether infarmation is to be con-
sidercd public.

from a government official is, "Why do you
war to know?"

I've also found that just how cooperative
that official is, in the end, often depends
on whether or not they approve of the pur-
pose ta which that information will be put.

Parl of the heauty of the FOI at present
is {thal one’s answer can be, "What I intend

to do with il doesn'l malter, the informa-’

tion I'm requesting is public.”

Giving discretion lo government officials
lo judge requests based on the purpose for
which information will be used opens a
Pandora's Box for public access to infor-
mation. Nol only will requesters have lo
show officials that tnformation is consid-
cred public, they'll have o convince them
ihat the need for the information is legiti-

mate, why lhe purpese is a worlhwhile
one,

At that point, there is little purpose in
having an FOI law at all,
