Deal to purchase market dies after two parties unable to agree on price

Aler seven months of negotia-
tions, a Canton grocer labled lalks
to purchase the now vacant Vic's
World Class Market in Navi.

“When we last left i, 1t was kind
of off the table,” sald John
Pardinglon. owner of Haliday
Market in Canton. "We're still open
and looking for other opporiuni-
ties, but at this polnt § think that
anc Is pretty much <one,”

Pardington, who announced in
February he had been talking with
Vic's owner Vic Ventimiglia since
August, said agreeing on a price

was pretty much the deal killer.

"It is disappointing,” Vertimiglia
said, “Il would have been a good
spol for them, bul it is thelr loss
nol ours.”

Ventmiglia said the once lieavily

attended downlown development

anchor “is now back on Lhe block”
and hopelully will have some bites
soor. Tiie market owner said Lhere
are no offers on the table at the
present time.

The news wasn't something Nabil

and Rana Matar were happy to

hear. The joint owners of Faloosh
Mediterrancan Cuisine said their
business plummeted when Vic's
cleared out.

The Matars said because their
second-floor catery overlooks the
markcel, and because lhere was an
enlrance inta the restaurant from
Vic's, many people thought ihey
were closed 1oo.

The looming vacancy is not a
preal concern to employces at
Lifestyles Hotspring Spas - a store
in the Vic's World Class Markel
complex.,

“We don't have the browsers llke
we used to, bul iis vacancy doesn't
affect (hose thai have set out to
buy,” said Keri Hosmeister,
Lifestyles Holspring Spas employ-
ee.

Hosmeister said the store's salcs

figures have remnained solid despile
Vie's closing.

Novi developer and Novi
Chamber of Commerce member
Jonathan Brateman leels although
a portion of Novi's downtown desti-
nailon sits empty, it is more of a
glass-haif-full scenarlo than a
glass-half-empty one.

City of Novi named in million dollar suit

A local attorney filed a millien
dollar lawsuit against the City of
Novl last month, stating that offi-
cials falled to f[ollow their own
interprelations of Novi's zoning
ardinances and that members of
the city councll made an illegal
advisement adversely affecling his
clients.

Novi allorney dJames J.
Harrington, 1l, filed the complalnt
Marech 26 in Oakland County
Circuit Court after an ondoing
debate over a B-foot berm proved
fruflless for Novi property owners
Karl Wizinsky and Marcla Boyntaon.

"It is really quite simple”
Harrington sald In explanation of
what the iawsuit is all about.

Harringlon, a former two-time
Novi Zoning Board of Appeals elect-
ed chair, sald because of zoning
ordinance interpreiations, the
Wizinsky's are enltitled te a 6-foot
berm at the back of their property

line, measured from the first floor
level of their home, to separate
Lhelr property from a new develop-
ment scheduled to house a Target
store at Wixom Road and Grand
River Avenue.

And because of interference by
metmbers of the Novi City Counetl,
they may never see that berm, he
said.

The Wizinsky's are additionally
seeking monetary damages of
about $1.4 million to allow con-
struction of a wall on their proper-
ty to provide screening they believe
the ordinance wauld have required.

Harrington said the million-dol-
lar price was derived from prelimi-
nary estimates and is atiribuled to
the changes in elevallon from the
first floor level of their house to
varlous portions of the property
Hne.

Problems began for Harrngton's
clients after the commercial devel-
opment site plan, approved by the
Novi Planning Commission, did not
provide for a 6-fool berin the entire

length of the common property
line, measured from the first floor
level of the adjacent Wizinsky
home.

“The Novi city stall has previeus-
Iy interpreted the zoning ordinance
to require this measure from a first

floor of an adjacent resldence
because varying lo]eography could
defeat the purpose”of a berm If
simply measured from a boundary
line,” Harrington said.

The Wizinskys filed an appeal of
the planning commission site plan
with the Zoning Board of Appeals.
Their attorney said on Jan. 8 thai
members of the board of appeals
found the couple had "standing’
and were “aggrieved persons’
Lefore requesting additional infor-
mation [rom the Planning
Commission because the ordi-
nance was ambiguous.

However, on Jdan. 28, the Novl
Cily Council directed the Zoning
Board of Appeals to rescind fits
decislon, Harrington said.

The attorney said he leels mem-
bers of the council may have
believed because the original berm
decision was part of a previous
consent judgment involving the

Civil rights
group pulls

its advisory
against Nov1

Alter recelving a salslying
response from Novl officlals,
representalives of a civil rights
activist group lilted a previous-
ly-issued travel advisory warn-
ing blacks to avold driving or
shopping in the cily.

Michigan leader of the
Nalional Action Neiwork, Rev.
Horace Sheffield the IS, lifted
the ban March 28 during a
press conference at ihe Novi
Civie Center, citing a fimely,
cooperalive response Dy cily
officials as the primary reason.

Sheffield said he was
pleased the police department
immediaiely researched the
number of tickets issued to
black molorists.

The lopcal leader of tiic group
natiopally headed by the Rev,
Al Sharpion explained conmmu-
nication difficulties were part
of the reason why the advisory
was Issued in the first place.

"They were placed under
advisory because of our inabil-
ity lo meet with them,”
Sheffleld sall.

City of Novi Chiel Operating
Officer Craig Klaver said repre-
senlatives from the network
had come to Novi's city unan-
nounced, asking 1o meel with
the mayor or city manager.

Klaver explained {0 the
group members that the mayor
was not a full-time employee of
the city and therefore was not
present at the 10 Mile Road
location, and
manager was out of his office.

Klaver said he spoke to them
and arranged for the represen-
tatives to meel with Tia
Grontund-Fox, the city's direc-
tor of human rescurces.

"Their original concerns
were employment,” Klaver sald
as lo why they were introduced
Lo Gronlund-Fox.

“They felt because we did not
offer (he mayor or manager
originally, that we were not
being cooperative, but it all
worked oul well,” Klaver said.

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Wixom tries DNR gant again for Habitat’s second phase

New grant request for $317,000

Wixom officials have applied for
a grant through the Depariment of
Natural Resources to complete
phase twa of the Wixom Habilat.

DNR officlals dended the city a
grant last year for the second
phase of the project. However, city

clficials hope they will approve the
$317,000 granl-this year,

The grant will fund 1.5 miles of
boardwalk and wood-chip trail.
The boardwalk and weod-chip trall
are a conlinnalion of the nature
trall and boardwalk that was com-
pleted in phase one.

There will also be more land-
scaping surrounding the Wixom

Habltal (o heautify the area.

The Wixom Habitat, which is
part of a 400 acre retention pond,
runs along Wixom Road near
Potter Road. It is designed to cap-
ture the clly's runoff water and
eventually runs into the Huron
River.

“It filters the water before it gets
into the Huron River,” sald Mayor
Michael McDonald. *The main rea-
son we are spending moeney on the
habllat is to let everyone know

how imporlant i is.”

The swamp area {s also signifi-
cant to wildlife.

“It's loaded with features that
biologists find unique to this area,”
McDoenald sald.

Il officials don't get the full
amzount for the gran(, they will still
spend approximately $110,000 to
gel some ol Lhe project completed.

However, they won't find out
until mid summer whether their
grant application was accepted.

“It takes them awhile to decide
whether they will give it to us,”
McDonald said.

However. he hopes their applica-
lion will be accepled so that they
can complete the second part of
the project that began last year.

Many residents alsa want to see
phase two completed.

“The people who use it have
been vocal about their apprecia-
tion and their love for It
McDonald said.

Wilh the April 8 deadline loom-
ing, only one candidate bas turned
in a petition 1o run for the June 10
Walled Lake Consolidated School
board election.

“Bul Oakland County had
semething on the ballot, so we still
had a turnout.”

"It always makes for a more
aclive clection,” she said. "You get
more of a turnoul il there are more
candidaies running.”

Residents must register lo vote
by May 13, and absentee ballots
must be In by May 31 {f they want
thelr votes to count In the election.

There prabably worn't be any
bond or other issues for residenls
to vote on. However, officials have
until May 31 to make the public
aware of voling Issues.

Linda Ayres, director of stiident
services, said it's impoertant for
people to come oul and vole in
school elections.

"Our school system exists at the
local level so school districts can
reflect whal their attendance area
believes in,” Ayres said. “That's the
basis for our educational systern —
local control.”

School officials also want to see
people become involved in the
school district by joining the race,
she said.

Walled Lake resldents may
have noticed new businesses
cropping up in town lately.

Tracy Conlon, Mainstreet man-
ager, said there doesn't seem to
be a specific reason for the busi-
ness growlh within the city.

Seventeen new businesses have
moved into the city since October
2000.

“At the 'same time we've lost a
few businesses — Clyde Carpet,
for one,” Conlon said.

In recent months,
Framecrafters, Curves  for
Women, Old Bangkok Express.

Two resale shops joined the
downtown district a few months
ago, and new doclors olfices are
expected to be moving in shortly.
A new construction business,
Wood Bridge Building Company,
Is also new to the old downtown
district.

A new CVS will be breaking
ground In the summer at Maple
Road and Pontlac Trail and a car
wash also may be breaking
ground in the near future.

The Eagle Pond Landings office
complex, located off of Pontiac
Trail, is almost completely leased
out, according to Conlon.

“People like the area because
there Is so much opportunity
here.” Conlon said. “It's the loca-
tlon. We are one of the major
shopping districts for the sur-

rounding communities, including
northern Novi."

She said Walled Lake business
owners choose the city because of
its central location to their home
and the homes of their clients,
who are also moving into the
area. They are also aftracted to
the affordable pricing of starting
up a business in the city.

“Office space is leasing well
here,” Conlon sald.

However, the growth may in
part be due to people wanting to

get back on their feet after the

Sepl. 11 attacks.

“It was slow here after Sept.
11." Conlon said. “Everyone
scemed 1o put their lives on hold,
If people are worried about losing
their jobs they will sit back for
awhile and see how things go. We

are now starting to see some
changes. It's picked back up in
recent weeks.”

Some of the growth also may be
due to the instability of the coun-
Lry's economie climate.

“At the same time, people seize
the opportunity and take risks
when they lose their job,” Conlon

' said.

Conlon foresees more busi-
nesses moving to the city within
the next year.

"Anyone who wants to open a
business should give us a call,”
she said. “We have records of
what space is available, who is
interested in selling, and we
might be able to put them in
touch with financial institutions
and other services that might be
available to them.”

If they're anything like me, they
then spend a falr amount of time pawing
through and deleting ali the spam that
infests thelr actual e-mail messages.

I look a census of my own e-thatl over (he
fast week, and fully half my messages were
spam. The range — and somellmes gross-
ness ~— is amaz-
ing: mad] order paol;
get rich quick; fix
your credit; low
cosl  mortgages

and  insurance;
find out anything
aboul anyone;

make money by
working at home.
By size alone. the
pornographic mes-
sages merit Lheir
owa menlion, with
spam ranging from

online lo sugges-

Spam is lurning out to be a big — and
growing nuisance. According {o Jupiter
Media Metrix, an Inlernet research firm, the
700 messages per vear the average compul-
er user now has to delete will increase to
1,400 by 2006, when the worldwide volume
of spam will rise to more than 200 billion
messages.

It's expensive, (0o. An employee whe gets
anly five spam messages a day and spends
30 seconds dealing with each one will, over a

year's time, waste 15 hours on junk mail.
Another estimale Is that dealing with spam
messages cosls employers $1 each.

And spam — especially the raunchler stuff
— ¢an be very nasly, especially for kids who
can open up whal looks like an innocent
message [roni & friend and find il's hard core
pornography. That's why Rep. Mare Shulman
(R-WesL Bloomfield), oulraged that his young
kids were exposed to pornagraphic spam on
the familly computer, has introduced legisla-
ton that would oullaw commerclal ¢-mail
Lthat is deceptive or misleading,

His bill, HB 5777, defines deceplive e-mails
a5 those containing "false or misleading infor-
mation on the 'subject line," use an Internet
domain name without the owrier's permtission
or Utal obscure or misrepresent the point of
origin of the message. Shulman patterned his
bill o a Washington state law (hat bars nnse-
liciled deceplive commercial e-mail.

Smart, thoughtful and one of the few leg-
Islators actuatly comforiable in the world of
high tech, Shulman is the same guy who
pushed a "cybercourl’ system through the
legislature last year. Cybercourts will allow
teslimony {o be taken and legal briefs to be
filed electronically and help selile business
disputes faster and cheaper than regular
courtroom procedures.

Shulman says spam has reached such
proparlions that ouiraged constituents are
calllng up and demanding someihing be
done. His bill has aliracted 16 cosponsors so
far, from both partles. It should get its first
hearing from the House Commerce
Commiltee next month,

1 asked this newspaper's technology whiz,
Dave Morin, about the bill. "It can'l burt,"
responded Morin. "but it's not likely to solve

the whole problem.” In parl, says Morin,
spam is a national problem and passing a
law in one slale lke Michigan isn't going to
be a tolal solulion. Worse, according to
Morin, much of the spam now being gener-
aled is coming [rom overseas, where the
praclice is unregulated.

"A guy in China can spend $150 for a CD
ROM, which gives complele instructions on
how to get Inlo the spam business, [far
beyond the reach of U.S. law or regulation,”
says Morin, "He buys e-mail addresses and
sends spam messages by the millions, and
even though he gels a minuscule response in
percenlage {erms, it's enough lo make a
profitable business,”

What ean one persan do? Flrst thing, says
Morin, is "don’t reply to the spam message,
even though the reply line says youwll be
taken off the list. All replying does is validate
that your e-mail address is a rcal one, Lhere-
by increasing its value when resold.”

I found ZDNet:Tech Update a worthwhile
sfte for up lo date information, especially a
helpful article by Lee Schlesinger on "IT
antidotes to spam.” And. if all else fails, you
can always iy suing. A guy in Washinglon
state recently won $2,000 by suing under
the slale’s anti-spam law. :

And it would have Increased
township say in speed limit setting by adding
those governments to the group that current-
ly makes the decision, which includes the
state police and county road commissions.

An inleresting aspect of the history of this
bill, Jamnick sald, is that originally it would
have required unanimous agreement
between the three governments to make a
change in specd limits. The compromise was
that two of the three must be in agreement,

State Police and the governor rejected it
because they wanled the bill require a unan-
imous decision. T can only interpret this lo
mean Llhat the state police wanled velo
power over any propesals to change speed
limits.

Nonetheless, 1 too have noticed that people
have a lendency to lhink their own roads
should have the lowest possible speed limils.
Squahbles over speed limils come up all the
time in individual communilies. As a
reporter, I've covered more than a few. There

are somelimes good reasons for lowering a |

limit. Other times, they seem inlended jusl
to deter traffic. Residents tend to like a lot of
stop signs in their own neighborhoods too.

You can argue over what the appropriale
speed limil {s. There is room for debate on thal
oty most roads, bul I have o say, in agreement
with Bolger, I have nol heard a single resident
contend that the speed limil should be higher
in Iront of his or her own home.

Al the same time, if the governor and the
stale police are going lo contend Lhat the sel-
ting of speed limits in Michigan is consis-
tenl, [ just can't agree. ] can name a few
fong, straight flai roads with no buildings
nearby that are marked al 35 miles per hour.
And Lhere are other narrewer roads. windier,
with limiled sighl distances for which the
speed limit is set 20 miles an hour faster.

in fact, stale law allows city and viliages (o
unilaterally change their speed limits. The
decision in those cases, both Jamnick and
Bolger agreed, rests completely with Lhe vil-
lage board and the city council. So where Is
the conslistency in that?

Bolger said the slate sels speed limils
according to a formula. Trallle studies are
done 1o determine whal peaple feel safe driv-
ing on a given road. The formula determines
that the speed limit should be sel at the 85th
percentile of what people drive.

Bolger explained that most of us drlve at
"safe and reasonable” speeds, About 15 per-
