The City of Novi Is offering resi-
dents a unique apporiunity (o help
others in the communily solve
angoing lssues belore Incurring
nagging legal cosis and time-con-

suming courtroom baltles.

Through the Oakland Mediaiion
Cenler, cily officlals are sponsoting
free training for area residents
interested in becoming mediators
in the reeenily-announced City of
Novi Mediation Prograim.

The 40-hour medlator training
workshop will empower the pariic-
ipating volunieers with the neces-
sary tools needed lo solve others’
disputes.

“The cily is sponsoring 10 peaple
so Lthey can mediate when dispules
arise in (he city,” said Nanci S.
Kleln, executive direclor of (he
Qakland Mediation Center. “The

- objective is thal anyone having a
problem in the city could (ry medi-
ation first.”

Kletn sald after completion of the
program, volunteers will e ready
lo sit down wilh disgruntled par-
ties and them come to an agree-
ment on a wide variety of prob-
lems, inchuding neighborhood dis-
putes such as barking dogs, prop-
erly line disagreements and bro-
ken-down  vehicles; disputes
between consumers and mer-
chants when either parly fs located
in the city; subconiracior disagree-
ments; and edueational conlrover-
sies.

After the training program Is
complete, representatives from the
mediatlon cenler will help [n the
beginning untit everyone is com-
fortable with ihe process.

Walled Lake cily officials got the
dirl flying last week as they kicked
off construction on the new
Department of Public Works build-
ing.

Cily counell members and clly
administration broke ground on the
project at 6:30 p.m. April 2 before the
scheduled cily council meeling.

Steel will scon be brought in to
slarl construclon on the planned
$1.4 millien, 15.000-square-foot
building, which is being constructed
by the Farmington Hills based build-
Ing firm The Garrison Company.

The firefighters association butld-
ing that was built in the late 1960s
by frefighters was torn down Friday
to tnake room for the facillty. The
bullding Is belng constructed next to

the’ current 5,600-square-foot, bew,

bullding that was once used as a
foundry.

"It served the citizens of Walled
Lake well,” said Mayor Wiliam
Roberts.

However, it's now time to build a
new updated DPW building for the
community’s future, he sald.

The building that is now being
used is starling to have slructural
problems such as minor fleods, he
sald,

“We store a lot of city records in the
DPW, but because of varlous leaks
they have been destroyed,” Roberls
gald. “When they go looking (for doc-
uments) it's mildewed.”

. The building will be used as work-
space for the deparimeni’s 12

employees and for storage of cily
equipment and trucks.

“This will allow all DFW employees
1o be In under one roof,” sald Loyd
Curclon, DPRW director.

Cureion now has his quarlers in a
lemporary Irafler wilh the public
works coordinator.

“Just being able to be in the same
building will eliminale problems.”
Curelon said. “Now when we want to
lalk to each other, we have to walk
aver {o cach other. This wil allow me
lo he with the crew, and it wilt be
much more productive.”

Philtip Vawter, city manager, said
they are able to constiuct the bulld-
[ng without rasing residents taxes.

“It's another thing we are very
proud of.” Vawdter said. “We view the
project as our first step to modernize
our complex to meet the future
needs of our residents.”

“Finally the DPW will have a build-
ing that's workable for them,”
Heather Hill, councll member, sald
offlcials have worked on planning the

“For the protection of our staff, it's .

Vawter agreed.

“Right now it's hard for them le
get in and oul.” Vawier said. “It
will be a real Improvement for
everybody.”

The meeting will allow residents
to speak Lheir minds about the
permanent closure of the road and
the future road.

“It's a public street, so the pub-
lic has the right lo make com-
ments,” Meyers satd.

The permanenl road closure to
make way lor the pharmacy will be

a siep in the right direction for the
communily, she said. The new
CV5 will be attractlve at the cor-

ner.
The new road. which is being
paid oul of  BPownlown

Development Authority funds, has
always been an avallable area for a
road, she said.

"Olbviously, this is a good loca-
tion for a road because i's where
the kids on Wellsboro catch the
bus,” Meyers said.

Neveriheless, she knows that

creating a new road will nol please
everyane.

“IL will be an inconvenience for
some residents, but we are going
to lry and make Lhe transition as
smooth as possible for them,”
Meyers said.

You've got to have art!

That's what Walled Lake
Downtown Development Authority
and Huron Valley officials believe.
They are planning a joint art festi-
val venture in the city next year.

However, most of the future
plans are top secret since they
don't want thelr ideas to be copled
in other communities, according to
Tracy Conlon, Main Street manag-.
er with the DDA, and Cheryl Youd,,
director of development at Huron
Valley Sinal Hospital.

The art event will help fund a.
$30 million addition to the hospi-
tal, which will include an enlarged
surgical wing and another entrance
to the hospital.

“It's supposed to be a very large
event with the city and hospital
working together,” said Charlene
Leng, DDA administrative assis-
tant and member of the DDA pro-
motions committee, “They said
Walled Lake would be an excellent
location, They liked our lake and
our downtown.”

The event will hopefully draw in
local artists and art enthuslasts
from all around, she satd.

Former student
defends teachers

I was appalled and disheartened
by the near-slanderous siatements
made in Angelo Parlove's April 4th
article, "Is laziness rampant at Novi
Schoals.”

While | have never personally had
John Osborne as a teacher, I know
he was a very dedicated coach and
teacher for many years, and was
well respected by students and
teachers alike. He continues to be
an active supporter of Novi High
School and its students. [ do_have
experience working with Brian
O'Leary and Duke Kelly. [ had Mr.
O'Leary for geometry during my
sophomare year. He not only teach-
es. but also spends many hours
coaching Novi High School's soccer
teams, On top of that, he is a father,
and has many family responsibili-
ties.

My experience with Duke Kelly is
entirely outside the classroom. ! was
a member of the Novi Robotics team,
of which Mr. Kelly is the teacher
sponsor. Mr, Kelly not only works
with the students to design and
build the robat, but must also coor-
dinate details such as lodging and
transportation to all the team's
events. The robotics team starts
working on their project in January,
and meets every evening. They
spend over 20 hours per week work-
ing outside of school, and Mr. Kelly
is at every meeting. At the time Mr.
Parlove called Mr. Kelly, he was
working lo arrange transportation
and lodging for the World
Championship Competition.

I don't know whether or not Mr.
Parlove attended the competition
his article refers to, which was held
in Ypsilanti. However, if he did
attend the competition, he might
have been able to speak with Duke
Kelly at that time, thus avoiding
this situation,

Mr. Parlove seems to think that
these teachers did not return his
phone calls because of laziness or
some hidden desire to spite him. I
have a hard time seeing what is lazy
about people who devote many
extra hours each week to working
with students. I think these teach-
ers did not reply because they are
busy people, and have many
demands on their time. Just as Mr.
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Parlove has a responsibility to report
news fairly and accurately, Novi's
teachers have a responsibility to
educate students.

Proposal A defects havingimpact

on our state's top level schools

Proposal A, passed back in 1994, revolu-
tiontzed school flnancing in Michigan. But
serious defects in the new system have
emerged over the years. [t's time to fix them,

Propasal A cut local school property taxes
by two-thirds and raised the state sales tax
from 4 percent to 6 percent to make up the
lost revenue. Each
schoal district
recelved a guaran-
teed state grant of
$4.200 per pupil,
a {igure which has
since grown to
$6.500. Although
voters were
allowed to. adopt
property taxes to
pay for school
buildings, .they
were  prohibited
from voting addi-
tional millage for
operating expens-
es. Forty-five high-
er-spending  dis-
tricts were allowed {o levy limited "hold
harmiess” millages (o support high quality
programs,

The results in equalizing K-12 expendi-
tures from district to distriet were dramatie.
Before Proposal A was adopted, the differ-
ence in spending between the richest district
and the poorest was three to one; today it's
two to one. Before Proposal A, 508 eof the

state’s 555 school districts spent less than

the 86,500 basic grant; today, 455 districts
spend between $6,500 and $7,000 per pupl.

S0 far, so good. Poorer school districts are
getting more per pupll funding and the
spending gap between poer districts and rich

ones 1s far less than It used to be, And there
is some evidence {through MEAP resulis)
that kids in poor districts are doing better
today. :

But — and it's a big "but" — it's Important
to bear In mind the deal that really sold
Proposal A to the voters, especially those in
relatively well to do, high-voting school dis-
tricts; Proposat A will bring up schoals at the
bottom, but it won't puil dewn the high qual-
ity disiricis at the top.

As the years have passed, it Is pretisely
those good school districts that are being
pinched, Look around. In districts from
Birmingham to Canton Township, from
Narthville to Southfleid, funding for good
school districts 1sn't keeping up with {nfla-
tion. Good teachers are being laid off — East
Lansing plans on eutting a third of its teach-
ers at the end of the school year. Valuable
programs are being cul,

Good school districts. with. declining
enrollments — Livonla comes to mind — are
being especially hard hit because their vari-
able per pupil funding from the state Is going
down but their fixed costs keep golng up.
Rapidly growing districts — Northville, for
example — are also belng squeezed, tgo.
They can pass property taxes to build new
schools, but they have to rely on fixed state
grants to operate them.

The problems with Proposal A are new so
clear that parents and school officials are
taking notice. A couple of weeks ago, a
grass-roots group calied Michigan Citizens
for Fairness in Publie Schools Funding held
a forum in Canton Township to discuss
changes in Proposal A. They invited various
candidates for governor to speak, most of
whom were predictably less than forthright.

They are running the risk of getting out of

sync with the voters. A statewide poll pub-
lished In the March 25 edition of The Detroit
News Indicated that 75 percent of voters
want the option of ralsing taxes to pay for

“increased operating budgets for their

schools.

Somne leglslators are beginning to respond.
A bill allowing voters o levy Ioeal taxes to
fund local schoel operations has been intro-
duced by Rep. Patricia "Pan" Gadchaux [R-
Birmingham}. - Other proposals would
require rich districts that raise property
taxes to divert some of the money to peorer
districts, .

It's easy to make snide remarks about rich
school districts feeling pinched, but at the
end of the day it's sel-defeating.
Birmingham and Bloomfleld Hills districts,
for example, spend more than $11,000 per -
pupil. But the communitics and familles
they serve have high expectations — that's
part of why they moved there (n the first
place — and Propesal A handeuffs schiools'
ability to meet those expectations, If these
districts have to cut back, parents will put
thelr children In private schools, and the
state money lost .with each defection will
only accelerate the slide in quality,

Proposal A was designed to pull up the
worst schools, not to pull down the best.
Fatlure to fix the problems. with school
finance in Michigan will only guarantee all
our kids get an equally mediocre education
wherever they go to school.”

On other hand, Michigan's run-govern-
ment-like-a-business Republicans are get-
ting ready to put a $2 billlon bond lssue
on the ballot this fall to pay for infrastruc-
ture Improvements.

In this case, they've decided to jam
sewer improvements into the same pack-
age with school construction,

If put on the ballot as currently
designed, voters will have no choice but to
take the two together, or not at all. You'll

The proposal is Senate Bill 1137, spon-
sored by Republican Sen, Leon Stille, from
Spring Lake, and already approved by the
GOP-controlled upper chamber, ‘

to the Issue by splitting the two proposals.

SB 1137 would authorize a 52 billlon
bond Issue, to be used as & revolving fund
to make low Interest loans to local com-
munities for construction or upgrades of
sewers and schools. In the case of schools,
the interest rate would be adjusted
according to the district's ability to pay.
The poorest- districts would be eligible for

zero interest loans. Stille wants ihe two

kepl together because he believes both
needs are eritical.

No argument there, The sewer problem
has been the most discussed. Federal
money for sewer constructlon has dried
up in recent years, 50 many suburban
communities are stuck with growing pop-
ulations pumping more waste waler into
aging, deterforating sewer pipes that were
designed for many [lewer residents. The
result has been an increase In the number
of sewer overflows across the region. The
Southeast  Michigan  Council  of
Governmen!s estimates the cost of
addressing sewer needs in municipalities
in the metro Detroit area alone at as high
as 530 billion. A §1 billion revolving fund
is only a start. :

Homeowners should note that the state
supreme court has recently upheld a new
state law that means municipalities will
no longer be held automatically responsi-
ble for sewer backups that damage base-

ments. Communities will have immunity -

unless there was some negligence

‘nvolved. ‘

What everyone has to understand is
that the ultimate solution is not figuring
out who pays for the damage — it is build-
ing a new sewer line large enough to pre-

vent the overflows in the first place, . ..
As for school bulldings, they've been; v

averlooked. Proposal A solved the problem
of paying for operations, but districts still
have to float bond issues for construction.
Some districls don't even have a large
enotgh tax base to do the work. In others,
voters have been less willing to approve
the necessary bond issues, By cutting
Interest rates, lawmakers hope they can
enticevoters in lpcal districts to accept the
bond issues needed to [x or replace aging
schools. ,

"Together they have a better chance of
being passed,” according to Stille's office.
"This way you'll have multiple commuini-
ties coming forward to support this
because one ef the proposals will be goed
for them, or both." .

"1 don't see the nexus between the two
issues,” Rep. Bruce Pattérson {R-Canton)
counters, who wants o split the issues, "I
would not want to see a coalition come for-
ward In an attempt to kill one or the other
and end up eliminating both”

I agree more with Patterson, but ull-
mately both are talking about how to
package the proposals to assure passage.

Instead they should give voters their
choice, even if il means they have to Iry 1o
sell both ideas to volers separately. It's
.their money, Ultimately, it should be their
choice. o

Retailer outlook optimistic

Michigan retallers’ optimism rose for the fifth
censecutive montli, to the highest level in near-
ly two years, despltc a dip in sales activity dur-
ing February, according to the Michigan Retail

Index.

Sixty nine percent of relaflers surveyed in
February said they expect sales for the March-
May period to Increase, compared to the same
time last year. The resulls create a seasonally
adjusted outlook index of 74.7. the highesi
since 76.7 In May 2000. In January the index

stood at 70.3.

Forty one perceni of retaflers said they
increased sales in February. compared to a
year ago, while 42 percent said sales declined
and 17 percent reported no change. The results

create a seasonally adjusted performance fndex
of 51.9, down from 56.1 in January, but still
the second best since September 2000.

The Michigan Retail Index is a joinl project
of the Michigan Retailers Association (MRA]
and the Federal Reserve Bank of Chicago and
is based on a monthly survey of MRA mem-
bers. Results of the nearly eight years of sur-
veys are now seasonally adjusied 1o provide a
belter comparison of month-lto-month retail
data.

“Retailers’ oplimism continues on the
upswing as sales gradually improve,” said
Larry Meyer, MRA chalrman and CEO.
“February's sales dip is simply a blip in the
otherwise positive trend of recent months.”

could get scammed!” The first SEC
scam site, www.mewhertle.com, tal-
lied some 150,000 hils within the
first three days of ils launch,

What #f you were offered an
investment that promised large
returns with relatively low risk?
Would you jump on it, or would you
take time (o investigate the claims?

H you don't research the details,
you might become the victim of an
Investment scam. The SEC and
other regulators urge investors o be
extremely skeptical aboul get-rich-
quick schemes. To help consumers
avold such schemes, the North
American Securities Adminisirators
Association shares jts annual Jisl of
top ten investment scams, listed in
order of prevalerce or concern:

Unlicensed  individuals  seliing
securities, An unlicensed seller Is a
sure sign of a scam. Always verify
that a person is licensed or regls-
tered to sell securities by calling
your siale securities regulator. To
conlact your state securitles regula-
tor. go to www.nasaa.org and click
on "{ind regulator.”

Affinity group fraud. Many scam-
mers use the victim's religious or
ethnic identity to gain trust—know-
ing that it's hurnan nature to trust
people like you—and then steal their
savings through “gilting” programs.
The money is said to go to help oth-
ers, but it just goes Into the scam-
mer's pocket.

Payphone and ATM saies.
