Novl Expo Cenler President Blalr
Bowman asserls a recent lawsuit
fled by his landiord (s patently false
and ignores a prior agreement
belween both parties.

“We have asked the courl to affirm
the prelindnary development agree-
ment,” Bowman sald. "We very much

-are inleresled In seelng that our

rights are protecled.”

Bowman sald the lawsuit filed by
the Adell Brothers Children's Trust
on March 7 in Oakland County
Circult Court basically claims he
never informed the landiord of his
possible intenton to relecate when

prior caurt dacuments show he did.

In addition, Bowman's ailorney,
Keefe Brooks of Delroil's Butzel Long
PC., sald the fawsult is unfounded
because it was filed with no basis and
the trust fafled to go through with
Mans for a hotel.

The trust alleges Bowman did not
henor his side of the hotel deal,

According to the trusl’s complaint,
as part of a prior selilement agree-
ment Bowman was required to build
a 300-unit full service hoicl on a sec-
lion of the property to be attaclied to,
adjoining and servicing an operating
Novi Expo Cenler, The trust was also
a party in the hotel, but states in
court documents it has fullllled ils
cbligations.

The trusl's courl documents stale
the success of the holel would be
based on Expo Center activity and
“unbeknownst to the trust, Bowman

" organized and formed a new limited

liability company.”

The trust alleges the company was
crealed to purchase reat properly for
the new Novi Expo Center lecation, .
and when Lhe center and Bowman
were supposed to be implementing a
plan for the new hotel, Bowman was
conducting meetings regarding the
plan {o construct his new cenler.

The Lrust claims the amended ten-
ant agreement was breached because
of {he failed hotel plan.

Bowman sail the claim s
absoluicly false.

The Expo Center president safd he
sought dozens of different hotel offi-
cials about the project who did not
express interest.

Bowman said the markeiplace lid
not respond favarably te the plan, He
then thought #t might be advanta-
geous 1o scale down the idea from a
300-room hotel lo more of a business
{ravel lodge and approached the trust
with the idea, but never received a
response,

Bowman also sirongly denies
clalms the (rust was blindsided by
his preliminary plans to construct the
new Grand River Avenue and Tait
Road convenlion cenler.

Alfter his initial lease (erm expired
February, Bowman said the center

park project
within sight

City still waiting on
fate of fire station

Members of the Novi City Counci
unanimously approved the take-
over of cily park improvement proj-
ecls lhis week after officlals
removed Greystone Construction
Company from the Jobs earlier this
year.

The April 15° approval placed the
Wildllle Woods and Community
Sports Park picnic shelters and
resirooms construction jobs in the
hands of Liberly Mutual Bond
Servites - the company insuring the
project for the city after the conirac-
tor's default.

The approved agreement will
allow Liberty Mutual lo select a new
contractor to replace the James
Chen company.

Cily offlcials said they aniicipate
the work will be completed by June
15, within the original plans and
specillcations, and at no additional
cost to laxpayers,

Members of the council were
advised to approve the agreement
even lhough the exact work to be
compleled and (he dollar amounts
representing the payments made lo
date and the unpaid balance have
not been finalizec.

1t is estimated 1t will cost about
5162,000 to finish the $223,567 job
which was approved April 20, 2001,

The advice was given to move Lhe
process along-and have the two
park structures completed for the
2002 Summer park season.

The agreement is subject lo
approval of the open issues by the
city manager and city alterney.

Expected nexi is the take-over of
the $1.9 million Novi Fire Station
No. 4 and Training Center project,

Novi Assistant Clty Manager Clay
Pearson said Liberty Mutual, along
with consuliing firm ForCon
International, is deciding on how il
will proceed with the profect.

Being placed al the fale of the
bonding company's decision has
been a nighimare for Rob Siemens,
owner of Royal Arc Manufacturing,
one of the original subcontractors of
the 10 Mile and Wixom roads sile.

Siemens’ frustration mounts
because he has still not received a
for the more than
$115.000 of work he sald his com-
pany has invested in the job.

The business owner blames the
city.

“The city is still hiding behind the
bonding company, and city man-
agers are making a mockery of the
whole mess,” he said. “We continue
lo suffer the effects of this miss-
managed city.”

Slemens sald he is considering fil-
Ing a lawsuit.

“This is continuing to cause us a
great deal of pain and suffering, not
to mention all of the lost money,” he
said.

Pearson sald he is disappointed
Stemens feels this way.

“The process 1s that we award a
contract {0 a general contractor to
complele this work,” Pearson said.
“We are now In the process of get-
tng a new general contractor
through Liberty Mutual. It is not in

Burke put her son in Lhe
kindergarten lottery at Deerfeld,
Novi's elementary school of cholce,
with hoepes her child would gel the
luck of the draw and be one of Lthe
100 kindergarien kids admitted 16
the district's only full-day pro-
gram next year.

Siblings of current Deerfield
students are automatically placed
in the school, and a lollery draw-
ing is held to randomly plck slu-
dents for the remalning available
seats. Students not chosen are
then placed on a wailing list.

Residents helped raise more
than the family's $8,000 goal at a
Jan. 20 dining event at the
Richardson Center in Walled Lake,

‘It was an awesocme turnout,”
sald Jodi Nicholas, Peltibone's sis-
ter. “There were so many people
there that they had to park across
the street at Walled Lake Central
Pﬂgh School. Jennifer has enough

* money lo go back to New York."

She will go back 1o Beth Isracl
Medica! Center In New York May
19 for continued procedures 1o

control the AVM, which has taken
over her face. Deitibenc has
underweni countless surgerles in
the past 12 years lo wipe out the
AVM,

However, she underwenl a life-
ar-death surgery in (996 (hat
removec portions of her face such
as her nose, part of her cheek and
the upper roof of her mouth,

Most of the lacial AVM was
removed in the 1996 operation.
However, the afflicted vessels con-
dnued {o recruif and grow al a
faster rate.

The tangle of veins in her brain
can break at any time causing an
aneurysmt. The one in her face her
doctor nicknamed “the monster”
because It grows cul of control.

She is pleased and thankful so
mary people cared ensugh to help
her when she needed IL.

"I made me feel real good.”
PeLtibone said.

However, her train ride to New
York didn'l go as avell. The motion
of the (rain made her (il on the way
lo New Yark. She knew she would-
n't be able to handle the traln ride
home, so a friend drove her back

“Whalt it's intended to do is buy
me more time,” Pellfbone said,
“Butl with Ged, it could be a per-
manenl fix, I don'l always go by
whal doclors say. [ leave i1 to my
faith in God."

However, in between doclors
appointments, she was able to
view from the press section with
the help of Dick Purtan, an an-air
personalily at WOMC-FM (104.3).
Purtan also paid for her train fare.

Peltibone was extremely sick
when she arrived home from New
York and soon had lo check Into a
local hospital.

*l picked up a virus,” Pettibone
said. "It could have been in New
York or here al home. It made my
jolnts ache and my AVM in my eye
hurt even worse. They wanled to
make sure it wasn't an infection,
but they found out il was just a

virus.”

Ricarda Schmalgried,
Petlibone’s [riend, said she was
also pleased with the communlly’s
support,

“T think the thing that touched
me the most was how her sHua-
tion touched others lives and
made them re-evaluate things that
are really imporiant in their lives,”
Schmalzried saifd. "She looks at
life the way most of us should loak
ai life, and we don't.”

Peliibone is grate{ul for the com-
munity's outpouring of help, She
also appreciales the help from
Schimalzried, who was able to get
media attention aboul her plight,
and Purtan for his efforts.

“Thank you so much for every-
thing,” Pellibone sald. “"Especially
[or everyone's prayers. Please con-
tinue to keep praying. 1 could def-
Initely feet a difference becaunse of
iL”

- Smither, were invited to his daugh-
. ter's wedding. They were given a

typewritten invitation to the mar-

. rlage of Mauro Aflclal and Maxima

Parayno for April 15, 1945, at St.
Peter and Paul Roman Catholic
Church in Calasiao.

Although Burk could not attend
the wedding, he accepted the invi-
tation to the reception dinner al
the bride's family home, where the
guests dined on chicken. pork and
brown candy made from sugar
cane.

Last year, Novi High School

~ started a new Web site, *So Proudly

We Hail,” in tribute to the World
War II veterans living in Novi. The
project offers a variety of short sto-

rfles and inlerviews with the past
heroes, including an account of
Burk's visil to the Fllipino wedding.

In early March, San Franeisco
resident Mauro Aficial Jr, was set-
ting up his new Web site regarding
his upcoming wedding with Jean
Lopez. Testing to see if his Web
page worked, he entered a basie
search on his last name, Afielal,
which turned up a link to Burk's
memeir on the Novi High School
Web site.

Aficlal Jr, amazed to find a
detailed account of his parents’
wedding almosi 57 years ago, con-
tacted Burk at his home.

The strects
in that section of Mount Royal are
private, and the township won't pay
e fix the brdges unless there 1s a
SAD.

"The bridge on Polvadera has
alreadly been closed o traffic after the
Commerce Townshlp fire departmernt
and Walled Lake Schools notifled
homeowners they won't take their
vehicles over the bridge. Resldents
clalm the bridge on Crecdmoor Is also
in nexd of emergency repair,

"[ think the concern is of how
much disrepalr Is the bridge on
Creedmoor,” sald Supervisor Tom
Zoner.

Zoner sald he was reluctant (o
approve the creation of the SAD at

much mforinatien available as {e
what type of wark would need to be
done on the bridges and how much it
would cost.

Township engineer Jay James sald
a structural engineer would have to
determine whether the bridges are
able 10 be repalred or if they would
need to be completely replaced with
hrand new bridges.

Some residents halked al James'
suggestion that the hridge would have
1o be made into two Janes inslead of
one, which they are currently.

Zoner said the SAD would reguire
the towniship to bring the bridges up
to a safe standard.

Brown recolleeted on the begin-
ning days of Village Qaks. days
when the playground had only two
swings, ene slide and no grass,

“We were a new scheol with a
new principal, ne school history
and without an established repu-
tation.” he said. "We were an
unknown guantity.”

Thus, it was Brown's job to
pulde the picves of suceess inlo
place for the new Novi elementary
school. And  his lirst  acllon:
encourige parental jfnvolvement.

“The purents wanted to partici-
pale. so they didn't have ta deal
with the fear of the unknown as
much,” Brown said. "Onee they got
tu see the teachers in action, they
were less anxious and more conlt-
dent ol the setioel.”

Since then, Village Oaks has
built its identity from the ground
up on communiity mvolveinent.

Village Oaks PTO  president
Alison Murray said there is a “fam-
iy atmasphere”™ at Village Onaks
and lends this positive building
aura to Brown's leadership.

Brown plans to
remaln in Novl. 1le hapes Lo spend
his extra time with hls four grand-
children and playing lennls,

“Novi will be my home,” Brown
sald, " certainly will miss the

State keeps promise to hike per
pupil spending in public schools

State lawtakers have [ullilled their
promises of putling $6,700 behind
each publie school student in
Michigan in 2003. a 5200 increase
over (he current year in lhe per siu-
deni "foundation allowance” that goes
1o local school districts.

Michigan legislalors were able (o
keep thal promise — approving the
K-12 school aid budget 75-26 in the
House and 35-2 in the Senate on
Thursday, April 11 — by implement-
ing Gov. John Engler's plan for carly
collection of school axes.

Beginning in 2003, the six-mill
education property lax collected by
local units — now split between col-
leclions In July and December — will
all be gathered entirely in July, and (t
will continue to be collected in July in
future years. To off set the cost of
early collecllen o taxpayers, the plan
also glves a one-time, one-mill break
on those education property laxes.

Altogeiher, the budget puts almost
$12.7 billion to educalion In
Michigan. That's a 10.5 percenl
increase over current year figures,
but the Increase is due mainly to a
shift of federal grant money from the
slate Department of Education to the
schoo) ald budge!. !

The stale's general fund contribu-
tion to school remains unchanged for
the coming year.

Although promises were kept, the
bill had its controversies.

Rep. Palricia  Godchaux  (R-
Birmingham) delivered an angy
speech about lhe package on the
floor of the house prior (o {is passage.

Earlier versions had included a
proposal by Gedchaux's to Lelp 1o
higher spending school disliicts, but
the verbiage was stripped from the
final compromise. ‘ ,

Although school aid has been ris-
Ing for lower spending districts,
wealthier districls ~ so called "hald
harmless” districts, because they
were allowed to centinue collecling
additional taxes afler Lhe passage of
Proposal A in 1994 — have been
unable to keep up with inflation in
recenl years. And many reporl the
problem has produced budgel
deficils and trimming of programs.

Godchaux's proposal was to allow
such districls Lo beller keep up with
rising costs by allowing them to over-
ride rollbacks in those extra millages.

Increasing her anger was the fact
warding was included in lhe bill {o
allow districts to use general fund

meney lo repay bonds. Previously
under Proposal A, she said, there has
a Dbeen a strict “firewall" belween
money spent for school operations
and for capital improvements.

"There are people in (his room who
say Proposal A was perfect the first
time and 1 am consistently told we
can't touch Proposal A" Godchiaux
said on the House loor. “This bill goes
further. The scheol ald fund was tobe
for ecducation, not capitalization ... 1
don't wantl lo hear anyone whao voles
for this Ll tell me (hat we can't touch
Proposal A because we are dpping
the shreds out of it."

To keep per pupil spending at
promised levels, some speclal pro-
grams saw culs, including several
new programs. Chopped from the
hudgel was 845 milllon for the
recenlly instituted Parental
Involvement in Education grants,
almed at working with parents
through early education: prograns.

Gone also is $45 million for the
earty reading Literacy Achievement
Program.

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Denver serves as an excellent example of
regional cooperation in support of culture

My older son, Scott, is a second year rest-
dent in internal medicine In Denver. Kathy
and I went to visit him about a month ago.
We came away much fmpressed with the
vibrant arts and cultural scene in the Mile
High City,

Altheugh the Denver Art Museum does not
have half the col-
lection  of the
Detroit Institute of
Arts, it was
absolutely  flled
with school kids
and teachers and
with senior citl-
zens, The zoo {s
similarly well
atlended, as is the
well regarded
Natural History
Museurn.

Upon checking
around, I dliscov-
ered that the real
reason the Denver
area Is doing so
well for all its citizens (s — dreaded ideal —
regional cooperation, The six counties in the
Denver area have banded together to fund
thefr arts and cultural institutions with the
proceeds from a sales tas. A little over half of
the money goes to the Big Four institutions,
but a bunch goes back to local arts and cul-
tural groups in the partcipating counties.

It's a lot like the plan sponsored by the
Southeast Michigan Cultural Coalition that
would ask voters in Oakland and Wayne
counties to consider a 0.5 property tax mill-
age to raise around $45 million: a year. Two
thirds of the money would go to 17 regional

arts institutions - including the DIA, Detroit
Zoo, Cranbrook Art Museum, Herury Ford
Museum and Greenfield Village, the
Holocaust ~ Memorlal  Center  and
Meadowbrock Hall — with the remainder
going to local arts institutions. For a home
with a taxable value of $150,000, the
increased tax amounts of $37.50 per year.

A similar plan was narrowly defeated two
years ago in Novemnber,

Sponsors of the plan initially hoped to get
it on the August primary ballot for lots of
good reasons. There's less clutter and cheap-
er TV advertising rates than in November,
and the lively gubernatorial primary race is
supposedt {o attract a big Democratic and

_female voter turnout — both groups are pre-

sumed to be more pro-culture than
Republicans and males,

. But last week the Oakland County General
Government Committee voted to table the
issue untl its June 3 mecting, reasoning that
adding arts and culiure to the August pri-
mary ballot might jeopardize votes on other
vital local services. To their credit, Oakland
County officials are meeting promptly after
the May 28 cutoff date to put an item on the
August primary ballot.

At their June meeting, they should vote
definitively to put the initiative to a November
vote, If only to glve the propoenents (and oppo-
nents, for that matter) time to raise money
and educate the public about the pros and
cons of the idea.

In my own view, this is one of those sensi-
ble measures that merits support, if only
because the survival of our precious cultural
Institutions has aver the years been threat-
ened by withdrawal of state support [rom
Lansing, After all, places like the DIA and the

Zoo contribute enormously to the quality of
life in this region. They help local businesses
attract highly educated workers and they
contribute to keeping skilled graduates In
Michigan after they leave college.

Sure, any tax increase — $37.50, more or
fess — is a hit to the budget. And certainly,
some of the institutlons that will benefit
already charge admisslon. But the funds
from this proposal will go to pay for price-dis-
counted programs for kdds, teachers, seniors,
Without the additienal support for arts insti-
tutions from the millage, families hoping to
go to the Zoo for a Saturday outing, for exam-
Ple. will pay a lot more than they do now.
And, for those of a parochial frame of mind,
much of the money will go back to local arts
and culture groups.

It's recently become [ashionable to be
tough minded about public expenditures to
improve the quality of life for all. "Let the
users pay for it" goes the begulling line. Wel,
I the only people who are going to pay for the
D1A or Henry Ford Museum are just the peo-
ple who go there in any glven year, over the
years we're not likely to have a DIA or a
Henry Ford Museum around for us to use,

At that polnt, the tough minded among us
will no doubt be the first to ask loudly and
crossly just who lost the DIA or Henry Ford
Museum, | hope there will be people around
who tell 'em to look in the mirror.

The Deerfield Community Councll
Board is concerned with misinformation
regarding kindergarten programs in Novl
and our neighboring communities. In
response 1o the guest editorial printed in
the Aprit 11, 2002 Novi News, we would
like to share some additional facts. After
contacting 1he school districts listed in
the above-mentioned editorial, we con-
cluded that the information presented
was misleading.

Deerfield Elementary offers a full-day
lndergarten curriculum. Farmington
Public Schools also offers a full-day cur-
riculum-based kindergarten
program.

The
school districts of Berkley, Birmingham
and Bloom{leld Hills offer endchment
pregrams, not fuli-day curriculum-based
programs. While an enrichment program
is an option to extend the traditional half-
day kindergarten, it does not build upon
the kindergarten curricujum. It fs inaccu-
rate to compare these tuitlon-based
enrichment programs to what is oflered
at Deerfield.

We feel that the suggestion to charge
tutfon for a full-day curriculum-based
kindergarten s inappropriate for a public
school system. To change Deerfield’s pro-
gram to one that ts open only to those
whoe can afford to pay would take the
“chotce” of Deerfleld away from many
Novi families.

The improve-

ment in benefits
comes with a cost.
Many of the little
provisions that were included in the final ver-
sion received little attention from the press.
The wrangling was so contentious over what
the maximum benefit should be and the pro-
posal, eventually dropped, to add 2 "walting
week” that it was diffcult {0 Jocus on the
other little details,

Granted, lawmakers did hike the maxi-
mum weekly benefit from $300 o $362. The
Michigan Chamber of Commerce has esti-
mated that alone will carry a cosl of $225
million to the unemployment trust fund.

There is no such thing as free money, so
eventually il has to be replaced, Sooner or
later, the amount will be charged to busi-
NESSES. .

Nonetheless, as Rick McHugh of th
National Employment Law Project points out,
only about 60 percent of laid off workers get
the maximurn. They had to have worked full
time and earned about $30,000 annually to
hit the mark. Those who made less get noth-
ing from this bil,

Lawmakers could have easily applied the
increase to everyone, McHugh noted, by
adjusting the formula for calculating benefit
levels, but they didn't.

Then there are those lesser known little

changes in the unemployment rules.

The one that bothers me the most Is a new
rule that severance pay must be used to off-
set unemployment benefits. Severance pack-
ages, McHugh explained, are often handed
out by companies as a way of recognizing
and rewarding loyalty and hard work over
the years. Currently, separalion pay isn't
considered in the calculation of unemploy-
ment. From here on out, it will be treated like
a paycheck before unemployment checks
start going out to the laid off worker.

Why this is an issue isn't clear. Severance
pay is voluntary for companies. The law
doesn't require it. Stll, firms have shown a
willingness to hand out such compensation
despite the fact they know the jobless work-
er will head strajght to the unemployment
office to apply for benefils. Doubtlessly, they
include that in thelr calculations of how
much to give.

Throughout the debate, the Chamber has
argued that "if you tax something, you get

less of it." It was pointing out that higher
costs for unemployment compensation could
discourage hiring. :

But the philosophy applies to severance
pay and other rewards for hard work and loy-
alty. Tax it and you get less of that too.

There are a number of other little arnend-

ments to the law. A lald off works obligation "

to accept "sultable work" is increased.
Requalification requirements are increased
when an employee quits voluntarily or is fired
for misconduct. In other words, theyll have
to work longer at their next job In order to
collect should they be laid off again later.

The new rules also shilt the "burden of
proal” to the worker In cases of a voluntary
quit. In other words, in a dispute, the work- .
er would have to prove the job loss was real-
ty the result of a lay off. That could be very
difficult to do, especially if the notice of a lay
off is given verbally rather than on paper.

In the end, it doesn't sound much ltke a
program intended to help folks harmed by
the aftershocks of terrorist attacks. It sounds
like simple horsetrading. Benefits had been
frozen in place since 1995, and if it was time
to adjust them for Inflation, the business
community wanted something In return,

Nothing wrong with thal. Happens all the
time in Lansing.

But it doesn't qualify as altruism.

And lawmakers should keep In check their
claims about what they are doing to help the
Jobless.

“How can one teacher meet the
needs of 25 kids when they come
from drastically different places,”
Burke sald, “You need 1o promote
early intervention. It sets the
tone for the rest of their educa-
lion.”

Rita Traynor, Novi Schools’
assislant superinlenden, sajd it
would be ideal to have classes
smaller than the current ralio, hut
that the 1/25% seems to work well.

“Teachers woukl welcome (para-
professionals), bul then #1 is a
malter of how cffectively you use
them.”

Milford Downtown Development Authority is hoping to pave a beautiful new ground

Jusl as a flower needs someone
to plant il, every gardener knows
that a garden requires lots of hard
work and planning. 1t's ne differ-
ent in the Village of Milford, which
takes great pride in the beauty of
its community.

For these who wonder aboul the
many improvements in recent
years, chances are the Downtown
Development Authority, or DDA, is
behind it in parinership with vol-
unteers and olher organizations.

DDA Director Ann Barnetite
noles that the many signiflcant
improvements (o the community
should serve as encouragement to
residents as the village under-
takes one of it's most ambitious
tasks, the revamping of the Main
Sireel sldewalks and roads this
year. The temporary Inconvenienc-
es will be well worth the resulls,
she assures,

As the cenler goes, so goes the
rest of the community, said
Barneite. Any improvements to
the downtown area help the com-
munily to become sironger eco-
nomically.

“The benefit will be for those
30,000 cars a day that come
through our village. It's important
that we put our best foot forward.
Downiown is the heart of the cam-
munily.” said Denlse Tyler,
Chairperson of the DDA.

Il's important that resldents
know the source of lunding for
planned or completed improve-
ments, they believe, No tax dollars
outside of the DDA District are
used on these projects.

And due {o the incredible gen-
erosity of volunleers, a llon's
share of these endeavors has been
completed with’ privale donations,
Barnette credils the Board of
Directers for  accomplishing
incredible  acquisitions  when
they're needed.

“When we do spend, we try {odo
it wisely. We continually search
for grants or try lo combine with
public or privale entities,” she
said,

Cood examples.of this include
the DDA sponsored Center Street
Park, which was created entlrely
by donated 'labor and material
with wonderiul results.

"Absolutely an incredible effort,”
sald Barnette. Sevenlteen years
later, the project is ready to be
updated,

The largest undertaking to dale
was the Mill Pond Project and
North  Milford Road. The
sireetscape was funded entirely
through grants, private donations

The road - the
first DDA sponsored road - was
compleled In 28 days, a phenome-
nal task. The existing road was
removed In its entlrety and com-
pletely reconstructed.

An incentive penalty of $3,000
per day helped ta motivate the
coniractor to keep on a strict
schedule. The Main Street '02
project will offer a simnilar incen-
tive of $10,000 per day. every day
the project is completed early.

Residents may have aiso noticed
the fmprovements to the growing
comrmercial area In lhe south side
of town. This area received land-
scaping, planiings. (rees, bricks,
wrought iron fercing and lighting
in 1993, encouraging other private
investments such as Flats Grill,
LaStrada and Milford Coffec
Works.

The Union Street project is
another area of significant
improvements. Here they were
also able to add 20 parking spaces
without taking any land. Parking
spaces and the general area was
kept compact and condensed
intentjonally. lis purpose was
safety and lo keep the area more
pedestrlan friendly, said Barnelte.

"Functionally, it was a good
project.” she added.

As a person who grew up In
Milford. there is a definile emo-
tianal attachment to the comniu-
nity for Barnette. She's had the
unique vaniage point of remem-

While growth is inevitable,
Lhey helleve it can be done in a
way 1o enhance, not hinder the
community. -
