Emotions flared during last 
week's city council meeting as Novi 
City Manager Richard Helwig 
urged council members to be 
aware of management's efforts to 
operate the city more efficiently. 

The pointed words came after 
questions surrounding the 2002 

Neighborhood Roadway 
RehabilltaOon Program 
were raised and the sug­
gestion lo table award­
ing the contract to man­
agement's recommend­
ed firm was put forward. 

"If council doesn't 
want to support us. 
then they don't need 
us," Helwig said. 

After listening to mui-
tiple comments about 
the inefficiencies of the 
contract-awarding procedure, 
Helwig stressed city offlciais are in 
the middle of moving the entire 
process forward. 

Helwig said there are changes

being implemented, but 
completely changing a 
system that has been in 
place for 23 years will 
not happen overnight. 

Changes include cre­
ating and niling a new 
city engineer position 
and creating a city plan­
ning department. 

The city manager 
strongly expressed that 

H e l w i g the new administration 
is working very hard lo 

replace the prior leadership which 
was in place for double-digit years. 

'This city has not been function­
ing properly in many ways." Helwig 
said. "In the meantime we've stiil 

got to do business and get things 
done for this coInmunity." 

He urged council members that 
under the circumstances tabling 
the contract approval would 
change nothing other than eating 
up consti-uctlon season time, 
delaying the needed neighborhood 
impI-ovements. 

City of Novi Mayor Richai'd J . 
Clark said he does not feel Novi's 
administration should take any 
abuse because "It does not need it 
and it does not deserve It." 

Clark said he stands behind 
Novi's city manager, and if some­
one of Helwig's character says it's

A consent Judgment between the 
City of Novl and Carlton Properties, 
LLC is reality after council approved 
the proposed agreement. Seven 
acres of land located on the north 
side of 12 Mile Road between Novl 
and Dixon roads will be rezoned 
from residential to office-service use. 

The possibilities of future busi­
nesses range from a medical office to 
a bank to a convalescent home. 

The Judgment, approved April 15, 
also requires Carlton to return 
$57,094 to the city. 

According to the consent JiIdg-
ment, the amouIlt was paid to the 
company "for the property interests 
described in the order transferring 
title to and possession of property in 
this case, dated April 26, 2001." City 
officials said the amount constitutes 
C!arlton's contribution to the cost of 
butying the electric utilities in front 
of the property. 

Coimcll members had previously 
agreed to buIy Detroit Edison lines 
in front of the discussed property as 
a partial resolution to the condem­
nation action filed by the city in 
March 2001 to obtain the 12 Mile 
Road right-of-way and related con­
struction and utility easements for 
its special assessment district 155 
widening project. 

Offlciais said it was last year's 
action that sparked litigation 
between the owner and the city. 

In disagreement to the condemna­
tion, Carlton Properties, LLC filed a 
counter-claim. Tile entire property 
owned by the company was zoned 
residential although the iront por­
tion is master-planned foî  office use. 

Members of the city council met 
with city attorneys in March 2002 to 
determine a way lo resolve the entire 
dispute wlth a Joint agreement. 

They wanted to make sure alloiv-
ing the rezoning. the proposed solu­
tion to the conflict, would be accept­
able for adjacent residential users at 
the rear of Carlton's property. 

Members voted for the approval, 
satisfied wlth safeguards that 
include limiting (he use of the rear 
property to parking only and requlI-
ing screening for residential protec­
tion. 

The Judgment also lists other stip­
ulations, including: 

• no buildings or structures of 
any kind may be placed on the rear 
portion of the property that is cur­
rently designated In the city's master 
plan as single-family residential; 

• in conjunction with any develop­
ment or improvement of the proper­
ty a 35-foot landscaped buffer along 
all three sides of the rear portion of 
the property wouid be required; and 

• the lighting in the parking area 
at the rear would have to comply 
wlth all ordinance requirements. 

The agreement filed in Oakland 
County Circuit Court dismisses 
prior claims and counter-claims 
with prejudice and without costs 
and closes the case.

With the U.S. economy emerging 
from a recession — a recession 
that saw low consumer confidence 
and rising unemployInent rates -r-
Mlchlgan small business owners 
and residents gathered with 
industry leaders in Novi to discuss 
Michigan's next economic stage. .' 

State Rep. Nancy Cassis (R-NovJ) 
and Michigan House Speaker Rick 
Johnspr) (R-LeRoy) sponsored the 
roundtable discussion, "Business 
Roundtable 2002 -— Moving 
Michigan's Economy Forward," at 
Walsh College on Apri l 19, 

"This is an entirely citizen-driv­
en roundtable in which Michigan 
residents wi l l help brainstorm 
ideas for future legislation," said 
Cassis, chair of the Michigan 
House Tax Policy Committee. "We 
are tapping the best resource to 
help empower Michigan to move 
forward." 

A panel of seven economic, Isbor 
and school funding specialists 
spoke on maintaining and improv­
ing the state's competitive busi­
ness climate and productivity 
growth to lead the new charge. 

"(Michigan) has a competitive 
business climate with income and 
growth at national averages," said 
Patrick Anderson, founder and 
president of the Anderson 
Economic Group. "If you have a 
competitive business climate, you 
tend to win." 

Thomas Walton, director of eco­
nomic policy at General Motors, 
said increased compfetltion and 
globalization forces business to be 
more innovative and productive, 
which drives the state's long-term 
growth. 

"Productivity growth ultimately 
determines economic growth and 
standard of living," Walton said. 

Furthermore, the Michigan 
business leaders signaled strong 
infrastructure and schools as vital 
components in moving the state 
forward during the next decade. 

"Michigan underlnvestlng i n its 
roads in the 1980s and 1990s is a 
problem," Anderson said. "You 
can't ignore infrastructure needs." 

Anderson added that strong pri­
vate and public schools are neces­
sary so workers acquire the skills 
that can transfer from one job to

There are only aboul eight drive- • 
in restaurant's throughout 
Michigan, lie said. 

"We were going to change i l 
where people would eat inside," 
Elliott said. "But people said Ihey 
liked i l (the way it is] iiecause Ihey 
could show up the way they were. 
They don't have lo dress up." 

The stand, built in 1948, origi­
nally served custard instead of hot 
dogs, he said. 11 was owned by 
Blanch Clutz, a long-lime resident 
who owned lake front properly on 
East Lake Drive. 

She sold i l to A&W franchise 
owners who laler sold the franchise 
to Elliott. He changed the name lo 
Tom's Root Beer Stand in 1999 
when he ended his A&W franchise. 

Ei l io l l . who worked as a sales 
manager for Budweiser before buy­
ing the drive-in restaurant, said 
road construclion has hurt his 
business for the past lwo years. 
However, regular custorners have 
remained faithful. 

"Our customers are steady even 
through bad weather," Elliott said. 
"Last year i couldn't open until 
June. It almost put me right out of 
business." 

However, he believes the future 
looks brighter with more people 
buying homes in new develop­
ments In Walled Lake. 

Some customers like pull ing 
their boat up to the restaurant's 
dock and then eating a l picnic 
tables. Other custonIers prefer lo 
eat in their cars. 

Elliott, whose main residence is 
in Florida but has recently been 
living in the Walled Lake area, said 
he enjoys his business.

tial space. The $14 million project 
will have a traditional fiat roof 
design and incorporate other clas­
sic looks. 

Greeniesen pointed ou l the 
design is perfect for entrepreneui-s 
who want lo own a business yet be 
close to home. They can also use 

the lower space for retail and then 
expand to the upper level as their 
business grows. 

'There's a lot of nexibility built 
into this design," Greeneisen said. 

The company has almost com­
pleted a slightly different new 
urbanism project in Howell, which 

has been well received l a the area, 
Greepeisen hopes to get the new 

project underway by the end of 
this year or the beginning of next, 

Casey Ambrose, chairman of 
the Downtown Development 
Authority, said tlie design will mix 
well into the downtown district.

Teriy Krause, a manager, design­
er and framer at the Frame Peddler, 
reflected on her shop's framing of 
the winning print. 

"You want the frame to enhance 
the art," she said. "You always want 
the artwork to catch the eye first 
and then go back to the rest of the 
piece." 

For the print division, each enhy 
was challenged to design the best 
frame for the same August Mack 
print. Competitors were judged on 
such areas as overall presentation 

and design, use of color, craftsman­
ship and the difficulty of the con­
struction of tlie frame. 

"(The competition) is to see the 
different ways that different shops 
can view a piece," Itouse said. 
'There are many ways to choose 
moldings that compliment the art." 

The 2002 Northern Midwest 
Framing Competition was the first 
time Brian Juip, who has owned 
and operated tlie Frame Peddler in 
Novi for the past 10 years, entered 
his company's work Into the evenl. 

"1 decided that it was time for our 
shop to show off its stuff."

If they do, it's a llltie 
splash here and there." 

For the open division, competitors 
were free to choose any item for 
framing.

House Bil l 5568, inU-oduced by 
state Rep. Nancy Cassis, extends the 
sunset on a law encouraging electric 
generating plants to locate in the 
state unUl 2007. HB 5568 leaves the 
decision to grant la.\ abatements in 
the hands of locally elected offlcials. 

"We are protecting our state 
against the California scenario of 
business-busting blackouts and 
inopportune energy drains," said 
Cassis, R-Novi. "A reiiable energy 
source for future generations is viiai

HB 5568 also wili help create good 
high-paying Jobs, attract more ener­
gy producers and ensure customer 
choice. New faciliUes also tend to 
operate more efficiently and cause 
less pollution than older facilities. 

Cassis said l5 plants have taken 
advantage of the tax abatement 
opportunity in Just three yeai's, help­
ing to make Michigan's economy 
more competitive. Under current 
law, the abatements wiii end on 
June 30.

The Whale World exhibit a l Novi 
Christian School, where residents 
can experience being in the belly of 
a whale, may be extended until 
May. 

"We aI-e attempting to keep it 
longer," said Jay Thomson, school 
administrator. "But there are no 
guarantees. We will have more 
answers the elid of the week." 

The exhibit, which includes 
sei'en different whales, is currently 
planned to be on display until April 
27 but will likely be extended for at 
least another week if not until mid 
May. The display is being spon­
sored ihrough Novi Chrlsl ian 
School's home school program. 

Thomson said adults and chil­
dren have given him positive feed­
back about the exhibit while hav­
ing a good time learning about 
ivhales. 

"1 think a kid can learn more 
here i n an hour than he could in a 
traditional, full unit of study," 
Thomson said. 

Kel ly Govan. administrative 
assistant at the school, said she is 
having a great time working in 
Whale World and answering visi­
tors questions. 

"I've learned so much about 
whales working here," Govan said. 
"It's been nice to see the kids learn 
and be excited about what they are 
learning." 

Thomson, while working with his 
father who owns Dynamic Displays 
i l l Detroit, helped invent the tech­
nology to make Whale World possi­
ble. Dynamic Displays, which cre­
ates balloons for parades including 
the Thanksgiving Day Parade In 
Detroit, created the whales so that 

they could be inflated. The original 
whale, which is located in a muse­
um In France, was designed by 
Jacques Cousteau and is made 
out of fiberglass. 

However, they were able to make 
the whale's organs interactive as 
well as more mobile by making all 
of the whales inllatable . 

"A group of Brazilian entrepre­
neurs caught the vision and paid 
us to develop the first prototypes." 
Thomson said. "What they got was 
significantly different than the dis­
play today. We've gone several gen­
erations past that. Their exhibit 
cost $200,000 and our exhibit is 
$2 million worth of equipment." 

Residents can walk Into a 72 ft. 
whale and hear her beating heart, 
her unborn baby's movements and 
her inhaling and exhaling lungs. 

However, there is much more for 
visitors to do. Children can join in 
a coloring contest, play in the 
sand, and view all of the whale dis­
plays. They can watch whale videos 
and listen to live whales calls by 
pressing a button. 

Adults will also get a kick out of 
learning about whales. They can 
look at replicas of whale bones and 
visit other Interesting whale sta­
tions at the exhibit. 

Residents don't have to walk 
away hungry or empty handed 
either. They can eat at the cafe, 
which serves fish and octopus 
looking hot dogs and they can pur­
chase eveIything from books to T-
shlrts at Jonah's Re-Tail store, 

Joan Webb, a Troy resident, was 
excited about attending the exhibit 
with her two children. 

"It's phenomenal." Webb said. "1 
loved it. I learned so much. I've 
watched documentaries on whales 
but 1 learned a lot more here just 

from seeing it." 
Thomson Is pleased that he is 

able to bring the exlIlbit to the 
school that more than likely would 
not have been able to obtain it oth­
erwise. 

"Normally museums pay 
$40,000 to have Whale World for a 
month," Thomson said. '"Because 
of my involvement with Its build­
ing, we were able to secure it for a 
smaller amount of money." 

The display has been well 
received in other parts of the woiid 
such as Singapore. Brazil. Canada 
and in other states. 

'This is the first time its been 
displayed In Michigan," Thomson 
said. 

His plan is to bring other events 
to the school that the community 
can participate in. 

"Our goal is to do 12 major 
events each year." said Thomson, 
adding that four events are 
planned this year at the school. 

Alex Webb, 12, said he wants to 
come back to see the whales again. 

"It was cool," Webb said. "It's 
interesting because It's all hands-
on. You can see just how big 
whales really are. You can see the 
heart beat slow and its lungs 
squeeze oIit air." 

The display is open Monday 
through Thursday 6-9 p.m., Friday 
6-8 p,m. and Saturday 10 a.m. to 6 
p.m. It Is open Monday through 
Friday during the day for group 
tours by appointment only. For 
more information call (248) 349-
9441.

And winning 
was definitely the main objective. But 
it was tiic "after-game" ritual lhat 
Diane's slory made me think aboul. 

Once the dust had settled on the 
field, it was pretty much a given thai 
ail the piayers - from bolh teams -
wouid wind up at the A&W. 

i?oot beer, fries and fooUong holdogs. 
that's wiiat I'm taiking aboul! They 
didn't have any of liiat soft ice cream 
stuff back then. Ifyou wanted ice 
cream, you went across the highway to 
the diary store and loaded up on a 
triple-dip Blue Moon, which usualiy 
wound up nInning down your wrist 
halfway through dip #2. 

The footlongs were usually reserved 
for victories. I can smell 'em now, over­
flowing with chili and nestled in those 
paper boats with the ridged edges. It 
was a chore to pound the whole thing 
down, and it made for a lengthy bike 
ride back home, bu l it was worth it. 

The fries were always a tad on the 
greasy side, nothing like the mass pro­
duced ones today. I won't wax nostal­
gia here either and say they were bet­
ter. They weren't. They were, in fact, 
nasty little things, but they were part 
of the feast. Most of the time you were 

better off witii one of llIose mini bags 
of chips. 

Now (lie root beei". on the other 
hand, was a dlffcrenl story. Nobody, 
and I mean nobody, could touch A & W 
root beer. Probably stiil can't. That 
tliick head of foam on top ofa frosted 
mug - what better way for a lad lo 
tiuencli his thirst after seven innings 
on (lie diamond? 

Then there was the "taik." ifyou 
won. the it was verbal liigh-fives for a 
half hour. Ifyou lost, it was "wall till 
next time." iJidn'l reaiiy iiiatler at that 
point because you were so ijusy ham-
i T i e r i n ' (lie food that you might Just as 
well be discussing foreign policy. 

For me. it was usuaiiy my ailowance 
money lhal was used a l the A&W. 
Tliat's if i had any left afier buying 
iiascball cards or comic books - Ihe 
real priorities for a kid. There was a h i ­
de party store on the route back home 
that we usually stopped by and picked 
up those necessities. If i was smari 
enough to hang on to lliose. i'd have 
enough money to eat all the A&W chow 
I'd ever want. 

Even though eveiylhing i've men­
tioned here was about being a boy, my 
sister entered the scene here and 
diere. too. She was the pitcher on her 
soflbaii team, and two and a haif years 
my senior. I thought i could throw a 
basel).^l fast, but she had Just a 
wicked windmiii delivery that was 
unhitlable. i^lus those thins rise and 
(hen sink. 1 still can't hit 'ein. 

So. she spent a good deal of time at 
the A&W after her games, too. B u l i l 
wasn't cool lo acknowledge your sibling 
in that type of environment - or at 
least she never acknowledged ine. 

But ballgames weren't the only time 
we'd hit the drive-in. As a family we'd 
pack In dad's Pontiac and iie'd wheel 
into one of the stalls to order. Tlie wait­
resses didn't wear roller skates 
because there were huge chuckholes in 
the pavement, bul they did clip the 
tray onto the driver's side window. 

I don't see many of these restaurants 
any more. Too bad. Driving Uirough and 
order at a window doesn't have the 
same appeal. You usually end up 
pulling back on to the road and lIy to 
save time by eating while driving. 

There is still a drive-in on the north 
side of Lansing that my wife and I used 
to frequent, probably because it 
reminded us of die old A&W. The 
menus a lot more complex than the 
one I remembered, but the feeling is 
still the'same. 

I diink the next time we're trying to 
figure oul a place to take the kids, we'll 
go there so they can experience a true 
drive-in restaurant.

smal l innovation can 
consequences that 
unimagined at the time. 

McBrayer started out working as adver­
t i s ing and business manager of The 
Commerce Journa l , a weekly newspaper 
in Commerce, Texas. After a while, he 
bought several other small newspapers i n 
die For t Worth area. Bu t the salaries of 
the l inotypls ls , who set in hot metal news 
stories and ads using a Rube Goldberg­
l ike contrapt ion cal led a Linotype 
machine, were "killing us," according to 
his paltner, Jenk ins Garrett. 

So McBrayer and some employees in die 
back shop started tinkering around with 
how to set the type and print the newspa­
pers cheaper than current technology 
allowed. They paid $10,000 for a castoff 
press and figured out how to adapt offset 

prinUng to die production of newspapers. 
Abandoning the Industry-standard but slow 
and clumsy Linotype machine, they perfect­
ed "cold type" photographic typesetting. 
Then they learned lo transfer the Image ofa 
newspaper page lo a d i in metal plate. Ink 
adhering to the images on tlie plate was 
transferred — offset — to a rubber blanket 
which then transferred the image onto 
newsprint. .And, eureka, offset priIidngI 

At that lime, most newspaper press 
manufacturers believed offset would never 
click for the fast rotary presses required lo 
print newspapers. Bu t the technology 
worked. With in 30 years after McBrayer 's 
llrst press was developed In 1954, vir tual­
ly all the newspapers in America were 
printed by offset. 

His invenUon made the skills — and the 
high wages and the workplace strangle­
hold -— of Linotype operators Irrelevant, 
thereby setting off a long, fierce struggle 
over the future of linotypists and oUier 
workers In the letterpress crafts. 

"Cold type" typesetting was far easier, 
quicker and cheaper Uian die o ld "hot 
type" system. For example, when 1 started 
out in diis business back In the 1960s, I 
used to write my column on a Linotype 
machine. If I was really flying, 1 could set 
it i n around an hour. Today, I'm wriUng 
this column on a computer, which trans­
fers the file to a phototypesetter that con­
verts hits and bytes to readable copy (I 
trust) in seconds. 

Since photographic negatives were 
cheaper, more maneuverable and easier to 
use than heavy trays of lead type, newspa­
pers using offset technology could jo in 
togeUier to set type and print In cooperaUve 
plants. The cost savings were considerable. 

Moreover, because photographic type­
setting was so much faster and cost-effi-

clent than hot type methods, hometown 
newspapers like this one could localize 
their coverage economically, focusing on 
one community at a time without having 
to jumble local news from several different 
towns into a big regional newspaper like 
the metropolitan daily newspapers sti l l do.

"We are dealing vidth only the hairballs, 
if we are doing our j ob right," sa id 
Michigan Supreme Court JusUce Robert 
Young J r , 

In Howel l to talk ito Livingston County 
Teen-age Republ icans o n their Legal 
Career Day, he also took a few minutes to 
chat w i th journalists of the HomeTown 
Communica t ions Network. 

He was explain­
i n g about the 
quiet revolution 
the current 
Supreme Cour t 
majority Is taking 
o u r state 
through. Ca l l i ng 
himself a "consti­
tut ional tradldon-
allst," he believes 
the ' jud ic ia l 
activism" of Jus­
tices i n the past 
has made for an 
inconsistent 
applicadon of the 
law. Only if the 

court uiterprets the constitution and laws 
literally — according to j u s t what the 
words are as they have been written down 
on paper — wi l l the rest of us really know 
what o u r rights truly are, he said. 

Act iv i sm — the philosophy in which 
judges try to decipher the meaning of the 
laws, as Young describes it — has led to 
inconsistent rulings and case law. So the 
rest of us can't really be sure how a Judge 
win rule i n a given case once i l reaches the 
trial stage. 

W h a t the Supreme Cour t is going 
through is a process of ' judic ia l hygiene," 
said Young. 

A n d that's where the hairbal l analogy 
came i n . 

'These are the areas where the fabric of 
the law has become gnarled, the fabric 
itself frayed, and our job is to go in and

say, 'no, this is the pattern,' so that you 
can understand what the next step i n Uiat 
pattern,,will be. 

"So' we are dealing wi th the hardest 
cases i n the state, and to do it fluendy, in 
understandable Engl ish , to do it persua­
sively, and to have a comprehensible 
result is a veiy high goal of this court." 

Young's conservaUve view of the role of 
die judiciary — interpreUng what Uie law 
says, not what it should be — was die big 
Issue in Uie race for the Supreme Court In 
the 2000 elecdons. He contends Michigan 
is unique among states i n having dealt 
directiy with it. He gives credit to Gov. J o h n 
Engler — one of the few governors, accord­
ing to Young, who really understands the 
Issue — as having brought it to the fore 
through his appointments to Uie bench. 

O f course. Young also feels the outcome 
of the elecUon vindicated his traditionalist 
views. Voters here, having had a chance to 
decide between the two schools of j ud i c i a l 
Uiought, chose to keep the tradiOonalists. 

I'm not convinced. Once voters get a 
chance lo view the t radi t ional is ts i n 
action, I think, they may have a different 
reaction. 

It's fine to argue, as Young does, that 
the law is Just what it says it is in wr idng 
when you are talking about legislaUon 
that applies to the general public. 

Provisions that l imit government, such 
as those in the consUtution, I th ink 
should get a broader view. 
• We've all dealt with the used car sales­

man who can come up with a contract 
l h a l appears to say one thing, and then 
treats it in a completely different way once 
the signatures have been placed o n the 
dotted line. 

In fact, Uie law recognizes that contracts 
can be "deceptively written." Contracts 
written in that way are prohibited under 
Michigan law. 

But the "consUtuUonal tradiUonalist"

lionle, she and my dad would 
.make there way to cheer me on to 
.both victories and, in many cases, 
losses. 
•;; Sometimes, when our games 

were particularly far away, like a 
three-and-a-llalf-hour bus ride 
one way lo PIckford. she wasn't 
able to make it there to watch me 
play. But when 1 pulled into the 
driveway a l 3 or 4 a.m., there was 
always a note telling me thai sup­
per was in the refrigeratoL 

When 1 injured my knee in foot-
baii, my mom and dad followed 
the ambulance aii the way to the 
emergency room after the ganle 
and gave me a ride home. Mom 
look me lo liie doctor lo get fitted 
for a brace, and she brougiit me 
to the walk-in medical clinic every 
time 1 got hurt on a Friday night 
and our doctors weren't around 
Saturday morning. 

She encouraged me lo go lo 
Hampton-Sydney to chase nty 
dream of coilege foolbali and then 
supported me ivhen I chose to 
stay closer to home instead of 
traveling to Virginia. She didn't 
say a negative word when 1 chose 
to play rugby at Northern 
Michigan University, and she 
never complained when i would 
bring home my muddy clothes 
and ask iter to wash them after a 
hard-fought match. And of my 
short-lived semi-pro football 
career with the Northern Michigan 
.Arctic Blast, my mom was there 
for me. She didn't tell me it was 
foolish to do or lhat I had to make 
sure to not let it interfere with my 
work — she Just wished me the 
best of luck. 

If it weren't for my mom push­
ing Ine to do the things I love. 1 
wouldn't be writing here today — 
passing on the names and scores 

of our local teams and cheering 
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them on to victory In the pages of 
this newspaper If it weren't for my 
mom i wouldn't have ever experi­
enced the Joy of winning, the 
agony of defeat or the boIlds of 
true i'riendship on the field of play. 

As you read this today. April 25, 
i l is my mom's birthday. She is 
turning 46 years old and is the 
sometimes-proud mother of four 
children. Besides myseif, she has a 
son named Jeff, who is 29, a 
daughter Angel, who is 26, and a 
daughter named JennifeL who is 
16.1 aIn just one of four iiiat she 
has encoui-ageti and pushed to be 
the best we can be. Have we? i can't 
answer for Uie oUiers. but I do 
believe lhat 1 have stepped up to Uie 
challenge very well — but I could 
never have done i l without Uie sup­
port and guidance of my monI. 

As a young boy growing up 
through my teen years and to 
now, i rareiy appreciated what my 
mom did for me. She forced me to 
get an education by getting nie up 
for schooi eacli morning and ship­
ping me off on the bus. And she 
made me learn lo respect my fel­
low man, even if I don't want to 
from time to time. My mom would 
never let me put down the pen 
and paper that i wrote fiction with 
all of these years, even though 
there have been limes that I have 
wanted lo. She has never let me 

call it quits but she has always 
been there when the door closed 
on me, 1 appreciate all of this now; 
1 Just wished 1 appreciated it more 
then. 

Where would I be right now if i l 
wasn't for my mom? i couldn't tell 
you. I can tell you that I probably 
wouldn't be very happily married 
to a wonderful wik. nor would I 
probably have a wonderful daugh-
leL as 1 do. I look to my mom lo be 
a guiding light in my life and she 
always has been. 1 Just hope as 1 
grow older and lead my life, lhat 1 
am able to be a steady rock for her 
lo lean on in troubled times. 

1 love you. Mom, and happy 
birthday. I Just wanted to say 
thank you to the greatest sports 
mom In ihe worid. With Mother's 
Day right around the corner and 
spring sports in full swing, i l is 
probably a good lime for all of you 
athletes — and non-athletes, for 
lliat matter — to tell your mom 
how much you love hen Maybe 
you will have to wall for her lo gel 
home, or maybe you liave to pick 
up the phone and call her or 
maybe, like me, you have to drive 
eight hours just lo see her face 
and tell her lhat you love her 
more lhan anyone else in the 
worid loves their mother The 
three words of " i love you" say 
more to our mothers tliat most of 
us may ever know.
