City officials and residents have 
made improving Novi's roads a pr i ­
ority, in 2000, an $18,395 miiiion 
road bond issue received a 60 per­
cent voter approvai. The city sold 
tlIe first $10 miii ion of bonds, 
implementing Novi's Road Bond 
Program in Janua iy 2O01. 

One of the major areas identified 
was neighborhood streets, so $5.4 
mil l ion of the 200O bond issue was 
allocated for the 
Neighborhood/Stibdivision Street 
Improvements initiative. 

The multi-year program allo­
cates $1.08 million a year for five 
years towards expanded neighbor­
hood pavement and resurfacing. 
A n additionai $500,000 of funding 
for this year's projects tvlll come 
from Novi's Major Street Fund. 

Ail neighborhoixi streets sched­
uled for construction this year 
received a "poor" or "very poor" rat­
ing from tlie city's Pavement Surface 
Evaluation and Rating System. 

The next $] .035 million dollars 
was earmarked by officiais for the 
intersection Safety and Capacity 
IniproveITients initiative. 

The allocation targets nine major 
projects, improvements wi l l be 
made to the intersections of:

"1 think it sends a s t rong mes­
sage to us as coinniiinity memiicr.s 
and parents that this age bracket 
needs something to do and a place 
to go besides school," Hink iey 
said, "I th ink if you look around 
the state, tl i is skate park thing is 
not a passing fad." 

Instead, it's a $4 billion business 
throughout the country', he said. 

The skate park i s sue was 
brought up earlier in the year 
when counci l members were dis­
cussing a five-year plan for the 

city, he said, 
A skate park would only talce up 

a small amount of property, he 
said. It could be built with Wlxoni 
Park and Recreation funds. 

Rich Ziegler, councii member, 
was curious as to what prompted 
the letters. However, he did not 
rule out the possibility of a future 
skate park. 

Mayor Michael IWcDonald said 
he would like to see the Walled 
Lake Consolidated School district 
get invoiN'cd in skate park eflbrls. 

it would be nice if the city and 
Ihe school distr icts could jo in 
forces to get a skate park oiT the 
ground, he said. 

'They provide some recreational 
activities but this is something 
they don't take part i n , " McDonald 
said. 

However, he said the city oiTi-
cials shouldn't bui ld something 
Just because a lew residents sent 
letters to the city hal l . 

"1 think it's a slippeIy slope you 
don't want to fal l v i c t i m of," 
McDonald said. 

J o h n Lee, counci l member, said 
he agreed with the mayor's views 
on the skate park issue. However, 
he does want to take the issue into 
serious consideration. 

"If we have tlie ability to provide 
seiA'ices, i tliink we should do 
what we can lo cater to their 
needs," Lee said. 

The habitat project, where a 
boardwalk and na tu re trai l is 
being built around wetlands, /s 
important I'or the communi ty , 
Hinkiey said. However, a skate 
park would provide even more 
activity for residents. 

"IVIy wlioie point is . how much 
do we put into passive and how 
much do wc put into non-pas-
sii'e?" Hinkiey said, " i don't think 
kids should be r id ing their bikes 
and skateboards down Benstein to 
Wolverine i.ake," 

Hinkiey doesn't skateboard but 
he knows that a lot of people enjoy 
doing it.

B u r k said that it is unfair that 

I Deerfield studenis, about one-fifth 
of the district's kindergarten popu­
lat ion, receive aliout twice as muc l i 
money from the dislriet 's general 

operating fund to support its full-
day program than the other Novi 
Schools' half-day s ludcnls . 

According to ijanies Koster. Novi 
Schools' assistant superintendent 
of linance, lack of space prohibits 
the district from offering full-day 
kindergarten at each school. He 
noted, however, that after comple­
tion of the major bui lding renova­
tions at the elenientaiies is com-
pieted, that space may become 
available. 

In support of their mission, the 
Committee for Cont inued 
Improvement started a petition, 
seeking signatures from communi­
ty members who would like to see 
equal funding allocations across 
the district 's five elementaiy 
schools. The petition Is available to 
Novi residents in each neighbor­
hood elementaiy schooi office. 

"We are hoping there is enough 

support In the district to help the 
board of education make some 
changes and tax dollar allocations 
for the half-day programs," B u r k e 
said. 

The petition seeks to use added 
money for para-professionals In 
the classrooms of the half-day pro­
grams as a remedy for this unequal 
funding allocation. 

"More equi ty needs to be 
brought, and para-pros is a good 
way for this equity. If anyone has 
any better ideas.

T h e idea is to try to e a r m a r k 
a p p r o p r i a t i o n s to the In te r ior a n d 
Energy Depar tments , r e ly ing on the 
Mich igan congress ional delegat ion and

Spencer A b r a h a m . 'The ent i re congres­
s ional delegation, both s ides of the isle, 
a re very suppor t ive ," a c c o r d i n g to 
Rothwell , whi le federal agencies "tell u s 
this is the best p roposa l t l iey 've ever 
seen."

Ohio 's governor, Robert 
Taft, is expected to a n n o u n c e soon h i s 
own fuel cell Initiative, a n d Indiana, 
Texas , Minneso ta a n d N e w Jersey are 
a l l interested. 

More broadly, the au to indus t iy is 
evidently t h ink ing h a r d abou t the basic 
n a t u r e of the a u t o m o b i l e .

The article dis­
cussed the si tuat ion of the B u r k e family 
who couldn't get their chi ld into 
Deerfleld's full-day kindergarten and are 
now fighting for dollar equity for the rest 
of the elementajy school kindergarten 
programs. 

I agree that A L L of Novi's taxpayers are 
subsidizing the Deerfleld program since 
they are budgeted two more full-time 
teachers than the other four elementary 
schools. Is this fair? No! 

The sad thing is that this type of 
inequity has been happening ever since 
Deerfleld opened i n the Foreign 
Umguage area as well . Deerfleld has a 
full-time Span ish program whi le the 
other four elementaries have only one-
half to one-third the amount of SpaIIish 
education. 

We were told the reason was a budget-
afy one. llowever, looking at the overall 
picture of teacher allocations. Deerfleld 
has two more full-time kindeI^arten 
teachers than the other four elementaiy 
schools and therefore the corresponding 

budgetaiy allocations as well . Over the 
last two years, a large group of parents 
have asked the district to make a l l of 
the elementaIy foreign language pro­
grams equitable by allocating the other 
four elementary schools a full-time 
teacher (versus their current half-time 
teachers). We were told to give it time. 

1 would urge the AdmiIIistration and 
School Board to not only look into 
expanding the fuU-day kindergarten pro­
grams, but to expand the foreign lan­
guage programs as welll The time has 
come to make things right and truly 
have the best interest of a l l the students 
i n Novi equally i n mind!

Hardwood forests, wetlands and 
elglIl wooden bridges, along with 
"Nature, Of Coursel" interpretive 
signs near the cart paths that point 
out natural features of interest, 
enhance the natural feel of the 
course. A number of sand bunkers 
and freshwater lakes provide a 
strategic challenge for accom­
plished golfers, as well. 

Five sets of tees are available to 
hopefully satisfy al l levels of golfers. 
The course ranges from 4,525 
yards on tlIe green tees to 6,837 
yards on the black tees. Playing 
from the blue tees totals a 6,427-
yard course. T l ie white tees run
