One of Novi's most recently created 
zoning ordinances will apply to tlie 
jxilential site of l i ie new Novi Expo 
Center after approval was given earli­
er Uiis week. 

Majority menibei-s of the iVo\'i City 
Council issued their positive votes on 
May 6 to rezonc the future new cen­
ter site, located north of Grand River 
Avenue and south of Interstate 96 
lietwcen Taft and Beck roads, as an 
EXO Overlay district replacing the 
Omce Seivice TecJitioJogy ;;o(!(iJg Ok 
jiarcd previously held. 

One unique aspect of the new EXO 
Ordinance is the underlying GST 
zoning ivilJ not change. Instead the 
EXO ordinance will "sit on top" of the 
otiginal zoning in case i l is needed 
again in tiie i'liliire. 

Also, the new ordinance will only 
apply to the ,52.611 .icics of laud 
ownied by NoW Expo i'residciit Blair 
Boiwiian iiitcnded for Ihe new center.

her knowledge. 

"My family has always gone lo 
historical and educational places," 
Kovalcli said. "My sister is also in a 
re-enactment group. It's a different 

lime period but it's the same thing." 
That's why she Jumped at the 

chance to Join as soon as she heard 
there was going to be hisloiy club at 
her school. 

"it's a way to learn about histoiy 
but i l 's also a way to have I'uii,"

He soon created the "The 
Safety Stove", an eleclromagnelic 
stove device thai attaclies to pots 
and pans and won't release tilem 
unti l the cook is ready for tliein to 
be released. His patent Is now 
being considered by s u c l l compa­
nies as Gillette, General Electric 
and Whir lpool . 

The device will work on both gas 
and electric stoves, Wiesman said. 

However, his Idea took tweaking 
and research before he was able to 
patent the Idea. He filed for a 
patent In 1998 and it was officially 
patented through the United States 
Patent and Trademark Ofllce in 
2000. 

"1 was watching TV when I heard 
about electromagnetic locks," 
Wiesman said. "You can turn the 
electromagnets inlo a lock and i l 
can take high amounts of heat. 
That's when I started the process of 
hiring people lo find out i f this was 
even feasible lo do." 

The invention would be ideal for 
parents or grandparents wi th small 
chllciren, senior citizen care cen­
ters, day care centers and anyone 
who's concerned about knocking 
off a pot or pan from the stove, he 
said. 

ITis wife, Sherri. a Walled Lake 
on-call nfefighter, fully supported 
her husband's pursui t for safety 
and a U.S. patent. After a l l , she too 
had knowledge of what boil ing 
water could do to someone who 
made a wrong move at the stove. 

"When my little brother was 2, 
we lived in Florida," she said. "My 
mom was boiling water for his bot­
tle i n the pan. He hit the pan and it 
burned the bottom of her legs and 
caused third degree burns . To this 
day, 1 remember how bad her legs 
were." 

According lo the National Safety 
Counc i l , there are 50,000 burn 
injuries and 4,000 fatalities associ­
ated with stoves each year. Stove 
accidents cause $9.9 bi l l ion worth 
of property loss each year. 

Tinkei- ing comes na tura l ly to 
Wiesman. He lore a telephone Info 
about 100 pieces, as a ch i ld , just to 
see how i l worked, i l e made sure it 

was put together again before his 
father came home from work. 

"It interests me how things 
work," Wiesman said. 

B i l l y Dean , Wiesrnan's future 
son-in-law, said he believes the 
stove is an excellent invention that 
is strongly needed. 

Dean pointed out that Wiesman, 
a former Walled Lake on-call flre-
fighten had knowledge of how fire's 
spread, which made it more impor­
tant for h i m to invent the Safety 
Stove. 

A fire is contained when the pan 
is locked down, he said. 

Wiesman agreed. 
"It gives you a chance lo focus on 

what you are really dealing with ." 
Wiesman said. 

Savanna, who doesn't i-emember 
being tile inspirat ion behind the 
invention. Is proud of her father for 
taking the initiative to design the 
Safety Stove. 

" i think it's a very good idea," 
Savanna said, who now cooks her 
own macaroni a n d cheese. "I k n o w 
if it (a pot or pan) were to fall on 
me, it would be devastating. W i t h 
the Safely Stove, 1 know 1 am safe 
and secure."

Bononi expressed concern that 
under Uie new ordinance Bowman 
could bring a carnival lo the outdoor 
areas of his property, a monster truck 
show or an outdoor concert like the 
Insane Clown Posse. 

Clark feels relocating the center is 
a smart move for the city. 

"He (Bowman) is taking ali the risk 
and there wiii be a benefit to the city," 
Clark said. "I do beiieve we have 
enough protection in tile ordinance." 

Ciark said he does not want to 
micro-manage every aspect of tiie 
project and places bust in Bowman 
that he will make appropriate deci­
sions on how the center will impact 
the city. 

Other concerns expressed by 
Bononi include her opinion the ordi­
nance demonstrates a "degraded 
concept of architecture" and the fact 
die economic benefits of tile new cen­
ter are Just not known. 

Lorenzo feels the Expo Ordinance 
applying to tlie current location site 
provides die city wIUi better control 
and does not support the creation of 
tile new E X O Ordinance. 

Novi City Counciiman Craig 
DeRoche looks at the approval as a 
posilive step towards not overbur­
dening developers with unrealistic 
guidelines hindering economic 
growth of business projects In the 
city. 

"1 don't want to create another 
Main Street," DeRoche said. "If we 
can keep die Novi Expo Center here 
dlen tliat should be one of our over­
riding concerns." 

The new ordinance was adopted in 
October by members of the Novi City 
Councii witl i the new Grand River 
Avenue project in mind. 

Bowman said the creation of a new 
exposition ordinance was needed 
because tlie existing Expo Ordinance 
was "created for Ihe reuse of a dilapi­
dated faciiity" and was taiiored to tiie 
situation at that time. 

Bowman now wants lo combine 
his 10 years of exposition center 
experience with Uie new zoning ordi­
nance to produce a superior venue. 

Last month, memtiers of the Novl 
Planning Commission voted to send a 
posiUve recommendation to the city 
council i n favor of adopting the ordi­
nance by a 5 to 4 vote.

C o u n c i l o f Mich igan says i n its report on 
the state budget, i s sued last week: "The 
proposed level of Genera l F u n d (for 2003) 
spe i l d ing exceeds base revenues by $ 6 0 0 
m i l l i o n and it is l ikely the Medica id pro­
g r a m i s roughly $ 1 0 0 to $150 m i l l i o n 
shor t of financing the level o f services pro­
posed in the budget." 

Trans la ted , the n u m b e r s are way, way 
out of whack . 

G i v e n the C o n s t i t u t i o n a l p roh ib i t i on 
aga ins t deficit spending , how do Gov . 
J o h n Engle r and the Legislature propose 
to ba lance the budget for the coming year? 
B y g lomin ing onto $ 6 0 0 m i l l i o n in "nonre­
c u r r i n g i-evenues" (i.e, one-t ime account­
i n g t r icks to find the money somewhere). 
T h e state's Rainy D a y F u n d , for example, 
w h i c h h a d a heal thy ba lance of $1 ,264 
mUl ion i n F Y 2000, w i l l be tapped d o w n to 
$ 2 5 5 mi l l i on at the end o f 2003 . 

In future yea r s , u s i n g conserva t ive 
assumpt ions about state revenue growth 
and pressures for increased spend l i ig like 
inf la t ion , the C o u n c i i es t imates state 
spending gaps of more than $1 b i l l i on — 
that's 10 percent of the total general fund 
budget — from 2 0 0 4 through 2009! 

Moreover, the C o u n c i l concludes, "tradi­
t ional retrenchment methods s u c h as hi r ­
ing restr ict ions a n d other expendi ture 
controls wi l l not solve the problem," That 's 
accountant language for saying that the 
u s u a l fixes available to a governor and 
Legislature aren't go ing to work this time 
a round . 

Reduc ing re imbursement rates pa id to 
Medica id providers, for example, can ' t be 
done because the paymen t amoun t s are 
already well below cost levels for doctors 
and hospitals. C u t t i n g the pr ison budget 
(the most rapidly g rowing part of the state 
budget) can only come through chang ing 
sentencing policy (i.e. shor ten ing sen­
tences), while cu t t i ng higher educat ion 
ou t l ays w i l l o n ly p rovoke b i g t u i t i on 
increases. Bo th s teps are cer tain to be 
deeply unpopu la r w i t h the voters. 

In other words, the people who w i l l be 
tak ing office to lead o u r state i n J a n u a r y 
2003, are going to find that the net finan­
cial resul t o f Gov, Engler ' s th i rd te rm in 
office w i l l be to have left t l ie financial cup­
board bare. 

The Counci l ' s on ly faintly hopeful com­
ments had to do w i U i delaying or e l iminat ­
ing future rate cu t s In the Single B u s i n e s s 
Tax a n d Personal Income Tax, now sched­
uled to cut in beg inn ing on J a n u a r y 1, 
2003 . Th i s "would produce substaI i t ia l 
revenues to address a por t ion of the pro­
jected future gaps." 

True , no doubt . B u t i f you want to get 
some fun out of a n otherwise bor ing polit­

ical meeting, ask candidates (any candi ­
date!) r u n n i n g for state office how they feel 
about postponing or e l imina t ing sched­
uled tax cuts. 

A l l this is not mere pol i t ica l gamesman­
ship, al though Gov . Engler is no doubt 
pleased h i s reputat ion as a la.x c u l l e r is 
assured and comforted at the n iu inc ia l 
booby trap he has la id for l i i s -— l ikely 
Democrat ic — successor . Maybe he really 
has bought into the longt i i i ic conseival ive 
argument that the only way to cut govern­
ment expenditures is lo "cut off their 
air"(i.e. arranging s u c h a terrible budget 
deficit that llieI-e is no choice other than 
accept t ruly draconian cuts in spending). 

The fact is that the state's budget cr is is 
is real and it's b ig . A n d people need to 
start w a k i n g up to it. 

Voters should start a sk ing LI. Gov. a n d 
Republ ican gubei 'nalor ia l candidate D i c k 
Pos thumus exactly how he proposes to 
solve the budget d i l e m m a tha i his seiVice 
i n publ ic office helped create. He says he 
won't raise taxes, no m a i l e r what. So 
what's he going lo cu t?

• T h e r igh t a d d r e s s . M a k e 
sure y o u k n o w w h o m you ' re 
going to contact . T i t l e s some­
t imes d i r ec t y o u r c o r r e s p o n ­
dence to the correct person , bu t 
that i sn ' t a lways the case. If 
you're u n s u r e of w h o m to ta lk 
to, ca l l first, check the spel l ing 
of the name a n d gender (there's 
no easier way to t u r n someone

The best letters say w h o m y o u 
are, w h y y o u are w r i t i n g a n d 
that y o u ' d l ike to fol low u p the 
letter w i t h a phone c a l l or meet­
ing .

either. 

• Fo l low the leader. Wal t a few 
days before ca l l ing for a follow 
up , or s e n d i n g e -ma i l s . 
Somet imes It takes a few days to 
get to y o u r letter, b u t be pa t i en t 
The i ssue m a y have to s immer 
before ca t ch i i i g on fire aga in 
w h e n y o u ca l l .

The wors t letters are sent to 
the w r o n g people w i t h a n 
inf lammatory tone.

Wliat's a trout fisher In souUieast-
ern Miciiigan to do? The season 
began this past weekend, and 
streams contalIilng the lltUe cold-
water gems are available but they're 
- "up north". 

W h y can't there be a trouty 
resource In our own liackyard that 
isn't more than a hundred miles 
away and hours o f travel? 

There is, and It's called Johnson's 
Creek. 

Believe It or not. trout-seekers. 

you need not ti-avel hours on the 
state highways to have a cliance at 
wild, naturally-reproducing, decent-
sized brown trout. Al l you've got to 
do Is give 
NorUiville's 
Johnson's a tiy. OUiQOOrS 

Jolinson's 
Creek, the only 
cold-water tributary of Uie Rouge 
River system, has held a continous 
breeding population of brown trout 
since 1881. when they were first 
Introduced to die United States from 
Germany The Northvilie F ish 
Hatchery bred the 'German Browns' 
for planting in U.S. rivers (tiie first 

being Michigan's Pere Marquette), 
and accidental or otherwise intro­
ductions brought Uie browns lIito 
nearby Johnson's. 

Johnson's holds one major dis­
tinction: AlUiough its llsh popula­
tions are augmented by the DNR 
and its stocking efforts. It is also the 
only naturally reproducing trout 
stream i n southeastern Michigan. 

The modest-stzed creek flows east 
through Washtenaw County's Salem 
Township and continues Uirough 
Wayne County to NorthMUe. There, it 
eventiially hooks to the southeast 
and runs Into Uie Rouge River sys­
tem near the city's Edward Hlnes 

Park along Seven Mile Road. 
The Michigan Department of 

Natural Resources stocks the. creek 
every spring in numerous locations 
with good-sized brown ti-out, but die 
real appeal of Johnson's is the 
chance to hook Into one of its "hold­
over" foot-plus sized brown trout. fTo 
see a photo qfal7" Johnson's Creels 
brown troutfound by the DNR during 
a 2000 survey go t0www.Jq3g.org}. 

WiUi Its widUi often being less 
than a good-sized flyrod. die creek is 
notorius for its narrow passages and

To tag Into one of the creek's trout. 

Ily-nslicrs s i iould carry a good 
assortment of elk hair caddis (mid-
May evenings can see tremendous 
caddis lialchcs along (he creek); 
smaii Adams; and, when top-water 
action isn't iiappening. a mixture of 
smaii nvmpiis that can be drlited 
liirougii the deeper, fisiiier-iookiiig 
water. 

"Look for quieter areas, siowcr 
water, eddies and poois." said Butcr. 
He also suggests throwing a ivooly 
bugger or two. "Small streamers are 
remarkably successful In that 
water.". 

Anglers slinging small streamers 
should took for undercut banks near 
faster water: on the creek's outside 
bends - dial's wiierc tiic bigger fisii 
should be.

VVlien llsliing along the miles of 
Joiiiisoii's water anglers are encour­
aged to respecl property owners' 
riglils: Willie tliere is plenty of access 
for Uie public, most of the iand along 
tlic creek Is private and trout-seekers 
siioiild only gel out of Uie water to 
avoid iiazzards or in areas Uiat are 
clearly owned by tiic city. 

Also, piease pack out whatever you 
bring in and maybe a few biis of litter 
left by those Icss-coiirtcous and mind 
your Ircking along Uie banks: Tliere"s 
some fragile soil along the creek that 
if U-aniplcd by loo many feet tviii 
quickiy erode into tiie water
