Novi’s millage rate won'’t increase

City approves
2002-03 budget

By Victoria Sadiocha
STAFF WRITER

Memhers of the coundil atopted
Novl's 23 million budget May 20.
revealing the cily's millage rate will
stay the same.

For the city's 2002-2003 liscal
year beginning July [ the millage
will remain at 10.5416, the same as
fiscal year 2001-2002.

As a result, some property owi-
ers will not see an increase in their
properly tax bills resulting from eity
aperations.

“People’s property taxes will be
approximately (he same,” sald
Kathy Smith-Roy, City of Novi
Finance directer and treasurer.

Smith-Roy explained this (s not
true of all properly owners becanse
mafny lactors are involved when cal-

culaling property laxes including i

properly  assessments  have
increased, how long the homeowi-
er has lived in thejr hause and lim-
ftations imposed by Proposal' A and
the Headlee amendment.

“The maximwin thal anyone's
property lax bill can Increase is 3.2
percent for these who have lived in
Novi [or two years,” Smith-Roy said.

Giher factors determining prop-
erty tax amounts include the pas-
sage of hond proposals such as the

575 nillion Novi School Distriet
bond proposal approved by voters
last June.

City officials said the current and
future fiseal year miliage rate of
10.5418 15 less than the ¢ity's aver-
age rate for the past 10 years.

Additionally, for fiscal vear end-
ing June 30, 2001, Novi ranked as
the sixth lowest community in
Gakland County for millage raies
according to data compiled by the
clty's auditing firm, Plante &
Maran, LLP.

The firn's results shewed the ve
communities below Novi in the
ranking us Lake Angelns, Troy.
Orchard Lake Village. Rochester
Hills and Bloomficid Hills.

The five highest millage rales In

Oakland Counly beginming with the
highest are Ferndale, Pontiac, Oak
Park, Hazet Park, Hunlington
Woods, Pleasanl Ridge. Lathrup
Village arcl Novi's neighboring com-
munity. Walled Lale.

Walled Lake decision makers set
the community's 2002-2003 liscai
year millage last week, approving a
17.7281 rate,

For the past four years, the clly's
largest source of revenue has been
property laxes.In the previous fiscal
year. revenue [rom property taxcs
had fncreased by 8.1 percent.

Commerce Twp. standoff ends in suicide

38-year-oid father
of two takes his
own life Tuesday
morning at home

An early moring standofl
between police and a 38-year-old
father of twe children resutted in
the man's suicidal death. accord-
ing to Qakland County Sheriff
detectives.

According lo police, al about 9
a.m. Tuesday morning, May 28 an
unidentified] Commerce mam kitled
himsell inside (he Pontiac Tn!tl
home ihat he shared with his wife.
The home is Tocated just wesl of
Haggerly Road.

Pplice safd (he man was appar-
ently the victim of a single gun-
shol.

“Early this morning, at about
8:30 a1n., Oakiand County Sherill
deputies arﬂ\ed at the home to
follew up on a weekend domestic
complaint,” said Lt. Dennis Davis
of the Commerce-bascd Oakland
County Sheriff subslation. “When
the deputies arrived, the man
refused to open the door... and the

olfleers heard wihat they believed
was a gunshol.”

Depuiles at the scene tnumedi-
alely contacted the Commerce
substation where Davis said he
immediately  dispalched  the
depariment’s Special Response
Team. Shorlly thereafler, the
heme  was  surrounded by
responcling olficers and neighbor-
ing homes were cither evacualed
of quarantined.

kesponding  officers  then
allempted to make contact with
the victim, bt those allempls
went unanswered, Davis said.
Shortly theteailer the vietim's wile
arrived at lhe scene and helped
confirm for police thal no one else
was heing held inside the home.

The couple shared two school-
age children,

Davis said at ahout 11:30 am.,
the SRT enlered the home by foree
and discovered the man inside the
home, the apparent victim of a
single gunshot.
