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Two Novi residents accused of tax fraud

B Indictment
accuses doctor
and wife of
conspiring
against the IRS

A Novi resident and his wile were
indicted last week on several
counts of trying to defraud the
Internal Revenue Service, sald offi-
cers [rom the U.S, Department of
Justice.

Dr. Timethy Kosinski and his
wile, Barbara, were charged wilh
one count of conspiring with
Detroft  businessman  Melyvin
Phillips “to Impede, Impair,
obstruct and defeat the Jawful
[unctivns of the IRS and with mul-
tiple counts of structuring transac-
tons to evade reporting require-
menis,” sald Speclal Agent in
Charge Mark Kroczynskl of the
Internal Revenue Service Criminal
Investigation Division.

Each count of convictlon for the
violallons carrles a maximem
penalty of five years imprisonment
and a $280.000 fine, sald United
States Attoerney Jeflrey G. Collins,

Timothy Kosinski is also being
charged with five counis of “sub-
scribing false persenal and corpo-

rale tax returns" with each count
carrying & maximum penalty of
three years tmprisonment and a
$250,000 fine.-

According ta documents Issued
by the U.S, Department of Justice,
the indlctment alleges the Bingham
Farms dentist and president of T.J.
Construction, his wife and Phillips
made "ofl-the-books™ cash pay-
menls to censtructlon warkers
employed Lo work on jobs for the
Kosiaskis.

Kroczynskl said they also tried to
conceal the existence of the cash
payroll by [afling to maintain
records and by Diing false corpo-
rate and personal [ncome tax
returns,

It is suspected the Kosinskls and
Phillips concealed the exdstence of

the cash payroll system by cashing
hundreds of checks at bapks in
amounts lower than $10,000 for
the purpose of preventing the
banks [rom liting currency transac-
tlons reports with the IRS,
Olficlals  from the U.S.
Department of Justice sald many
of the T.J. Construction prejects
were with Thyssen, Inc. - a sub-
sidlary of German’'s ThyssenKrupp
A.G. headquartered in Deiroit.
Kreczynskl sald that from 1995
through 1998, Thysser pald T.J.
Construction more than $41,8 mil-
lion dollars and during that period.
the Xosinskis and Philllps with-
drew more than §7.6 milllon fram
bark accounts maintained in their
names or under their contre! and

made “cash payments to Individu-

als assoclated with the construc-
tion projects for the purpose of
impeding and impatring the IRS
from ascertaining and collecting
federal income taxes.”

Kosinski had hired Phillips to work
on the construction projects and
supervise various consiruction
warkers.

Novi Police Officer Ken Meler had followed Meghan McDonald's life every step of the way - ever since he deliv-
erad her Oct. 4, 1083.

Over 18 years ago, Novi pelice officer
Ken Meier ushered in a new Nowi resi-
dent, a six-pound, 12-cunce baby glel,
Meghan McDenald.

The new baby glr] made a quick arrival
on Gilbar Streel on Oct. 4, 1983, wilh her
mother, Judy McDenald, golng into labor
on her family room floor. Meier beat the
ambulance to the McDonald's home and
was put to the rare duty for a police offl-
cer — delivering a newborn baby.

Meler — tratned for the situation only
by videotapes in the police academy —
snapped into action. He sent family
members seuttiing for towels and other
necessary supplies (o bring Meghan into
the world.

Minutes after the pollee officer arvived
on the scene, hie delivered the baby, The
ambulance then arrved and the mother
and child were transported to S1. Mary's
Hospita),

“1 told her Lo keep her knees up and
things Hke that. We were lucky every-
thing went the way it was supposed to,”
Meier told the Novi News for an Octeber
1583 article.

"1 was so happy when the baby started

crytng. We knew It was OK then,” said
Meler. the then 27-year-old police officer.
“It was such a geod feeling to be there. It
was almost ltke being part of the family.”

“When yor'ze put into a role where you
have to perform, It's good to know you
can do it. This is something we're taught
in the academy, but you never realize It
will happen Lo you,” Mejer added.,

Since that Octeber day of Meler's and
the McDonald'’s shared miracle over 18
years ago. the two familles have stayed in
touth, seeing each other about town. The
now veteran Nowi police officer has

reserved a soft spot for Meghan.
“[Meghan) has always held a special
place In his heart,” said Eileen Meler, Ken

Meler's wife. “She s kind of like the
daughter we never had.”

On June 8, Meler valunteered for bike
patrol at the 34th Novi High $School
Commencement at Compuware Arena in
Plymouth. He wanted to see Meghan
McDonald cross the stage with the class
of 2002 and recelve her diploma.

“He's always been there for the family,”
McDonald said.

And McDonald Invited Meter, who has
served the Novl Pollce Department for 20
years, to her graduatien party on June
15. She sent an invitation to the police
station on 10 Mlle Read,

“He was really touched to be invited.”
Efleen Meler said, “He was so happy te be
a part of It.”

The Meiers have lived In Novi for 16
years and have three sons. Meghan
McDonald plans to attend Schooleraft
Coliege in the fall. She hopes to be a
school teacher.

In a
letter to his wife, Jolm
Adarus wrole “The sec-
ond day ol July, 1776,
will be the most memo-
rable epocha in the his-
tory of America, | am apt io believe 1t
will be celebrated by suceeeding gen-
erations-ag the great anniversary les-
Lival.”

‘The Declaratipn of Independence
wasi'l read to the public on July 4.

Chaired
by MS3U President Peter McPherson, the
eight-member commission issued its
report in May. Essentlally, it called for
creating 250 new schools hy 2017,
together with improvements In oversight
and accountability for charter schocl
operatars.

The commission's reporl made small
headlines before belng overtaken by mere
sensational news. Word [rom Lansing is
that the legislature, If it ever gets around
to thinking about things other than
budget deficts, is likely to follow along
and lilt the cap.

Christopher Nelson, researchers at
Western Michigan University's
Evaluatien Center, published in the
Detroit Free Press thelr gwn findings
based on four years of research into
charler schools in Michigan,
Pennsylvania, lllinois and Connecticut,
They concluded charter schools have a
mixed record in reaching their objectives
of increasing student achievement, lever-
aging improvement in public schools and
satisfying customers [i.e. parents).

* Charter school students, parents and
teachers are generally satisfied with their
sthool’s curriculum and instruction.

* Many charter schools are provoking
improvements in public schools as they
compete for student enrollments.

* Michigan charter schools, however,
have shown smaller gains and larger
losses in student achievement than pub-
lie schools.

* Although many charter schools in
Michigan are 'located In poor urban
areas, “they tend (e enroll lower concen-
trations of at-risk students than neigh-
horing public schools.”

* Charter schools are supposed to
dellver good education at lower cost than
public schools, but they tend to recelve
and spend more than comparable public
schools. “Over lime, the proportion of
spending on instruction in charter
schoels has drifted downward relative to
spending on administration.”

Overall, Miron and Nelsen concluded
that Michigan charter schools “often pro-
duce weaker cutcomes at greater cost
than non-charter schools.”

[ talked about this with Tom Watkins,
the State Superintendent of Education,
ahout all this last weckend. Watkins
served on the McPherson Commission,
bul did not concur with its findings,
especlally on increasing the cap on char-
ter schoels to 250 by 2017 and doing
another study about outcomes.

*This puts the cart before the horse,”
says Watkins. “It makes no sense to start
a whole lot of new charter schools and
then do a study to figure out whether
they work the way theyre supposed to,

Acting now would let a term-iimited gov-
ernor and leglslature lock in public poli-
cy on charter schools for the next 15
years. That's a bad way (o do things,”

In this, as In many ather things subject -

Uniike many local repair services,
Mr. Handyman service techniclans
are dedicaled. [ull-time employees,
bonded and insured and directly
accouniabie for performing quality
work. In fact, Faydenko safd Mr,
Handyman guarantees its work, It's
hard to find ail that [rom someone
who is oot io try making a little
meney on the side or [rom business-
es wha use subcontractors.

"You're used to Lhe guy with a beat
up truck pulling inle vour drive-
way,” he said. "We're trying to
change that image inte cne of a rep-
utable company with clean, fair and
honest workers."

Mr. Handyman specializes In the
smaller jobs that most remodeling
companies would rather mot fet
involved in, said Faydenko, because
1t lies up employees and Lypleally is
not as financlally lucrative.

Let's be honest. In the blue-suit-

Eye-catching, brain-busting,
wallet-cpening, mouth-drooling
ads and copy should always be on
the top of the list when doing an
ad for a newspaper, direct mall
plece or Web site, While staff and
budget considerations factor Into
the final deciston. every effort
must be made to jazz up the falopy
inside your advertlsing garage.

Clive Cussler, one of the great-
est action, adventure novelists
ever, told me in a letter fyes, I

no less) to. always entertan your
readers. ['ll take that sound advice

everywhere should strive to enter‘
tain potential clients.

Here's why:

+Stand out. The better the
design, the better ihe chances
sotneane will read it. Sift through
your mail and pay atlention {o
what catches your eye. Four-color
publications, newsletters and
postcards always stand out from
the crowd. While that may not be
in your budget, twe-coler publica-
tions might. Use whatever color

. you can. It'll help the quality, and

directly affect how, or if, it's read.

* Reputation. Creative layouts
sit better with potential clients. 1f
they see you're making an honest
effort to dazzle them, they're more
likely to spend money with you.
Take the time and effort to put
together quality pleces. slogans
and Web sites, and see how your
clients reaet. They may clip out
the work and save it on their cubi-
cle or office wall for others to see.
How's that for stretching the
advertising budget?

+ Marale, If you're a really smalt
business the whole staif . is
involved In some way of creating a
marketing plece. Keeping il black
and white, or in some boring, over-
done card stock Is kind of like
pumping elevator music through a
brand new surround sound sys-
temn. You're not taking advantage
of vour office's full potentlal.
Everyone has a creative side. Have
some fun with design and let
everyone pitch in and see what
develops. Not only will you have a
nlce looking plece, but also you'll
install a sense of pride that's sure
to ripple through your stafl into
everyday tasks.

If given the chance, be creative.
There are places and times for
dealing in black and white, but if
you can avoid 1t, do se. If you do, [
bet those campalgns will sell
themselves and you'li have more
time to deal with that huge
manopoely, or conglomerate we Hke
to cail the 800-pound slippery,
slimy, ring-nosed, hock-scarred,
flopping on the ground while
choking down a piece of while
bread catfish.
