Tlie city is very close to finalizing paper­
work which would help prevent ilie sale of 
an additional 20 acres of North Novi Park. 

The referenced paperwork iiuthorizes ihe 
receipt of less dian $7.75 million from the 
Michigan Municipal League Liability and 
Property Pool and the Michigan Municipal 

Risk Management Auihority for payment to 
Sandstone Associates Limited Partnership 
pursuant to ihe recent settlement agreement. 

Once signed on the dotted line, the agree­
ment 10 pay by the insurance carriers would 
lake care of the major monetary portion of 
Ihe settlement agreement. 

If the previously disputed insurance pro­
ceeds are not received, Ihe city would be 
obligated lo transfer the additional acreage 
lo Sandstone. 

"Itis amajorstep to save the land,"said 
Gerald Fisher, City of Novi ationiey. 

The $7.75 million insiirance-cairier-pro-
vided amount would be less $105,000 
which the city will pay to Sandstone from 
money saved by a lower-lhan-expecied bid 
relating lo the arsenic clean-up of the setde-
ment-mandated UTinsferred acreage closed 

to Novi residents on July 3. 
Other details of the settlement could 

poientially lead to the transfer of the addi­
tional 20 acres, but the monetary payment 
was the largest. Fisher said. 

Officials said they will provide full 
details of the transaction when it is final­
ized. 

One Novi resident at the July 15 Novi 
City Council meeting, where the prelimi­
nary insurance-proceeds announcement 
was made, was not as positive about the set­
tlement deal. 

Robert Reay stood before council want­
ing to know who was. responsible for geldng 
tile city into the lawsuit mess. 

"There is blame to place on someone," 
Re<iy said. "I think the people of the City of 
Novi have the right to know who is respon­

sible for $72 million. For $72 million some­
one should go to jail." 

The Novi speaker demanded to know 
when the residents will find out whose fault 
this is. 

"I'm sure that will be addressed," said 
Richard J. Clark, City of Novi mayor. 

Clark said before accountability was dis­
cussed, first ihe settlement agreement would 
be finalized so no resident would feel an 
impact. 

The residenis of Novi, said Reay have 
already felt an impact when they lost iheir 
parkland.

For a nominal $35 fee for its entire ses­
sion (June 25 to August I), ihe center offers 
Novi youngsters a ton of activties to get 
involved in including:

The fee also includes visits to: 
• Detroit Science Center 
• Novi's l̂ eshore Park 
• Howell Rope Course 
• Lansing Lugnuts baseball game 
• a stable for horseback riding 
• Metro-IDetroit Holocaust Memorial 
• Waterford Oaks water-park. 
Whew! If that weren't enough ihe center 

also gives its teens opprotunities to enjoy 
many different visitors who bring Iheir 
skills to the teen center. There are self-
defense workshops and a number of visits 
by "Kids Empowered," a local group that 
teaches youngsters the importance of self-
esteem, self-defense and team-building 
skiUs.

The faint, distinctive echo of leaves 
rustling in the wind is a sound many 
Novi residents appreciate, but that sim­
ple pleasure risks being hushed as the 
city faces a serious ash tree decline. 

"The trees are in a declining state," 
said Novi City Forester Steve Printz. 
"They're dying actually." 

Printz compared the current ash 
decline to the Dutch elm 
disease epidemic in the 
1950s and '60s. 

"It is a very serious 
problem," he said. 

Printz said the impact 
on the city will be signif­
icant for a number of ! 
reasons. 

Economically, the city 
will bear the cost of 
removing and replacing 
flagged ash trees on city The culprit

property. 
About 20 trees have 

already been removed, 
and Printz anticipates 
possibly having to 
remove about 100 more 
by the end of the year. 
His count does not 
include private property. 

"I have already talked 
to homeowners who 
have removed their own," he said. 

Other impacts stated by Printz include 
decline in real estate value and the reduc­
tion of wildlife habitations. 

"The impact is everyone is going to 
feel it," he said. 

Contributing to die outbreak is tiie fact 
so many ash trees were planted in Novi, 
including many on neighborhood streets. 

Printz, who has been with tiie city for 
a liitle more than a year, said that by not 
diversifying tree species, magnifies the 
problem in two ways. 

Since so many ash trees were planted, 
it is easier for the bores to jump from tree 
lo tree to tree, and it makes the loss more 
significant. Printz said the decline would 
be a lot less noticeable if there had not 
been so many ash trees planted years

N o r t i i v i l l e w o m a n d i e s i n c a r c r a s h

A car accident in tiie city of Novi took die life of a 
Nortiiville woman last week after die sedan she was 
driving crossed into oncoming traffic and crashed into a 
garbage truck, police said. Sandra Jean Marzen, 41, was 
pronounced dead at the scene. 

Detective Sgt. David Molloy of tiie Novi police 
Department said alcohol did not appear, to be a factor, 
altiiough tiie department is still waiting on toxicology 
results from die Oakland County Medical Examiners 
Office for verification. 

"She was swerving a littie bit and tiien she hit tiie 
truck," said Michael Gibbs, an employee of Pyramid 
Sprinklers, who was working near tiie scene of tiie acci­
dent. "There was nothing we Could do. We tried talking 
to her and keeping her awake, but she had a very faint 
pulse and too many puncture wounds." 

Gibbs and fellow employee I'aul Beach said the 
woman tried to speak to tiiem, but was unable to get 
anything out. 

"We iried telling her tiiat help was on tiiey way and 
that everything was going to be okay," Gibbs said, "l 

hope she believed in God." 
Dispatchers from the Novi Police Department 

received a call at about 9:10 a.m. on July 11 from a man 
saying he saw a blue Saturn driving erratically south on 
Novi Road between Nine and Ten Mile roads. 

Novi dispatchers said while they were talking to tiie 
man, anotiier call came in stating a car matching tiie 
same description had just hit a garbage truck on Novi 
Roadsoutii of Ten Mile. 

Novi investigators at tiie scene detemiined Marzen 
was traveling southbound on Novi Road when she 
crossed die centerline, striking tiie front left side of tiie 
garbage truck, which was traveling nortii on the same 
road. 

Witnesses said neitiier vehicles contained passengers, 
tiie airbags in the SatiIm did deploy and the Nortiiville 
woman was wearing her seat belt. 

According to infonnation in Marzen's driving record, 
tiie woman had eight automobile accidents in tiie past 
seven years. 

Police said ihe 39-year-old Carleton male driving tiie 
Republic Waste Services truck reported no injuries. 

Novi Road was closed for more than three hours dur­
ing the investigation.

Walker said. "Wc feci very for-

school. Walker said he believes 
residents will benefit since 
domesiic terrorism will be just 
one of the items Woychowski 
will study. 

"It will be very valuable for 
Captain Woychowski, Ihc police 
department and Walled Lake as a 
whole," Walker said. 

Woychowski agreed, 
"I think the citizens of our 

community always benelit from 

higher education from our 
employees with new ideas and 
programs," Woychowski said. 
"Director Walker has brought 
our department a long way." 

Woychowski will be taking 16 
credit hours of academic FBI 
courses, including law and man­
agement. He will also be taking 
physical training where he will 
have to run 12 miles and com­
plete a two-and-a-half mile 
obstacle course while there. 

He will be taking classes with 
250 other law enforcement pro­
fessionals throughout ihc coun­
try and other countries. 
Woychowski feels honored to be 
selected for the academy that so 
many other law enforcement 
officers vie to attend each year. 

"One gentleman 1 know has 
been on the waiting list for 10 
years," Woychowski said. 

He is looking forward to the 
continued education and lo net­
work with others in his field. He 
also wants to utilize the myriad 
of resources available at ihe FBI 
National Academy. 

"Their library is actually open 
24 hours a day," Woychowski 
said. 

However, he will miss his 
family. He will probably only go 
home once for Thanksgiving 
while in West Virginia. 

"I'm a homebody. I'll miss my 
kids, fiancd, dog and cutting the 
lawn," Woychowski said. 

He has been exercising regu­
larly to get ready for the physi­
cal demands in the academy 

"The biggest challenge is 
going to be the 12-mile run," he 
said. "I've already staried walk­
ing four miles a day and I do 
wind sprints, pushups and

Parents at the July 11 board 
meeting spoke against :i pre\'ious 
vote that changed student trans­
portation from sc\'en lenlhs of :i 
mile to a one-mile trek to school. 
Bu.s routes were ni:ide longer last 
month to save . approximately 
$100,000 in the .school disiricl's 
budget. 

•Several school board members 
iigreed with parents views after 
they spoke out on the Iransporta-
lion issue. Amy I'eterman, school 
board .vecrel:iry, said .she wanis lo 
overturn the vote tliat was made at 
Iasl month's meeting when the 
budget was approved. 

"I've had issue.s with ibis por­
tion of the hudgcl from the begin­
ning," Pelerman .said. "I thought il 
was a mi.stake from die start. I 
would like lo ni:ikc ;i motion to 
change transportation hack to 
.seven-lenlhs of a mile." 

Marc .Siegler, .school board 
presidenl, .said he wauled to table 
Peterman's motion in order to 

have il formally on next month's 
agentla. 

Michael Karson. trustee, said 
he also didn't like the last vole. 

"I agree that it shouliln'l have 
been in the budget," Karson said. 
"I ilon't think we should have 
passed it. This is just bad policy 
and I think we .shoiikl correct our 
misUike." 

Alp Onder, school boarti vice 
president, s;iid he wants lo exam­
ine Ihe transportation issue fur­
ther. 

Nothing is set in stone, he said. 
"The policy is there :uul what 

il .stales is lhal Ihere he ,i .safe 
walking distance." Oiider said. 

"I'm encouraging you parents to 
stay involved." 

Hach studeni's case needs to be 
worked out :ind school hoard 
memhers need to look at all 
aspects of ihe li'ansportalion 
issue. 

"Come to our next meeting." 
Ondcr said. "We will work this 
out. We as school hi>;u'd members 
I'epreseiit each and everyone of 
you." 

Thomas McCoiinell. trustee, 
s;iid saving money for Ihe school 
district isn't as iiiipoitani as 
ensuring suidents safety. He also 
urged other school nienibcrs to go 
hack to seven-lenths of a mile. 

Malt Simon's children, who are 
in the Dublin Elenientaiy atten­
dance area, will beneril by having 
a bus ride to school if school 
board members overturn llieii-

piisl decision. Me and other par-
enls ;i|)plaiided school members 
for admitting llicir error. 

"I've had numerous discussions 
Willi the Oakland County Road 
Commission, ami they said chil­
dren shouldn't he in the stieels," 
Simon said. "The streets aie not 
made for children. But the Walled 
Lake School dislrict is telling me 
that my cliildi'en will walk in the 
slrecls." 

He has been lighting the 
board's decision iuid been trying 
to raise awareness of pitfalls of 
longer walking distances to 
school and back.

Some mothers in the Walled 
Lake Consolidated Schools are hy­
ing to make the district a peanut fjee 
zone in order to potentially save 
children's lives. 

Jeanne Townsend told .school 
board memben; at the July 11 meet­
ing that her son, who attends Keith 
Eleraentaiy, would have a danger­
ous allergic reaction if he Ingested 
peanuts or peanut-related products. 

"My son is not unusual," 
Towasend .said. "This allergy is on 
the rise." 

She pleaded with school board 
members to establish a policy to 
protect childitn, who may have nut 
or peanut allergies. 

"We plan lo attend all PTA meet­
ings and we are working hard to 
raise awareness," Townsend said. 

Ann Arbor, Rochester and odier 
districts have already made their 
schools free of peanut products, she 
said. 

"This is the wave of the futunc," 

Townsend said. "Walled Lake 
Consolidated Schools is behind die 
times and needs to take a proactive 
approach. If something were lo hap­
pen to my son, die school disUict 
will be liable." 

Roanne Loll, a Commerce 
Township registered nurse, 
explained that children with allergic 
reactions to peanuts and nuLs can go 
into anaphylactic shock. 

According lo the Allergy and 
Immunology Society of Ontario, 
people who go into aIiaphylactic 
shock experience a sense of fore­

boding, a fiushed face, hives or 
oilier reactions. Tlicy may feel a 
lightness in their mouth, chest or 
throat .and begin to wheeze or choke 
and have a dilTiculty swallowing. 
They may lose consciousness, go 
into a coma and, in sonic cases, die. 

"Death will follow without 
imniediaie irealnicnt." Lou said. 

Strict avoidance of all peanuts, 
nuts and peanut-related products is 
necessary to keep siudenis safe 
from an allergic reaction that could 
be fatal, she said. 

Peanuts can be deadly if institu­

tions don't label packages correctly 
if iiiedicalions or rcsuscilation 
equipment arc not available or if 
peanuts arc offered in die school 
lunchroom. ;itcording lo the Allergy 
and Immunology Society of 
Ontario. Peanuts can be altered and 
sold as walnuts, almonds or pecans. 

The West Bloomfield School 
Dislrict learned about how peanuts 
can cau.se tragedy when a female 
student died from ingesting peanuts 
on a cla.ss uip, Lott said. The district 
has now banned peanuts from their 
schools. 

James Geisler, superintendent, 
said the school disUict is "almost 
there" in temis of eliminating 
peanuts from classrooms and lunch­
rooms. 

"The task now is to sort through 
it and find soniclliing that works," 
Geisler said.

The 
steering committee governing the 
study consisted of olTicials from 
the Road Q^onimission of Oakland 
County, Michigan Department of 
Transportation and government 
officials from affected communi­
ties.

You may not notice much dif­
ference in today's newspaper 
that you ' re hold ing in your 
hands, but il has changed physi­
cally. 

Starting with this edition, the 
N o v i News and all other 
H o m e T o w n Newspapers have 
convened fi'om a 27.5-inch web 
size to a 25- inch web size ill its 
Howell Township printing plant. 

The paper wi l l remain the 
same from the top o f the page to 
the bottom, but it's 2.5 inches 
narrower across a two-page 
spread. 

But don ' l worry - readers wil l 
not notice any change in what 
we call the "news hole." There 
will not be fewer stones or arti­
cles, and we're still using a six-
c o l u m n formal . In fact, you 
probably won' t realize the 
change, except the paper might 
feci a bit s l immer in your hands. 

This change is not an inven­
tion o f H o m e T o w n Newspapers, 
our parent subsidiary. It's actual­
ly pan of a growing trend for 
newspapers all across Ihe coun­
lry, and we're just keeping up 
with Ihc changing advertising 
standards. 

The move wi l l , however, 
allow us to save on our overall 
printing costs. 

Those o f you who are into 
graphic design, etc. may notice 
that we have also changed our 
typeface. W e ' v e gone f rom 
B o o k m a n to T i m e s , which 
al lows more words per l ine, 
accord ing to H o m e T o w n 
Newspaper graphic design artist 
Diana Wel ls . 

The new typeface also has 
given us ihe opportunity io 
bump the type size up a half-
point from 9 to 9.5. If that's 
Greek to you , think o f it this way 
- more copy in less space 
because the new type is more 
condensed. 

O u r general manager for 
HomeTown Newspapers, R i c h 
Pcdberg , said he noticed the 
ircnd in web size changes a c o u ­
ple of years ago. He says that a

study found that 25 percciii o f 
newspapers surveyed had 
already made the switch to Ihc 
new 50-inch web. A l s o , 25 per­
cent had set a date to make the 
change, and 25 percent were 
planning on changing within ihc 
next five years. 

"Basical ly three out of four 
papers had made the change or 
were planning to," Perlberg said. 
"This is going lo bring us in line 
with the new standards. The 
thing that drove it home for me 
was that we went down to 
Florida on Easter break . . . and 
ncariy every paper 1 picked up 
had gone 10 Ihe new standards." 

A s many o f y o u know, in 
addition lo N o v i News, 
HomeTown Newspapers also 
publishes T h e L iv ingston 
County Daily Press & Argus, 
The Mi l ford T imes , Northville 
Record and South L y o n Herald. 

For our company, this was the 
right time to make the change 
because we are in the process o f 
installing a new classif ied adver­
tising system. Instead of esiab-
ILshing the new classified system 
with the old s ize standards, 
HomeTown chose to set the sys­
tem at the new standards and 
make aii the changes al one 
lime. 

Bol lom line - these are not 
drastic changes and they wil l nol 
have a huge impact on readers or 
advertisers. We just wanted you 
lo be aware of them.

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• Novi Schools 
awards state 
companies over 
$3.9 million in 
construction work

Novi Schools .set the wheels in 
molion for Ihe overhaul of Novi 
Woods Elementary, awarding a 
I'lrsi round of construction bids at 
the July 8 boiird of education 
meeting for Ihe year-long district 
project. 

The Novi Board of Education 
approved an initial 11 consiruc-
lion bids, valued at about 
S3,929,501. J:ime.s Koster, Novi 
Schools assistant superintendent 

of finance, estimates these initials 
bids to be about S.'i.W,(X)0 under 
ihc project budget for tliis work. 

In all, the district will award 
constniclion work estimated to be 
about $7,847,636. The reinaiiiing 
bids for tlie Novi Woods overhaul 
are e.xpeclcd to he awarded al ; i 
.special Novi School.'. bo;ird meet­
ing on July 25. 

The initial bids are part of the 
2001 Capital Projects Fund. 

Local contpaiiies Merlyn 
Contractors of Novi, Professional 
Sprinkler, Inc. of Wixom and 
Long Mechanical in Northviiie 
received bid awards from N o \ i 
Schools for earthwork and site 
utilities, fire proleclioii and 
plumbing and H V A C . respcciive-
iy. The total amount of construc­
tion work awarded lo these three 
companies is over Sl.720,000. 

tn June, the school moved into 
tiie Novi Technology Center — 

located between the lif lh- and 
si.\tli-gr;ide houses al Novi 
Mciidows — where the students 
will allend clas.ses for the 2002-
200.1 school year, with the kinder-
g;irlcn studcnis lemporarily head­
ed for Parkview Elemcnlary. 

This move fiiciliuited the 13-
month consliuciion projeel lhal 
wil l completely renovate the ele-
nientaiy school, including the 
iiddilioiis of a ne«' media cenlcr, a 
new gymiijisium and an expanded 
playground. The Novi Woods 
overhaul is expected to be com­
pleted in Ibe laie summer of 2003. 

Siudenls will relcirn Ibr classes 
in Ihe new Novi Woods in August 
2003.

Despite its effort to stand next 
to the classics of American cine­
ma, "Road to Perdition" is on 
the inevitable road to oblivion. 

The film revs high on ail eight 
cylinders under its director, Sam 
Mendes, and its legendary cine-
malographer, Conrad Hall , but 
sputters like an old beat-up Ford 
with its strained tries lo be mem­
orable. 

In epic style, "Road to 
Perdition" ponders the eternal 
theme of good versus evil l iving 
side by side, with a cinematic 
journey that puts the fragility of 
innocence up against the over­
whelming powers of violence, 
envy and greed. 

Up to its culminating and c l i ­
mactic scene, Mendes uses jux­
taposed moving pictures o f 
I930's mob life lo present a 
visual essay on which the gentle 
side o f the human soul prevails 
over its malicious counterparts, 
as depicted by a band of ruth­
less, gun-toting gangsters. 

A notorious hit man, played 
by Tom Hanks, is forced io 
redraw his priorities when his 
12-year-old son witnesses a mob 
hit in a smuggler's warehouse. 
Father and son take lo the road 
10 save Iheir lives and Ihe rem­
nants of Iheir family from the 
villains in felt hats hoi on their 
trail. 

Mendes is undoubtedly one of 
the premiere directors working 
today. His ability to tell a story 
by stringing moving images 
together and letring the viewers 
piece its meaning together in 
iheir minds is unparalleled 
since, maybe, Stanley Kubrick's 
prime. Mendes undersiands 
film's visual nature; he never 
lets the temptation to tell the 
audience thftitlgh dialog trump 
his ability to show them through 
pictures. A storytelling ski l l thai 
is sadly dying away in 
Hol lywood movies. 

However, the film's emotion 
is self-indulgent and too worked 
out on paper beforehand; it lacks 
Ihe rawness to lift it from its

wide-screen format and slam it 
in your heart and brain. Don't go 
to ihe theater expecting the sec­
ond coming of the "Godfather." 
The violence, tile religious over­
tones and the messages of loyal­
ly to family are not wheeled 
with the same cinematic com­
mand as Francis Coppola's mob­
ster masterpiece. But in all fair­
ness, what other movies do? 

Part of Ihe shortcomings in 
"Road to Perdition" is due to 
Tom Hanks. Hey, 1 enjoyed 
"Forrest Gump," loo, but the 
guy stunk up the screen in this 
one. For the entire movie, it 
seemed Hanks recendy ate a 
huge turkey dinner and hasn't 
been able to relieve himself 
since. It's cal l Ex -Lax , Tom. 
Either lhal, or leave the preten­
tiousness at home, it takes more 
than acting next to Paul 
Newman to make me forget the 
guy once wore nylons and a bad 
wig on "Bosom Buddies." 

Yet, even with Hank's stom­
ach discomforts, he is accompa­
nied by a fine supporting cast 
that includes Jude Law, Stanley 
Tucci and Paul Newman, who is 
s t i l l , well , Paul Newman. Cool 
Hand Luke lives on, even If he's 

in his 70s. These actors swiftly 
pick up Hanks' slack. 

Jennifer Jason Le igh , who 
plays the mother, w i l l always be 
thai snot-nosed k id from "Fast 
Times at Ridgemont High . " The 
only good thing about her in this 
movie was she played in a bit 
part. 

Despite the presence o f an 
aging cinematic icon like 
Newman, the real star of this 
film was its photography, under 
the craftsmanship of veteran cin-
ematographer Conrad Hal l , who 
also shot such classics as "Butch 
Cassidy and ihe Sundance K i d " 
and "Cool Hand Luke , " as well 
as the eye candy in the recent 
movies "Sleepy H o l l o w " and 
Mendes' first film, "American 
Beauty." 

Hal l takes the viewer on a tour 
de force through gritty back 
alleys and gangster warehouses 
to the rolling shores, countryside 
and diners of 1930's America. I 
am going to see this movie again 
for one reason only: to study 
Hall 's work. If you're not a con­
noisseur of movie photography, 
here is a guy to start with. 

Now, I give Ihis movie a "4" 
because I 'm comparing it along 
the lines of such unforgetable 
classics as the "Godfather" and 
" C o o l Hand L u k e , " a place 
where this movie strives to be 
and deserves to be compared 
with, but falls way short o f The 
film shouldn't make any upcom­
ing Greatest 100 lists. 

However, i f you put it next to 
the other current summer releas­
es, i.e. "Men in Black 2" and 
"Bourne Identity," it is an "8," 
even with all its effort to be 
important.
