Ex-Lion found walking to Vegas

B Spellman
draws spectators
with seemingly
disoriented
behavior

A former Detroit Lion's defense-
man walked through the city last
week on bis way 1© Las Vepas, wit-

Alonzo Spellman, 30, was first

“He was walking opposile traf-

Afier Jearning Spellman’s identi-
ty from a news report on a Detroil
radio siattor, Rioux retumed o the
area, locating Spellman again at the

Spellman was picked up on the
south side of Grand River Aventic
west of Haggerty Road by a man
identified by WDFN-AM {1130)
reporters a5 “losh” after spending
about an hour wandering the inter-
section.

Aurtherizaions of the payments
for the rights-of-way mnged from
$1 1o more than $14,000.

The highest authorization for
payment was awarded 10 Alas
Associates, LLC for $14,360.

Novi City Attomey Thomas
Schultz. said the dollar amount is
sobstantially Jarger than the
amounts paid for other easements
in the project area,

According 10 valuation state-
ments, the valve of the easement
itself is 52,052. Howevey, the prop-
erty owners requested a mote than
$12,000 reimbursernent for a bike
path they had aiready constructed
al the city's request on the Nine
Mile stretch.

Schulez said the land owaers feel
they should be reimbursed for the

originally constructed path they
buile now that all cther portions of
the bike path will be paid for by the
city.

[}frhiclenhaus Microfinish
Corporation donated its Nine Miie
Road propenty fos $1. The corpora-
tion's property was valued at
£3,610,

Graharm Clements Management,
LLC will receive $4,800 and CSX

They also
accused the deparument of leting
other people in the commuaity con-
taminate the drain as well.

M Says he got
toxic dirt from
Walled Lake

Walled Lake may be slapped
with o lawsuit by a Lyon
Township developer who alleges
he received toxic dirt from lhe
cily. However, city officials don’t
think the load was theirs.

Iack Healy, owner of Healy
Homes, said a bulldozer operator
noticed a stench of gasoline com-
Ing from the Joad of dirt dropped
off by Jackie's Tr:msporl

However, Walled Lake officials
wanl 1o do their own Investigation
before they take responsibility for
the contaminated dirt.

“We'ze requesting information
from the attorneys for Jackie's
Transport, who hauled the materiai
away [rom this site,” said Phil
Vawter, Walled Lake city manager.

Vawter said officials ook
action as soon as they discovered
the load of contaminated dirt may
have been from the new consirue-
tion site.

“When we found oul the supply
was contamninated, we took sam-
ples from the same area it was
hauled away from,” Vawiter said.
“And (hose test tesults show no
contamination.”

‘The soil that was taken from the
Walled Lake construction site was
sand bascd and the dirt on Healy's
development was clay based,
Vawter said. Also construction
workers did not smell a petroleum
based odor coming from the dirt
an (he project site.-

Healy would not disclose
whether he received sandy type
dirt or clay type dirt.

“'m not going 1o get into the
specifics bul we have 10 to 15
peopie who would be lying about
the dirt,” Healy said, “We have a
lot of evidence.”

However, Vawter too wants to
see evidence,

“Now what we're trying 10 do is
put the picces together so there
will be proof that it was actually
hauled from here,” Vawter said.

All measures were taken that
are normally taken for any con-
struction  job, Vawter said.
However, be admits excavalors
did find plasiic 1oys in the din,
which the city paid $78,000 to be
hauled away properly.

“We thought it was the proper
thing Lo do,” Vawter said.

New sofl was transported to the
municipal complex when under
ground storage lanks  were
removed, he said. Tetra Tech, the
company that was involved in
removing the underground stos~
age tanks, will be releasing a final
repont that will show that the site
is now clean after the under-
ground storage tanks that were
removed in 19%).

All conclusions about the con-
taminated dirt must be based on
facts, he said,

“We do not have all ihe facts
yet," Vawter said.

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WL Schools claim custodian
was not discriminated against

Walled Lake Consolidated
Schools released an internal investi-
gation report that concluded there
was no evidence (hat Susie Smith, 2
custedian for the distriet, was racial-
ly discriminated against.

Koren Kienbaum, the privite
investigaror hired by the school dis-
rrict, explored Smith's alleparions
that she was ¢ontinvally harassed
while on doty a1 Walled Lake
Central High School and at Wixom
Elementary.

Smith, an African American
‘White Luke resident, in 2 June 21
lawsuit fled o cause of action
against the school district and the
peopie she worked with, The Juw-
suit accused her superiors of both
negiigence and intentional infligtion
of emotional distress, concert of
action and civil conspiracy. A trial
date has not et been set.

She alleges that wwo different
superiors At both schools she
worked at harssed her and made
fun of her ethnic hackgreund. Smith
alse elaimed thar other workers also.
harussed her while administrators
looked the other way.

She recounted many instances of
harsssment, including a gorilla that
wats placed in the custodians’ break
room when she started at Central in
1997, Smith also claimed she was
given inferior work space in a dilap-
idated basement, which the union
representalive Curol Burow made
off limits (o everyone except main-
tenance workers.

However, Kienbsum reporied
that custodians do not have office
space in any of the schools.

Michael Bosnic, Smith’s attor-

ney, suid the suit never stakex! thar
she had office space. Inleriar work
space wa stated in the lawsuit.

“All costodians huve an ucea
where they keep their supplies.”
Bosniv swid. “Her spice was in the
basement”

Kienbium reported (hai the dis-
trict 1ook Smill’s accounts serious-
1y and locked ime them right away,

“After carctul review of the facts,
the allegations of Ms. Smilh, that
she has been the subject of racial
harassment and that she made com-
plaints regarding her trestment, can-
ot be supported by compelling evi-
denee,” Kienbaum stated,

However, Bosnic feels cenfident
that Smith’s allegations will be sub-
stantiated in court,

“There are (40 allegations in the
lawsuir," Bosuic said. “We're come
pletely conlident that we will prove
everyone of thein,”

Swmith was oddginally hired in
September 1997 us a substitute in
the food serviee ared, Howewer, she
beeame  full-ime custodian a
month later. Her probutionary peri-
od was extended in December but
she became a pennanent employee
twar months later.

Smiith first made her complainis
known to administrators in- April.
However, the distriet does not have
verbal or wrilten compliins on file
in the district conceming what she
alleges in her letter, according (o the
Kienbaun.

Kienbaum alse noted that the
gorilla incident can not be substantis
ated since it ne longer exists.

“The pheto could have been
taken yesterday,” the report stated,
“The break room where it suppos-
edly hung for 30 days is in plain
sight of everyone in the school,

According o Bosnie, the pieture
of the posilla in the lawsit was not
the actual gorilla that was hanging.

Kienboum interviewed 11 school
district employees ond reviewed
hirassment and personnel policies
as well as Equal Gpportunity infor-
mation, contracts and union: griev-
ance Jetters, She also conducted site
investigations and other activitics.

Jomes Geisler, superintendent,
wis satisfied with the schoo] imves-
tigation. He said racial discrimins-
tion is not tolerated in the school
district, where equal opportunity is
always encouraged,

Simith did net respond 1o an inter-
vicw, Kienbaum reported. However,
Bosnic spid he was not willing to
have his client submit 1 & [7-page
questionnaite before the Tawsuit
was officially filed.

It would be pre-suit discovery,”
Bosnic said, *We thought it would
be inappropriate” .

Hundreds of smali-business
owners from across the country
were there to tell administration
officials and members of Congress
whai's on their minds. But the
business owners weren't the only
ones making scnse.

U.S. Speaker of the House
Dennis Hastert told delegates 1o
the National Smali Business
Summit that the American people
shouid insist cm common sense
from Lhe Secate and demand per-
manent repeal of the death tax.
White House Senior Adviser Karl
Rove said the Senate rejection of
the repeal was another baitle in the
war and “we've gained some
ground.”

Vice President Dick Chency

praised Summit sponsor NFIB,
saying "For 59 years [the] organi-
zation has brought the common
sense of Main Street to the halls of
Washington.”

The array of cabinet efficers and
other high-level government offi-
clals braught good news ta small-
business owners frequently skepti-
cal of government promises. Labor
Secretary Elaine Chao announced
“a new culture of responsibility”.at
the Labor Departinenl. "We know
the vast majority of employers lake
the responsibility [to protect work-
ers] very seriously,” she said.

"Yet the Department of Labor
has never made its own responsi-
bility 1o employers a priority, and it
should have. It has rarely included
itsclf mnong the most respensible
parties, The heat has always been

on emnployers.”

Chao promised new levels of
cooperation and fairness at the
department, saying, “Tt’s not fair
that you can be literally driven out
of business for not complying with
something you didn't eves know
about,”

The members of the Bush
administration know and under-
stand the importance of small busi-
ness ta the American econonty, and
they recognize thal tee often the
burdens of government regulation
impede  economic  growth,
Commerce Secretary Donald
Evans said small-business owners
are the stewards of the American
free cnterprise systemn, He encour-
aged the delegates, saying, "You
are uniting the voices of millions of
your fellow entrepreneurs, making

talking common sense

them heard in a town thal needs (o
Iear them and heed them.”

Treasury Secretary Paul O'Neill
cited the small-business role in
cconomic recovery: "Thanks to
your efforts making good use of
your egonomic freedom, eur econ-
oiay todday is far ahead of where
pessimists even six months age
thought it could be.... Gévernment
doesn't fix the cconomy, we just
give you better tools to do what
you do best.”

ONeill offered his own dose of
commen sense: He wants to sim-
plify 1he iax code. “Taspayers
spend as much as $125 billion cach
year, or aboul | percent of GDP,
rying 0 comply with the tax
code,” he said, "and smalb busi-
nesses suffer disproportionately.
My dream is that we will succeed

in simplifying the tax code and
make it worthy of the principles of
our mation,”

The small-business leaders were
in Washington to deliver Lie mes-
sage that they will continue to do
whil they do best-build and expand
their companies and create more
Jjobs-but that they can do it best
without intrusive government. [t
appears their mission was a suc-
cess. As Secretary O'Neill put it,
"We de not take your cconomic
frecdom for granted, just as, by
coming (o Washington, you show
that you do not take govemance for
granted.”

For Kewall and Cussis, there

“it's foolproof idemiftcation,”
he said. “1t proves guilt or inno-
cence.”

The DNA information for
felons is stored and can be used
in future crime investigations. 1f
someone 15 found ipnocent,
their DNA rccords are not
saved.

In ali. Xowall sponsored (&

currently signed into law.

Cassis” first legislation that
passed into law focused an
Baternet  filters  at public
libruries.  The law  allows
[uternet filters 10 keep porno-
graphie web sies away frem
minurs. The faw also ensures
some [nlernct access computers
have no filters so adults can
dccuss any sites.

Cassis said she was able to
crafl legislation that stands up
to constitutional challenges,
becuuse some of the computers
still allow complete access on
the Internet.

Cussis also authored the bill
te eliminate the Single Business
Tax, us well as o spead up the
process to do so. In all, Cassis
introduced 13 bills that became
law,

Major issues or goals

Wolkinson snid the first arcas
that need (o be addressed ace the
budget and the economy. As an
cconomist, he said he is better
suiled 1o focus on issues and
undersiand how the finances
work.

“Tax hikes (like the cigarelle
tax) in bad times siunts geoweh,”
he said. “it's a disincentive for
people to come here. You can’t
€aise taxcs in bad times”

While new programs are reg-
ularly necded with the appropri-
ate funding, the money can't
simply be allacated withaut
determining the source first,

School funding is another
area where more atiention is
nceded.  Districts  repeatedly
complain that there is not
enough lunds to adequately
teach students. The state, he
said, nceds to pay closer alten-
tion to how (hc money is spent,
particularly in the costs paid for
administrators,

He also wants 10 see an
increase in the cap for charter
schools, While he said most of
the school districts in District
18 are successful, districts with
failing schools need more alter-
natives for the students to have
a chance 10 be successiut.

“You con't get a good education
in seme schoals. Give the Kids a
chance 1o exeel. They're
trapped in these schools like in
Detroit or Flint.”

Wolkinson — as well us
Kowall — addressed paying for
future road projects to hxndle
the population growth in the
arca. Both focused on the siate
and local agencies funding the
infrastructure costs ta handle
the needs of new residents,
These costs, both said, need te
be barn on the devetopers build-
ing homes to atrract new resi-
dents.

“We've  been  subsidizing
urban sprawi,” said Woikinson.
“You have lo have roads (o fit
the population. We keep moving
further and further aparl”

One way Lo increase funding
lor roads, Waolkinson added, is
1o increase taxes on teucks. The
fuel tax is greater for automo-
biles than trucks. Since an indi-
viduul vehicle causes less wear-
and-tear on rosds than a semi-
teailer, then the laxes should at
least be the same, Wolkinson
added.

Cassis said the projects has
been important, as well. Cassis
said she worked with state,
county and [ocal afficials ta
bring additional read funds to
Oukland County, including
maney  for  the  Wixom
Road/Beck Road intersection in
Wikom, as well as money for
Grand River Avenue in Novi.

Leadership in the state legis-
1alure, she added, needs ta move
toward  Oakland  County.
Despite (akland County’s sta-
tus as the wealthiest in the statc,
much of the state's leadership
comes from the west side
around Grand Rapids, Cassis
said she is the best candidate to
do just that.

I want Qakland County o be
keard — 10 be a sirong voice,”
she said.

As 2 former long-time educa-
tor, Cassis said she focuses on
ensuring proper funding is
available, particularly for at-
risk students in learring and

“We can save needed money
far special edocption f we
reach them carly enough” he
suid.

Kewall said his big push in
1he state Senate would focus on
a basic, yet essential issue —
cleetricity, Many of the power
plants in operation in Michigan
do not meet current stamdards
for supply, so as prablems
aceur, it gets more and more
difficult to corree.

“I we don't kave that, we'll
he heating our clothes on rocks
at the Hueron River" he siid.
“We have an aging inftusieue-
ture Cor clectricily, We need to
laok at altcrnative ways to pro-
vide electricity.”

One of the impartant things,
he said, was the diversification
of energy source, whether fuel-
cell technafogy or green power.
He said he has completed
rescarch on the issue, Now, it's
it matter of implementing it.

Other issues, like roads or
education are imporlant, as
well, Staple issues ike those, he
added, are always a priority
upon  which all legislators
focus.

All three said they want to
keep taxes low.

Guiding philosophies

Both Kowall and Cassis view
themselves as ombudsmen, pee-
ple wha bring others tagether Lo
listen and to address issues,
hopefully to find a consensus 10
handle a prahlem.

Cassis said she has proven her
ability to find a consensus in
obtaining money while working
in the minority party o get
funds for the Wirom/Beck
interseclion project. When the
Novi Road issue first came
about, businesses complained
aver foss of business. while
Providence hospital raised con-
cerns over access for emergency
vehicles. Cassts said she organ-
ized mectings between county.
local and business officials to
meet lase monih.

“I'm pleased 0 sec the dis-

lighted was driwing  together
officials 10 address pedestrian
issues in Wixom, pgeuing the
city and siole to ugree (o split
costs Tor pedestrian paths aleng
the road improvemennts.

Legislation, she said, should
define the persen, not the head-
lines ereated by the media.

Cassis pointed to the hot tapic
of Canadian trush heing dumped
in Michigan fandfiils. Instead of
introducing legislation o ban
the practice — which Kowall
did — she sponsored a resolu-
1ton urging the U.S. government
to allow stales to handle the
tssue, The importation has heen
deteratined a8 Inlersiaie con-
meree, so staie law cannot limit
it.

“You ligve to 1ake appropriate
action 1o get the job done.” said
Cassis. ! knew thai wouid
bump up against the U.S.
Cuonslitution. You need lo get
Cangress 0 change the law.”

Kowall said one of the mast
important aspects of heing a
legislator is listening o con-
stiiments and  bandling  their
issucs, from dirccling them
toward a particular depariment
and individual in state govern-
menl or other agency to setting
up meetings o address con-
cerns. One example he high-
lighted focused on a woman liv-
ing in a manufactured home
who needed her 3690 refund
check to pay her biils. The
check didn’t come, then finally
was told her tax information
was  seleeted for un audit.
Kowall said he helped the
waman gel the refund expedit-
¢d. %0 she could pay her hills.

He has established regular
meeling times within his House
district (o mecet informally with
anyonc inicrested in stopping
hy a lecal shop.

“When I started. | sat there by
myself,” he admitted. “The
more 1 did il, the more people
would come, [ never thought I'd
gel such a good response. bt
gives thcm a venue.”

As prestdent of his family
cabinet/millwork business. he

And Kowall said ene of his
greatest ohilities is “using a lit-
tle horse-sense.”

“We need common sense leg-
islation,” he said. “Don’t knee-

“This is all 1 read about,” he
said. “l have been interested in
politics all my life, ['ve always
wanted 10 get involved in poli-
tics. The point of elections is to
have chaices. | don't see much
difference in the other two.”

When the state legislalure
addresses needs, he added,
instcad of thzowing money or
burcaucracy av i, it needs to
spend more time focusing on
how ckisting money is currently
being spent, like in education,
he said,

“Once people get to know me,
they'll see I'm {fricndly, I'm
honest,” said Wolkinson,
have deep conceen lor slate gov-
ernmert. The best way to help is
to serve”

Both  coandidates  view
Qukland Counly government in
the same way — a mechanism
to help local governments
gecomplish what they want to
do, The counly government's
primary charge is to sel the
counly budget. It also helps set
polictes on county issues,

Regional arts tax

The county is currently
working on a regicnal arts (ax,
something both Dingeldey and
Potter oppose.  But despite
Dingeldey's uppusnmn ta the
ides, she said she is working (o
help ereate (he best plan to
place before the voters, That
way, il il is passed, then the
program will be as strong as
possible.

“This district has not sup-
ported the arts tax,” she said.
“I1I it was 10 go 1o balloi, then [
have to make sure iLis maore in
keeping with the fiscal respon-
sibility of the county.”

Potter said he supports the
arts, but funding for them
should continue the way they

. have in the past — through pri-

vale contributions.

I support the culiural insti-
tutiens, but not Lthe arts tax,” he
said, "We have so many other
needs.

County funds

The county govermment —
like state government — is
prcruncm;, a budget crunch
steinmihg  rwch from  the
downwrn in the economy
which for local and county
governments his decreased the
revenue sharing.

Potter said the currcnt board
of commissioners must accept
part of the blame for not prop-
erly planning for such a down-
turn. Expenditures made dur-
ing times of economic prosper-
ity should not have been in the
way of saving for the fuwre.

“They should have more of a
rainy day lund,” he szid. “The
budget erisis was created by un
over-enthusiastic commission.
Since we're wealthy, it covers

- aver the other issues,”

As an cxample, he points lo
the twe helicopters purchased
for the Oakland County
Sheriils Department. Only
one, he said, is needed.
Funding for the zerial program
was made available by priva-
tizing food services at the
counly jail. If the county could
save money by privatization,
then that should have been
done, regardless.

Dingeldey said the commis-
sion showed iniliative in plan-
ning for budget shorifalls, but
the loss in rovenues was cven
greater than what the commis-
sioners expecied.

- “We sel aside another $3.5
miliion in undesignated fund
balance this year,” Dingeldey

said. “We hud foresight with
very prudent planting. We
were wware of the changes in
the economic climate, recop-

" nizing the state would probably

el reveniie sharing.

“We have some one-lime
lixes in the budgetary process
to make up for the $15 million
shortfull.”

Environmental issues

Dingeldey was the original
author of the Enviranmental
Infrastructuee fund, which des-
ignated $25 million over five
years 1o distribute to Jocal
communilics for projects.

“1emeuted it 1 shepherded it
through the board,” she said.
“H owas specifically instituted
for communities to get ready
for Phuse I of the stormwa-
terfgroundwater Clean Water
Act”

There are several environ-
mental programs lecal commuy-
nities will be mindzled Lo lol-
low through the Clean Water
Aet. The county is in a posilion
te help local communities
achieve those mandates.

The Chapter 20 drain initip-
tive by Qukland County Drain
Commnissioner John
McCulloch is un example, she
said, even though the plan has-
n't garpished much jocal sup-
port. If the initiative moved
forward, the county could bel-
ter determiine who should pay
for correcting problems.

“l can understand 1be con-
cept,” she sald, "It has many
valuable points. s a total
change of the procedures that
have heen followed since the
drains huve been dug in the
dirt. All ol this is a proaclive
response to what we know s
coming from the federal gov-
ermment en what they will
place on communities.”

The county’s septic system
monitoring  program i 1o
address the groundwater con-
cerns, she said. Many commu-
nities in the county are small
and have tight stalfing levels.
That's when the county can
siep in to help oul.

Potier said one aren the
county h.:s not locused is pre-
servinig open spates, another
environmental concern. The
City of Scuth Lyon has created
a fund dedicated 1o purchasing
and preserving open space in
the city. The county, he said,
should partner with local com-
munities to provide a similar
plan countywide. Thal way,
urban spraw] can be somewhat
controlled, and lecal residents
will have plenly of opportuni-
lics ¢ enjoy open space.

“The county can help com-
munities that can’t afferd it on
their own,™ he said. “It would
be a partnership.”

The county must provide
options (o assist residenls
when new programs are man-
dated. Zero-percent interesi
loans of similar mechanisim
can be used to help funding
arcas like septic inspections,

Polter said he helped star
curbside pickup in Seuth Lyon,
one of the firs| communities o
do s¢. He also got the city 10
Jjoin a regional recyeling coali-
tion, and issues like trash sery-
ice and recycling have conlin-
ued 10 improve for the commu-
nity.

Dther issues

Potter said South Lyon was
the first communily to work on
the regional bike path, con-
vincing neighboring communi-

“We brouglt in the county,
hen got the focal and shile
funds,” said Potter, “This has
been u successlul project with
our Oakland Counly neigh-

The Mayor swid work along

potential. The county needs 10
look ut this corridor tn a simi-
lar wein as what is currently
touted  In central  Oakland
County ~- Automation Alley,

“We ocan let this stafl just

Troy/Aubum  Hills. model.
County officials gre here 10
sleer this.”

Dingeldey said one of the
important isswes lacing the
county is homeland security.
Tie county and local govern-
ment are working together to
address any issues thal mily
come up. The county is divided
inte five consortia to respond
to issues in their quadrant of
the county.

“Police and lire in those
arcas are in i consorlia effort
1o respond  through  ihe
Bepartment  of  Homeland
Security al 1ke county,” she
said. “All of the units in that
geegriphic grea have agreed w
respond  together and have
heen trained for a varicly ol
issues thal might eccur..”

When a regional hike/pedes-
trian trail was being planned
and implemented, Dingeldey
suid she was contacted by
South Lyon to help get Lyon
Qaks County Purk to allow the
path to cross their properly.

*1 nudged parks und reere-
ation fo put that path in froat of
Lyon Oaks, whichi wouldn't
have been done,” she said. ™I
didn't represent the ceminuni-
ty, but T did it anyway.”

Working together

Dingeldey said there isn't
much commissioners can do
about road conditions, beeavse
they don’t fall under the com-
mission’s eye. What she was
able to do, however, was get a
$! million increase to the
county’s Tri-Party road Tund,
which provides a one-third
match in road projects with the
Road Commission lor Oakland
County and local unit ol gov-
crnnient, With the budget prob-
lems the county is fucing, that,
increase could be delayed or
climinaled, however.

“1 boosted the Tri-Party road
fund to $2.5 million, receiving
full support of the board,” she
said. “Iy serves (he entire coun-
ty. When you work at the coun-
ty, things aren’t an island, Any
activilies at county on the
board comc as a result of a
team effor” Dingeldey said.
“You have to build those relu-
tionships with your.colleagues
in order to achieve things that
need Lo get done.”

Potler said working together
is one of his strongest quali-
ties.

Most things he has accom-
plished as mayor of South
Lyon focuses on werking with
other governmental entities to
save costs.
