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Novi resident Laura Powell and
her family moved to a house on
Village Wood Lake ocearly seven
yeurs ago, Since then, the Powells
have been plagved by the stench of
algae, garbage and dead fish.

"It smells like a sewer out here
nine times oot of 10" Powell said.

The east end of Village Wood
Lake — the end the Powells call
home -~ is experiencing an algae
bloom in recent months due in part
to the summer heat. This build-np of
algae has kilied off many of the
area’s fish which show up in their
backyard.

“We have all kinds of dead fish
washed up on shore,” Fowell said.

Powel? said her family has been
putting up with the problem, as weil
as the smell, each year since they
maoved onto the lake in 1995,

“It's a continuos probiem,”
Powel! said.

The Aqua Weed Company of
Hally has wreated the lake it the past
with a liquid form of copper sulfale
to counter the algae problem, as
well as added blue dye 1o the water
to improve its averall color.

‘Dick Biragel, owfier of the Aqua
Weed Company, said the situation is
typical of an unnatural body of
waler like Village Wood Lake,
which is technically called a water
retention basin,

“This is an issue that goes on in
ponds like thesg all aver the place,”
Pinagel said,

The Aqua Weed Company was
contracted through the neighbor-
hood association in charge — the
Village Oaks Associaton. The city
of Novi Department of Public
Works leaves the frealment of
Village Wood Lake to its neighbor-
hood association. However, the
DPW does clear weeds and clean
inlet and cullet piping to the lake,

Pinagel said the combination of
the surnmer Reat, the mucky water
and the nm-offs from neighborhood
yards, which ushers in lawwn and
other fenilizing chemicals, creates
ideal conditions for algae and plants
in Lhese Xinds of retention ponds,

To complicate matters, the pre-
vailing winds on Village Wood

Lake move towards Lhe east end —

the Powells end — bringing with it
any loose debris on the lake.

“If people lose it, it will be silling
in cur yard for weeks and wegks”

Powell said,

The Novi fronily has often seen
bicycies, tires, newspapers and
other garhage float onlo their yard,
aleng with the natural waste such as
tree  branches, foliage and, of
course, the dead fish,

On a weekly basis over the spring
months, the lake residents have
invested their own time and money
to tackle the garbage and dead fish
roliing up on shore, They raked and
cheaned about 25 baps of trash each
week,

The Powells are upset with the
way Village Oaks Association has
teen handling the afgae bloom and
the clean-up on their part of the lake.
They believe more can be done o
resolve this on-going situation.

"We peed a new approach to
mafnitain this lake," Powell said.

However, the Powelis have been
getling nowhere with the figires in
charge. Powell said the Village
Oaks Association failed to retum
many of her phone calls on the mat-
ter.

“There is a severe lack of com-
munication,” Powell said. “I want
avention.”

Code of Judicial Conduct states that
a judge ar a candidate for judicial
office should refrain from political
activity inapproprizte o judicial
office.

Those aspiring o the post are
restricted from holding office in a
political pary cr endorsing candi-
dates in ron-judicial elections. And
judicial candidates are not aflowed
to receive a campaign donation of
more than $100 from any lawyer.

But in order to protect the

. integrity of the office, the code goes
further,

It limnits the candidates ability 1o
exercise free speech.

Beyond promising faithful and
impardal performance of duties, &
candidate rmust not make pledges or

promises of conduct in office.

And, a can-
didate must nat
communicate
anything
known to be
false fraudu-
lent, mis'ead--
ing, or decep-

. tive.

Wixom Fire Department’s Camp 911
teaches kids to handle emergencies

While many children are head-
ing off to camp 1o swim and play
ball, some Wixom children are
learning how 1o save lives al
Camp 911.

The Wixom Fire Department-
sponsored camp, July 22-Juiy 26,
is to teach ¢hildren ages 9 through
L1 how to handle emergency situ-
alipns and other safety lips. Jerry
Musialowski, volunteer firefight-
er, said kids are having the time of
their lives while they are lcariing
emerpency techrigues thal may
save their 1ife or the life of their
loved ones.

“They learn how the 911 sys-
teny works,” Musialowski said.
“We're talking aboul emergency
plans and they're learning how te
usc fire extinguishers. Everyone
of the children used u fire exiin-
guisher on a real fire.”

The children are also learning
how 1o do the Heimlich
Mauneuver, search and rescug
practiges, bike safety, fire drills
and basic first aid,

Two years ago a Wikom boy,
who had taken the class the year
beflore, used the Heimlich maneu-
ver ta save the life of his brother,
who was choking on hard candy.

“This year we have the boy

having & sudden cardiae arrest. It
lells the user, who may not have
much medical waining, il any, to
deliver a shock to the person in
peril, However, it will not deliver a
shock t0 a person with 1 normal
heart diythm.

Goodlein is pleased by the com-
munity’s support.

“l can't express my feelings 1
have for the genercsity of the com-
murity,” Goodlein said. “This is
anather greal expression of the
wonderful, generous pecple who
live and werk in this community,
who are concerned about impertant
issues [ike public safety.”

Novi started using AEDs in cach
of their police cars in April. Novi
officers saved a man’s life with the
device a few weeks ago.

“He would be gone,” Goodlein
said of the man, who went into sud-
den cardiac arest, if AEDs were not
located in the police car.

Goodlein is excited 1o offer the
same benefit to peaple in Wixom,
who are having a sudden cardiac

arrest. Approximately 350,000 peo-
ple nationwide experience a sudden
cardiac arrest, which makes their

heart quiver, beat erratically and
unable to pump blood throughout
their bodies. Only 5 percent of the
people who have a sudden cardiac
arest will survive, he said.

Rochester. Minn., and Seattle,
Winsh. were both pioncer cities to
wtilize AEDs in police cars, Each of
those citics currendy have 30 to 40
percent survival rates for people suf-
fering with the heart attack.

Providence Hospital was one of
the major donators te the cause.
Robert  Casalou, president of
Providence Hospital, read an article
in the Novi News in March and
wanted (o de his part to save lives in
Wixom. The hospital denated
approximately $7.300 in equipment.

“My hat is off 1o them,” Goedlein
said. “They are wonderful people
and they are cenainly community-
minded.”

While seme voters want (o know
where a candidate stunds en issucs,
others want the opposite, said
Bondy.

“On the ather band, there are o
greal many volers who want to
know if you're going 10 be an
nctivist judge, pushing certain
socinl agendas in the court, or i
Jjudge who simply makes rulings
according to existing law," said
Bondy. "1 try to explain (o voters
that the 52-1 court, by its nawre,
dogs not give a judge 2 Jor of room
for interpretation.”

Quinn is the only candigute who
has run for office ot govemed by
the eode of conduct, He was elect-
ed mayor of Novi.

“It's Jike night and day,” said
Quinn, comparing the current cam-
paign to his mayoral races. “When
you're unaing for political office
such as maycr, you run on a slate of
programs, such as culting taxes,
creating new prograres. You want
voters to know how you'll side on
decisions.”

Quinn said the judicial campaign
trail has been quite different.

“The political portion of the
campaign is nan-existent. You doa't
espouse your political opinion on

any lapic,” said Quitn. “You're
running on your reputation in the
comimunity and in legal circles. You
want people (o know you have the
lnlcgmy for the office, whai your
history is, and who you are.”

But in a very large district made
up of distinet communities, Teputa-
tion only goes so far. Voters in
Highland aren’t as Gamiliae with
Quinn as volers are in Nowi,
Candidates are finding that door-to-
door campaigning is the best way
to let volers know who :hcy are.

And again, the questions zbout
gun control and the death penalty
pop up.

“You have to eaphin that the
judicial canens state that you can-
ol take a stand on issues and that
you have a l’EEpOI'ISlblllly 1o be fair
und impurtial," said Pope Starnes,

But voters often bave litle regard
for judicial canons.

*They want 1o know where you
stand. It's difficult because you
dor’t want them to think that you
are trying to evade their questions,”
suid Starnes.

Despite the limitations, Starnes
and the other candidales say there
e wiys to give voiers some sensc
of how they would petform an the
bench.

“I've tatked to one woman who
had a family member wha is a con-
victed drunk driver — a repeat
offender, She wanted 10 know how
the courts could help him.” Stames
recalled. *1 explained some of the
ways the court can help. People
have down to carth questions thet
deserve answers.”

A 50D-member panel of allomeys
performs a series of background
checks on each candidae,

“We look at their past wrilings.
We interview attorneys they've
worked with and against. We talk to
judges vnder whom they've prac-
ticed, All of the interviews are con-
dueted on an anonymous basis 1o
ensure frank and honest assess-
ments,” said Dan Tucker, President
of the Oakland County Bar
Associution. “And then we conduet
an extensive interview of the candi-
date.”

‘The bar association then rates the
candidate as “outstanding,” “well-
quatified,” or “qualified”

In the 52-1 District Court race,
Bondy and Quinn received ratings
of outstanding. Pope Starnes was
rated qualilied. Cavanagh did not
participate in the precess,

“Cltizens aren’t in the court
rooms watching the judges, so it's
difficult for the everyday voter lo
really understand or know about
the candidates in a meaningful
way,” said Tucker. “The judges are
limited in how they are able to cam-
paign, so we offer these indices (¢
help the voler choose between can-
didates.”

Pape Stames, however, doesn™t
believe that the ratings mean very
much to voers.

“In my door-to-door campaign-
ing, I've not yer met one person
who has demenstrated much regard
for the ratings,” she said. “Volers
understand it's very political. And,
though T am a lawyer — and 1 hate
to say this — many people dan't
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trust Jawyers.”

A recent United States Supreme
Cout Decision may loosen the
muzzles on judicial candidates, In a
5-4 decision the court ruled that a
clause in Minnesota’s judicial
canon was 2 violation of the First
Amendment. An altomey seeking 2
seat on the state's Supreme Court
chullenged a canon's clavse which
prohibiied him from criticizing the
court’s decisions.

The Supreme Courl Justice
Antonin Sculin wrote that “... the
notion that the special context of
electioneering justifies an abridg-
ment of the right to speak out on
disputed issues sets our First
Amendment jurispridence on its
head.”

1's unclear how the ruling will
affect " the code of ethics in
Michigan, but some candidales
would welcome the loasening of
resirictions on speech,
