Other court decuments filed by
Capello indicaied that the Main
Street property wus sald at an
Oakland County Cigenit Court
suction 10 the assigaee of (he
morigagee currently holding the
morigage on the property.

It was stated that neither The
Hayman Company nor Evergrecn
10 had paid money to the mort-
gagee since March.

Research Council making
life better here in Michigan

With the
dust is stll
setiling on
Tuesday's
primary
election
results,
now Is a
goed time
to take a
look at one
of the
largely
unknown -
factors that
drove
much  of
the polilleal discussicn in Michigan over
the past year.

It's called the Citizens Research
Council. It's very small — offices in
Livonia and Lansing and only cighi
highly qualified stall members. But it's
very highly respected in Michigan and
natlonally, And over the years, CRC has
influenced the evolution of public poliey
I Michigan [ar out of proportion Lo its
size.

For example, if there was any real
substance in the debates between can-
didates In gubernatorial primary elec-
tion, 1t had to do with Michigan's budg-
et crisis. Guess what provoked the
whole discussion? In June, 2001, CRC
|ssued a report — Michlgan's Precarious
Budget Siluation — that concluded that
the budget erisks was real and that there
i5 a “structural deficll” approaching %1
billian ir: the state's budget that will last
for years unless semething dramatic is
done.

Before the CRC study was released, if
you listened hard you could hear soft
mutlerings from Lansing that the state
was [acing budgel trouble. But there
was pothing specific. and certainly
nothing suggesting that the budget cri-

5i8 was as severe or as long Jasting as it
now seems. By itself, publication the
CRC study provoked.news stories and
editorfals [fom newspapers all over
Michigan. And once the press got onto
the slory, it wasn't long before politi-
clans were getling asked all kinds of dif-
fieult questions. And the Michigan
budgel crists is now recelving the atlen-
tion it deserves,

Thal's a perfect example of the CRC's
misston; “In a world filled with ali kinds
of special interest groups, 1t can be dif-
ficult to sort out the facts required for
sound decision making in government.
-.The Cliizens Research Councll was
lounded in 1916 to answer a need — the
need for independent, nonpartisan pub-
lic palicy research. Other organizations
conduict public policy research but often
have political agendas or clients that
may compromise Llheir objeclvity or
Independence. The Citizens Research
Council stands alone — always impar-
tial and Independent.”

And the record of achievemenl is
fmpressive. Work done by the CRC
paved the way for charler government
for Wayne County in 1981, for improv-
ing school inancing, for legislation pro-
viding for revenue sharing between state
and local governments, for updated
highway administration and finance, for
funding community health organiza-
tions. [n fact, there are few blg loples in
Michigan public pollcy that have not
been addressed in the Councils publi-
callons, CRC Reports, CRC Memoranda
and CRC Notes.

Of course, trylng to provide research
thal makes complex material accessible
to the general public yel meels the most
slringenl academic standards Is not
easy. As CRC President Earl Ryan told
me, “We know a lot of stufl, but often
policy makers don't know or don'i, care
ar prefer not to pay much atlention lo

our research.” But CRC remains firm in
ils believe that some information is bei-
ter than none. As legendary University
of Michigan Business Professor Paul
McCracken says, "CRC is the only
organization in Michigan with the com-
petency, tenacity and credibility to get
the job right.”

The Council has undergone consider-
able evolulfon since its foundation in
1916, when the Progressive movemenl
iniraduced the then-revolutionary {dea
that public policy formation should be
hased on facts and empirical, independ-
enl research, In the 1950s, according te
Ryan, CRC was “determinedly boring,
its publications and research nearly
indigestible.,” But the organization
moved out of dewntown Detroit to a
bright, modern office overlooking 1-275
in Livonia and spiffed up the writing and
design of its publications.

With an annual budget of around
$700,000, the Council is supported
malnly by contributions from the busi-
ness community around the state. In
order to further safeguard [is independ-
ence, CRC is now trying to raise S10
million as an endowmenl. And it's just
put  up a web slte  —
hittp:/ /www.cremich.org — that is now
getling something like 60,000 hits a
month,

The point here Is thal the Cifizens
Research Council is hardly the subject
of daily conversation in Michigan. But it
is one of those quliet organizatlons (hat
are unlquely valuable and filled with
Integrity that make llife so much better
for ail of us.

The Spirit of John Dunlap

John Dunkip has slipped into
the inaze of history. The role this
small-business owner pluayed in
American independence is nol
widely known and rarely men-
tioned among the acts of defiance
that accurred 226 years ago when
our nation took its first step
toward {reedom,

But the Philadelphia printer's
skill heralded one of the preatest
events in modern civilization.
Called 19 action by the
Continental Congress in July
1776, Dunlap crafted 500
“broadside” posters that gave the
emerging nation its first look at
the Declaratien of Tndependence,
The copics he quickly spun from
his letterpress at 4§ High Strect
were raced (o citizens throughout
the colonies to share with them
the news that sell-government
was the will of the people and
revolution was at hand.

Certainly Duniap was thriilled
10 see the wards "When in the
Course of human cvenls...."
Despile knowing that this dan-
gerous experiment might fail, he
took & brave stand and added his
name e the bottom ¢f the printed
document, an act that could have
led to a traitar's death by hanging
had the revolution failed,

Independence. It defines us as
a nation, it tells the world (hat we
will govern and defend our-
selves, it drives our entrepreneur-
izl spirit and is the foundation of
our free enterprise system.

Some nations envy it, some
think it arogant, othets despise
the concept because they are
unwilling to accept that "all men
are created equal.” They refusc to
acknowledge lhat our citizens
have "unalienzble Rights, that
among these are Life, Liberty
and the pursuit of Happiness.”

America’s detractors also [ail
to realize that the spirit of John
Dunlap continues to bieat within
the breasts of millions ef small-
business owners whose pursuit
of happingss is the American
Dream of stacting theit cwn
enterpriscs. These are risk-tak-
ers, who through their daily
cfforts, serve their fellow cid-
zens and contribute mightly o
their nation's future.

It is unlikely that today's

small-business owners will ever
have an historic oppartunity
such as the one faced by John
Dunlap, bui their dedication 1o
those ideals forged long ago is
ne less firm. Throughout our
nation's history, those wha run
America's shaps and till its soils
have always been willing to
shoulder the burden of securing
freedom and  independence.
From the bridge at Concord to
the mountains of Afghanistan,
the battle has been bomne in large
part by small-business " owmers
and their employees.

Butif called upon, if
nceded in the service of our
nation, America's enlreprensurs,
like John Dunlap, will take a
firm: stand and get the joh done.
