Every fall since the close of
Worid War 1l thousands of
American lecns have packed their
bags in anticipation of the grandest
adventre of their lives — the
chance (e study abroad.

However, last fall - in the wake
of the horror at the World Trade
Cenler, the Pentagon and in a
Pennsylvania field ~ hundreds of
sehool boards across the country,
including Novi's, slapped a ban on
studgn (rave!.

Eleven students from Hamburg,
Germany, were already here stay-
ing with the families of the st~

- 8/11- SCHOALS,

dents who had shared their homes
seven months earlier when the
world changed.

As soon as news of the Iragedy
reached Novi High School,
recalled Principal Jennifer Cheal,
"we had the students cail thcnr par-
ents from school.”

Gerhard Dammann, who heads
up the German side of the pro-
grant, said that initially, all his par-
ents, even the ones with children in
Canada, wanted their children
home immediately. However, he
added, afier the shock wore off,
they couldn’t undersiand why trav-

el wasn't rescheduled for the
renainder of the year.

Americans' sense of isolation,
he noted, was much grealer than
that of Europeans so the terror
attacks came as a greater shock.

"Yugoslavia was a holiday
reson for us untl that country fell
apart,” he explained, adding that
his generation saw 70 percent of
Hamburg destroyed in the Allied
bombing of the city dering World
War 11. "I was bern during the war.
1 grew up playing in the ruins,” he
said.

The Novi-Hamburg exchange
program got ils start when Newvi
Superintendent Emmzett Lippe vis-
ited Germany on a Fulbright

Novi exchange program pushes forward

Fellowship two years ago.

Dammann, who had been run-
ning exchange programs for his
school distrct for more than 20
years, was looking for something
different and in Lippe he found a
partner.

What makes the Novi-Hamburg
program different is that families
exchange children. In most foreign
study programs, students sign up
ta study abroad, but there is no
guarantee (hat if their parents
aecept a student that they will even
come from the same country.

"Whal is nique about this pro-
gram.” offered Dammanz, "is that

Chip Quasney, parks and recre-
ation member, requested that
aleohol be allowed in Sims Park
at the Aug. 20 council meeting.
Residents would be allowed to
drink if they had a permit te de so.

Since then, Quasney has talked
over the proposal with Walker,
who told him the prablems public
drinking could cause,

Therefore, Quasney made a
new proposal for a beer teat that
wauld coincide with an arl fair.
The beer tent would be tighily
controlled and regulated, he said.

Jim Clifion spoke out against
the new proposal as well.

“How beer and axt go together —
I have no idea,” Jim Clifton said.
“People just don't have a couple
of beers with their families. [
think all you're going to do is
increase public safety (patrel).
I'm not against drinking. [ used to
be a bartender, But [ think you're
asking for trouble.”

Mayor Williamm Roberts agreed
with Cliften.

“Ithink if we need a beer tent to
look at art, there must be a prob-
lem with the art,” Roberts
quipped. “My concern is this is a
residential area. [ don't think
alcohel would be the best use in
that area.”

Heather Hili, council member,
said she received complaints of
rowdy peopk who were drinking
in the park when she was on parks
and recreation.

Police are alrcady spread thin,
she said, It would take more
police officers to patral the park,
where residents were drinking
alcohel.

“1still feel that drinking should
be confined (o private property,
bars and convention halls” Hill
said, “[ don't think we should use
pablic propeny for public drink-
ing."

If the 2002 camp holds tradi-
tion, it will be'like its previous six
versions and be decidedly low on
tradition and high on fishing -
especially at night when the
salmon arc casier (o cawch for
those newer to the sport.

The 2002 Saimen Camp is
being held over the weekend of
Sepi. 20-22 and 27-29 and is open
1 ull on a first-come, ficst-served
basis.

Bucter's Salmon Camp coin-
cides with the annual fall return of
Lake Michigan's big fish to their
native streams. Bueler and his
legions of anglers, mosily from
the MNarthville and Novi area, have
descended on the town of Baldwin
mn Lake Co. for the last six
Septembers and fished its nearby

Pere Marquete River with all
their might.

The fish that are wargeted are
two of the more abundant types of
salman found in Michigan: king
and ¢oho. King (also known s
chinock) wsually weigh in at 15-
20 pouads and coho {ar silver) tip
the scales al about 812 pounds.
Hooking into and landing some of
the really big boys, chinook
weighing in excess of 30 pounds,
is not unbeard of while fishing the
Pere Marquette.

Johs Bucter, wha's fished the
PM. for more than thirty years,
promises that the young and cld,
male and female, novice, experi-
enced or professional will all have
a good fishing experience.
Campers stould bring clothing to
deal with all sorts of weather pos-
sibilities as they will be fishing,
“Come hell or high water.”

Bueter spends mest of the day-
light tiours in camp organizing s
flacks of szlmon-seckers, and
nights on the river introducing
campers to couting salmon in the
dark.

When the king and coho enter
the rivers from Lake Michigan in
thie fall they stop eating to concen-
trate on spawning. Getting these
salmon, skitlish and no longer
interested in food to take a lure
can be a maddening chailenge
