Novi Ice Arena's management 
linn, Suburban Hocl<cy, received 
high praise and a new contract 
la.st week, confirming its iibility to 
take the city-owned facility out of 
tlie red. 

"Il is clear IVoin our monthly 
llnancial reports that Suburban 
Hockey, under the leadership of 
the president, Mr, Tom Anastos, 
has inade significant strides in 
improving the operations and 
profitability of the ice arena," said 
Craig Kiaver, City o f Novi chief 
operating officer. 

Kiaver said Anasto.s is credited 
with increasing fiscal year 2002 

gross revenues by 9.3 percent 
while reducing operating expens­
es and the arcnii's debt owed io 
the ciiy's general fund. 

The arena's current debt to the 
fund is $746,656. 

The Cily of Novi's finance direc­
tor and treasurer, Kathy Smilli-iioy, 
said tlic amount is ;ibout $6.5,284 
less than the amount owed at 
Novi's 2(X)1 fi.scal year end. 

According to documents pro­
vided by Smilh-f<oy, the arenti 
has an unaudited net profit lor tlic 
2002 year of about $20,000. 

"We hiid budgeted a loss for the 
year, so the arena outperformed 
expectalions." Smith-Roy said. 

Tlie new three-year contract, 
with a 12-month termination 

notice, wil l feature a base man­
agement Ice with Incentive provi­
sions like additional rewards for 
increases in gross revenue. 

According to contnict docu­
ments, Suburban l-lockcy wi l l 
receive ; i base management fee o f 
$7,166 ibr the first year of the 
agreement. In Ihe following con-
Iract years, the fee will increase 
by 4 percent from Ihe b:isc 
amount of the proceeding year. 

Gross revenue incentive per­
centages range froin 1.25 percent 
10 2 percent, tlie same as the last 
contract, but will be calculiiied 
from llie gross revenue schedule 
beginning al $1.71.*) iriillion com­
pared 10 lasl year's $i-.675 million 
slarting point. 

"While it is difficult lo specu­

Residents voice 
their opinions 
on Novi libraiy

High city taxes was revealed 
as Ihe major reason Novi resi­
dents, recently surveyed during 
an independent study, said they 
were not in favor of paying 
more for a new library 

The message was delivered 
lo library officials via llie 
"Novi Public Library Survey 
on Public Support for a Bond 
and Openiling MilLigc 
Proposal," prepared and con­
ducted by the Lansing-based 
Educiitionai Political industrial 
Consumer Market Research 
Analysis (EPIC-MRA) firm. 

According to the, executive 
summary and dcmograpiiic 
analysis, "the Novi library 
board wi l l have a difficult lime 
persuading a majoriiy of voters 
in the City of Novi to support a 
bond and operating millagc 
proposal for tile dollar amounts 
tested in the survey." 

Topping Ihe list of reasons is 
a belief by many of those 
polled that their taxes are 
already too li'igh for what they 
get back in city services. 

The Aug. 19 report stated, 57 
percent of Ihe respondents 
directly said their local taxes 
are too high for what they get 
back in city services, 38 per­
cent said iJieir taxes were about 
right and 1 percent said their 
taxes were too low. 

The report did state Ihe "anti-
tax" feeling is nol as intensely 
negative as it could be since out 
of the 57 percent who said 
taxes were too high, only 19 
percent said they were "much" 
too high. The 38 percent group 
said their taxes were "some­
what" too high. 

Representatives from EPIC-
M R A said when a majority of 
voters view their lax burden as 
too high, it becomes very diffi­
cult to convince them lo vote 
for proposals increasing taxes. 

According to the report, 78 
percent o f respondents also 
said their property taxes had 
increased over the past two to 
three years, including 33 per­
cent who said they had 
iiicreased "a lot" and 45 per­
cent who said "somewhat." 

"This response also points to 
the recognition of increased 
taxes among the public and 
contributes to an anti-tax senti­
ment," the document stated. 

When asked what recent lax 
increases polled residents 
remembered the most. 60 per­
cent of Ihe respondents 
answered the road bond, Novi 
school bond improvements and 
expansions, the special educa­
tion millage for schools and the 
police building improvements 
pi'oposals. Forty percent were 
undecided. 

The study additionally out­
lines whal firm representatives 
believe are the best prospects 
for positive feelings toward a 
library bond and millage.

There's a new, albeit familiar, 
face on the Novi Community 
School District Board of 
Education.

Wolverine Lake Village may be 
in line for a skate park, possibly 
inside v i i a Park Trai l along 
Glengary Road. 

A task force subcommittee, 
headed by Village Councilman 
Patrick Donnelly and Parks and 
Recreation Board member John 
Elzerman, has been assessing the 
feasibility of developing the park 
for the past several months. 
Safety and liability concerns, as 
well as cost factors, are among 
the issues being examined by the 
subcommittee. 

"This is a huge, huge sport -
something that has been happen­
ing since the 1960s and is contin­
uing to grow," said Donnelly. "A 
skate park would be another addi­
tion to a nice anay of recreation­

al opportunities we oiler. It would 
give kids a place to exercise, burn 
off energy and keep them from 
being idle." 

According to Donnelly, if vil­
lage council eventuiilly gives the 
go-ahead for the park, construc­
tion wouldn't liegin until at least 
next fall. The project is still in its 
preliminaiy stages, he said, as the 
subconiniittce slowly makes its 
way through a 16-slcp process it 
developed lo belter insure the 
projccl'.s .succes.s. 

"We want to do litis right, 
address all the right issues and 
concerns. And 1 am hoping to get 
homeowners and kids who would 
use the park lo become part of the 
subcommittee," Donnelly said. "1 
think the park has a real good 
chance al this point. Il was origi­
nally received (by village coun­
cil) wi i l i some .skepticism, but 

after several presenlatioiis, it is 
being looked at in a more favor­
able light." 

Wolverine Lake Councilman 
David Reiiwick agreed that the 
skate park, if it "is done right." is 
;i ynod idea for the village. "1 can 
see how this could really be an 
asset for the kids. Any kind of 
structured area, if laid out well, is 
better than having people yell at 
kids to get off their lawn or olfthc 
street (while roller blading). 

"If we can give tlieiii some­
thing that is reasonably safe," 
Renwick added, "and the kids are 
properly equipped with helmets 
and pads, this can be a good thing 
- a place lor the kids to lei off 
.steam. But there is .still a lot to be 
hammered out. Wc are taking 
baby steps with this and it's all 
very exploratory right now," he 
said.. 

Renwick added that bringing in 
a portable skate park is also being 
considered, as is the possibility of 
constructing the rink in a manner 
that allows it to be used its an ice 
rink during tlie winter months. 
"We are looking at a very broad 
package here." he .said. 

Village Council President 
Karen Vickers said that more 
details are needed before she 
decides whether or nol Wolverine 
Lake should proceed with the 
dcvelopnicnl, " A l the moment, I 
am not incredibly in favor of i l . 
I'm nol sure of the actual intent. 1 
need to know more about the lia­
bility aspect, what they specili-
ciilly want to build and how much 
it will co.st," she said. "Plus, will 
wc be drawing kids from other 
areas or would this be for resi­
dents only'? Wil l there be a charge 
to use i l , or not'.' A s a small com­

munity, 1 can't justify using lax-
pjiycr money to bcnelit other 
coinniunilies." 

Council members will more 
fully examine the proposal at an 
iipeoming work session, possibly 
later this month. Renwick said he 
is fairly confident ihc skate park 
wil l cvenliially be developed, as 
long as residenis in the immediaie 
area ;uc not adamantly opposed 
to it. "Wc wil l be talking lo the 
neighbors, probably in a 300-fool 
radius (of Vita Trail)," lie said. 
"Their input is very important. If 
Ihey are 100 pe.Tcnt against i l , i l 
could die right there. But for most 
of lhe lieoplc around here, when i i 
comes to somelhing for the kids, 
it's pretty positive. A lol of the 
people care about ihe kids in ihe 
community. The second you say 
'this is for the kids,' everyone 
perks up."

The City of Wixom. recendy 
transferred $115,000 to the 2002-
2003 Waste Water TreatInent Fund 
from last year's fund to cover 
painting of two clarifiers at the 
Wixom Waste Water treatment 
plant. 

The paint, which acts as a 
durable sealant to preserve the 
clarifiers'concrete walls, was orig­
inally planned to be applied on the 
liIree clarifiers at the U-eatment 
pjant by June 30,2002, die end of 
tfie •&scaJ year. Due to unforeseen 
cleaning and preparation work that 
had to be done on the clarifiers, as 
well as weather conditions, paint­
ing was completed on just one 
clarifier by ilie end of the fiscal 
year; painting on the remaining 
two wasn't completed until late 
AugtIst. This necessitated a shift in 
the funds to the current budget. 

Transferring the money from 
one year to the next is simply "an 
accounting aspect" that is com­
monly done in road projects and 
other work that has compleuon 
dates which are difficult to con­
cisely predict, according to Greg 
McCaffery, Wixom's director of 
public services. 

"You can't really see the condi­
tion of the clarifiers until they are 
drained and power-washed," 
McCaffery said. "We knew some­
what ahead of time, by the con-o-
sion of some of bolts tliat are v i s i ­
ble before the clarifiers are 
drained, that we were going to 
have some additional work, but we 
couldn't tell how much needed to 
be done until we drew the clarifiers 
down," he explained, 

Clarifiers are large holding tanks 
where sediment and odier solids 
are settled out and removed from 
the waste water. The clarifiers are 
subjected to very corrosive chemi­
cals and other harsh conditions 
which take their toll, McCaffery 
added. The recent prep work, 
cleaning and painting should keep 
ihe clarifiers in optimal condition 
f o r l O t o 15 years. 

Standard Industrial Painting, 
Inc , of Riverview, Mich , , was 
awarded the painting project last 
November at a bid of $ 165,000. An 
additional $15,000 was budgeted 
for engineering and other miscella­
neous work, bringing the project's 
total Cost to $180,000 McCaffery 
said.

Officers from Novi, Wixom and 
Walled Lake will be among the 
nearly 40 lawmen honored by the 
Oakland County Chapter of 
Mothers Against Drunk Driving's 
( M A D D ) 13th Annual Lifesavers 
Awards Banquet Sept. 21 at Lelli's 
Inn o f Auburn Hills. 

Each year M A D D recognizes 
officers, troopers and deputies 
ftDm throughout the county select­
ed by their supervisors for their 
efiforts to keep impaired drivers olT 
Oakland County's highways and 
byways. 

" M A D D , " said spokesman 
Michele Compton, "holds each 
and cveiy nominee in the greatest 
for their exceptional efforts in 
apprehending dnink drivers, edu­

cating the public and advocating 
the mission and goals of our 
organization." 

In addition to honoring person­
nel from each of the county's 36 
law enforcement agencies, 
M A D D also issues an annual 
award to the department witii the 
most outstanding alcohol preven­
tion program. This year that award 
goes to the Royal Oak Police 
Department's Alcohol 
Enforcement Detail. 

However, if you're driving 
tlirough Walled Lake intoxicated. 
Officer Cal Rix of the Walled Lake 
Police Department is your worst 
nightmare. 

According to Capl . John 
Woychowski, of the 170 OUIL 
(operating under the influence of 
liquor) arrests within the confines 
of Walled Lake's three square 

miles. Officer Rix account for 141 
of those taken into custody. 

"For lack of belter words," said 
Capl. Woychowski, "he's just a 
real workhorse" 

Before coming lo Walled Lake 
three years ago. Officer Rix spent 
30 years with the Oak Park Police 
DeparUTient, where he had been 
the top cop for auto theft recovery, 

Capl, Woychowski added that 
while with Oak Park PD, Officer 
Rix was recognized at the 
.'..ife.savers Awards Banquet six 
limes. 

Capl . Woychowski noted an 
O U I L .arrest is faidy involved 
process. "There is a ton of paper­
work. It's not a quick and simple 
citation." 

He added that out of Officer 
Rix's 141 OUIL an-ests, 11 were 
third-time offenders, which boosts 

the charge up to felony level. Capl. 
Woychowski added Officer Rix 
also took 21 second-time offend­
ers off the road and 21 undcraged 
impaired drivers. 

Officer Rix, was also honored 
tills year for his efforts in evacuat­
ing residents of a local housing 
complex during a fire. 

According to Wixom Police 
Chief Clarence Goodlcin, 
Pau-olman Jeff Niehaus "is just 
like you and ine. He's got job; he's 
gol a family; and he thinks his job 
is important." Niehaus lead his 
department in O U I L arrests last 
year, racking up 20 of the depan-
iiicnt's 93, 

"He's just a guy who's commit­
ted to doing a job he tiiinks is 
important," said Chief Goodlein. 
He added, "After awhile you just 
get a belly full of these needless 

accidents caused by someone who-
wil l simply not take a cab home 
after having too much to drink." 

Fortunately, said Chief 
Goodlein, OUIL is not a huge 
problem for his city of 13,300 peo­
ple. He noted that 93 an-ests for 
the yeiu- averages out to less than 
two a week. 

"We have a few bars and they're 
run by good businessmen who go 
out of their way to try and make 
sure people don't try to drive 
drunk." .said Chief Goodlein. "Not 
all drinking occurs in bars, and 
despite the best efforts of every­
one, individuals need to take 
responsibility for themselves. 

Chief Goodlein said Patrolman 
Neihaus, who joined tiie depart­
ment in 1998, has worked all three 
of the department's shifts and vol­
unteered to work midnights. 

"Statistics show 9 p.m. to 3 a.m. is 
when you have the most intoxicat­
ed people out on die road." And i f 
the road tiiey're on is in Wixom, 
there's a good chance they'll meet 
Pau-olman Neihaus. 

"He's a pretty nice guy," said 
Chief Goodlein. "He's married and 
has one child and another on the 
way" 

Recognizing the contributions 
of Neihaus, Rix and the 34 otiier 
officers on the M A D D list, 
Compton said, "We are grateful 
that tiiey make Oakland County 
roads a safer place to be and can 
only estimate how many tragedies 
they have prevented."

James Kosler, Novi's a.ssistani 
superintendent for business oper­
ations, urged raising rent:il fees 
on 12 of the district's 21 rental 
categories. 

Afler presenting a fee list close 
to the average charged by the sur­
rounding six districts, Ko.ster 
termed the Ice increases "fair." 

"I'd h;ive no problem setting 
them oven higher," offered 
Trustee John Hahigna. 

The reiiliil Ices arc charged to 
local lor-prollt organizations and 
to non-pnilils lhal arc nol located 
in Novi . Local non-profit groups 
iirc not charged a rent;d lee, said 
Kosler 

Kosler explained those groups 
cDinc behind the district's K-12 
program, community education 
and the ciiy's parks and recreation 
departtncnt on the priority lisi for 
using school facilities. 

Trustee John Streit wanted to 
know, given the number of com­
puters in the .schools' media cen­
ters, why they were on the lisi of 
rentable facilities. 

Kosler said it was more of a 
being prepared issue tlian any­

thing. "We've never had anyone 
ask io rent a media center." he 
said, adding lhal for some facili­
ties, such as lhe auditorium and 
media centers, renters are 
rcfjuired to pay lo have a school 
staff person present in addition lo 
the rental fee. 

Kosler said i l was difficult to 
compare fees charged by sur­
rounding .school districts becau.se 
the facilities arc nol all identical 
and each district's policies are dif­
ferent. For instance, while Novi 
does not liave a minimum use 
requirement. West Bloomfield 
Schools charges groups I'or a min­
imum of four hours regardless of 
how long they use a building. 

West Bloomfield also had the 
higlicst rental fees of any of the 
surrounding districts. 

He said after reviewing Novi's 
fees, he found Ihe district's rental 
fees either on par or below other 
districts in the region. 

The trustees voted unanimous­
ly to give preliininar)' approval to 
the fees at Iheir Sept. 5 meeting 
and instructed staff to place the 
fee .schedule on ils next consent 
agenda. 

The new fees are expected to be 
put in elfect inimedialcly afler the 
Sept. 19 board meeting.

C h a n g e s i n e d u c a t i o n l a w c o n c e r n d i s t r i c t

There is a light at the end of 
the educational tunnel. However, 
school officials in Novi and 
across the country still arcn'l 
sure if that light is coming from 
a bright new day for their stu­
dents or from an on-coniing 
lr:iin. 

Dozens of Novi Coininunity 
School Districl administrators 
and senior teachers gathered at 
Novi I'vliddle School Sept. 12 to 
hear Lawrence Lezotte discuss 
Ihe implications of the federal 
No Chi ld Left Behind Act of 
2()0I, signed into law by 
President Oenrge W. Bush in 
January. 

According to Lezotte . a 
nationally known education con­
sultant, il is the most fundemen-
tal change in education in a cen-
lury. At the very least it's the 
biggest change since the federal 
government got involved in K-12 
education in a big way wilh the 
Elementary and .Secondary 

Hducation Act (HSHA)of I'Xi.S. 
A l stake is more than the near­

ly SI 1 billion in Title (Jne money 
the federal government spent last 
year. According to Novi Sciiool 
Hoard member Carol l-lfring. 
there is the possibility that Ihe 
district, like many others ;icross 
the country, could be facing 
untold Ihonsands of dollars in 
transpiiralion and tutoring costs. 

in the past, schools thai 
received federal Title One money 
and failed to meet the federal 
guidelines risked the loss of 
those funds. But districts like 
Novi which received little or no 
federal money were relatively 
unconcerned about federal over­
sight. 

That all changed when Bush 
signed the No Child Left Behind 
Act . According to Lezotte, i l 
expands the role of the federal 
gcivernment in local education 
decisions to a level never seen 
before. Prior lo this year, only 
schools considered lo have high 
poverty levels saw a great deal of 
federal involvemenl. 

. Now. said Lezolle, "the federal 
reach extends to all .schools." 
That reach, he added, is unlikely 
to go away, since the legislation 
w;is approNcd by 92 Senators and 
an equal proportion of the House 
of Representatives. 

That, lie said, means educators 
across the country are going to 
have lo make lundamenlal 
changes in lhe way they go about 
tciiching. 

Lezotte noted that under the 
current federal standards, about 
.'>4 percent of the schools In 
Kansas, for example, w i l l be 
considered failing schools. 
"They arc l iv id there," he said. 

Michigan, he said, is looking 
at a failure rate of close lo 60 
perccnl. 

Lezolle said that while public 
schools have spent Ihe past 100 
years thinking in terms of aver­
ages, Ihc new measure is going 
to be how much the lowest per­
forming students in a school 
improve their performance. He 
noted that while people have 
called for school reform almost 

since the moment Ihe core struc­
ture for schools was established 
at Ihe beginning of the 20th cen­
tury, lhey also wanted the gram­
mar of schools left untouched. 
This mes.ses with tlie grammar. 

The challenge for educators, 
said Lezolle, is figuring out how 
to meet federal and slate stan­
dards that haven't been set yet. 

Novi Superintendent Emmetl 
Lippe said he believes the base­
line for school performance will 
be the current M E A P tests. 
However, he noted, " N o one 
knows exacily what the state 
guidelines are going to be." ' 

Stil l , Lippe said, he is -not-
frightened by the coming 
changes. "Leave no child behind 
only niakes sense. Why would 
you want to leave any child 
behind.." he said.

Anastos said his goals during 
the company's contract renewal 
period are to continue providing 
the best customer service possible 
and the most diverse program­
ming possible, appealing to fami­
lies, seniors, children and special­
ty groups. 

"That will coniinuc to be our 
goal," he said. "Wc also want to 
make sure we manage the 
expense side of our operations as 
tightly as we can." 

The management firm presi­
dent also plans on focusing on 
some capital investments to put 
back into the building. 

"The.se buildings are indoor 
playgrounds," Anastos said. 
"They gel beat up pretty bad." 

Wiih in the next three-plus 
years Suburban Hockey will serve 
as tlie rink's manager. Anastos 

additionally will focus on keeping 
fees at a minimum. 

"Wc are very proud to stabilize 
wilh no increase in fees," lie said. 
"Il would be my goal lo Iry lo do 
everything we can lo maintain as 
minimal as fee effect as possible. 

"•You don't want to push fees to 
a level where people won't partic­
ipate." 

Anastos s;iid he hasn't counted 
out the concept of selling naming 
rights to the arena either. 

Last year, members of the Novi 
Ci ty Counci l gave him Ihe 
approval to solicit the idea. 

"Wc haven't had lhal on the 
front burner," he said. "We've 
been focusing on operations," 

Currently, representatives from 
the management firm have been 
doing the ground work to see i f 
now is Ihe time lo launch a nam-
ing-rights campaign. 

Suburban Hockey representa­
tives said the slow economic c l i ­
mate has been the main deterrent 
in the plan. 

"People have to be able to 
afford the opportunity," Anastos 
said. 

What the city--owned facility 
maniiger is absolutely certain 
about is the conlinucd success of 
Ihe arena is based on the team 
effort of Suburban Hockey, the 
arena's participants, Novi's man­
agement and members of the cily 
council. 

"We've had very slrong support 
from city council and city govcm-
nient," he said. 

Without everyone's support, 
Aniislos said it would be impossi­
ble. 

"So really, at tlic end of the day it 
has been a team effort," he said."We 
are just p;u1 of the rca.son."

a timc-limitcd, lower-amount 
millage. 

"The weakest link in the pro­
posal is the operating milhige, bul 
including an expiration dtite on 
the funding (oppo.sed lo in perpe­
tuity) significantly increases its 
prospects for passage," the report 
slated. 

Representatives further said 
reducing Ihe amount of the oper­
ating millage so the total lax 
increase would be less than $100 
per year would make passage 
more likely. 

"As far as we're concerned this 
is a planning tool." said Kalhy 
Mulch, vice-presidcnl of the Novi 
Public Library Board. "This is a 
way to gel us from vvlicrc wc arc 
lo gelling us to the next step. Wc 
don't even know if it wil l be on 
the ballot next year." 

.Mulch said Ihe board decided 
lo spend Ihe money on a survey 
by a reputable polling company lo 
really underslttnd the mindset of 
Novi voters oppo.sed lojust doing 
a questionnaire where anyone 
could polcntially "stuff the box."

INTERPRETING RESULTS 

When interpreting survey 
results, all surveys are subject 
to error; that is, the results of 
the survey may differ from 
those obtained if the entire 
population was interviewed. 

The sampling error depends 
on the total number of respon­
dents in the particular question. 

For example, 51 percent of 
all Novi respondents said they 
support a large central location 
for a library instead of a branch 
office. 

This percentage would have 
a sampling error of plus or 
minus 5.7 percent. 

That means with repeated 
sampling, it is very likely (95 
times out of every 100), the 
percentage for the entire popu­
lation would fall between 45.3 
and 56.7 percent, hence 51 
percent plus or minus 5.7 per­
cent. 

The margin of error is arc 
shaped, peaking when half of 
all respondents give the same 
answer 

This means the margin of 
error is smallest when either a 
large percent or small percent 
of the respondents give the 
same answer.

"It does change lives," Nestle 
said of the visits lo Zambia. 
"We h;ive made so nuiny per­
sonal relationships. Wc weren'l 
able to change lives indefinitely 
but could be a light in Zambia 
and change the right now. 
Bringing the word o f God, pray­
ing with them, ;ind jusi being 
wilh Iheni was such a blessing. 
They are sick and hungry bui 

they are happy and appreciate 
what they have." 

Nesllc said the experience 
was very humbling. 

"There was a woman wc 
worked wilh both last year and 
this year who lold us that she 
had thought we were a rich 
church with thousands and 
thousands of members who hiid 
a little bit of money lefl over to 
spend on lhe Zambians." 

The woman had gotten the 
image from television. 

"They think we are all rich. 
But when she found out ihal we 
don't even have our own church 
yet and had chosen to spend our 
time and money with and for 
them, .she cried," said Nestle. "I 
cried loo. 1 was glad she found 
out bccau.sc then I knew (hai she 
understood that we came 
because wc loved them as our 
brothers and sisters in Christ."

Commerce Township wi l l con­
tinue to grow after the planning 
corniiiissicm gave site plan 
approval at their .Sept. 9 meeting 
for a 52-lot subdivision called 
Woodland Kidge. 

Tlie site, which is located 
south o f Commerce Road and 
east of Winewood Lane and is 
near the Lake .Sherwood subdivi­
sion, is just more than 41 acres 
and the developers asked the 
commission for a special land 
use permit to exercise a cluster 
option. The homes will he single 
family but the developer, 
Windhajn Development, Inc., 
wants the cluster option because 
the srjuare footage of llie lots ivill 
be slightly smaller than the town­
ship requirements. 

Planning Director Connie 
Guest told the commission the 
developer had done a good job 
incorporating park land into their 
design given that the sile is eiivi-
ronnientally challenged. 

"r)ue lo Ihc fact lhal a lot of 
it's swamp and bog land," she 
said. 

The developer is also hoping 
to have water and sewer services 
for Ihe homeowners, but town­
ship engineer Jay James told the 
commission there is a chance 
sewers may not be available for 
this, or future, building projects. 

James said the sewer licatmenl 

plant which serves Coimnerce 
Township has permits to treat up 
lo 3 mil l ion gallons a day. He 
said in die past the Michigan 
Department of Environmental 
Quality has left it lo the township 
10 keep track of their usage, but 
h;ivc now decided lo do it ihcm-
.selves. They have told the town­
ship that i l must account for any 
possible connections over the 
next year when figuring their 
sewage usage. 

"They kind of changed the 
rules," James said. 

He said using tiie new M D E Q 
formula puts the township al a 
rale of 2.8 million gallons per 
day with several projects featur­
ing sewers already past the plan­
ning stage. James also said that 
he expects Ihe treatment plant to 
receive a new permit allowing 
for the processing of 5 million 
gallons as day, but isn't sure 
when that wi l l happen. 

It is because of that reason thai 
James asked the planning com­
mission to put of caveat on future 
sile plans they approve Idling 
deveUipers know they are not 
guaranteed sewer service at Ihis 
time. 

James also said he spoke with 
the developers of 'iVoodland 
Ridge and Ihey understand what 
is happening. 

Guest said that developers 
shouldn't be forced lo wait while 
the township figures out the 
problem.

Douglas Lebeck spends his 
days dropping key fobs in pools 
of icy, slushy salt water and 
sprinkling artificial human 
sweat on electronic components 
at T R W Automotive at 10 Mile 
and 1-275, where he is chief 
engineer for testing. 

Most nights and weeks for the 
past few years though, you 
would have found ihe N o v i man 
at home, settled in his favorite 
chair tapping away on his laptop 
- not on reports, but on his first 
novel. 

"Memories o f a Dinosaur 
Hunter" is now available elec­
tronically at www.istbooks.com 
and according to Lebeck wil l be 
available in both hardcover and 
paperback versions from the 
publisher "any day now." 

Lebeck said he got bitten by 
the writing bug a few years ago 
while working on his M B A . "I 
found I really missed writing," 
he recalled. He said he found 
writing to be an escape from the 
pressures of his day job. In v^rit-
ing "Memories of a Dinosaur 
Hunter" Lebeck said he was able 
to "get 65 million years .iway 
from the office."

Lebeck. "Nobody knew whal 1 
wu.s doing, not even my wile," 
he said, adding it wasn't unusual 
I'or him to spend hours wiitching 
sports while working on reports. 

He said when he was about 
halfway through the book he 
showed it first to his sister, who 
shares his love of .sci-fi litera­
ture, and then his wife. His said 
his sister began calling weekly 
to make sure he'd finish the 
book, and when he did, she and 
his wife agreed he should try 
and hiive i l published, 

Lebeck said he first went- to 
four publi.shers who all said the 
same thing, "Wc don'l publi.sh 

first-tiiiic author.': without an 
agent." That sent him lo 
"Writers Digest," where he 
found a list of agents who han­
dled sci-fi authors and he sent 
out 60 letters. 

" A l l but one sent back form 
letters or postcards saying they 
weren't taking on any new 
authors," Lebeck said. The last 
one sent a personal letter sug­
gesting he try "allcrnalivc meth­
ods of publishing." 

The agent didn't say how lo do 
that, so Lebeck went back lo the 
Internet and found 
www.lstbooks.coin, a 
Bloomington, liid.-based, pub­

lishing house. 
He said he settled on 

Istbook.com because it was the 
mosi cost effective and offered 
the most options. He said that 
while some other vanity presses 
wanted as much as $500 to print 
a single copy, the Bloomington 
is only charging him half Ihe $27 
cover price to produce hard­
bound copies of his book on 
demand. He said he's also con-
tracied with the company lo 
place ads in the New York Times 
and a trade publication. 

Lebeck said deciding to self-
publish his book is "a dream 
come iruc and terrifying all al 
the same time. 1 mean, what i f 1 
write ihis and people say they 
don't like it at all?" 

S t i l l , Lebeck has been bitten 
hard by Ihe writing bug. "Now I 
am writing every night. If 1 
could do this full time, this 
would be my dream job. This 
would be belter than even being 
a pitcher for the Tigers," he said. 

He's already working on two 
more books, one a horror story 
loosely based on his experience 
exploring St. Joseph's Retreat, 
an insane a.sylum that was torn 
down in Dearborn when he was 
10; and a fantasy about an aging 
iiiitior league pitcher throwing a 
perfect game on the last game of 
his final season. 

"I'm planning on retiring in 
aboul three years," he said. "It 
would be nice lo have a hobby 
lhat brings in a little income. I'd 
like it to be a best seller, sure, 
but I'm not pinning all my hopes 
on it."

Theic are three reasons why 
moviegoers should see Fox 
searchlight's film "The Good 
G i r l , " now playing at the Novi

Last week was a good one for stew­
ardship of Michigan's great places. 

Gov, John Engler and the Michigan 
chapter of the Nature Conservancy 
announced the start of a campaign to 
buy 390,000 aci-es of largely wilderness 
land scattered throughout the Upper 
Peninsula. The present owner, the 
Kamehameha Schools Taist of Hawaii, 
announced in July it intended to sell tlie 
land to the higtiest bidder by die end of 
this year; best guess is the price will be 
In tlie neighborhood of $150 million. 

This colossal once-in-a-llfetime 
opportunity is obviously too large for a 
single bidder. Instead, the governor and 
the Conservancy are 
working to put together a 
very broad public-private 
coalition including state 
government (the governor 
has asked the Natural 
Resources Trust Fund for 
$20 million) and federal 
government (the Michigan 
congressional delegation 
has been asked lo lobby 
for federal funds). Also 
included Is Michigan's 
philanthropic community 
(the governor has asked 
the biggest foundations In 
the state to meet with him 
in a couple of weeks lo 
discuss the project). Corporations and 
individuals vnll be asked lo help as 
time goes on. 

The thought is to work oul a deal 
with a timber company that would 
allow it to practice selective cutting on 
most of the property to preserve 
healthy forests and clean waters, bul lo 
guarantee public access lo the land for 
hunting, fishing, hiking and snowmo-
billng. A likely outcome is for the lim­
ber company to wind up owning lille lo 
the land, but subject to a "conservation 
easement"; this system has been field-
tested in similar (but much smaller) 
deals in New York and New Hampshire. 
A liltle land — tlie watershed for the 
Two Hearted River, the site of Ernest 
Hemingway's famous short story, for 
example — would be carved oul for 
preservation by the Conservancy. 

The deal offers a great combination of 
win-win outcomes: 

• The land would continue to be tim­
bered and to provide jobs vital lo the 
economy of the Upper Peninsula. The 
land would also slay on the local lax 
roles, thereby preserving revenue base 
for strapped local governments. 

• The public would be guaranteed 
continued recreational access to the 
land, which means ftsh- mmm^m^m 
erfolk, hunters, hikers 
and snowinobilers would 
continue to enjoy the 
norlli woods they love. 
The woods are important 

draws for 
the UP's 
tourism 
industry.

Reasonably enough, the Kamehameha 
Schools intends to conduct a public 
auction lo sell the land to the highest 
bidder. That's why a sweeping public-
private coalition on behalf of the people 
of Michigan is needed lo demonstrate 
wide and deep support and, maybe, 
scare off some exploitative but rich 
potential bidders,
