Kowall said he will never fully
kinew the final outcome of the pri-
mary race. because the ballots
were not recounted. He spent
$1,090 for the recount, $10 for
cach of the precincts.

For those thinking abow
building a new home in Walled
Lake, better make sure these’s a
measieing wpe hiandy.

The Walled Lake City Council
approved Sepl. 17 an ordinance
w amend the zoning ordinanee
schedule of repulalions regard-
ing single Tamily residentiul
front yard setbicks.

Accarding to a meniorandum

frem Director of Planning and
Development Leslie Meyers 1o
Mayor William Roberts and City
Cowneil members, the umend-
ment will allow for the front
vard setback of a new home to
be in line with the existing
homes of the abutiing properiies.
This will not allow new hames to
sethuck behind exisiing homes.
The current character of Walled
Lake's npeighborhoods will be
preserved.
* The ordinunce eview com-
mitice has discussed the issue
and the Planning Commission
has held a public hearing.

The reason for the wmend-
menl, accerding 1o the memo-
randum, is because many of
Walled Lake's neighhorhobds
are going through a series ol ren-
ovations, and some residents arc
finding that it s cheaper to
demolish their homes and start
over as-opposcd ¢ remodeling.
As the years have pussed, so
have Walled Lake's ordinances
und peaple wre finding it next to

WL setbacks changed to 30
feet or average of neighbors’

{mpossible o build back in the
prior  footprint. The Zoning
Board of Appeals is noi &
oplion bs there are no practical
ditficulties forcing the variance,

“The ordinance says that you
may set your house back from
the street an average of the
length back of your surrounding
houses if that's applicable, cr put
it ut the required 30 feet back,”
Meyers said. “We made a provi-
sion saying, if you have a house
on either side of you, you have
the right to average wmongst the
two of them for your house.”

An exnmple would be, if thers
are two homes on either side of

" one house, with one at 30 feel

back from the street and the
other a1 50 feel back from. the
sirgel, the one in the middle may.
be at 35 feel, which is the aver-
age of e other two, or al the
required 30 fect back.

“People shall either average or
use what's required; thal's it
Meyers sald. “We determined
that it was in our best interest to
put the required sethack at 30 feet
0 make our ngighborhoods more
consistent. Most neighborhoods
in the city are already established
and this is to help with any fill
that nuy become necessary over
lihe years, This crly deals with
residentiil neighborhoods.”

A doctar who pioncercd
heart transplants in
Sacramento, Calil’, Kelly
retived four yeoes ago from
Sutter Medicat Center, but bis
imagination hasa't stopped
working on ways to improve
patienis’ lives, Born out ef his
creativity and concern far
paticnts, his newest invention
y sounding an alarm
when someone [ries to stand.

In the case of
0stenporasis, in which bones become brittle and
prong to dangerous frattures, sludies have shown
that HRT inereases bone density. And finally, studies
850 5UBZesl a lack of estrogen may be associaled
wilh memory loss and other cognitive problems.

: Why might a woman stiil consider using HRT?
A: Hormone replacement can relieve the hot flashes,
night sweats, reduced sexual tesire, dizziness and
other symptoms often associated with mengpauvse.
1t s best used for only a malier of momhs.

Q: If iong-term use of HRT isn't approprinte, what
should women do If they want to reduce the
risks of hoart diseste or osteoporosis?

1Az Women can rely on proven methods for lowering

heart-disease rigk, such as controlling blood pres-
sure, lowaring cholesteral levels, not smoking, eat-
ing a jowfat diet and taking fow doses of aspirin.
R_egu\ar weight-bearing exercise (brisk walking, run-
ning aad weight training). calcium and vilarmin D
supplements and aveiding excessive alconol use
can help prevent osteoporosis, as can severat
medicalions approved for this purpose by the Feod
and Drug Administiation.

Q: Pve besn on HRT for yoars. What happens i |
stop now?

A: Women are advised 1o consult with their physicians
about further HRT use. But it is safe 1o Stop taking
the hormanes. Some women may sufter a recur

Hepatitis A shot
suggested for
kids, travelers

If you're planning a foreipn (rip this sum-
mer or just wani to prevent iliness at home,
gelling-a hepatitis A shot may belong on your
to-do list.

That's A, not B, for those confused by the
hepatitis alphabet soup, There are six forms of
the viral liver disorder - A through E and G.
Uil recently, the only vaccine was for B,
which is bloodbome.

A vaccine was approved in 1995 for hepali-
tis A, the kind that’s spread hand-to-mouth or
thrpugh  contantinated  foed or  water.
Restaurant-related outbreaks often involve an
irfected foed handier with poor hygiene who
passes the virus 1o patrons.

Wisconsin's chiel medical officer and state
epidemiologist, Jeff Davis, knows the misery
firsthand. He got hepatitis A in 1964 while
attending the University of Wiseensin-
Madison in an outbreak that sickened 35 peo-
ple.

“[ got so sick [ acteally hud to drop out of
school™ and meke up course werk over the
summer, he said, I do think the vaccine is
excelientand T would cercginly take it if I had
not alrcady had hepatitis A,” which gives him
immunity against fulure infection.

Davis headed the U.S. Centers for Disease
Control and Preventian's Advisory Commiltee
on Immunization Practices from 1994 through
1997 and helped drait recommendations for
use of the vaccine. The pane! recommended it
for people most at risk — travelers, men who
have sex with men, injection drug users, peo-
ple with chibnic liver disease and children in
cominunities with tigh hepatitis A rates.

Last fall, the recommendalion was expand-
od to say that vaceination should be constd-
ered for childeen in cammunities that have
moderate hepatitis A rates. The vaecine is
suitable for children ages 2 and older.

The €DC estimates that 90,000 sympto-
matig, and twice that pumber of asympto-
matic, infections oceurred in 1997, Cyclical
increases occur coughly every decade; the lase
was in 1995, International travel accounts for
4 percent ta 6 percent of cases.

Lifestyle, diabetes

linked

Lifestyle [actors such as obesity, paor diet and
tack of cxercise strongly contribute to the high
incidence of diabetes in black women, according
to a report in the Journal of the American
Medical Association.

Researchers from Johns Hopkins University
analyzed data en 12,107 adults ages 45 to 64 who
were participating in 2 nationwide study on uih-
eresclerosis and compared the number of blacks
and whites who developed diabetes during a
nine-year follow-up. In 2il, 459 biacks and 966
whites developed the disease.

The study found that medifiable risk factors,
particularty obesity, accounted for 47.8 percent
of the excess risk in black women, but nat for
that of men.

The rest of tite higher risk in black men and
wumen could be duc to “other environmental risk
factors that are unkrows to us, or there wight be
genetic differences,” said W.H, Linda Kao, a
rescarcher in the depariment of epidemialegy al
the university.

finger can he deadly

Begple who are quick to anger are nearly threc
times moere likely 10 have a heart atlack than
those who aren't, according to a swdy in
Circulation, 2 journal of the American Heart
Association,

Researchers fram the University of North
Caralina at Chapel Rifl analyzed data from near-
ty 13,000 people who were (olfowed for up to six.
years as parl of the Atherosclerosis Risk in
Communities (ARIC) swdy. They found that
people who were the most prone o anger were
2.69 times more likely 1o have a heart anack or
sudden death than those with the lowest anger
ratings on a 40-point scale. Those who scored
moderate were 35 percent more likely to experi-
ence A Corandry event.

Heart auacks occur when a bleed vessel is
blocked by a bload clot that forms on a plague, a
callection of fat on the blood vessel. Siress hoe-
mones. which constrict blood vessels, may make
the plague more pranc Lo rupture, resulting in a
hlood clot that blocks the heart artery.

Researchers say sress management may help
anger-prone individuals develop beter coping
skills 1o deal with theiv response to anger-pro-
voking situations.

Pressure gauge

A National Institutes of Health clinical adviso-
ry board has recommended that doctors use the
systolic blood pressure number to determine if a
person has hypertension. The report appeared in
Hyperlension. a journal of the American Heast
Association.

Hiph blood pressure, or hypertension, is a seri-
ous cendition that affects 50 miilion Americans.
[t increases the eisk of heart discase and stroke
and can lead to other conditions, such as conges-
tive heart failure, kidney damage, dementia and
blindness.

Blood pressure is Lypically recorded as two
numbers. The systolic pressure or higher number
represenss the force exested by ihe heart as it
beats, while the diastolic pressure ot lower num-
ber is the resting pressure as the heart relaxes
beiween beats. Although the diastolic blood pres-
sure has been used to diagnose hypertension,
research has found that diastolic blood pressure
rises unli} about upe 55 and then deciines, while
systolic blood pressure increascs steadily with
age.

According 10 the board, the changes may help
improve the lives of 25 million affected by the
condilion.

Other recommendations include:

M Maintaining blood pressure of t40/90.

W Keeping blood pressure below 130/85 in
hypertensives with diabetes. and a1 the lowest
level tolerated in those with reral failure or heart
failure.

Putting in a gurden pond is kard work. Beiure exereising your muscles, put
yaur briin ta werk, suggests pond expert Lee Andrews.

First, think about wltt kind of pond you wanl, and where you want it

There are three kinds of garden ponds, says Andrews, 1 representative of
Water Creations, a pead preducts supply company.

You can have a water garden with just plants, a fish pond or a combination.
About 90 percent af ponds are combas, he estimated.

Next, cansider location. Factors are the size and shage of the pond, its visibil-
ily from a favorjte window, deck or garden, and the amount of sunlight available.

You might be tempred 1@ st smill, bue Andrews says most people who build
a pond wish they i wade it bigger. Bigeer powds age easier to mainiin
hecause the water quality doesn't fuctuate as much.

We talked by phone 10 Andy Chu of Chu Farms at Wimaumna, Fla.
(south of Tampa) who grows, packages and sells “the eriginal grape
tomatoes.” He has 160 acres of Lhe Santa variety. He discoverad cthe
tomaloes in Mezico, got a Chinese wholesaler to get the seeds for
him and began growing them in 1997.

“Many people are growing them now,” he says. Chus Farms ships
the grape tomatoes by truck all over the coontry.

Asked about iheir popularity, he says they are sweeter, loss watery
and easier to eat in one bite than cherry tomatces. His favorite way
of eating them is as a snack.

Ynu heard the same refram from Mom and Dad
since you were Knee-high to o breakfast burriio:

Eat breakfast. Don't forget ahout break fast. Grab
some breakfast.

And just fike when they siid, “Eat your vegela-
bles” Mom and Dad were sight: Breakfast s the
most important meal af ihe day. One sty shows
that eating breakfust jump-starts your metubolism
(pay attention. all of you out there trying ta lose
weight). Another study shows that breaklast skip-
pers, who think they're saving ealories. tend to
make up the calories Later in the day. And the Jowa
Breakfast Studies showed tun kids who ate eereal
did bener on lests.

Yet Newsweek, citing statistics gathered by dhe
NPD Group. reports that fewer people are cating
breakfast than ever be fore and that overall cereal
sales have dropped by almost $1 billion in the past
five years.

Jackic Berning, autzitional consultant 1o e
Broncos and the Rockies and Colorado spokes-
wormn for the American Dietetic Assoctation,
equates not ealing breakfust with ignoring the fuel
Epht flashing the hig “5" on your car.

“You arrive at the office with that ucl light
flashing because when you go 12 or more hours
without caling, your blood glucose drops, sl
that’s the fuel the brain needs (o Tenction,”” she
said. "Onee the carbohydrates wre pone, you bive
10 burn muscle as fuel.”

She's heard cvery reason in the book that people
don't eat breakfast: lack of time, luck of energy.
lack ef appetite. Fast-food places have capitgiized
on the Bme-pressed “["m not hungry" erowd by
combining portablity with the American love of the
two major food groups, {als and sweels.

tpon surveying an amray of high-fat, high-culoric
breakfast foods, “the hard question for wme.”
Berning says, “is, ‘s somedhing better than neth-
ing?™

If you're in your 205, “it's like playing Russian
roulelte, with ]l these saturated fats,” she says.
“Befare you know it, you're in your 40s and you're
worTying about your high cholesterol, anid this has
become o habit - and hahits are harder 1o break the
longer vou™ve been doing then.”

For those who maintain that when they eat
breakfast they v actuadly bongrier, Berning says
there™s i reason: “The body overcompensates. If
you've ever fasied, you know that ihe second you
eal, you're starving. i you eat break fast for two
weeks straighi, that will level alf.

There are quick and easy breakfust ilems that
you can make at home and frceze or thal can be
prepared in almost the same Lime il takes to open
the fridge. Berning likes to shake up a yogur car-
on until the yogurt is liquid and drink it oo her 45-
mnitte commute (o work. Even if your tastes run to
higher-calarie foods in the moming, you're still in
better conirol of what you're eating il’ you prepare
it than il you drive through and nm,

Recipes to get you going
