On September 30, ai appiox-
iniateiy 7:.S0 a.m., an unknown 
wliiie male atteinpied to lure a 
1-Vycar-oid female into his 
vcliiclc in the area of Soutii 
Commerce and Wanda in the 
City of Wailed I^alte. 

A preiiniinaiy description of 
the su.spect is thai of a slender 
white male in his 50s, .several 
days of facial hair growth, and 
wearing a navy blue baseball 
cap.

The 
vehicle was last seen west­
bound on Wanda from the loca­
tion of the incident.

State Reps Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi) and Laura Toy (R-Livonia) 
came to Orchard Hil ls 
Elementary School Sept. 27 to 
push legislation they believe will 
give abducted and endangered 
children around the state a better 
chance of coming home safely. 

Surrounded by school officials, 
like recently-appointed Novi 
School Board member Dave 
Brown, and law enforcements 
officials like Novi Police Chief 
Doug Shaefer and Oakland 
County Sheriff Michael 
Bouchard, along with several 
local G O P candidates. Cassis 
said she and Toy are heading a bi­
partisan effort to improve the sta­

tus o f the state's Amber Alert 
program by putting it into law. 

Amber Alert, a nationwide vol­
untary cooperation program 
between broadcasters and local 
law enforcement, was created in 
1996 following the kidnapping 
and murder of 9-year-old Amber 
Hagemlan in the Dallas, Te.\iis 
suburb of Arlington. The pro­
gram was intfoduccd in Michigan 
a year ago last June. 

Cassis and Toy now want to 
put into law what has been a vol­
untary arrangeinent for a little 
over 18 months. 

"In just a short time. Amber 
Alert has become an essential 
lifesaving tool in the critical first 
24 hours of an abduction," said 
Cassis. R-Novi . "Like the severe 
weather bulletins we see and

hear, Amber Alerts have 
become a vital way to 
save precious lives." 

Cassis noted that in an 
abduction, a child can be 
spirited away at more 
than a mile a minute, 
making getting informa­
tion to the public as 
soon as possible critical. 

Cassis said her b i l l , 
the Michigan Alert Ac t 
(HB6444), and Toy's, the Child 
Broadcast Alert Act (HB6445), 
gives additional status to the 
Amber Alert program and opens 
the door for possible future feder­
al funding. 

The state's broadcast commu­
nity is, at best, ambivalent about 
the legislation. Karole L . White, 
president of the Michigan 

Association of 
Broadcasters ( M A B ) in 
Lansing said the state's 
285 radio and television 
stations already volun­
tarily participate in the 
program and 75 percent 
of the A m b e r Alerts 
issued in the past year-
and-half have results in 
children being returned 
hojne safely. 

She said the most recent one 
was last Thursday in Howell 
when a young girl left a suicide 
note at home and went to school 
with some of her mother's med­
ications. White said broadcasters 
in Metro Detroit and the Lansing 
area issued alerts and the girl 
who had walked away from her 
school was found unharmed. 

Early last month a Novi giri 
escaped a kidnapped attempt just 
yards from her home. 

"We need to do all we can to 
protect our children and ensure 
their safe return," declared Toy. 
"By improving and expanding 
upon the notification system we 
use to search for them, hopefully 
we can save more lives." 

Cassis noted that since its 
introduction last year, Amber 
Alerts have been used successful-
lly 21 times in Michigan alone. 

Cassis' plan calls on the 
Michigan State Police to develop 
an Amber Alert Plan, but White 
noted the agency already has one 
in place. While explained the

Another venerable Metro 
Detroit retailing name is about to 
disappear, but the owners of Scott 
Shuptrine Furniture say it's about 
focus, not failure. 

According to,Cathy DiSante, 
director of marketing for the fam­
ily-owned. Warren-based Aft Van 
Furniture, the Van Elslander fami­
ly decided last month to close its 
three Shuptrine stores in order to 
put more resources into its Ar t 
Van chain. 

The Van ElslaIider family owns 
28 Art, Van stores in 26 cities 
across the state. In 1959, Art Van 
Elslander opened a one-man, 
4,000-square foot store in what is 
today Eastpointe. Art Van, said 
DiSante, caters to die mid-range 
furniture buyer. 

In 1986 the family purchased 
Scott Shuptrine, a prestigious 
Grossc Pointe fine furniture deal­
er offering design services io its 
clientele. Schupirine catered io 
the high end furniture buyer and 
ihat market, said DiSaIIte "has had 
a very difficult year. Sales have 
been sluggish." 

The company marked its 75th 
anniversary earlier this year by 
announcing it would help under­
write the Chamber Music Society 
of- Detroit's 2002-03 season. 
While Shuptrine had a high pro­
file name, DiSante noted the com­
pany never had more dian three 
stores. 

In addition to its Novi store, 
Shuptrine has a store in Troy and 
one in Petoskey that's only been 
open since Apr i l .

A young man's fancy may turn 
to love in the springtime, but i f 
you're the state game mammal, 
die fall season is it. 

Although Michigan Deer 
Crash Coalition statistics'show 
Michigan motoiists collide with 
a whitetail deer on average once 
eveiy eight minutes, the bullc of 
those crashes occur during the 
fall Iutting season when instinct 
overcomes caution. 

While many people wouldn't 
think motorists i n Novi , with its 
Sprawling commercial afeas and 
burgeoning subdivisions, would 
have to be Very concenied about 

deer, but that's hardly die case. 
"We had a motorcyclist clip 

one in July," noted Novi Police 
Department Lt . Tim McNamara. 
He said while die motorcyclists 
was not seriously injured, the 
deer suffered a broken leg and 
had to be destroyed. 

Statewide, said Coalit ion 
Chairman Richard Mil ler , deer 
crashes cost $130 million in auto 
repairs last year and claimed 11 
lives. The coalition is in die 
midst of its aiiIiual campaign to 
encourage motorists to "Buckle 
Up. slow down and stay alert." 

N o people died in N o v i last 
year, there were 66 accidents 
involving deer. That, noted Lt. 
McNamara, was down from die 
low hundreds in die mid-1980s. 

He said the top aieas for deer 
crashes in N o v i are die area near 
12 M i l e Road and M-5. ; 10 Mile 
Road west o f Novi Road; die 
length of Beck Road; and Eight 
M i l e Road nearMaybeny State 
Park. 

Car-Deer Crashes 

Tomr In Michigan 
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Rebbeca Humpheries, head of 
the state Department o f Natural 
Resource's Wildlife Div is ion , 
said deer are highly adaptable 
animals. "Deer can survive in a 
very small aiea," she said, adding 
the most common plants used in 
residential landscaping are 
among their favorite foods. 

She said*die small woodlots 

left in communities like Novi , 
combined with the prohibition on 
hunting In those communities 
create virtual deer refuges. That 
leads to Inevitable encounters 
between deer and motorists. 

Lt . McNamara said its espe­
cially important to be very alert 
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while diiving al du.sii. According

y p.m. wlien lieer are iiiosi active. 

" i f you sec one, li-iere's more," 
cautioned L l . McNamara . He 
recalled on one receiil evening 
wiiile driving down Heck Ro;id 
I'rorn Grand Kiver lie spotted a 
deer ile said when tie turned 
around to give his children a hel­
ler loot;, tiicy saw there was a herd 
ol 20 standing at the side of the 
road. 

'"I'iie deer population has never 
heen heller," noted L l . 
McNamara. While Novi's popula­
tion has doubled in the past 
decade, the (.ower I'eiiinsula's 
deer populalion has increased 10-
I'old since 1970. 

•Safely e.xperls c;uition that 
when a collision with a deer 
seems inevitable, the best thing to 
do is brai;e lirnily and stiiy in your 
lane. Thai's because most human 
fauililics occur when a motorisis 
swerves to avoid a deer and 
strikes a tree or anotiicr veiiicle 
instead.

In 2001, there were 66,993 reported car-deer (^rash-
es. However, with an estimate of unreported crashes 
factored in, the total is likely to be closer to 80,000-

While caf-deer crashes rose 3 percent in 2001, 
overall car-deer crash rates have leveled out in the 
last five years. 

Eleven friotorlsts—two of them motorcyclists—were 
killed a n d 2,109 persons were injured. 

About 80-percent of all car-deer c rashes occur on 
two-lane roads between dusk and dawn. 

Mos\ ser ious crashes occur when motorists swerve 
to avoid a deer and hit another vehicle or a fixed 
object, or when their vehicle rolls over. 

A n average of one in seven of all reported crashes 
involves deer. 

O n average, there is a car-deer crash in tvlichigan 
every 8 minutes. 

Car-deer crashes occur all year and they are espe­
cially prevalent during the fall mating season and 
during spring when deer seek out the first green 
grass near roads. 

According to a recent survey, one out of three drivers 
would not know v,fhat to do or would take the wrong 
action prior to an unavoidable car-deer crash. 

One-third of all crashes on two-lane rural roads are 
car-deer crashes. 

fvlore than half the state's car-deer c rashes occur in 
southern IVIichigan, many near cities and on main 
highways where traffic is heaviest. 

Due to rapid development in previously rural areas 
and a statewide deer herd four times larger than in 
1970—and 10 times larger in southern Lower 
Michigan—the problem is not going a w a y

The 15th Annual Nov i -
Northville CROP Walk for 
Hunger Rel ief Program is sched­
uled for Sunday, October 6 at 2 
p.m. The event is organized by 
iocal area churches to raise funds 
for local, national and interna­
tional hunger relief programs. 

The lO-kilometer walk w i l l 
begin at St. James Church in Novi 
and wi l l end at Our Lady of 
Victory in Norlhville. Organized 
locally, the Novi-Norihville Crop 
Walk has set a goal of 400 walk­
ers and hopes to raise $31,000 to 
help stop hunger in local commu­
nities and around the world 
through self-help initiatives. 

"This program has been going 
on for quite a while," Northville 
City Manager Gary Word said, " l i 
started long before 1 even got 
here, at least more than 10 years 
ago. It's a very good cause 
because it helps local agencies in 
Novi and Northville and around 
the world." 

The route enters Northville 
along Taft Road, crosses Eight 
M i l e Road once and winds 
through scenic side streets and 
Main Street to finish at Our Lady 
of Victory Church. The route 
crosses Center Street twice and 
Main Street once, with water and 
rest stops at First United 
Methodist Church at 777 W. Eight 
Mi le Road and First Presbyterian 
Church at 200 E .

Legislation approved by 
State Rep. Naiicy Cassis (R-
Novi) will allow Michigan tax­
payers up to three years to file 
an appeal with their local board 
of review for a homestead 
exemption refund. , 

House B i l l 5743, was 
approved Sept. 27 by the Senate 
Commiliee on Finance, paving 
ilie way for Michigan home­
owners io have an easier time 
receiving homestead exemption 
refunds. 

Rcprescniaiives from 
Lansing said under current law, 
taxpayers may appeal lo a July 
or December review board for 
an exemption for only the cur­
rent year and one year back. 

The stale, on the other hand, 
may collect money owed by die 
taxpayer as a result of an 
improperly claimed exempiifen 
up to three previous years. 

Representatives said the 
recently approved legislation, 
puts the stale and the taxpayer 
on equal footing. 

"Equal treatment under die 
law is especially imperative 
when it come to taxes," Cassis 
said. Allowing Michigan resi­
dents lo receive exemptions for 
the same amounl of time dial 
treasury can collect is fair and 
just." 

Cassis said i f people are due 
a refund over the last three 
years, they should have the con­
venience of appealing locally. 

Taxpayers may inadvertently 
pay too much in taxes if they ' 
are not aware of the require- i 
ment to file a homestead 
exemption, she said. >, 

The local lawmaker serves as 
the chair of the House Tax 
Policy Committee.

"How exactly do you ciioose a 
good disirici coun judge?" some­
one a.sivs aloud. 

Quickly tiie room goes .silent, 
and a collection of legal profes-
sional.s quietly toe at ttic question 
now laying in the center of the 
room, smoking like a hoi coal. 

"They .say justice is blind," says 
one criminal defense attorney, 
only half-sarcastically, wlio then 
asks to remain anonymous before 
continuing any further. " B u i 
sometimes you have to wonder if 
it's not ihe voters who are the 
most blind, becau.se they never 
really look io see who these can­
didates arc and if they really have 
ihc kind of experience that is nec­
essary io actually do the j o b " 

With a month to go before the 
Nov 5 general election, certainly 
more than a few questions remain 
smoking in the middle o f some 
distant ballot box; Who exactly 
arc these two remaining 52-1 dis­
trict candidates? What kinds of 
relevant life and professional 
experience would they bring to 
ihe bench? Would ihey be fair? 
And more imporiantly perhaps, 
how does a responsible voter sep­
arate relevant candidate informa­
tion from rampant political rheto­
ric? 

The aiiswer io each of those 
questions may, at least in part, lie 
within the halls of a 52-l court 
which last year heard some 
57,634 new cases, the vast major­
ity of which (40,538) pertained to 
tragic matters and a growing 
number o f which pertained to 
landlord-tenant disputes (S.I42). 
civil claims in excess of $3,000 
(3,077) and small claims com­
plaints less than $3,000 (1,425). 

A t t h e c o u r t 

J u d g e M a c K e n z i e d i s c u s s e s a c a s e w i t h c o u n s e l a n d the l r c l i e n t s i n h i s c h a m b e r s . 

In 52-1 court, trouble is not 
hard to locate. The true challenge, 
many who regularly work there 
contend, begins and ends witii a 
district court judge's ability to 
mediate two opixising sides. 

The key. many say, is to some­
how make those who will walk 
away as district court losers feel 
as though they have at least had 
their rightful day in court. 

"Good judges un i te people. 
It looks easy, bu t It isn' t a n 
easy tti ing to do ." s a id D a v i d 
Wolo l t . a c r l m h i a l defense 
a t torney who d u r i n g Uie 2 9 
years prior to l i i n i first advo-
c a U n g on b e l i a l f of defen­

dants three years ago Was a 
prosecutor i n b o t h W a y n e 
and O a l d a n d count ies . 

"What qual i t ies go Into be a 
good dis t r ic t judge? Decency 
and fairness. B e i n g present , 
p leasant a n d p red i c t ab l e : 
Someone who l is tens to other 
people, a n d w h o is receptive 
to ou t s ide adv ice . " W o l o k 
said, 

"Being predictable s i m p l y 
m e a n s tha t they a re no t 
going to do someth ing off the 
w a l l , that s i m p l y -because 
they h a d a b a d n igh t Wi th 
their spouse they are no t 
going to take i t out o n some­

one In court the fol lowing 
day. It sounds s imp le , b u t 
not a l l judges are a b l e to do 
that." 

In his chambers. Ch ie f Judge 
Pro Tern Brian MacKenzie, who 
presides over the coim which has 
jurisdiction over Mi l ford , 
Highland, South L y o n . Novi , 
Walled Lake, Commerce and 
WIxom, is once again wrestling 
with Sobriety Court. 

This specialized version of 
court, which officially began as a 
pilot project a little more than a 
year ago, is responsible for redi­
recting convicted drunk drivers 
into rehabilitation. Sobriety Court 

is a carrot-and-stick program 
which rewards the positive reha­
bilitative behavior of those,who 
comply with regular substance 
abuse testing and a judge's public 
orders, but which also unabashed­
ly punishes those who dare defy 
the court's edict. 

In an informal setting, 
MacKenzie sits in his oflfce with 
two parole officers, a parole 
director, a first-day assis tant 
p ro secu to r a n d a defense 
a t torney . A s a team, the 
g roup round- rob ins the cu r ­
r e n t s t a tu s o f scvferal 
Sobr i e ty C o u r t candidates , 
r ang ing from one Individual 

who Is set to graduate f rom 
the p rog ram this Very m o r n ­
ing to another Who m a y be 
best served by a t least the 
thi-eat o f Incarcerat ion. 

W i t h o u t l o iowlng it, t ha t 
p a r t i c u l a r m a n w i l l l a t e r 
d e t e r m i n e h i s o w n fate, 
based p r i m a r i l y u p o n the 
a t t i tude h e d i sp lays When 
M a c K e n z i e confronts h i m 
about recent ly tes thig . p o s i ­

T o date, about 25 people 
have successfully graduated 
from the Sobriety C o u r t pro­
g r a m , a p r o g r a m w h i c h 
MacKenz ie h imse l f has gone 
to great lengths to both begin 
a n d expand. Separately, each 
of 5 2 - r s three Judges part ic­
ipate in Sobriety Court . 

W i t h i n p u t from e a c h 
a s sembled pe r son , 
MacKenz ie f l ips th rough a 
s l a c k of n i an i l l a folders a n d 
scribbles notes inside each . 
These notes w i l l be useful 
b a c k in court , vvhei-e on the 
record some defendants w i l l 
be publ ic ly congratulated for 
the i r success to dale a n d 
others wi l l be chast ised ever 
so subtly by the back h a n d of 
MacKenz i e ' s w e l l - k n o w n 
cour t room approach. 

He said being a 52-1 Judge 
requires a cer tain profession­
a l temperament. 

' T h i s is not a cour t of inter­
pretation," MacKenz ie sa id . "I 
th ink what it requires is a 
real strong wi l l ingness lo be 
fair. You don't have to be 
nice. You have to be fair. Tha t 
means that y o u walk out of 
cour t feeling as though y o u 
have been heard. 

"1 also t h i n k the j o b 
requires a cer tain sense of 
h u m i l i t y , a n d a sense of 
curiosi ty. 1 also th ink polite­
ness counts — whelher for 
attorneys, defendants or v ic ­
t ims . You mus t treat people 
w i t h respect." 

L e g a l E a g l e s 

Beyond compass ion , what 
m a n y contend is requ i red 
from a Judicia l candidate is 
suff icient m i x t u r e of legal 
acutnen, coupled w i th pract i­
ca l courtroom experience. 

"You have to have experi­
ence. There is s i m p l y no s u b ­
st i tute for experience," s a id 
fifth-year 52-1 J u d g e Dennis 
Powers , who h a s p u b l i c l y 
endorsed 52-1 cand ida te 
Rober t Bondy. " C o u r t r o o m 
experience is c r i t ica l because 
w h o wi l l do the work if y o u 
don't know you r way a r o u n d 
a cou r t room — the o ther 
judges? That w i l l j u s t lead to 
a clegpisisdpcket.-^TW-'*''*^'-;^ 

Pd^^isrsi-sald i t h a s t aken 
h i m every b i t o f h i s first five 
years to finally w e n d h i s w a y 
a r o u n d h i s first l e a r n i n g 
curve, despite 2 5 years of p r i ­
vate practice, 

"Even wi th a l l t l ie experi­
ence 1 brought to this job , 
when 1 walked out there for 
the first time, 1 s a id , 'Boy, a m 
1 i n trouble, ' It's a learn ing 
process , espec ia l ly i n the 
beginning. You have to be 
patient and you m u s t be w i l l ­
ing to work. After a l l , a new 
Judge w i l l h and l e 17 ,000 
cases In their first yea r 
alone," 

H e sa id decisiveness is an 
impl ic i t , though often over­
looked, requirement o f the 
Job, 

"You mus t be able to make 
a dec i s ion , " Powers sa id , 
"Some decisions m a y require 
some research, bu t sooner or 
later y o u have to make that 
decis ion because there are 
plenty o f other cases wai t ing 
beh ind that one." 

A n d While that decis ion­
m a k i n g abil i ty shou ld be effi­
cient enough to ma in ta in a 
free-flowing docket, it n lus t 
also r ema in fair, he sa id . 

"You have to a lways remain 
fair a n d be accountable to 
people," Powers s a id . 
"Furthermore, a person can­
not come into this j o b who is 
t h i n - s k i n n e d . People are 
go ing to say a l l k i n d s of 
things to you and about you , 
depending on the outcome of 
their par t icu lar case. B u t you 
can't take Uiat personally. 
You have to assume they are

Perhaps no th ing separates 
the two r e i n a i n i n g eand l -
dates, S a r a Pope-S ta rnes 
a n d Robert B o n d y , m o r e 
than the diversi ty ,of t i l i i i 
respective professional back­
grounds . Moreover , each 
candidates ' interpretat ion o f 
the other's experience vanes 
even more widely. 

Starnes ' has labeled her­
se l f p u b l i c l y as a tough-
m i n d e d O a k l a n d C o u n t y 
assis tant prosecutor-,who"for-^ 
the past 13 years has "made 
the tough decis ions" pertain­
ing to dangerous cr iminals . 
As a n assis tant prosecutor 
ass igned to the Warran t s 
Divis ion, Starnes said it is 
her pI lmary responsibi l i ty to 
assess the legal value of 
incoming c r i m i n a l evidence 
brought to he r by l aw 
enforcement officials, and i f 
appropriate, ass ign any rele­
vant c r imina l charges lo the 
case. At a later date, that 
case will then be prosecuted 
by a different court-assigned 
prosecutor. 

"1 am the best candidate 
because the decis ions I make 
and the responsibi l i ty I have 
are the same as those of a 
dis t r ic t judge," S ta rnes said. 
"I have lo make those deci­
s ions based on a legal stan­
da rd and probable cause. M y 
basic pr inciple as a prosecu­
tor is not lo prosecute the 
innocent." 

Bo i idy , a M i l f o r d - b a s e d 
pr iva te prac t ice at torney, 
sa id Starnes ' ac tua l official 
role Is sonlewhat less impres­
sive than what her "assist ant 
prosecutor ' title m y publicly 
imply . He sa id s i m p l y assess­
i n g evidence a n d ass igning 
appropriate charges lo a case 
w h i c h later w i l l be prosecut­
ed by a separate cour t -
ass igned p rosecu to r is no 
subst i tute for a c t u a l first­
hand courtroom experience. 

Conversely, B o n d y said his 
own 18-year legal career is 
rooted i n about 4 ,500 cases 
and has been shaped signifi­
can t ly by h i s c o n t i n u e d 

J u d g e M a c K e n z i e in h i s c h a m b e r s . 

involvement wi th in 52-1 . He 
said he has cont inual ly vo l ­
unteered for and part icipated 
in m a n y of the cou r t ' s 
adjunct programs s u c h as 
Sobriety Court , Court T o w n 
Ha l l Meetings and a Day of 
Cour t . 

A s a private bui lder-devel­
oper, Bondy also said s u c h 
experience has offered h i m 
unique insight. 

"She has never a c t u a l l y 
represented clients," B o n d y 
said of Starnes. "When y o u 
are representing people y o u 
are deal ing wi th not o n l y 
your clients, but the Nnclims 
and their families as wel l . I 
t h i n k that experience i s 
inva luable . She has never 
done those other aspects i n 
the israCtice of law." 

S ta rnes disagreed. S h e 
said her legal resume is bo th 
complete and sufficient for a 
posit ion on the bench. 

J u d g e M a c K e n z i e i n h i s c o u r t r o o m . 

"I disagree w i l h that. For 
example, 1 have Inore civi l 
experience than inost assis­
tant prosecutors, a n d 1 have 
made the lough decis ions . 1 
couldn ' t do this Job i f 1 didn't 
k i l o w the law a n d how a 
cour t room works ," Starnes 
sa id . "Rob has no experience 
m a k i n g the tough decisions. 
It's tough lo charge a 10-
year-old" w i l h murder." 

B o n d y received a n "out­
s t a n d i n g " ra t ing from the 
O a k l a n d C o u n t y B a r 
Assoc ia t ion , the highest of 
three rat ings given by the 
o rgan i za t i on , S t a r n e s 
received a "qualified" rat ing 
from the O a k l a n d C o u n t y 
B a r Associa t ion , the lowest of 
thi-ee ra t ings given by the 
organizat ion. 

T o u g h o n c r i m e ? O r j u s t 
t o u g h t a l l t ? 

Yet another politic;il credo pop­
ular amongst judicial candidates 
is the notion that one candidate is 
"tougher on criinc" than another. 

" A lot o f people wan t lo be 
l ough on cr ime. V e i y few peo­
ple want lo be s m a r t on 
crime," Wolok said, ' T h e dif­
ference is that one i s m a k i n g 
head l ines a n d the other 
changes people's l ives." 

A n d chang ing lives — or a l 
least a l ter ing one life's cur­
rent pa th — is m a n y times 
wha t matters most at 52-1 . 
some who w o r k there say. 

M e r a l l . most days court 
benches beg in the day full of 
people who w a i l anx ious ly for 
their case to be ca l led , their 
knees twi tch ing nervously lo 
s u c h an extent that the 
entire row begiu.s to .slinkr. 
A l o n q a n o i l i c r l i r u t h. a 
woman who scnns n-, 
lo the noUon l i l a i ha i i g i i t 
hand shakes noticeably n ib ­
bles the already w o r n finger 
nai ls of her opposite h a n d . 

In court , l ives are perpetu­
al ly o n the* b r ink o f near 
ca tas t rophe , a m e d i a t e d 

moment away from turn i i Ig 
sad , bitter or empty. Trouble 
is not a rare commodi ty a l 
52 -1 . Rather, i l is pract ical 
solut ions w h i c h seem a lways 
in shor t supply . 

"You don't get i l , do y o u ? " 
MacKenzie suddenly bellows 
lo a n alleged second offense 
O U I L ofi'ender who is a l so 
part of the m o r n i n g Sobriety 
Cour t . The m a n has reap­
peared before M a c K e n z i e 
after i-ecenlly re laps ing . 
MacKenzie scans the man ' s 
cour t file. "Well , maybe y o u 
do. Sir, you're a n alcoholic. . . 
a n d I'm not interested i n 
he lp ing you. I'm inlei'ested in 
s l o p p i I i g y o u . " 

MacKenzie ' s un ique sh t ick 
is most ly cour t room bravado, 
played out so that he c a n 
securely get a grip on the 
defendant's wayward a l i e n -
l i o n . Most l imes it works . 
Those who daI-e test his l i m ­
its, however, often end u p 
incarcerated. 

W h a l MacKenz ie is look ing 
for most ly from this par t icu­
lar defendant, he wi l l s ay 
later, is not so m u c h contr i ­
t ion, but acknowledgment o f 
a w r o n g t u r n taken, a long 
w i l h a p l an to somehow 
r e t u r n safely to the r igh t 
road . 

F ina l l y , after a n exaggerat­
ed pause , M a c K e n z i e says 
a l o u d to the m a n : "Mess u p 
a n d y o u are go ing to Jail . .And 
y o u don ' t get free of me." 

Powers said incarcera t ion 
i s n o t the cour t ' s o n l y 
answer , nor s h o u l d it be the 
mos t easily u sed . "Any Judge 
c a n p u t someone i n Jail ," he 
sa id . "Bvit wha t does thnt 
rc i i l ly snhc . especially when 
l lK'V u'i i l o i i l v^be there for 
Miaybe !>0 , l ay- ' ' -X jrclLfe l i ; i ' ~ 
to find boiuLioiis oLlier t l Iai i 
s i m p l y lock ing people up." 

No one may unders tand 
the t ight rope w a l k between 
rehabi l i ta t ion a n d incarcera­
t i o n better t h a n P a t r i c i a 
C r a n e , who has worked a t 

52-1 for the past 23 years 
and w h o has served as pro­
bation director for the past 
10, Las t year her nine-per­
s o n s taf f hand led a b o u t 
9 ,000 cases , a suff ic ient 
n u m b e r of w h i c h w o u l d 
break even the most res i l ient 
heart, she sa id . 

"We are more than j u s t a 
court where people come to 
pay a t icket . T l i i s is a c o m ­
muni ty court ," Crane sa id . 
"We have lo be concerned 
w i t h protect ing the p u b l i c , 
as well a s giving a person the 
oppor tun i ty to rehabi l i ta te 
themselves. 

"I wou ld want a judge w h o 
is open to the c o m m u n i t y 
court concept, someone who 
h a s been involved here a n d 
w h o is not Just here to h a n ­
dle their share of cases a n d 
go home," Crane sa id . 

She sa id the best c a n d i ­
date wi l l be both a good l i s ­
tener a n d c o m m u n i c a t o r ' T o 
be those things y o u have to 
k n o w w h a l you s tand for 
c o m i n g in to the Job." 

Intensive Probat ion Officer 
A l exand ra Black , who h a s 
worked at 52-1 for the pas t 
7-and-a-ha l f years, sa id the 
n e w judge shou ld be w i l l i n g 
to rely o n tlie professional 
staff a l ready i n place at the 
court , 

"You have to rely on the 
people here. If you can' t do 
that , then y o u don't be long 
here," B l a c k sa id . 'The per­
s o n shou ld also be open to 
change, especial ly w i th so 
m u c h g r o w t h w i t h i n t h e 
Ju r i sd i c t i on of this court a n d 
the p o p u l a l i o n changes, e th -
nieni ly and deniographical ly , 
thai are coiiiiiit^ along w i t h 
i l .

W i l l o w R u n . 

W a y n e C o u n t y h a d 
operated both a i rpor ts for 
y e a r s . B u t pers i s ten t 
charges of c r o n y i s m and 
mi smanagemen t hobbled 
p u b l i c confidence, espe­
c i a l l y a s the n e w te rmina l 
a n d runways at Detroit 
M e t r o came in to opera­
t ion. A t the u rg ing of Gov. 
J o h n Engler a n d Wayne 
C o u n t y Execu t ive E d . , n - . . , . . , 
M c N a m a r a , the legislature r n i l r O w B r 
this spr ing created a 7-
m e m b e r appointed authori ty to manage 
bo th airports. 

M o s t of the objections came f ioni the 
Wayne C o u n t y C o m m i s s i o n , w h i c h felt 
its p rec ious t u r f was being d imin i shed . 
I^cardo Solomon, Uie C h a i r m a n , called 
it a "hi jacking" a n d compla ined about a 
"hostile takeover" of a publ ic asset. 

T h e Au tho r i t y started work i n A p r i l , 
b u t w a s h a m s t r u n g b y the 
Commiss ion ' s decis ion to sue. The law­
sui t contended that i n creating a n u n -
elected author i ty the legislature violated 
both state laws a n d exist ing contracts 
wi th a i rport bondholders . 

I ^ s t week's C o u r t of Appeals decision 
was b l u n t and to the point: 

" C o n s i d e r i n g tha t p la in t i f fs them­
selves admi t that Met ro has been poorly 
managed for years , a n d that plaintiffs 
were the entities responsible for operat­
ing M e t r o for those years , the 

Legis la ture ' s t r an s f e r of opera t iona l 
Jur i sd ic t ion meets the test o f Uni ted 
States Trust (an impor tant precedent-
setUng case). . . . T h e Legislature has the 
power lo regulate the powers a n d duties 
of counties in r e l a t ion to h ighways and 
airports ."

On a plaiform fealuring fiscal 
prudence and political accouiil-
ability, ihc West Bloomf ic ld 
democrat is running this 
November against republican 
.slate Rep. Nancy Cassis for Ihe 
I5lh Senate District seat. 

The 15ih Senalc District is 
comprised of • M i l f o r d , 
Highland, White l.ake, 
Cominercc, Lyon, Novi , Rose, 
Hol ly and West Bloomfic ld 
townships. 

"To me, (his campaign is

Carlson said, who is both an 
atlorney and a captain in the A i r 
Force reserves.

He said what both houses of 
the Lansing legislature sorely 
need is a refresher course in 
balanced budgeting and person­
al accouniability. And as some­
one who has previously worked

He said one typical incident 
during what proved to be an 
eye-opening mil i lary career 
involved the procurement of 
small military dormitory refrig­
erators. Slated originally as a 
.$48,000 line-item expenditure, 
Carlson said he instead worked 
hard to locate the same refriger­
ator less expensively. When he 
finally located less expensive 
refrigerators, however, Carlson 
said he was surprised at how 
dismissive his supervisors were 
about what amounted lo be a 
$20,000 savings. 

"They were more concerned 
that i was not spending the lu l l 
allolnieni of money." Carlson 
said. "Thai 's backwards. Just 
because the money is available 
in Ihc budget doesn't mean you 
should always try to find a bel­
ter way to spend i l . 

"That was just one small inci­
dent. But it is typical of the 
kind of government waste and 
lack of regard thai many politi­
cians and bureaucrats currently 
have for government spending. 
Il is simply wasteful, and lhal 
needs lo be changed." 

He said Michigan's own slate 
budget is lined wilh significant 
budgetary fal, protected in 
many inslances by state legisla­
tors who are more concerned 
with protecting political lobby­
ists who relish ihc absence of 
performance-based contracts 
and publicly-bid contracts.

clary tummy roll compared to 
Ihe S300-.$.'iOO mill ion which he 
believes can be pared annually 
by simply making the acquisi­
tion of state contracts more 
competitive and more account­
able. 

He would al.so like lo end 
what he bciicves is an ongoing 
and disturbing level of corpo­
rate welfare. 

" A l some point, i l becomes 
all about ethics and integrity," 
Carlson said, who also believes 
state legislators should be man-
daied to undergo annual re­
training for each. "There is a lot 
you can do wilh that kind of 
money." 

Carlson has proposed to re­
direct trimmijd governmental 
waste into what he has called a 
Michigan HI-RE Fund, a budg­
etary kitty whose acronym 
would represent health care, 
education, roads and the envi-
ronmeni. 

A n oversight commiliee 
would then determine how best 
to rc-allocaie such re-directed 

funds. 
Though auspicious. Carlson 

conceded that such a program 
would likely require at Ihc very 
least a democratic governor and 
a stale legislature wilh enough 
intestinal fortitude to will ingly 
place line-item spending deci­
sions under an intense micro­
scope of public scrutiny. Il 
wou ld l ikely also require a 
bedrock coalition o f state legis­
lators, many of whom wil l be 
incoming freshmen, to wage 
ongoing fiscal battle with lime-
Icstcd bureaucrats in places 
such as the Michigan 
Department of Transportalion. 

Trouble is, many such 
bureaucrats understand one fun­
damental pol i t ica l rule: In 
today's poli t ical world, the 
bureaucrat many times outlasts 
even the luosl vigilant term-
limited elected off ic ia l . S t i l l , 
Carlson is not hastened by such 
a scenario. 

"There are people out there 
who want to be fiscally respon­
sible," he said. "They somehow 

manage to balance their own 
personal checkbooks. Why 
shouldn't they he able lo do that 
wilh government'.'" 

i l is lhal sort of budgetary 
restraint which Carlson said has 
recently hampered his 15ih 
District Senate opponent, cur­
rent slate Rep. Nancy Cassis. 

He said her vote this past 
summer to raise the cigarette 
tax, despite publicly advocating 
an anti-lax platform, is telling. 
Carlson said, he, too, would 
l ike ly have voted for the 
increase, though only afier "sig­
nificant spending rciorni." 

"She's out there saying she's 
a real lax-cutter, but when i l 
came to vote on the cigarette 
lax, how did she vote'? And 
when the Single Business Tax is 
frozen the first year out of the 
gate, you really have to wonder 
about her cominiimeni to hold­
ing the line on taxes. I think she 
has come up short with regard 
to taking care of the state budg­
et," Carlson said. 

Carlson bristled at Cassis ' 
recently public charge lhal as a 
political novice "he woke up 
one day :and saw a $1 billion 
(slate budgetary) shortfall," the 
amount which Lansing legisla­
tors Ihis past year have had to 
cut in order to comply with a 
Inandated balanced budget 
amendment. 

"She's absolutely righl," he 
said. "1 did wake up one day 
and see a $1 bi l l ion shortfall," 
he said. "That's when I knew it 
was lime to run for office. The 
lime has come I'or spending 
reform and fiscal responsibility, 
in both good limes and bad 
limes." 

He said past spending po l i ­
cies do nol provide a harbinger 
of positive tilings to come. 

"I didn't see any of thai come 
out of Lansing during the past 
year. A l l we saw out of Lansing 
was an added lottery day during 
the week. That's simply not 
enough of an answer, especially 
when there are going to be so 
many lough decisions that need 
to be made during 2003." 

And it is that recurring mes­
sage that Carison takes to west­
ern Oakland County doorsteps, 
a con.servalive-sounding demo­
crat who said he would leave 
Proposal A as it is and who 
would work hard lo find a last­
ing solution for expensive sen­
ior prescription drugs. 

He's lost 20 pounds already, 
he said, delivering his political 
ideas within a slate Senate dis­
trict which is now comprised 
mostly of a congressionally-tar-
getcd area. Such pre-election 
stature brings to the 15th 
Di s l r i c l heightened pol i t ical 
attention, he said, and only bet­
ters his chances to sway inde­
pendent voters in an area com­
monly considered a republican 
foothold. 

Those days are over, Carlson 
said. 

"This is nol about ihe Ds and 
the Rs," he said, referring to the 
democratic and republican par­
ties. "This campaign is about 
doing what's right for the state. 
Thai's why I 'm running."

board expects io break ground on 
the school's new home in June 
2003 and be open for classes in 
August 2005. 

Early construction estimates 
for the school range between $35 
million and $40 mil l ion. "It's not 
going to be a Taj Majal," said Fr. 
Elni(;r, "but it is going to be a 
first-class facility." 

He said the entrance to his 
school's heavily-wooded site on 
Wixom Road wil l be across the 
road from the Target store cur­
rently under construction there. 

Mary Langhouser, head of the 
county's Economic Development 

Corporation, said the county is 
still months away from issuing 
bonds. She noted that while the 
bonds are issued by the county, 
they will be backed by a letter of 
credit from the school's bank and 
will not create an obiligation for 
the county. 

Charles Palmer, chairman of 
the county's planning and build­
ing committee, said the E D C rou­
tinely assists non-profit insitu-
tions in securing flnilncing, i f it 
help maintain and bring jobs into 
the county. 

Catholic Central has a staff of 
100, including 60 faculty mem­
bers. 

FL Elmer said his school has 
been hoping to move to the Novi 

area for some time. "Almost none 
of our students come from east of 
Telegraph," he said, noting the 
school draws students from as far 
away as l lowcll to its current 
location.

He said he's looking forward to 
bringing Catholic Central's blue-
and-white Shairirocks to Novi . 
"We want to be a good neighbor," 
he said adding that each of the 
school's 1,050 students are 
required to do 10 hours of com­
munity service annually.

"It was a beautiful day to run," 
commented Novi veteran Coach 
Robert Smith, "We took full advan­
tage." 

Twenty of the 25 Wildcat mnners 
set a personal record for the season 
versus South Lyon, and 17 of them 
set career personal records. Novi 
tallied only 17 points on the day. 
The Lions had 40. In cross-countiy, 
the lowest score wins. A runner 
who finishes first gains one point 
for the team, second place gains 
two, and so on. 

"The meet was closer than the 
score reflected," said Smith. "Both 
teams really enjoyed the race and 
ihe cooler than nomial weather, it's 
generally been veiy hot this year." 

The victojy over South Lyon was 
especially meaningful to Smith, 
whose brother Scott coaches the 
Lions.

"Once again, (Scott) will be 
treating me to an evening of fine 
dining." 

The Wildcats, who have been 
one of the state's premiere teams 
over the past five years, have a dif­
ficult road ahead of them. They 
hosted the Hartland Eagles on 
IXicsday (prior to deadline) and 
travel to Kensington Metropark this 
Saturday to compete in the annual 
Oakland County Meet, which is the 
biggest cross-countiy meet in 
Michigan. Approximately 45 teams 
wil l be relea.sed from a 100-yard 
starting line under one gun on 
Saturday. Smith talked about how 
sensational the sight is. 

"You can literally hear ihe 
ground shake when the race starts."

The images of majestic Viking 
ships drifting down the uncharted 
waterways of the North American 
continent form the historic back­
drop for yet another wild adven­
ture featuring Dirk Pitt, A l 
Giordino, and the phenomenal 
team of Cussler's fictional iNUMA. 
With his usual mastery of plotting, 
Cussler gives readers an intricale 
story o f ancient mysteries and 
present day terrorists that brazenly 
pushes the fictional limits even as 
it grasps you by the hand and 
yanks you fimily into the sus­
pense. The action is nonstop and 
the finale brings the legendary 
Norsemen, the modem day adver­
saries and a louch of Jules Veme 
fantasy together into one remark­
able framework of interlocking 
pieces. 

Good versus evil is always at the 
bean of Dirk Pitt's troubles and 
"Valhalla Rising" has enough evil 
and adventure to fill three vol­
umes.

A s 
the investigation into the catastro­
phe progresses, it becomes appar­
ent thai ihcse men arc merely ihe 
mercenary army of the internation­
al corporation Cerberus, headed 
by a sociopath who is obsessed 
widi manipulating world oil mar­
kets and gaining unlimited wealth 
and power. As the deadly hunt 
continues lo find the secret fomiu-
la. Pitt and the N U M A team place 
themselves squarely in the path of 
the assassins as they try to gather 
evidence against the corporate 
conglomerate and prevent further 
loss of life. 

As in any Pitt story, this larger-
than-life hero faces his formidable 
adversary with A l Giordino at his 
side and a beautiful woman hang­
ing on his arm. However. Cussler 
now ushers in a new phase in Pitt's 
life, as we see an aging hero pon­
dering the face in the mirror and 
the emotional scars of a long ago 
love affair that ended tragically.

While still retaining his charming 
veneer and lady-killer image, it's 
apparent that Pitt is approaching 
an inevitable crossroad and is 
uncertain which direction lo take. 

Cussler's unparalleled talent for 
mixing history and legend with 
contemporary heroes and villains 
are why his novels are consistently 
found on the bestseller lists. And 
in no small way each novel is an 
education - tales spun from die 
intriguing mysteries of the ocean 
depths and the discoveries made 
through his real life N U M A expe­
ditions. In 'Valhalla Rising" 
Cussler brings readers a complex 
drama thai delves into early Viking 
explorations and inspires a thirst lo 
know more. He examines 19th 
century literature, drawing paral­
lels between Jules Verne's genius 
for science fiction and modem day 
technology. He flirts with the theo­
ry that (iaptain Nemo and the 
Nautilus may have had origins 
other than Veme's fertile imagina­
tion and leaves the reader wonder­
ing the same. Dirk and company 
may ultimately reach a satisfying 
conclusion to their perilous adven­
ture, but readers are left with a 
mind full of tantalizing questions 
just begging to be researched. 

If you haven't already, go grab a 
copy of diis newest Pitt adventure 
with Cussler weaving words in a 
way that makes authors' mouths 
water. And, in case you were won­
dering other great Cussler novels 
to read, I suggest "Raise the 
Titanic." and "Night Probe" along 
with each and every novel Cussler 
has eveiy written. These novels are 

' nearly impossible to put down 
once you start reading them. 

There are few aromas more 
lovely than the fragrance of a 
beautifully prepared stock. Often 
limes I ' l l fill a bouillon cup with 
whatever liquid "a.s.set" happens 
to be on the stove, add a touch of 
salt and sip as if i l were lea. The 
pureness of a simple chicken 
broth washes away ones cares, 
while the com­
plexity of a rich 
brown beef just 
excites the taste 
buds.

istics is the use of high quality 
ingredients. The protein must be 
impeccably fresh and well 
trimmed. Vegetables crisp and 
clean. A slock pot is not a 
"garbage can" for peelings, old 
produce or fatly trimmings. And 
.speaking of pots, a tall-sided ves­
sel is much preferable as it pro­
hibits the loss of volume dirough 
evaporation. 

A basic recipe calls for 8-10 
pounds ofbones and trimmings, 1 
pound of tnirpoix, a banquet garni 
and six quarts of cool liquid. 
Mirpoix is simply a vegetable mix 
of carrots, onions and celery 
while a banquet garni is a sprig 
of thyme, parsley stems, bay leaf 
and leek or celery leaves bundled 
logelher with kitchen twine. 

Begin by rinsing the bones lo 
remove blood and impurities. Add 
to the pot and cover with cool 
water. Cool water facilitates a 
slow increase in temperature and 
the coagulation of any remaining 
blood, which then rises to the sur­
face. Skim this "scum" often, as 
the final clarity is a direct result of 
the care taken here. A d d your 
washed, roughly chopped vegeta­
bles, banquet gami and simmer 
until the desired flavor is 
achieved. 

Ideally, a stock should be of 
neutral flavor, not overpowered by 
any of its ingredients. In general, 
cooking times are 6-8 hours for a 
meal stock, 4-6 for poulHy. 30 
minutes to 1 hour for fish and 30-
40 minutes for vegetable stock. 

The final step is to strain the liq­
uid through rinsed cheesecloth 
draped into a colander or sieve. 
Cool quickly in an ice bath or shal-

low containers in the refrigerator. 
At Diamond Jim Brady's Bistro, 
we make 100 gallons of stock 
every week, which is mostly used 
for soups and sauces. 

Our filet is topped with a rich 
reduction of veal stock and 
marsala wine, a guiness stout 
enhanced beef just accompanies 
the steak sandwich and a garlic fla­
vored piccala sauce is tossed with 
orzo and chicken. Our creamy 
onion soup is a combination of 
veal and chicken stocks along with 
ale and deeply caramelized yellow 
onions, while die New England 
Clam Chowder is made with a fla­
vorful fish fumet. 

Endless other applications 
apply. Try cooking rice in stock 
for added depth of flavor. Or. stir-
fry vegetables In a touch of broth 

which adds richness without calo­
ries. Even though I have the luxu­
ry of taking a "carry-out" of stock 
for home cooking from the 
restaurant. I prefer to prepare my 
own. It is so relaxing to spend a 
day making several different 
stocks and freezing them for 
future use. Although time con­
suming and sometimes expensive, 
the sense o f accomplishment pro­
vided by a pot gently simmering 
away is priceless.

"Golf i.s a good walk spoiled," 
Mark Twain .said, laking a pithy shot 
at llie sport. But his sentiment 
alludes lo a coiiundnirii: Is golf 
exercise? 

"Come out and play in the heat 
arid sweat this much, and tell me 
you think this isn't c.xercise," says 
John Brindlcy of Memphis, Tenn., 
in the middle of a round one very 
sunny allemoon. 

Brindlcy, sweat-so:iked but not 
out-of-hreath. .said his afternoon "s 
cflbits arc definitely a workout. He 
played 18 holes preparing for a golf 
loumament and, by die end, took a 
much-needed respite in the air-con­
ditioned clubhouse. 

"I'm tired," lie said, slumped in a 
chair "(GolQ i.s a workout." 

Doesn't walking the 4-.Vniile 
course in the sun. lugging around all 
th;it equipment and swinging a club 
about 100 times count for some­
thing? 

Yes, say most dcKlors and train­
ers. Just not as aerobic exercise. 

Out-of-shape duffers climbing 
through tall weeds, woods and all 
sort,s of other hazards on the course 
probably increase their hcirt rate to 
an aerobic level, but for most, golf 
simply isn't aerobic activity, which 
is what most health experts advise 
for optimum fitness. 

That golf is not exercise is debat­
ed almost as heatedly as the belief 
housework is not exercise, which, 
by the way, recent studies suggest 
isn't. 

"Tliere's this concept that you 
don't have to go to the gym or run 
for exercise, (that you can) work out 
working in the garden or pushing a 
vacuum," said Steven Snow, director 
of fitness programming at a 
Memphis country club and a per­
sonal trainer. "Tliat's belter than 
being sedentary, but it's not going to 
gel you where you need to be," he 
said. 

Snow isn't advising health-mind­
ed individuals lo skip golf and take 
up world-class fitness uiiining for 
exercise, but to be realistic about the 
difference between exercise and 
leisure activities. 

"It's really a distinction between 
exerei.sc and recreation," he said. 
"Exercise being focused toward 
mainuiining and increasing fitness, 
imd recreation being for fun, play." 

Snow does allow that it's possible 
to "play golf at a level where you get 
your heart rate up to exhaust you." 

"ll's not a bad idea (lo play golf.) 
I'd never counsel a client to quit. It's 
physical activity, and wc need recre­
ation in our lives. We need diver--
sion; we need play," he said. "It 
doesn't have tq come down to just 
cxereisc." 

Obviously, walking a course with 
a bag of clubs slung over your shoul­
der or pulling them on a hand cart is 
better than riding in a motor cart 
(although neophytes might be 
amazed by how much walking is 
.still involved when using a cart.) 

While not necessarily aerobic, the 
long-distance walk in golf is a 
healthful endeavor, doctors say. 
Although ii's questionable if your 
golf game improves your fitness 
level, it's a better bet your fiuiess 
level may improve your golf game. 

"The goal is not to play a round of 
golf in two hours and 36 minutes," 
says Snow, "but to shoot a lower 
score." 

A great way to improve chances 
at a lower scons is by improving 
flexibility, strength and endurance, 
he said. Historically, golfers were 
never widely admired for athletic 
prowess. But Snow noted nearly all 
the successful players in the 102nd 
U.S. Open at Bethpage State PaIk in 
Famiingdale, N.Y.. woric out several 
times a week, even during tourna­
ments. 

But for amateur golfers, just a 
couple of aerobic wOTkouts a week 
can improve peffonmance, traineis 
say. 

A low aerobic capacity or 
endurance level decreases coordina­
tion because of physical and mental 
fatigue and decreases a player's 
chance for better scones.

Carolyn McCraw pointed to 
a poster of a woman twisting 
to show her sculpted stom­
ach and joked, "With these 
mats, I also want a body like 
that." 

Alton Skinner said, "You 
know, you can have it." 

She hired him. 
And after about 18 months 

of working out regularly 
with a personal trainer, 18 
months of stretching and 
sweating and straining, she 
has lost 7 inches from her 
waist and received plenty of 

, compliments. And although 
she started with a typical 
goal — to drop pounds, to 
create muscle, in essence to 
buy a perfect body — she 
feels as if she has gotten a 
lot more. 

" At 38, she can be happy 
not only that she's whittled 
off the 40 to 50 pounds she 
gained with each pregnancy 
lo a lean and sU'ong i 24 
pounds, but that her back 
isn't sore anymore. That she 
gets more sleep and more 
time to herself. That she 
doesn't drink a 2-iiter bottle 
of Sprite every day anymore. 
That she and her husband 
are eating better than ever. 
That she has found ways to 
work good habits Into her 
busy-mom schedule. That 
even her 8-ycar-old son, 
Austin, is more active now. 

More and more people are 
turning to trainers for help 
— not just actresses and 
executives anymore. As it 
becomes increasingly main­
stream, with more than 5 
million Americans using per­
sonal trainers now, the field-
is changing. Now there are 
trainers for every conceiv­
able niche: for soccer play­
ers, for new moms, for elder­
ly people, for obese children. 
Now people can choose a 
trainer who fits not only 
their needs but their person­
ality. And now many trainers 
worlc more holistically; look­
ing at their client's total 
lifestyle rather than just 
carving six-packs out of beer 
bellies. 

Bob Greene, Oprah 
Winftey's trainer, symbol­
izes that more personal type . 
of personal training. Greene 
thinks the pendulum is 
swinging back, ftom the 
incredibly weight- and 
appearance-obsessed '80s 
and '90s to a more balanced 

approach to fitness. And 
even though plenty of people 
come io a trainer and say, "J 
want to get rid of THIS," as 
ihcy squeeze a handful of 
fat, Greene sees that as just 
the most visible measure of 
what a trainer can do for a 
client. 

"The crux of it is the emo­
tional part," he said, and 
dealing wilh ihat is a big piirt 
of his best-selling book, 
"Get With Ihe Program: 
Getting Real About Your 
Weight, Health, and 
Emotional Well-Being" 
(Simon & Schuster, $24). 

Lots of people are just like 
Oprah, he said. The happiei' 
they are, the better they take 
care of themselves. 

"We always concentrate 
on earing and exercise, but to 
me, those are just things you 
need to do — there's no 
magic in that. Magic is in 
tiie other areas of life-that 
interrupt your good behav-
ion>." The person who is able 
io make a dramaiic change, 
to lose lots of weight and 
whip themselves into shape, 
is a person who has had rev­
elations in oilier areas of life, 
he said. 

A good trainer wil l help, 
Greene said, by listening, by 
watching. Does the client 
hale his job? Docs she hate 
her husband? 

After hours on the tread­
mill or guiding a client 
through crunches, Greene 
said, you start to get a pretty 
good idea of what's really 
going on. Like bartenders, or 
hairstylists, there just seems 
to be something about train­
ers that makes people open 
up. "Stuff just comes out." 
Greene said. 

Often that means suggest­
ing an expert — a therapist, 
a marriage counselor, a dieti­
tian, a physician — to help. 
• Dana Mann, a 38-year-old 
mother of three from 
Raleigh, N . C , started seeing 
a trainer to get rid of the last 
stubborn 10 or 15 pounds 
she had gained during preg­
nancy. After a few months of 
dieting and working out, 
after she complained about 
being tired all the time and 
losing a lot of hair, her train­
er asked her if she had talked 
to a doctor. Mann went to an 
endocrinologist and found 
out she has thyroid prob­
lems. 

"If she hadn't said any­
thing, I would've just 
thought, ' O K , I guess I'm 
just supposed to be tired and 
craIiky and miserable all the 
time.'" she said, giggling 
and back to her normal, bab-
blyself. 

O f course, that can lead to 
problems, too. Good trainers 

T I P S O N C H O O S I N G A T R A I N E R 

Thinking about getting a trainer? Take your time and 
choose the one who is best for you . 

First, decide what your own 
reasons are and set some 
goals. Do you want to 
strengthen your knees for 
tennis? Lose 200 pounds? 
Have more energy at work? 
Run a marathon? 

Consider whether you'd do 
best one-on-one or in a 
group. Or maybe you'd 
rather have a trainer map 
out a fitness plan for you 
that you follow by yourself. 

Experts recommend at least 
one meeting and workout 
with a trainer before you 
make a commitment. 

Ask about education and cer­
tifications. II you've recently 
recovered from an injuiy, you 
may want someone with 
some rehab training. If you 
want to change your diet, 
look for someone trained as 
a nutritionist. Experts recom­
mend someone with a 
degree in an exorcise-related 
field and certification from a 
respected national organiza-
tion. There are many groups 
that certify trainers, but the 
American Council on 
Exercise, the American 
College of Sports Medicine, 
and the National Strength 
and Conditioning Association 
are three well-respected 
organizations. 

Ask about experience and 
expertise. How long have 
they been doing this? Can 
you talk to their clients? 
Also, some trainers focus 
on specific sports of types 
of exercise, like golf, foot-
ball, ballet or weighllifting, 
or on specific types of 
clients, like the elderly or 
the very obese. 

What is their philosophy? Try 
to get a sense of what they 
think is important; if you just 
want to be able to get up 
the stairs without panting, 
and they're talking about 
chiseled abs, maybe you 
should keep looking. 

Flexibility. Can you go in once 
and get a workout plan, can 
you go five times a week, 
can you go once a month? 
WilUhey work out with you 
at home, at a gym, outside, 
or wherever you prefer? 

Finally, and maybe most 
important, get a sense their 
motivational style. Do you 
want a boot-camp experi­
ence, or someone to give 
you a hug? Do you want 
numbers to chart your fit­
ness, or will you b? happy 
when you can slide into 
your jeans? Someone who 
will give you energy, or 
maybe make you laugh? 

know their boundaries. But 
there are so many trainers 
out there now, with a con­
fusing array of educational 
backgrounds and certifica­
tions, that clients need to 
make sure the advice they're 
getting is informed advice. 

"You've got people who 
rely on their trainer for just 
about everything, for moti­
vation, support, encourage­
ment," said Jeff Bolles. fit­
ness director at the Pulse 
Athletic Club in Raleigh. 
"When you spend time with 
someone on a regular basis, 
they become a friend, a pret­
ty integral part of your life. 
You share things with them 
you don't share with some 

of your other friends." 
If a client comes in after a 

terrible day. he'll ease off. 
"Sometimes they just want 
to show up and spend 70 
percent of the session talk­
ing. That's kind of your job. 
You have to help them gel 
through the session, but you 
also have to be their support, 
make sure they stay happy, 
stay posirive." 

No wonder people 
become dependent on their 
trainers. 

Greene says the ulrimate 
goal is to leave a client not 
only fit and healthy and 
happy, but self-motivated. 
"They need to be fine with­
out you.

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No longer limited to milk bottles and newspapers, 
recycling is being embraced in industrial circles as 

a way to save - and make - more money

Every diiy, Sauder Wo<Klworking Co. 
is lefl widi iiround 3t)0 ions of siiwdusl 
afler workcni craft rcady-to-assenible 
furniture. 

Parmcrs and manufacturers buy 
.some of the sawdust for animal bedding 
and other uses. But the rest would have 
to be hauled to the landfill, at a cosl of 
jiboul S55 lo S60 a ton, if die Archbold, 
Ohio, company hadn'l devised anodicr 
u.se: milking electricity. 

Sauder operates a $15 million co-
gencralion plant that last year produced 
enough electricity from burned sawdust 
to power 3,878 hou.ses, as well as slctim 
u.sed lo expand packing foam and do 
oUicr lasks. 

Opened in January 1994, tlie co-gen­
eration plant was conceived afler 
Sauder and Toledo Edison Co. worked 
out a deal under which the funiiture 
company supplies electricity lo the util­
ity's grid in rcluni for cheaper rates. 

Sawdust hasn't been .sent to the land­
fill In three years thanks to die co-gen-
eralion plant, which bums about 55 per­
cent of the sawdust and small wood 
pieces left over from manufacturing. 

"You have lo have someplace to go 
with i l , " said Paul Nazfiger, Sander's 
facililies engineer. "It (reclaimed) our 
wood waste and put il lo a good use." 

About half of companies nationwide 
participate in .some fomi of recycling, 
said Pamela Gordon, author of "Lean 
and Green: Profit For Your Workplace 
and the Environment" and president of 
Technology Forecasters Inc., of 
Alameda, Calif. 

Many industrial firms have an unclut­
tered view of the benefits o f recycling. 
Re-using, reducing and recycling mate­
rials typically save manufacturers 1 per­
cent to 5 percent of die cosl of goods 
Uicy sell, estimated Gordon. 

"It can be very significant in a com­
petitive market," she said. "Five percent 
of Ihc cosl - dial comes suiiiglit from 
die bottoiTi line." 

Still, at Sauder, il will lake nearly a 
decade of use before die co-generation 
plant pays for itself, even widi lower 
landfill expenses, cheaper elecUicity

fates and sales from die sawdust Sauder 
doesn't bum. That's more than twice as 
long as Sauder typically expects for a 
return on an investment. 

But the environmental payoff is 
wordi the extended wait, said company 
president and chief executive Kevin 
Sauder. 

Many manufacturers roudnely return 
racks, pallets or other containers in 
which parts or other materials arc deliv­
ered from suppliers so Ihe containeni 
can be reused. Some companies asked 
their supplien, to all use Ihc same recy­
clable materials, .such as plastic package 
binding and buckets. Bins for paper, 
soda cans, and other everyday items are 
nearly ubiquitous in plants and offices. 

Despite such strides from Sauder and 
odier manufacturers, U.S. fimis have a 
long way lo go lo match recycling lead­
ers in Western Europe and Japan, .said 
Gordon. Some stales are more 
advanced dian odiers, she said, such as 
Oregon, where 80-85 percent of compa­
nies do some type of recycling.

Elaine Freidcn stood before 14 
college students, pitching profes­
sions in which employment is 
virtually guaranteed, jobs are 
secure and salaries stan at 
SiSm to more than $50j000. 

It was still a tough sell. 
Freidcn recruits students for 

the University of Tennessee's 
College o f A l l i ed Health 
Sciences in Memphis, where 
denial hygienists. occupational 
and ptIysical thenqjists, cytotech-

nologists. medical technologists 
and hcallh infomialion managers 
are trained. 

These days, graduates, partic­
ularly medical technologists, are 
snapped up quickly. 

Medical technology is the lat­
est addition to the growing list of 
health professions where 
demand for wortcers exceeds the 
supply. The list includes nurses, 
pharmacists and cytotechnolo-
gisis. 

Products from blood to bone 
mantiw to vaccines destined for 
human use, or test results that 
wil l help diIect treatmem, must 

be processed by a licensed med­
ical technologist. Most work in 
hospital laboratories and blood 
banks. 

Image is part of die problem. 
Medical technology doesn't have 
one. Because med techs are 
laIgely tucked away in laborato­
ries, the profession has a low-
profile. 

"People just need to under­
stand that witiiout the lab. die 
doctor could not do his job," said 
Jennifer Sliipman, 27, of Wynne, 
Ark. She's worlced as a medical 
technologist in hospitals and at. 
Lifeblood, Mid-South Regional 
Blood Center in Memphis since 
1997. 

Tlie number o f accredited fned 
tech training progiams nation­

wide dropped from 373 in 1995 
to 230 diis year. Linda Ross, a 
medical technologist and interim 
chairman of l ITs Depanmcnt of 
Clinical Laboratory Sciences, 
said it's hard to fill the class­
rooms. U T s two-year program 
has room for 20 students. Last 
year, it atlracted nine. 

"As far as medical technology 
is concerned, the medical com­
munity is just keeping a nostril 
above water," said D L Richard 
Jones, technical services director 
at Lifeblood, Mid-South 
Regional Blood Center. 

In ihe last year, demand for 
medical technologists has helped 
drive salaries up about 10 per­
cent locally. New graduates with 
a bachelor's degree cam about 

$35,000.

Methodist Healthcare in 
Memphis is offering a $1,000 
bonds to any Mediodist employ­
ee who helps recIuit a medical 
technologist. 

"The need is going to increase, 
no question about it," said Sue 
Rowe.

In days of old, the imprimatur on an 
audited financial statement signed by a Big 
Eight firm - the biggest of, the nation's 
public accounting firms, whose ranks have 
dwindled to half thai number - was like the 
Good Housekeeping seal of approval. 

Il assured shareholders that all was well 
with their investments and thai they could 
sleep soundly, knowing their nest eggs 
were protected - or, at the leasl, that the 
situation as laid out in a company's finan­
cial statements accurately portrayed its 
condition. 

"For decades, society has expected audi­
tors to ferret out fraud," said Ed Ketz, pro­
fessor of accounting al Penn State's Smeal 
College of Business. 

Not anymore. That image of'flinty-cycd 
auditors scouring every detail of a compa­
ny's balance sheet and income statement 
for discrepancies was shattered with the 
collapse of Enron. 

Investors were outraged to learn that 
accounting firm Arthur Andersen had 
signed off on the energy trader's financial 
statements even though it appeared to 
know they grossly misstated Enron's rev­
enues and financial condition. Part of the 
problem was the dual role played by 
Andersen, which acted both as a consultant 
to Enron and as its outside auditor 

The Enron deception was followed by 
other major scandals, including 
WoridCom, which recently filed for bank-
niptcy and stands accused of artificially 
inflating profits by concealing neariy $4 
billion in expenses and shifting around 
more than $3 billion in reserves outside of 
accepted accounting practices. 

In the wake of these scandals, President 
Bush has signed sweeping legislation 
aimed at clamping down on corporate and 
accounting fraud. Among other things, the 
law establishes a regulatory body to over­
see the audit of public companies and 
adopts standards for auditors. 

But what remains unclear is what all this 
is going to mean for the business of 
accounting. 

Ketz is among those who predict a mas­
sive industry shakeup as accounting firms 
scramble to rid themselves of their sexier 
consulting practices that advised clients on 
business practices and strategies and focus, 
once again, on their more mundane audit 
functions. 

Deloittc & Touche, another of the Big 
Four, still maintains a consulting and audit 
practice but plans to spin off what remains 
of its consulting practice in the near future, 
said Patricia Silverman, a spokeswoman 
for the firm. 

Deloitte already had spun off much of its 
consulting business in 1996, forming 
Resources Connection, which provides 
companies with experienced professionals 
in accounting and finance, informational 
technology and human resources. Deloitte 
initially maintained a minority stake in the 
venture, but Resources Connection 
became entirely independent when it went 
public in December 2O00. 

Wil l less-well-known accoundng firms 
grab up some of the auditing business now 
diat die Big Four have come under fire, 
eidier direcdy or by guilt through associa­
tion? 

Ketz thinks not. Fortune 500 companies, 
he said, likely wi l l continue to use the Big 
Four because of their geographic reach arid 
prestige. 

Companies that use the bigger-name 
accountants may have to be prepared to 
pay more. That's because wid i die more 
profitable consulting practices gone, die 
Big Four wil l have to charge more for audit 
services, which once served as a "loss 
leader" diat allowed them to get their foot 
in the door and sell odier, more profitable 
services. 

The higher prices may be woIth it, Penn 
State's K e u said, because "die public is 
going to demand that audited statements be 
mote trutiifiil."

I've always been intrigued by the virtues of own­
ing a digital camera: Take a bunch of photos, delete 
the bad ones and print just lhe ones that 1 liked. And 
of course, I could e-mail my phoios lo family and 
friends in far-fiung places. 

Going fully digital, however, meant 1 needed lo 
spend hundreds of dollars on a digital camera with 
enough megapixels to make quality prints, and a 
pholo printer. Or 1 could give up my digital dream 
and just stick with my old 35mm camera. 

Bui 1 think I've found the best of both worlds. 
With online photo .services, I ran still shoot 

35nim while enjoying some of Ihe benefits of digital. 
Sites such as Ofolo, PhotoWorks, Shulterfiy and 
Snapfisli allow me to gel my 35mm film developed, 
phoios posted online and prints made. 

To my surprise, it was a pretty painless exercise, 
but the clear (iownside was the speed of service. It 
look at least a couple of days for my photos to be 
available online and even more lime for me to 
receive my prints. 

Still, I was pleased by the quality of the prints 
from all four services and wouldn't mind using them • 
again. 

You slarl by snail-mailing your roll in a postage-
paid envelope. They process the film, return the neg­
atives (and prints in some cases) while posting your 
phoios on their Web site. 

From Iherc you can crop your photos, turn your 
color shots into black and white images, take out the 
red-eye in thai indoor biilhday shot, put borders 
around the pictures and, yes, e-mail them to your 
friends and family. 

Prices range from about $4 for negative process­
ing to nearly $10 for a complete sel of prints. Al l 
services offer online photos without additional

Combined, llic experiences sparked a lifelong pa.s-
sion and a lucralivc career. 

Since llicn Morliauscr has taken her decidedly 
liee-spiriled California crafts training and unapolo-
gelically molded i l into a multimillion-dollar corpo­
ration, sicadily serving up goods lo a high-end, 
cull-likc following. 

She opened for business in 1981 inside 
a liny studio in downtown Sania Cruz. 

Hy 1996 she had outgrown ilic 400-
squiirc-fool siudio .space and moved her 
factory lo a 16.000-squarc-foot warehouse. 

There, a small staff creates Annieglass hy follow­
ing : i well-known glass-making lechiiiquc called 
"sluniping." Sheels of Hal window glass are cul by 
hand, ground along ihe edge.'; and hand-painted. Each 
piece is placed over a cermnic mold and iie:ited in a 
kiln al \ ,?50 V lo lake ihcir shape. Metal, giu.ss and 
color pigmciils fuse pernianenlly to the glass, making 
Ihe work heal- and chip-rcsislanl. 

Mofhauscr sells 2.̂  lighl-rellcding lines - from 
frosied plates lo va.ses, volives, planers and gold-
irimnicd dog and c:il bowls. Much of ihe work mim­
ics ilems found near her coiisl side home - rippling 
waves, fish, boats, leaves and .shells, Deliberalcly 
minimal, the collcclions pair subtly wilh other lalilc-
lop items, from ihc mo'sl ornate antiques lo llic sleek­
est of modern-day paltcms. 

"Her work is very accessible and simple," said 
Lipol'sky, who taught Morhauscr al the Caliibrnia 

College of Arts and Crafts in San 
l-riinci.sco. "It's nol complicated, 
nol difficult 10 understand. It's 
good, basic design that developed 
into a faiilastic business." 

Morhauscr's signature Roman 
Antique series, for one, follows 
clean geomclric lines framed by 
24-karal gold or platinum ribbons. 
The clear serving bowls and plat­
ters, wilh Iheir rustic asymmetrical 
surfaces and crackled banding, 
evoke the Italian artifacts lhal first 
inspired Morhauscr to study deco­
rative arts. 

Her lalcM line, which will be in 
stores by the fall, is made by silk-
.screcning leaf iin;iges onto thick 
slabs of curved glass. The skele­
tal figures of Fallen Leaves 
appear lo be lloaling on rip­
pling waier. 

Last year, Annieglass put 
oul 100,000 pieces - a num­
ber that likely wil l increa.se 
li i i le, if any, this yean And 
that's jusl fine with 
Morhauscr who has no 
plans 10 expand her busi­
ness and mass-produce 
her pricey products for 
fear she'd compromise 
quality and lose her core 
clientele. 

"1 could copy myself, 
but why?" she asked. 
"I'm in the luxury mar­
ket and that's where I 
want to stay."

She now has enough space to spread 
out her colleclion and lo invite her friends 
over lo her Fort Myers, Fla., home for lea 
parties wilh their dolls. 

The house already is full of toothbrush­
es and Happy Meal boxes, antique books 
and music boxes and doll after doll, all 
bearing the same triangle-nose and red 
stringy hair tliat has become an impish-
icon for generations: Raggedy Ann. 

At age 44, the retired Marine Corps 
Reserves gunnery sergeant has found she 
isn't loo old to play with dolls, especially

too — a few years ago. 

"When you read the different books, 
your imagination gels going," said 
Ginger "She's just lovable. She talks lo 
you and you can talk lo her. You can tell 
her anything. It's imagination. 1 think I 
can tell her anything and she can keep my 
secrets." 

It was in 1996 that Ginger found out the 
grandfather of her then-boyfriend Tim had 
created Raggedy Ann almost 87 years 
ago. Before she met and married Tim, she 
would buy Raggedy Ann dolls as gifts for 
other people. Once she fell in love, she 
started buying them for herself and rein­
troducing her husband to his unique her­
itage. 

Tim's grandfather, Johnny Gruelle, cre­
ated Raggedy Ann in 1915. He was soon 
selling the doll and writing books about 
Raggedy Ann and her brother Andy, who 
was introduced a few years later. 

Tim's mother, Ruth Gruelle, has taken 
over the reins and works hard to keep 
Raggedy Ann and Andy clean and pure. 
She's in constant contact wilh lawyers lo 
battle copyright infringement and lo mon­
itor the companies. 

"When Johnny Graelle started Raggedy 
Ann, he didn't think anything would come 
of i l , " Ruih said from her home in Chapel 
Hi l l , N.C., one of only four family mem­
bers lo receive minimal royalties, "If we 
don't keep her legal she can't be anything 
she is. She has the '1 love you' heart and 
she loves everybody," 

"She doesn't walk and she doesn't talk. 
You jusl play wilh her like a friend," Ruth 
said. "People arc getting to be more fami-
ly-orienied again and she's a very lovable 
thing that gazes up at you. How can you 
hate her?" 

Easy, if you are a boy, OK, it wasn't 
exactly hale, but growing up, T im didn't 
care a bit about Raggedy Ann, His parents 
never talked about his legacy and he was 
barely aware of his grandfather's place in 
history, 

"Being a boy it really wasn't my thing 
so 1 wasn't all that excited about it - little 
boys and dolls, you know," said Tim, 
while silting in the dollhouse with a 
Raggedy Ann shirt and cap. "When we 
had our wars as brother and sister I'd 
sneak in and cul all the hair off her dolls." 

Ginger has paid as much as $1,200 for 
a Raggedy Ann doll, but she jusl as much 
loves finding ihe dolls in thrift shop bins, 
where she rescues them and brings them 
home. 

No doll ever gets thrown into the wash­
ing machine, even if its face is stained 
with grape juice or marker, 

"They're a well-loved doll," Ginger 
said, "Somebody at some point or another 
loved lhal baby and that's why it's torn 
and stained," 

To Ginger, those stained, dirty, torn and 
battered dolls are just as important as the 
pristine, $1,000 ones, 

"They might be missing a leg or an arm 
and that's fine with me," she said, "I'm 
nol in i l for the money I'm a collector"

I n a .shrine lo premium noslalgia 
and high-oclane goofiness, there 
are three things missing ff-om Mark 
Rei f f s pit slop of a home in Ihe 
heart o f Woodland, Calif,; a long 

line of thirsty cars waiting out front to 
fill up Iheir mnks; a tow truck hauling 
in the carcass from a nasty car wreck; 
and a glib, gum-snnpping waitress ask­
ing, "Hon. you want a l id on that cof­
fee?" 

Mark Reiff lives in central 
Woodland on a deceptive street of 
modest homes, white picket fences, a 
flowering of American flags and occa­
sional .squeal of laughter, 

Re i f f s house is ea.sy to find. It 
resembles a country store. Il has a 
weathered porch, an old Coca-Cola 
machine, a Pennzoil sign, a Tcx.ico 
water hose, a Mobilgas oil dispen.scr 
and a shingle on the roof that says 
" R e i f f s Gas Station. Established 
1978." 

Oul front, there's a service island 
with two gas pumps and a black .snake 
cable that goes "ding-ding." And, right 
now, gas is a steal! 

A t one pump, a vintage green 
Sinclair, gas is 37 6/10 cents per gallon. 
A t the other pump, a gleaming red Fire 
Chief, gas is an uncanny 11 4/10 cents 
per gallon. Guzzling SUVs wi l l think 
they've died and gone lo Qatar! How to 
explain such Model T prices? 

Wel l , the pumps fuel nothing but 
memories. Nonetheless, the mirage­
like sight o f the filling station in this 
residential zone has caused some 
Woodland old-timers to drive by. puz­
zl ing, "Gee, I don't remember a gas sta­
tion being on this street before!" 

What must these same folks make of 
the horrible collision jusl around the 
comer? Here, a cla.ssic 1956 Olds 88 is 
impaled in the side o f a bam. There are 
even suspicious skid marks on the 
street, a section of splintered fence, 
shredded slats of bam wood. 

It's a l l a crashing joke, of course. 
" A t night, die taillights light up," 

says Reiff of his Olds chandelier, a bea-

con in the dark. Then, surveying the 
damage, he remarks on the obvious: 
"You won't find another house like this 
in Woodland." 

Let's hope not. In some fus.sy sub­
urbs, ami-beige guys like Reiff would 
be drummed out of the homeowners 
a.ssociation. Not in Woodland. Here, 
Reiff is fast becoming an urban legend, 
his rustic country store and gas station 
a popular roadside attraction. 

On a lovely day, Reiff idles happily 
in his eclectic back yard, which fea­
tures a path of pink petunias, a grove of 
teenage birches, a lukewarm koi pond 
and enough neon beer signs to quench 
every bar and grill on Main Street. 

Reiff is 53 years old. He has blue 
eyes, sandy-gray hair, a beaming smile. 
He is cl.id in his usual attire o f shorts, 
Hawaiian shirt and year-round tan. 
Reiff is a Woodland native, as was his 
father. 

Thus, by virtue o f Woodland 
longevity and civic standing, he feels 
he's enlilled to a little creative license -

a public variance from the norm. 
In 1978, Reiff, newly married, 

bought what was once a conventional 
ranch-style home - one bath, three bed-' 
rooms. Soon divorced, he raised two 
kids in this home and continues to 
operate a successful parking lot clean­
ing business, which accounts for his 
tropical glow. 

Reiff, .still single ("But I 'm look­
ing"), has a knack for decorating. The 
interior of his hou.sc is a major state­
ment. " M y friends call it 'the 
Winchester Mystery House of 
Woodland,' " he laughs. "I 'm always 
changing stuff." 

Right now, a quick glimpse reveals 
an ersatz cobblestone fireplace, a fioor 
composed of douglas fir, and a vaulted 
ceiling clad in redwood fence boards. 
Over a kitchen island, a suspended 
wagon wheel holds an array of pots and 
pans. The cupboards are made of dou­
ble-hung sash windows. The knotty-
pine kitchen floor is patched with .soup 
can lids. There is stuff everywhere -

train sets, vegetable scales, antique 
stoves, pedal cars. A l l that, plus a 
sumpluous'Wcalth of dust, is in place 
for the long haul. 

Asked what he calls this decor, Reiff 
deliberates and says, "I consider it 
California rustic." 

Three years ago, he purchased an 
old gas pump at a yard sale, which put 
a tiger in his tank of imagination. 

"One day. I was standing in the front 
room looking outside the window," 
says Reiff. "And I said to my.self, 'I 
can build a g.is station out there!'" 

Apparently. Wilh no special permits 
required. And all the artifacts, from air 
hoses 10 quart bottles of o i l . Since 
then, he has purchased another 24 
antique gas pumps, which arc in 
orderly formation in his spotless 
garage, along with a bright-red 1998 
Corvette. 

Gee, wouldn't i l be great lo have a 
crazy, fun-loving neighbor like Mark 
Reiff? "l l 's cool," says Andy Solero, 
25, who lives next door in a compara­

tively prosaic hou.sc, with no gas 
pumps, nominimart and no car wrecks. 
" A lot of people slow down lo take a 
look al the house. Some people bring 
their whole family," he says. 

Indeed, Re i f f s Gas Station is 
becoming something of a regular 
tourist attraction, which says .some­
thing about growing Woodland. "It's 
wonderful," says Woodland Mayor 
Dave Flory. "It's very creative. 1 actual­
ly take guests by to see it. Il has 
become one of the highlights of my 
Woodland tour." 

Wel l , slam on the brakes, your 
honor! Mark Reiff has more ideas. " A 
gas station has to have a '50s diner," 
says Reiff. who along with being a dec­
orator, handyman and antique collector, 
is also an accomplished artist. His plan 
is lo paint a trompe I'oeil on the side of 
his house, featuring a sassy waitress, a 
moody James Dean and a real set of 
chrome counter stools. 

"I like to have fun," says Mark Reiff. 
"I like lo share fun with other people."

California master gardener 
Karena Beasley Garcia says taking 
a few precautions can add to the 
joy of gardening. 

"Like any other activity, people 
need to be careful and watchful 
when they garden," says Garcia. 

Garcia offers these safety tips. 
• Try lo avoid gardening dur­

ing the hottest part of the day. 
Remember to check medication 
labels; many warn people who are 
taking them to avoid direct sun­
light. 

• Use sunscreen. 
• Wear gloves. They protect 

you from thorns and debris that 
can cut and puncture skin, and they 
also protect your hands from 
germs found in the soil. 

• • Wear long-sleeve shirts and 
full-length pants. They serve as a 
barrier lo sharp branches and pro­
tection from the sun. 

• If you are bothered by mos­
quitoes, apply repellent. 

• Cany water with you and 
drink plenty lo prevent dehydra­
tion. 

• If you have a tfendency to 
'overheat, carry a cold pack or tie a 
scarf that has been dipped in cold-
water around your neck. 

• Wear a hat or bonnet to 
shade your head, face and neck. If 
temperatures mn high, dip the hat 
in cold water before wearing.

Alnio.st any I'niit or vegetable or combi­
nation can be made into a told soup, nnd 
there are lots of ways lo make a cold soup 
eieamy. Here are three, each illustrating a 
slightly differciU approach; one or more 
should be :idaplable lo any favorite ingredi­
ents you might like to transform into a soup 
that offcr.'i indulgence and refreshment al the 
same time. 

Typically,creamincss starts with pureeing 
the soup, but that isn't necessary. For exam­
ple, a creamy version of gazpaeho, the 
Spanish "salad soup." is achieved by simply 
stirring in some yogurt. 

The tomato juice in this veision combines 
wilh the yogurt lo make the whole thing 
pink, which sounds a bit odd, hut is no odder 
than, say, Thousand Island dressing. (OK, 
eating a bowl of Thousand Island dressing 
would be odd. But this soup is lovely. And it 
involves no cooking, unless you boil .sonic 
water to peel the tomatoes.) 

On the other hand, if you slail with puree­
ing, you can sometimes stop right there and 
have a lovely creamy soup. Gingered Pea 
Soup is nice and thick, and very tasty, with 
nothing added specifically for creamincss. If 
it's a litlle loo thick, it can be thinned wilh 
milk or half ;md half, incidentally adding an 
extra touch of smoothing. 

Buttermilk provides not only crcaminess 
but enough tang to offset what might be a 
loo-swect flavor in some fruit cream soups. 
The Peachy Cream Soup is still sweet 
enough to serve for dessert, but not loo 
sweet io come earlier in the meal if you 
can't wait. (Your impatience would be well-
founded; the soup is very nice.) And if you 
peel the peaches by hand (instead of loosen­
ing the skin first in boiling water), there's no 
cooking involved. 

H o w t o P u r e e 
Whenever a puree is called for, cook­

books typically say "in a food proces.sor or a 
blender..." but the truth of the matter is that 
a blender, which continuously circulates the 
mixture through Ihe whirlpool created by its 
blades, does a much better job of making 
smooth purees than does a food processor, 
which tends to produce a "puree" full of tiny 
particles that imparl a mealy texture. 

Blenders are inexpensive — there are 
many under $20 al discount stores — and i f 
you like cream soups (or smoothies, for that 
matter), a blender would make a nice 
August birthdiiy present for yourself, no 
matter when your birthday is. 

Soups involving pureed peas and beans 
might contain a fair amount of pulpy skins 
almost no matter how long you cook them 
or how aggressively you purdc them, ft's 
called fiber, and it's good for you, but if you 
don't like it in your otherwise creamy soup, 
pressing the pur& through a sieve will 
remove it. 

And as long as we're on the subject, be 
sure lo let hot soups cool a while before 
purdcing them. Very hot mixtures can 
expand violently when pureed, splashing 
hoi liquid out of the blender lid (even if you 
hold it down), and anywhere they can out of 
Ihe food-processor bowl.

After a decade of fooci scares about dan­
gerous pesticides in fruits and vegetables, 
food recalls and pictures from animal 
rights groups of hens in wire cages pump­
ing out eggs onto conveyor belts, it's no 
surprise people are wary about the food 
they buy. 

B u i when you reach for a product that 
says "natural," "healthy," or "made with 
naiural wholesome goodness." how do 
you know ii's really made that way?. 

Beginning Oct. 21, things are going io 
change on supermarket shelves when the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture rolls out 
its new National Organic Program, which 
for the first time will allow producers to 
put green and white " U S D A Organic" 
labels on products, declaring they are cer­
tified to have been 
organically grow 
and prepared.

n "Organic," covering products that 
contain al least 95 percent organic ingredi­
ents and no sulfites. (The other 5 percent 
can be non-organically grown ingredi­
ents.) 

n "Made with Organic Ingredients," 
involving products thai must contain at 
least 70 percent organic ingredients. 

The labels also must state the name of 
the distributor or packer who made the 
product, and the name of the local agent 
who certified the farm where the product 
was grown. If a product is found in viola­
tion of the regulations, this wi l l provide a 
trail back to the farm where it was grown. 

Producers who use less than 70 percent 
organic materials in their product cannot 
use the name "organic" prominently on 
the label, but they can note that in the list 
ingredients. 

Cissy Bowman of Hoosier Organic 
Farming in Clayton, Ind., said the coming 
changes are only the beginning, and their 
success depends on vigorous regulation, 

"There's a lot of bogus organic product 
already on the market," she said, adding 
that organic farmers and processors hope 
the U S D A uses its new authority quickly 
to crack down on mislabeling and con­
sumer fraud. There's a $10,000 fine for 
misusing the label. 

The new regulations are an indication of 
the rapid maturity of a market that once 
offered little more than granola bars, natu­
ral grains and tofu. Sales of organic foods 
have grown at a pace of 20 percent a year 
over the last decade. Tlie Organic Trade 
Association estimates organics were a 
$9.5 billion market last year and wil l reach 
$20 billion in sales by 2005. 

"Organics is one of the fastest growing 
food products," said H o l l y Givens. 
spokeswoman for the association. 

A 2001 survey by the Food Marketing 
Institute, which represents supermarkets, 
found 58 percent of shoppers said health 
considerations determined their food pur­
chases, and more than half read the con­
tent labels of new foods they're buying. 

The new rules bar organic suppliers 
from claiming their food is healthier or 
safer than conventional products. 

Although organic farmers aie barred 
from using pesticides, there's nothing that 
can be done about pesticides already in the 
soil. A Consumers Union study of govern­
ment data found that one-fourth of organ­
ic produce in grocery stories contained 
trace amounts of pesticides, including 
D D T and chlordane, which were banned 
almost 40 years ago but comInonly persist 
in the soils. 

"Consumers need to recognize that 
organic production doesn't mean pesti­
cide-free production," said Carl Winter, a 
food toxicologist at the University of 
California-Davis.
