M City Council
questions
awarding of two

Members of Novi's city council
began questioning the viability of
the city's plan review department,
sparking performance-based con-
Iroversy with those involved.

Whether or not the newly-creat-
ed depariment is meeting con-
ceived expectations is on the mind

of city officials, center cmployees
and members of the cily council
who hink it may be time to pull
the plug.

The center, originuted by Novi
City Manager Richard Helwig,
legan operating carlier (his year
and was created with the intemion
of placing the responsibility of
seviewing developers’ site plans
with cilty emplovees instead of
cily-retained contractors,

The importance of the project is
tied 1o reducing the city's reliance
an oulside consulftants - one of
Helwig's main pricrities for Novi.

Another eriginally defined goa
of the center wis Lo provide devel-
opers with reliable input of their
site plans i a timely manner.

Questions of the comer's per-
formance first sprang up during
the city manager's annual per-
formance review,

Novi City Councilinan David
Eandry cawiened Helwig that his
project wais going to be under the
microscope. Since then, the sug-
gestion to add two woodland tech-
nicians as full-time city employ-
ees hias further fired-up the circu-
Rating uncertainty.

Novi City Councilwomun
Lavra Lorenze feels the council
necds to take u close look at the
center before sllocating city lunds
to hirg twe new employecs, She is
ftol sure investing more money
into e center is prudent,

Grand River bridge funding up in the air

W Engler’s cuts
may hamper work
over CSX tracks

A gubernatorial veto of $24
million ir federal funds directed
at the Critical Bridge Program
has left the fate of the city’s
Grand River Avenue Bridge
reconsiruction project in ques-
tion.

Fhe funding exclusion is pan
of the fiscal year 2003
Transportation Budget bifl signed
by Gov. John Engler Qct. [,

The city was notified recemly
that the cut may extinguish funds
earmarked for the reconstruction
of the cremibling bridge routing
traffic over the CSX railroad
tracks.

Novi Cily Assistant Manager
Clay Pearson satd if the city loses
funding, improvements 10 Beck
Road will be affected as well.

“This is a story that will have a
happy ending." Pearson said.

Pearson said right now lhe
indication is the cut may not
affect Novi's project because
funds were dedicated such a long
time ago.

The funds have been obligated
for the Grand River Avenue
bridge replacement since at least
1993, Pearson said.

The gssistant cily manager said
city officials are working closely
with State Rep. Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi) and Scn. Bill Bullard Jr.
(R-Highland) to confirm the
long-standing  funding  will
remain in place 5o e Stwate of

Michigan may award the con-
struction contract in Decersber.

The city had planned on deme-
lition of the bridge at the end of
this year, with reconstruction
Wwork starting construcrion season
2003,

The Road Commission for
Qakland  County had alse
approved the bridge reconstrue-
tion in iis budget slong with
widening Grand River Avenue to
five lanes from the CSX bridge to
Beck Road,

Miller has worked on political
campaigns with pro-life eandi-
dates, This is the first time she has
solely worked against a candidate.

The Miller family amived in
Scuth Lyen last August. South
Lyon was a good midway point
between Orchard Lake and her
husband's Ann Arbor job, she said.

“I like Michigan a lot," said
Miiler. “I’s a lor like Wisconsin.
It's a beautiful area (in South

Miller is not registered to vote in
the general election next month.

Council missed it

The city council's approval of the Orchard
Hills West Subdivision <id not shew the council
al its best This 42-house development was
determined ta be too large for existing neighbor-
hood streets to safely handle the traffic.

The councl was therefore asked to approve
an access voad through wetlands and flood
plains along the Middle Rouge River so the
developer could preserve the size of the devel-
opment. Instead of causing a careful considera-
tien of the applicable city erdinance and all of
the availsble options, the issue became politi-
cized as a pro-development versus pro-environ-
mient contest with some pro-development coun-
¢il members voting with obvious plezsure 1o
destroy wetlands and flood ptains in the name of

protecting children in the existing sub from
heavy traffic and, along the way, laking the
oppormnity to guestion the ineligence and
judgment of the pro-environment side,

The fact is, tiad the council taken the time and
effon to carefully consider the issues before it
and 0 apply the city ordinance governing its
actions, the council could have casily found &
saluticn that would have satisfied traffic safety
concerns and preserved both the developers
profils and the wetdands.

Lets consider the Facts, An access road (o (e
new development would have, at best, reduced
traffic within the old subdivision by 50 percent.
No one suggested it would do more and, in fact,
the only expert (o testify on this subject stated
that the safety benefits of the road were uncer-
tzin. The city's raffic expent staled before the
Planning Commission {the coungii never asked
her any questions) that the road would reduce
iraffic in some portions of the old subdivision
but in fact would increast: it in cihers and there-
fare the road may or may not alleviale safety
concems, Apparently the safety of the children
whe live in those areas where iraffic will
increase was not impartant (o the council major-
ity, Nevertheless, even giving the proponents of
the road the benefit of the doubl, no one can say
that the road would reduce waffic in the old sub
by more than 50 percent.

A viable aliernative solution to the road would
be 1o reduce the number of new houses in the
development thal would need 1o use existng
streets. Cutting the number of houses in the pro-
posed subdivision from 42 w 2] would dso
reduce traffic in the old subdivision by 5¢ per-
ceit from Lhe proposed development and there-
fore render the raad unrnecessary. The developer,
however, would not lose all 21 units. Ten of
these Jost units could be recovered by-the devel-
oper by building on the upland non-protected
area of the sile just west of Meadowbrook Road.
Those 10 units would rol have any access to the
existing subdivision streets, I fact, the develop-

<r had these 10 wnits in bis preliminary plat but
granted a preservation easeraent in this non-pro-
tected area in exchange for a permit to destroy
the pratected wetlands.

With this pian, the developsr wouid be able to
build 31 units instead of 42. However, the devel-
oper would no longer have to build along stretch
of road through extremely bopgy soils within 50
feet of ativer. The money saved from not having
to build this road would clearly offset any oss in
ot being able to build, 11 houses. Additionally,
this new plan would allow the developet 1o buitd
houses on larger Iots that would border a nature
preserve. Any developer couid make mom
money selling 3t houses in Novi on large lots
berdering on 4 namire preserve than by selling 42
units on: small Jots bordering paved over wet-
lands.

Therefore, under this soluion, which was
staring council in the face all along, the develop-
er could get the same and perbaps even more
profits, traffic concems would be eliminated and
the wet{ands and flood plain would be protected.

And, Je1s not forget the significance of protect-
ing wetlends and flood plains along the Middle
Rouge River. Such protection is also important
for the health and well being of our children. It is
nei healthy for our childeen to have pelluted
streams and rivers flowing through their neigh-
borhoeds. 1t is also not healthy For them to have
artificiafly swollen streams roaring through our
neighbortioads like freight trains whenever there
is a heavy rain. Both of these conditions exist and
are caused by the destnation of weflands and
flood plains along the Middle Rouge River.

We should also not forget that protection of
these wellands and flood plains is imporant for
the finuncial health of our children. Over $100
million is now being spent by the state and fed-
eral government on the Rouge River Restoration
Project to recover or compensate for wetlands
and floed plains destroyed by municipalities
along the Reuge River. This money is being
speni {o correcs the problems of poltution and
flooding caused by decisions identical to the
decision made by the Novi City Council on this
project. Furthermore, billions of dollars of tax
money will be spent throughout the USA an
similar projects. We are paying that tax bill now
and our children will be paying it into the future.
The city council has hurt the futore finangial
health of our chiidren by adding to tha tax bill
and repeating the very misiakes we are paying
huge amomis of tax dollars to fix. Even those
people who donl care about the environment
should care about this kind of morey.

The Novi City Council did not even consider
the solution that is propesed here, What is most
disturbing about the council's refusal to do so is
the foct that the ordinance under which it was
acting mandates consideration of such an alter-
native. ‘The Novi City Code, Section 12-
174(a)(3), siates that a wetlands permit "shaf]
not be issued™ unless the applicant shows that a
“feasible and prudent altemative” 1o the pro-
posed activity does not exist. In this case, a fea-
sible and prudent altemative that would have
protected the developer's profits and fulfilled the
city council's reésponsibility {0 protect the health
and safety and minimize the tax burden of al! of
Novi's citizens did exist.

On this project, the Novi Ciry Council missed
an ofportunity 1o show it is capable of mising
abaye petty politics and ontdated notions about
environmental protection regufations to reach a
solution that would have benefited e,
There was a "right" answer da the poblem
before the council. The council: should have
found it

Grapholm endorses a
Vermont law thal lets gay
couples enter civil unions
and supports extending
heaith benefits {o partners
of gay stalc employees;
Pesthumus opposes both. Posthumus
charges Granholm comes from a corrupt
Wayne County/Delroil political culture,
while Granholm implies Posthumus
lsn't interested in being governor af
much more of Michigan than Kent and
Ottawa countles,

Granholm supports using race as a
crilerion for admission to colleges and
universities, while Posthumus opposes
“affirmative action.” Although il's hard
ta see how the issue alfecls public poli-
ey In Michigan, Posthumus opposes
reparations for descendants of slaves,
while Granhalm supgoris various social
policies deslgned (0 undo hisloric dis-
crimination withoul “wriling checks.”

elected governor,

A survey taken by the
Markeiing Resource Group
in  September indicated
thal 87 percent of Itkely voters consider
their lop concesns, in order, are: the
cconomy, job seeurily, cducation and
health care. Social issues don't even
make it into the top four.

Ever sinte this summer, when the
Cilizen's Research Council's careful
siudy of our state budget concluded we

There's debale on
whether (0 use a long title, but
when your site is at the top of the
search engine because you maxed
il out, the debate won't Jast long,
Make sure ali your important key
phrascs are in your litle. It's as
simpie as thal.

Make the meta. The meta tags,
description and key words, need
to {il within the word limil. Don't
repeat key phrases and don't
repeat any word more than five
times — search engine spiders,
the programs search engines
scot your site with, don't like
that.

Last, and not least, if you're
serious about gening more hits, it
might be a good investment to
use a service that does it automal-
ically for you. It's worked for

Putting together a good
LisLis not an easy sk, You may
think that trying dezens of
wines is a fum way to spend the
afternoon. Nol necessarily so,
us many wines are ol poer
quality, and others just i{air
There are very lew that we'll
actually swallow and enjoy.
They usually end up an our Hst.
Our routine when tasling is to
swirl the wine in an appropriate
ghass, smell the promas and
take o small amount and swish
it arcund your mouth, Then, 1o
avoid “slipping under the
table”, dispese of it into a
throw away “spit” cup. Then
we make notes.

Several Tactars delermine
which wines will make the list.
Over the years we've learned
that cur guests’ tusles are very
distinctive and wnique. The
most important question s,
what do you like? Next, is the
availability of the wine. How
many cases were made? Will
we be uble o buy it Tor at least
threc mosths? Also, as vintages
change, so does the wine.
Seldom i5 it nearly the same as
the year beforc. Sometimes that
is good, others bad. Weather,
s0il, wine makers and grapes all
make a world ef difference.

In addition to its tasting good
several studies have shown that
it is healthy 100, A 1997 anlicle
in the New England Joumal of

Medicine made huge news because
of its claim that o few drinks a day
actily redyced heart discase the
mnnber one killer of men and
women o thé United States. The
study  was  conducted  alter
resenrchers noticed that the
French, who eat o high it diet,
have a lower mortali-

ty rate from heart dis-

case than Anericans,

There are other stud- 13

ics that conlinn that
moderate drinking (8
oz. wine, {2 oz. heer,
ot one o hard
liquor). can stave offl
ather diseases also.

Other studics con-
sistently find a 20-40
percent lowered risk
Tor heart disease with
maderate  drinking.
This may proteet the
heart in scvernl ways.
It inerenses levels of protective
HDN. cholesterol that helps to
clear fouy deposits from the
bloodstream, thereby helping
to keep arteries clean. [t may
also help prevent blood clots
that can lead o heart attacks
and seme types of siroke.
Research snggests thut certain
phytochemicals in red wine
inhibit the formation of blood
clots, These flavonoids are
also found tn red grapes, grape
juice, tea and onions.

Wine is also cred-
tted for reducing the
risk of develeping
uge-related  macular,
degeneration, a lead-
ing cause of blind-
ness in the United
States, 0t also may
improve circulation
ta the brain, enhanc-
ing mental function.
Wine has alse been viewed s a
digestive aid (hroughout the
centuries, And, indeed il does
slimulate secretion of’ stomach
acids that aid in digestion.

Even though is .seerus that
wine is pood for our health the
age-old adage “cverything in
moderation” applies. Just like
anything else, everdoing it can
reverse Lhe benefits. Cheers!!!

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Therapist's aim is to
reduce workplace pain

Before the days of persomal computers, office
workers tsed prehistoric contraptions called type-
writers. They wrote on ~— of all things — paper.

And once the page Tilled vp with information,
they siepped typing long enough 1o get up from
their desks and file the documents in a drawer or
cabinet.

This combination of duties, primitive as it might
seain by modern standards, probably is the reason

few people back then had ever heard of carpal tun-

ncl syndrome or any of the ather repetitive stress
injuries that are so common 1oday. .

Or so suys Don Brock, « longtime physical ther-
apist in Oakdale, Calif., wha has seen the number
of injuries and complaines increase as compuiers
became commenplace in the workplace.

“People stay on their computers longer,” said
Brock, 64. “They used to type, then go file for a
while, and that would give them 4 break. Now they
Jjust stay on”

Consequently, more and more people are devel-
oping the wrist and elbow ailments that cause both
patn and lost productivity. These people now con-
‘stitute about 15 percent of Brock's clientele.

Physicil therapists work with injuries to ease the
Pain, restore mobility and strengthen the injured
areas. And they alsa coach the patient how to pre-
vent injuries from recurring.

“You seuch them 10 take breaks and streich, and
the exercises that will keep it from coming buck,”
Brock said.

Many injuries result from weakened muscles, so
the therapists will work on steengthening the mus-
cles around the injured area.

Therapists use a variety of tools and 1echnigues
to promote the recovery, including ulirasound,
electrenic stimulation wnd other electronic devices.
They aiso rely on hot paraflin wax treatments,
whizlpools, heal packs. ice and even teach people
how 1o walk properly.

As the workplace siraing and injuries became
more conunon, Brock found that some patients go
right fram the therapy session buack into the same
enviropnment that caused e problem 1o begin
with. That delays the healing, he said.

“If someonc las carpal tunne! and they go back

40 the same job, it -probably. wor'l get better,”
Brock said, “They need 1o change what they'te
doing.”

And somnetimes the best therapy can be merely
gelting up every hour or so, stretching u bit and
mayhe filing o puper oz two,

# motions like she is wiping it away.

The patient, Kari Pattan, 32, bas been ailing
as she waits in Tampa General Hospital for a
heart transplant. But she relaxes and smiles
under Weber's hands.

Weber is practicing a controversial form of
faith therapy called therapeutic touch, which
claims (o temporarily rid the body of pain and
discomfort through the shifting of energy.

While therapeutic touch has its critics, it is
now tanght in many nursing pregrams and
offercd a1 mote than 70 hospitals nationwide,
including Tampa General.

Weber, who works partl-ime as a chaplain at
Tampa General, has served about 400 people
since bringing therapeutic touch 1o the hospital
more than 11/2 years ago. She received (hera-

‘peutic touch trzining in a nursing program but

Tampa General is the only hospital in the area
that has allowed her to work on patients, Weber
said.

Therapeutic 1ouch is based on the concept
that all matter is energy, and ailments throw the
energy oul of balance. The toech therapist’s
task is to shift the energy back into balance and
affer short-term relief — ali with swift motions
of hands during 20-minuie sessions.

Weber has worked on comatose people,
infants, burn palients, expectant mothers. Some
patients say that-their pains case after a sesxion.

One patient who was caught by surprise is
Kari Patton. The Orlando woman, hespitalized
since April as she awaited a new heart, was

referred 1o Weber by her surgeon,

“F thought I was getting a massage,” she said.
“1 didn’t know what 1o think.”

But Patton said thal her aches and anxiety
soen were disappearing with each session, and
shic was even falling asleep before Weber could
finish.

“T was all .
tensed up and

began to bloom,

“1 wanted to see hew it would work with
their epergy,” Weber said. “And they not only
survived, but they bloomed.”

- With aid of GPS, farmers turn from agriculture to ‘agritainment’

rale corniield maze.

While the idea behind

of it was more Jike back 1o lhe
future — Anderson’s elaborate
maze was built using global
positioning system technoio-

gy'{'he bridge between past
and present is a man named
Shawn Stolworthy, a anetime
polato and grain farmer from
Firth, Idaho, who also wened

to com mazes a few ycars
back when making a living
growing food got 100 tough,

Instead of painstakingly
making a grid and cutting his
maze himself, a5 was the cus-
tomt then, Stolworthy, Bis
brether and a friend jug
rigged a GPS system that
could tell him exactly how 10
navigate the dizzying com-
stalks.

Soon, Stolworthy  had
abandoned his own com maze
and was traveling the country
with his homemade system,

Finding the right knife for your kitchen takes planning, research

mediocre ul 5 they used o be, Al
home chefs are looking for the rght
equipment for the right job and tey
won't buy the average swil’ anymore,
This is no more true than in the pursuil
for the perfect kitchen knife,

Kitchen knives have come along way
in the Just decade or s0. Where onee a
customer picked out a refalively boring,
never-needs-sharpening veesion that ran
about §30, those smne customers ¢
splurging a littfe more 1o get something
that Jasts and something that does the
job better than usual,

And the knives out there reflect ihis
trend. There are dozens of brands 10
cheose from now, so that means were is
u lor more research o do belore buying.

“When custoniers fitst come in they
just say they want a goad, sharp knife,”
said Judy Booker, owner of Kilchen
Emporium in Anderson, 8.C. “They just
wunl somcthing that wili make cutling
easy, but don't really know what else o

look for”

The first ihing to learn 15 what the
knife is made of. Not every kitchen
knife is made the same and there are dil-
ferent schools of thought as to what yon
should look for,

Most blades are made rom a high-
carbon stainless steel, the most popular

metal] for knives becanse it has st and .

slain resistanl properties.

Ags [ar a5 construetion, kaives 1ypical-
ly fail into two categories: forged and
stamped.

The forged variation is usually indica-
tive of hund-made knives, according 1o
Cook’s Musirated. Brands like Wusthef,
Chef's Choice and Sabatier are forged
and very popular anong some chefs.

Stamped knives are created from a
machine. Although generally nol con-
sidered as high a quality, the aversge
cook con barely fell (he difference.
Chicaga Cutiery and Focschner are such
stamped companies.

A third variation, however, has been
patented by J.A. Henckels and involves
tuking three picces of steel specially
designed for each part of the knife (the

bolster to the tip.

blade, bolster and tang). The pieces are
then fused together in onder to provide
the perfect balance.

But does the average customer really
care how & knife is made or what it's
made of? No. The buyer only caces
aboul three things: the price, the use and
the feel,

Booker sgid the feel of a knife has
replaced price as the most imporiant
factor in new knives.

Most ofien, the only real difference
lies in the handle, where balance is
determined.

“They have 1o look for a good bal-
ance,” Booker said. “Men usually prefer
a heavier knife while wemen would
rather have a lighter one. [ hand them
the knives and let them grip it and they
have lo take it from there."

Finally, you have to decide what style
of knives you wanl 1o buy.

When you have narrowed down what
brand, then figure out which type you
generally need in your kitchen. On aver-
age, there are three mainstays in the
knife set: a chef's knife, the paring knife
and the wtility knife.

The chef’s knife is the most used, It
can chop meat, veagies and just about
anything except bone. Thercfore, it
should be the most comfortable to you,

The wility knife is about six inches
leng and is used for the smaller jobs.
Some use it exclusively while others
consider 5t a secondary knife to the
chef’s,

The paring knife is the smallest. It
will be used for cutling and chopping
things you can hold in your hand. It
ustially only gets used for peeling but
can be great for slicing and dicing just
like the chef’s and utility.

1o more than $230.

Henry Gantz reels off the statistios on catfish:
Catfish ranks fourth on the list of mdst con-
sumed fish per capita (if you court shrirp, it’s
fifih); it’s passed cod in popularity; it’s growing
in consumption as the rest of the fish cawegory
remains flat.

Gdntz is with the Catfish Institute in
ippi, which was established (5 yeurs age
0 promote farm-raised catfish.

He believes catfish has finally overcome its
image as a botlomn-foeder, adding, “Everyihing
seafood has done wrong, catfish has done right.”
Prices are reasonable, and quality is consistent.

Now his job is to up our intake. Despite the
markeling push, we consume only 1 pound of
catfish per capita per year, Overall seaload con-
sumption per capita is only 15.6 pounds. (By
comparison, we eat 62.9 pounds of beef per
capita per year.) ’

To help him in his mission, he’s brought along
Karen Adlez, author of “Fish & Shellfish, Grilled
& Smoked” (Harvard Comumon Press, $15.95)
and nine other cookbooks, who's best-known for
her mail-order barbecue-cookbook business
(www,pigoutpublications.com).

Curfish is mild enough to do just about any-
thing with it, she says. When cooking catfish,
which can'be grilled, baked or pan-fried, follow
the 10 minutes-per-inch-of-thickness cooking
mje. Catfish can be substiuted in any of your
favorile fish recipes.

Here arc some of Adler's suggestions:
