While . unltattering  media
atterition has mounted on Jim
Chen's Main Street  project,
Evergreen [l and another Chen
company —  Greystone
Construction — a number of

Main Street tenants have become -

concerned that their businesses
may suffer as a result of Chen's
WOES,

In 1998 a beaming Chen was
touting the futarc downlowns in
suburbs that never iad one from
the business pages of Meiro
Detroit publications. A year later
those same busincss pages were
reporting Chen's financial woes,
MNow the phone at Evergreen [T,
goes unanswered.

Aiteng the more vocal that
Chen's problems are not Lheir's
has been bd's  Mongolian
Barbecue, Mike Stevenson. the
reslaurant’s murkeling manager
at its corporate headquarters in
Femdale, suid he's received many
calls offering condolences over
their bankrupicy or wondering
how they'd be effected by the
Hayman Group's.

Stevenson said neither bank-
rapicy is trne.

"We're doing really weld,” said
Stevenson, “bul we could doing
much berter.” He added the
Hayman Group is still managing
the 200 building, where the
resiurant is located,

Bridge
work
looks
positive

H City officials
announced
Grand River
Avenue bridge is
back on track

A great deal of rapid effort was
demonstrated by state and local
officials last week, polling the
city’s Grand River Avenuc bridge
praject out of funding uncertainty.

Novi Assistunt City Manager
Ciay Pearson said ke neceived a
copy of a letter signed by the direc-
tor of the Michigan Depariment of
Transporiation addressed to State
Rep. Nancy Cossis (R-Novi) stat-
ing the requirements have been
met for opening bids to reconstruct
the bridge over the CSX railroad
tracks.

“Sc everylbing has been sel
straight and the projeet 10 demolish
and recanstruct the bridge is back
on track,” Pearson said. ’

Pearsen said bidding for the
projecl. will be advertised begin-
ning early November and opened
on Dec. 6.

City officials suld the project i3
tentatively sel 1o begin Jan; 6, but
the new year date is dependent on
many outside factors including the
project conlractor, weather, CSX
railroad’s involvemnent in approv-
ing contraclor procedures and the
actual contract awarding and exe-
cution process.

Pearson said demolitien of the
Grand River Aveaue Bridge is
expected 10 slart about mid-March,

Right now, the conlrac specifies
a Nov. 1, 2003 open-to-traffic date
with a June 15, 2004 contract com-
pletion, for clean-up, sidewalk,
restoration and ather finishes,
Pearson said.

"The bridge reconstruction
process, along with addilional
improvements to Beck Road, were
placed in questionable status after
an Oct, 1 gubernatorial veto of $24
million in federal funds directed at
the state’s Critical Bridge Program,

The funding exclusion was parl
of Michigan's 2003 Transportation
Budget Bill signed by Gov, John
Engler.

Asa part of the process, the city
was notificd the cut may have
extinguished funds earmarked for
the bridge, routing traffic ever the
£5X mailroad tracks, west of Novi
Road,

“Pearson safd Cassis (R-Novi)
played an instrumental role in
pushing the city’s necessary con-
struction project back on the right
track,

Cassis said she is pleased (o
bave worked closely with a number
of people including the city, the
Road Commission for Oakland
County and MDOT 1o ensure coor-
dination of the eniire Beck inter-
change, Grand River Avenue
widening and CSX railroad bridge

recenstruction, and she believes
the reccnt announcement s posi-
tive news for Novi.

Ing. Right? That's why there is a 35-50

How come? Easy. The news media ive
entirely preoccupied wilht covering and
opining en more important centests on the
November balloL. So they don't cover edu-
cation races and only a few — the big
Detroit ~papers aad some  Booll
Newspapers, to their great credit — coven
bother te endorse. And, rankly, seme pes-
ple who really don't belong on e hoards
of our great stale universities gel nominat-
ed by the special interests thal dominaie
both party conventions and gel elecied rid-
ing coatlalls al the lop of the tickel.

A solution 1s easy: Go back to Lhe sys-
tem we had in Michigan belore we adopl-
ed the new Consti{ution in 1983. In those
days, statewide education oflices were
elected — along with schoal bowrds and
local school taxes — in elections held in
the spring of edd-numbered years.

This had the useful effect of converl-
ing spring elections inio “education clec-
tions”, when a wholesale debale over

policy and funding for educalion had

some chance of catching public allen-
tlon. Michigan now spend more siale
money lor K- 12 schools and higher edu-
cation than on any other calegory, mak-
ing education an apt subjecl lor
statewide public debate. Bul withoul an
“education election.” we lack a vehicle (v
stimulaie that needed debate.

That's because food manufacturers
don’t have to list the amount of trans fat
on the nurrition panel — even though it
can be found in more than 40 percent of
tha food on supcrmarket shelves.

Trans fat is a processed fat formed by
partially hydrogenating edible oil.
Crisce is a perfect example. Bur a
growing body of rescarch has defini-
tively cannceted it to heart attacks and
strokes, because it wreaks havoc on
blood cholesterol.

Although the Food and Drug
Administration plans 10 require food
manufucturers o include trans fat
amounis on nulrition labels, the process
could take & year or mere.” Until then,
there is no easy way to delermine
exactly how much trans fat is in a given
product. However, there arc a few

tricks to arrive at fairly close estimates.
Our at-a-glance gujde wil] explain
some of theny;

What is it?

Trans fat (trans-faity acids) is formed
when oil is hydrogenated, a manufac-
luring process in- which hydrogen
atoms are mired with non-salurated
liquid oi! from plants like com or soy
beans. The result is fat that slays rela-
tively solid at room temperature.

Think of trans fat essentially as
shortening or margarine. It's why your
pic crust is so flaky and why Ritz
crackers stay ¢risp, It prolongs shelf
life, which is why commercial bakeries
love it.

Some naturally occurring trans fats
can be found in small amounts in beef
and high-fat dairy products because
trans fat is produced in the gaslrom—
testinal lining of cattle.

Why Is it bad for you?

Trans fat causes heart disease and
can lead to heart attacks and strokes,
according o an influential report this
sommer by the National Academies of
Sciences. The report summarized sev-
eral studies that showed trans far raises
levels of the waxy cholesterol thar

How much Is safe?

What to look for
on the iabel

First, look to sce it partially hydro-
genated oil is in the ingredient list.
How much depends on how high on the
fist these words appear. Products that
tist cold/expeller pressed oils, poly- or
monounsaturated  oils, olive oil,
coconus oil, palm oil and ether liquid
oils likely won't have trans fat.

Note the amount of total fat listed
and compare it lo Lhe breakdown of
specific fats on the label, 1f there is a
difference betwaen the total rumber of
fat grams and salurated fat grams, the
unaccounted-for grams may come from
trans fat,

The tricky thing is that not all fats
will be broken out on nutrition labels.
Hearl-clogging satvrated fat is the only
fat required by law 10 be listed. Food
packages that meke specific heallh
ciaims — like “low cholesterol™ or
“reduced fat" — must list pely- or
monounsalurated fats nlung with satu-
rated fats.

In some products, particularly cook-
ies and crackers, a ballpark trans fat
amount can be determined by using the
saturated far amownt as a guide, The
label on Chips Ahoy cookies, for exam-
p}_eu.;‘isr.s 2 grams of saturated fat and 4

s of total fat per serving. The addi-
tional 2 grams may be trans fat,

In another example, Bisquick lists 6
grams of total fat, but only 1172 of it
marked as saturated. Because partially
hydrogenated oil is so high en the
ingredient list, the best assumption is
that most of the remaining 41/2 fat
grams are trans fat,

medical
mistakes

Medical niistakes are blamed for as nany as
98,000 U3, hospital deaths a year, according 1o o
1999 Ipstitute of Medicine report,

Although critics complain the [nstitute of
Medicine vepori overestimated the nomber of
deaths, the study hias focused increased attention on
medical errors and how 1o prevent ther.

In addition (o hospital staff members® elforts to
step up vigilance against medication errors, patients
and their relatves can play a major role.

Here are guidelines {or staying safe if you are
admitted to an emergency room or any inpatkent
unit. Remember that every patient has fega! rights,
including -being kept well-informed about every
facet of care,

« Make sure doctors and nursas know your aller-
gles, medical history and medications you're tak-
ing to prevent possible overdose or advarse reac-
tion. This includes vitamins, herbal sugplements
and aver-the-counter drugs. Carry Ihis informa-
‘ﬂon in your wallet or on‘an 1.0, traceleteckiace.

Ask about each medication. Your lagai righls
include knowing dosages and side afiacts of each
medication prescribed.

Request written infarmation about each medica-
lion, including its brand and generic namss. If
you don't recognize the drug, verfy that it is for
you. Ask about oral medicalions before swallow-
ing and read the contenls of bags of 1V fiuids. If
you're not well enough, ask your advocate to do
this, i
Ask how long # should fake an IV liquid to “run !
out." Tell the nurse [f it seams ta be dripping top

fast or 100 sfow.

Questicn any pill, shot or intravenous treatment
that dogsn't fee! or look right. No doctor or nurse
should react negalively or with disinterest if you
or your advocate asks for details or suggests that
you are about to receive lhe wrong medigation.

Make sure you wear your hospital 1.0, bracelet,
Double-check that your name is comact, Your

name and hospital serial number gaes on every N
record and document assoctated with your case. :
Dan't ot anyone give you any drug or any test

without checking your armband fo ensure you're
properly identified.

Don't hesilate lo tell a health care prolessional

that he or she has you confused with anather

patiant,

Know when you are supposed to get medications.
If you miss & dese, be sure to Lell the nurse right
away.
Ask to see your medical chart during your stay. It
can help you undsrstand your prognosis, how
you're doing and what drugs you're taking. If hos-
pitat workers reiuse to shaw you or a family
member the chart, remind tham that the law is on
your side. Il infarmation abeul you Is on a com-
puter, a staff person stiil should be available to
explain the technical detalls.

Psychologist’s
book targets
women’s
money fears

Reliance on men for help
can lead to debts later

Al 34, Allison Acken appeared theroughly
competeny earing 1 Ph.D. in psychology, man-
apging a divorce and raising (wo daughiers alone.
Even a {ull head of gray haie then gave her acer-
tain leok of wisdom for her ag

But Acken had a secrer; Despite handling a lat
of things weil. she was ignorant about money.

I was accruing debl like mad to get through
graduate school with re concept of what it
waouid mean for my futwre.” said Acken, now 55
and u practicing clinicat psychologist in Los
Angeles.

By 1981 she had accumulaed $50.00( in sw-
dent [oans and credit card debt. Acken admited
she was sin years ol of graduate scheol and
almost 40 yeurs old before realizing she was
oniy paying ofl the interest and never making a
dent i the bigger principal obligation. Al 1old,
it took Acken 20 years 1o whittle away her debts.

Now she hus writen a hook - “{t's Oniy
Maney: A Primer For Woemen™ ~ choul women
huzlding their “money-readiness” skills.

1t's not about creating an investment sirtegy,
stivking (o a budget, selecting stocks or negoli-
ating for a bigger salary. Acken’s aim is more
fundamental. ’

“i'moaot trying tw be a money manager
through my hoak: I'm a psyehologist, Butd am
trying 1o get women ready for managing
money,” she explained. “This is for a woman
who wants o stigt dealing with money but does-
't know where o stan.”

So Acken begins with what she calls “fright-
ful facts™ aboul Amezican women and mongy:

» Women earn considerably less than their
male counterparts for compurable work.

* Women live longer but have less siashed
away for reiiceiiéill” thin men hecause of
woman's lower wages and [ewer opporiunities
for pensions,

« Women make up 1 majonty of workers in
Yower-paid ceenpations.

* Many women with young children work
outside the home because of economic necessi-
1y

Acken also asserts thal some women, even
those who are well off or very successful in thezr
professicns, still hide hehind their fears of man-
aging money and abdicate to business managers,
hushands, fathers, accountants or tax lawyers,

She suid some of her clients are unaware, lor
cxample. of what fees their banks charge for o
checking account or which of their credil cards
bears the highest interest rate,

Acken siresses that she is not blaming
women, but encouraging them Lo start simply by
talking to their closest friends aboul money
fucts, fears and fantasies.

Her book pushes women 10 ask other women
not how mich they have in the bank, but how
they began o save money, reduce debt, buy
property, invest, cam more or save for a vaea-
Lion.

The point, according 1o Acken, is not lo get
hung up on paticular dollar amounts, but te fig-
ure oul how best 1o deat with what. you have,
whatever that is.

That ail sounds fine 10 Cynthia Mevers, a cer-
tilted (inaneial planner in Sacrameato, but she
said scores of women already are financislly
savvy, well beyend the how-do-I-balance-my-
checkbook stge.

*(Acken and I} may be talking aboun two dii-
ferent groups of women, bul since 've been in
my practice since 1983, women have been get-
ting stronger and stronger in this area, and |
think it has a Jot to do wilh women having  pro-
fession.” she said. “The world has changed.”

Meyers also said thal many of her female
clients run entire howschold budgels and invesl-
ment plans, are qujcker o admil they need
finzncial help and tend 1o be beter investers,
exercising prealer patiznce than men.

That said, she also rnoted that among her mar-
ried clients the namber of wives and husbands
who take the lead on jnvestmear decisions is
about even.

“ICs not so much about gender, it seems, but
about a personality or profussion, One spouse is
usually more engaged in (he process and inter-
csted in financial decisions than the other,”
Meyers said.

Long before 3 woman matures. leaves home
and marrics or remains single, parents and
grandparents nced to get invelved. They need 1o
scc the ccenomic reality of their doughters” and
granddaughters’ lives and behave acccordingly,
Acken said. such as considering giving more
help to their female offspring 10 compensate for
the gender pay gap.

“Familics ofien think in lerms of splitling
inheritances 50-50 among children, giving the
same amount of graduation money or down pay-
menis on a house for a son or daughter, bul is
that really fair when there's still a 30 percent
(wage) discrepancy that scems lo be pretty
imraclable?” Acken said.

Ultimately, a woman who has sharpened her
“meney-readiness™ skills, Acken said, would
strive to save enough for future aeeds, plan to
buy property and look for ways to help offset the
gender pay gap.

“If we're not aware of what we have 1o do to
compensate for earning less, then il will catch
up with us,” she said, "I know this stuff from the
inside out because I was one of those women.”

Software lets
stolen laptops
report location

Jo Ann Higdoa is a rarity among
the victines of compuier thieves:
Detectives werc able to rccover one
of her two stolen laptops.

The 32,000 machincs were
equipped with Iracking software,
proprams 1hat pertodicaily “phonc
home™ to help suthorities find a
missing computer.

“Unless we find a pawn slip. with-
out the tracking soflware, it's unlike-
ly you're going to recover ene,” said
Detective Rick Simms of the
Riverside County (Calif)) Sherif(™s
Department.

Tracking software has been com-
mercially available sinee the late
1990s, yet [ew computer owners _ or
police - know it exisls, experts say.
Worse, computer owners seldom
learn about the software until it's oo
late.

Higdon was among thenm,

As chief business officer at
College of the Deserl in Palm
Desert, Calif., she is responsible for
all of the sehool’s assets, including
about 1,000 computers. An earlier
theft of |18 computers cost the cam-
pus about $30,000 and prompted her
to research a solulion.

“We began installing tracking
devices at the end of (last) year,” she
said. “We take our responsibility o
taxpayers and donors very seriously.
We hoped i1 wonld deier fuure
thelts.”

But early this year, the two lap-
tops disappeared. Both  were
equipped with a program called
Compuirace, which enabled detee-
tives to [ind one of them.,

The makers of Computrace readi-
iy cxplain the basics: Whenever a
computer is connected 1o a phene
line, it pericdically cails 1he compa-

ny's manitoring center. and reports .|

the phone number it is using and
additional data -- until it is reported
stolen.

“Then we set the call-back lime to
every |5 minotes,” soid Courtney
Chauvin,  spokeswomen  for
AbsoluteSoftware of Vancouver,
British Colutnbia. “And we go lo
work looking for it. We hove suc-
cessfully recovered 95 percem of
those computers that have legged
into the monitoring center,”

AbsolulsSoftware’s Web  site
advises clients 10 tell warkers abaut
the software, because indusiry ana-
lysts estimate 70 percent of comput-
er crime is committed by employees.
Spreading the word is scen as a
deterrent to thefl,

“Why steal a computer when you
know it will be traced?" the Web site
says,

Similar software is available from
six or eight other firms, experts say.
They have mames like AlertPC,
CyberAnge! and zTeace.

But no program is perfect, secwri-
1y specialists wam.

“They need to be connected to the
Intgrnet or 2 phone line," to call for
help, said Jack Mattera, president of
the Iniernational Assaciation of
Computer [nvestigalive Specizlists,
an Iowa-based nonprofit group that
trains law enforcement officers.

The biggest downside, he said, is
the price. Tracking programs can
cost $50 a year, per machine,

“Everyone who uses a laptop for
business purposes bas data they
don't wanl other people to get ta:
TepOns, company secrets or personal
inceme-lax information,” said Keith
Dagiels, with The Search Group, a
Sacramento, Calif,, firm that teaches
forensic compwter wechnicians.

Daniels is pessimistic about the
likefihood of tracking programs
coming inio widespread use unless
compuler companies begin bundling
it with the programs that are meclud-
ed in the sales price of new laptops.

“Bundle it for whe [first year," he
said. “That's when it's going to be
stolen, because (thieves) know that’s
when il's the most valuzble.”

Here are some lhings to
lock fer in & compuier: The
processors in new computers
will be plenty fast for most
academic pursuits, If your stu-
dent likes to play pames,
faster is better. For a PC wun-
ning Windows XB you'll wani
at least 256 megabyles of ran-
dom access memory. I you're
buying a Mucintosh running
05 X, you want al
least 236 MB as
well.

Because stor-
age is relatively
cheap, ook for
hard drives that
are at least 46
gigabyies,  You'll

likely need an Eihernet
card to conncet to the oniver-
sity's high-speed nerwaork for
Imzrnet access, and don't for-
get to buy a cable for that ax
well,

A printer is a must, and you
can get good inkjets Jor
around 3100, Be wary of
some of the very low-price
bargains that may not do the
kind of printing the siudent
needs.

Woodworker creates
his own Windsor
castle in the woods

New uses created for
old satellite anterinas

Scrambled signals and the
emergence of  inconspicuous
small dishes pravided by pay-
TV services werc morial blows
lo hig satellite dishes, While
some are still in use, most sit in
yards as defunct devices —
mORsirous mementes of a quick-

But hey, one man's iechnolog-
ical relic is another man's land-
sgape accent.

Dennis Wilthile of
Cottonwoad, Calif,, felt satellite
dishes deserved an afterlife, He
rescued a few and put them to
use i the landscape at his home.
At first, Wilhite's plan was to
turn the dishes into gazebos. But
then he came up with a simpler
stragy — outdoor umbrellas,
He flipped the dishes over so
they looked like mushroom caps
and bolted them onto stee! posts.
Ther he anchored the black
metal  mushrooms  inw  the
ground, One of the umbrellas is
near his drivewey, another sits in
abed filled with wildflowers and
vegetnbles, one {s next to a small
pond in his front yard and one is
in the back yard, stuck smack-
dab in the middle of o picnic
table,

Wilkite, 67, liked the results

“It's the bane of organic and bisdynamic wines in
this country: In the past, (among) people practicing
those lechniques, the wines haven't been of high quali-
ty. Today that’s not true. Seme of the most incredjble
wines in the werld are organic and even beyond that”

When vou ik abowt “ergunic wine,” terms can gel
confusing — especially because most people, vintners
included, commenly lump them all ogether under that
name.

Under the rules, “organic wines” are made from
organically grown grapes and are processed without the
yeasts, sulfites and any of some 500 additives and
agents allowed in winemaking. If egg whites are used 10
clarify the wine, the eggs must be organic.

Xf sulfiles are added, the rules allow vintners Io say
only that their wines are “made from organicaily grown
grapes,” even if every other siep is organic. Some com-
plain that this leaves consumers with na way of distin-
guishing wines that are processed mose naturadly from
those (weaked and manipulated through fermeniation
and aging,

Mot of those going organic are small wineries, not

No ane keeps track of sales of arganically grown
wines in the United States, But a survey by the Organic
Trade Association suggests that sales of organic wines
and beer are keeping up with the hot pace of organic
foods in general, which has been sheoting up 2010 25
percent a year,

The small survey predicted that organic wine/beer
sales would increase by 38 percent a year for the next
three years.

Swimming against time: keeping fish fresh

Getting perishable seafood from the ocean to the
docks to your table a race against the clock.

When scafood is really fresh, yoo

- know it. Whether you're sefecting a

swimmiiig fish in a Japancse sashimi
reslaueant or a still wriggling crustacean
at 2 Maine lobster pound, you know that
scafood just doesn’t get much betier than
whal you will taste mements later.

But shart of catching it or selecting it
yourself, how can you know the fish on
your plate is fresh? And safe (2 danger-
ous antibiotic was found in shrimp
imported from China earlier this year)?
And really red snapper?

The stakes rise cach year, as
Armericans' appetite for fish grows;
seafood consumption was up again in
2000, with Americans eating an average
of 15.6 pounds per person, according to
statistics from the U.S. Department of
Commerce.

Yet fish is not individually inspected
by the Food Safety and Inspection

Service the way meat and poulry prod-
ucts are. Insiead, its safety is based on an
intensive record-keeping and indusiry
quality control system, with oversight by
the Foed and Drug Administration.

The system, called Hazard Analysis
Critical Conirol Point {HACCP), tracks
shipments of fish from the dock to the
restauranl or a market.

“IU's an insurance podicy for us,” says
Paul D. Poinler, vice president of pro-
duclicn at Fresh Catch Seafood in
Durham, N.C. “It allows us to verify that-
a product was handled properly.”

HACCP is alse the closest thing to
insurance for szafood econsnmers, who
must rely on the integrity of people all
the way down what Pointer calls “the
chain of custody.” That means the fisher-
men who harvest the seafood, the fish
houses Lhat process and pack it, the
truckers who deliver it 1o the wholesale
markets, the wholesalers who process
and deliver it to restaurants and midrkets
that in turn sell it 1o the consumer.

Because fish is so perishable, the
clock starts ticking when it is pulled
from the sea and continues until it arives
on your plale. Each minue mesns the
fish is a ltitle less fresh.

“The ruic of thumb is that fresh fish
has a quality shelf Jife of (hree days,”
says Barry Nash, a seafood technology
specialist. "Depending on the fish and
how it was handled, it can maybe last a
day of 1wo tonger”

If your tastes are more global, then
know the clock has been ticking longer
before a Hawajian opa or wild Pacific
salmon shows up at your able.

Grading international scafecd far
quality and size happens in Lhe country
of origin, Pointer says.

The fish can arrive in the United States
within 24 hours of being caught, having
been iced, gel-packed fresh or flash
frozen.

A 1.8 seafood broker navigates the
fish through customs and FDA sampling.
From there, it enters the processing and
wholesale stream, making its way (o cus-
tomers within 24 houes of arriving in the
counu'y. Pointer says.

‘After thal, it's up to the consumer to
ensure seafood safefy. Cleanliness, tow
iemperatures and proper cooking are
crecial, according 1o the expents.

Cleankness: Wash your hands
frequently with soap and water
before and after working with
food. Never let caw scafood come
in caniact with any other food. Cut
raw scafood on an acrylic cutting
board and clean the board thor-
oughly after each use. Wash
boards, counters and all utensils
with detergent and hot water after
cach use,

Cold: Store fresh fish in the
coldest part of the refriperator in a
covered conlainer and use within
two days. Keep it moist but not
wet, You can alse freeze fish,
Divide the fish into family-size
servings and wrap with plastic
wrap, then freezer weap or alu-
minum foil. Label each package

,with the contents and date. Thaw
in the refrigerator when ready to

use.

Caoking: It's best 10 cook fresh
fish as s00n as yau can. A general
ruie is ta cook fish until the flesh is
opaque and flakes with a fork.
