Whitfield said according 1o
data  compiled by the
American Academy  of
Pediatrics and the National
Safety Council, many
Halloween-redated  injuries
may be prevented if parents
closely supervise school-aged
. children during trick-or-trezt

children spend outdoors is
typically  during  daylight
hours”  Whilfiedd  said.
“Howcver, Halloween activi-
lies often occur after dark.
Alse, children engaged in
trick-or-treal  activities (re-
quently cross sireets al mid-
block ruther than at corners or
crosswalks, putting them at
risk for pedestrian ijury.”

Whillield said many parcnts
overestimale children’s street-
crossing skills.

“Children are likely 10
choose (he shortes? rather than
the safest roule across streets,
often darting out between
parked cars,” he said.

Sandstone land clearing on track

City officials repont the first
two rounds of remediation to the
city's North Novi Park are com-
piete and the land clearing proj-
ect appears on lrack.

“Things ar¢ moving forward in
a timely manner and we are on

schedule,” said Dave Maurice,
City of Novi GIS and
Environmental Services manag-
er,

The first round of land clearing
occiired on about 36 acres of the
park, located at 12 Mile and
Dixon roads, of which 21 acres
needed remediating by digging
and hauling the soil [rom the site
because of conlamination, offi-

cial said.

“After the first round about
five ncres of the 21 acres were
considered clean and the 15 acres
needed  forther  excavation,”
Maurice said.

The city repons the sccond
round of excavation and sam-
pling is now complete and Novi's
environmental consultants are
looking at the dala 10 establish

what arcas nced further excava-
tion.

“A third round of excavation
will need to be done in specilic
areas which is what is being
determined currently,” Maurice
said,

As of Qct. 1, the city has spent
about $961.320 on the entire

Merit Scholarship fate rests in hands of voters

If passed, statewidé Proposal 4
would end the Merit Stholarship
program that over the past three
years has helped 669 local high
school graduates from Novi
attend college, according to fig-
ures  from the Michigan
Department of Treasury.

Propesal 4, a 1,300-word
amendment {o the Michigan
Constitution that is up for a vote
cn the Nov. § baltet, would redi-
rect more than $300 million in
Tobacco Settlement revenue to
varicus health care institutions
and hospitals.

A record 51,733 members of
the high school class of 2002
qualified for the $2,500 scholar-
ship by passing the state’s assess-
ment test, State Treastrer Doug

Roberts wamed last week that up
to 78,000 students, including the
graduating class of 2003, will be
denfed scholarships next year if
volers approve Proposal 4.

fn  Novi, 196 Merit
Scholarships were awarded 10
local youth in 2000, 215 in 2001
and 258 2002.

“I think that most of the people
who are concerned and the critics
of Proposal 4 passing would say
it’s not a healthy thing to take thag
authority away from the legisla-
ture and have it used for whatev-
er the state of Michigan feels
most impertant,” said Emmett
Lippe, Novi Schools superintend-
ent. “If Proposal 4 passes, as 1
understand it, it's a private organ-
ization that gets control of that
money and it gets out of the law-
makers' hands, so that’s a down
side.”

Lippe said that, of course, edu-
cators have always suppened the
Merit Scholarships, bat as a poli-

cy maller in state  of

“The fact is, there is no
choice,” said Lippe, “It's dictated
by a private organization that will
determine  how the tobacco
money is spent, and therg is some
concem thai it may not be spent
the way that everyone thinks it
ought to be spent.”

Lippe said it should up to the
state of Michigan to decide how
the money should be spent, and
Proposal 4 takes that option away.

“[ think the state of Michigan
should have the latitude to spend
it the way they want to spend as
cpposed to special interest
groups, 5o 1 would be a supporter
of keeping it like it is,” said

Lippe. “Tt ought to be a legislative -

matter rather than a constitutionai
matter.

A proposed change in the way
the Novi Chamber of Commierce
amends its bylaws conld make
the chamber's November 19
meating a litle more lively than
usual.

A commitee appoinied by
current board chairman Jane
Thomus wunts to make il casier
1o change the ehamber's bylaws,

Currently the entire inember-
ship has o be notified 10 days
prior 1o 4 meeting where a bylaw
change is considered, The pro-
posed change can then be
approved or rejected by a simple
muajorily of the members atterd-
ing thal meeting.

Under the proposed change, 4
bylw amendment could be sent
le either the membership or the
board 10 days prior to a meeting
and then approved by either 50
members in good stonding or
hwi-thinds of the board members
attending the meeding.

“It shouldn't be that casy 1o
change the bylaws. It should be
like the constitution,” said Gina
Blazo, who wifl be taking n seal
on the chambers bourd in
January.

Doug Shueffer, chairman of
the chamber's bylaw committer,
said it's simply u question of
updating the chamber's bylaws
for the Tirst time in g decade.
"We're not rying do anylhillg
atypical,” said Shaeffer. "Hn\ is
found in huﬁlnus every day,”

Shueffer suid the propesed
chinge  was  unanimously
approved by the chamber board.

Lo Murtin, who will take
over as the chamber's hourd
chairman, disagreed, saying he
argued against the proposed
change, which he called "dis-
heantening.”

Jim Barrete, president of the
Michigan Chamber of
Commerce, said, "there's really
ne set fast rule” for amending
lecal bylaws. “it's really a local
decision,” he said, adding thmt
it's not uncommen for corpora-
tions to give a fair amount of
hoard 10 their bourds.

Novi chamber member David
MeCoymont said he's "uncom-
lartable tuking the decision mak-
ing cul of members' hands.” He
added that with a new board tak-
ing over in January any overhanl
of the chamber's bylaws should
be lelt until then.

Bondy said following his grad-
uatien  fram MSU  a sl
Michigan cconomy wilted his ini-
tial dream of becoming a police
officer. Beinp near-sighted alse
abruply ended his persenal aspi-
rations of one day rising within
the Secret Service or the DEA
ranks, be said.

“In the prosecutor’s office,
they throw you right in" she
safd,

Six years into her proseeulor-
ial career, Starnes had to answer
tough personal questions of her
own. Following the death of her
first husband, former Novi city
council member Tim Pope,
Swrnes said she, loo, had (o
delermine  how exactly life
woeld cominue for both herself
and the couple’s two young
children.

At the time, her son was 2
years old and her davghier was
four menthi=eld.

Starnes said for six months
Pope survived in a coma,
enough time to prepare herself
as best she could for Lhe
prospect of sopn becoming a
young widow, During (hat sime
she also noticed with open eyes
hew many anonymous people
had tried ro make life a bit easi-
er for both herself und her ehil-
dren. The comfort of olhers
helped soothe her prief, she
said,

“During that time you rely so
heavily on family and friends,”
Staraes said. “1 was very foru-
nate to have family and close
friends step in... The grieving js
s0 tough. You suffer this loss,
ye! you have 1o go back {0 work:
you have 10 somchow go on
wilh your life. Bul that can be
incredibly tough. You sge the
world moving on, and you wen-
der how that can be.”

She said he generosity of
others changed her,

“What struck me most during
that time were the peopie I did-
n't even know who Lried 1o help
us in some way. That really
made a difference for us”
Starnes suid.

Professianally, she said such

philanthropy changed her 25
well. The life experience heiped
soften seme of the gruff edges
which years earlier she had
carefully 1ailored to it her pros-
ecutorial role.

“Since then, . when 1 get a
case, 1think I do a better job of
looking at the bigger picture,”
Starnes said, "And since then, ]
have found strength | didn’t
even know [ had.”

Starnes said her experience as
an assistanl  prosecutor has
trained her well to become a
district judge. In addition to
case cvalvation, she suid she
trains other assistant prosecu-
tors, meets regulacly with
investigative police officess and
when necessary, appears in dis-
tricl or circuit court,

Furthermore, sie szid she
must keep curzent with ever-
changing legal statutes.

“1 really think we need the
influence of somecne with pros-
ccutorin! expericnce on  the
bench,” she said.

Sturnes said she favors video
arraignments  and  punctual
COUrIrooms.

“I would also like Lo restore
some humanity to the bench. 1
have worked closely with vic-
tims and would pu! that experi-
ence {o good use,” she said.

Robert Bondy
52-1 canddate
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Starnes ready to apply life lessons

Until her freshman year at
Michigan State University, Sara
Pope-Starnes thought seriously
about becoming a veterinarian.
But il was the law which caught
her fancy.

And  next  Tuesday the
Waterford Mot groduate hopes
that carcer decision will evplve
into her being ¢lected the 52-1
District Court's newest judge.

The 3%-year-old Oakland
County assislant prosecutor znd
Commerce resideni said choos-
ing between the two professions
us a young adult was difficull —
until she was assigned as a col-
lege  freshman w0 former
Congressman Jim Dunn's polit-
ica) office.

Al the time, Dunn's cengres-
sional district siretched from
Lansing t¢ her home in
Waterford. The assignment
oifered Starnes considerabic
practical rxperience, she said.

“That experience really point-
ed me toward the law,” Staemes
said, now & 13-yeur assistani
prosecutor who is also a mother
and @ stepmother who also
enjoys gurdening and reading
spy novels. “It really convinced
me that the individual can
chenge things. [ really wanted
ta do tha”

After graduating from the
Thamas Cooley Luw School in
1988, Starnes put her personal
motivation to work with the
Oakland County Prosecutor’s
office where she was dssigned
briefly to district and circuit
courts,

Starnes was then pcrmanemb
ussigned Lo the Pontiac-based
Warranls Division, an effice
which is primarily responsible
for assessing investigutive evi-
dence and desermining if that
evidence warrants formal defen-
dant charges.

I really wanied to do some-
thing where 1 felt 1 was giving
something  back,” she said.
“That's one of the reasons [
became a prosecuior.”

But not without first acquir-
ing a fair amount of personal
metile, she said,

“[ had 10 roughen up to be g
prosecuior,”  Starnes  said,
“Suddenly, it was my job o
make decisions thu affecied
peaple's lives,”

On her first day in fuct,
Starnes said she was greeted
with aulopsy reporls of a man's
family who had been wagically
killed after he had fallen asleep
at the wheel. The looming pros-
ecwlorial - question:  should

charges be filed against the
father, & man who had alreudy
lost so much?

“In ihe prosecutor's office,
they throw you right in," she
said.

Six years into her prosecutor-
ial career, Starnes had to answer
tough persenal questions of her
own, Fellowing the death ol her
first husband. former Novi city
council member Tim  Pope,
Starnes said she, too, had to
determine  how exactly life
would continue for both herself
and the couple’s two young
children.

Al the time, het son was 2
years old and her daughter was
four months-old,

Starnes said for six menths
Pepe  survived In a4 coma,
eneugh time to prepare herself
as best she could for the
prospect of soen becoming o
young widow. During that time
she also noticed with open cyes
how many anonymous people
had 1ried to make life  bit essi-
er for both hersell and her chil-
dren. The comfort of others
helped- soothe her grief, she
said.

“During that time you rety so
teavily on family and friends,”
Starnes said, "l was very fartu-
nate to have lamily and close
friends step in... The grieving is
so tough, You suffer this joss,
yet yeu huve 1o go back to work;
you have to somehow go on
with your life. But that can be
incredibly tough, You see the
world moving on. and you won-
der how that can be.”

She said 1he genercsity of
others changed her. ’

“What struck me most during
that time were the people [ did-
n'( even know who tried 1o help
us in some way. That really
made a difference for us”
Starnes said,

Professionally, she said such

philanthropy changed her as
well, The life experience helped
soften some of the gruff edges
which years earlier she had
carefully teilored to fit her pros-
ecutorizl role,

“Since then,. when 1 get a
case, [ think I do a beuer job nf
looking 2t the bigger pictuze,”
Starnes said, “And since then, |
have feund strength [ didn’t
even know I had.”

Starnes said her experience as
an  assistant  prosecuter has
trained her well to become a
district judge, Tn addilion to
case cvaluation, she said she
irains other assistant prosecu-
lors, meets regularly  with
investigutive police officers and
when necessary, appears in dis-
wrict or eireuil courl.

Furthermore, she said she
nwst keep current with ever-
changing legal statutes,

“[ really think we need the
influence of someone with pros-
ecutorial cxperience on the
hench,” she suid.

Starnes said she favors video

“2 would also like to restore
some humanity 10 the beach, |

"Froni}ne" looks tetrific and
sounds ¢ven betier.

tonns, and the invasion heaches
cqually well. All WWIT hard-
ware  and  weaponry  looks
authentic dewn o the rivers on
e tanks.

The German troops leok
angry when they attack you and

The enemy soldiers speak
German. Mosz of them are bored
guards, hut there are some nice
touches.

you walk through a base's hall-
ways. Bombers rumble overhead
while Messershmidis make a
buzzing sound. Punzer tanks
make that squeaking neise and
the sound of a heavy machine
gunis enough to ruffle the feath-
ers of even the most staid WWIE
infantryman. The game s noth-
ing if not convincing.

“Medal of Honor: Frontline”
isn't perfect, though. For one
thing there are the always-prob-
lematic control issues. A con-
sole system wilh ils gamepad
Just can't replicate the tight con-
trols offered by a mouse and
keyboard.

It's WWH on your televi-
sion screen, as immersive as the
"Ristory Chanpel” but far more
interactive.

And
enleriuin he did, spending thou-
sands of dollars on elaborate
meals and tire wine al the best
restaurants.

Another of James® pasiimes
was the acquisition of fine jewel-
ry. Thus the “Diamand” prefac-
ing his name znd the trademark
thai became his calling card was
born. He purchased his first dia-
mond, 5 one-caral slone, from a
pawnbroker for $90 and planted
it on his pinkie finger. In those
days a slone of (hat size was rare
and a casual flash ensured his
sefvice  at  restaurants  and
impressed feliow salesmen. A
three-carat solittire was embed-
ded cnto bis walking stick and
he carried a handiul of the stores
in his pocket using them as @
prop while in a buyer’s office,
rolling them in his hand as dice.
If onc of the high-powered
tycoons doubted the authentigiry
of the focks he'd boldly cograve
his name on their window.

As Brady's fortune amassed,
he purchased more and more
jewels which he designed into
sels with a paricular theme, one
for cach day of the month. By
the end of his life his collection
equaled that of a suhan.

Although he never married,
Jim was not ever at a loss for
female companionship. A parade
of beautiful women followed
him on his nightly jaunts to the
theater and famous eateries. The

mutual fondness of food. She
broke his heart by refusing a mil-
lion dollars to become his wife,
stating, “Their most valuable
relationship may be ruined by
nuptials™.

Several years before he died,
Jim was in and out of John
Hopkins Hospital with aliments
ranging from vlcers to kidney
cemplicalions, conditions resuit-
ing from his gargantuan feasts.
Around this time Jim began the
Brady Beneficent Society, a
dummy organization formed
merely {or the purpose of dispes-
ing of his huge fortune. Over
1200 pecple frem all walks of
life were recipients of his gen-
erosity. At the time of his death
in 1917, an zutopsy reveled that
his stomach was six times the
size of a normal person.

In the carly *50s when Tom's
father opened the first Brady's in
Detroit, Diamond Jim was still a
well known, well admired icon
standing for all the dreams of the
average man: A self-made mil-
lichaire, “the greatest gourmet of
his time", friend to ail and bene-
factor of the destitute, Although
not cfficially registered with the
state until the “70s, Jim Brady's
became known as Diamond
Jisw's almost immediately afles
opening for business.

The name has remained the
same for all these years with the
hopes of reliving the nostalgia of
the “good old days™.

Chicago. spansored hy the Gatorade Sport Science

lastiwte,
One of the most confusing lopics in sports nutri

tion has been the debale over which food source is

more important: <arbobydrates or protein.

Most expenis szy carbohydrates are the preferred

fugl source for nearly all athletes.
Popular books such as Enter The Zone by Barry

Sears (Harpercollins), which advocate high-prosein

diets, have created some of the carh vs, protein

controversy, And some resesrch suggests thal

higher levels of prolein may be beneficial (o peo-
pie who are physically active.

“Research has shown that athletes need more
protein than the RDA {recommended daily
allowance), but they may already be getting il
from their diet,” said Claudia Wilson, a sports
nutritionist from the University of Utah.

The Zone diet and others Jike it say 40 percent
of a person's daily caloric iniake should come
from carbohydrates, 30 percent from fat and 30
percent from protein.

But many sport nutritionists say those diels
don't have enough carbobydrates for the energy
demands of most athleles. They recommend 60
percent carhohydrates, 25 percent fat and 15 per-
cent proteii.

Tou many athletes, especially those involved tn-
endurance activities, often try to get by on un
overahundance of carbohydrates and don’t get
enough protein.

A sedentary person normally needs o coasume
A grams of protein for every 2.2 pounds of body
weight. Athletes, depending on their sport and
activity level, may need 1o eat 1.2 grams o 2
grams foc every 2.2 pounds of body weight.

Soccer playets, runners and other enduranee ath-
Ietes prebably nsed 1.2 prams to 1.7 grams, while
foatball players and body builders, who generally
weigh more, need closer to 2 grams.

"We always need to carefully look al what we
mean by the word ‘athlete, * said Kristine Clark,
direclor of sports medicine at Penn State
University. “There are 4 1ot of guys out there who
mow the lawn and think they need more protein
and a big 42-ounce container of Gatorade.” -

Thut may seem like a iot of protein, and for an
inactive person it would be. But for athletes who
1nay burn 4,000 calories a day, the increased pro-
Lein is just part of a higher caloric intake that is
needed to previded energy and allow the body 1o
rebuild.

Using the 1.2-gram to 2-gram guidedine. & 173-
pound athlete should eal 95 to 139 grams of pro-
tein a day. (There are about 30 grams of protein in
1 4-punce serving of chicken, twrkey or lean red
meat.)

Clark and other sperts nutritinnists say protein
supplemenis are unnecessary, with the passible
exception of athletes who are steict vegetarians,

Protein is needed to buiid muscle and, to a less-
er exlent, as a fuc source. But just eating prolein
won't add muscle. Increasing strength requires
some type of strength training.

Most Americans already are getting more than
enough protein, but it's not a bad idea for athletes
te check intake.

Water vs. Sports Drinks

A general rule of thumb has been that for activi-
ties lasting less than one hour, water probably will
do the trick.

Bat several speakers at the conference said car-
bohydrate and electrolyte replacement drinks have
added benzfits over water, especially for longer
activities. Some of the research leading o that
conclusion was funded by sporis drink companies
such a5 Gatorade, but many of the studies were
published in peer-reviewed jouraals,

“Clearly, properly formulated carbohydrate
drinks can delay fatigue,” said J. Mark Davis,
director of the exercise biochemistry lab at the
University of South Carolina.

In general, athletes need (o consume about 200

During exercise, they should consume 30 t0 60
grams an hour, Because eating solid foods can be
difficult while exercising, athletes can drink 600 1o
1,200 miMiliters of sports drinks &n hour. One
thousand milliliters is a litile more than a quart.

Compared with water, carbohydratz-only sports
drinks have been shown to significamly reduce
fatigye in 2 mnning test designed to simulate the
running reguired in a soccer game, Davis said.

Sparts drinks also enhanced maotor skills and
mental performance, he said.

Praper carbohydrate consumption before, during
and after exercise also can be beneficial to the
immune system, said David Nieman, a professor
of health and exercise science at Appalachian State
University.

Although exercise generally strengthens the
immune system, intense bouts such as competi-
tions can weaken il. Bur carbohydrate sports
drinks cap substantially reduce immune system
stress and reduce muscle inflammation, he said.

“There is no other drug, no nutrient, ne chemi-
cal that can do this,” he said, “Sugar does it.”

Staying hydrated before, during and after exer-
cise, whether drinking water or a sporis drink, is

extremely important.

Alhletes need 10 drink as much as one liter of
fluid an hour during exercise, but many only drink
half that much, said Craig Horswell, who works in
the physiology Iab at Gatorade. “Over several days
you ¢an develop chronic dehydration.”

In the past, some athletes weighed themselves to
measure how much fluid they lost during exercise.
If they fost 3 pounds, they would drink 3 pounds
of fluids, about 48 ounces.

Bul Horswell said new research shows drinking
150 percent of the lost weight withio three bours
is the best way to get back (o complete hydration.
For 3 pounds, that would be 72 ounces.

Another trend in sports nutrition is taking
antioxidants (o recover more quickly from intense
workouts. Antioxidants are substaaces in food that
tielp rentralize unstable oxygen molecules known
as free radicals. Intense exercise ean produce 2 [ot

of free radicals, which can damage muscle tissue.

“The faster we use oxygen, the more free radi-
cals we preduce,” said Ron Maughan, a professor

Maughan said the best sources are fresh fruits
and vegetables. “Unfortunately, that's a message
that athletes don’t want te hear,” he said. “It's bor-

Maughan said that if sthletes want to rake
antioxidants in pill form. they might consider [00
mg to 500 mg daily of vitamin C and 100 to 400
international ugits daily of vitamin E.

A Little Extra Boost

Many athletes have turned to dietary supple-
ments 10 build muscle mass.

One of the hottest new producis is a combina-
tion of creatine and ephedrine, said Mark Myhal,
an exercise physiologist.

Creatine is 2 supplement that may help add mus-
cle when laken in conjunction with a weight-train-
ing program, although some studies show it has
litile value.

Ephedrine, which some people use for weight
loss, is very similar to amphetamines, Myhal said.
“Ephedrine is very hot”

It also can be dangerous.

Ephedrine is 2 drug designed to mimic certain
kormones, such as adrenaline, according to the
The Ergoenics Edge, by Melvin Williams (Human
Kinetics).

1t can produce side effects including headache,
gastrointestinal distress, irregular heartbeats,
seizures and psychoses, Williams writes. I also
has been linked to at least 17 deaths.

On the other hand, androstenedione, the supple-
ment Mark McGwire help popularize during his
home-run-record-setting season last year, has seen

Instead, it wrmed into the female hormone
estroged, raising concerns that male users could
develop enlarged breasts.

Wear backpark
propetly, avoid injury

‘Improper backpack use can also
present some real dangers, especially
to young, &till growing joints and mus.
dles,” Jan K. Richardsen, president of
the American Physical Therapy
Association, adds. Hera are some rules
of thumb as folliows:

Wear hoth siraps: Slinging a back-
pack aver one shoulder causes a per-
$0M 10 lean to one side to compensate
for the uneven weight, curving the
spine. Over time, this can cause lower
and upper back pain, strained shoul-
ders and neck, and even functional
scofiosis, or curvature of the spine.
Teanage gir's are especially suscepli-
bla lo scoliesis,

Make sure the backpack [s not too
heavy. Exira woight may cause a
reunding of the shoulders and an
increased curve in the thoracic, or
upper back, region. As a result, the stu-
dent may experience back, shoulder
and neck pain. “A good rule fo follow is
to carry no more than 15 to 20 percent
of one's body weight" says
Richardsan.

Pay attention to the type of back-
pack. ook for backpacks with wide
straps. “Narrow straps dig painfully into
the shoulders,” Richardson says, “and
oLy narves are very close to the surface
in ow clavicle, or collarbone, region.”
Even though the latest backpacks with
one strap tha! runs across the body
may be fashionable, ey are wise 1o
consider the weight of the backpack
when emply, for exampls, a canvas
backpack will be lighter weight than
leather,”

Investing alone
creates more
risk, greater
responsibility

1 wrole recently that investors whe
did not wani to spend a lol of time und
money evaluating individsal stocke
should censider investing in a mutual
fung. [udded that this was not the enly
redson an investor might invest in a
fund.

Perhaps in this post-Enron age, it
might be good to go over the advan-
tages of murual funds again. A lot of
the problems that have pligued
investors in recent menths can be
addressed through the use of these
lunds,

Mutual funds are professionaliy run
peols of money. A fund manager
invests the meney in a broad range of
securities. lovestors in these funds
share in the results, goed or bad, that
the fund manager achieves. Through
this method, investors avoid same of
the problems of buying individual
securilies.

For erample, employees of Eoron
Corp. who invested heavily in their
company's stock lost much of their life
savings when that stock collupsed. In
fact, anyone investing heavily in one
slock runs the risk 1hat his big invest-
ment will be a dud,

Furds address that problem by giv-
ing investors instant diversification,
When you invest in a fund, you invest
in alt the investments thal the fund
helds. You may still have a dud in that
mix, but the dud will account for only
a small part of your portfolio. When a
blowout of a single stock occurs, your
fund will go vn - a little weaker, per-
haps, but you'li be 2 lot better off than
ihe investors who invested everything
in the dud stock.

Here's another problem pluguing
investors: How do you know which
stocks ta buy? Tf companies lie abou
their balanee sheet and accountants
can't figure it out, what chance do you,
as ar individual stock picker, have?
Again, Finids"d8dress thal problem
by hiring a fund manager to pick the
investmenis, Suré, the fund manager
can be fooled, but he is going to have
lre ime and the money ta look more
fully into a company. He may also,
because hie is wiclding big bucks, be
able to get information about a com-
pany that you can't. Aad he should
have the professicnalism to aveid
invesling in any company that can'l
cxplain iself 10 him,

Another problem I've heard @ lo
about lately is that 100 many invesiors
know too little aboum investment. By
investing in funds, you hire an experi.
Alsp, many fund companies mail
newsletters and reports and offer Web
sites to their investors explaining
investment topics and describing the
latest changes in law that might affect
them. Much of this information is hon-
est and usefol. At least investors know
it comes from a source that they hired
ung that they can fire at any time by
moving money out of that fund,

Two other advantages of (unds are
low cost and good recordkeeping. For
mosl investors, though not all, funds
are cheaper than buying individual
slocks. However, lnvestors must still
shop around for the least expensive
funds, and investors with large hold-
ings may be better off with a portfolio
of individual stocks.

Mutual funds also keep track of
your investmenis, information that
they provide to you. That makes wack-
ing your results and filiog your taxes
casier.

Mutual funds remain a good vehicle
[or investment. Investors wha peefer 1o
go after individual stocks shoeld be

prepared to do more work and (o take
exlra measures to avoid risk.

The family also sometimes
rents tractors with global positioning and
information systems that allow them to
keep track of what needs 1o be dore,

Ruckheim also has been g computer
tutur for kids in her hometown. “The
more people [ can get interested in the
technelogy, ¥ figure the more people [
can gel lo lake part in the technology,”
she said,

Ruckheim was at the University of
Minnesota at 5t. Paul recently — atong
with stadents from 44 siates and some
U.S. territories - for the first anouval 4-H
Youth Tech Conference.

Each state delegation w0 the confer-
etce was to form an “action plan” to take
back to their communities to start mtro-
ducing rural residents to technology.

A study conducted by the Center for
Rural Policy and Development found
that many rural Minnesplans have yot to
make computers essential to thelr lives.
Fifty-nine percent of the 663 rural rest-
dents who responded to the survey own
a funciioning computer. Of those, 78
percent have Intemet 2ccess. Neither fig-
are hid increased fromm 2007,

“Because of the number of elderly
an low-income residenis in rural arcas,
it might be unrealistic to expect rural
communtiies to mateh urban tech stan-
dards,” said center president Jack Gelier.

relative handful in a county
with about 8,000 teachers.

It reflects the conlinuing
challenge technology poses for
schopls trying o make teachers
comfortable with technology
and to use it cffectively in the

classroom.

Schools also have yet 1o fig-
ure out how to gauge whether
technelogy tuly is improving
teaching because results are dif-
ficult 1o quantify.

“This is the $64,00¢ ques-
tion,” John Lee, who leaches in
Grorgia  State  University’s
College of Education, wrete in
an e-mail interview.

Other challenges include
tight budgets, which make buy-
ing equipment difficult.

Once upon a tiree there was a very prosperous
country. The people who lived there ate very
well because they could afford good feod — and
much good food came from that very country.

Some of the people wha lived therc knew lots
about food, and they always came home wilh
the best bunches of broccoli and the most per-
fect peaches. But many people in that country,
without fully reatizing it, deprived themselves
of some of the very best produce hecause they
never boughe it fresh,

One of the foods whose tieights these grocery

shoppers missed out on was the hurmble green
pea,
“That cownay is ours, dear friends. The only
peas with which many of us are familiar are the
ones in cans and freezer bugs — the peus that
turn up on our dinner tables occasionally with
alrnost no effon {and are consumed with no par-
ticular pleasure}, and that spill from those same
cans and freezer bags onto the “veg. of the day™
rotation at the kinds of restaurants where most
custorners opt for the frics instead.

Others of bs, who have overcome Fresh
Produce Aaxicty and are able to deal with fruits
and vegetables thar don't come with dircrions
(or at least know how to fake it unil they get
kame to a cookboek), know that peas can be far
betier than that. The Navor and vibrant color of
fresh peas — particulirly now, early in the sci-

[ son, can be a real eye-opener 10 folks whose lids

: might have been drooping over the canned suc-
cotash.
Those litle round green guys, of course,
aren't the only peas.

Snow peas

Plenty of folks, especially fans
of Asian food, know that, in
addition to what the grocery
industry might label
“Original style” peas (which
are often called “English
peas” or “garden peus”
or “shell  peas™),

Althongh it is somelimes
called the Chinese snow pea, isn’t
exclusively Asian. Food historian Waverly Root
noted that they have been called “Mennonite peas™
when sold in the eastern United States as a specialty
of the Pennsylvania Dutch, and in fact have long
been grown and eaten in Europe. The French name

for the snow pea is mange-tout {eat-it-all).

Sugar snap peas

Probably Jess familiar than the snow pea — eacept
to the more vegetable-centered among us — is a
more recent arrival, the sugar snap pea, which also is
edible pod and all.

The sugar smap pea. which tumed up in the latc
1470, is a cross between Ihe regular garden pea and
the snow pea. {1 looks almost like the garden pea,
although typically it is not as leng; and although the
pad is cdible, it's full of peas, and the wholc thing is
sweeler than the snow pea.

For freshuess, go local

The word “local” is pretey important shere. Like
sweei comn, only more so, the guality of fresh peas
deferiorates rapidly, starting as soon as they're
picked.

Books that offer expertise on such things assert,
no doubt correctly, that the best shell peas are
straight from your own garden or maybe from a
farmer’s market — and picked very young, when the
peas are small. These authorities go on to say that the
produce section at a big supermarket probably runs 2
peelty distant shird.

Frozenr young pess, they snggest, olthough they
aren'tin the sume keague as reaily fresh ones. might
well ouldo limp, starchy, {resh peas that have lin-
pered too long at the store — and that may have been
overgrown and past Lheir best even when they were
just picked.

Could be, but I'd say that once locally grown peas
becorne availablz ot farmers' markets, co-ops and
stores (repiacing those brought in from California),
even a novice pea-picker — if he or she has leamed

to sort out any unworthy pods — can be
assured of a pleasunt experience when the
peas come to the table,

The ¢common pea has been with vs 2
very long time. Some sources supgest it
was cultivated nearly 12,000 years ago in
Asig; it was eaten by the ancient Greeks
and Romans, and reportedly it was
brought te the New World by Columbus,
who is szid to have planted peas on Santo
Domiage (Hispzniola).

France™s Louis XIV was so mats about
tiny peas that he ordered his gardeners to
preduce them year-round, which they
managed 10 do by constructing grecuhous-

es. We are teld that peas became such a

fad in Paris that women of lhe court
— who dined very well overy
evening — would nonetheless
have a nighicap of fresh buttered
peas before retring. Thomas
Jeffersen grew more than 30 vari-
eties of pews ac Monticello and
called them his favorite veg-
etable.

But before you rush off
to jein the Pees Corps, 1 owe
you this litle bic of informa-
tion: The stem of snow peas and
sugar snap peas should be snipped
off, and snow peas and seme sugar
snap peas have a siring down one side that
should be pulled off. That takes a bit of time.
Shell peas must be shelled — that is, the shell
st be opened and the peas inside flicked out into
a bowi. That takes longer.

You probably figured as much. What you might
not have figared is that, at least for a first-time pea
sheller, it's a long time. That mental Saturday
Evening Post cover, roly-poly Mom and kids sitting
around the table shelling peas, wouldn’t exist if the
whole job took only 20 seconds.

That said, Escoflier 12118 us 10 shell peas at the last
minute {au demicr moment, if French makes it any
better), so doing it the night befere might net be the
best solution.

If you have kids you can drag into it, that might be
good. Heaven kmows what you'll have 10 promise
them; I'd rather leave to you the details of any pea-
bargaining.

First-time visitors to fresh peas might want 1o stait
with sugar snap peas, for the combination of easy
preparalion and sweet flavor.
