“The construction of
M-5 I8 a prime example of whal
cun be accomplished when state
and local governments work as
partaers.

M-5 is a limited-access boulevard
lrom the Interstae 96, hinerstate
696 and Interstate 275 interchange
in Farmington Hills 10 Poniiac
Trail in  West  Bloomficld
Township.

Investigation into suspected drug use at NHS continues

B Case referred
to prosecutor

The investigation surrounding the

_injection of an animal tranquilizer

by a Novi High School student last

month continues, said members of
the Novi Police Department.
“The case has been referred 1o (he

Ozkland County Prosecuiors Office .

and we are awaiting their decisien
on formal charges,” said Deleclive
Sgl David Molioy of the Nowi
Police Depurtmen. ““We are having

"the prosecutors office review the

case for charges against many of the
people involved, including the per-
son or ersons respansible for sup-

plying the drug as well as those who
assisted in the delivery of the drug to
the young man.”

Novi Police officials also suid the
departrmient is armanging ko have the
substance tested by the Foad and
Drug Administration.

Mulloy said preliminary investi-
gations have identificd the sub-
stance as Acipromezine. a drug
commonly idemtitied as a horse
tranquilizer. .

Palice helieve the male student
injected the substance during school
hours on Cel. 15 for recreational
drug use. Novi Chiel of Police
Deuglas Shaeffer said i was a
school employec who noticed the
student was acting very lethargic
and retfied proper authorities.

Shaeffer commended the school
adminisiration for heing in tune
with its students’ behaviors and for
such guick action,

The male was trunsported Huron
Valley Hospita! for observation and
later released.

Police suid details from the case
will be availahle upon completion of
the investigation.

Northville resident and attormey
gcncnﬂ Jennifer Granholn rum-
hled her way 10 victory in the stale
povemor’s race Tuesday, bringing
an end lrer 22-month quest for the
office of Michigan's chief execu-
Live,

In deing 5o, the Camadian native
hecume the state's first female gov-
ernor i the staie's history and the
first  Demeerat  sinee  Jim
Blanchard was defeated by John
Engler in 1990, Granholm handily
defeated Republican challenger
and liewfenant  governor  Dick
Posthwmus.

Retums showed Granholin hold-
ing 0 57-43 advantage over her
upponent fute Tuesday night,

Granhaln arrived in the Detroil
Renaissance Center Marriort Hutel
ballroom af aroumd 115 pa,
lacing a cheering \brong ol sup-
porters. Those in atendance held
zloft cords bearing (he slogan “Cne
Michigan,” which was u theme the
govemor-clect stuck with during
her 15-mimue viciory speech,

“Toright, T am honered and
humbled to stand before you as (he
next governor of the stae of
Michigan,” Granhollm  began.
“While it was my name and John
Chery's name on the halloy, the
victory belongs to you. This victe-
7y belongs to our Michigan. This
viclory belongs 10 ene Michigan.”

Granholm said Tuesday’s resulls
gave credence  beliefs she had
nainiained since her gubermutorial
bid began nearly two yeats ago.

“Tonight, the people have spo-
ken, and your voles reaffirmed
what | have believed since the very
first day of this campuign,” she
said. “We are duty-beund Lo our
families and to cducate our chil-
dren, We wor a victory not [or one
candidate, not for one party, but for
the futere of our state.”

Granholm took lime (o thank her
campaign workers, and her family,
including her husbapd, Dan
Mulhem, with whom  she
exchanged a brief kiss at the podi-
um.
“}He has uplifted me and encour-
aged e and been my equal part-
nery for 17 years.” she said Lo the

The maood was understandably
more somber in Lansing, where
Poxthumus conceded te Granholm

a few winutes before Granholm §

delivered  her victory  specch,
Flunked by his wife and children,

Posthumus bowed out gracefully, §

offering an olive branch to his
Democratic opponent.

“This leg of the jomey ends
tonight, and & new one begins
tonight.” Posthemus said. 1 wish

Jenmifer Granholm the best, This

state is more than one person. This
stute 15 all of us. No matter who is
leading it, i's all of ug here thal
muke the difference.”

Posthumus managed to inject
humor into his speech, alluding o
his sons, who attended Michigan
State University and joined him in
front of Ihe microphones.

“Maybe they'l! even be a foot-
ball coach,” Pasthumus quipped.

Posthumus said he was proud of
his working to help reduce the
state’s unemployment rate and to
help bring about Proposal A,
which caused subsiantial change in
the manner in which public
schools reeeive Tunding.

.5, Senator Debbie Stabenow,
D-East Lansing, wus among those
in atendance at  Detroil’s
Renaissance Center Hotel. Even
before Granholm had deglared vie-
tory or Posthumas had conceded,
Stabenow was pasitive abodt the
future of Granholm in the gover-
ner's office.

Brickner said in the days leading
up to the campaign he spent much
of his time meeting with various
groups and speaking with commu-
ity members,

me consuming,” he said,

education  issues, commercial
development, the environment und
the problems with the state's econ-
amy were all thitgs he had hoped
1o gel .the chance 1o work on in
Lansing.

“Ther's no shortage of tssues,”
Brickner said.

What a resplendent gift of
nature the oysier is. Even hun-
dreds of miles from the occan
fresh oysters are reminiscent of
the sea, delfivering aromas and
flavors of the brackish waters
they are harvested from,

Oysters are members of the
mollusk family which have shells
divided into two halves, or two
valves. They have o strong mus-
sel that keeps the shell shut pro-
tecting them from predators. If
you've ever tried to shuck an oys-
ter you're well aware of the
strength it requires to pry apart
the shell.

Oysters prefer salty water and
live in bays or coves where the
currents provide their food. Bach
day 100 gatlons of water are
pumped ir then out of an oysler
providing nourishinent in the
form of plankion and tiny larvag.
Oysters must live in moving
water to remain healthy, The
largest concenlration of oyster
beds in the United States are
located in the Chesapeake Bay.
Oysters from this arca are consid-
ered the fincst because of ihe
cold, ciear waters. There are over
50 species of oysters but only the
Atlantie, Gulf, Pacific, Olympia
and Belon are cultivated in North
America. The Atlantie, Gulf angd
Olympia are natives while the
Pacific was brought from Japan
and the Belon from Enrope.

The oyster has been revered
through histery by anciem

Romans, American Indians and
carly settlers. There are numer-
ous references in litesature peais-
ing the tributes of oysters. One of
my favorite writers, M.EK.,
Fisher wrote u magnificent cssdy™
titled Consider The Oyster inl
which she deseribes in detail
everylhing you'd cver wam to
knew aboul an oyster. She bril-
liantiy depicts the taste of an oys-
ter thus: “The flavor of an oyster
depends upen several things.
First, if it is fresh and sweet and
bealthy it will wste goud. quite
simply ... good, that is, if e
taster likes oyster. Then, it will
taste like a Chincoreague or a
blug point or a mild oyster from
the Louisiana bayous or perhaps
a metallic tiny Olympia from the
Weslern coast, Or it may have a
clear harsh flaver from astall in a
wintry French town, a stall piled
herringbone style wilh
Portugaises and Garennes, green
as death lo the uninitiated and
twice as toothsome. Or it may
taste firm and yet fat like the

English eysters from around
Plymouth. Then an oyster will
taste fike what the tasier expeets,
which of course depends entirely
on the wsier”, In Delights and
Prejudices Jmnes Beard recalls
his mother shucking and cooking
dozens of oysers just “dipped in
egg and cracker crumbs then
cooked quickly in deep butter till
they were golden on both xides™,
And Charles Dickens describes a
character  in his  book A
Christmas Carol as “Secret, and
seli~conlaingd, and solitary 4y an
ayster”.

Man and his environment are
the oysler’s worsl encmy. The
plankton thas oysiers (eed on are
sometimes tainted. and an oysier
weakencd by pollution is suscep-

tible to discase. Hepatitis is an '

exmnple and is undelectable by
smell or sight. Always purchase
oysters fram repuizble sources.
The shells should be tighly
ciosed and when shucked smeil
of the sea - fresh and salty.
Oysters should be stored in a cool
ptace covered with 4 damp awel.
Never place in-water or in an air-
tight conlziner ag they will dic
from lack of air. Generally a 7-10
day shelf life is the rule of thumb.
If purchasing shucked oysters be
certain that the liquid they awe
stored in is clear versus milky.
Shucking oysters need not be a
feared task. Scrub the sheil free
of geit and position the oyster on
a kitehen towel, large side down,
Locate the narow pant of the
hinge and sofily work the ayster
knife into the hinge with a rock-
ing motion. Then firmty twist the
kmfe back and forth 10 open the
shell. Once open, slide the knife

across Lhe top (o cut the adductor
muscie. Discard the top shell and
serve, I there is grit present from
opening the shell rinse the oysier
in salted water, not fresh, o pre-
serve the flaver, Don't discard the
oyster “juice” or liquor, as it i
sweel as honey,

There are many myihs that sur-
found oysiecs, One of which
declares that oysters only be
eaten during the “R” months.
Although oysters have more fla-
var during spawning scason, the
winter manths, they are cdible
year round. And arc they an
aphrodisiac? Although no scien
tific evidence supports this beltef
aysters o contdin phosphorus,
iron, copper and iedine, sub-
stances believed Lo enhance Jove-
making,

Oysters are easy lo serve. They
may be presented on the halt
shell with merely a gamish of
horseradish, Tatasco and lemon.
Or, in stews. chowders, bhaked,
broiled, sauléed, or in stuffing for
poultry. To retain the delicate {ia-
vor just ook long enough to heat
them throngh, removing from the
heat just as the cdges begin 10
curl. My flavorite is Oysters
Rockefeller, created in the late
1890's at Antoine's vestaurant in
New Orleans and so named
because it is so dch. Enjoy!

More receni-
ly, indoor rock walls and a slew of rock
climbing classes are making the spom
aceessible around the clock, all yearround.
climbers say. Indoor walls have attracted a
new population of lunchtime climbers, whe
tend to repeat the same route wntil they
masier il.

John Lewis, an occupalicnal (herapist
and certified hand herapist ar Boulder
Community Hospltal's Hand snd Upper
Extremity Program, says he doesn't sce
many climbers in his practice. Most ignore
hand pain and keep climbing, exacerbaing
their injury, says Lewls, a former rock
climber. Thosc climbers risk chronic pain
and loss of motion that muy make everyday
activities such as holding & sieering wheel
or grabbing a bottle of milk painful.

The injurics also can compromise a
climber's gripping ghility, increasing the
potential for falis and more serious injurdes.

“Many climbers doa’t come in vl the
situalion is very advanced, untii the pain is
50 bad they just can’t climb anymore,”
Lewls says. "In many of these cases, the
persen ends up needing surgery. 1f he or
she had come in earlier, therapy may have
been enough.”

“Technicai ¢limbing involves a lot of
repelitive gripping with the hands and fin-
gers,” Lewis says. "Climbers can sustain
injuries Lo their hands due to the forcefu?

gripping and tremendous load-bearing

1 arm injuries -

“I've done things T never thought
I could do, like run 18 mites and
tide 100 miles,” says Gibh. *1 don’t
expect lo ever place, but I'm get-
ting serious.”

Hoeptner acknowledges il's a
costly spert — which might
cxphin why 21 percent of mem-
bers have an average household
incame of $40,000 to $60,000,

As nnew triathlete, Gibb figares
she invested between $3,000 and
$5,000 last year. That includes the
$1,800 bike, $160 in ronning
shoes, $200 wet suit, nutritional
supplements. $40 1 menth for a
pool membership, plus registration
fees and travel expenses. “And
that's nothing compared to some
iniathletes,” says Gibb.

“Honestly,” says Michell, “if
you're in any shape at all, you have
a bike and 2 pair of tennies, anyone
can doit, Tv's for all levels of abili-
ties and filness.

PETEASBURG TIMES

global effort w0 creale a

virtual humun so real i

bleeds will make for bener

doctors  and  healthier

patients, scienlists say. But

first researchers must ligure

out whal they want their gigabyte olfspring
to do far the cause of medicine.

The project was conceived almost 13
years ago and today includes researchers
from dozens of nedical schools and more
than 40 countrics. The goal 1s 1o tuke a
standardized male and lemale anatomy,
digitized for the computer and accessible
by Intemet, and make it more than pretty
piclures.

Virtual human can be a stand-in cadaver

guinea pig in a lahoratary. 1t can be the first
to “wear” experimental military gear.
Surgeons can wse i for & practice nuw
before operating on a live patient.

Scientists envision a day when every
newbom will pel his or her own virtual
humag, 4 cyber clone to gride medicai eare
(ram cradle o grave.

But first the specimen must he taught
what it can do.

“We can make 30 reconstructions af
anything we cun slice. We aircady had the
software,” says Dr. Don Hilbelink. profes-
sof of anutomy @t the University of South
Florida's Schoal of Medicine. “But they e
just pictures.”

The challenge, he says, is 10 make the
victwal humnan real. His focus 15 the bones
and (endons of the hand and wrist, his spe-
cialty.

{t began in 1980 when the National
Library of Medicine, seeing an increasing
need for clectronic images that cautd be
used like a textbook. decided (o create
anatemically deniled, three-dimensicial
represeniations of the male and female
hodies for the computer. The plan was
called the Visible Human Project.

It taok years o find the first mode!, a 3%-
year-old man on death row.

In 1993, convicied murderer Joseph Paul
Jemmigan, wha tiad agreed w donate his
body ta science, was executed in Texas.
University of Colorado scientists (roze the
body, cut it into six hlocks and sliced the
blocks imo i-millimeter increments, MRI
and CT data were collected on the cadaver,
then the slices. The process yielded more
than 1,800 eross-sectional, digitized calor
images.

Virwal surgery is already performed
with a wand ot siylus. The user designates
the ool as a scalpet to cut a 3-D image. By
further relining and expanding the data, the
“skin" will aper o a depth gorresponding
to the stylus’ pressure, and (he surgeon will
leel the difference between bone and mus-
cle as he cuts. :

“Ir doesn't hleed yet” Hitbelink says,
but seon the computerized inelsion could
spray digitul droplets of blood.

Far 1 persou with chronic wrist pain, for
exuntple, ittiages al their bones and joints

cred in 3D, measured wnd
nunipulated against norms to determine
the precise misalignment requiring surgery,
Hithelink says. & doclor examines X-rays
or seans to ind problerns. A computer can
do it with infinilely more precision.

“We should be able e imake 3-D, virua!
people who are representative of endless
variations” in body type, age and conci-
tion, then put them in a compater for treal-
ment, Hilhelink says.

In the fuwiore, digical librasies gvuitable
ondine cauld let siudents (ry their hand at
repairing knee cantilage or a damaged heard
on vinual patients.

Hitbelink says tvat with enovgh data, the
virtual human will be lke a spread sheet:
‘When onc number is changed, so is every
other number. Doctors and rescarchers
could wach the ripple effect of anything
done to the body, good or bad, hefere try-
ing it an humans.

Investors grieving hard over lost dreams of riches  Financiai grieving

Man {or woeman} works hard for years.

By now. it's widely recognized the bear
market has foiled that sirategy for many
investors. :

Bu Carl Greiner, University of Nebraska
professor of psychiatry, notes that there has
been another, little-noted consequence of the
inarket downturn.

Many investors who lost a bundle didn™
just lose assets. They also lost their dreams.

In their pface, they encountered what

denizl. anger. bargaining. unhappiness and,
linally. acceptance.

“Ouce one hecomes familiar with ariel
issues, there i a wide applicabitity” sad
Geeiner in a telephone interview from
Omaha, Neb., where troubled Enron once
had raots.

“A number of people had substantial loss-
o5 he said, adding, “Some fairly wealihy
people here are now not so wealthy.”

Greiner, who has a clinic helping cancer
palienrs deal with gricf, also 1eaches medical
school srudents about grief and loss.

Grieving is widely recognized as a normal
process in the medical arcna, of course.

But it's not nearly so apparent that such
emoticns ¢an atise over the foss of dicams
tied e a ponifolio.

Among the painful examples of grieving

are investors whose self-esteem was tied 1o
being successful in the morke!.

“If my major way of rclating to my [riends
is that I'm a {financial; hotshot,” said
Greiner, “then ... what's reajly been broken
isn't the loss of money, it’s the self-image.”
