Novi Police Chief Doug
Sehaelier announved Weidnesday
that w 37-year-old San Diego man
living in Redlord confessed 1o
orchestrating the series of rob-
beriey afler being arested in Allen
Park the night before.

Louis Golematis, owner of the
Lavy Lizard Restavramnt in Novi's
Main Streel development, said he
wats in the Bank One geross Crand
River from his mstaurani ahous 3
p. Tuesduy by accldent.
“Normally 1 don't make the
deposit. Usually rmy cousin or my
wife doos it on Mendays. It was
fust 2 eoincidence thal [ was in
there,” he said.

[t was g colncidence tha proved
to be very unlucky for the 37-year-
old woman standing at the win-
dow next to Golematis. Dressed in
# floppy hal wd sunglasses, she
had just handed the teller it nete
announcing « holdup.

Galematis suid his teller ried w
el him what wes happening, but
he didn’t realize it uwil afier the
robber was gone. “All their faces
went white 2ad Uiey just stopped.”
he recalled.

After answering questions from
Nevi Police, Golemptis seumed
1o his restaurant whese he tokd his
employees what had happened. “1
rried 0 make a joke of j|," said
Golematis, whe admitted the full
impact has yet w sink in.

He said when he first came into
the restanrant, thene was a nonde-
script woman sitting al the bar
who looked somewhat familiar.
The woman, who was lrying 1o
cn! a taxd, rant from the restaurant
when Gelematis started telling his

slory.

Lindsay Latka, who has worked

at the restaurant as a wailress for
about a year and is studying erim-
inology at Schooleratt College,
siid she became  suspicicus
“heause of the way she wis look-
ing. The way she moved her head.
The way she jumped out of her
seat when Lou staned felling his
soryt .
Latka, who has relatives on the
Troy, Detreit, and Ypsilanti police
departments, jumped in a tuek
with  Golematis and  giarted
scarching - phone booths i the
area. Eventuaiiy they found the
wornan at the nearby Red Hot and
Blue Restauramt and led police
there.

Suicide third in last six months in City of Novi

A Narthville womat's body was
found late last week in Novi'y
Commiunity Sports Park, dead as the
result of suicide, police said,

Novi Police sald Valeric Smith,
37, was found in her vehicle at about
12:40 asm. on Nov. 8 in the park
located ot Eight Mile and Napier
roads,

Police and emergency personnel
were dispaiched to the area after
receiving a 911 call from two walk-
crs who said they saw a “suspi-
cions™ car.

According te feports, the witness-
e said the car was amping and the
driver was “slamped” over the steer-
ing wheel.

Smith was

transported  to

‘Providence Park Medical Center

and pronotced dead al the kospital.

Emcrgency medical services
were performed on $mith upon
arrival, officials said,

33174122222

A report by the Oakiand County
Medical Exaniiner’s office revealed
Smith died from sharp ewts to her
neck.

Shacffer said two knives were
faund in the vehicle.

Police said invesigations al this
point indicate the incident was a sui-
cide and net a homicide and expeet
the case will be coneluded willin &
couple of days.

This brings Novi's 2002 public-
suicide 1otal 1o three, with al! bodies
found in common areas in the last
six months,

“Sucides are not uncommon,”
said Novi Police Chief Douglas
Stwefler. “Every community experi-
ences them,

“Novi has experienced three in a

rather shori time span and Gt is

somewhat high: although, we rou-
tinely have several a year™

Shacffer said it is not upisual 1o
find suicide victims in a public set-
ting, but not usually in a public place
where there are high concentrations

“Most people commit suicide
alone, by themselves in secluded
Places,” Krahn said. .

Krahn said people who travel oa

tion the death is @ homicide, as was
the case in the Smith investigation.

“Thar melliod enswres we are
doing everything possible to ensure
a sueeessul conclusion to gn inves-
tigation,” Shaeffer said. “As evi-
dences are uncovered, the investiga-
tion will switch to one of the other
causes of death such as poor health
or suicide.”

Shacfler said probably the best
prevention: against suicide is paying
anention to the mental heahh of

those wround us,

On June 5 at about &40 am,, a
2}-year-old Novi male was found
hanging from a barrier sumounding
a dumpster in the 24000 block of

am., the body of a 47-yearold
South Lyon male was found in
woods located south of 10 Mile and
west of Wixom roads.

Poice said trec cutters in the area
found the man in his vehicle and it
was determined he died from a self-
inflicted gun shot wound fo the
head.

It took the threat of violenee
from the shadawy warld of inter-
national terrenisim, bot Western
Quakland County communities
will soon be a litle saler from
the mundane comings and goings
af freight trains and delivery
trucks.

Nearly 00 fire fighiers From
Western Oukland  Couniy
Communities, inchiding Wixom
and Walled Lake, arc within
weeks (rom completing & Y6-hour
hizardous  matecials malterialy
teehnician course at Gukland
Community College's  Auburn
Hills campus,

It the wake of the terrorist
attacks on the World Trade
Center and  the  Pentagon,
Qakland County Administrator L.
Brooke Farterson decided to set
aside $1.7 million fer training
and cquipment for firc depart-
ments in the county's outlying
areus,

“This is somcthing we've need-
ed for tong time,” observed Jerry
Walker, director of public safety
in Walled Lake. Although the
county-funded training is intend-
ed 1o prepare local fire fightees 1o
be prepared for an attack by
weapons of mass destruction,
Walker noted, "a hazmat incident
can happen at anytime on u daily
basis.”

In May residents of the Village
of Potterville, near Lansing, had
to be evacuated for a week alter a
Cunadian National trail hauling
propune derailed there. Closer lo
home, recalled Mike Loper. proj-
ect coordinator for Dakland
County Emergency Response and
Prepuredness, twe CN employees
where killed ond two more
Anjured in a Springfield Township
“Jrain collision last Movenber,

f‘ Train wrecks don'l pose mich
of a threat jn Walled Lake, where

Coc Ruil uses about five miles of
what was once Grand Trunk
Rutlroud tracks for the Walled
Lake Binner Train and ihe rest of
the lipe has been ransternied inte
bike iails.

Fire Chief George Spencer suid
the most serious incident in
Wixom during his 40 years with
the depariment when a tanker car-
rying molasses jumped the trcks
w the C8XN crossing at Peniiac
Trail wnd Wixom rouds, Ne mate-
rial was lost, but, Spencer noted,
"It could have been a real sticky
situaiion,”

While chserving that Wixom

has "never had a probiem” with a
huzardous materials stwalion,
Spencer  added,  "knowledge
means salely.”

Getling that knowledge has
been something of a problem for
snealler departments in the coun-
1y. Spencer noted that prior to the
county-funded training, only
three hazmat technicians in his
department had received (heir
truintng through other depart-
ments.

He added if he had to cover the
cost of the three people he has at
the county's hazmat schoal, it
would have used up half his train-
ing budgct lor the year.

"1 couldn't afford that,"” he said.

Whalker, like Spencer, Oakland
County will spend 10 train the
Lour fire fighters he has in class
now along with the two he plans
on sendityg i1 Febroary would
have cater up three-quarters of
his annual training budget.

Walker noted that while there's
little chance ol a large scale spill
of hazardous materials as the
result of a train wreck in Walled
Lake, scores of lank trunks cut
through his city of 6,700, Those
tapk trunks carcy gverything
from gasoline to poisons and fer-
tilizers used for lawn mainte-
nance.

"We always knew we had capa-

bilily to respond to these sorts of
things," said Walker, "But we
knew help had o come lrom the
other side of county.”

Loper noied that for years
when  Communities sleng the
county's western edge needed a
hazmat vehicle, they called on the
communties lineing Woodward
Avenue for muwal aid. However
since Sept. 11, those vehicles in
Cemral and Eastern Oukiand
County have been much busier.

According (o Loper, last
October along  law enfercement
agencies in the county responded
10 more than 2,000 "while pow-
der calls” following the Anthrax
seare in Florida and Washington.
In the prior decade, he added,
there had been just 900 suspi-
cious package reports.

Spencer said it has been just us
important Tor his fire fighters 1o
learns what’s not dangerous as
what is.

The goal, said Leper is (e
"muke sure we are 100 percent
covered 100 percent of the time.”

To that end, Loper said the
county has ordered twa $300,000
huzmat vehicles, one of which
will likely be based in Commeree
Township und the other seme-
where in - Northern  Oakland
County, Loper suid that while
based in Comaerce Township,
the vehicle will be rotated among
the 10 communities of Southwesl
Oukland County,

Thal way hazmat technicians in
each of the communities will able
to stay familiar with the vehicle

and its equipment.

"We'll be light years ahead of
where we were, but | hope never
need i1,” offered Loper.

We
started offering this service
cight ar so years ago as an alter-
nalive 10 opening the restauran
on Thanksgiving, Tem and [
winled our stalf 1o be with their
familics so this option works for
us all.

Thanksgiving dinmner is a
tongh onc o pull ol if done
frem scratch. It entails prepar-
ing a stock for gravy, loasting
croutons for 1he dressing, chop-
ping vegetables, peeling and
mashing potatocs, baking pics,
roasting the bird and making
crinherry sauce. Not fo smeniion
a nice salad and appetizers. An
enlire day could be develed to
the meai. For those wha love 1o
cook this likens to a slint in
culinary heaven. For these who
don't, think abour a family
potluck and let the kids do the
dishes!

There wre other ways to gel
around Lhis all-day cooking fest.
Preparing a majority of the meal
the week before is one of the
easiest. Begin on Sunday by
making 2 poulry stock. Ask
your butcher to order some

uirkey necks or chicken bucks
as Lhe base. Freeze cnough for
Thursday’s gravy and use the
rest for o hearty soup. Serub,
neel {1 leave skins on for the
nutrition and fiber they offer),
and dice polatoes. Stere in the
refrigerator covered in water
until ready te cook,

A poinl to remember when
hoiling potatoes, heavily sall
the water ung the whery won't
need a toueh of addilional sea-
soning alter mashing. The salt-
ed waler brings out the potao
flavor wenderfully. Fresh erun-
berry sauce is so casy and keeps
wedl for a week. A preal recipe
is on the back of the cranberry
bag. Since cranberries are abun-
dant now throw & couple of
packages in the [reezer for use
during he year. A favorite in
my household is a mash of
roasted acarn squash, whole
cranberries and 4 touch of
maple syrup.

Far a spectacular stuffing toss
d:.:y old white bread, crusts
remeved, cul into half-inch dice
wilh melted butter, salt and pep-
per and a bit of dried thyme.
Toust to golden and store in an
airtlight container, Wednesday
night sauté a good amount of
celery and onions in lots of bul-
ter, toss with the croutes adding
pinenuts and dried cranberries,
meisten with a bit of the great
stock you made Sunday and
allow to sil overnight. It is not
recommended 1o steff  your
turkey, as the intcrnal lempera-
twre will nol be high cneugh 1o
kill harmiul bacteria. I know
our Mom's ulways did it.,.(hal
was then, food was safet.

Then there is Tom turkey. At
the bistro we love te rub any
and all pouliry or game birds
with minced garlic and fresh
herbs. Carefully loosen Lhe
breast skin from the meat and
pat on a mix of rosemary,

kasher sali, freshly ground pep-
per, lemon zest and garlic, if the
hird is large enough do the same
to the legs. Then place g mir-
peix of e pecled roughly
chopped carrols, celery stalks
and a large onion in the cavity
of Tommy boy, This ton ¢an be
dong the night belore.

Te conk, preheat the oven 1o
325, place the bird in a shallow
pan breasi side up and cover
with a loose tent of aluminum
foil. After the first hour, buslc
with the pan drippings nhout
every 30 minutes or so. Allow
15-20 minutes per pound for
birds under 16 pounds and 13-
15 far those over, Remove the
foil the last 30-34 minutes s0
the turkey roasis 10 a golden
brown. After removing from the
oven allow al least 20-25 min-
utes of “resling™ time. This
allows the juices to be regb-
sorbed by the protein and not
lost with the first knife cut.
‘Warm your sides. toss the salad
and get ready {0 earve.

Let™s remember that
Thanksgiving is first and fore-
most an  American  holiday
which centers around a family
feast commemorating the first
harvest of the Plymouth Colony
in 16421. The colony had been
eslpblished 1he year before and
ils 50 members celebrated with
Native Americans from the
Wampaneag tribe which whom
they had signed o treaty of
peace. [n our busy and harried
world take the time this
Thanksgiving to erjoy Tamily
and friends.

“Oceasionally. Il see really sad
situations where women have final-
Iy come back when their child is in
kindergarien and it wins out they
have clinical anemiz or low thy-
roid. Some simple medical inter-
ventien could have been dene if
only they'd shown up for care.”

Pollycove and her co-authors of
e hook “Mother Nurture,”
(Penguin, $15) have named (his
clusier of symptoms and circum-
stances  Depleied  Mother
Syndrome.

It differs rom the more weil-rec-
ognized postpanum depression in
that it's the result of the demands of
child-rearing rather than simply the
hormenel changes of pregnancy.

in DMS, lack of sleep, nuwient
losg from breast-lecding, poor cal-
ing habits and the stress of caring
for toddlers combine to make
mathers more at risk lor cardiovas-
cular disease, autoimmune disor-
ders, diabetes and depression.

“"Motherhood itself is not a med-
ical condition, but the stress and
depletion that occurs today can
itsell be risk factors.” for discasc,
said Rick Hansom, a psychologist
snd eo-author of the hook.

Ultimately. Pollycove said, she’d
like to see Depleted Mother
Syridrome, which shé estimates hits
about 10 percent of women wilh
small kids, weated like premenstru-
al syndreme and menopanse,

“Once doctors recognized these
were real syndremes and gave
wemen permission o voice their
concerns and notice how they were
feeling, then we pot busy and actu-
ally found imerventions o help,”
she said.

In the meantime, the authors
offer lots of 1ips and suggestions to
help ward off Depleted Mother
Syndrome, including making time
to exercise, cat right and connect
with thelr panners.

Kile
died unexpectedly last June of a heari attack at age
33, “We ... probably had a couple of hundred people
aged 30 {o 40 who have visited us ...." said Dr. James
Ehrtich. the center's medical director,

ly, Ehrlich said.

The test takes only minutes. Patients are hooked o
an electrocardiograrn (EKG) machine and asked 1o
hold their breath for u few scconds while the scans are
aken. It generally costs at least $400 and frequently
is not covered by insurance, although that's beginning
(o change.

Many patients believe the test has saved their lives,
because cither they or their doctors were nat taking
their risk seriously enough, Ehrlich said.

Hesselltine said he has spent $400 on worse things
and would urge his doctor 1e Tellow Ehrlich's advice
and hoost his cholesterol-lowering drug dosage.

Doing so could further stabilize his plaque, making
# less brittle and uniikely to break. Breakage might
lead to a cht, which could block the artery and
deprive.ihe heant of oxygen. Recent research indi-
cates thal heari altacks are more dependent on
plague’s stabitization than on its amount..

“You may be as likely o have 4 heart atiack  you
have 90 percent blockage as you would with a 30 per-
cent blackage of unstable plaque,” Valent said.

‘The drugs that lewer cholesterol levels siabilize the
fatty buildup.

The heart scan, or electron heam tomography,
measures caleium, a recognized marker of plague.
The American College of Cardiolopists has not
endorsed the scan, though it is performed at such
prestigious medical facilities as the Mayo Clinic and
Johns Hopkins University.

Some doctors argue against the scan, saying they
can predict patients’ risk of beart disease and treat
then just as well wjth standard tests. Critics also con-
tend that the new test is particularly bad for those
with no apparent problems.

Nevertheless, Ehrlich said of heart scans, “The
trend is more and more toward acceptance. We feal
the heart scan is the most valuable companent

Federal agency
offers safety net
for pensions

Afier IML Freight Sysiems Jnc, went out of busi-
ness in the mid- 1980y, the Salt Lake City-based long-
haul trucking company™s pension piun was thrown
into limbo.

No one was leN a the bunkrupt carrier o make
sure (he more than 525 1ML cmployees entitled to
pension benchits would et their monthly retirement
cheeks,

Enter the Pengion Benefit Guaranty Corp. (PBGC).
The litle-known federal ageney wok over the plan’s
assets and started muiling ot monthly retirement
checks. It remains in centyol.

Workers who are counting on traditional company-
sponsofed retirement plans instead of dCIk)
accounts te fund Lheir retirement years may be hear-
ing a Jol more about the PBGC in the fulure becanse
of its Tok: 25 the nation's pension plan safely net.

Recent deellies in the stoek markel did more than
just bamanes the value of individunl 401{k} accounts.
They also wreaked havoc on the investment ponio-
lios of corporaie pension plans across the country.

A large number of traditiona] pension plans — alse
known as defined-benehit plans becuvse they promise
relired workers 2 fixed unount every montl -— are
expecied 1o report they are underfunded. When i pen-
sion plun is underfunded, it means its assets are insuf-
fictent to meet long term Ihe prejected payments
promised to Telirces.

"It is hecoming a huge problem,” suid Adrian
Redlich, an analyst with Merril! Lynch who ecently
compieled a stedy of 346 companies in the Standard
& Poors 500 that offer their workers traditional
defined-benefir plans.

Redlich and vo-researcher Rebecea Skilbeck found
that of 1hose 346 plans, 82 percent were underfunded
al the end of las! year.

While overall the 346 plans were overfunded by
1.1 biliion. Redlich and Skilbeck nevertheless noted
that figure represents a decline of more than $200 bil-
tien from the previoys year,

And they project once corporations start reperling
the stalus of their plans this year, there will be anoth-
of "massive swing™ 10 1he red — as much as $200 bil-
lion.

As the insurer of the nation's pension plans, the
PRGC oflcn sieps in when u plan reaches the point

., where it is sericusly, und;rfunded 1o make surg, the

=retirees receive fhe Talk of their promised benefils.

Must vaderfunded plans, however, never feach the
point where lie PBGC needs to step . It's not
unusual for plans to fluctuale between being under
and overfunded, said Jim Jafles, spokesman for the
Empioyre Benefit Research Institute, o non-profit
Washinglon-based organization thal studies pensions
and other corporate benefits,

I a 1ot of cases, undedunded plans don't have Lo
£O to Lhe intensive-care unil. They just have to lake
some aspirin,” Jaffee said. *“What malters is the long-
lerm viability of the fund.”

Federal law ceguiates the minimum amount com-
panies must contribule lo their pension plans 1 keep
them healthy, And that eften can place a burden on
cofporations that must divert profils into pension
plans instead of using that money 1o fund growth.

There™s no hard-snd-fast role dictaling when the
PRGC roust step in and take over a struggling plan,
PBGC spokesman Jeffrey Speicher said. “Usually,
we'll consider siepping in when il looks like a com-
pany's fulare is in doubt and its plan docsn't have
enough assels to mect its obligations.”

The PBGC administers about 3,000 pension plans.

The PBGC operates much like an insurance com-
pany. It collects regular premiums from the sponsors
of the pation's pension plans. And Jike an insuzance
company, the PBGC anticipates those premiums and
the assels that it lakes over when 2 plan fails will be
enough to take care of the workers in the pension pro-
grams il adminisiers.

Although a significant portien of the couniry's
workers are slill covered by defined-benefit plans, the
number of plans insured by the PBGC is shrinking.

"Almaost no one is starting up defined-benefit plans
from scrateh,” said James Delaplanc, a vice president
al the American Benefits Council. “They are highly
rggu‘lnled and the fund mules are exiremely restric-
tive”

Such plans may no longer be suilable for the mod-
cm, highly mobile work force, Delaplane said.

Traditional pension plans reward cmployees who
s1ay with ene company for 4 long time. he said. And
the benefils are backloaded.

Last year, the PBOC insured abou 33,500 plans,
down from an alk-lime high of 112,000 plans in 1985,
In contrass, there are now more than 325,000 defincd-
comtribution plans, such as 401(k)s.

Cyber Crime: As information thievery soars, companies advised to be vigilant

As communicytion fechnology has grown, the magni-
wde of the crimes it makes posbie has expanded as well.

Thieves have been steating idenntios. credit card num-
bers, products and services for just abeut a5 long as these
things have exisied. The difference now is that technolo-
gy is drastically upping the stakes.

Hackers who infilirate company systems gan sical tens
of thousands of credit card numbers at a clip and sell them
just as quickly.

Laosses from online fraud are 33 times larger thas from
traditienal fraud. said Torn Kellerman. a data isk man-
agement specialist with the World Bank.

Beiween 1989 and the present. identity theft as result-
ed intosses of $12 billion, and thar's only thefi that’s been
uncovered and reported. said Kellerman. who spake ar a
Riskelogy-sponsored seminar in Deaver this fall.

Of the 143,505 security breaches reported from 1988
through the second quaner of 2072, 67 percent oceured
between January 2001 and June 2002, according to the
CERT ¢oordinztion center at Camnegie McHon University.

CERT, formerly the Compuier Emergency Respanse
Team, works to educate users on securily issucs. It also
compiles statistics aboul reponed breaches and new seco-

rity dangers.

Ir's =il toegh 1o per complete stalisties on just how
many incidents occur and 10 Lally the true cost, experts
siy. That's because companics, worricd about harming
thseir reputittions, ate often wiwid 1w publicly say they've
heen hacked.

If companics doa’t put more of an emphasis on cyber
security soon, though, increascd insurance rales and Jia-
bility lawsuits could force them Lo. Or force them out, said
panclists a1 Riskology'’s seminar.

Al work, management needs ko stress thal sccefily is
cveryone's joh -— it's a business issuc, not just an IT issue,
said Riskology President Demetrios Lazankos.

Riskology offers security audits and helps get compa-
nies” sysiems 10 the point where insurance compianies will
sell them cyber bability policics. Such policies are still
quite expensive and Hmiled in their coverage, and iikely to
remain so unt} companies feel more comfortable repont-
ing breachces.

Until insurance underwrilers can gel a clenrerplt(urc of
their potential Josses and develop acluanizl ables from the
expeniences of othess, it's Jikely the policies won't et
more affordahle.

Whether or not businesses opt for policies, panelists
said. they need to perform avdits 10 get a sense of where
they're starting from. Thea they should put in place poli-

Job hunt process
moving online
with e-résumés

and applications

‘The electronic job hunt isn't just
for  graphic  designers  or
Monstercom job-seckers anymore,
More traditional companies in tradi-
tional felds are accepting and
requiring prospective emplayees lo
send résumés via e-mail or apply
online through company Web sites.

Many companies are finding it
easier 1o receive and process job
applicalion materials oniine as well
as screen poiential employces,

Al Covenant Health, owner of
several Knoxville, Tenn.-area hospi-
1als and other medicai-services busi-
nesses, an online applicution system
has been in pluce for two years.

From janitors to company execu-
tives, every applicant files an online
application, and even traditional
applications arc scanned into the
compuler, said Kay Wright, direclor
of employment  scrvices  for
Covenant.

“We did it simply lor efficiency,
just (o be able so handle the volume
that we get," Wright said. With
recent downsizing of local manufyc-
luring plants, Wright said the num-
ber of appliconts has increascd. This
July, her office processed more than
1,600 applications, compared with
abeut 1,200 in July 2001.

Wright's office gets cach applica-
tion, does a ¢ursory review to make
sute the persen’s qualifications
malch the job's basic requirerents
and forwards the application to the
appropriale hiring mariager.

Krista Jones, direct-hire search
consultanl for Staffing Solutions in
Knoxville, said applicants who file
their résemés online tead to get a
aquicker response.

“Virtually everything 1 do is
online,” she said. “When it (an
onling résumé) comes in ... [ can go
back and respend immediately.”

Jones snid e-fail applications are
easier for her o sort and track than
paper ones, They're alsa gasier to
pass on to her clients for review, she
said, because busy executives will
ofien pause to read e-mails on the
weekend or after business hours,
and they can receive them wherever
they are,

While Jones mainly deals with
management-level hires and filling
clerical positions, she said Staffing
Solulions has also implemented an
online questionnaire for all potential
employees, While not an offigial
application, "jt helps us know the
candidales better,” she said. “Then
we ¢ look at them and qualily
them."

Given the increased acceptance of
electronic job applications, local
résumé services are offering new
producis that focus on new means of
digital comnnication.

Most companies will prepare both
paper ond eleclronic résumds, for-
matting traditional hard-copy ver-
sions to read easily enline. In addi-
tion, job seckers can have CD-ROM
business cards made, an electronic
versien of the real thing, and one
local company offcrs a digital video
inroduction o be e-mailed or sent
with a traditional résumé to poten-
tial employers.

Robhin Stocksbury, who recemly
Taunched her résumé development
business,  lmpress  Business
Solutions in Knoxville, affers the
video sexvice. T think it takes some-
thing that can kind of be cold and
harsh and puts a little personality
with it" she said.

the service has been auractive for
peophe seeking sales jobs and other
emptoyment that highly depends on
personal presentation.

While the video shouldnt replace
the traditional résumé, cover lelter
and thank-you note, it gives job-
hunters an extra advantage in an
increasingly competitive market,
she said,

But Michael Curry, whe runs The
Career Coach Online in Knoxville,
said people need 1o be careful how
they use e-mail résumnés, CD-ROMs
and other digital methods 10 apply
for jobs.

“Very few people would use them
comectly,” he said. '"What you really

New designs for
assisted living
centers coming
at higher costs

Cn a busy steet in Sunnyvale,
Calil,, is a new, Mission-style,
bhufl stucco and red tile buiiding
sdomed with custem wrought
iron work. To the passciby, it
appears to be unother condamini-
wim project or extended- slay
hotel, but it's neither.

It's an assisted living center.

Tucked away on 2 tree-lined
street in Qakland, Calif, is anoth-
¢r new buifding. This one has
architectyral  details in  the
Craftsman style. Its light green
and cream coloring resembies an
urban townhouse development.

Wrong again, It's a care center
for people suffering demeatis,

These two projects are repre-
sentative of the new styles, shapes
and colors of assisted living,

Nursing homes are silf around,
but with a growing npumber of
aging peeple unable 1o live on
their own — because of physical
limitatfons or impaired mental
abilities -~ there’s a growing
desngd for something new and
dilferent.

As wilth many things new and
heatth care refated, these new
cemers are more expensive for
developers to build and more
custly lor residents 1o rent.

Assisted living hus become 4
carch phrase for combining hous-
ing wilh peesonal and health care
services. Services vary widely
from center (o center but almost
atways include meals, housekeep-
ing. transporttion and even help
doing the luundry. grooming and
managing mediculions.

The low-cid monthly cost for
ussisted living is just below
$2,000 » month for 2 studio-size
apartmen and - privae  bath,
according 1o figures compiled by
government and  health  care
experts. When additional services
are factored in, the monthly rate
can ensily double.

While the decision 1o move 10
an assisted living center can be a
hurd one —- ever tougher when it
involves plucing a reluctant older
family member in such a center
— there dre a number of ques-
tions that should be asked before
making a choice.

Queslions to ask

Here are some guestions and
tips [rom Ihe California Registry,
u state licensed referral agency
for seniors and their families, for
selecting an assisted living center;
B Make an appointment for
your first visit. I you think you
might choase that faciiily, plar to
drop in unannounced at least
Iwice thercafter. The best times
are around mealtimes so that you
can sec how meal service is pro-
vided.

@ Speak with some of the resi-
dents without staff present, Ask
them hew they like betng there,
Try 10 get a feeling for whether
your relutive would it in and be
comlortahle with the type of resi-
dents living there. Are (hey expe-
viencing sirsilar problems and
care needs?

B Observe how residents and
stafl interact. To a large extent,
the way stafl members trest the
residents will determing the resi-
dents' quality of jife.

B Read the rentzl contract or
patient agreement carefuily. Take
it home with you if necessary.
Whal extra charges arc Lhere?
What items are not covered? Jf
these are nol listed, sk the facili-
ty to list what is nol covered and
what those cxtra services will
cosl.

B Observe and sample meals,
Food is oflen one of the few
pleasures (hat elderly people can
cnjoy on a daily basis, Ask if you
may eal a meal with the residents,
Observe how the meals are
served. Are the servers courleous
and Iriendly? Is the food served
hot? Is the food eusily managed

by an elderiy person?

Brussels sprouts:
It's not easy
being green

Call Brussels sprowts what you wish —
baby cabbages, 8 nutitious burst of Navor
— but please, don’t call them disgusting.

Brussels sprouts, along with zucchini,
nutabagas and the like, are the Rodney
Dangerficld of vegetables: They gel no
respecl. But if you can look past the days
of soggy, overdone sprouis swimming in 2
bath of butter, you'll see 4 healthiul, ver-
satile vegetable that can find a home in
anything from meatballs (o stir-fry,

On the stem, Brussels sprouts look
mighty impressive, bul it 1akes patience to
grow them. They have a long growing
season — more than 90 days — bt these
late bloomers arc cold-tolerunt, and those
with sprout smarts say they Liste even bet-
ter after a frast or two,

Brussels sprouls do look like lttle cab-
bages — they are part of the same family
— but grow diflerently. Brusseis sproats
cling 10 a large stalk topped with 2 crown
of Toliage.

When sclecting sprouts, look for enes
that are tightly formed and avoid those
that have unfurling leaves or leaves that
have started to yellow.

Don’t pick them toc large; ideally,
Brussels sprouts should be herween 1 and
1-1/2 inches in diameter. You'll aiso want
to give them a smifl (¢ make sure they
don’t have an “off-putting” odor. And no,
Brussels sprouts don's always have an off-
putting eder.

If you're growing Brussels sprouts.
they are besl kept on the stzlk until you're
ready 10 cook them — they are tolerant
enough to stay in the garden throuph carly
winter. When you do pick (or buy) them,
store them in ke reftigentor in a perfo-
rated plastic bug and use them within a
week,

When serving sprouts as a side dish,
figure a pound for four to six servings {a
pound is abowt 3-1/2 cups of whole
sprouls, 4 cops if quariered or halved).

T prepare sprouts for cooking, trim the
cuter leaves until there™s a tight, firm
head. !t also helps o cut an “x” on the
stem, which brings the heat to the center
of the sprout mote guickly,

Bul here's the most important thing: Do
nol overcook! Brussels sprouts are best
when cooked until ender-crisp — defi-
nitely not to the mushy stage. They should
have a little crunch to them and be a
bright, vibrant preen.

If you're sweaming or blancling the
sprouts, 5 minates should do it, If you
saule or stir-fry, 3 1o 6 minutes is all you
necd. Some caoks prefer (o slice or quar-
ler Brossels sprouts for guicker, more
even cooking, At the very least, large
sprouts should be cut in half. Some peo-
ple. believe it or nat. even separate the
leaves before cooking, a tedious task, but
a delicious result, ’

A lile butter goes a long way when
preparing fresh, crisp sprouts, but praper
seasoning adds a whole new dimension.

‘When sautéing Brussels sprouls, spice

. *things up by adding dill, caraway, cumin,

basil, poppy seeds or sage leaves.
Or add mustard, prepared horscradish,
a citrus juice, soy sauce, onions or grated
cheese, .
Feeling saucy? For a finishing touch,
add a cream' sasce, Hollendaise sauce,
cheese sauce or tomato sauce, and yeu

' can add cooked sprouls 1o soups,

casseroles, stir-{ries and salads,

Serving raw vegetables? Don’t [orget
Brussels sprouts, (A tip: Wilt the sprouts
by pouring boiling water over them. Itll
bring out their flavor and celor.)

Want lo add more vitamin C to your
diet? Look beyond citrus and head
straight (0 the sprout. A 1£2-cup serving
of Brusscls sprouts (ahout 4 sprouts) has
120 pereent of the daily recommendation
of vitamin C,

And the muiritienal benefits don't stop
there. Sprouts are a goad source of vita-
min A, fiber and folate, and they've been
shows to have preventive effects against
eeqtain types of cancer.

A study by John Hopkins University
found that a dict rich in cruciferous veg-
etables such as broccoli, cauliflower,
Brussels sprouts and the like can lower
the risk of bowel, stomach and breast can-
cer. The vegelables contain sulforaphare,
which helps the body expel cancer-caus-
ing toxins,

Like many vegetables, sprouts aisu are
low in fat (less than a gram), sodiura, car-
bohydrales and cholesterol. What's not to
like? Convinced yet?
