Novi City Manager Richard 
Helwig and ci ty clerk Maryanne 
Cornelius w i l l receive salary 
increases after receiving posi­

A n approved 5-percent 
increase w i l l bring the manag­
er's annual salary to $109,725 
and the city clerk 's up to 
$74,723 a year. 

Both increases w i l l be 
retroactive to the start of the 
city's fiscal year, beginning 

July 1. 
The salary increase was voted 

on past the midnight hour, dur­
ing Novi 's Nov. 12 city council 
meeting. 

Ci ty of Nov i Mayor Pro-Tem 
Michel le Bononi and counci l -
woman Laura Lorenzo were the 
only two dissenters to the raise, 
opposing the amount of the.

About five gallons of diesel fuel 
spilled on to the parking lot of two 
Novi postal centers Tuesday, bring­
ing together city departments in a 
clean-up effort. 

"We mitigated die situation, 
worked with die D P W and die situ­
ation is taken care of," said Jeffery 
Johnson, City of Novi assistant fire 
chief 

Johnson said die situation was 
not of an a i d i n g nature. 

City fire officials said a mail-
delivery vehicle leaked the fuel at 
die city'.s post ofiice on Novi Road 
and its postal annex on Grand River 
Avenue Nov. 19, spilling about five 
gallons total at die two locations. 

"Only a few gallons of diesel 
were spilled from a .semi-hactor 
trailer that was making a drop at die 
post office on Novi Road and it 
dien proceeded to the postal annex 
on Grand River," Johnson said, "It 
(die ti-uck) proceeded to spill some 
diesel diere which was anodier cou­
ple of gallons." 

Engines aiid squad cars respond­
ed to die post office at about 9:20 
a.m. and at die annex shortly after 
10 a.m. 

The scene was cleared by die fite 
department well before the noon 
hour. 

Johnson said die parking lot of 
die main post office was closed for 
a short period of tiiTie while die 
spill was contained from possibly 
going down into die stonii drain. 

"There was some on die asphalt 
and we were concerned it would go 
into the drain," he said. 

Workers on die scene also placed 
an absorbent material on the 
ground to absorb die fuel and dikes 
were made around die storm drain 
as a precaudonary measure. 

Employees from Novi's 
Department of Public Works also 
responded, spreading sand and 
using die city's street sweeper to 
aid in die clean up, 

"It was all handled widiin an 
hour," Johnson said. "And we were 
very well satisfied widi die way it 
was handled." 

Novi's post master contacted 
representatives from Taylor Postal 
Corititicting infonning them of die 
incident. 

City officials said any odier clean 
up efforts will be die subcontfac-
tor's responsibility.

Planning Commission with its 
recommendation to deny 
Bowman's approval request. 

Oiher items on the list include: 
• The west drive proposed angle 

is 73 degrees versus Ihe requinid 
90 degree angle; 

• The front entrance to the 
building should be enhanced; 

• Provide for lower lighting 
poles realizing tliere is an excess 
of 25 parking spaces; and 

• Explore the altemadve of a 
parking struclure to preserve addi­
tional woodlands and wedands on 
the east side of the building. 

Former commissioner Robert 
Churella disagrees with the com­
mission's current negative recom-
mendauon, saying Ihe exposition 
center is a very successful busi­
ness ihai will increase the city's 
tax base, bring in auxiliary busi­
nesses and offer all the benefits of 
an exposition center without die 
city paying Ihe bill. 

Churella said most exposidon 
centers are municipally owned.

Bononi agreed traffic is a con­
cern staling she does not feel 
someone needs lo be a rocket sci­
entist to see the bottleneck that 
may be created in front of the cen­
ter. 

'This is the opportunity to get it 
right," she said.

Concerns by tliosc representing 
.Sandstone Associates in settlement 
negotiations has prompted the city 
lo retain iuI impartial environmen­
tal consultant to review arsenic lev­
els in remediated portions of North 
Novi Park. 

Novi Ciiy Aiiomey Gerald 
Fisher announced during die city's 
Nov. 12 council IIieedng that 
Sandstone Associates is requesdng 
a review of arsenic tests performed 
on portions of the parIc sold as part 
of the settlement agreement 
between die city and die vtstas of 
Novi developer to end a $70 mil­
lion lawsuit haide. 

As part of the agreement, die 
city is obligated to clean portion of 
die park located at 12 Mile and 
Dixon roads tesdng posidve for 
contamination above the levels 
required for die developer's intend­
ed use of commercial and residen­
tial development. 

Fisher said aldiough die city's 
experts made a determinadon of an 
acceptable standard which the 
Michigan Department of 
Environmental Quality approved, 
essendally die city's obligation is 
to remediate the land to 
Sandstone's standard. 

The city attorney suggested hir­

ing an outside neutral consultant to 
analyze die levels of coniaminadon 
to clear up any discrepancies in an 
expedient matter 

"It seems every lime wc comply, 
they find some objection," said 
City of Novi Mayor Richard Clark. 

Echoing Clark's concern wiih 
die setdement-mandated remedia­
tion process is Novi City 
Councihrian Louis Csordas. 

Csordas said he feels diis "really 
can't be wtiat's up" and wonders 
what exacdy is gomg on. 

Last mondi, die city issued a 
report showing die first two rounds 
of die required remediation were 
complete and die land clearing 
project appeared on track. 

As of Oct. 1, die city had spent 
about ,$961,320 of die $ 1.4 million 
earmarked as available. 

Some members of die Novi City 
Council are keeping a close eye on 
die project, concerned die city may 
fun out of money. 

The city has until July 24,2003, 
die date die consent judgment was 
entered into die Oaldand County . 
Circuit Court, to complete the 
remediation.

Cassis commillce approves 
brownlleld bills 

Panel cxlends law thai wil l 
I'urlher help cities like Wixoni 

Michigan cities like Wi.xom 
ciiri lake advantage of brownfield 
iiiccmivos for another five years 
under legislation approved this 
week hy the House Ta.x Policy 
Coniniillcc. 

.Slate Rep. Nancy Cassis, coni-
niillee ehair, said House Bills 
6.501-1(2 e.xicnd special hrown-
licld lax credits through 2007. 
The incentives, a Single 
Business Tax credit and creation 
of a lax incrciiient nnaiicing pro­
gram, are scheduled lo end this 
year. 

"The exciting devclopnicnls in 
Wixoiii arc proof that brownfield 
credits arc effective in restoring 
contaniiiialed and blighted 
areas," said Cassis, R-Novi . 
"Tax policy issues like brown­
field incentives can he a key 
eompdiicnt in strengiliening our 
local and slate economy." 

Greg McCaffrey, Wixoin 
direclor of puhlic services, said: 
"lixlcndiiig the brownfield pro­
gram is vi!;il to Michigan com-
nuinities. In Wixoin, develop­
ment of our site creates a 
loothold for development in our 
city's 

downiovvn area. The new vil­
lage center wi l l be a cornerstone 

within Wixom and a viable asset 
to our cominunity." 

Michigan is the first in the 
nation to make brownfield rede­
velopment successful, according 
to a Consumers Reniiissance 
Development Corporation 
report. State browiifield projects 
include Oldsmobile Park ba.se-
ball stadium in Lansing, River's 
Hdge in Traverse Ci ly and 
Renaissance Global Logistics in 
Detroit. 

"The brownfield grant wil l 
prove to he a Ircmeiidous cata­
lyst lor positive change through­
out Michigan, as it wil l be for 
Wixoni's economy and qualily of 
life," Cassis said. 

Michigan's brownfield pro­
gram was created in l')96 to pro­
vide funding and tax incentives 
10 return economic viability hack 
to blighted and conlaniinaled 
properly. S B T credits are 
olt'ered lo reduce the cost of 
redevelopment and TIFAs arc 
used to provide the luiiding for 
inl'rastruclurc so brownfield sites 
can compete with greenfield-
sites. 

HBs 6501-02 also remove 
uiineccssar)' restrictions on the 
methods of assigning the credits, 
allow needed llexibili ly in their 
approval and simplify adminis­
tration of the programs. 

The Senate currently is con­
sidering HBs 6501-02.

How's Ihis for an inipressive 
statistic; 93.1 percent of Novi 
High School's Class of 2002 grad-
uales were college bound ihis 
fall? 

Thai's jusl one of many facis 
revealed in Ihc Novi Coinmuiiily 
School District's 2001-02 Public 
Infonnation Repoil issued (in Oct. 
17. Il contains vital information 
aboul each school in the district, 
including a profile for each 
school, school improvement, 
goals, staff development core cur­
riculum, parent involvement, SAT 
and A C T results for Ihc high 
school and M L A P results. 

The class of 2002 highlights 
al.so include; 

• one White House Presidentiii 
Scholar Semilinalist 

• seven National Merit 
Scholarship 1-inalisls and eight 
Letters of Commendation 

• 175 Michigan Conipetitive 
Scliolar.ship qualifiers 

• 52 valedictorians and 16 salu-
latorians 

. • 68 students graduating summa 
cum laude, 58 magna cum laude 
and 63 cum laude 

• Ihc average A C T Coniposile 
was 23.1 and Ihe average SAT 
was 565 for the verbal seclion and 
602 for Ihc malli section. 

"Each school in the disiricl is 
expected to do a report of what's 
been happening in Ihcir schools," 
Dr. Rita Traynor, assistant super­
intendent I'or Instructional 
Services said. "We had to do one 
for Ihc district which includes a 
report from each of the individual 
schools." 

According to the report, the 
dropout rate of students in Novi 
who left school during the past 
three years, adjusting I'or those 
who have moved in or out of the 
district, has averaged .06 pcrcenl. 
The breakdown for the lasi three 
vcarsis, 1999 = .01 percent, 2000 
= .003 percent and 2001 = .004 
pcrcenl. 

It also states lhat the average 
attendance at parcnl-leachcr con­
ferences in the elementary (K-6) 
is 96.7 percent. The middle school 
averages about 70 percent I'or Ihe 
two yearly conferences and the 
high school averages about 54 
percent parent attendance al two 
yearly conferences. 

"We certainly want to follow 
• our core curriculum and stale 

standards benchmark," Traynor 
said. "Parent involvement in Novi 
is very high at conferences and 
al.so in volunteers. It's probably 
one of Ihe highest in volunteers 
and in parent involvement in the 
county. You can .see lhat if you 
look at parent involvement in the 
district - the average attendance 
and parenl/leacher conference in 
elementary K-6 was 96.7 percent, 
which is fabulous." 

Although Ihe M E A P test wil l 
change come this January, 
Coordinator of Curriculum and 
Assessment Jane Hesse is happy 
with the 2002 scores. She 
explained the difference belween 
Ihe M E A P test and the SAT and 
A C T tests. 

"The A C T and SAT tests arc 
national tests and the M E A P test 
is just in Michigan," Hes.se said. 
"Even though we went up very 
minute degrees in the scores, we 
have improved, and that's impor­
tant to us. If you were to look al 
the SAT and the ACT, they look 
pretty much ihc same as Ihcy did 
many years ago, except a few 
changes periiajis. The M E A P on 
Ihe other hand, has had a lot of 
changes. We know thai you can't 
compare one year's scores to the 
other because you're comparing 
different children." 

Hesse said that insle.id of meas­
uring tlie reading and writing sec­
tions of the test separately, as i l 
was done in die past, in January it 
wi l l measure reading and writing 
together. 

"There won't be a year-to-year 
measurement," Hesse said. "There 
is no M E A P lest in kindergarten, 
first, second or third grades. They 
geared it to where there might be 
some curriculum changes and 
growdi and comprehension, so it 
usually starts closer lo ihc fourth 
grade and the end of third grade." 

Next year these M E A P results 
will be slightly different, but il's 
important Tor parents to know that 
the M E A P is changing, said 
Hesse. 

"We are in the M E A P window 
right now," said Hesse. "It will all 
be new, so each year in the high 
school, you have two administra­
tions and the elementary schools 
have a January registration. 
Traditionally, 11th graders lake all 
five of the M E A P lesls per year, 
but there can be lOih graders who 
want to do it early and for 12th 
graders who did not pass a portion 
of it, they can take it over as well.'" 

The district, said Traynor, 
intends to use diese results to ana­
lyze what skills need to be taught 
and how students can improve 
their learning. 

"That's die reason we put them 
in diere, to see how they can 
improve," .said Traynor. 

Teachers use Ihem lo help 
improve inslriiclion, said Hesse, 
hut Ihe district tries nol lo com­
pare Ihc results from year lo year 
because iliey arc diffcrenl slii-
dcnls. 

"Hul wc look at what skills 
need lo he focused tin more in dif-
feieiil subjects," Traynor added.

Forty-vie anatomy and physiol­
ogy students from Novi High 
School are participating in Ihe 
Providence Hospital of Southfield 
"Nurse Now" program this 
month. The prograin is a five-year 

collaborative initiative to increase 
the number of academically qual­
ified youth inieresled in careers in 
nursing. 

"We have a situation in our 
country where our population is 
aging, so we have a growth of 
demand for nurses and we have a 
declining supply," said Don PotteL 
president of Southeast Michigan 
Health and Hospital Council 
(SMHHC). "As wc looked into 
working with students and show­
ing them what this career is like, 
we thought they would be more 
interested and they are. 

S M H H C has done focus group 
research to leam more about the 
students and the most common 
theme among them has been that 

they want to help people. Mosl 
schools got rid of school nuLscs, 
so those role models are gone. 
Thai makes lhe liming now very 
good for this program, said Poller. 
There arc a ton of careers in 
health care, but nursing is the 
largest employed position. 

Novi High is one of four other 
schools is southeast Michigan lhal 
is participating in the "Nurse 
Now" program at Providence, 
although many more schools arc 
participating at other hospitals. A 
group of Novi High students visit­
ed Providence Hospital on Nov. 
12 and another group was sched­
uled to go on Nov. 19. When the 
studenls arrived al the hospital, 
they were put through an orienta­

tion, Ihey had breakfast, lunch and 
another orientation as well. 

Novi High Student James 
Faysal went with the first group 
on Nov. 12. 

"Mainly, you just go there and 
you get to choose whai field you 
want to go to," he said. "'Vou then 
follow a nurse in that departinent 
around and see whai they aclually 
do." 

Faysal originally signed up to 
go into surgery, bul too many peo­
ple signed up for that, so he went 
with the medical unit, which deals 
with patients who have diseases 
like diabetes. 

"I had a good time doing it and 
it was a lot of fun," said Faysal. "I 
learned a lot by seeing how a hos­

pital atmosphere really is. It's a 
good learning expedence, but 
with a few revisions tliey can 
make it better for lhe future." 

According to PotteL vacancies 
are manageable but expected lo 
increase over time. Meanwhile, 
area schools of nursing have 
vacancies and iire seeking quali­
fied students who are prepared for 
the challenge of a nursing educa­
tion program. It is part of a long-
term solution llial exposes stu­
dents 10 the benefits of a career in 
nursing. It is also bringing educa­
tors and hospitals togelher and 
opening doors to opportunities for 
students interested in pursuing a 
career in health care. 

"Basically, the sludenls are 

shadowing our nurses," said Robin 
Harris, adminishative a.ssistant of 
Women's Services at Providence 
Hospital. "We are trying to pro­
mote a nursing career because 
there is a shortage of nurses in 
Michigan. The students are 
assigned to various nurses who 
work in every area of the hospital 
from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. I think it's a 
very nice program, and so far it's 
pretty successful because a lot of 
sludenls arc participating."

Tlie pnigram, which is called the 
B.E.A.R. Club, stands for "Be 
Excited Aboul Reading." Il i-uns for 
a total of six inondis in two sections: 
Sept. 1 through Nov. 30 and Jan. 1 
through March 31. 

"Tlie fundamental idcii of die pro­
gram is, if our children have a greal 
foundation for reailing, ihey're 
going lo be more successful in ihe 
future in anydiiiig diey do, whelher 
il's banking or jounialisni or what­
ever," Carol Garden said, who is a 
licensed banker Ibr Bank One at the 
West Eight Mile and Haggerty Road 
Office. 

According lo Gardell, Bank One 
is very communily oriented. 
Somediing dial the bank does with 
Parkview Elenienlary, which is 
exiremeiy supported, is ihe 
B.E.A.R. Club progrdm, "Tlic chil­
dren read a certain amount of books 
during a period of time and then 
they come here in die morning on a 
given day and diey record what they 
have done wilh dicir passbook teller 
in their passbooks," she said.

On the monthly "banking day," 
die sludcnis in grades llrsl through 
fourth look Iheir calendars lo die 
B.E.A.R. Club Bank, where die 
iiiinules read were recorded in their 
"reading passbrxik." Mondily inccn--
tives were given to each student who 
read 240 minutes thai month and 
returneil their calendars by "banking 
day." A year-end reward, which is a 
book <if iheir choice, will be given lo 
each siutlcnt thai has read ;it leasi 
240 iiiiiniies for each of the six 
monlhs and has turned in all calen­
dars. 

"The snidciit idlers are the chil­
dren who gel the highest iimounl ol" 
iiiinutes from the previous month in 
the fourth grade." Gardell said. 
"They are the ones who gel to be the 
tellers, so they cam this position as 
they move along. It's a unique 
recognition among their own peer 
group as well as school is for Bank 
One. Il's a very positive thing."

At 
Deerfield, we have the good fortune to speak 
with those who see the benefits direcdy-our 
teachers. With two full years of evidence, 
lhey enthusiasticaily point lo die more com­
fortable learners they have found in the first 
and second grades. 

Since its launch in 2000, full-day kinder­
garten in Novi has been tuition-free. We urge 
you to keep this important educational oppor­
tunity accessible to A L L Novi residents. 
Parents with means have many options for 
upgrading iheir children's education. Parents 
who struggle financially care just as deeply 
about their children's academic 
success...please keep this opportunity avail­
able to diem. 

We hope to see this kindergarten model 
expand to all Novi elementary schools. As i l 
grows throughoul the district, wc urge you lo 
keep it intact at Deerfield, the only school 
available to all the district's residents. 
Deerfield's lottery ensures that anyone inter­
ested in this program has an equal chance of 
getfing in.

Regardless of the upcoming Univers i ty 
of Michigan-Ohio State football game or 
even the deer season now under way, 
tile favorite sport i n I.,ansing for the rest 
of the year wi l l be ox-gorlng. 

The slate is facing a $ 5 0 0 m i l l l o i l 
budget deficit for the current fiscal year 
and is s tar ing at a $1 b i l l ion-p lus deficit 
for the coming fiscal year. S ince state 
government Is prohibi ted 
from r u n n i n g a deficit, so 
budget cu t s are a lmost 
certain. T h e big question 
is w h i c h budgets w i l l get 
cut and whose oxen wi l l 
get gored. 

One tradit ional target Is 
the $1.8 b i l l i on the state 
spends on higher educa­
tion at our 15 publ ic uni ­
versit ies. F o r legislators 
looking for a q u i c k fix, 
university budgets make 
tempting targets. After a l l , 
univers i t ies can't ma tch R h j l P o W e r 
the lobbying muscle flexed 
by the labor unions or big corporat ions 
or the t r ia l lawyers. A n d what ' s a couple 
hundred mUlion out of a $1 .8 biUion 
budget anyway? 

Qui te a lot, i t t u r n s out . The 
University Investment C o m m i s s i o n , a 
31-nlember group of heavy hit ters rep­
resenting businesses, unions , hospitals , 
media and so forth - - Including, let the 
record show, yours tIruly — last week 
i ssued a thorough and wel l reasoned 
report. It didn ' t make much of a st ir in 
the news media , bu t it made a b u n c h of 
Important points: 

• M i c h i g a n spends an average of 
$5,795 per student at our pub l i c u n i ­
versities. T h i s is hardly generous; it's 
about $1 ,000 less than nelgl lboring a n d 
other competitive states spend on their 
college students. 

• Over the past 3 0 years, state appro­
priations to universiUes have p lummet­
ed from around 75 percent of their gen­
eral fund expenses to Just over half. 

while tu i t ion fees have increased from 
around 2 5 percent to nearly half. W h e n 
slate suppor t for universi t ies goes down, 
tui t ion goes up. 

• A M i c h i g a n Economic Development 
Corpora t ion study shows an enormous 
payoff for the state's investment in h igh­
er educat ion: the $1 .5 b i l l ion appropri­
ated in 1999 produced an economic 

impact of $39 b i l l ion . 
• Despite the big pay­

back in money for higher 
education, only 2 3 percent 
of M i c h i g a n adul ts have a 
college degree, below the 
nat ional average of 25 per­
cent a n d way below com-
peUtlve s ta tes l i k e 
Cal i fornia or Washington. 
The M E D C also says that 
lack of college graduates 
in l l i e labor force is our 
biggest obstacle to a grow­
ing economy. 

The Commiss ion urged 
the state and the universi­

ties to forge a new compact. Over the long 
run , ihe state should increase support for 
public universities to competitive levels, 
while the universities should be held 
accountable for increases in their expens­
es, l i t e C o m m i s s i o n urged a n annual 
"educaiion summit" at which state gov­
ernment a n d university leaders would 
hash out a long-term strategy to improve 
our ability to invest in the intellectual 
capital and human ski l ls of our people. 

This won' t be easy. There are around 
270,000 M i c h i g a n residents s tudying at 
o u r universi t ies . Increasing state sup­
port by $ 1 , 0 0 0 wou ld cost $270 mi l l ion , 
wh ich is s i m p l y not in the cards in the 
near future. 

B u l tite Commiss ion ' s report ham­
mers home two v i ta l connect ions Ihat 
bo th outgoing Gov. J o h n Engle r a n d 
incoming Gov . Jennifer G r a n h o l m a n d 
their legislative colleagues w o u l d do wel l 
to bear i n m i n d .

(And, 
please note, the economic payoff is far, 
far better than any o ther investment 1 
c a n th ink of) 

Second, the sad fact that while taxpay­
ers are spending $1.8 bil l ion o n honing 
our best and brightest k ids i n college, we 
are also spending Just about the same 
amount lo warehouse the 50,000 or so 
felons now doing Ume In pr isons. Nobody 
is urging we dump a bunch of violent 
criminals back Into our communl i ies , b u i 
to spend more than $30,000 per year per 
inmate versus $5,795 per college student 
is a compelling sign that our spending 
priorities are seriously out of whack.

Saddam Hussein iigreed to slop 
trying lo produce or acquire 
cliemical, biological, and nuclear 
weapons. HowevcL U N weapuns 
inspectors found and destroyed 
many existing weapons and pro­
duction plants until Saddam 
refused lo permit funher inspec­
tions in 1998. In an effort lo delay 
Ihc waL Saddam agreed lo allow 
weapon inspecloLs to return. 
Although admiiiislration oifici.ils 
say they believe Iraq will do whiit 
it has done in the past: allow 
inspectors, bul then throw up 
countless obstacles lo keep Ihcni 
from doing their jobs. 
Furthermore, economic sanctions 
against Iraq have failed lo draw 
Saddam lo choose peace rallicr 
lhan war. 

Saddam cannol be trusted. He 
is widely believed to have stock­
piled chemical and biological 
weapons, and is trying lo acquire 
nuclear weapons capable of 
inflicting massive civilian casual-
lies. High-level Iraqi defectors 
indicate that Saddiim still seeks tu 
possess weapons of mass destruc­
tion. Saddam employed chemical 
weapons against Iran, and against 
his own civilian people. In 1988, a 
toxic gas attack killed .S,000 
Kurds, an ethnic group ItKiite in 
north Iraq that has sided with Iriin. 
Saddam could turn over weapons 
of mass destruction to terrorists 
bend on striking lhe U.S. leading

would dwaif the September 11 
teiTorist allacks.

The prospect 
of Saddam Hussein arming terror­
ists with weapons of mass 
destruction puis him in anollier 
league entirely.

Bul during the 
I99()s Uni led Nations weapons 
inspectors destroyed all of Iraq's 
major chemical, biological and 
nuclear weapons facilities and 
destroyed nearly all of Iraq's 
weapons and long-range missiles. 
In terms of threats of weapons, 
Iraq's military is now at one-third 
of its pre-GuIf War strength. 
Given Hussein's natural desire for 
self-preservation, it is highly 
unlikely he would launch any 
attack that would result in his 
destruction. Since deterrence is 
working, why should the U.S. 
start a bloody war that would 
undoubtedly lead to massive 
human suffering? 

When it comes io invading Iraq, 
the U.S. has few allies. A l l Uie 
countries o f the Middle East, 
besides Britain, are oppo.sed to a 
war with Iraq. A n invasion of Iraq 
would isolate the U.S. form the 
rest of lhe world and destroy the 
principles of international cooper­
ation and mutual defense that are 
key to U .S . and global security.

A federal judge has accepted 
an amended compliance plan 
submitted by Ihe Mich igan 
H i g h School Athlet ic 
Associa t ion regarding the 
scheduling of its sports sea­
sons. U . S . Distr ic t Judge 
Richard A . Enslen entered his 
order Friday. 

In an A u g . 1 rul ing, he 
ordered the M H S A A to flip-
flop the seasons of girls bas­
ketball and volleyball , which 
now are played during the fall 
and winter, respectively. 

He also directed the state's 
governing body for prep sports 
to reorganize the remaining 
sports seasons for boys and 
giris teams to make them more 
equitable. 

The M H S A A proposed to: 
• In the Lower Peninsula, 

move boys golf and girls lennis 
from fall to spring, and girls 
go l f and boys tennis from 
spring lo fa l l . 

• In the Upper Peninsula, 
move boys soccer from fall lo 
spring and girls soccer from 
spring to fall . 

"This configuration com­
plies wilh this court's August 1 
injunctive order," Enslen wrote 
in his decision entered Friday. 

M H S A A communications 
director John Johnson said 
Enslen's ruling is good news i f 
for no other reason than it 
moves the case one step closer 
to appeal. 

"We had always hoped that 
the judge would accept this 

plan," Johnson said. "We 
hoped that he would have 
accepted the original plan, but 
it was always our hope that 
whatever plan the court 
approved is one that wil l never 
be implemented." The realign­
ment of seasons stems from a 
gender-equity lawsuit filed in 
June 1998 by Communities for 
Equity, a group of schoolgirl 
athletes' parents. The group 
claimed that the scheduling of 
some sports seasons discrimi­
nates against female athletes 
who play basketball and vol­
leyball. 

Michigan is one of the few 
states where high schools play 
gids basketball in the fall and 
volleyball in the winteL Enslen 
ruled in favor of the parents' 
group last DecembeL He 
ordered the M H S A A to submit 
a compliance plan that would 
remedy the discrimination fac­
ing some female athletes. In 
August, he rejected the 
M H S A A ' s original plan to f l ip-
flop the girls golf, tennis and 
swimming and diving seasons 
wilh their boys counterparts 
and ordered girls basketball 
and volleyball switched as part 
of an amended plan. 

The M S H A A has appealed 
the case to the 6th U . S . Circuit 
Court of Appeals in 
Cincinnati . Because of the 
appeal, it wi l l be at least the 
2004-05 school year before the 
court-ordered plan can be 
implemented.

I honestly think the best 
way 10 view Ibis nuivic is to wait 
for it lo come oul on video 
(which it should have been 
slraighl lo) aiul shut off llic vol ­
ume. Then, you can ju.si have 
your own commcnlary - which 
has 10 be a thousand times better 
lhan the drivel the drools forlh 
oul of Seagal's mouth as he 
mumbles his way through bis 
lines. A n d , then, in the privacy 
of your own living room, you 
can make rude comnicnts 
lowards the screen instead of 
having your boos and insults 
being drown out by ihosc of the 
people around you.

What'.' Sasha's an undercover 
agcnl? You gol i l . He was 
assigned lo u.se Nick as a step lo 
gel a hold of lhe big wigs ir. the 
operalioii. He's so inlenl on fin­
ishing Ihe assignmenl, he asks to 
get sentenced lo lhe same insli-
lulioii as his old buddy — lhe 
new Alcalraz prison. 

And with the plot twists just 
falling out of the sky. Half Past 
Dead follows the lead of Under 
Siege and Die Hard and all o f 
the other movies i l nitpickcd off 
for it's action, Sasha ends up 
being the right man in Ihc wrong 
place a l the righl lime when the 
mud hits the fan. 

As it ends up, he arrives at 

Alcalraz just as a criminal luas-
icrmind who's determined to go 
to his grave wilhoul revealing 
where he hid .$200 mill ion in 
stolen gold bullion gets exccul-
cd. Unforlunalcly for lhe mas­
termind, he's prepared to meel 
his maker bul doesn't get Ihe 
chance as a commando leani led 
by Doniiy (Morris Chcslnul), a 
I'cd-up Slale Prison Bureau 
employee who wanls a crack al 
convincing the convict to tell Ihe 
location of tlic .stolen goods. 

And (Bam!) another plot 
twist. A Supreme Court justice.

For ; i rather large, big-boned, 
uncoordinated fella like me, this 
game is a bliist. And, 1 guess, i l 
would be a blast for Ihosc skinny, 
agile li l l lc skalcr kids too. 

Knowing full well that the 
world of skateboarding was nol 
somelhing I would ever excel in, 
il was pretty much a given that 
there was no reason to even buy a 
board. Now, all the fun of skate­
boarding is right at the fingertips 
in the newest release in Ihe Tony 
Hawk series, Tony Hawk's Pro 
Skater 4. 

This is easily the best game in 
Ihc scries, and it is a huge leap 
over the previous games in the 
series. Tony Hawk 4 features a 
complete revision of llic series' 
goal and progression systcin, 
which is a massive boost for those 
looking for replay value of a sin-
gle-pliiyer video game. And for 
those looking for a few friends lo 
play with? The online play is 
there for you loo. 

One of the nicest things aboul 
this particular skating game is that 
is pretty much throws timed levels 
righl out the window. Thank you! 
It has taken prelly much taken for­
ever for any game developer to 
realize thai although limed levels 
can be fun in some cvcms, a play­
er likes 10 explore and frec-skale 

as well. The new career mode for 
Tony Hawk 4 lels lhe player do 
jusi lhal as well as gel iheir bands 
on some brow-sweating limed 
levels. 

The career mode is a free-skate 
mode that allows the player to 
explore the level and pick up 
goals at their pleasure. Each goal 
is tied lo ii non-played character 
on the level and when you lalk to 
Ihcm it triggers lhe beginning of a 
particular goal and the timer 
appears. And i f you don't want to 
do that particular goal? Skate 
around until the time runs out and 
then go find another one. The 
pace of the career mode is pretty 
much whatever you want it lo, 
which is il relief compared lo the 
eariier games of the series lhat 
pretty much wanted you to finish 
as much as po.ssible within the 
Iwo-minules provided for each 
goal. 

There is also a much wider 
variety of challenges for the play­
er to partake in. Each of the nine 
levels in the game has 16 goals 
and the difficulty goes far beyond 
what was offered in previous 
Hawk games. After one or two 
trips through lhe career to learn 
lhe different levels, a decent play­
er could finish the previous games 
in a single sitting. Nol the case in 
this particular game. The u.sually 
score and combo goals are hardcL 
and new goals incorporate racing 

and platforming challenges into 
Ihe game as well. It wi l l suffice to 
say that beating this game in sin­
gle-player mode wi l l take much 
longer than the previous titles. 

This game is also pretty ea.sy to 
get side-railed on. The levels are 
much bigger in size — length, 
width and height — lhan before. 
For those who like to get vertical, 
Alcalraz finds skaters able to go 
up and down hills and the sides o f 
buildings. 

And for fans of the older titles, 
this game has no changes to the 
basic controls on the level of the 
manual or revert, but there are a 
couple of new maneuvers that 
give inieresiing twists to certain 
situations. A n d i f you want to get 
around a level a bit faster dian 
normal, just skilch. 

Al l - in -a l l , Tony Hawk's Pro 
Skater 4 is worth the time and the 
effort for Ihose who like the 
series and for those who like 
challenge games. If you've never 
played a skateboarding game and 
are interested in trying one, this is 
lhe kind lhat w i l l put mosl others 
to shame.

Food For Thought 

There is a salad served al every 
dinner in our home, the mosl popu­
lar one being com|X)scd of greens. 
It is an appropriate accompaniment 
lo mo.st entrees, slimulalcs Ihc 
appclile and provides essenlial vita­
mins, minenils 

lo a minimum - lhcy .should 
enhance and dominate fiavors. 

The greens available in Uie mar­
ket today are greatly v.iried. Take 
advantage of Uieni. A salad made 
eveiy night of iceberg, tomaloes 

and ranch dressing gets old fast. Try 
romaine, red or green leaf lettuce, 
boston or cscarole. Mix and match 
greens for an inieresiing conu-ast in 
flavor and texture. Tlie addition of 
fresh herbs lo a green .salad is niag-
nificenl. Sweelbasil lends ils dis­
tinctive taste lo a variely of dishes. 
Classically il has been used willi 
tomatoes, but it also enhances 
.seafood, eggs, pasta and vegetables. 
Capers add a "bile" to fish and 
poullry salads. Il's also a giiod gar­
nish if u.sed in small amounts. 

Dill is an excellent accompani-
menl lo seafood and is superb as an 
augmenlation lo a simple oil and 
vinegar dressing. A most popular 
herb, parsley is useful for flavoring 
and giuTiish. It is available fresh 
year around in the markets. Garlic 
and cloves are strong in aroma and 
taste and should be used sparingly 
Both are excellent supplements to a 
simple .salad. U.se fresh herbs when­
ever possible for the best flavor. 

Certain fruits, vegetables, seeds and 
nuts go well also. Examples would 
be an orange or grapefmil sections, 
apples, pears, dried chenies, arti­
choke hearts, mushrooms, red 
onion, cucumber, poppy or toa.sled 
sesame seeds, sunflower seeds, 
walnuts, hazelnuts, almonds, 
bacon, chopped egg and anchovies. 

The importance of using an 
excellent quality oil and vinegar 
cannol be over-emphasized. A fine 
red wine, rice or herb flavored 
vinegar can do miracles for a salad. 
Olive, .sesame, walnut, peanut, or 
flavored oils lend their distinctive 
flavors and add interest when 
paired with the proper herbs, 
greens and vinegars. The top 
grades of olive oils arc extracted 
from the olives williout the applica­
tion of heat and are called extra vir­
gin. They are fniity and clean in 
flavoL Olive oil flavors vary 
accordingly to the country of origin 
due to die variances in climate and 

soil. It is fun to compare ihc differ­
ent tastes from Greece, France, 
Italy and Spain. The nut oils are 
very strong and .should be used 
sparingly Flavor oil by .idding a 
clove of crushed garlic and allow to 
sit for several days. Or add curry 
powder and allow to steep. 

A successful salad depends on 
the crispness of greens. Knowledge 
of selection, storage, and cleaning 
is essential. Choose greens lhal are 
fresh and crisp. Remove willed, 
broken and dark ouler leaves. 
Handle with care as ihey bruise 
easily. Wash greens well in advance 
10 allow for some drying time. 
There are numerous salad spinners 
available and I strongly suggest the 
purchase of one. Spinners wil l i 
slotted bottoms allow the water to 
mn off as you wash and spin at the 
same time. Use moderately cold 
water There is nothing worse than 
biting into a grilty piece of lettuce, 
so be very thorough. 

Wr.ap the greens in a clean 
kitchen towel after spinning and 
store in the refrigerator Use with­
in several days. Leaves should be 
loni, not cut, inlo bile-sized pieces 
and totally dry so that the dressing 
will adhere to them. Serve salads 
on cold plates lo keep tliem crisp. 

Salads are extremely flexible 
creations. The combinations aie 
endless. Choose a salad to compli­
ment die rest of a meal. A salad can 
introduce or end a meal, or be a 
meal in itself Wi l l i imaginative 
seasonings and flavorings, oil can 
be omitted and a salad can play a 
role in reducing calories and fat.

2 Cloves garlic, peeled 
1 Small tin anchovies 
1 Egg yoke or coddled salad 
1 Tsp. dry mustard 
_ Cup olive oil 

Juice of one lemon 
Dash of wine vinegar 
Dash of Tabasco 
Dash of Worcestershire 
Salt and pepper to taste 
Parmesan and croutons 

Mash garlic in wooden bowl. 
Ad() the anchovies and mash. 
Ad(J egg and mustard incorpo­
rating well. Slowly add the oil 
to form an emulsion. Add 
lemon juice, Tabasco, 
Worcestershire, vinegar, salt 
and pepper. Toss romaine with 
dressing.

Many of you may know whal 
I am talking about, ;ind many 
of you may not. This is a slory 
of a Northwestern High School 
football senior from a town 
called McDermott in .Southern 
Ohio — his name is Jake 
Porter. 

In a day and iige where the 
discussion over private versus 
public schools, recruitmcni, 
sharpie, pens, dropped passes 
and losing records dominates 
sports, who would have ever 
thought that a disabled football 
player could remind us that 
sports needs one Ihing to thrive 
-- sponsmanship. 

Porter has a disorder called 
"Chromosomal l-ragile-X." 
which is the niosl common 
cause of inherited mental iet:ir-
dalion. That never slopped him 
though, as he was always al 
football practice right on time 
and always suited up for the 
games. In his years of playing 
high school I'oolball though, he 
had never taken an official 
snap. 

Porter's coach, Dave Frantz, 
and the coach of their opponent 
that week, a tough squad 
known as Ihe Vv'averly Tigers 
coached by Derek DeV/i l t , sal 
down the week leading up to 
their contest and had a chat — 
it .was time for Porter lo gel a 
snap. 

It was explained to Wavcrly 
that Porter couldn't take a hit, 
but Frantz just asked that i f the 
game wasn't on Ihe line on the 
last play that Waverly allow the 
senior to take a knee. In the 
beginning, that was just fine 
with DeWitt and the Tigers, but 
leading 42-0 with five seconds 
remaining in the game and a 
shutout .seemingly a given, the 
Tigers decided it wasn't O K 
anymore. Instead, Ihcy wanted 
Porter to score. 

During a timeout on the 
field, both coaches met and 
DeWitt offered to let the 
Northwest senior lake the hall 
all the way. At first, Frantz 
wasn't sure that it was a good^ 
idea, but once the referees 
heard the idea, they were all for 
it as well. 

The play that followed is 
what dreams are miide of and 
hope is based on. 

At Waverly's 49-yard line. 
Porter entered the game as a 
runningback and had his play, 
dubbed "84-iso" called in the 
huddle — a phiy that when 
done in practice found Porter 
taking a knee. ,Not this time. 
When the ball was snapped. 21 
players parted like the Red Sea. 

In the video of Ihc play, it's 
apparent that Porter is some-

what surprised by the action. 
Mc slowly walked through the 
gaping hole in the lines and 
Ihen turned around to the origi­
nal line of scrimmage. Thiit's 
when everyone in the game -
including the defen.sive players 
from Wavcrly - began pointing 
and guiding the senior back in 
Ihe light direction and towards 
Ihe endzone. 

The 49-yard jaunt, which 
look approximately 11 sccond.s 
in all, was celebrated by play­
ers from both sidelines cheer­
ing and running in stride with 
I'orter as he .scored a touch­
down heard around the world. 

In 10 or 20 years, no one w i l l 
remember thai Waverly won the 
game 42-6, hut it wi l l be com­
mon knowledge that for players 
like Porter, dreams do come 
true. He wasn't looking for a 
college scholarship or a playoff 
bcrlli. instead, he just wanted 
lo touch the ball in a game -
and he did. 

In one play, the life of a 
young man was changed forev­
er and the idea of sportsman­
ship was returned lo a nation 
that seemed to be beginning to 
forget what it was. In the end, 
Waverly won the game and did­
n't get their shutout, but the 
players and coaches from both 
icams that night renewed the 
idea that high school I'ootball 
— all sports for that matter — 
are meant lo be pliiyed with 
class, decency and respect. 
And, don' l forget, plenty of 
sportsmanship. 

I've been lucky as a writer 
for the Northville Record and 
the Novi News. Sportsmanship 
is stressed throughout with all 
of the programs in Northville, 
Novi and the Walled Lake 
Schools. B u i , in an age where 
terrorism, snipers and war 
dominate the front-pages of 
many newspapers, it sometimes 
takes a high school football 
player from McDermott, Ohio 
to remind us that the world 
isn't that bad of a place. 

Thank you, .hike Porter.

Space is of Ihc essence in the modem res­
idenlial subdivision, which has created the 
need for narrow, compacl lIonics able lo lit 
onto odd-shaped lots. 

The Sycamore D671.'i meets that need 
pcrl'ccdy. It is 41 feci 8 inches wide and 42 
feet 4 inches deep. The garage has a front 
entry, but could be converted to a side entry 
if the lol were on a corner. 

The Sycamore is in the traditioniil ranch 
.style, but appears more open because of the 
large windows lining its front and because 
of a covered porch acccnling ils entry. 

The main floor of die Sycamore lias the 
feeling of one large room. The front door 
opens dircclly into a spacious living room, 
bathed in sunlight from several surrounding 
windows. A large fireplace is on the outside 
wall. 

Behind the front door is a seal to be used 
for taking off muddy shoes and wet coats. A 
coat closet is nearby. 

The kitchen and dining room are in the 
rear of the home. The corner kitchen is open 
with an island eating bar that faces the din­
ing room. Over the sink is a garden window. 
Large windows admit ample light into the 
dining room. 

A door to thê  back yard is beside the 
pantry and closet. In the far corner is a half 
bath as well a door to the garage. 

Upstairs is a large master suite as well as 
two more bedrooms and a full bathroom. 
The master suite has a coffer-vaulted ceil­
ing. The corner walk-in closet has a scat 
designed for convenience in changing 
shoes. The master bathroom has a tub and 
dual sinks as well as a large linen closel. 

In Ihe hall area oulside the master suite is 
llic washer/dryer, hidden behind folding 
doors.

He retired 
four years ago on disability, bui die 
(i.l-ye.-ir-old Redding, Calif., man is 
lhe happiest he has been in decades. 

"I'm probably functioning better 
as a human being now than since 
hoot camp," Baugh said. 

While he labored for years under 
layeix of stress, Baugh is no longer 
a vicum of pressure, worry .ind anx­
iety 

He's acuvc widi tlie Masons, tak­
ing sick children to Shrincr's hospi-
tiils. He drives ihose funny liiilc cars 
in parades as part of the Fez Pah-ol. 
He is a lay reader at his church. He 
fixes old computers and gives diem 
to na-dy children, and he is an 
"unpaid assistant" at his wife's 
footwear business. 

"I spend a lot of time having fun," 
Baugh said.

The key lo making his life fun, he 
said, is attitude. 

"I just thank God I'm alive," 
Baugh said. 

Baugli is an example of why peo­
ple need lo have fun in their lives 
and what happens lo them when 
tliey do, .said Charlie Price, a recre­
ation Uierapist and academic dean at 
Cascade .School in Whilmore, Calif. 

Price teaches a course Illrough 
the Community Educadon program 
at Shiista College called "The 
Psychology of Fun. "The class 
attempts to .show people how to 
enjoy life, have more fun and 
reduce stress — "how can we enrich 
the meaning of our lives before we 
reach a terminal point," Price said. 

Price, 57, worked 22 years as a 
recreation therapist at mental hospi­
tals, at rehabilitation hospitals, 
.scliools and in drug and alcohol 
rehabilitation programs. 

In his cl.isse.s he doesn't teach 
people to water ski, how lo be witty 
at piIrties or show them different 
games to play. Instead, he tiies to 
get people lo figure oul whal is fun 
and enjoyable to them. 

"I 'm teaching people how to 
grow their own fun," Price said. 

While play comes easily to chil­
dren, m.Tny adults have forgotten 
how to have fun, or they don'l lake 
the lime for recreation, he said. 

Through a series of exercises, 
F"rice helps his students determine 
what Ihey like to do for fun. He also 
talks about various levels of fun, 
ftom individuals having fun alone to 
team sports. 

He also discusses how eveiyone 
has his own idea of whal fun is: One 
person might like throwing 

/Frisbees, while someone else likes 
fishing. 

"The belter we understand our 
preferences, the belter we wi l l 
understand whal will lead us lo 
fun," Price said. 

While Price asks people lo con­
sider for themselves whal types of 
fecreadon make them happy, iheie 
are plenty of exlefnal messages 
telling people how to have fun, he 
said. 

"For one thing, we're being mar­
keted to a greal deal: 'To have fun, 
go lo Vegas for a weclcend,' " Price 
said, citing an example. 

There's a downside to lhal, 
though, he said. People sometimes 
feel they aren'l having as much fun 
as they are supposed to. 

"There's a pressure cIeaied by 
this kiIid of mafketing," Price said. 
People sometimes come to his class 
wondering "why aren't J having

ne day you're sleep-

When grown Children leave home for 

college, a job, marriage or a place of llieir 
own, i l can be tough on parents. The expe­
rience is lumped under a tidy label: empiy 
nest syndrome. But il's not as if feelings 
unfold methodically or are the same for 
everyone. 

It's a jumble of emotions. Many parents 
describe i l as happy-sad. They may be 
apprehensive or lonely one moment; feel 
proud or breathe a sigh of relief the next. 

Cynthia Mallera of Redding, Calif., 
watched her 21 -year-old daughter back out 
of the driveway last spring and head lo 
Long Beach State University Her son 
moved out to a place of his own several 
years ago. Cynthia and her hu.sband, John, 
are now official einpty-nesters. She 
describes the experience as "learful, dilTi­
cull and exciting at llie same time." 

While she misses her children, she real­
izes dial a parents job is to raise responsi­
ble young people willing to go out and try 
something new. She feels a sense of 

accomplishment in having done lhal. 
" l l ' s neat. You're not there every day, bul 

they work things oul. Their car needs an 
oil change and they actually go and get it 
done," she said, " l l ' s like, 'Wow. They 
really do know how life works.'" 

Children lake a bit of dieir parents with 
them when they leave home, said 
Bemadette Butz, a family therapist in 
Redding. "They carry that parent widi 
tlIem." 

It's important for parents who are feel­
ing a loss of control over a child's day-to-
day decisions to remember diaL Parents 
need lo realize, loo, that the daily job of 
parenting is over. 

"In some ways it is a relief," said 
Carolyn Furnish, a family dierapist widi 
the Children's Counseling Center in 
Redding. "You don'l have to remind Ihem 
to brush teeth; or sit up and worry about 
when they are coining home or i f their 
homework is done. Il is a freeing of 
responsibility." 

Some parenLs —- women in particular, 
since they're often the primary Care-givers 
— can suffer an identity loss when there 
are no longer children at home to parent. 
After being wrapped up in being a mom, 
lhey may wonder Who am I now? 

Answer: Still a mom. 
Children leave your home, but never 

your heart. You'll always be their modler. 
But use the opportunity to pursue other 
things, Bulz suggested. She said mothers 
typically focus on others. When their chil­
dren leave home, diey can do somediing

for themselves. Pursue a dream, whedier 
il's going back to school. Changing careers, 
sky diving, belly dancing or taking up 
quilting, she said. View children leaving as 
a beginning, not an ending, she said. 

Parenting requires being able to medi­
ate, negotiate, prioritize, empadiize and 
organize. The skills and creative energy 
that were poured into being a parent can be 
funneled into other pui-suiis. 

Children leaving can be hard on rela­
tionships loo. Spouses sometimes use chil­
dren as a buffer to problems within the 
marriage. 

"Sometimes they have not given die 
relationship attention. They can feel at a 
loss thai diey don't have anything in com­
mon anymore," Furnish said. 

Bulz and Furnish said it's normal to feel 
sadness after children leave, but if the feel­
ings OK. severe or prolonged, seek help. 

"If you are not finding lhal you are mak­
ing the beginnings of an adjustment two or 
diree mondis after the child has left home 
... if you have no interest or energy, then 
you really do need to go in and talk lo 
someone and get some pragmatic and 
pracdcai lips on what you might do differ-
endy," Butz said. 

Cynthia Mallera said it's been helpful 
for her lo Compare her children moving 
away to when diey first learned lo walk — 
they were leaving dieir babyhood, bul it 
was fun to share dieir excitement over 
Uiose first sleps. 

"You can't help but be proud," she said.

Reversing roles is not alw.-iys 
sometliing readily accepted, espe­
cially if you enjoy a privilege of 
sorts. You wani to be in conhol, to 
have diings go your way. You can­
not let go without a fight. 

Save, periiaps, for the interven­
tion of fate. 

That was the case of Dr. 
Geoffrey Kuriand, 56, a pediatric 
pulmonologisi at Children's 
Hospital in Pittsburgh. 

After treating patients for 14 
years he woke up one night in 
1987 widi a fever. It led to diagno­
sis of a rare fonn of leukemia dial 
al die time had only a 40 percent 
survival rale. 

In his book, " M y Own 
Medicine: A Doctor's Life as a 
Patient" (Times Books, $25), 
Kuriand narrates a grueling 
account of how his diagnosis with 
hairy cell leukemia 15 years ago 
presented a new experience in his 
understanding of. disease, medi­
cine and patient care. 

Kuriand developed a fever while 
practicing in Sacramento. Cflif. 
He was admitted to the hospital, 
where an X-ray showed a fist-sized 
mass on the upper part of his chest. 

"Then, quite suddenly, I realize 
who I am, into whom I have trans­
formed he writes. "I am no 
longer the doctor. I am the person 
with the disease." 

He was treated al the Mayo 
Clinic. 

A bone niairow biopsy revealed 
hairy cell leukemia. The cliionic 
lymphocytic leukemia gets its 
name from the abnoniial shape of 
the while blood Cells Willi hair-like 
projections. It can strike males and 
females, mostly between die ages 
of 40 and 70. 

Hai iy cel i- leutemii i cmps 
enlargement of the spleen, so 
Kurland's .spleen was removed. 
This stabili7.ed his blood count 
The number of disease-fighting 
platelets had dropped to 60,000, 
down from a nomial 150,000 to 
300,000. 

Six weeks later, surgeons 
removed the mass in his chest. Just 
two months after joining 
Children's Hospital in 1988, he 
started a 14-month regimen of 
Chemotherapy, which cured his 
disease. 

The illness "had a profound 
effect on me. I became a different 
somebody," Kuriand said. 

The experience was chilling, 
and he described his fears and con-
cems as surgery after surgery was 
performed. 

The book depicts a man who, 
faced witli die painful re,ility of his 
own mortality, acknowledges his 
condition and gears himself lo face 
the challenge. "Sometimes you 
have to lose conlrol in order to gain 
i l , " he said. 

The greatest lesson from his suf­
fering was dial he should trust 
some people. "Even Uie best of 
physicians have to be willing lo let 
other physicians care for ihem. It's 
important io hust other licople. It's 
usually hard because most physi­
cians want to be in Control," he 
said. 

The experience also affected his 
interacdon witli patients. Although 
he acknowledged that he was "a 
good physician" even his diagno­
sis, he learned somediing about 
being a patient. 

"Only when you are confronted 
with a similar experience Can you 
understand what it means to be a 
patient," he said. "1 learned and 
understood the things that my 
patients used lo lell me."

Transforming lives, one puck at 
a time. 

That's what Mafy Miller , one of 
the co-founders of the 20-year-oId 
Gende Wind f^jcCt in Maine 
aims to do. 

She touts the benefits of holding 
a hockey puck-shaped instniment 
that contains a blend o f salts, 
herbs, gemsiones and minerals, 
which Mil ler says are proving lo 
be healing. 

As bizaire as i l may sound, the 
science of puck handling for five 

minutes "is real, and in those min­
utes the aura of die human body is 
being repaired," Mi l le r said. "The 
instrument is based on the science 
of paraphysics." 

Paraphysics, she says. Is "die 
sludy of the ability of something lo 
exert a non-physical energy out­
side of its physical boundaries; 
human beings give off energy 
beyond their physical boundaries." 

"If you had transparent vision 
you could see the fragmented and 
buml-oul layers of eveIyone. even 
great spiritual leaders," Mi l l e r said. 

The eneigy field of a person is 
where "life's huits and wounds arc 

stored, and that is where die heal­
ing begins," .she said. 

"Whedier i l be losing a loved 
one, suffering from an illness, 
divorce or getting fired, those emo­
tions are stored somewhere," 
Miller explained. 

"Each lime someone is injured 
emotionally, mentally or physical­
ly, a part of die field is damaged." 

Mil ler Contends die healing 
puck enhances one's calmness, 
strength and the ability to solve 
problems more efiiCiently. "It fills 
those empty holes," she said. 

Gaping holes in the lives of 
grief-stricken parents is what 

Miller saw day in and day out as a 
cHnical social worker in Boston 
more dian two decades ago. 

"I could give diem tools lo cope, 
bul they would never recover from 
dieir loss," Mil ler said. 

After selling her house. Car. 
packing up her then 3-year-son 
and cashing in her retirement, 
along wilh five oiliers "we were 
nobodies hying to create some­
thing to alleviate human suffer­
ing." 

"A quantitative leap in life then 
happened," Mil ler said. 

"People who couldn't sleep, 
started sleeping ihrough the night," 

she said. "Children's rooms dial 
hadn't been touched for five or 10 
years after their deadis became 
dismantled." 

The nonprofit healing organiza­
tion has touched more then 6 mil­
lion lives in 150 countries since 
1990 by initially giving away free 
healing prototypes, Mil ler said. 
Now, volunteer instrument keepers 
share their healing tools at no 
Charge with others. A healing puck 
Can tie purchased from the non­
profit group by means of a dona­
tion. 

"It is not an end-all, be-all Cure," 
Mil ler said, "but i l works."

The naliiin's savings rate started rising, 
liy niid-2()()2, Anierieans were socking 
away .17 percent nl llieir lake-home pay. 
Thai's a far ery Irom lhe 24-plus percent 
rale during World War II. and it's even well 
beliiu the V.-l pereeiil saved iin average in 
lhe 1~S years since lhe iX'pression began. In 
recenl decades. U.S. consumers li;ive saved 
less ol their income than citizens o l oilier 
developed naliiins. 

Miiiiy Anierieans are relhinking Iheir pri­
orities, and many are iiwie eimeerned about 
paying lor Ihe futures they w:inl. 

Among ihem is Mary Laubaek, 48. of 
fenysburg. Ohio, a local government 
employee. "I'eople don'l save enough." she 
said, adding thai she and her husband are 
selling aside as much as ihey possibly can. 
lhal includes college savings for their sons. 

Al the opposite end of the spectrum is 
Paul Cerveiiy.

"We're 
probably spending more right now because 
we bought a new home and rurnilure." he 
said. 

CJConiiiir and his wife are pulling only ;i 
small percentiige of their inenme into sav­
ings now. he said, bul "1 see a lot of people 
living paycheck lo paycheck. What (will) 
Ihcy do if lhey need lo go into a nursing 
home'.' Who's going to pav for lhal'.'" 

U.S. householdssaved %m billion lasl 
year, ;iecording to the latest figures from Ihe 
Comnieree Deparlnienl's Bureau o l 
Heonomic Analysis. ,- \ l firsl. that may sound 
like a respeclahle amnunl. bul il's only 2..1 
perceni of dis|)osable income. The average 
savings rale since l')80 is three limes as 
high - 7.1 perceni annually And lasl year's 
.savings ainouni lo jusl over S6(X) per person 
in lhe Uniled Slates. 

Beonomists have nii.\ed feelings about 
the personal savings rate. Nearly all believe 
Americans aren't saving cmiugh. hut many 
say Ihc iraditiiinal govcinnieni measure­
ment of savings is Hawed. It overlooks sev­
eral things lhal consumers consider "sav­
ings." lhey said, such as eapilal gains on 
iiomes and slocks :md their contributions lo 
Ihe Social Security system from which they 
eventually will receive monthly cheeks. 

And they say the .seemingly low savings 
rate can be both good and bad for the coun­
try. 

"The lower the savings rale, lhe heller for 
the economy shorl-lerm," said Richard 
DcKa.ser, chief economist for National Cily 
Corp. ill Cleveland. "When people arc not 
saving, lhey're .spending (at a time when) 
we desperately want lo promote growth." 

When wealth rises - during slock-markel 
booms, for ex;implc - people save less, he 
.said. Bul when wealth declines, as il has 
during the cunrciil bear market, people arc 
forced lo build wealth by culling spending. 

Jagadecsh Gokhalc. a senior economic 
adviser for the Federal Reserve Bank of 
Cleveland, said Americans absolutely are 
nol saving enough. He fears a continued low 
savings rale could result in a nation more 
dependent on foreign investors for capital 
for economic growth. 

How much saving is enough'.' Thai 
depends on a person's age and standard of 
living, according lo one sludy published by 
Gokhalc just before the market slide. 

It found that a person in his or her early 
SOs, making under $15,0(X) a year, could 
save just I percent and maintain the same 
standard of living. But one with income of 
$l.'i.0()O to S4.S,(X)() would need to save 17 
percent, one making $45,000 to $100,000 
should save 20 percent, and one making 
more lhan S100,0<X) should save I'S percent.

The Latino population has 
conic of Internet age. 

Nearly 7.6 million people in 
the United Slates who described 
ihcmselvcs as Hispanics used the 
Web at home in June, up 1 i per­
cent from a year ago, making 
Ihem lhe fastest-growing ethnic 
Internet users in the nation, 
according to 
Nielsen/ZNctRalings in a recent 
report. 

Hispanic Internet usage has 
more lhan doubled the 6 perceni 
growth rate by Asian or Pacific 
Islanders, the 4 percent rate by 
Caucasians and lhe .1 perceni ri.sc 
by African-Americans. 

During lhe same period, ihc 
overall Web population grew by 
} perceni to lO.'i million. 

Y c l some researchers say 
Latinos still hiivc a long ways to 
go to reach the levels of users in 
the general population. 

A rising and young population 
base, easier computer access -
especially at work - and lhe 
desire for their children to suc­
ceed are some of the reasons 
behind the growth of Latinos on 
the Internet, said Lee Rainie, 
director at the research group 
Pew Internet and Aiucrican Life 
Project in Washington. D .C . The 
project examines the social 
impact of the Internet. 

" I f you look at the broad 
demographics. Hispanics are 
younger than most populations 
in ihis country," Rainie said. 
"The Internet technology is 
attractive and is embraced by 

young people and both Asian 
Americans and Hispanics arc 
comfortable accessing sites." 

In a survey completed lasl 
summer, the Pew Internet Project 
found 60 percent of Hispanics 
questioned .say they go online, 
compared wilh 61 percent of 
Caucasians and 45 percent of 
African-Americans, he said. 

Carolyn Clark, a New York 
media analyst for 
Nielson/ZNclRatings, expects the 
growth rate for L,atinos wi l l con­
tinue and said the results show 
there is a need for more content 
for Latinos on line. 

New York was the top inarkci 
area for Hispanic online users, 
followed by Los Angeles, 
Miami , the San Franci.sco Bay 
area and Chicago. coniScore 
reported. 

The u.se of e-mail has become 
especially important for Latinos, 
Rainie said. 

"As more Latinos go online, it 
becomes more valuable," he 
said. "The value of the nelwork 
grows with Ihe more people who 
arc on it. They use e-mail lo 
communicate wilh the people 
they love. It's an efficient, con­
venient and wonderful way to 
stay connected to the people who 
matter to you." 

Latinos are using the Internet 
to make their children more 
competitive in school, said 
Rainie ;it the Pew Internet proj­
ect. 

"There is .still a bit of a gap 
between whites families and 
Latino families and Afr ican-
American families as far as 
access to the Internet." he said. 

" B u l Hispanics are investing in 
computers and investing in 
Internet access as u lifestyle 
cnhanccmeiit tool. Many with 
children think thai mastery of the 
Internel is prerequisite for their

"Non-English speaking com­

A fair-minded yet indecisive C E O could 
not figure oul why his executive team mem­
bers were constantly at each others' throats. 

A generally conflict-free office had one 
worker who was frequently abusive and 
aggressive wilh oilier employees, and man­
agement could not - or would not - control 
his behavior. 

Human resources consultant Lynn 
Eisaguirre says these two workplace scenar­
ios arc common and illustrate the impor­
tance of managing confiict so lhal it pro­
motes, rather than stitlcs. creativity and pro­
ductivity. 

"Confiict is just change trying to happen." 
Eisaguirre said. "We have to normalize con­
flict and make people not afraid of it. 

"Confiict is really ubiquitous in good 
workplaces and bad. The question is how do 
you handle it?" she said. 

In the case of an indecisive boss, he is 
part of the problem. She advises non-com-
miital executives to be more decisive and 
deal with confiict instead of unwittingly 
fueling disputes among employees. 

As for offices widi one hothead who 
seeks out disagreements, she said part of the 
problem is a lack of accountability for such 
behavior. 

"Good conflict management skills are 
important" in such situations, she said. 

Eisaguin-e, who gives about four seminars 
on conflict resolution a month, said she has 
seen an increase in demand for the service 
over the past year. 

"People are so stressed. When you have 
more stress, you have more conflict," she 
said. 

Eisaguirre said most people spend up lo 
one-half of their workday negotiiiting with 
others. Meantime, roughly 20 perceni of an 
executive's time is spent dealing with 
unproductive conflicts. 

in Eisaguirre's book, "The Power of a 
Good Fight" ($24.9.'i. Alpha Books), she 
outlines five conflict styles she says most 
employees and employers can recognize in 
themselves and iheir colleagues. Some peo­
ple use more than one style, but most people 
fall into one category when lhey are under 
stress, she said. 

They are: , 
• The pit bull, who typically attacks con­

flict and likes to argue, debate, threaten and 
intimidate. Managers and bosses often fall 
in this category, she said. "You have to have 
a certain amount of power to behave that 
way." 

• The golden retriever, who usually tries 
to accommodate and be a people-pleaser. 
They are loyal, but "you're not really going 
lo get the best ideas from them," she said. 

• The roadrunner, who avoids conflict and 
tends to think things over before speaking 
out on a matter "Frequently they are 
thinkers. They actually think before talk­
ing," she said. 

• The cobra, who tends to talk to others 
about a conflict raiher than the person or 
people directly involved. Il's a classic tactic 
used by labor unions and civil rights groups, 
she said. "People use this because they feel 
they don'l have the power to talk directly." 

• The eagle, who approaches conflict with 
skill and balance and often mediates dis­
putes. "They're the person who does every­
thing right," she said. 

Her advice for working widi a pit bull? 
"Jusi let them talk. Withstand the tirade. Pit 
bulls are big balloons. They're full of hot 
air," she said. 

Bosses who have a golden retriever work­
ing for them shopid frequendy ask how 
they're feeling. Eventually they'll talk about 
their ideas or problems. 

If you work with a roadrunner, realize he 
or she processes conflict differently and 
needs time to think about -an issue. 
Eisaguirre advises co-workers to bring up' 
the Conflict with the roadrunner, then .set up 
a later time to talk aboui it. 

If a Cobra co-worker is talking to others 
about a dispute, then you should name the 
game. "Own some of the responsibility" for 
possibly being unapproachable and Iry io 
encourage Ihe gossipy co-worker to talk 
directly to you, she said. 

If you work widi an eagle, count your 
blessings and model Uieir behavior, she said. 

Idendfying your Colleagues' or employ­
ees' conflict style Can help make Conflict 
more productive, she said. Once you figure 
out how ihey handle conflict, "then you can 
leam how to best.respond io them."

More Latinos, especially die 
younger generation, arc turning 
10 the Internet to get the latest 
information on news, features, 
enteIiainment, career and edu­
cational advice, industry 
experts report. 

Those same experts say 
Uitinos are now finding more 
relevant information online 
compared with other media. 

One example of online con­
tent targeted to Latinos is 
www.LatinoLA.com. 

"Latinos are tech-friendly 
people. We don't shy away from 
new diings," said Abelardo de 
la Pena Jr., editor/publisher of 
www.Lai inoLA.Com. "When 
the V C R and the hand-held 
camcorders and the M f 3s came 
out. we were right there." 

De la Pena started his site 

about three years ago and 
turned a small profit last year. 
He developed the Web site out 
of his own growing awareness 
of Latino issues. 

"I Consider myself a bom-
again Latino," he said. "When I 
tired to find information that 
interested me, I had to go to dif­
ferent places. There was not 
one place where I could get 
everything l was lookiiig for." 

Except for occasional part-
iime help and interns, about 95 
percent of the site's content 
comes from subscribers. 

"We're getting 30 to 50 new 
subscribers per week," he said. 
"They have an opportunity for 
self-exprcssioit. write a point-
of-vicw about a community 
issue ... and communicate with 
others o f like minds ot people 
interested in Latino issues." 

Most of his subscribers and 
submitters are of college age. 
with a mix of educators, profes­
sional people, artists, entertain­
ers and musicians filling out the 
content. 

Spanish-language Web sites 
recently have made immense 

gains, said Elsa E . Macias , 
director of information technol­
ogy research at the Tomas 
Rivera Policy Insliiuie in 
Claremont, Calif. 

"A few years ago the content 
created in Spanish was created 
in Spain and Latin America,and 
was not relevant io Hispanics in 
ihe U.S. ," she said. "The Con­
tent in ihe last year took a 
tremendous increase. That 
means we have more online 
content that is culturally rele­
vant and linguistically rele­
vant."

A relatively new high-tech classroom sys­
tem, known as a Robotcl, allows u student to 
electronically select the lesson of his choice 
and study it at his own pace. 

The system fully integrates all the students' 
personal computers in die lab with Buente's 
computer setups. Included arc taped lessons, 
which supplement printed textbooks. 

Buente makes assignments, via the comput­
er, before class. The students then dial up the 
tape, which offers related lessons from which 
diey can make selections. 

Then they proceed at their own pace in die 
popular study arrangement, Buente said. The 
system also allows the instructor to run a tape 
that requires all tlie students to work on die 
same lesson at die same time. 

In eidier scenario, Buente can visually mon­
itor each student's progress in the totally inter­
active system. 

"1 can see how diey're doing and what assis­
tance diey might need from a single computer 
at my workstation," he said. 

The workstation also is equipped witli a sec­
ond computer, which is a PC like die students 
have. Buente loads die difl'erent teaching soft­
ware programs into it. 

A student's correct pronunciation of words 
in the English language is key to die learning. 

Audio hookups, which also are integrated 
into die system, let Buente work one-on-one"at 
will with each student widiout leaving his 
workstation or intemipung the whole class. 

The trick is die use of headsets widi which 
each student and the instructor are equipped. 

Tlie audio feature reminds Buente of a sim­
ilar system dial Purdue University already had 
in place in die 1960s when he took German 
classes there. Ahead of its time, Purdue pro­
vided each student with earphones for commu­
nicating with the instructor from his desk, he 
said, 

"The instnictor could easily lell u.s what we 
were doing right or wrong," said Buente. 

The sysieill didn't have the addiiional high-
tech capnblliticii tllut the current nystem oiTero, 
however, he said, 

Buente's curreilt olmen are pan of the unl-
verslty's Intensive Ensllsh Cenler,,whlch Rtu-
dents from Jopnil, Koreii, Briizll,"Cli'ile ond 
elsewhere study for from elghi weeks to 16 
weeks. 

The students from dUTerenl walks of life 
hope to gain »strong grasp of Hie English liin-

Connie Vcmon, dliieclor of the Intensive 
English Center, said she likes the high techilol-
ogy for its individualized instruction capabili­
ties. 

"As far as our studenis ore concerned, most 
of Ihem are here to study English to get into a 
university and then go back and use the 
English in their jobs," she said. 'The system 
lets them achieve as much as they want to 
widiout feeling pressured, and it helps build 
their confidence level."

Scott Schendel says someday soon wedding 
Web sites will be part of the wedding planning 
process. 

Schendel, a die-hard dot-commer, and his 
three paImers started Wedlinks.com, a "life 
event" site. The wedding couple use templates 
to build dieir own site, which includes wedding 
planning tools such as a budget tracker and an 
R S V P list. The couple also can post photos and 
send out e-announcements. 

"The idea behind the site is to make for a 
more memorable wedding experience," he 
says. 

Schendel is intent on finding ways to get 
people to return to die site. "We want to pump 
up die addiction factor," he says. 

For example, die wedding couple could post 
a trivia game to find out who knows die most 
about diem. Then die person with the highest 
score could win a prize during the wedding. 

But unlike Ihe utidiuonal dol-com business 
model, where content was created to bring on 
advertising dollars, Wedlinks is a product. A 
Web site package starts at $49 and includes a 
digital camera to make it easier to post photos. 
The site went up in January and has been 
growing since June. Wedlinks now has 20 cus­
tomers.

"Agents are complaining 
about that tool belt thcy'te 
canying around," said Greg 
Surge, president of Supra, in 
Salem, Ore. 

Called ihe ibox, die new 
system also wil l upload daily 
updates about when for-sale 
houses can be seen to their 
Palms or similar handheld 
computers. "This way, agents 
don't have to drive around as 
much as diey used to," he 
said. 

Several years after die 
industry heralded die coming 
of the paperless real estate 
u-ansaction, nuts and bolts 
technology Uke GE's ibox 
takes center stage. 

However, the industry's 
Holy Grail - an online hub 
diat dieoreiically could save 
time and money by letting 
appraisers, title companies 
and lenders oade documents 
online and lei consumers 
review and sign oft'on disclo­
sures with die click of a 
mouse - remains elusive. 

To be sure, almost anyone 
widi a computer and Web 
browser can easily shop for a 
home, find a real estate agent 
and research local schools -
functions experts call the 
front end. What's more, large 
industIy players like Fannie 

M»o, the quflsl-govemmenifil 
ilml that buys and packages 
home loons for resale, tliis 
year moved its Fannie Mae 
Network oiillne. Tile system 
creales electronic case flies 
for iriortgages and lets 
lenders order appraisals. 
Hood insurance and surveys. 

Nevertheless, much of the 
back end of the typical real 
estate deal remains a paper-
intensive endeavor, By one 
industiy estimate, about 300 
pieces of paper change hands 
during an everyday deal, 

"Merging together the 
mortgage and escrow and 
tide and insurance processes 
onto a single platform that's 
seamless - that's something 
diat a few years ago people 
were saying had to happen 
and had to happen now," said 
Alex Peniello, chief ejiecu-
dve and president of 
Coldwell Banker. "What 
people are realizing is how 
complicated the transaction 
really is," 

Tech gums say several fac­
tors have hindered the real 
estate industry's move into 
die virtual worid: 

n The mortgage business 
recentiy approved a set of 
standards that will provide a 
template for the reams of 
documents passed around by 
the variety of players 
involved in a home loan. 

n Despite the signing of 
ihe Electronic Signatures Act 
two years ago, closing on 
mortgages online has not 
caught on. That's not surpris­
ing given die spate of recent 
security breaches online. 

Still, Richard Jones, chief 
technology officer of mort­
gage lender Countrywide, 
imagines a day when a buyer 

and notary go to the title 
company, sit down at a com­
puter, swipe cards containing 
their identification infomln-
tlon and click - or sign using 
a digital pad - tllrough vari­
ous disclosure and other doc­
uments, 

''The e-closing has been 
the most dlfUcuit part" to 
move online, Jones said, 
''Part of what's held up the 
industry Is a computer-
friendly, easy facility, (Digital

Of course, diat brings up 
another hutdle to any whole­
sale transition to the Internet 
- the vast an-ay of firms that 
benefit from transferring all 
that paper around. 

Moreover, many slices of 
the indusuy are leeiy of ced-
ing control of any online hub 
over to one particular compa­
ny or group. 

"What if someone wanted 
to sell a house, and diey had 
to pay a fee to use tiiat data?" 
asked Lesswing, The 
National Association of 
Realtors wants "to make sure 
die rights to dial data don'l 
get signed away." 

B u l with all the talk of dig­
ital .signamres and data own­
ership, one of die biggest 
roadblocks to online real 
estate ttansactions is closer to 
home. Of die country's 
3,000-plus county recorders, 
only a handful have the 
equipment and training to 
receive and record digital fil­
ings. Among the early 
adopters: Broward County, 
Ra.; Fairfax County, Va.; and 
Maricopa County, Ariz . 

"At my town hall, the 
recorder is a 70-year-old 
woman who has no idea how 
lo electronically file my 
mortgage note," said M,itl 
Carrick, a senior analyst al 
Gomez Advisors, a high-tech 
research frnn.

In the 
game options you can go through training 
to learn some signature Bruce Lee moves, 
but in reality you never get to use them 
because you're fighting what seems like a 
million enemies at once, reducing the 
fighting to a frenzy of single attacks on 
whoever is slanding closest to you. Plus, 
you have to buy any new or special 
attacks, so Bruce starts out with little more 
than a basic punch and kick, an arsenal 
not worthy of the Master. 

The camera work is poorly executed, 
making it hard to see more than a few feet 
in front of you at any time. Things get really 
confusing when you're fighting multiple 
enemies because the system is designed to 
let you switch behveen opponents at the 
touch of a button, but it rarely worked. 
Instead, it leaves you attacking guys lying 
on lhe ground while others are slapping you 
in the back of the head. 

The only redeeming quality was a few of 
the yells coming from Bruce's mouth, but 
that's pretty small consolation for such a 
limp excuse of a modern-day fighting game.

Lammie. "Their No. 1 question is: 
how to get those pictures out of the 
file someone sent them," she said. 

Seniors aren't just learning to use 
computers. They're also buying. 

"There's been a great surge in 
seniors buying computers," said 
Jeff Pickle, retail sales manager at 
the Gateway Country computer 
store in Sylvania. On average, he 

said, seniors account for 15 percent 
of sales at the store, he said. 

"When we ask diem what they'll 
use it for, unquestionably the 
answer is diey have no idea," he 
explained. "But you hear, 'Well , 
my daughter's sending me e-mail 
and I need to do e-mail.' And ihen 
they also use it for Web surfing and 
downloading digital pictures." 

Learning to buy and sell items on 
eBay has become very popular 
among seniors, as has researching 
medical and healdi issues, genealo­
gy, and travel, said Schroeder. 

Others talk aboui people using it 
for hobbies and other interests, 
such as playing bridge with people 
elsewhere or getting sewing pat­
terns off the Internet. 

Some have inquired about down­
loading music, said Pickle. 

"It surprised me," he said. "They 
aren't warning to listen to Dcf 
Leppard or Led Zeppelin, but diey 
want to download Tommy Dorsey 
and other big bands. You can't get 
that stuff easily in the store, but 
they know where to find it on die 
Internet."

excessive noise, no cars in the driveway 
without a permit — you name it. there's a 
covenant, condition or restriction that regu­
lates it. 

Brown point.s out a house with old paint 
and knee-high weeds, surrounded by stately 
residences. "We fined 'cm a couple dimes," 
he .says. 

Thai is, a couple of hundred dollars. 
CC & R s arc nol peculiar to Rancho 

Muriela. Enforceable in court, they're the 
basis for e\ery homeowners association lhat 
oversees a housing development and arc 
soinetimes included in standard tract hous­
ing as well. 

In rccenl years, many cilies have encour­
aged lhe crealion of privale communily ;is.so-
cialions lhal pay for lliem.sclvcs ihrough 
homeowner fees inslcad of using lax rev., 
enues _ making CC&Rs more iinponant lo 
everyday life than ever before. 

Bui CC&Rs aren'l new. Sam i'errolli of 
the California Deparlmenl of Real Eslale 
says llial since ilie lime of llie 13 colonics, 
properly buyers have had lo sign off on deed 
restrictions. When reslrietions grew lengthy 
and complicated, they were separated into a 
dense packet of papers known as C C & R s . 

Tlic general rule is: Whatever you do, the 
neighbors shiiuldn'l have lo hear i l or see i l . 
Depending on the developnienl, C C & R s can 
prohihil anything from barking dogs to such 
general behavior as "noxious or offensive 
activities." Often they require lhal every 

structural change to u home — from a coat 
of paint 10 un ilddition —• be approved by ihc 
as.soclutlon. 

Developers usually hire lawyers to draft 
lhe original C C & R s , which can slick long 
pasl the builders' departure, They can be 
amended, bul often only with a two-ihirds 
vote. 

Where there are rules, there are resisteLs. 
Bul the disputes also unveil an institution 
lhal is widely supported.

"Ninety-nine percent of your people who 
live in liomeowneLs associations live in Ihem 
because they do have rules and regulations," 
says .Sharon Johnson, wlio heads the 
Community Associations Institute's 
Northern Califoniia chapteL "(They) want lo 
come home to a clean neighborhood, not 
have to worry aboul people next door putting 
garbage all over their lawns." 

It's the Olher 1 percent, says Johnson, 
manager of Crosswoods Homeowners 
Associalion in Cilrus Heights, Calif., "lhal 
stir up problems for people thai really are 
enjoying their lives." 

The .pre-eminent reason for C C & R s , 
builders, real estate agents and communily 
managers agree, is lo keep up properly val­
ues. Even many CC&R-fighteLs agree wilh 
this essenlial mission. 

But hislorically lhcy were often used lo 

restrict housing for non-whites. .Some urchii-
ic, discriminuiory covenant.ii remuin. and lasl 
year Culifornln established a procedure Tor 
residents to rep'ort such illegsil language. 

C C & R s and, more impoftunily, iheir 
enforcement differ by eonlnluility, Some 
a,ssociuiions fine violators; some jusi send 
letters. 

Sometimes aesthetic rules have unintend­
ed consequences. They can hinder the use of 
solar power because afier special require­
ments to submit a design plan, solar panel 
installation costs 5 percent to 10 percent 
more in CC&R-dominated Sacramento com­
plexes, says Edmond Murray, treasurer of 
the California Solar Energy Industries 
.Association, 

Brown, making his way around Rancho 
Muriela South, is not a die-hard code 
enforcer, but rather a long-retired firefighter 
looking to keep active, "Now I ' l l show you 
the blue house," he says. "That's the biggest 
thing going on." 

The community's architectural review 
committee had approved a blue coal, bui 
when the painting was partly compleied on 
June 10, Daria Rowen got a call that work 
would have lo slop. With neighbors irate at 
the non-conformity, lhe committee paid for a 
toned-down shade. 

Bul to some in the communily, lhat wasn'l 
enough. They see a blue house and ihey want 
i l painted beige. 

" M y family likes blue," says Rowert, 
explaining her color choice. "We have blue 
carpel, we have blue cars, wc wear blue 
clothes." 

Bul for every reslriclion-resislcL ihere 
seem lo be legions of citizen enforcers. 
Soinelimcs they roam ihe sheets, scribbling 
down violations. And in places like Rancho 
Muriela, they phone in hundreds of com­
plaints a yeaL 

Despite the endless rules and regulations 
buried in the fine print, many people — as 
ihey sign page after page of documents, itch­
ing to gel into their new home — never read 
Iheir C C & R s . That, say C C & R defenders 
and detractors alike, can cause problems 
when the C C & R cops come around.

Mobile homes now accouni for nearly ?0 per-
cent of all home sales nationwide and u growing 
number of buyers are middle-income people 
looking for a more affordable housing allerna-
live. 

Yet the negative stereotypes of irailer parks 
and the people who live in them persist. 

Justifiable or not? 
University of Minnesota geography Professor 

John Eraser Hart, and co-authoLs Michelle 
Rhodes and John Morgan delved into mobile 
home life to find an answer. 

"The Unknown World of the Mobile Home," 
recently published by Johns Hopkins Press, 
hopes to dispel some myths and shed some light 
on America's mosl stigmatized type of housing. 

The book chronicles the short history of the 
mobile home starting in the Depression era, 
when mobile homes were cramped, liny camper 
Irailers — temporary housing of last resort. 

Since then, the ramshackle, pull-behind trail­
ers have evolved dramatically, giving way lo 
fiai-roof singlewide Irailers, and later lo deluxe 
doublewide models with extras such as sunken 
living rootns and pitched roofs. Most aren't real­
ly mobile. More lhan 90 percent arc never 
moved once ihey're anchored. 

Trailer park life has changed, loo. 
Aging baby boomers seek affordable second 

homes and mobile communities arc popping up 
in Sun Belt states and rural areas —- places 
where it's easy to see how trailer parks have 
changed. 

Nowadays, many are upscale communities 
just off the golf course, wilh swimming pools, 
clubhouses and .social directors. Some of the 
ritziest arc in well-to-do retirement areas in lhe 
South. 

Many of these changes were driven by chang­
ing demograpfiics and stricter building codes 
enacted by the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development in the 1970s. 

Hart — who has never lived in a mobile home 
— and associates found lhat despite Ihe prolifer­
ation of mobile homes, perceptions about 
mobile home life are inaccufnle,

also blame the news media, which delight in 
portraying mobile borne parks as hotbeds of vio-
lence and sex. If it happens in a mobile home. 
Ihen it's identified as such, bul i f it happens in a 
conventional house, nobody says anylhing uboui 
where it happened. 

Ninety perceiIt of Americans have never set 
foot inside a mobile home, and unfortunately 
they accept the Isolated examples publicized in 
the media as representative. 

It's a bit far-fetched, but I detect a similarity 
between mobile home parks, gambling casinos 
and houses of i l l repute. "Nice" people do not go 
into such places, but they are pruriently curious 
about what goes on inside them. 

Q : l n your book, you say that mobile home 
manufacturers used to joke that their cus-
tomcrs were either "ncwlywed or nearly 
dead." Are more middle-class people buying 
manufactured houses? 

A : The escalating cost of conventional slick-
built houses is forcing more people to accept 
mobile homes as the only affordable aliemaiive. 
Mobile homes are also allraclive and affordable 
second homes in reiirement areas in lhe Sun Bel l 
and elsewhere. 

People of all ages are buying mobile homes, 
which have become a socially acceptable form 
of affordable housing, especially in rural areas in 
ihe Wesi and South, perhaps a bit less so in the 
Midwest. 

Q : ls the term ("mobile home") appropri-
ate'.' 

A : In fact, about 93 percent are only moved 
once _ lo Uieir original site. Many do remain as 
houses and arc immobilized; often you find 
brick foundations and brick carports. Calling 
them trailers is not appropriate either because 
they're nol lowed by automobiles. 

Many components of a modern, site-buill 
hou.se are built in a factory, too. Mobile is incor­
rect, but manufactured is too confusing.

Rachel Edclson's voice grows vaguely con-
spiraiorial as she confides to a sWangeL 

" l think a lot of people secretly warn to do 
it," she says, "But they don't dare. 1 wanted to 
for years, but my daughter said "You're never 
going lo do it." 

"Bul she was wrong." 
And once Edcison did it, she found great 

satisfaction."lt's incredibly exciting lo express 
yourself all the way," she .says. "To come out 
of the color closet." 

Edelson took her bold move _ painting her 
two-stofy vintage home in the Curtis Park 
neighborhood in Sacramento. Calif., an 
intense super-satufated puiplish blue she calls 

"periwinkle" — after living in the house for 
nearly three decades. 

The responses she got surprised heL 
"Curtis Park is supposedly so liberal politi­

cally, but when it comes io any aesthetic state­
ment, il's very conservative," she says. "1 have 
gathered ihai many people have quietly nega­
tive responses lo the house. One neighbor said 
lo me. 'Well, it's a free country.'" 

Keith Mundy's company, K M & Co. . paint­
ed Edelson's house. "Americans in general are 
inlo subtle shifts in white," Mundy says with a 
chuckle. "That's their idea of confrast, and 
everything's got to be symmetrical. And it 
blows people's minds when you do something 
decorative. It's a little unsettling for people." 

But. he adds, those who travel know that 
people in other parts of the world paint their 

houses with a lot of coIoL especially in the 
tropics. 

And at least some of Edelson's neighbors 
are happy with her choice. Her next-door 
neighbors even hired Mundy to paint their 
house a contrastingly intense burnt orange, 
and lhe two of them together give a whole dif­
fereni flavor io the comeL 

Mundy says it's hard to get people to con­
sider other colors, and once they do, it takes 
them a while to get used to it. 

"People are generally pettified to do it. and 
even though I prepare them, once you get it on 
the wall, they go, 'Whoa, ihat's interesting,'" 
he says, "Bul l tell them to live with it for 30 
days, and every time, they love it. They don't 
want anyone to touch it. But it's an interesting 
journey."

Denver comedian Robert Brown, 40, Ruby 

Ann's "musical director" and longtime associate 
— who, curiously, has never been seen in Ruby 
Ann's presence — has quite a bit in common 
wilh the boisterous cookbook maven. Both are 
ample people with equally abundant self-depre­
cating wit. 

The sun of a preacher. Brown traveled 
ihroughout the South and the Midwest as a 
youth. "1 was born in Texas," he says, "so I'm 
kind of rcliilcd lo people in Arkansas." 

He attended the University of Oklahoma for 
two years, studying theater, then got involved in 
stand-up comedy. "I dropped out of college and 
am pursuing my love of humor and music," he 
says. "When Ruby Ann came along and asked if 
1 would help her pursue ihis, loo, of course 1 said 
1 would. Before mc, she was just a little bump­
kin in Arkansas. I've brought her up. to the 
woman she is today." 

Ruby Ann's success has left Brown stunned. 
"1 knew that, with her character, and wilh her 
charm and personality, she'd be successful," he 
says, "but 1 didn'i realize it would be like this..." 

Ruby Ann expresses no surprise at how folks 
have taken to her cookbook and her tales of life 
in Pangburn, 

"I knew once they saw how good the food 
was, whal a chimge it was from other Cook­
books, they'd be jumpin' on i l like gold!
