B The city's 2002 fiscal year-end
audit report shows a job well
done by finance department

Along with a fiscally scund
nod, the ety received high prase
for the work of its inance depant-
ment as pan of Novi's 2802 year-
end audit report.

Alter auditing fiscal year-end
financial reponis and accounting
records kept by the city, sraff of
the certificd public accounting
tirm Plame & Moran, PLLC suid
there were ne inconsisiencies nor
were there any deficlencies with
Novi's recerds, Joe Helfernan, a
partner with Plante & Moran
vverseeing the munigipal audii,
said wsually when an audil is per-
formed, 10 to 15 small changes
are found rhal need to be made 10
a municipality’s bocks.

Nol Novi.

Heffernan suid wuditers found

nothing wrong with the city's
financial records and made no
recommendalions for change.

"It s not the same \hing we see
in other communities, It is just
excellent,” he said. "You have an
excellent finance depariment.”

Orher wends resulting from Ihe
audit repon include o second-year
showing as Oakland Couny's
sixth lowest community when
ranked according to 2002 munict-
pal tux rates.

The municipalities with the
lowest 1ax rales going from the
fifth Jowest 1o the Jowest are Troy,
Lake Angelus, Orchard Lake
Village, Rochesier Hills ang
Bleomfield Hills.

The five communilies in
Oakland County with the highest
2002 municipal wx rale ranging
from the [ifth highest 1o the the
highest are Ponliac, Huntington
Wonds, Hazel Park, Oak Park and

Femdale.

Heffeman said Novi has main-
Lined wn approxinuee 10.5 mills
rate primarily because of the
city's high taxable value per capi-
ta andd a solid base of commercial
und industrial customers.

According te audit documents,
the Jargest source of revenue for
the cily's peneral fund remains
Nevi's property taxes, polive and
lire and milluape transfer,

For fiscat year ending June 30,
2002, the city saw 4 13.3 peccent
inerease from the prior fiscal year,
wilh ¢lose 0 $13.5 million com-
ing from the city sources.

Scolt Jansen. senior auditor
with Plunic & Maran, said the
graweh in tax revenue was u result
of ahout on 8 to 85 pereent
itereuse in growih and taxable
value.

Accarding to audit decuments,
Novi's second highest source off
genenl fund revenue came from
the State of Michigan.

Atthe 2002 fiscal year end, the
city saw a decrease in state funds
with 34.6 miltion entering the
general fund compaed o $4.72
mitlien in fiscal year ending 2001,

Steve Weipert and David
Hollis a1 Providence Hospiial
and Medical Centers' Novi
Campus are boping 1o change
that ahitude.

Weiperl, director of support
services at Providence's Novi
Campus, and Hollis, a food sery-
ice director with HDS Services,
recently look the wraps off a
revamped coffee shop in the
facility’s lebby and rolled out a
whole new menu.

So far, it seems 10 be working,

Since opening the middle of
tast month, “We've more than
doubled our number of patrons,”
said Heliis. “The word has really

gotten cul.”

The word, said Weipert, is that
“We're trying lo provide an
alternative to crossing the street
for the greasy fast food menu™

According to Weipert more
than 6,000 people come through
the doors of Providence's Nevi

Campus every day and hupdreds
of others work In nearby busi-
nesses, He said they're all poten-
tial customers for the recently
remodeled Parkside Cafe.
Located just off the main
enlrance lobby, the 72-scal,
2,500-square fool Parkside Cafe
is being billed as a European-
slyle coffee shop, Open Monday
through Friday, the Parkside
Cafe serves hot breakfasts from
7:30-9:30  am.; continental
breakfast frorm 9:30-Lf a.m.; hot
lunches from 11 am.-2:30 p.m.;

-and coffee and deli sandwiches

from 2:30-3 p.m.

Weipert said the hospital did
some altcrations to the cafe to
oper it up and brighten its look,
but the real big change is in the
mend.

“People will ¢at healthy”
observed Hollis, "as long as it
tastes good,” Hollis has iatro-
duced grilled sandwiches made

with Puanini, a wype of Nalian
bread, twa wrapped sandwiches
(one vegetarian, one meat), two
soups and one het entree o the
daily lunch menu. He said each
of the menu jtems

Haollis noted with prices rang-
ing from $2.50 to 35,25, the
Parkside Cale is compeitive
with ncarby fast food outlets.

Along with the sandwiches
and salads, Parkside Cafe offers a
daily selection of cheesecakes,
cookies and pics. Hollis said the
cafe has also introduced a line of
Kobricks Coffee. Along with hot
and iced coffees, espressos, cap-
puccinos, vanilla latles, white
chocolate mochas, Hollis said the -
cafe is offering gift baskets, trav-
el mugs and whele bean coffee,

Weipert noted that Kobricks is
danating 25 cents from every tea
and coffee sold at the cafe to

of Novi and Walled Lake in order
ta improve handicappad access.

No one on the Novi Planning
Commission bought the argument
and commission members unani-
mously rejected the request at
their Nov. 20 meeting.

City Planner Tim Schmitt nated
that the condomirium received a
waiver from the ¢ity for the 11
boat slips it has now when it was
first approved in 1990. He added
that even if the development had
enough {ake frontage for the hom-
ber of boal slips it wanted, the city
attorney had suggested that the
combination af boat slips and
ramp made the project & marina,
which requires a city license.

David Keast, Windwurd Bay's
attorney, declared the planning
cemmission's staff had “created a
tempest in a teapot.” He argued,
“this is nat & commercial marina.
This s for the sole use of the con-
dominiur residents.”

According to Keast, the dack as
ariginally approved by the city
limited the residents’ use of
Walled Lake and the woodchip
path as approved by the cily Jimits
handicapped access to the lake-
front.

“We're only trying te provide
aceess to the lake,” said resident
Donna  Willaker. “It's uncon-
scionable that nowhere in the city
is there handicapped access to the
waterway.”

Margaret Laurie, a resident of
nearby Southpaint Condominium,
noted thar her 72-unit develop-
menl has 13 boa slips which is
“all we're allowed” given Lhe
amount  of beachfront at
Southpoint. Laurie, who is wheei-
chair bound, said that while her
condominium association would
“enjoy the revenue” from being
able to sell more hoal siips “it
would not be good for the lake.”

Saying that there arc enough
boats on the lake already, Asa
Smith, president of the Lake Arca
Home Owners Assoviation, a
group of 950 homeowners in Novi
and Walled Lake, declared “We
fecl what they have is adequate,”
He reminded commission mem-
bers that the city passed its “key-
hole" ordinance to prevent devel-
opers from overcrowding the lake
with boats by Limiting the number
of boat slips allowed per develop-
ment to the ameunt of lakefrent it
owns.

Noting there was “‘nothing in
our correspondence speaking o
barrier free access” commission
member John Avdoulous, offered,
“if the issue is barrier free access,
{ don’t see a problem.” He sug-
gested the condominium associa-

At
the district's last schoo! bourd
meeting on Nov. 21, the plan's
chuirs, Liss Fenchel and Lisa
LuPone, gave a detuiled repon of
its propress 10 board members,

“All the pouls gre stwdent cen-
lered so that it's something that hus
u direct impact on the students
leaming,” LaPore sutd, who is o
sixth grade math amd sclence
teacher ar Novi Meudows, “We
developed strategies and inenven-
tiens for coch of the goal areas. We
will tve implementation for the
next two veaes, then we will starl
duing tinal analysis.”

The process was started by
acquiring base line Jata, where
Studenls Were piven wats 3 figure
oul where they started. Somwe for-
il and informal sssessiment witl
be done over the nest twa years Lo
Tl deciche o the plan is Teadmyg
1 thie right direction, of t clinges
teed 1o be e,

“We will be paheding i da

Finally, they are expect-
ed to report their resalts, ineluding
their provedures they fallowed and
possible altemative conclusions,

“That's 4 very detailed process,”
LaPorte seid, “But it’s one that
kind of goes wlong with similar
things that they e expected © do
in other curriculum areas. Social
seiency is i reguiar science, so they
ure hind o used o having to do
some of these steps, They wre not
all brand sew things, bor these are
Al hings thit ey are supposed o
be able o da. Math s fike that .
They Took ar i situstion, decide
whin the guesion really is, how
they're going Lo go about answer-
ing this question, deeide weather it
ks sunse amd see i there are
dillerenl ways (e come up with the
sume answer 10y the same basic
rules, excep s Reusing on the
sekcfitl studies areal”

Ferchet likened the provess o
the  scientific  method,  She
explained thie even thowgh the
fatth gracde ond the sisth zrwdye are
At dterent levels they hove ife
s gotls, Fhe Sl gruders ure
toetwed v how W et informsnion,
They Tiven’'t been exposed 0
duoing research as much, a0 they

“We came up with this
goul beepuse o lot of times the kids
ure not lisiening or not able o fol-
low cral directions,” Fenchel said.
“A lot of times, il there’s some-
thing (hat's written, they do it, but
orully, we thought that it wus kind
of & weakness, and not necessarily
in only curricular areas, but we
thought that if we focused on cur
ricular areas, you can improve
their overall listening skills, which
would then ga with all arens.”

With this goul, students will be
able to do two different things: To
listen 10 something and be pble
paraphrase parts of it and to be
able Lo answer specific questions
about it. “It's ali oral, so it’s really
interesting because the kids are not
really used 1o that," Fenchel said.
“They wre used (0 you piving
directions and then reading some-
thing on o puaper and doing the
work, but not having it he done all
oratly. Ii"they reatly focus au it they
cun doa good Job, but they kind of
aced that practice. With text in
tront of them, they have leamed 1o
highlight as they are reading, or go
buck wnd ¢ircle important informa-

tion or maybe jot down notes on
the side, but in fistening, you have
your ears o rely on, so you really
Tiawe (o learn some new strategies
it work when you don’t have
samething i front of you W write
things down on”

O of the strtegies that the
kids are poing 1o learn s culled
SLANT. whicl stands for Sit up,
e forward, Activaie your ihink
ing, Name key information and
Track the speaker. This is to pro-
vide untfurm listening behaviors
throughoeur the building.

LaPorie said it most people
are visuad lesrners and their second
strength is usually anelitory. “Must
fearners rely on both visual and
auditory stimuli’s. so whid we are

trying to leach is, what do 1 da
when § can't see it and What'do [
- do when tlt 1can do is hear 1t," she
sajd. “When somcone glves you
directlons, you stop your cur and
say, how do [ guet there and most
ofien you are going to gel oml
directions. You have to figure out
somehow of dealing with oral
directions. We are nol going to eIl
you, stop what you're doing and
listen, you have to be able to do
that in the real werld while you are
multi-lasking.”

The rmath goal is to improve
problem solving skills, A big por-
tion of it js to be able to look ata
math situation, decide on what
really is the question und how to
go about selving it. Part of it is get-
ting practice, which is explafning
or thinking aboul things, but
another compenent is actuatly
teaching students different ways of
solving problems.

“Drawing 4 picture is one way
you can solve problems,” LaPorte
said. “Working backwards, mak-
ing 4 list and guess und check are
other ways, but a student can't just
say, [ used guess and check to
solve the problem, They have to
say. the fist thing 1 did was, [ tried
20, but \hat was toa high, then |
tried 10, but it was 100 low. [ ried
15, but | readized ivwas still a liehe
hit low. It's the idea that they are
expluining exactly wit they did 10
figure our the answer 10 a prob-
lem.”

Fenchel explained that some-
times kids who are using a straiegy
already Just don't hive s word for
it A lot off kids use puess and
check, but they dun’t necessarily
know it's puess and check” she
said, "When wey pu o name e that
strategy, then they start building up
all those siategies in their mind
and they will know the dilferenge
between them all,
