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Slain Wixom worker “targeted”

M Poiice say
murder was
most probably
not random act

Eric Darnell Barnes, a 21-year-
old Detroit man, was silting in his
Ford Taurus ealing his dinner out-
side Wixom's Forest  City
Technology Dec. 17 when some-
one fired a single gunshot through
the window, hilting him in the
heal and killing him,

So far, said Wixom Police
Detective Jim Osborne, the 30-
member Western Oakland County
Major Crime Team has inter-

viewed more than 40 people. He
noted that Forest Cily Technology
aloné employs 94 people.

Forest City Technology, said
Osbome, manufactures fasteners
for the aute industry. He said
Barnes had worked there (hree
years as a machine operator,
adding that company spokesmen

_leld investigators that Barnes was

“a good employee and seemed 1o
e well liked.”

Osborne said Bames worked
the 11 pm-7 am. shifl at the
plant and was in the habit of com-
ing in carly and eating his dinner
in his car.

Osbhorne satd evidence at the
scene indicated Barnes bad been
shot at close range. A press
release from the Wixom Palice
Depariment stated that foellow-
ing initial interviews, investiga-
tors have “concluded that his

crime was most probably nat a
randem act of violence or a rob-
bery.”

“They targeted him,”
Oshorne.

Barned was found by a'co-
worker about I{ p.m., apparently
moments after being  guaned
down, said Osborre. “A fow
moments earlier and it's possible
he could have scen everything,
but that's what timing's 2!l abour”
saidl the detective,

Osberne  said Burnes' car was
parked next to the building in a
parking lot that was “Jit up like
the sur" Ferest City Technelogy
in an industrial park ai 30811
Century.

So far, said Osbome, Wixom
police haven't found anyone whe
saw anything. He said it’s
“extremely noisy” inside Forest

Osborne and NMovi  Pelice

Jelley, along with detectives Irom
surrounding  communitics, are
now going through the laborious
process of interviewing everyone
whe works at the plant along with
all the Detroit man’s friends and
relatives.

Episcopal priest plans to grow Novi church

the Episcopal Church’s Diccese of
Michigan has decided to “strategically
redevelop™ the church,

In the simplest tecms, that means grow
or close. Currently the church has about
120 members who meet in a sanctuary not
much blgger than some of the preat rooms
found in some of Novi's more upscale
homes.

Henry noted that Hely Cross held its
first service in its currenl building on
Christmas Eve 1966, I think the story of
our chureh is the story of the litle engine
that conid,” said Henry. “I really believe
we can grow.”

Holy Cross parishioners had already put
together. plans for a 200-seat church on
their more than I0-acre sile that would
dwarf the existing sanctuary, Rev, Henry
said she believes Holy Cross should plan to
more than double that.

“The thing that’s rather astoundmg to
me," said Rev. Henry, “of my membership,
the “majority of the people aren't from
Novi, They come in from places like
Livenia, Walled Lake, Farmington Hills -
of course, which isn't that far away, bul the
actual nomber of Novi addresses on my
mailing lists is a small percentage.”

With a population in the city of mere
than 50,000 to draw from, Holy Cross has
a tremendous potential for growth. Rev.
Henry said she's locking to sec anyone of
faith, not just people wha grew up in an
Episcopal home.

“Most pecple don’t understand what the
Eplscopal Church stands for, what their
tradition and histary has been and how we
are such & wonderful, inclusive failh com-
munity,” she said. “We're & thinking per-
son’s church. We don't dictate what peaple
need (o think about cerlain issues. We're
very open to saying we have tradition and
scripture and reason. That's our three-
legged Anglican staol and to that in the
215t century we’ve addsd experience.
What's your experience of God?”

Although Rev. Henry is the first weran
to tead Holy Cross' congregation, she

doesn’t believe that’s relevant, “Thal’s
really a lot of hoopla that’s passé,” she
said, *There are certain things that 1 do dif-
ferently. That's just all part of the ground
breaking. Most people don’t make an issue
of it, They just say, ‘A priest is a priest.”

She said the significant thing is the chal-
lenge of growing the community,

Prior to coming to Novi, Rev. Henry was
Dean of Central Westehester in New York,
where sho oversaw 12 parishes. “That's
where the call of God realiy does come in,”
she explained. “[ fell in love with the peo-
ple whe were here. I was so impressed.
There's a statement that we use in the
chuich - ‘A church without a misston is a
dead church.™

Holy Cross, ohserved Rev. Henry, is
very much alive, She said the congregetion
is heavily invalved with the Crossronds
Soup Kilchen in Detroit and several other
mission putreach programs, She said one
parishioner is even studying to be a nurse
in order 1o better serve the church’s med-
ical mission work in Haiti. R

Rey. Henry comes te Novi with her hus-
band. the Rev. John W. Henry I, who is
also an ordained Episcopal priest, and
joins the Rev. Frederic Brunsun,‘whn has
agreed to stay on as a part-time priest.

“Ail it did was make my daughter
more determined to pay aiention,”
says Robbie Blum, mother of Marla
and Rachel Blum, 14. “It didn't
change her desire 1o be doing tas
kwon da or my husband’s destre for
them to be doing it.”

The Thornton, Colo., family
began taking tae kwon do almost
three years ago so that the giris
coild protect themselves. The par-
ents were concemned about child
zbduciors and rapists, who often

prey on young girls,

While Rachel says she likes the
sport mosty because it's both a
sport and an art — “It offers so
many different things” — she says
she likes feeling safer, too.

“The things ebeut child abduc-
tions are pretty scary,” she says, “I
think, knowing what I know now, I
would have a better chance if any-
one ever tried to attack me The
fiest thing her instructor tells stu-
dents to do, i possible, is run, she
added,

Martial arts-relaled injuries are
few relative to other sporis injuries
he sees, says Dr. Keith Battan, a
Children's Hospital emergency
physician. Anything that requires a
helmet is more dangerous, and
other popular youth sports _ foot-
ball, soccer, hockey _ produce more
emergency-room patients than mar-
tial arts do, he says.

Nearly 6 million Americans,
most 17 or younger, practice a mar-
tial art, according to the Sporting
Goods Manufacturers Association,

The Consumer Federation of
America Foundation, a nen-profit’
research and education organization
focnsed on child heaith and safety,
does not condone the discipline” for
children because it's scored based
ot hits and can lead to eye and head
injuries. The American Academy of
Pediatrics has discouraged boxing
for children for the same reasons.

But if parents want to enroll kids
in a program, they should look for

Many children have
some visual problem -
that may thwart their
academic work

Two years ago Brion Lozano-
was fniling second grade. The
Moreno Vailey, Calil.,, youngsier
had trouble reading and com-
phained thai his eyes slung a lol.

Brian's mother, Lidin, took
him to a  primary-care
oplometnisl. A traditional wall-
chart eye test determined Brian
had normal distance vision. Still,
he had (o strain to sse clearly
close up.

Brian was prescribed glasses
to “relwx” his eyes. Yet his nca-
demic  struggles  continued
despite  developmentad  tesis
showing he was reading at a
third-grade level,

“It was just hard to concen-
trate,” recalls Brian, now Ll.
“Having bad grades wus so frus-
trating.”

Brian's predicament illustries
en all-too-caunon plight: More
thar 12.1 million American kids
—onein four stedents and one in
20 pre-schoolers — have some
formn of vision preblem that may
thwarl their academic success,
agcording to Prevent Blindness
America, u leading eve healih
and safety organization. :

Common  children'’s  vision
problems include  sirabismus
(erossed or "wandering” eyes)
and amblycpia (“lazy eye™), a
brain dysfunction that causes
blucry vision in onc eye.

Early detection and correction
is eritical, because 8) percent of
all learning s achieved visually
durlng ‘A child's st 12 yeurd::

_ What's more, vision problems .

can worsen if not detected and
treated,

As many as six in 10 children
diagnosed with learning <isabili-
ties have undetecied vision prob-
lemns causing much — if not all
~— of their academic angst.

“Good visunl skilis are imper-
alive for clussroom syccess,” says
Leslie Huscher, director of the
Big Springs Educational Therupy
Cenler and Schogl in Riverside,
Calif.

Children can have 20720 eye-
sight, meaning normal distance-
vision, and slill bave vision prob-
lems, says Huscher, & special-
education teacher for 18 years.

“There arc lons of different
visual skilis affecting how you
read and how you work,”
Huscher says. AL must be in
place Le develop reading skills. 1f
they aren't, leaming will be a
struggle, But that's only one sign
of an undetected vision problem,
she says.

The American Oplometric
Associalion ENcourges Compre-
hensive eye ckams at 6 months, 3
years, before entering \inder-
garten, then every two years
through age 18, Yet a survey by
the Vision Council of America:
found that ouly 6 percent of par-
ents realize vision problems can
lead 1o problems in school,
Consequendy, almost 80 percent
of pre-school-age children have
not had an eye exam.

Finding balance: Judo training teaches grappl ihg, respect for others

The founder’s son, Duke had led the
Knoxville, Tenn., company since 1960.
None of his three daughters worked
there, but many of the 65 workets had
been employed for decades.

Today, Holston Glass’ employees are
its owners.

Duke created a leveraged employee
stock ownership plun. The ESGP bought
the company by buying Duke's stock,
borrowing the money from a bank with
the company's guarantee, stock and other
ussets as collateral,

As the company repays the loan, the
lender releases stock into the ESOP,
which is allocated to eligible participants
in the plan,

Al a time when confidence in the mar-
ket is eroding, experts say employees are
increasingly taking stock in companies in
which they have confidence: their own.

Duke came close (o selling the compa-

ESOP,

The pam of employees who lost their
life: savings when their companies’ stock
price plummeted has been headline
news, Amnett said many successful
ESOPs are created in a way to avoid such

Fer one thing, shares in private compa-
nies aren’t subject to the “whims of Wall
Street” but instead are appraised and
audited annually by independent firms.

Sccondly, employee-owned companies
often have retirement saviags plans inde-
pendent of the ESOP.

So she went back to school at the
Southern  California  Institule  of
Architecture o carn @ master's depree
and do some research. Some of her ficld
work teck place in Los Angeles alleys,
where she found plenty of trash.

I kept finding molded sterco packag-
ing made out of cellulose,” she says. “Tt
was lighiweight, and it was beautiful.

She pauses, having had plenty of prac-
tice alking to skeptics.

“Imagine epg cartons,” she says. “If
you don's think they are beawtiful, spend
a little more time looking at them. You
have this really simple structural system
from very cheap materials — newspapers
and cardboard.”

Eventually Herdt put together a group
and mentored the developmem of new
building materizls made from recycled or
renewable sources.

Ther Herdt and Brown picked up their ivols to belp fn-

She means it Thcn she adds,
delightedly: "Of course, people who
are wine snobs think that's horrific.”

What Noble has done is laught peo-
ple acommon language for deseribing
wines.

If she didn't acivally invent the lan-
guage, she systematized terms people
were Using and crealed the Wine
Aroma Wheel as a handy guide.

Noble beligves in the consumer as
expent. The Wine Aroma Wheel and
the sensory trainings she pats her sto-
dents through aim to give peopls the
tools — and the words — they need 1o
decide for themsclves what makes a
good wine.

The wine aroma wheel is her best-
known accomplishment, and the easi-
est way lo get into what she's all
about. It's n flat plastic dise, with pie
stices in different cofors, Al the center
are general tenms -— vegetative, fruity,
ftoral, chemical. Thy 're braken down
inle 87 specific smeils at the edge,
from bluckbetry to bell pepper to wet
dog.

The paint is to get people thinking
about whal they're tasting in a wine,
about what they like — or hate.

Anyone can do it. She takes a bland
jug wine, pours a bit imo a dozen
plasses and adds a flavor to each: &
piece of bell pepper, a clove, squeeze
of orange, vanilla extracs, even canned
asparagus, In ber “toy chest,” Noble
collects things that can produce the
aromas of wines, for better or worse
— peach extract and ak chips, tunks
of dog fur and leather.

Once she's created the separate aro-
mas, she pours a glass of a varietal —

say, a typical fruity, coky Califomia -

Chardonnay — and has you compare
it to the samples. Bingo.

‘Whal you think of as oaky identifies

itself as vamilia. Taste a Sauvignen
Blanc and you'll tease out citrus and
something green.

All of a sudden, you can describe
your wine — ns if you'd iearned a for-
eign language. A typical class would
use some 60 smells 1o evaluate red
and while wines.

Noble loves those “Aha!” moments,

She made her students use descrip-
tive analysis instead < a revolution at
the time.

The Wine Arcma Wheel was an off-
shoot, and Noble didn’t do anything
with it mtil consumers started ¢lam-
oring for copies of it. In the last two
years alone, she's seni out an estimat-
ed 30,000 of the $6 wheels and it's
been wanslated inte 30 languages.

“My goa! is to make it obsolete,” she
says. “You don't need it because you can
do it on your own.”

Company unleashes corkscrew for a new generation of wine drinkers

It's safe 1o say that most winc-tovers think it a
noble and necessary cause: “to create the best
corkscrew ever made.”

Irdecd. Lucky for us the task was taken on in the
late 1990s by Charles Harari, product developer for
Trudeay, a 113-year-old iporter of “fancy goods”
tumned kitchenware supplier.

Harari hired industrial designer Claude Maufett,
analyzed more than 300 corkscrews and inter-
viewed hundreds of sommeliers, waiters and wine
connoisseurs. Three years and dozens of drafts and
models later, the wam introduced the Trulever

To be sure, the Trulever design makes

opening wine quite simple, and it can be

used cne-handed.

Corkscrew, touted by its makers as the latest and

. Ereatest tool of the trade in the world of wine.

“It’s no secrel that so many corkscrews on the
market today are simply reproductions and slight
variations of the automatic-lever technology that
was first introduced 20 years ago,” Harari said.

The Trulever “solves many design challenges
that other preducts on the marketplace have yet to
even address — like comlom, simplicity and design
agsthetic,” Harati said of his product, which was
awarded the gold medal at the Geneva International
Invention Show. '

Maufett designed the Trulever to be

paised on the mouth of a bottle, its lever
raised.

Tainted wines, decreased
supplies turn winemakers
against tradition

The cork aint problen is not new, but
winemakers have grown increasingly [rus-
trated with cork producers’ inability 1o solve
it.

Others. (race (he trouble to increased
demand for cork, prempted in part by large
producers such as Galle moving away from
serew caps. The heavy demand has pressured
suppliers inlo cffering inferior cork, they say.

Whatever the causc, no one disputes (hat
natural cork — stamped from the stripped
bark of the cork oak trec — is ruining an
ungeeeptable amount of good wine.

A: We source our while oak barrels from
Tennessee and Kentucky. So much of the color and
flavor in bourbon comes from the barrel, We roast
and char the oak to caramelize the wood sugars,
which give bourbon its beauty, a rich reddish-amber.
The tgasting also brings out the vanillin in the wood,
giving the bourbon a vanilia nose and a bit of smok-
iness.

Q: Elijah Craig, a Baptist preacher, is credited
with turning ont the first true bourbon in 1789, Why
would a Baptist preacher do a thing like that?

A: Very carefully. There are so many folklore sto-
ries about who really was the first person to create
bourbon, The real answer is that nobody really
