Wixom Police have narcowed
the field of suspects dewn 1o
“taree or four” suspeets, all from
Waync County, and e hoping
the promise of a $5,000 reward
from Ferest City Technologies
will shake loose some vital infor-

mation leading to the arrest and
conviction of Bames” killer.

Wixom Police Chiel Clurence
Goodline announced Dee. 27 that
the Wellington, Ohio-based aute
parts maker had posted the
reward,

Although Bames was charged
with camying a concealed weapon
by police in Madison Helghts in
August, Goodiine downplayed that
connection.

B Commission
decides to wait
on Seely
Sanctuary

Rather than risk 2 no vote
from the Novi Planning

Commission that would have

killed plans for a new house of
worship, Khanh Pham, a manag-
er with West Bloomfield’s Singh
Devetopment Company, opted to
try again another day.
‘Commission members voted
unanimously (o table the Singh™s

_request for preliminary site plan
" approval, along with wetland,

woodiand and special land use

-permits

for the  Seely
Sanctuary's 9.65-acre site on
13 Mile Road between M5 and
Meadowbrook Read after Pham
asked for “more time 1o come
back with a more sensitive
plan.”

It was a decision that will
likely cost the mombers of the
Seely Sancluary 60 days of the
COIMpany censtruction season.

. Commissicn members
focused heavily on a proposed
7,200-square-foot  administra.
tion bujlding that the Indian reli-
glous community has o imme-

- diate plans to bujld, “There's

only so much money for con-
struction,” Pham explained.

He said the Sarctuary, which
15 'a predominantly Indian uni-
tarian-like religious community
with elements of Hinduism and
Buddism, wants to build a
29,000-square-foot house of

worship with seating for 800
people. Pham said the communi-
ty’s plans cali for the eventual
construction of an administra-
tion building with classrooms on
the western edge of their site.

Commiission chairman
Antonia Nagy complained (here
were “too many variances for
me to support this.”

Pham countered that the vari-
ance and waiver requests in
Seely Sanctuary’s application
were the result of trying 10
accommodate planning staff’s
wishes or the result of earlier
planning commission actions.
He noted, for example, that the
locations of earlier church and
subdivision entrances approved
by city planners on the north
side of 13 Mile Road made it
impossible to meet the citys
400-foot spacing requirement
for opposite side driveways.

Commissioner Tim Shroyer
said he thought the design for
the sanctuary was “great” but he
was concerned about plans that

-show parking in front of the

factlily, which is prohibited by
city code. Pham noted there is
parking in front of the pearby
Brightmoor Church,

Several commission members
said they were concerned about
increased traffic impacts, but
just two weeks, earlier the com-
mission voted to epprove pre-

. liminary plans for 60-acres resi-

dential behind Brightmoor.

Following the commissicn
meeting, Pham said- he was
“frustrated.”

Booming asbestos litigation a major
threat to Michigan small businesses

The big business of asbestos litigation is
encroaching wpon the liveliheod of
Michigan's small businesses.

Small companies with as few as 20
employees or less are finding themselves
mired in this unending legal morass. The
process is 5o broken and uriwicldy that
those individuals who
have contragted illnesses
through asbesios expo-
sure are not being helped,
Instead, funds are being
parceled out 1 anyone
who has ever been
exposed 1o asbestos in
any way - regardless of
whether or not they are
sick.

The majority of ihe
people  filing  claims
againsl asbestos manu-
facturers are  cntirely
healthy. They may or may
not have been exposed to
asbestes, yet Lhey show
no evidence of asbestos-
related diseases. They are
Joining suits 1o hedge
against pessible future ill-
nesses that may not be covered due to
statutes of lirnitations. The result has been
a glut of filings, more than 200,000 cases
pending 1oday, leading to a depletion of
funds set aside to deal with truly sick indi-
viduoals, In short, sick people are not get-
ting the level of help they need and healthy
peaple are receiving benefits with no guar-

antee of fulure assistance if they get sick
later.

The avalanche of asbestos litigation has
forced more than 50 companies inte bank-
ruptey, 14 of them in the last 24 months.
They simply cannot withstand the crushing
financial burden. That means new sources
of revenue are being
sought. to maintain the
spicket of funds to cary
& growing load of finan-
cial elaims.

With the pool of big
corporate targets “drying
up” smaller firms are now
under siege. They have
been targeted as peripher-
al participants in this
unending legal saga.

Small business owners
can’t afford armies of
lawyers. In general, their
insurance covergge
couldn’t handle the loss
of a major lawsuit. Many
simply elect to pay a
totzlly unmerited sertle-
menl rather than risk los-
ing a large-scale lawsuil
atid going bankript. But still, there have
been casualties and the list is growing.

- Many of the asbestos lawsuits are
“inventory claims” — filed on behalf of
bundreds or even thousands of
claimants. These claims often izciude only
a handful of truly sick zsbestos victims.
I's kard to faull someone exposed to

asbestos who, although currently healthy,
does not want to be shut out by statutes of
limitaticns. Yei how do we deal with the
apporiunists whe may or may net have
been exposed, but hop on for the ride in
hopes of some extra cash?

Sadly, the current mess means that thou-
sands of asbestos-disease victims and their
survivors are being victimized again. They
are collecting oxnly a fraction of the seitle-
menls awarded becausce the system cannot
handle the excessive load created by
healthy claimants.

Not once, but twice the Supreme Court
of the United States has condemned the
asbestos litigation quagmire as a problem
that is beyond repair by the judicial sys-
tem. The Supreme Court has strongly
urged that Congress pass legislation seiting
up a system outside the couris lo apply
medical criteria to each claim and screen
out the claims of people who are clearly
not suffering from asbestos discases.

Hopetully Congress will act soon 1o cre-
ate such a sysiem, An orderly system such

+4s this would restore order and fairness to

the asbestos claims process. It would glso
restore justice for those who are truly ill
gnd protect thousands of small businesses
from becoming the next victims of the
asbestos saga.
