With a unanimous vote, die long-
Ume Novi activist .-md prior yeai' 
president of die Novi Rotary Club 
earned die nod to replace fomier 
councilman ;md current Slate Rep. 
Craig DeRoche. 

But die decision did not come 
about without much controversy 
regarding die vodng process, pre­
conceived candidates and innuen­
does of gender discriminadon. 

The conh-oversy began before the 
appointment agenda item was called 
when Mayor Richard J. Clark asked 
members of council to mark dieir 
ballots so the vote would be tallied 
before die decision was requested 
during Monday's council meedng. 

Novi City (Touncilwoman Laura 

L.orenzo objected to die request and 
said assuming a ballot process is 
how the newest member would be 
appointed is presumptuous because 
she would like to see appoinmient 
by an open roll-call vote. 

Novi City Mayor Pro-Tern 
Michelle Bononi agreed, stadng 
there was nodiing in council guide­
lines stating a ballot process was 
required and further refencd to the 
prior appointment of fomier coun­
cilman Edward Kramer who was 
appointed by an open roll-call vote. 

After a lengthy discussion, mem­
bers decided to wait undl the agen­
da item wiis called. 

And when die time came, it took 

diree motions to make tlie Sanghvi 
announcement. 

The first niodon put on die table 
by Lorenzo was to appoint Planning 
Commission Chair Toni Nagy iind 
tally widi a roll-cidi vote, 

Tlie modon failed 2-to-4 witli the 
dissenters being Lorenzo and 
Bononi. 

Tlie second motion placed on the 
table by Lorenzo was to appoint 
anyone to council with a roll-call 
vote.

A n employee of a local business 
was killed Dec. 30 while working 
on a construcdon project for the 
company. 

William Amolsch, 43, died after 
a hole in which he was standing col­
lapsed around him. 

Lt. Mike Sutton of the Oakland 
County Sheriff Department's 
Highland substation said die acci­
dent occuned at around 3:30 p.m. 
HesaidAmolschand odier employ­
ees of Aqua Marine Pool and Spa. 
located on M-59 west of Hickory 
l^dge Road, - were woddng on a 
ptoject for the business at die time. 

"They were doing some on-site 
construction," Sutton said. 

He said die workers were setting 
a 4-foot drainage pipe into an 
approximately 10-15 feet deep 
hole. Sutton said Amolsch got into 
tlie hole to remove a chain diat had 
been around die pipe. 

"At diat point diere was a cave-in 
and he was buried," Sutton said. 

Police and die Highland 
Township Fire Department were 
called and, while waiting for help to 
arrive, co-woiicers and odier citi­
zens attempted to dig Amolsch out. 
He was eventually removed by die 
fire department and pronounced 
dead at die scene. 

Sutton said he wasn't aware of 

any odier constmction related fatal­
ities in die township last year. He 
also said die pool building company 
had die proper equipment for the 
construction die workers were 
doing. 

Amolsch is survived by a wife 
and five children. A fund for die 
family has been set up diIough die 
Fifdi Third Bank in Highland. For

The Novi Planning 
Commission's decision not to 
decide left a manager for Singh 
Development (Company "floun­
dering" at its Dec. IS meeting 

If commission raemliers had 
voted yes or no o n Singh's 
request for preliminary site plan 
approval for Phase Two of die 
company's Waltonwood at 12 
Oaks project, Khanh Pham could 
have gone to the Zoning Board of 
Appeals (ZBA) arid City 
Commission. However the zoning 
board's decision to table the 
request put Pham into develop­
ment limbo imUl at least the zon­
ing board's Jan. 8 meeting. 

Tha t meant Pham could not 
present Shigh's case to the iZBA 
for the four variances Uie compa­
ny needs to complete d ie project, 

The company could move for­
ward wiUi its exisOng plans for a 
l lO-un i t facility, but Pham told 
commission members that shice 
completing the 141 uni ts in 
Phase One, Singh's designers • 
have concluded there were 
design errors in the project's sec­
ond phase. 

A s a result, designers reorient­
ed the building and cut the num­
ber of units from 110 to 80. That, 
however, increased the building 
size by 11,000 square feet lead­
ing commission member T i m 
Shroyer to opine, "1 feel the prop­
erty is overbuilt." 

Pham noted that if his compa­
ny hadn't put In a circuladon 
drive at die planning commis­
sion's request as part o f Phase 
One, there would be no need to 
seek any variances for Phase 

Two. He added the changes 
Singh is seeking for Ule project 
would Improve access for the 
least mobile residents of the 
assisted living facility. 

Commission member Lynne 
Paul said she was concerned that 
Waltonwood's Phase Two plaIis 
call for a four-foot variance fkim 
the 50-foot exterior side yard set­
back requirement. 

While Shroyer pointed out that 
the need for dlat variance could 
be eliminated by triIIiming four 
parking spaces from the plan. 
Pham said the spaces were need­
ed to provide adquate access to ' 
the building for residents and 
their families. 

He added that in order to meet 
the city's requirement for paving 
no more than 30 percent of the 
13.41-acre site, his firm, would 
have to eliminate seven parking 
spaces from the plan. 

Pham told commission mem­
bers that one of die reasons for 
re-orienUng Phase Two of the 
project was to better define the 
main entrances to the project. He 
said designs were concerned that 
putting the main entrance to 
Phase One and Two might make 
things confushig for Emergency 
Medical Services crews. 

"I l ike the intent of die project," 
said Shroyer. "However, there 
appear to be quite a few concerns 
and 1 don't want to send a no rec-
ommendaUon to city council." 

.An attempt to send the project 
to city council wiUi a yes recom­
mendation failed with only David 
Ruyle, T im Sprague and David 
Avdoulos suppordng it. 

Pham said the delay could be 
costly since, "good construcdon 
crews are hard to come by out 
ti l ls way."

She said she has nodiing against 
Sanghvi, she just fell Nagy was 
more qualified, but under die cir­
cumstances felt she would give 
Sanghvi die benefit of die doubt. 

During the meeting, a seeming­
ly frustrated Lorenzo said her rea-
.son for pushing an open vote was 
lo not only foster an open fonn of 
government, but also because she 
said dierc were rumors in the com-
muniiy saying a woman would 
never be elected and there were 
behind-the-scenes tailcs o f a pre­
conceived choice of the winner. 

Clark adamandy disclaimed any 
rumors of gender discrimination 
and cited the city's history of 
female mayors as proof women are 
welcomed in Novi political posi­
tions. 

He funlier staled he had no 
problem with die clerk reading the 
votes on die record and said ballot 
voung was die usual process of 
appointment, 
. Agreeing with Clark was Novi 

City Councilman K i m Capello 
saying he fell the ballot process 
was created to avoid embarrass­
ment to volunteers of the commu­
nity coming fordi by having coun-

downfalls or by revealing names of 
those volunteers not being consid­
ered al all. 

"As the mayor says, read our 
names.

Michigan homeowners w i l l 
have an easier time receiving 
homestead exemption refunds 
under legislation signed into law 
today by the governor. 

Public Act 624 of 2002, intro­
duced by state Rep. Nancy 
Cassis, allows Michigan taxpay­
ers to appeal to their local board 
of review for a homestead 
exemption refund for up to three 
previous years due to filing 
errors. 

Under the old law; taxpayers 
could only appeal to a review 
board for a current year exemp­
tion and the previous yean The 
stale, on the other hand, collects 
money owed by the taxpayer as a 
result of an improperiy claimed 
exemption for up to three previ­

ous years. The new Cassis law 
puts the stale and the taxpayer on 
equal footing. 

"As someone who has fought 
hard lor fairness and equity in 
our lax system, today's bill sign­
ing is the best way I can think o f 
to end my slate House tenure and 
move to the Senate," said Cassis, 
chair of the House Tax Policy 
Committee. "It's an exclamation 
point on a productive and deeply 
satisfying chapter of my legisla­
tive career," 

Cassis introduced the legisla­
tion, formally known as House 
Bi l l 5743, after Milford Township 
Treasurer Cynthia Dagenhardt 
came to her with the issue, 
Dagenhardt testified in commit­
tee on the need for the bill . 

Cassis said the new law should 
be known as "Cindy's Law" in 
honor of Dagenhardt. 

"This common-sense reform 
measure is a testament to Cynthia 
Dagenhardt's hard work and ini­
tiative," said Cassis, R -Nov i . 
"The state currently goes back 
three years lo collect from tax­
payers, and Ihere is no reason 
why Micliigan residents should­
n't be able to do the same." 

Cassis said taxpayers may 
inadvertently pay too much in 
tjixes i f they are not aware of lhe 
requirement to file a homestead 
exemption. The lawmaker said i f 
people are due a refund from the 
last three years, they should have 
the convenience of appealing 
locally.

Dear Andrew Mutch, 
1 have a few comments in response to your 

letter to Ihe Novi News. I've seen you in 
action at many meetings and know how you 
protect and defend your Master Plan. J do not 
know how or i f this Master Plan directly 
affects you, but it does directly affect me. 

We purchased our home in 1987 at Thirteen 
Mile and Haggerty Road; a ranch house on 
two acres on a dirt road. It is no longer zoned 
residential and we now have five paved lanes 
in front our home. On the surface, this may 
seem a windfall to some. The truth is, our 
property is of little value to prospective buy­
ers. 

It is well known among commercial real 
estate companies, developers and builders 
that the Planning Commission in Novi has a 
reputation of being very unreasonable and 
hard to deal with. Your Master Plan limits the 
pool of potential purchasers. Since we have 
only two acres, we do not fit into the vast 
acreage sites that have developed around us. 
Since your zoning restrictions require 50' set­
backs, our property, with a frontage of 164', 
limits a building to only 64' in width. Since 
your Master Plan allows for offices and not 
commercial development, wc have turned 
down offers from a drug store, day care cen-' 
ler and restaurant. A l l of these businesses 
would have provided useful goods and servic­
es to O S T employees, conveniently located. 
These are also the same type of businesses 
who would be interested in purchasing small 
land parcels like ours. 

Wc watched as you fiercely defended your 
Master Plan and denied the request for a 
beautiful restaurant development at Twelve 
Mile and Haggerty. Your argument was that 
all these office people would then be forced to 
drive into the new, imitation "downtown" to 
eat. I understand your motive, as it appears 
this new "downtown" is a commercial failure. 
Your Master Plan does not provide for goods 
and services which would be valuable and 
convenient to the 30,000 employees located 
in this new OST zoning. You made it perfect­
ly clear at that meeting that you were uncon­
cerned wid l kaffic congestion caused by that 
many people fiooding into one confined area 
primarily at the same time - lunch hour and 

after work at 5:00. Most people wil l seek the 
path of least resistance, so your theory that 
you wil l force people into a congested area 
with limited parking is not a reality. You 
appeared stubborn and unwilling to even view 
this area with any other proposals that did not 
comply with your vision of boxing everything 
into distinct and separate definitions. Many 
decisions require more common sense and 
logic and less Master Plan. 

The Master Plan that was in effect back in 
1987 when we purchased our home made us 
feel secure in buying and settling down here. 
That has all drastically changed, which is 
understandable as Novi has grown over the 
years. Master Plans should be considered as 
an overall general plan, not rigid and inflexi­
ble as different needs .vise. As every other 
mile road corner allows for commercial 
development, we would be able to sell our 
property i f Novi would make exceptions for 
us as individuals directly affected by a Master 
Plan that allows for nothing but large office 
complexes, impossible to do on only two 
acres. Our square peg docs not fit into the 
round hole your Master Plan has created. 

So here we sit: surrounded by construction 
and unable to sell. The peace and quiet of liv­
ing in what once was our "country home" is 
long gone. Our driveway, which was once 
level with Thirteen M i l e Road, has become a 
ski slope for our vehicles. Instead of our little 
dirt road, we now wait and wait trying to get 
out of our driveway onto Thirteen Mile . 

Your wonderful Master Plan has left us in 
an undesirable predicament and the Powers 
That Be in our ciiy could care less aboui ihe 
situation they have left us in. Even minor 
decisions about whether to paint and replace 
the carpeting is a dilemma. Do wc invest 
more money into our house which may be 
torn down i n a year - or wil l it be five years? 

Hopefully, our personal experience, a direct 
result of your U'easured Master Plan, wi l l help 
you remove your blinders and see this situa-
fion from another perspective. Not everything 
is black and white, and the Master Plan 
should allow for some gray areas.

The Internal Revenue Service 
reminds taxpayers thai ihey may 
be able to use iheir gifts to lax-
exeiiipt charitable and religious 
groups to reduce their taxes. 

"Taxpayers also need to keep 
H in mind sonic simple .steps to 
• make sure they get appropriate 
H benefits for iheir donations. In 
H particular, there are some inipor-
• tant guidelines I'or donaling used 
H cars and other property, sucli as 

slocks and bonds," said Michigan 
IRS spokeswoman Surah 
Wreford. 

"We want people lo be focused 
on helping worthy groups rather 
lhan worrying aboul lax issues," 
she added. "A few simple slops 
can help avoid tax headaches." 

The lax benefit for cbaritahlc 
contribulions is only avaihiblc for 
taxpayers who itemize deductions 
- about one-ihird of all filers. 
Those who iake a standard 
deduction receive no additional 

1 lax benefit for their contributions. 
In 1999, the last year for which 

complete data is available, about 
.35.5 million taxpayers made 
deductible charitable contribu­
tions totaling nearly $125.8 bil­
lion. Of these gifts, nearly $88.3 
billion were cash donations. 

"Only contributions actually 
made during the tax year are 
deduCtible. For example, if you 
pledged $500 in September bul 
paid the charity only $200 by 
Dec. 31, your 2002 deduction 

(would be $200," Wreford said. 
"You include credit card charges 
and payments by check in the 
year they are given to the charity, 
even though you may not pay the 
credit card bill or have your bank 
account debited until the next 
year." 

Donations of .slock or other 
property are usually valued at the 
fair market value of the property. 
For stocks and bonds with an 
active market, ihe fair market 
value is the average price 
between highest and lowest sell--
ing price on the valuation date. 

Figuring the value of other per­
sonal property can be more com­
plicated. For example, determin­
ing the value of a donated used 
car requires weighing several fac­
tors. Some car donation program 
operators have mistakenly sug­
gested that donors can take the 
full value listed in an established 
used car-pricing guide as a 
deduction. 

Wreford said that the tax law, 
however, allows a deduction for 
only the fair market value of the 

. car. Fair market value lakes into 
account not only ihe year, the 
model and the mileage of tiie car, 
but also the local market and the 
vehicle's condition. As a result, 
ihe fair market value of the tax­
payer's car may be substantially 
different than ihe average price 
listed in an established used car 
guide. 

"I also want to remind taxpay­
ers to keep appropriate records to 
substantiate the value of their 
gifts," said Wreford. "For exam­
ple, for any single gift of $250 or 
more, a taxpayer must have a 
written acknowledgement from 
the charity by the earlier of ihe 
daie the person files the tax 
return or the filing deadline, 
including extensions. A person 
donating property valued at more 
than $5,(XX) must obtain a quali­
fied written appraisal." 

Taxpayers can find help 
regarding the donations they 
make in IRS Publication 526, 
"Charitable Contribulions." 

A second reference, IRS 
Publication 561, "Determining 
the Value of Donated Property," 
answers mliny of ihe questions 
that donors have when thcy make 
noncash contributions.

"For this tiook we wanted to 
have complete artistic control on 
it," Sams said. "We printed 
20,000 books and every cent we 
had was in this project. Our 
friends thought we were com­
pletely crazy. We went up to 
Northern Michigan and we hand 
carried the books to book stores 
because we didn't have any dis­
tributors or anything like that. We 
never published anything before, 
but we decided tliat every book 

that we sold, a dollar would go to 
the Grand Traverse Land 
Conservancy and the Little 
Traverse Nature Conservancy up 
in Traverse City and the-Harbor 
Springs area." 

According to Sams, a few 
weeks after the book's release, 
different media outlets started to 
inquire about it. He started 
appearing on local television and 
radio stations in Traverse City and 
soon the book was huge. 

"People started going into 
Borders and Barries and Noble 
looking for this book, so two 
Rochester Hills stores called me 
and said they wanted to buy the 
book," he said. "I told them they 
couldn't have it because we were 
raising money for children, but I 
started to think that this wasn't a 
good thing to say because those 
are the two top sellers in the 
world. I told them that if they 
matched us for Wishes For Kids 
between then and Christmas, I 
would let them carry the book." 

Five days later both stores 
called, got to carry the book and 
in a four-week period, over 
$8,000 was raised for Wishes For 
Kids. Since then, over $50,000 
has been raised for Wishes For 
Kids Nature Conservancy, and 
Sams believes that it's only a mat­
ter of time before the rest of the 
country finds out about the book. 

This type of success is basical­
ly unheard of for a self-published 
book, said Sams. 

"The story in the book takes 
place at Kensington Park. We 
.spent 18 years with the same fam­
ily of deer and we took over 
60,000 pictures of them, so we 
had to eliminate many." 

The movie, based on Sams' and 
Stoick's book, blends live video 
footage with original footage with 
original music. It was one of four 
finalists in the 2002 Wildscrcen 
Panda Awards in Bristol, England. 
The movie competed with films 
from the B B C , Discovery and 
Japanese Television for the best in 

children's programming. 
The soundtrack includes a read-

along, and all of the original 
music was written especially for 
the movie by Laura and Robert 
Sams. B A M Studios in Chicago 
did the final mix on the music and 
Brian Reed, musician and owner, 
felt some of the songs were 
Grammy level. 

Sams and Stoick are currently 
in negotiations with several for­
eign publishers who are interested 
m pi'inting "Stranger in the 
Woods" in languages like 
Chinese, German, Japanese and 
Korean, just to name a few.

Somefimes I'm just amazed at 
tlie sheer number of sports played 
at the surrounding high schools in 
this area.

F o o d F o r T h o u g h t

Wilh the New Year many of us 
indulged in foods not so healthful. 
Given Ihe choice of a steamed 
chicken hreasi wilh vegetables or 
buffalo wings wilh blue cheese 
dressing for dipping, most would 
choose Ihc latter. 'Tasiy goodies" 
have similar characlerislics: good 
iasic, texture, smell, color and vari-
ely. These desirable aspects arc 
associated wilh undesirable ingrc-
dienls - namely fal (usually salu-
raled), sodium and refined sugars. 
Straight subsiiiutions are not usu­
ally possible but there are ways to 
create more nuirilional meals. 
Many fiavorfiil and versalile ingre-
dienis can go a long way lo liven 
up what may be considered dull 
food. 

I have some suggoslions for 
ingredieiil subsiiiutions. The more 
you use them the easier il wi l l 
become. Be open minded and fiex-
iblc. Sail can be elimiiialed wilh 
the use of herbs, spices, and other 
fiavor enhancers. Lemon, lime or 
orange juice or zest, wine, balsam­
ic vinegar, garlic, low-sodium soy 
sauce, garlic, onions, mild to hot 
peppers and sharp grated cheeses 
arc examples. Substitutes for butter 
include different oils (olive, 
canola, peanut, sesame), lo use for 
sautding. Stan wilh a bit of oil in a 
hot pan and brown food quickly. 
Finish wilh defatted chicken stock, 
wine, beer, or vinaigictic. 
Vegclable juices arc also a possi­
bility Use just enough to keep the 
food from sticking. Canola oil can 
usually be substiluted for butler or 
lard in baking. 

Instead of using whole eggs, use 

two whites for one whole. 
Cmmblc lofu into whites to fortify 
and extend ihcm when frying. It is 
more economical lo cnick eggs 
and disciu'd die yolks lhan buying 
commercial producis such as 
Eggbeaicrs. More important, there 
arc no additives. 

Use low-fat, low-sodium import 
cheeses or Vcuiclies that are sharp 
in flavor such as pamiesan, asiago 
and Cheddar. Finely grate and use 
sparingly. Instead of cream in 
soups, thicken with a starchy veg­
clable such as potato or parsnip, 
then puree. Or add yogurt blended 
with flour, two teaspoons per cup, 
or flavor with wine or sherry. 
Vegetable purees are excellent sub­
stitutes for cream sauces, as in 
skim milk blended wilh ricotta 
cheese. Texture is important, so the 
use of toasted seeds (sesame, 
poppy, sunflower, pumpkin), gra-
nola, and water chestnuts add fla­
vor and crunch without the fal. 

Cooking methods used are also 
important. Steam, bake, grill, or 
poach, versus frying and saulding. 
Choose lean meats and fish. Trim 
all visible fat. Marinate to tender­
ize and increase flavor. Now thai 
we have cooked our food properly, 
sauces and condiments to enhance 
die flavor are in order. Fresh or 
dried fruit puree? may be used for 
syrups, mixed with yogurt or ricot­
ta as a spread. Use olive oil on 
bread instead of butter, or puree 
sauieed mushrooms, roasted pep­
pers, or stewed tomatoes and whip 
in a small amount of oil or ricotta 
to make more sprcadable. 

Drain no-fat yogurt overnight to

M y wife compared them to 
Blink 182 the second 1 put on 
the C D and flipped the speak­
ers on.
