As state Senator Nancy Cassis exainines 
her goals, the economy and how it is affect­
ing Michigan, the stale's budget remains 
foreiTiost in her mind. 

Though a new senator, she has clout built 
up from eight years as a stale representative 
serving on prominent committees. Only 
seven senators are incumbents, and her expe­
rience in the House has landed her on sever­
al important committees. In her coming 
term, she will be one of the most sought-
after people in Lansing — people seeking 
answers and solutions, and of course, votes 
in the Senate. 

Last week held great ceremony as she pre­
pared to take her seat on the llobr of the 
Senate for the first time. Before business 
hours, staff, friends and family gathered in 
her new offices in Lansing's Farnum 

Building, the suite's broad windows offering 
a nearby view of the steps, pillars and dome 
of the slate Capitol. Cassis' granddaughter 
cut teeth on the Senator's desk phone cord, 
as Cassis wrapped her anns around the child 
and spoke with constituents.

"It's so exciting. I'm going to pinch you," 
Pam Sass of Novi told Cassis. 

"I didn't think it would be as exciting as 
when I was first elected, but it is," Cassis 
responded. 

Cassis was not alone in her excitement. 
Senators from throughout the state filled the 
floor and balcony of the Senate with friends 
and i'amily, and general rules of the floor 
were set aside. 

Cameras flashed and guests became 
caught up in the ceremony among the ornate 
walls iind the glass ceiling tiles showing 

emblems of eacii state of America. The room 
was so packed that coid air bicw from the 
vents aiong llie walls to cool the onlookers 
and journalists gathered at the event.

The 7 p.m. event brought 
together residents, members of die 
business and religious communi­
ties and prominent politicians for 
an evening' looking forward to 
20O3 and celebrating die accom­
plishments of the past year 
despite die shadow of 
difficult times in 
America. 

"Even widi a 
down economy, we 
did pretty good," said 
Novi Mayor Richard J. 
Clark, looking back on a 
successful 2002 for the city.

The Novi Police Department 
received unanimous approval to 
hire three new officers in 2003 
by members of the city council 
late last year. 

The approval to hire will cost 
Novi $112,000 from the budget-
e(l amount of 5137,000. 

The budgeted amount of 
3137,000 was originally allocat­
ed as the match lo a COPS 
Universal Hiring grant allowing 
the city to hire additional offi­
cers in 2002. 

After the city received notifi­
cation Novi's grant application 
was turned down, the alternate 
plan to use the match funds for 
hiring the three new officers in 
2003 was adopted. 

Two additional applicants are 
currently in the police depart­
ment's hiring process and if fur­
ther checks and examines yield 
positive results, their names will 
be announced by the end of the 
month. 

Jeremy .Sleiiipien is (he depait-
nieiil's freshest face coinini; lo the 
city aher workinj; iwo-and-ii-half 
years as a patrol ol'llccr for the 
Ci ly of Detroit Police 
Department. 

-Steiiipien worked for Ihe 1st 
Precinct Gaming Operations, han­
dling police runs for Ihe city s 
casinos, 

"Il provided gtxid cxpeneiice. 
and 1 think it lurned me into a 
well-rounded olTiccr," -Sloiiipicii 
said. "Instead of lieing,iusl hacked 
up with runs all nighi, il gave me 
more coiiiniunily policing experi­
ence." 

Novi Police Dcparlnieni l.t. 
Tim McNamara said one of Ihe 
reasons the depiirlnicnl w;is 
atlracled lo .Slempien is his expe­
rience showing he is cap;ihlc of 
taking on many roles, including 
community policing.

The reward for inforiiiation 
leading lo the killer of Eric 
Darnell Barnes lias been 
bumped up a grand, and \VL\oni 
police think they're close lo put­
ting a name lo tlie 21-year-old 
Detroiter's murderer. 

"We have some real stronij sus­
pects," offered Wi.xom Police 
Detective J im Osborne. 

l.ate Jan, 9 a team of 10 oi'li-
cers from Ihe West Oakland 
County Majoi; Crimes Task 
Force, along with a half dozen 
Detroit police, conducted a raid 
m DeU-oit and arrested a 28-
year-old Delroil man on o i i l -
slanding misdemeanor wanunls 
and a 26-year-old Deti-olt woman 
on a felony warrant. 

Osborne said aller queslioii-
Ing, Jukinda Griffin was turned 
over lb Detroit Police on an o i i l -
s landing felony warrant for 
arson. Kevin Leon Russell was 
released to his lawyer. Russell 
was being sought by jxilicc in 
DeU-oit on a disorderly conduct 
warrant and by Hamtraiiiick 
police on a contempt of court 
warrant. 

Barnes was found dead in his 
car in tlie parking lot of Forest 
City Tecluiologies from a single 
gunshot to the head Dec 17. His 
dinner was still warm. 

I l ie dead man's employer, a 
Wellington, Ohio-based auto 
IJaris maker, offered a $5,000 
reward for information leading lo 
Uie airesl and conWclion of his 
killer Dec. 27. Crime Stoppers, 
said Osborne, boosted lhal by 
$1,000 Jan. 6. 

"We've gotten a lot of calls," 
said Osborne, "Unfortunately, 
none of them have been sUxite-
gic." However, he added, "We 
liai'c a susped. The pieces arc 
falling together, we Just need 
more before wc can go lo llie 
prosecuting attorney." 

According lo Osborne, investi­
gator's prime suspect, "knows 
lie's a suspect; lie feels the heat." 
Invesligators are hoping the 
increased rewarti will turn up the 
heal that much more. 'There is a 
hisiory here." said O.sborne, 
(iecliiiing lo eiaiiorale. 

Ill Ihe hours following the dis-
coveiy of Barnes' body, deteclives 
assigned to the West Oakland 
County Major Crimes Task Force 
fanned out along Wixom Road 
galliering videotapes from busi­
nesses with sur\'eillarice systems 
between Pontkir Trail and die 
expressway, hoping lo cnlcli a 
glimpse of a vehicle lha l could be 
tied lo a suspect. Osborne said 
he's even conlacled NASA in 
hopes l h a l satellite imagery 
might be available. "It's a long 
shol," he conceded, "bul it's 

wortli a tiy." 
Osborne saiti he's even had a 

local psychic stop by llie WLxoni 
Police Department lo offer her 
services. He added tl ial investi­
gators had discovered l h a l 
anotlier psychic in Detroit had 
recently told Barnes that "he 
would be killed and that he 
would nol see Uie holidays." 

In the weeks since Barnes 
death, tlie Investigative team has 
dwindled from 24 lo eight offi­
cers. Osborne said that's in part 
because llie suiToundiiig com­
munities have cases of tlieir own 
lo be investigated and in pai1 
because nol as many detectives 
are needed now. 

"We have very high hopes of 
solving tills case," he said. "We've 
done a lot of polygraphs. Tlie 
people we thought would pass 
die polygraph did and llie people 
we l l iougl i l would nol did not."

Necci said the firm also is look­
ing lo bid on Warren's plans to 
replaccjts aging cily iiall building 
on Van Dyke with a new City 
Hall/Library complex in the next 

three years. Necci iiiilial plans call 
for liie new facility lo be buill 
beliiiid Ihe existing one, followed 
by Ihe dcmolilion of llie old cily 
hall. 

That iiicanl the existing World 
War II, Korean and Vietnam 
meiiiorials on cily hall grounds 
had lo find new homes. 

Warren city ofilcials decided to 
move the small meiiiorials lo 
Veterans Memorial Park at the 
comer of Campbell and Martin 
roads. The p;iik has been there for 
years bul it lijid no actual veleran's 
memorial. 

Now il wil l have a 75-square-
fool space enclosed by trees and a 
low wall. Inside, along with the 
three city hall memorials, there 
will be plaques honoring Ihe five 
branches of the iiiililary, tliicc 4.'>-
fool Hag poles, a remembrance 
plaque for the victims of 9/11 and 
a palli p;ived with engraved bricks. 

Pew said it w.is a challenge 
working with llic conimillee of 
Warren veterans groups, tiying lo 
meld all Iheir ideas and desires 
inlo a whole. Still, he said, "these 
guys were a great pleasure to work 
with." 

While nol a veteran himself. 
Pew said, " M y grandfather served 
in Korea; my great grandfather 
served in World War 11; 1 had an 
uncle in Vietnam, a cousin in 
Desert Storm and another cousin 
who may be going to Iraq." 

He said he started out with five 
concepts, and even after the veter­
ans coniniitlee setUed bn one, "wc 
revised it five limes" One of the • 
problems was that one of the 
memorials al Wanen Cily Hall 

was a locust tree with a conimem-
oralive marker beside it. 

"We could have moved llhe 
ireel bul il would have cosl a for­
tune and the Irce probably would 
have died," he said. So instead 
they'll plain several new locust 
trees at the new site. Another prob­
lem was the World War II memo­
rial was a plaque on a masonry 
wall. That will have to be recreat­
ed. 

A l l in all, said Pew, "it really 
came together." He said Warren 
residents will now have a space for 
veterans remembrances as well as 
a place where people can sit and 
fiiink. 

Necci noted that J C K ' s archi­
tectural department was an out­
growth of the finn's work with 
Novi's building and planning 
dcpartnieiil. However, he added 
most Novi residenis have no idea 
llie finn does architectural work 
since it did no work inside the cily 
lo avoid confiicl of interest issues. 

However, with recent mo.ves by 
Novi city officials to spread its 
work lo a broader circle of outside 
contractors, Necci .said die depart­
ment has gained importance in Ihe 
fimi. 

Warren city officials have 
formed a committee lo raise die 
estimated $130,000 it wil l take to 
complete Pew's design. 

"it's going to be great to see all 
those vets oul there," said Pew.

T H E O P T I O N S 

There has been considerable interest voiced in 
expanding the full-day kindergarten program 
beyond that which is currently offered solely at 
Deerlield Elementary. Because ol budgetary con­
cerns, the district cannot expand a full-day kinder­
garten program on a non-fee basis for all of its 
kindergarten students. Among the options the 
board of education is currently considering are: 

1. Adding one class ol full-day kindergarten at 
each of the elementary schools (other than 
Deerfield) on a non-fee basis, offered to interested 
students under a lottery system: and 

2. Implementing a district-wide extended-day 
optional program which is fee based at all five ele­
mentary schools." 

In order to make an informed decision on this 
matter, the district is trying to determine, as best 
as possible, what the actual demand would be for 
the options being considered." 

The two present kindergarten programs are the 
half-day traditional program, which is offered at all the 
alementaty schools but Deerfield, and the full-time 
kindergarten program at Deerfield. A possible option 
is the extended day option for kindergarten students. 

• The half-day traditional kindergarten program 
teaches the State's core curriculum which includes 
language arts, math, social studies and science. 

The program integrates art, music, physical educa­
tion and Spanish on a weekly basis and is taught 
by a certified teacher (non-fee, five days per week, 
AM or PIVI, three hours, no lunch). 

• The full-time kindergarten program teaches 
the Slate's core curriculum which includes lan­
guage arts, math, social studies and science. It 
provides an extension of time to fit student needs 
for the subjects and activities provided in the tradi­
tional half-day kindergarten (non-fee, five days per 
week, 6 hours 46 minutes, includes lunch time). 
(Oeerlield's present program). 

• The extended day option for kindergarten stu­
dents would be fee-based for 1/2 of each day, five 
days per week. The program would complement 
the traditional half-day kindergarten, with empha­
sis on extension of curriculum to fit student needs. 
The program will be taught by a certified teacher 
ail day, with a paraprofessional included during the 
fee-based time. The State's core curriculum will be 
taught (as stated above). Art, music, physical edu­
cation and Spanish will be integrated on a weekly 
basis. Note: The fee-based program must be 
licensed by the State, and, therefore, a paraprofes­
sional is required to cover the number of students 
in the classroom (fee-based, live days per week, 6 
hours 46 minutes, includes lunch time).

Novi High was one of 135 high 
scliools in the state of Michigan 
that was benefited when it 
received a defibrillator from The 
Kimberly Anne Gil iary 
Foundation last school year. 
According to Randall Giliary, 
Kimberly Anne's father, the foun­
dation is working to piace defib-
riiialors in every school in 
Michigan. 
; "We started the foundation 
.wheri'JtJmdied of cardiac arrest at 
Groves High in 2000," Giliary 
said. 'There wasn't a defibrillator 
accessible and they took her to 
Beaumont Hospital, but she never 
regained consciousness. They 
took her off life support two days 
later." • 
' Giliary established the founda­
tion to donate an A E D , or an auto­
mated external, defibrillatoL to 
every high school in Michigan 
and to advocate cardiac screening 
iind testing of all high school ath­
letes. So far the foundation has 
raised over $405,000 and has 
donated over 150 A E D ' s . 

"We generally donate one to a 
high school, but I believe that 
everyone should have two or 
three," Giliary said. "The one that 
we donate raises the issue. It cre­
ates the effect that by donating it, 
the schools wi l l recognize the 
need for it. Most of our donations 
come from private individuals." 

When Novi School Resource 
Officer Jerrod Hart was inforjtied 
of this, he applied for the gram. 
"We were able to obtain one 
defibrillator from ihe Kimberiy 
Anne Giliary Foundation and that 

"Basically when someone goes 
into cardiac arrest, meaning their 
heart slops beating, we have about 
three to five minutes, like a win­
dow, to save them," he said. "They 
need to have some critical help. 
They need to have CPR and a 
defibrillator is the second part of a 
chain in the life-saving process i f 
someone goes into cardiac arrest. 
We can hook it up to someone and 
it will advise us if that person 
needs to be shocked or not and it 
will administer that shock i f nec­
essary. It wil l give more tlien one 
i f necessary iis well . It's extreme­
ly important to have a very quick 
response when they go into car­
diac arrest with C P R and a defib­
rillator." 

According to Hart, last June, 
police officers saved someone on 
the road with a denbrillator. "1 
know that gentleman now and 
knew him before the incident, and 
those officers were able to bring 
him back," he said. "Without that 
defibrillator, who knows what 
would have happened. He was 
dead when the officers were there. 
Hewasgone.'-' ' • • -

Hart believes that supplying 
defibrillators is something that is 
essential to the school because of 
all the sporting events iind plays 
that go on there. 

"There are all kinds of things 
going on with the kids here on the 
weekends and after school," he 
said. It's very important, not only 
for our kids, but our spectators 
and our staff to have this life-sav­
ing piece of equipment here on 
our campus. It's another tool in 
our toolbox to help the kids out 
and also any visitor to Ihe school." 

Every two years the police 
department goes through a 
required certification process, but 
Hart's staff goes through it every 
year just to slay on top of the 
issue. Hart said that the machine 
is very fool proof. There are 
instructions Inside it that show 
how to use it and it wi l l not shock 
someone if it senses any type of 
heartbeat. The down side is, an 
A E D can't be used on any chil­
dren around eight years old or 
younger because it gives them too 
much of a jolt. 

"I 'm sure the technology is 
was received at the beginning of coming where you can punch in 
last school year." he said. 
"Everyone was very happy to 
receive this grant, from the staff to 
the students. The defibrillator is 
hanging on the wall down by the 
athletic department near the ath­
letic trainers. It's kind of a central 
location right now and I think that 
the hope is we can obtain more as 
the school gets bigger. If you go to 
airports now, or i f you go to 
Providence Hospital, or City Hall , 
you will find them all over ihe 
place. Our police cars have diem 
too." 

Hart said that each machine 
runs about three to five thousand 
dollars, but an insurance company 
is going to pay out a couple hun­
dred thousand dollars in life insur­
ance policies, so it's very cheap 
and it could help bring someone's 
loved one back to them. 

an age or weight for that prob­
lem," Hart said. "In an eight hour 
day we went through the CPR 
first aid and the defibrillator train­
ing. It's all part of the CPR class. 
I encourage everyone to go 
through it."

Joan Saar, director o f 
Walled Lake Safely Town said, 
"The important lliing wa.s that the 
boys knew whal to do and were 
very calm about doing it."

A fee-ba.sed program establishes a two-
ticrcd educalional system in Novi lhal wi l l 
exclude many children, 1 fear lhal lhe diversi-
ly thai enriches the Deeriield communily wi l l 
be lost if families arc excluded based on abil­
ity to pay. I'm also concerned tlial many 
excluded families will be Ihose who may nol 
have exiensive financial resources, bul l i a ic 
Ihc precious gift of time. It is primarily slay-
al-home moms who voUinlccr thousands of 
hours and give generously of iheir many tal­
ents lo enrich the educational experience of 
all our children. These are the moms who 
help in the classrooms and lunchrooms, 
arrange assemblies, chaperoiie Held irips, 
raise funds, bake cookies, and niii errands. 
These arc lhe moms who help a child lie a 
shoe, zip a coal, gel a glove on, blow iheir 
nose, or wash iheir hands. These are lhe 
moms who wipe a tear, share a smile, a laugh, 
a hug, or a kind word when it's most 
needed. Yet, these arc the moms least likely to 
be able to afford a fee-based program. If lhe 
dislrict had lo pay for the services (many of 
which arc priceless) lhal these moms (and 
some dads) provide for our kindcrgartiicrs, we 
would be facing a much greater del'icil lhan 
$1.4 million. 

I realize that the Novi Board of Educalion 
has many difficult choices to make given a 
projected $1.4 million deficit. (Aithough iron­
ically, as reported in the Novi News, the dis­
trict recently saved $1,474 million in rcn-
nancing its bonds.) However, I have difficulty 
understanding how wc manage lo afford full-

day programs al all olher gr;ide-levels yel 
c:in'l seem lo do llie same for our kindergan­
ners. As 1 underslund i l , lhe slate provides lhe 
same amount of funding for each sludent 
regardless of graile-lcvcl. How, then, c;in we 
Ireal our ymingesl. most vulnerable students 
so unfairly' I hope that the Novi Hoard of 
liducalion will nwike die right decision und 
use our resources wisely lo conlinue lo pro-
\ ide a strong foundalion for all of our chil­
dren, regardless of ability to pay.

So which was it lhal Michigan House 
Speaker Rick Johnson was doing back in 
December when he wrote lo lobbyists and 
other fat cats offering "a meal or a mceling" in 
return for a $20,000 contribution lo lhe House 
Republican Campaign Commillee? 

Written on Campaign Commillee letterhead, 
the exaci wording of Johnson's 
letter is insiruclive: "I would 
like to let you know how 
imperative your assistance has 
been and continues to be to the 
House Republican Campaign 
Comniiltec. . . . In place of 
having our usual large Annual 
Dinner, 1 would like lo spend a 
meal or mceling with you to 
discuss the upcoining year and 
lhe role of lhe House 
Republican Campaign 
Commillee. It is my iniention 
that each of these engage­
ments raise $20,000 lo main­
tain and increase our majorily P | l j | P o w e t 
in years to come." 

The exact amouni requested is equally 
instructive. Turns out $20,000 is the top limit 
on contribulions to political action committees 
(PAC's) such as the House Republican 
Campaign Committee. What a surprise! 

The House Republican Campaign 
Committee led all PAC's in fund-raising 
between January and October lasl year. 

pulling in $2.02 million. Republicans gained 
five scats in the November eleclion. now con-
irolling the House 63-47. Again, nol a surprise. 

Johnson, a farmer from Northern Michigan, 
was re-elecled Speaker of lhe House lasl week 
for a second term. He is generally regarded as 
hard v,'orking and fair, although blunt. 

To its credit, the story was broken lasl week 
by the normally Republican-leaning Delioit 
News. Edilorial coiiimenl around the slale 
called Johnson's letter "liiim-listed," "crass" 
and "clumsy." Lansing insiders 1 lalked wilh 
called the letter "politically lone-deaf and 

"embarrassing," but empha­
sized lhal the practice isn't 
anything lhal hasn't been 
going on for years and fol­
lowed by both parties. 

Mosl said Johnson wasn't 
really soliciting a bribe, argu­
ing lhat his leiler didn'l offer a 
specific quid pro quo in return 
for lhe $20,000. 1 think that's 
mumbo-jumbo. Why would 
anybody pony up with 20 
grand to have a nice intimate 
meal with one of the most 
powerful politicians in 
Michigan'? Just because lhe 
food is real good at Johnson's 
favorite rcslauranl? 

No, a quid pro quo is a quid pro quo, 
whether or nol it is specific. People don'l pay 
big bucks 10 chin-chin wilh the Spciiker of lhe 
House jusi because Ihey enjoy his company; 
Ihey expect something in return for ihcir 
$20,000. 

Michigan political insiders for years have 
argued vociferously Ihere is a clear distinction 

according lo the Campaign Finance Network, belween Ihe widespread practice of asking for 

political contributions and actually soliciting 
bribes. Never mind how bad i l looks, they say; 
everybody has done i l for years and, anyway, 
how else arc you going lo finance the political 
system'.' 

1 think tinil's just outrageous! A l l lhal kind 
of Ihinking does is condone a political system 
whose financial basis encourages the infcsia-
lion by wealthy special inlcresls and geiierales 
widespread cynicism about how the public's 
business is really conducted. 

In this context, what's going on these days 
ill Wisconsin offers an interesting alternative. 
There, a ton of legislators are now under 
indictment for taking kickbacks and shaking 
people down in the hallways of the stale capi­
tal. 

O f course, the solution is nol to cobble 
together yet another law better to regulate 
political Ciimpaigns. There is no law or regula­
tion that can suppress a system — wink-wink, 
nod-nod! — thai is based on the exchange of 
money for influence, access and power 
Instead, we should be forthright and publicly 
fund elections, the way they do it in other 
industrialized democracies like England, 
France and Scandin.ivia. But, of course, people 
over there really don'l understand how democ­
racy really works! 

Speaker Johnson's letter may be an outright 
solicitation for a bribe or merely a request for 
a generous campaign conlribution. Eillier way, 
it's a disgusting .shakedown.

I'm sure lha t i f lhe fund­
ing was available, Novi ' s 
administrators would l i ke 

no th ing better l h a n to have ful l-day 
kindergarten available at Orchard Hi l l s ,

W l i y wouldn't Uiey? It's obvious that 
many more parents are chomping at the 
bit to have their children i n kindergarten 
all day. Depending upon the ch i ld and 
other factors, it C A N be more beneficial 
t l ian h a l f day. 

For the record, my wife a n d 1 tried to get 
our son, Cul len , Into full-day kindergarten 
last year.

drastically different than my 
experience standing before coun­
c i l , 1 must assume that he was 
watching a different program. 

I spent three hours in the audi­
ence, watching every one of the 
applicants proceed through their 
interview process prior to my own 
interview. A l l the applicants field­
ed questions from each council 
member, including Rep. 
DeRoche. I found all the inter­
views were conducted in a cordial 
and professional manner 

M r Toth uses words such as 
"vicious attack," "an ugly display 
of stupidity," and "a pre-prepared 
hate agenda to assault each candi­
date." These comments are gross-

ly inaccurate! Rep. DeRoche 
greeted each candidate warmly, 
and presented the questions in an 
unbiased and non-threatening 
manner Rep. DeRoche primarily 
presented each candidate the 
same set of question, none of 
which 1 found to be personally or 
polilically charged. 

In fact, each member of council 
used aboul an equal amouni of 
lime to ask his or her basic sel of 
questions. They were all quite 
professional and in no way did I 
perceive any threatening behavior 
The only comment of the night 
that hinted of a less-than-warm 
tone was made by M r Landry, 
who challenged me on a respon.se 
to one of his questions. And it was 
totally appropriate for M r Landry 
to challenge any of the candidates 

- it is a function lo effective inter­
viewing, and required to perform 
these dues bestowed upon council 
by the citizens of Novi . 

In the letter M r Toth continues 
his attack on Rep. DeRoche, pon­
dering "why this sad sack of a 
Republican politician was 
allowed to verbally-thump each 
candidate? ... did he have a bad 
hair day and discovered a loss of a 
few more on top? Or did his wife 
ask him to take oul the garbage?" 

I do not know M r Toth, and I 
have met M r DeRoche just once 
prior to December 19. However it 
is blatantly apparent that M r Toth 
has underlying personal issues 
with Craig DeRoche and has used 
this fomm to vent his own vicious 
personal attack. 

It is unfortunate that the Novi 

News became a public forum for 
such an unwarranted display. 1 
would advise greater due dil i ­
gence before printing such a man­
ifesto of such inaccurate and inap­
propriate comments. 

In addition, I would recom­
mend thai Mr. Toth should conlacl 
his cable company and request a 
rebroadcast of the meeting so he 
can see the events that actually 
occurred. M r Toth, here's a help­
ful hint: i f die people on T V are 
wearing lights and screaming at 
each other it's probably a 
wrestling program and not a Novi 
City Council session.

The Federal Insurance Administration/Mitigation Administrator has 
determined that modification ol the elevations of the flood having a one-
percent chance ol occurrence in any given year (base Hood) lor certain 
locations in the City ol Novi, is appropriate. The modified BFEs amend the 
FEMA FIRM for the community. 

This modilication to the eilective FIRM rellects lilt, more up-to-date 
hydraulic analysis and new topographic data. As a result, there are 
changes to the flood hazard inlormation shown on the FIRM lor Ihe City 
ol Novi.

The changes are made pursuant to Section 206 of the Flood Disaster 

Protection Act of 1973 (RL. 93-234), and are in accordance with the 
National Flood Insurance Act ol 1968, as amended. (Title XIII ol the 
Housing and Urban Development Act oi 1968, R L 90-448) 42 U.S.C. 
4001-4128, and 44 CFR Part 65. 

I Under the above-mentioned Acts of 1968 and 1973, the Federal 
Insurance Administration/Mitigation Administrator, must develop criteria 
for lloodplan managemenl. In order lor the community to parlicipate in the 
NFIR the community will be using the new BFEs io administer the flood-
plan management measures of Ihe NFIR These modified BFEs will also 
be used to calculate the appropriate flood insurance premium rates lor 
new buildings and their contents. 

Upon Ihe second publicaiion of notice of these changes in this paper, 
any person has 90 days in which he can request Ihrough the Chief 
Executive Officer of the community that the Federal Insurance 
Administralion/Mitigation Administrator reconsider Ihe determination. Any 
request for reconsideration must be based on knowledge of changed 
conditions or new scientific or technical dala. All inieresied parties are on 
notice ihat until Ihe 90-day period elapses, the Federal Insurance 
Adminisiration/Mitigalion Administrator's determination to modify the 
BFEs may ilsell be changed.

Steer ing s m a l l bus iness to 
v ic tory lane 

Like a N A S C A R .'iOO-mile 
race, each iwo-year session of 
Congress gets off to a fast and 
furious start. Some hard-chargers 
will leap to ihe front of the pack, 
knowing ihey have liltlc chance 
of winning, but unable to resist 
the ietnplation to show off for the 
roaring crowd. Others with 
ample power wil l lag jusl behind 
Ihc sprinters, content to wail for 
that moment when the over-ambi-
lious ones fizzle out or tangle 
with the guardrails. 

Round and round Capitol Hil l 
they'll go. Sometimes it will be 
bumpcr-to-bumper competition, 
other iiines long, boring stretches 
wilh little worth watching. 
Occasionally, we'l l be treated lo 
spinouls, fender benders and even 
a few big pile-ups. 

Soiuc people scoff at our feder­
al lawmakers for their biennial 
legislative marathon, failing to 
understand lhal behind all that 
smoke and noise, some important 
work gels done. Often, it's nol 
pretty, bui i i is our democracy, 
alive and well and in full pursuit 
of representative government. 

American small businesses arc 
gearing up for their own race, 
according io the latest statistics 
from NFIB ' s Small Business 
Economic Trends. In the mosl 
recent survey, those expecting the 
economy to gel belter in the next 
six months rose 11 points io 42 
percent of all firms, a very strong 
reading. 

Much of ihis optimism on 
Main Street is due to large gains 
in their outlook for general busi­
ness conditions. Especially 
encouraging were the statistics 
for employmenl—positive for the 
first time in nearly a year-and-a-
half. 

Over the past three months, 12 
percent of these entrepreneurs 
reported increasing cmployinenl 
a seasonally adjusted average of 
mpre lhan six enjployee.s. while 
14 percent said they reduced their 

_ workforces by jusl over three 
employees. 

Are you listening Congress? 
Your pit crew—iho.se small-busi­
ness owners who keep the 
nation's economic engine hum­
ming—is signaling that now is 
the lime to make your move. The 
road ahead is clearing, jusl slight­
ly, and the opportunities to jump 
into the lead are coming into 
view. 

But i l won't be easy. There 
wil l be challenges and stern com­
petition. No sooner lhan the first 
gavel of the lOSlh Congress fell, 
the opponents of free enterprise 
were trying to jump-start legisla­
tive proposals thai would grind 
away the already-narrow profit 
margins small firms manage. 
They should pay heed to NFIB 
surveys which show that although 
sales trends improved slightly 
late last year, profii trends for 
small businesses did nol rise wilh 
them. The net percent of those 
reporting higher earnings fell hy 
three points. 

In the survey, small business 
mapped out a winning strategy. 
Bui they can use some help from 
Congress: Taxes took first place 
as the single most irnportani-
problem, while ihc cost and 
availability of iiisurance were 
right behind. Poor sales came 
next, followed by government 
regulation and red tape. 

Wise legislating can win the 
race. By clearing the obstacles of 
anti-growth taxation and unaf-
fordable health insurance, and by 
dodging the potholes of burden­
some regulation. Congress can 
steer the small-business sector 
and the nation's economy into 
victory Lane. —

She said her goal is lo encourage 
policies and promole ideas lhal will 
help business, indiislry and iincsl-
menl recharge sluggish economic 
growlh. And for many consliluenis, 
il's lhe siaiidard Reiiuhlicaii policy. 

"Remove resirictions where we 
can, and facililale business allrae-
lion lo lire slalc is all imporlanl." 
she said. "We're building on lhe 
achievemems over lire p;isl 10 or 12 
years." 

Cassis argues lhal Michigan has 
wealhered ihe recession belter lhan 
much of the nalion because Ihe 
Engler administration, especially, 
worked lo ciieourage a more 
diverse economy. Though 
Michigan is dependeiil on lhe auto 
industiy, it's less so lhan it was a 

decade or more ago. Continued 
siipporl for lhe Auloniation Alley 
and the Bio-Sciciice Corridor and 
olher diverse industries will help 
Michigan's economy expand and 
lo become less prone to dips in 
employmcnl and consumer and 
business spending. 

And lhat leads to more lax rev­
enue for die state.

"The poli­
cies and structures arc in place to 
keep Michigan's economy moving 
forward."

She is a fonner 
school leaeher and school psychol-
ogisl who earned a masler's and an 
educalion s[ieeialisl degree from 
lhe University of Michigan. 

She serves on lhe Technology 
and Energy Coiiimitlce. Here, loo, 
she has experience alter .serving on 
the House's version of the commil­
lee for six years.

A n d deciding 
where lo spend the slate's money 
will be lhe most complicated issue. 

"That will dominate much of lhe 
lirsi six monUis," she said.
