The students of Novi Meadows
helped 1w make the lives of some
cancer patients at St. Jude
Hospital a listle brighter when
they participated in the school’s
Math-A-Thon program. Math-A-
Thon, cow in its 22nd year, is an

Georgia Bingham said, “One is

leukemia. They have several pro-
grams for kids to participate in
and the Math-A-Thon is the easi-
est to participate in for schocls
because, basically, all it does is
say the children are (otaily
responsible for doing it. We solic-
it their interest, they get a permis-
sion form signed, we order Math-
A-Then booklets, we pass them
out and the kids are given abont
two weeks to perform "
Bingham explained that chil-
dren participating go to family
members who pledge an amount
of money per math problem
atiempied, but it doesn't marter
whether or not the students gel the
problems correct.

As the Novi Police Department
hires three new officers this year,
u standard-setting ratio determin-
ing the appropriate number of
officers in a municipality will also
receive a minule boos!.

The ratio comparing the num-
ber of officers per 1,000 of Novi's
population will increase from an
estimated 1.16 te 1.18, inching
the chty ¢loser 1o the area-wide
average ratio of 1.6 and Federal
Burcau of Investigations' 2000
reported ratio ef 1.8,

“We arc making incremental
growth,” suid Novi Police Chiel
Douglas Shaeffer. “But cerainly
we need 1o continte to grow.”

According to a police officer
staffing study conducted by the
Novi Police Department, 2002
estimated populaticn data showed
the department has the second w0
lowest officer-citizen ratio when
compared to nine other surroind-
ing communities,

According 1o the study, bolh
Auburn Hills and Southficld
reported ratios above 2. The next
highest ratio of 1.8 was reported
by Birmingham.

West Bleomficld reported a
LIl ratio falling just below
Novi's 1,16 2002 officer-popula-
tion indicator.

Shaeffer suid the reason the

department is cxperlencmg the
slanted relationship is because of
Novi's rapidly-increasing popula-
tion,

*The community has oulgrown
us,” Shaeffer said.

According to 2000 census data,
the Cily of Novi grew 47 percent
from the 1990 census count of
32,988 10 the 2000 count of
48,572,

According to infermaiicn com-
piled by Novi officials, the police
department grew 23 percent in the
same 10-year time period from 43
to 59 officers, showing Nowl's
population grew nearly twice os
fust as the number of officers.

Since 2000, the city's current
und estimated population conlin-
ues to incrcase faster than the
department’s growth.

Police officials said where Lhe
struggling ralio is noticeable the
mest isin the depaziment's ability
to answer Navi's increasing calls
tor service.

“Calls for service is very
important for us to meusure,”
Shacffer said, It represents a
major portion of cur workload,
Every single day, this police
departmeni receives calls we can
ot respond 10

Alurm' runs, suspicious people
and nog-criminal domestic viokence
calls are examples of a bulk of the
ciy's requests for service.

Shacifer said mal¥ic citations have
also increased abowt 128 percent in
2 18-year period with qecidents
mcreasing about 26 pereent with the
city's population adding to ofiicen’
workloads.

But amidst ll of the increasing
staiistics, one imporant to many
residents has not inereased - crime.

"Criminal offenscs in Novi huve
acwally  trended  downward,”
Shaefler said, "We think of Novi as
4 very sile community; we dJon't
have sirect Jevel crimes,”

Shaefler spid Novi's crime rate
has declined more: than 35 percent in
the last six years and represents less
thar one-third of the department's
waorkload.

Police officials belicve the intro-
duction of Community Oricnted
Policing am its assimilation into the
department is responsible for the
decline.

The proactive, us opposed [0 reac-
tive, upproach has feversed the city's
1996 increasing crime rate.

The approach encampasses high
visibility, closeness with the con-
munity, fixed responsibility and ter-
ritorial assignments.

Shaeffer suid the type of relation-
ships and presence delivered by hay-
ing the same officer in the same area
reduces crime.

“That kind-of closeness, we think,
makes a big difference,” Shacffer
said.

As to how much the depariment
necds to grow, the chiel said, “It is
very hard to predict the luture. My
crystal ball is never clear”

What the chiel said the depar-
meni will be deing is continue look-
ing ut sidies peraining 10 oter
cemmunitles reaching a successful
officer-population rtio, reviewing
the previously accamulated data and
keeping up communication with the
cily’s administration.

If you recail my response, 1 stated thag as
one of those candidiles who participated tn
the process and who szt through the ques-
tioning of each candidate, | found these
comments quite inaccurate, and regarded
the leiter as nothing more thar a persomal
attack. As a result, o Mr, Jumes Korte has
chosen 1o respond. both supporting his
friend {admirable) and attacking me (not so
admirable).

DeRoche
asked for my party affiliation or if 1 had
previously run for council. He did noi --
nor did [ hear him ask those questions o
otler candidates during the three-hour ses-
sion. However, 1 did miss the first portion
of Dr. Meyer's interview, and { did depart
Tor a bic bresk or twe, I I did miss any
content of substance, it is doubtio] that it
warranted the tone of Mr. Toth's attack that
was printed by this newspaper.

Mr. Korte states that T was asked 10 run
by Lou Csordas. Net lrue - 1 was encour-
aged 1o run by homeowners within my sub-
division. | have spoken te Mr. Csordas only
once (hack in 1999) prior 1o the December
interview. | even sialed that fact before
Council.

Mr. Korte takes issue with my record as
a homeowner association president. Aler
recently completing four years in this val-
unteer position, [ can proudly say that our
Roma Ridge team sports u strong list of
accomplishments. The sub now sponsors
anpual evenis {such as a free adufl social
disner held at a quality restaurant and a
golf outing), completed mulliple landscap-
ing upgrades, developed improved process-
es for aceounting and databases, initiated a
petitien campaign to address 1raific
enforcement issues, and implemented other
property improvement efforts - all while
reducing association fees by nearly 15 per-
cent We broke the mold on how an associ-
ation works, and when chunge occurs,
sometimes people aren't happy. We provid-
ed several forums throughout each year,
public and private, which allowed home-
owners to provide input and participate in a
consensus decision-making process. Your
hearszy comments aboul dissatisfaction are
incomplete and inappropriate,

Mr. Korte claims that | have "missed the
whole piclure on how a mincrity secks to
continue 10 put commercial development
first and residential households second.”
Again, Mr. Korte is confused. as I stated
before council, [ helped coordinale efforts
against the proposed rezoning request of
the Aspen Group before the Planning
Commission in Nevember to change the
10-Beck property to commercial. [ also
presented our subdivision’s position at the
hearing. And, as I am sure you are aware,
the request was soundly defeated by an 8-0
vote, My actions in this effort surely exhih-
it plucing residential needs before commer-
cial! )

Mr. Koric somehow merges thoughts
about my decision-making process, credit-
ing my wife, and a five-lane Beck Read
expansion intc one sentence,

First, Beck Road: Everyone is fully
aware of these traffic issues, and they came
up within Council’s interview process. I
also conveyed these issues os a key compo-
nent te our position against the 19 & Beck
rezoning. 1 didn't advocate before Council
that we need to expand Beck, only that the
traffic issue will further compound with the
development of the Grand River corridor
and the new I-96 & Beck interchange. I

believe a Beck Road study has heen funded’

o résearch  petential - impravements
and their feasibility and impact; bet's wait
und view the Tucts before tossing around
innuende and arguments, either pro or con.

Cne Council question addressed how did
I make decisions -- did [ make my own
independent decisions or did other people
influence them? My response was that | lis-
ten to fnput from many people when mak-
ing decisions. This process helps collect as
{much) information and various viewpoints
as possible and can build consensus for an

ouleome, In the end, I'am responsible for -

my decisions. I den't specifically recall
refersing ro my wife during the answer, buz
asking her input on decisions relfating to
the subdivision or other matters in my life
is 2 good idea. She talks 10 people that |
don't always see. and she's a very smart
woman as well. 1 don't appreciate the
implication that it's a weakness for me to
consult with my spouse, And | have no idea
how you mixed up u decision-making

process question with my wife and Beck

expansion.

Finally, Mr. Karte states that, in his opin-
ion, 1 interviewed poorly, Maybe so, and
that could be a positive for me.

Granholm will deliver her State of
the State speech on Feb. 5, at
which she intends to lay oot her
oveall strulegy for dealing with
the  state’s  budget  crisis.
Moreover, she is facing a March 1
deadline 10 submit her own
detailed budget for legislative
considerntion,

One of the interesting things
about Granhelm, a Democrat, is
her siated interest in using the

budget problem as a spur for far-
teuching rethinking about how
state government should work and
what services should be delivered
and how pald for. She deserves o
decent space to develop her taxing
and spending plans hefore people
who have o self-interest in hiking
lux reventes start piling on.

The Red Cedar proposal is
wrong-headed because in taking
the easy way oul —- just increas-
ing taxes ~— it puts at risk three
beticr ideas on how to bulanee the
budget.

One is simply (o cut spending.
Frankly, 1 doubt there is enough
fat in a §9 biflien General Fund
budget (o fund a ¢ut of more than
20 percent, but it's axiomatic that
siate spending paiterns that were
set when times were flush will
contain a fair amouant of stuff that
needs cutling.

A second idea, much debated
last year und ducked by outgoing
Gov. John Engler and the
Legislature, would be 10 postpone
the scheduled reduction in the
slate income tax rate. That might
be worth up 1o $200 million next
fiscal year.

A third idea is tw explore the
various tax loopholes enacted dur-
ing the Engler Administration, No
one knows exactly how much
potential tax revenue is fowing
through these loopholes, but I'll
bel the newspaper you're reading
right now that il"s substantiai.

Maybe the Red Cedar proposal
will lem out (o get some traction
in Lansing., Bul let’s not start
messing with it until all the alier-
natives have been given a fair
hearing.

Pay more with Time Warner’s
annual cable rate adjustment

By now, many of you have
received your [irst 2003 bill from
Time Wamner and noticed an
increase in rates. Those of you
wilo subscribe cnly to the Busic
Service (channels 1-23) will pay
81 less, while humes with basic
und Extended Basic {the majority
of subscribers) will pay an exira
$2.50 per month. This is a 7-per-
cent increase over 2002 rales,
{Last yeur rates increased only 3
percent), Your new rate is 33775,
not including converiers, remotes
or premium channels.

I you'se nol happy about thar,
what can you Do? Unforiunately,
very lille. The FCC dercgulated
cable rates in 1999, so cable com-
panics can charge whatever they
like for the upper tiers of ¢hannels
(anything sbove channel 23). Your
city still regulates rates for basic
service, and we were able to

B require a dollar reduction for that

service; Burt, as yon can see, that

f was more (han compensated for

by the increase on the upregulated
channels. The onc bit of good
news is that Disney, which was
previously a pay channel, is now
free on the Expanded Basic
Service Tier.

Cabie operators cantend those

increases arc due to the increas-
ingly high prices they pay for pro-
grams. From 2001 to 2062, pro-
gram costs rose almost 12 percent
with a comnparable increase slated
for this year. Spors program
rights set the pace, For example,
ESPN and ABC bid against each
other for the NBA package which
ended up at $4.6 BILLION.

Since 2000, cable rates in
Farmington, Farmingten Hilis and
Novi have increase 18 percent for
Expanded Basic Service. The
national average for this tier if
§33.75 for 59 channels ($.57) per
channel). Our cost of $37.75
includes 77 channels ($.49 per
channel).

The rate regulation process is
cumbersome and costly. That's
onc of the reasons why Cangress
called for rate regulation (o end in
1599, when it thought there would
be cffective competition that
would regulate rates. But that
competilion  has  not  really
occurred. In the past, we could file
with the FCC on your behalf. But
that's no longer an option.

Many believe that competition is
the answer. Yet there is very little
cable competition across that coun-
try. T fact, no marker has twe tue

cable companies. There are some
markets where the phone company
is providing cable. That's the case
here in Metro Detrait whers Wide
Open West (WOW) now holds
franchises in what used to be
Amerilch New Media citles. WOW
just dropped rate in the citics they
serve. However, they have made no
indicalions that they will expand
into other eitics,

We welcome  comipetition
through our nen-exclusive con-
tracl with Time Warner.

Competition is also available
throngh sateilite dishes. A few
years back, then-President Clinton
signed a bill enabling satellite
providers to supply local broad-
cast channels, but the service is
available only in a handful of

cities. Cable is still the only place .

you can get the Public,
Educational and Governmental
Access chaanels.

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Twen:y years ago [ would
have never thought of buying a
microwave for my home or
business. 1 still rarely use
microwave, mostly due to lack
of habit. Because convenience
foods are so popular today and
lime is 5o short for cooking,
the microwave is becoming a
best friend to cooks and culi-
narians, 1 have nothing against
the microwave. My complaint
is about a lat of the fast food
thal gees into them.

The microwave can be a
valuable tool for quick nutri-
tional meals, According 1o a
spakesperson for a large manu-
facturer, sevenly percent of the
time microwaves are used to
reheat precooked foods, 20
percent for defrosting and only
10 percént for pnmary cooking
functions. Tt is important for
.nutrition’s sake 0 use the
microwave for these primary
fonctions. Steamed vegetahles
are incredible, fish excellent
and snacks easy, Although I do
not advocate cooking meat or
peultey in the microwave most-
Iy due 10 personal preference,
there are many other options.

Oatmeal and cream of wheat
are easy, fast and there is little
clean up. -Reheating soups
saves pans and time. | portion
leflover soup and chili into
mugs and everyonc helps them-
selves when huhgry. Eggs are
simple and quick in the

microwave. When bacon. is

“fried” in the micro, much of
the fat is melted away ieaving a
much lezner product. Meiting
butter becemes a piece of cake
and defrosting liquid easy as
"serting a dial.

The  principle
microwave cooking is fairly
simple, yet very different from
conventionzl oven cooking.
Convection ovens, or the ovens
we are used Lo using, heats air
for an extended [ength of time
to cook feod. The air transfers
heat. The air inside a
microwave only becomes heat-
ed as the food that is being
cooked becomes hot. The
waves, generated by the oven's
magnetron tube, travel through
the food at a rate of two and a
half billion times per second.
‘This may sound very scientific,
and it is, bat very simply put,
the waves penetrate food at an
incredibly high speed and
cause thé water molecules of
the food to move around fast
and produce friction, which

produces heat and cooking.

The actual microwaves
rarely pass more than one and a
haif inches inte the food, the
olher areas heat first and heat
moves towards the center of the
food heating it. The metal
walls reflect the waves aad do
nol become hot, Plates beceme
hot from the food not from the
microwaves. If there is no
moisture, the microwave can-
not produce the friction neces-
sary to heat. Foods heat quick-
er than other cookery methods,
This has some drawbacks.
Flavor is a chemical process
that requires time and tempera-
ture to fully deveiop, neither
which is
microwave cooking,

In addition,  standard
microwave ovens do not brown
foods. This is unappealing 10
most people. We eat with our
eyes, 1f it looks good it will
tasie good. Foods with high
contents of fat, water and sugar
tend to burn easily because
they heat so quickly. Cook
halfway and stir to prevent

" burning.

A ‘microwave is much more
efficient full of fgod than
almost empty, For warming or
caoking, food should be no

prominent  with

colder than refrigerator tem-
perature.  Put frozen food
throogh a defrost cyele first.
When arranging a meal on a
plate, put the denser foods on
the outer rim and the Jess
dense, such as vegetabics in the
middle. Keep your micro clean
for the most efficient use.

Glass, some plastic and
paper (for short cooking
times), are acceptable cooking
vessels. Foil and metal skewers
can be used effectively but
check your manufactures's
guidelines before doing so.
Like any other method of cook-
ing, practice makes perfect.
The microwave is an mdzspen-
-sable piece of cquxpmcnl in
many househelds but it is.
important to remember that
speed can't be a substitote for
good ingredients and natritious
meals, )
