Krarz came aboard af a eritical
time - when the city of Novi was
cmerging. “He was a very strong

leader,” Schram said. “He was
responsible fer hiring Dr. Rita
Traynor and he hired Bill Rar,
who used to be our assistant
superintendent. It was a eritical
time which required critical,
strong people to take charge - and
ke did. He surrcunded himself
willt those kinds of people.”
Kratz worked for Southfield
Public Sehools before coming to
Novi. From Novi, he went on to

Second quarter shows city’s progress

The status of many major city
projects is cne of the highlights of
Novi's second quarter perform-
ance report,

The fiscal year 2002-2003 sum-
mary offers a snapshot of the city
as of Dec. 31, 2002, Novi's sec-
ond quarter end dale, including a
progress report of major repors
primarily for members of the city
council.

"It is 2 nice overview for the
city counctl to take a look and see
the status of issues that may inter-
este them,” said Sheryl Walsh,
City of Novi Community
Relations Manager. “That is how
the report really came about, but it
1s alse in keeping with open com-

municatjon.”

Walsh said the quarterly docu-
fent is available for community
members via the city’s Website
and 3 also avaibable in hard copy
form at city hall. -

second quarter include:

Sandstone Litigation
Settlement

According to documents issued
by the city, during the second
quarter significant progress was
made increasing sanitary sewer
capacity along 12 Mile Road. The
target completion date for the
increase is the eity’s fourth quar-
ter, Progress also continues with
remediating transferred acreape

of North Novi Park and removal
of soil contaminated by arsenic,
As of Dec. 13, 2002, four rounds
of excavation and sampling were
completed, Officials said about
70,000 cubic yards of soils werc
removed [rom the property along
with debris and old buildings.
Since the middle of December,
the fifth, sixth and seventh rounds
of excavation have been complet-
ed, Clearing deed restrictions con-
linues on as rhe city's challenge
with the settlement agreement.

Public Safety

City officials confirmed laptops
in the city’s police department
patrol vehicles were replaced and
significant progress was made
toward providing security fencing

for the grounds of Novi's Public
Works garage. The Novi Police
Department is also on track with
hizing three new police officers.

The city-approved, signed
detour route recomimends area

‘travelers utilize 12 Mile Road

from Novi to Beck roads as an
aliernate route.

An unsigned route suggested
by the <ty utilizes
Meadowbrook Avenue to 10
Mile Road to Beck Road.

City officials acknowledge
the detour routes may nat be
ideal, but are the best options
availablc,

City of Novi Community
Relations Manager  Sheryl
Walsiz said the main reason the
signed 12 Mile Road detour
route is suggested is because of
weight restrictions on surround-
ing rondways. T
For example, Beck Road south
to 10 Mile is weight restricied
for comnercial trucks,

More than most, Al Schmitz, a
retired General Motors Corp engi-
neer fram Novi, has a clear jdea of
what may be going through ihe
minds of men on. both sides of the
border between Kuwait and Irag,

As a 16-year-old boy, Schmitz
faced the onslaught of the U.S.
Aniniy as a member a2 German
defense force made of the very
young and the very old, during his
father's native country's last gasp
in World War 1. “I was hit by

American shrapnel right here,” he
said pointing to his upper lip just
below his nose.

Last month Schmitz” son-in-
law, Sean Bymne, was promoted to
brigadier general at the U.S. Army
Personnel Command in
Alexandria, Va., and he now
awaits an uncertain fuluee in the
deserts of Kuwait.

Ever since Byme shipped out
for Kuwait fast month, Schmitz
and his wife Julie have called
their daughter Christine at the
Byme's home in Springfield, Va.,
atleast three times a day, “Thete's

been a little bit of crying. It's
hard?” said Schmitz,

But it’s not the first ime Byme
has been in harm's way during his
three decade career in the army.
As a young lieutenant was sta-
tioned at Fulda, Germany, where
NATO commanders believed
Soviet armor would strike first if
the Cold War ever went bot. Later
as a colonel, he served in the
Eighth Army's personnel com-
mand in South Korea.

This has seat developers
with other landscaping ideas 1o
the Zoning Bourd of Appeals for
variances.

According 10 Pat Conroy, the
existing ordinance is “becoming
very restrictive. He said despite
the best of inentions, the ordi-
nance’s “mam cmphusis has been
on tree replacement.” That, he
sabd, has pushed landscope wchi-
tects working in the city 10 pack as
many trees as possible on a site,
creting results thit are “boring.”

Conroy and Raberts urged

commission members 10 add pro-
visions to the ordinance which
would give devclopers credit for
planting larger trees, which in
turn woulkl creale more varied
lundscapes.

Evancoe said there are provi-
sions in the proposed amend-
ments to the ordinance that would
do just that.

Homeowner  Paul  Weindorf
complained that language calling
far a lundscape plan for wny proj-
ect that increased o building by 25
pereent or 400 square feel would
“creale an undue burden on any-
one wanling to improve their

property.

Commission member John
Avdoulos assured Weindor! that
the provision only upplies lo com-
mercial properties and residential
devclopments  like  opartment
complexes.

Once the planning commission
finishes reviewing the ordinance
changes they will be sent to the
cily commission for fisal
approval,
