IF not paid. the account will be
submilted to Oakland County this
spring with all delinguent taxes,
Smith-Roy said.

Originally, $1.9 miliion cume
from  Michigan Transporzation
Bond Funds for the construction of
the swect and $1.7 million was
received via special assessment
limiled tax bonds for stecet scaping.

"There are two special assess-
ment districts (SADs) - one for
streelscape and one for rouds,”
Smith-Roy suid. "Both SADs pro-
vide a public purpose.

“The City has an ordinance
which allows delinquent water
and sewer bills to be added 1o the
property tax bill on July 1"
Smith-Roy said. "It then is con-
sidered part of the property taxes
in terms of ability to licn and col-
lect.”

Water

Smith-Roy seid about 52,000 in
delinquent  water and  sewer
billings owed to the city arc
linked o James Chen.

If the past-due amounts are not
puid as of July 1, they will be
zdded 10 the city's tax rolls.

But despite Chen's inability to
pay his Novi debts, the impact of
Chen’s delinquencies will not be
felt by the city.

Oakland County will bear the
burden.

Novi Assistant City Manoger
Clay Pearson said the city will not
lose any of the owed morney.

““The important thing is the city
is protected through collections
through an Oakland County pro-
gram so the city would remain
whole just as with any other delin-
quencies,” Pearsan said.

He explained delinquent prop-
crty laxes, including post-due
waler gnd sewerage fees rolled
into the city’s tax roils, are reim-
bursed by Oakland County and
then kept on the county's books as
back taxes owed.

representing (hree other expected
witnesses, also told the cour last
week that he would likely offer
similar Fifth Amendiment counsel.

Asst. Prosecutor Mark Bilkovic,
who is cxpected to provide both o
motive and the means with which
Russeil and Henderson conspired
to Kill Barnes for money last
December, said he has sufficient
evidence 10 show that Russell and

Bilkevic said amongst the evi-

Full-day pre-school
program granted
for next school year

B Fee-based program another
option for Novi district parents

Something ncw that parenty
of pre-school children wili have
next school year is an optienal,
fee-based, Tull-day program,
The idea was approved by the
Novi Community School Board
of Education on Jan. 6,

“What we proposed to the
bourd ef education was (o offer
apother option for parcnlis, and
hasically it came from parents
whe indicated that they would
be interested in us offering ali-
day pre-school,” Director of
Community Education Boh
Stech said, “We already offer o
half-duy program and have for
many yeirs in o pre-school
building that's behind  Novi
Meadows.”

The current half-day pro-
gram s comprised ol four
classrooms: A 3-year-old pro-
gram, o 4-year-old program and
o young S-year-old program.
They meet for wo and hail
hours  per day cither on
Monday,  Wednesday — and
Friday  for d-year-olds or
Monday and  Wednesday or
Tuesday and Thursday lor 3-
year-olds. The young Ss mect
five dzys u week for morning
class and afternoon class.

Parenty have requested for
us o censider offering o full-
diy from 9 a.m, o 3 pm.”
Sieeh said, “That's what our
preposal was and that's what
our board granted. We arc
going 1o try il since we have
spuce  available  in  the
Instructional Technology
Center (ITC)."

According ta Stech, the pro-
£ram will cost $32 per day and
it will run on the same calendsr
as the kindergarten school cal-
cendar, which is even a little dif-
ferent than the current half-duy
pre-school program.

“l think theze has been a lot
of research that showed that a

child's brain is really, o1 the

carly age, being developed.
And the more you can offer i,
the moere it maturcs,” Stcch

saidd. “Our pre-school progrant
has always been lee-based, so
it's not anythiag different. Pre-
sehool is not supperted finun-
cially by the government. They
are Talking about that beeause
of 2ll the research that has been
done, but at this point in tie,
in the state of Michigan, they
don’t fund pre-school, With the
budgel, the way it is currently,
we don't see it in the near
future cither” ’

Steeh started evaluating the
idea for a fall-day pre-school
abaul a year and a balf sgo.
Maost of the evalustion revolved
around if there was going to be
sufficient space (o agcommo-
date i, '

I will always be depending
on the availability of space and
the interest,” Stech said. “We
don’t knew what the interest
will be. We have o class size of
17 per class. We have centered
the budget around three classes,
one class of 3-year-olds, one
class of 4-year-olds and one
clags of 5-year-olds, but- that
will also depend on (he intes-
est.”

No registration date has been
establisked yet, but Stech said
he hepes (o have a date some-
lime this week. Registration
will be on a lirst-come, first-
serve basis and will be only
open o Novi Communily
School District residents first,

“This is going to bc a pro-
gram for people who want the
full-day,” Steeh said. “We arc
not going to supplement it if
they want to sign up for a half a
day here and a full day therc.
We are already offering a hall-
day program. 1t’s going 1o be
for those people who are really

- looking for a full-day program,

five days per week. Encluded in
that is a provided lunch. It's
just another option that parents
will have.”

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B State aid cuts -
in 2002-03 and
2003-04 mean
hard decisions
need to be made

Valentine's Day probably won'(
he such a joyous occasion for the
Novi Community Scheol District
this year, That is the day tha
Assistanl . Superintendent  of
Business and Finance Jim Koster *
anticipates hearing from the siie
Departmient of Budget indicating
that there will be an execulive
order (o the districi,

Al the Novi Sehools Board of
Fducation meeting Jan. 9, Koster

explained that the state is having
severe ¢eonomic problems and, in
his opinion, mathematicatly there
was no way that the school conld
reinain “sacred” in budget euls,
He mentioned that the executive
order, one that the school district
hasn't seen since the carly 1980s,
will most likely dictate that a1l (he
schaol distriets in - Michigan,
including Novi, will receive less
wid.

“An exccutive order comes out
aof the blue; there is oo lorewarp-
ing.” Koster said at the disirier's
Feb. 6 school board meeting. “t
just comes to the sciool district in
the form of a Jetter and then we
hiwve to react.”

Koster explained that on Jan,
13, he received the firgt inclina-
tion that perhaps there is going I
be an executive arder for all the
school districts in the state of
Michigan. It wns detcrmined at
that point (hat there was aoing 10

be a revente shorifall. Tn the cor-
rent state aid law, the Department
of Treasury musl notify (he
department of budget immediate-
Iy if there is o revenue shorifali,

The department of budget must
then jimedlately notify the state
legisiature. Then the staie legist-
lure has 30 days 1o determine
what to do.

The state fcgislature has some
oplions. it could tuke meney from
the rainy day fund and supple-
ment the state ald, but there is no
money in Michigan’s rainy day
fund. It could take money from
the geaeral funé 1o supplement
the state aid, but there is no
money in the general fund. )

8o, it had to reduce school staé
aid,

“On Jan. 13, we were notified
of a possible state aid reduction,”
Koster said. “They gave me the
caiculation, which was $210,000,
On Jan. 161 ceceived the first for-

mal letter by the department of
budget and their state aid reduc-
tion amounted to §294,000, These
are 2002-G3 state aid reddictions
and our fiscal year ends June 30,
They are notifying us in January
that they are poing lo take
$294,000 from our budget which
began last July 1.

On Jan. 16, Koster said the dis-
trict also bad the notice from the
dlepartment ol budget that there is
a strong possibility that in the
year 2003-04 (he .umaunt of (he
stale aid reductions will be three
times that which is in 2002-03,
Thut means that what the state is
prejecting for the year 2003-04 is
an additional $830,000 reduction
a year for this school district,
according to Koster.

"On Jun. 29 we were notified
that the reduction is $295,000,
one thousand greater then the
$294,000. In that same leticr,
there is o possibility of $410,000

for this year as a reduction. That’s
what it is today. We have four
numbers: $210,000; $294,000;
3255000 und $410,000 83 a
reduction lor this year. We won't
know until Feh. 14, but it looks as
though 2002-03 will huve o reduc-
tion and 2003-04 will have a
reduction,” .

“There is something that we
have to get in our minds very
clearly — having reductions Lhis
year means that they ean tower
the amount of money we receive
per student in all the districts in
the stale of Michigan,” Koster
added, “They do not, on July 1,
avtomatically raise that. Seif they
take $294,000 away from us this
year, that is also gone nest year,
On top of that, there may be that
$856,000 reduction. So, over a
period of two fiscal years, the
year ending June 30, 2004, there
is u strong possibility that we will
have the sum of these three num-

bers: roughly $300,000, another
$300,000 and $850,000, In a
round numnber that's roughly 1.5
million dollars that could be
reduced from slate pid."

Koster concluded that the
financial picture for this district
and all the districts in the state of
Michigan is somewhat dismal, “[t
is 2 problem that not only this
board has to address, but the cor-
munity has to address because
this is our school district and this
board and this communpity bas 10
make changes to the program as
best as it can and still be finan-
cially stable. That's a trick. There
are going to be seme hard deci-
sions made this year and next
year, but we wiil get through it™

And instead of presenting positions, this
forun provides (he venuc 10 launch personal
awacks. Doesn't matter if the comments are
lies, insults, or anecdotz! innuendo... your
paper prints it all, word for word, typo for
type,

Let me cite just one recent example from a
February 6 letier by Mr. James Korte. This tat-
est manifesto included a 200-word diatribe
stating that [ owe an apelogy to Mr. Joseph
Toth for an insensitive corament.

Granholm breaks pattern
of State of State speeches

As 1 watched Gov. Jemnifer
Graghelm deliver her State of the
Stake speech last week, [ realized

Blanchard’s State of the State
speeches oflen wound bp ag mind-
numbing catalogues of ideas, pro-
grams and initiatives; some of s
even referred 1o then as o listing of
“Jin’s greatest hits” Of course,
Blanchard faced a state budget erisis
situation nearly us grievous as that
confronting Granhelm teday. His
solution —- hiking the state income
lax mie — made perfectly good
sense as public linancial policy. But
1t also was a political disaster that
fed to the recall of two Democratie
senators, The State Senate has been
Republican ever since, and don’t
you think for a second that Gov.
Grankolm  has  forgotten  that
cpisode,

John Englers 80§ speeches
tended to be pragmatic, detailed,
remerselessy partisan, occasionaliy
brutal, He was a magnificently poiit-
ical politiciun, & master of the leg-
islative process, a lough-minded
bardball player. Mixed with tax-cul-

ting sthetoric, “Engler's * speéches

wore full of specific legislaive pro-
posals und detailed programs,

Neither Engler's nor Blanchard’s
speeclies were pariculirly inspiring
and, excepling Engler’s censeless
emphasis on lax cutting, neither
were particularly fooused. And nej-
ther of them was paticuladly effec-
tive or emegional in their delivery,

Granholm’s speech was quite dif-

. ferent, [1 was capa-
bly written, warm-
Iy delivered and
well received —
she was intermapted
more than 50 times
for applause.
Gratholin's speech
even reached for
inspiration in set-
ting cut Michigon
values of hard
wark and prit and
in inclusively
reaching out to the
varicly and ereatiy-
ity of Michigan cit-
izens for their help
in getting through o
very, very difficull budget problem,
The stuff about using up every old
pad of paper, even with “Govemor
Jotin Engler” on it, wos just great,

Shie was tightly focused. Jobs and
economic development: “No one
will cutwork me, outrun me or out-
hustle me when in comes 10 keeping
or bringing good jobs to this state.”

The environiment: Granholm's
high-powered panel or land use (co-
chyired by Bill Milliken and former
Attomey General Frank Kelley) will
for the first time seriously address
the leng-festering  problem  of
sprawl.

Lastly, human capital, especially
early childhood education. “By the
time g child arrives for kindergarten,
85 percent of the bmin is devel-
oped,” she said. “If a brain is pur-
posely stimulated und nurtured
before a child is old encugh to tie his
or her shoes, that child's lifelong
capaclty to learn will be forever
cenhanced. And, unfortunately, if it is
nol, an upportunity is lost forever”

Most political observers praised
the. speech, using terms ranping
from “inspiring™ to™well-intétided ™

Hepublicans grumbled that the
speech was shost on specifics, If 1
were facing a next year's deficit of
neurly $2 billion, T wouldn't be very
specific either, 1 seem to recall an ald
lawyer's advice that “if you've gou
the law on your side, argue the law;
it" you don’t, go promplly to emo-
lien.”

Talso suspect theze is a very inter-
esting core of novel thinking lurking
in the interstices of this budget crisis,
ene that Gov. Granholm hinted at in
her speech,

For years and years, virtally all
slate government budgetary activily
has been incrementalisl, i.e, cut this
by X percent, increase that by Y per-
cent. Very rarely has either govemor
or legistature shown the political
willor the conceptual imagination to
devinte from this routine, But this
budget erisis is so severe — the pro-
jected deficit for (he next fiscal year
is nearly 20 percent of the tolal state
general fund — that the conse-
querce of necessity may turn out to
be a radical rethinking of what state
govemment should or should not da
uand how to go about doing it,

* Granholm and her husband, Dan
Mulhers, are both exiraordinarily
smazt and imaginative, Il would be
not beyond iheir capacity to have in
the back of their minds creating an
unusual platform for a Demoeratic
politician: One that actually ferces
fundamental and sttategic rethink-
ing of how govemment ought 1o
work. By so doing, they would
escape (e *tax and spend” tag with
which big-government Demoerats
have been labeled for decades and at
the sume time advocate for a gov-
emment that carries put iis impor-
tant funetions in a focused and cost-
efficient way.

Haog on. The politics — not to
rmention the specches — of the next
four years might tum out to be very
different than anything we have seen
in Michigan so far,

So when the Novi woman
leurned of an apportunity to pur-
chase some of Jackie's former
belongings, she pounced.

A Tormer Kennedy press secre-
tary was offering some of the for-
rer first lady's used clothes and
other personal items via an
online auction through Sloan's
Auctioneers & Appraisers of
New York,

“I picked about five things und
Just put a 830 bid on them,”
Jenking said,

She then pried hersell from the
computer and waited.

When she retumed 10 the auc-
tion Web site o half hour before
close. 1wo items were still in her
budgel.

A personal note she was bid-
ding on quickly lefi her range,
but i piecce of swim wear owned
by Cnassis was not only still in
Jenkin's budget, but she wus the
lucky recipient.

“I' calied everyone and said
guess what | just did.” Jenkins
said.

What she did. was purchase for
less than 3600 u onc-piece
bathing suit with matching
sarong purchased by Onassis in
1956,

A price Jenkins considered a
good deal considering a cracked
teg cup owned by Onassis she
was  monitoring  auctioned
through  Sotheby's  Auction
House went for $35,000.

The 100-percent cotton black
and gold swim-wear set with
convertible straps was designed
by Peck and Peck out of New
York.

Jenkins later learned the mas-
terly-craflled size |4 garment
with impeccable detail was kept
by Onassis until 1965,

“Then | was really excited,”
she said. “I knew at that time it
must have been a favorite
because she kept it for so long.”

The Novi resident said she did
not try on the bathing suit
because the rear zipper was calei-
fied, but she did Ity on the
sarong, including when she
called her iriends and family the
duy the swim wear arrived.

"Il is like touching a piece of
history,” she said.

Jenking hosted an “unveiling”
party Feb. | al her home 1o share
the picee of history,

The swim wear was purchased
in the Summer of 2001, but
Jenkins waited to have the party
because she wanted to make sure
afl of her fricnds and family
would have the opportunity to
atlend.

“Fifty women were here,” she
said. "It was unbelievable, It was

I come from a family of teach-
crs. My dad's father, Grandpa
Smith, taught high school math.
He was adored by his studenis
and named Teacher of the Year
many times during his career.
