Nov i firefighters helped the 
Northvi l le Township Fire 
Department last week, battling 
flames encompassing a time-
honored petting farm in 
Maybury State Park. 

The Novi Fire Department 
received a request for mutual 
aide late Feb. 12 a.s flames 
broke out, devastating the pop­
ular visiting place and kil l ing 
50 animals visited by 
Northville and Nov i youth. 

"It was really too bad," said 
C i t y of Novi Fire C h i e f Arthur 
Lenaghan. "It was a popular 
area. There were animals 
caught in the building and they 
were in a lot of distress." 

Lenaghan said the depart-
nienc sent one tanker truck 
manned by a couple of fire-
Fighters along with himself and 
assistant chief Jeffery Johnson 
to the location on Eight Mile 
and Beck roads. 

"The tanker was there about 
six hours, shuttling water from 
9:44 p .m. to 3:40 a.m.," 
Lenaghan said. 

The 1,500-gallon tanker was 
needed to shuttle water to the 
site because of the lack of fire 
hydrants in close proximity to 
the farm, Novi fire officials 
said. 

Nor thv i l l e Township Fire 
C h i e f Wi l l i am Zhmendak said 
water was also shuttled from a 
fire hydrant on Eight M i l e 

Road. 
"We knew that we didn ' t 

hiive enough water to put the 
barn out so what we did was try 
to protect the surrounding 
buildings by wetting them 
down," Zhmendak said. "The 
fire was not deemed under con­
trol until 2 a.m." 

The firefighters then began 
spraying foam over the remains 
of the 100-year-old barn on the 
property to prevent the flames 
from spreading. 

The firefighters' efforts to 
contain the fire were success­
ful. 

They saved the lives o f 
chickens housed in one of tlie 
surrounding buildings, but the 
loss of animals was still exten­
sive. 

Geese, rabbits and three 
work horses were some of the 
carcasses found at the state-
park farm. ' 

The only survivor, a sheep

The Center for die Healing 
Arts was built in die summer of 
1999 along with die $ l 6 million. 
33,000 square-foot Assarian 
Center. Whi le the Assarian 
Center offers padents the newest 

technologies and protocols for 
cancer diagnosis and treaUiIent, 
the Center for die Healing Arts 
focuses on a padent's emotional 
and spirtual well-being. 

"While clinical expertise is die 
most critical component in caring 
for our patients, their emotional 
needs are very important in die 
healing process. Our team wants 
to focus on treating the whole 
person, physically, intellectually, 
and spiritually," said B i l l 
McLaughlin, M D , the Assarian 
Center's radiation oncologist and

The descripuon of a man involved 
in a Northville Township attempted 
child luring was issued to the Novi 
Police Depiutment last week in an 
attempt to locate die suspect, poUce 
said. 

'The infonmation I received, die 
be-on-die-lookout, was disseminat­
ed to all of our officers to have while 
on patrols," said Detective Sgl. 
David Molloy of die Novi Police 
Department. "It was also given to 
our school resource officer as well." 

Molloy said he received nodce 
from die Northville Township Police 
Department dial on Sunday, Feb. 9 
at about 5 p.m., there was an 
attempted luring of diree 10- to 12-
year-old females at die Park Place 
Apartments off of Eight Mile Road 
between Meadowbrook and Novi 
roads. 

"The suspect allegedly 
approached die girls and attempted 
to endce diem into his apartment for 
sexual purposes," he said. 

Northville TownsliIp police said 
die girls were walking home in the 
cold and decided to enter the Park 
Place Apartment's clubhouse to 
warm diemselves up when the sus­
pect approached them, invidng diem 
into his apartment to "warm up." 

Township police said when die 
girls declined, die man asked if diey 

"waiited to see his penis. 
"The giris did die right diing by 

immediately removing diemselves 
from die situadon and reporting die 
incident to dieir mothers," said 
Northville Township community 
liaison oflicer Samandia Bolin, who 
added ihe poiicc were not notified 
undl die next day. "But die public 
needs to understand die importance 
of reporting any suspicious activity 
to die police as it occurs in order to 
help us keep die community as safe 
as possible." 

The suspect was described to 
Northville Township police as a 
white male about 22 years old rang­
ing in height from 5 feet 7 inches to 
5 feet 8 inches and weighing 200 to 
220 pounds. 

The suspect was described as hav­
ing a dark complexion widi brown 
hair and may have a Gennan accent. 

Police said he was driving a dark 
blue or black Jeep Cherokee.

I!ric Barnes' la.si supper sl;irted 
wilh a handful of "budgcl burgers" 
and ended wilh a builcl lo ihe head. 

Now iwo Dclroil men allegedly 
responsible for ihe 21-year-old 
Wixom faclory worl(er's bee. 17 
inurilcr have been hound over lo cir-
cuic court where c;ich will face mul-
liple homicide charges and respec­
tive life prison senlcnces il'convicl-
ed. 

.Samuel L. Henderson, 2.S, and 
Kevin Russell, 2-1, were formally 
bound over to the .Sixth Circuit 
Coun in Pontiac Tuesday fur 
allegedly conspiring lo icill Barnes 
as he ate dinner in his car outside his 
Foresi City Technologies workpiate, 
ahoul an hour prior lo ihe start of his 
11 p.m. shih. 

The lenglhy two-day preliminary 
eii.im held within Judge Kohert 
Bondy's 52-1 District courlroom 
began lasl Thursday and featured: 
wilne.sses who lestilied against fel­
low family members, one witness 
who received proseciitonal imiiiuni-
ly and two witnesses who invoked 

iheir Filih Amendment privilege nol 
10 incriniinaie iheni.sclves. 

Henderson's videotape confes­
sion capped Tuesday's testimony, 
Ihough its submittal as evidence was 
challenged by defense altorncys 
John Royal and Cornelius Pills. 

"I just w;dked over there. I really 
didn't even look. And I jusi shol in 
the car... one lime," Henderson lold 
inve.sligalors during a Jan. 26 video-
laped suilemem which was submit­
ted inlo evidence Tuesd;iy. 

The sUitenienl was niiide about 
four hours alter Henderson had been 
affesied al ;i Wiirren mold, Assislanl 
i'ro.seculor Mark Bilkovic said. 

Henderson's conl'e.ssion also 
included details of liow Russell 
allegedly recruiled him from the 
Delroit c:ir w;isli where he had been 
employed ;uid liou' he hiul lalcr cun-
iracled him for murder. 

According lo Henderson, Ku.ssell 
w:is also known by Ihe sireet name 
"Gabby" and had frequently visited 
Ihe 7 Mile and M l . l-llioll car wash 
where he worked. Upon lirsl meel-
ing him, Henderson said Rus.scli 
gave him :i S20() lip for simply wip­
ing his tar. 

"1 thought he hit the lottery," 
Henderson said. When he would 
come in, I would kiss his feet." 

Henderson said Russell later gave 
liim generous tips for other odd joiis, 
prior to ultimately contracting him 
in December to shoot Barnes in 
exchange for S5,0(X). 

Barnes was the former boyfriend 
of Russell's cousin. Cherry 
Simmons. 

Simmons icstified last Thursday, 
after being granted prosccuiorial 
immunity, thai her mother, Ainctla 
Simmons, and her grandmolher 
Ancila Russell, never approved of 
Barnes. Thai resentment, Bilkovic 
alleged, later formed the basis of a 
murder conspiracy. 

Bilkovic alleged that a family rift 
w;is passed from Cherry Simmons' 
mother and grandmolher to Kevin 
Russell. 

Bilkovic further alleged that in 
December Russell then contracted 
Henderson, who al ihc time was liv­
ing in a passenger van wilh his wife 
and small children. 

Lasl week, a Motor City Credit 
Union teller lestilied that she had 
witnessed Kevin Russell accompany 

his aunt, Ainetta Simmon.s, while 
she made a $51,000 cash withdraw­
al Dec. 18, the day after the murder. 

Bilkovic also told the court that 
Simmons, who is confined to a 
wheelchair and who is ihc benefici­
ary of a medical-related legal settle­
ment, made cash withdrawals total­
ing 5172,500 between October and 
November. 

Amongst that money, Bilkovic 
alleged, was the S5,OO0 Henderson 
received for shooting Barnes. 

Last week both Ainelta Simmons 
and Ancila Ru.s.sell invoked Iheir 
Fifth Amendment right nol to 
incriminate themselves during testi­
mony. Neither has been charged. 

During his videotaped stalenienl, 
Henderson lold investigators that he 
used llie S5,(XXJ bounty he received 
from Kevin Russell lo rent a home 
for his family and buy clothes and 
gills for ihc couple's kids. He said 
Russell masterminded llie plot from 
the beginning. 

"I'm poor." Henderson said. "I 
just tried lo do sluff just so he'd give 
me some money. Bul i l seemed like 
he would jusi givc mc money so I'd 
need more. I really didn't want lo 

take anyone away at Christmas. 
(Russell) knew 1 needed up." 

Bilkovic also alleged that Rus.sell 
misled police when he told lliem in 
Januaiy that he had been home with 
his girlfriend, Jukinda Griffin, the 
night of the murder 

Last week Bilkovic subinillcd cel­
lular phone lower records which 
traced a call path — before and after 
the shooting — spanning Delroit, 
Farmington Hills, Novi and Wixom. 

During his confession, Henderson 
told invcsligalors that Russell had 
called him the night of the murder 
and .said "tonight is Ihe night." 

He said the two men then waited 
Ibr Barnes outside his home, then 
followed him inlo Wixom in scpa-
rale cars. 

"Gabby warned me to gel him al 
this (Wixom Road) Wendy's, but 1 
didn't want lo because I was scared," 
Henderson said. "Bul then I was 
afraid he would get mc becjiusc f 
knew loo much. 

"1 wondered what this guy 
(Barnes) could have done lo dcscri'c 
Ihis." 

After Barnes parked his \m 
Taurus outside the Wixom faclory 

where he had worked for the pasl 
three years, Henderson said he 
approached Ihe car from Ihc driver's 
side, iirmed with a chrome-plated 
.38 caliber pistol lhal Ru.ssell had 
given him. 

While Barnes finished Ihe lasl of 
his "budget burgers", a euphemism 
the Dclroil resident commonly used 
for meals bought on a limiled budg­
et, a single shol rang ihrough his dri­
ver's side window, cnlered ihrough 
his lemple and lodged inlo his brain. 

"I was so scared allerward. I 
never shol a gun in my whole life... 
I really didn't want to hurt nobody," 
Henderson said. "1 just shot. And 
then walked away. 

"For ail 1 know, he hadn't even 
gotten shol." 

Bilkovic said police have nol yet 
recovered the murder weapon. 
Russell and Henderson remain held ' 
without bond in ihc Oakland Counlv 
Jail.

Fourtli-generafion MeU'o DeUxiit 
real estate brolief Tliomas A . Duke, 
Jr.'s plans to renovate an aging olTice 
building on Novi's ea.stcm edge got 
a boost Feb. 12 when tlie Novi 
Planning Commission unanimously 
approved his preliminary site plan. 

City Planner Tim Schmiit told 
planning commissioners that 
Duke's t]lrce-.story 63,.'i(X)-square-
foot building at tlie corner of 
Orchard Hills Place and Haggerty 
Road is a "non-confomiing build­
ing." 

While cument city code requires a 
berm along Haggery Road, Duke's 
architect, Lonny Zimmemian. lold 
commission members that comply­
ing with the code would fill in im 
existing drainage ditch and create 

; water flow problems for adjacent 
properties. 

Schmitt said Uiat while the build­
ing currently has only one access 
point off Orchard Hills Place, the 
building is fully sprinklcrcd and the 
fire department ha.s voiced no objec­
tions. Duke added that he is in ncgo-
fiations wilh an adjacent property 

owner to create a second access 
point for tiie property 

Commission member Tim 
Shroyer was coiicemed about tile 
number of hees Duke plans on 
removing from the 4.42-acre site on 
Haggerty between Eight and Nine 
Mile roads. "It .seems like we're cut-
ling down a lot of nice t tm," he 
offered. 

"We tm;," said Mike McGinnis. 
the city's interim land.scape archi­
tect. 

Duke said that although he's 
nemovitig 75 trees from tiic site, lie's 
planting 101. He explained that 
when he took over the building in 
Seplember, "the landscape was 
overgrown and uncarcd for." 

Wor.sc yet, tlie building had only a 
17-percenl occupancy rate. 
According to Duke, tlie building, 
wiiich was erected in 1980 for 
Digital Equipment, has "been 
ignored by leii.mts and brokers." 

Still, Duke said lie feels llie build­
ing has a "great location" and a lot 
of untapped value. So far he said 
he's sunk $2.5 million into the 
building imd is ovcrbudget. 

However, he added, he's signed a 
lease on the building's top floor and 

hopes to have the building fully 
leased witliin 24 months. 

Zimmerman, an architect with 
Siegal/Tuomaaia Associates, told 
commission members his finn is 
trying to create a "clean, sleek build­
ing tlial has a presence without 
sliouUng." Duke's plans call for 
extensive renovations for tlie build­
ing which was never completed and 
the building as already been recoat-
ed in bronze glass. 

Duke told commission members 
he got his vision for the building's 
landscaping from the sU'oll down the 
Right Bank of the Seine in Paris. "It 
will be magnificent," he promised. 

Duke's landscape plan calls for 
the existing dees and shmbs to be 
replaced by red flowering horse 
chestnuts. He said that while the are 
some good sized maple uces on the 
site currenUy, "they're a dime a 
dozen." He said he believes replac­
ing them witli a ina.ss of chcsuiut 
Utes that are fairly rare locally, will 
help create a "fonn.il elegant pl.m."

Toll Brotliers Inc.'s plans to 
rework porUons of Island Like got 
the nod from tlie Novi Planning 
Commission Feb. 12 as it voted 
unanimously to approve chiuigcs to 
the 8(X}-acre development's wet­
lands permit. 

Company execuUvcs were seek­
ing permission to deepen about 
two-thirds of an acre of tlie 170-
3.CK lake to provide dockage at a 
yet-to-be-approved community 
piu-k at llie western end south side 
of the on-Ume gravel pit. They also 
want to consUiIct a boardwalk near 
tlic proposed community p.Trk and 
a second one on the ea.stem end of 
tlie lake's north side. Toll BroUicrs 
also sought approval for buffer 
plantings along the west end of die 
lake's north side. 

Ci ly Planning Biirbani McBeth 

noted die state's DeparUiient of 
Environmental Quality has already 
approved pemiits for Toll Brothers' 
projects. 

"It seems unusual," said com­
mission member Gwen Markham, 
"lo be .isked to approve somediing 
witliout a .set of plans and reviews." 

Commission member Lynn 
Kocan also wanted to know why 
the commission was being asked to 
iipprove a wetlands permit without 
being shown plans for the proposed 
community park. "I don't like this 
process," she complained. 

Gerald Fisher, the commission's 
attorney, noted diat without a wet­
land permit, there wouldn't be 
much point in going to the UDublc 
of creating drawings for a park. "I 
think this is rational," he offered. 

McBedi pointed out that approv­
ing Toll Brodiers Inc.'s wetland 
pemiit doesn't give the company a 
green light for whatever it has in 

mind for die slioreside develop­
ment. "They'll slill need your OK," 
she said. 

Fisher told commission mem­
bers tliat approving the weUands 
pemiit "implies tlial you'll approve 
some sort of plan, nol a specific 
plan." 

Commission chainIian wanted to 
know who would be responsible for 
maintaining the lake level.

The clock is ticking for Redford 
Baptist Church. 

Voting 6-2, Novi 's Planning 
Commission gave the church its 
diird and final one-year extension 
for its preliminary site approval for a 
proposed church on 40-acre site on

, and 13 mile roads. 
No one from the church's archi­

tect, Menitt, McCallum, Cieslak 
PC. showed up to speak on the 
request, which was listed as a con­
sent agenda item at die commis­
sion's Feb. 12 meeting. 

That, however, did not prevent a 
brief, but lively discussion among 
commission members. 

Commission member David 
Ruyle wanted to know how many 
times die church had asked for an 

; extension and how many more 
• tunes i l could seek a delay in asking 
j for final site approvai. 
I City Planner Barbara McBedi 
1 said the church couldn't seek any 
i addidonal extensions. She explained 

if die church fails to move forward 
widi its plans before nexl Febraiuy, 
its development order wil l expire 
and it will liavc lo reapply under die 
temis of the current city code. 

Commission member Lynne Paul 
argued against approving the exten­
sion, saying she wanted to sec die 
project held to die current standards 
for landscaping and stomi water 
management. 

According lo McBedi, under the 
old ordinance developers had to pro­
vide stomi water retention for a 10-
yeiir event, but under die cumsnl 
ordinance diey would have to be 
prepared for a 100-year event. That, 
said McBeth, would mean a larger 
retention basin, which in turn would 
mean less space for odicr diings on 
the sile. 

The church has already mn afoul 
o f die Zoning Board of Appeals 
(ZBA). Church officials wanted a 
variance from the side yard setback 
for a proposed drive to a planned 
six-acre outparcci diat is expected to 
eventually hold five homes. Bul die 
Z B A said no, according to McBedi. 

Z B A members did grant the 

church a variance from die city's 35-
foot height limit, allowing a roof 
design that will range from 43 lo 46 
feel high. 

Terrance A . Crossley, who along 
widi Edgar J. Kent heads up die 
church's building committee, said 
Redford Baptist Church began at die 
comer of Telegraph and Plymoudi 
Road 172 years ago and has been al 
its current sile at Seven Mile and 
Grand River since die late 1950s. He 
said church members hope to break 
ground on dieir new home early 
next year and celebrate Easier serv­
ices in the new sanctuary by 2005. 

Along widi moving to Novi, said 
Crossley, the church is changing its 
name to Crosspointe Meadows 
Bapust Church. He said die 600-
member congregation is already 
holding "contemporary" services at 
die United Artists Commerce 14 
dieater in Walled I^dce and has pul 
die cxisdng church up for sale. 

Given dial die new church will be 
able to hold 600 to 700 people, 
Crossley said, "We thought it best to 
get out diere and start adding new 
members."

A city council goal-selling ses­
sion produced some good news for 
the Novi Police Depiu'tment look­
ing to boost its force. 

During the Saturday morning 
special meeting of the Novi Cily 
Council held earlier this month, 
councilman Louis Csordas sug­
gested an official task force should 
be assembled lo assess ihc police 
and lire dcparimenls future hiring 
needs. 

"The chief is always telling us 
we are understaffed," Csordas said. 
"So 1 thought, for all public safety, 
a comniitice should be fomied lo 
discuss long-tenii plans. We have 
10 sel priorities, and we need lo 
have a plan in place to do just dial." 

What Csordas said he didn't 
want to sec happen was the author­
ization of hiring diree new officers 
as council did this fiscal year for 

the police department and then just 
forget public safely aliogeilIen 

He also stressed the importance 
of pulling a plan in place now lo 
develop future funds and asses die 
needs of the community as ihe pop­
ulation climbs toward build-out. 

According io data 
compiled by ihe 
Southeast Michigan 
Council of Governments 
( S E M C O G ) , Novi's 
2002 population topped 
at 49,627 residenls. 

The Michigan council 
estimates Novi's 2030 
population wi l l be 
78,711. 

"I believe it wi l l be a 
benefit for future councils," 
Csordas said. 

Novi Police Chief Douglas 
Shaefl'er said he was thrilled widi 
Ihc suggestion. 

"We arc encouraged by the sug­
gestion, and we are looking for-
Wiu-d to working willi diem to pro­
vide any informadon needed," 
Shaeffer said. 

ShaelTcr said llie last lime an 
official commitiee looked into 
police staffing for the city's depan-
ment was 1996. 

In 1996, Coopers and Lybrand 
conducted a study along with a cit-

izen-based police and fire needs 
commitiee. 

Shaeffer said bodi previous stud­
ies reached similar conclusions. 

The conclusions staled the rec­
ommended police staffing level 
should be al a level of 1.5 lo 1.6 

officers per 1,000 citi­
zens. 

Novi currently has a 
ratio of 1.18 officers per 
1,000 cidzcns. 

The prior recommend­
ed staffing levels were 
also expressed its a need 
of 78 to 83 officers with a 
populiUion of 51,686 res­
idents. 

Novi currently has 61 
officers. 

Prior need-based coinniitlees 
were al.so assembled in 1995, 1989 
and 1987. 

Csordas said fonning the public 
safety commitiee was phicc high on 
the council's priority list. 

"Hopefully in the next iwo or 
tliree monihs we can gel tlie com­
mittee going," he said.

Kindergarten costs 
need to be equal 

"No Child left behind," has can-ied a strong 
message from our President. 

It has lead to measurable changes in our 
education .system that continues to foster fair­
ness for ;dl. This message seems to have got­
ten lost with our Novi School Board. Dr. E . 
Lippe, Novi's Superinlcndenl, has slated that 
"wc pledge all our efforts to continue to sup­
port learning opportunities for all students." 
Yet dispariues remain between the full-day 
and half-day kindergarten programs in Novi. 

Last year it was established that the chi l ­
dren of the full-day kindergarten programs 
receive twice the amount of leaching tax dol­
lars as compared to the half-day programs. 
M r J. Kostcr, Novi's director of Finance, con­
firmed this disparity To move towards more 
equal funding and support of programs within 
the District, many people feel that the School 

Board should provide die half-day pro­
grams with smaller class sizes, or add para-
educators. Many of Novi's half-day programs 
have 25 children to one teacher in a class­
room. Both the full- and half-day programs 
have the same curriculum requirements. 
Common sense dictates dial even if a half-day 
child has less overall school hours, i f they 
have more one-on-onc time with teachers, 
they would have a higher success rate qt 
achieving cuniculum requirements. In 1992, 
The Michigan Slate Board of Education 
developed die "Early Childhood Standards of 
Quality." They recommended that the "maxi-

mum number of students to an inslmclor in 
kindergarten through second grade, be no 
more than 20, and if there are more llian 20 in 
a classroom, there should be another instruc­
tor." In seeing that Novi was not following 
lhe.se recommendations, hundreds of petitions 
were presented to the Board in May 2002 ask­
ing lor change. 

Change was finally made. In February this 
year, the School Board announced not that 
they were going to provide more equal fund­
ing to the half-day programs by lowering 
ratios or adding support, bul instead 
announced there would be more free full-day 
programs. People are confused. If you choo.se 
Ihe half-day program, clcariy you see that the 
School Board did nol. To use our District's 
scarce tax dollars for providing more full- day 
programs, while not following the State's rec­
ommendations in our half-day programs, 
cleariy shows our School Board's bias. Until 
reliable research is done that proves all-day 
programs are superior or can be offered to 
anyone who wants them, people should have 
the choice o f more equally supported and 
funded kindergarten programs within ihe 
Disirict. Northville, Farmington H i l l s , 
Berkley and Birmingham arc a few districts 
that comply with the Stale's recommenda-
dons at the kindergarten level. Why can't 
ours? It seems lhal providing free full-day 
kindergarten programs is the direction o f the 
Novi School Board, but isn't it unediical for it 
be at a cost to our cun-ent half-day children?

Much o f what needs to be done 
isn't going to cost taxpayers one 
red cent. Reading to your baby for 
just a half hour a day iurbocharges 
the development of her brain. 
How much does lhal cost? The 
verbs arc compelling, the cost is 
cheap and the results vast: Read, 
hold,- teach, laugh, play, care for, 
love. 

And when costs are involved, 
the payoff is seven to one. 
Ypsilanti 's High Scope/Perry 
Preschool program is the most 
studied eariy childhood program 
in die country. Research conduct­
ed over 30 years .shows lhat the 
public saves $700 in the cost of 
prisons, drug treatment, welfare, 
remedial education and social 
serves in return for investing $100 
in high quality early childhood 
education and care. 

For the past few years, I've 

education, politics, jaw enforce­
ment, health care and the media. 
You might remember their catchy 
slogan - "Be Their Hero From 
Age Zero" — from last year's 

media campaign. 
Next week, 

they'll launch a

A great pari of this year's cam­
paign — which wi l l kick off next 
Monday — is a telephone number 
l inking parents and interested 
adults with local informalion. 
Dialing 1.888.BE A H E R O gets 
you in direct louch wilh trained 
staff lhal wil l direct you to infor­
malion aboul programs and serv­
ices in your own local intermedi­
ate school disirict. During peak 
times, calls wil l be answered by 
an automated voice mail system 
requesting a caller's contact infor­

mation. This wi l l be forwarded to 
the local ISD for direct follow up. 

Fortunately, diis private effort is 
drawing support from the public 
sector. One of the themes of Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm's State o f the 
Slate speech was Project Great 
Start, through which the state's 57 
intennediate school districts are 
being asked to.define education as 
beginning at birth and not when a 
kid starts kindergarten. Over the 
past couple of years, somediing 
like $90 million in state grants 
have jump started community-
based eoalidons to help the par­
ents of die 130,000 babies who 
arc bom in Michigan each year. 

Public engagement is not limit­
ed to Gov. Granholm. A bipartisan 
Children's Caucus in die legisla­
ture is developing to help 
Michigan become a national 
leader in high-quality early educa­
tion and care for young children. 
Former stale representadves Pan 
Godehaux from Birmingham and 
Lynn Martinez from Lansing were 
key in sLirting the caucus a few 
years ago; with their departure 
from the legislature (thank you, 
term limits!), new leaders are 
stepping up. 

A lot is coming together in all 
this. Brain science. Public policy. 
Private philanthropy and volun-
teerism. State government. Local 
teachers, nurses, doctors, clergy 
and parents. But the results could 
be, quite literally, revolutionary.

Koster that state R a m e Z K l l U r i 
aid will be cut dra­
matically in every school district 
in die stale of Michigan in up­
coming years. 

It was definitely a surprise, bul 
I'm not sure i f it can be character­
ized as good or bad. According to 
Superintendent of Novi Schools 
Dr. Emmett Lippe and Assistant 
Superintendent of Instructional 
Services Dr. Rita Traynor, it's a 
good diing. I tend to agree with 
diat, basing my judgment on die 
idea diat die more dme students 
are in school being taught, no 

matter what age they are, they are 
learning and growing up in a pos­
itive environment. 

Even though 1 haven't personal­
ly seen any studies done on the

full-day kinder­
garten would 
probably be more 
prepared for the 
educational jour­
ney which lies 
ahead of them 
then, say, a child 
who comes out of 
a half-day pro­
gram.

I could 
be totally wrong 
and die opposite 
might be true. 

That is just one of the questions 
that is always brought up when 
this topic hits the fan. The other 
one. the more important one in my 
opinion, is money 1 commend die 
school board for being daring and 
making a bold decision, but I just 
hope lhat it didn't shoot itself in 
the foot with this one. 1 have 
known for a long time diat you 
can't please everybody, no matter 
what you do. This decision by die 
board may have pleased many 
people in the community tem­

porarily, but what wi l l happen 
after the random selection process 
is completed and some parents 
who want to take advantage of die 
full-day program are told that 
there is no room for dieir chil­
dren? Worse yet, what wi l l happen 
a couple years down the road 
when the anticipated reduction in 
slate-aid forces changes to die 
program? 

Anybody who follows die hap­
penings of this school district 
surely knows what kind of impact 
this kindergarten issue has 
broughi about. Parents of these 
kids have filled all die seats at 
school board meetings lately, 
many of whom voiced dieir opin­
ions on the matter and I diink 
that's great. It shows what kind of 
heart diis community has and die 
willingness to do whatever it takes 
to ensure diat die children have 
the best educafion possible. 

I jusl hope that this community 
will be prepared when some hard 
decisions wil l inevitably have to 
be made in the not-so-distant 
future.

Orchard Hil ls is no stranger lo 
construction. It lias only liccn a 
little over si.\ months since the 
school had a new hallway 
installed. And when LePlae came 
to Orchard Hil ls in 1986, the 
media center was about one-
fourth the size of the one that's 

there today. Within the fourth year 
of LePlae's tenure at die school, 
the media center's size was dou­
bled and now it has been doubled 
again in terms o f floor space and 
i l has gone up two stories. 

"It's really sh<irp looking and 
needless lo s,iy our students and 
teachers are really excited about 
using i l , " LePlae said. "There is 
heavy furniture in diere that is 
brand new and we have a smaller 
room in the media center for 
multi-media producuons." 

The school docs a Friday televi­
sion newscast with four student 
reporters, I-ePlae and a student 
who mans die camera. 

"The multi-media producuons 
room is available to our teachers 
to use for their classes to come 
down and do some filming," 
LePlae said. "They can still do 
diat in dieir classrooms, but now 
diey can do it in more of a sound­
proof-type area. We also have a 
brand new computer lab widi Del l 
computers diat everyone can use 

and teachers, and sludenls can go 
there as full classrooms for spe­
cial projects." 

Like the old media center, die 
new one has a book disuibution 
area for checking out books, only 
a lot more books will be added to 
die collection because of all the 
extra space. There are spaces in 
die media center for individual 
projects as well and teachers can 
come in and do their own kind of 
work dial they need for planning. 
They have dieir own computers in 

their classrooms, but a whole set 
is in the computer lab. 

"I know how excited everybody 
is about these additions," llePlae 
said. "The students are very proud 
and I diink for diat reason diey 
wil l take good care of it and it w i l l 
be here for generations to come."

"The whole purpose of the 
show is coiill ici resolution, 
rcsolvinj.' iiMiMii'l iti a hiiinoroiis 
way." I'aul said. "I leach under­
standing, how 1(1 unilcrsland di l -
Icrciiccs ill people ;iikI respect 
people, iiiulcrslandiiii; tluil every­
body has diHci"cnl ages or mayhc 
dilTcrcnl levels. You shouldn't 
make liin ol ihi'tii; you should 
always try lo iiiulcrsKind them and 
respect llicm I'or lhal and you can 
avoid any coiil'licl with tlicin." 

I'aul said tiial studenls should 
avoid iiiakiii); liiii of olher slu­

dents so people's feelings diin'l 
get hurl. "When you make fun of 
somebody else, chances are 
you're going lo create a conllict 
or an arguitieni helween you and 
the other student or various other 
students and that's a problem," he 
said. " M y main part of this pro 
gr;im is to leach anger manage 
iiicni. Thai's why 1 told the slory 
;ibi)ul whal iiappeiied to mc wi 
the hat being stolen. That was 
true slory and svhal 1 did lo 
resolve il was true, i realized bac 
then that 1 had the sense lo know 
lhal there was a peaceful option. It 
worked I'or me. Will It work all 
the lime? 1 don'l know, bul the 
whole point is to leach the kids 
that there is another option 
besides gelling all mad, using 
your llsls ;ind saying ihings that 
you're going lo be .sorry for." 

l3efore uikitig his show on Ihi 
road, i'aul did much research wilh 
school psychologists and friends 
who are in ihe psychology field 
on anger l ie found lhal a lot of 
anger is in everybody It's an emo­
tion Ihtu people must learn how to 
conlrol i l . 

"1 don'l wani lo say i l wil l mag­
ically go away, bul the idea is to 
ttike the edge off by liikiiig a week 
lo think clearer," he said. "When 
you think clearer you arc going lo 
say the right thing versus the 
wrong thing, and that message 
can be i'or kids or tidults." 

Another part of his program is 
coniinunicalion. "1 think dial we 
hitvc a poor communication wilh 
ourselves," f'aul said. "V'v'e have a 
conl l ic l wilh ourselves and some 
of Ihc psychologists in Ihe schools 
told tile that some of die kids say 
lhal ihcy are dumb or stupid and 
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that's not a good thing. Thai's low 
.self esteem, hut the main thing is, 
now Ihey arc in conflicl with 
lliemselves. If ihey are mad al 

thetn.selves, they are going lo gel 
mad al somebody else too. So the 
idea is to try lo leach the kids in 
Ihe limited time thin 1 have, to 

underslaiid themselves and then 
you can try lo avoid any conllicl."

If you sold your mtiin home, you 
may be able io exclude up to 
$250,00() of gain ($.')(X),000 for mar­
ried taxpayers filing joindy) from 
your federal tax retum, acconding to 
die IRS. This exclusion is allowed 
exh dme di;il you sell your main 
home, bul generally no more fie-
quendy dian once every two yetun. 

To be eligible for diis exclusion, 
your home must have been owned by 
you and used as your main home for 
a period of al least iwo years out of 
die five years prior lo its .side. If you 
and your spou.se file a joint return for 
die year of die .sale, you am exclude 
die gain if eidierof you qualify for die 
exclasion. Bul bodi of you would 
have lo meet die u.se lest to claim die 
$500,000 maximum amount. 

If you do not meet die ownership 
and use tests, you may be allowed lo 
exclude a portion of die gain realized 
on die sale of your home if you sold 
your home due to a change in Iiealdi 
or place of employment 

If you cannot exclude all die gain 
from die sale of your home, use 
Schedule D, Fonii 1040, lo repoit il.

"We have so inany oplions, 
you jusi owe i l lo yourself The 
reason being I've helped people 
refinance, do different financing 
they never thought would he 
possible, or pull oul cash for dif­
ferent reasons," he s;iid. "For 
example. 1 had a customer who 
didn't dream they could, or 
should, refinance because ihey 
were going lo be moving in the 
next three years. Well, it actual­
ly was the perfect lime lo refi­
nance. We got thciTi on a llircc-
year adjustable rale mortgage, 
and they saved $250 a month 
just from switching from their 
30-year fixed mortgage lo the 
three-year A R M . People don'l 

realize how much they can 
save," he explained.

llie Ken.singlon Valley Conference. 
Unfonunaiely for Lakeland, and 
fonunalely for Novi, ilIal's nol llie 
way llie game p.Tnned oul. 

Instead, ihc Wildcats pulled iwo 
gaiTies away from llieir nearest 
K V C compclilion and showed 
LakelaIid dial when you come inlo 
the Wildcat Den, yo won't be push­
ing die 'Cats around. 

"1 have to give eredii lo all diree 
of my .seniors," Novi coach Pal 
Schluter said of Emiiienecker, Chns 
Lewis and Chase Chandler. 'They 
did a great job. leading diis leam 
today. When ihings got tough, they 

• were oul ihere gelling llie job done." 
Emmencclcer led the Novi attack 

with 16 points on die night while 
L.cwis added 10. Of course, you 
can'i forget junior Brad Simpson, 
who followed diose two widi eight 
points of his own in die winning 
cfTort — including a gaIne-oiienitig 
three-pointer just 30 .seconds inlo 
die contest. His defensive pressure 
was a major factor in die game as 
well. 

"Il was tough in die beginning of 
die game," Simpson said of cover­
ing senior forward Stephen Digsby 
and holding him to only seven 
points on die night. 'Towards die 
end it became a lot easier I find a 
way lo gel in llie head of die guys 
out diene, and 1 lake diem out of 
dieir game. Thai's what it lakes 
somedmes." 

The Ice land Eagles are proba­
bly sdll trying lo gel diis one oul of 
dieir minds. 

The Wildcats were quick to take 
a small 11-7 lead ai die end of die 
first quaricL but I c e l a n d fought 
back to lie diings up jusi two min­
utes inlo die second after a foul shol 
brought Ken Taylor, who led 
l-akeland widi 10 points, io die line 
where he sunk bodi shots. Ju.st a 
minute later, die Eagles took a 13-
11 -ndvaniage before die Wildcats 
were able to uulize a nice running 
lay-in by Simpson and a steal and 
score by junior Brad Chandler for a 
close 17-15 In the final moments of 
die half. 

"It was a lot closer dial we would 
have liked," Schluter said. "The sec­
ond half we just came oul widi more 
intensity luid forced diem lo switch 
to man-lo-man defen-se. Thai's 
when we're in our game." 

And in dieir game diey were. The 
Wildcils' lead was cut io 17-16 after 
a foul-shol found die bottom of die 
net before Simpson drained a diree-
pointer 30 seconds into die half to 
give Novi a 20-16 advantage. 

Though Lakeland managed io net 
anodierbuckcljusl 16 seconds later 
lo cut die lead lo two, die 'Cals real­
ly never looked back. Novi went on 
a 13-3 run for die remainder of die 

. quarter lo hold a 33-21 lead over die 
Eagles. 

The fourth quarter wasn't much 
prettier. Though die Eagles man­
aged 16 poInls in die final eight min­
utes, Novi put in 18 of dieir own 
while playing a game of come-and-
gei it widi die ball. As time expired, 
Novi found diemselves ai the foul-
line seven times in the final seven 
minutes of play, and converted on 
I2-of-I3 attempts. 

The final minule of play was 
filled widi an impressive show of 
ability on paIi of Novi — including 
a steal from Chase Chandler diat he 
followed up widi a IuIiIIIIIg assist to 
brodier Brad for die score.

IMPENDING SIGNS OF DOOM - FOR LAKELAND 
Luckily, the Novl Wildcats basketball team isn't a superstitious 

bunch. If they were, they may have taken all of the signs at the 
beginning of the game as a foreshadowing of impending doom. 
Instead, they were signs that Lakeland may have been keeping their 
peepers peeled for. 

1. The Lakeland stands were just packed with fans, students and 
parents, while the Novi side of the gym didn't quite hold the impres­
sive numbers it should have. The majority of the Novi bleachers 
were empty, and two people up there were from rival Kensington 
Valley Conference schools videotaping the game for reference, one 
was a college scout and three were sports writers from various 
papers. 

2. The sound system went on the fritz and the National Anthem 
didn't begin playing for about a minute an a half after everyone 
stood to their feet. It was ample time for the Novi fans to start 
chanting "Let's go Lakeland." 

3. The scoreboards wouldn't light up. Power seemed to flicker to 
them for just under two minutes or so before thfiy were brought 
back to life by the patient workers of the scorer's table. 

The Novi boys basketball team 
utilized strong leam defense and 
smart decision-making on its way to 
a convincing 45-25 Kensington 
Valley Conference win over 
Brighton Friday. 

Novi (15-1,9-1 K V C ) stayed two 
games ahead of second-place 
I c e l a n d widi four games left in die 
season. 

Brighton (11-6, 7-4 K V C ) fell 
into a tiiIId-place tie widi F'inckney, 

Novi's defense was die key. The 
Bulldogs went more dian 12 min­
utes widiout a basket during two 
combined slretches of die game. 

'They're a really lough defensive 
club," Brighton coach Mike Griest 
said. "Once you get behind, it's 
even more difficult because diey 
can just kind of pack it in.

Oftentimes I'm asked 
lo describe the word 
bistro, forerunner of the 
word restaurant. The 
lemi is thought to have 
originated in the year 
1815 when the Russians 
defeated Napoleon. Tired 
and hungry, needing to 
be restored, they rushed 

910.1 was so cosmopoli­
tan, sitting al the copper 
bar sipping FIench wine 
and eating pate', sur­
rounded by a room of 
people chatting in 
French. OL my first trip 
to Paris with two of my 
sisters, where we hap-

, J n H pened into a comer bisu^o 
the suieets of Paris enter- •"^'y B r a d y . ^ j bravely ordered con­
ing cafes in search of food and fit. The 70-something, grandmoth-
drink shouting "bisU-o, bistro" 
which UTinsiates as "quick, quick." 

Today, a bistro is designated as 
an eating place where you're served 
simply and quickly. Traditional 
bistros are small and plainly fur­
nished, offering a refuge from the 
outside world. Oftentimes the 
menu is written on a chalktioard 
offering "plats du joui" or plates of 
the day featuring the best offerings 
of the local market. The cooking is 
likened to "cuisine de meres", or 
food that mom makes. It warms the 
heart and pleases the palate. It is 
substantial, uncomplicated and 
generous. 

Bistros are usually a mom-and-
pop operation with the husband as 
barkeep, mom as cook and grown 
children helping where needed. 
The service Is unpretentious and 
leisurely. The clientele are locals, 
many of whom have eaten at the -
same table night after night for 
decades. They are on a first-name 
basis with the owners and staff. 

The bistro is an extension of the 
living room for many of the French 
people. They meet and visit wiih 
other neighijors on a daily basis 
while enjoying the hearty, earthy, 
rustic fare. Each region of France 
has ils own style of bistro cookery 
using the ingredients indigenous to 
the area. Sausages, tenines, slow-
cooked savory dishes and simplistic 
desserts are the norm. Wine Is a 
very important element of the bistro 
formula. They, too, are unpreten-
dous and usually come from nearby 
vineyards. 

While writing this I've had the 
pleasure of mentally revisiting the 
many bisu-os in which I have dined. 
Fond memories were formed start­
ing in Toronto years ago at Bistro 

erish chef pulled a bucket of duck 
from under the counter, reached in 
bare-handed and plopped plump 
legs into a cast iron skillet. Our 
waiter, her husband, brought plates 
heaping with potatoes crisped in 
duck fat, and tlie legs with meat 
falling-off-the-bones. 

We ordered more and more, 
forcing us to cancel our later reser­
vations at a "starred" tesiaurani. 
On a subsequent journey to Paris 
with my husband we ate only bistro 
fare, choosing to abstain from haute 
cuisine. It was then lhat we decided 
to change the format of our restau­
rant.

Once home we washed the walls in 
gold paint, hung miss-matched art 
and re-fashioned the food. We 
removed the word grill from the 
sign and added "bistro" to the 
name. We've never looked back. 

A year later we visited Provence. 
Starting in Nice we slowly explored 
France's southern most region. The r 
food is solid, hearty, mstic and mod- I 
est Sensuous could be a fair descrip- ' 
tor,nsmemberingthe"oohs,aahsand | 
mrams" ofeach bite.
