B First monthly
update held on
projects to
improve roads

Coniractors and ity stall out-
numbered business and home-
owners for the first monthly
update on whal’s being ealled col-
lectively as the Grand River
Avenue improvement projects.

Meetings were held al the
Novi  Police  Department's
Training Center at 9 a.m. and 7
p.n. last Wednesday and addi-
Lional meetings will be held the
final Wednesday of the month
though October. The last of three
projects  being  completed
between Novi and Beck roads
that will replace an aging cast
concrete  bridge and  widen
Grand River Avenue o five Janes
at a cost of roughly $15 million
are expected 1o be done Nov. 1,

According lo assistant cily
manager Clay Pearson, the low
wmout pretty much follows the
same patlern the city saw last year
for the rebuild of the Novi and 12
Mile road imersection. Last
month city council chambers
were filled with business people
in the momning and residents in
the evening as representalives
from the city and the Read
Commission of Qakland County
explained the effects of this year's
Grand River projects as well as
others in the pipeline.

Pearson noted that while the
state’s Department of
Transportation has decided to
push back lewing its contract to
teplace the Beck Road bridge
over 196 until May, he doesn’t
believe that will affect the com-
pleticn date of that two-year proj-

The auto indostry reported a 7-
percent dip in sales for February,
with Gencral Motors reporting a
i9-percent drop and Porsche post-
ing a 38-percent sag in sales. Auto
anafysts are blaming the sales fall
off on things as varied as the fear
of rising gas prices this summer,
to the antomakers robbing Peter
with year-end incentives, to mid-
winter doldrums.

On the bright side, Cassis noted
that Site Selection has tapped
Michipan as jts number one busi-
ness Jocation for four years run-
iting.

Cassis ~ spokesman  Lisa
Posthumus said the 10-member
committce will be examining
everything from tax policy to the
latest developments in high-tech
industries, looking for ways to
attract new business and retain
existing business in Michigan.

(the section where Lorzo lives).

McLuinsays that she was refer-
ring 1o the wesl porlion ol
Galway, not the eust, when first
questioned by the News, The migd-
die and east sections were both
supposed (o be incleed in the
prelim design, but the east was
omitted by error,

After Lorenzo pointed uut the
error 1o cily eificials, her section
ol Gabway was included,

“Lawra’s nefghbors thought her
section wus added in hecause it

was erroncousty left out of the
prefiminary desiga,” said McLain,
“hut that was an oversight”

Neighbor Linda Hulliman was
under the impression that only
“bad spots™ were supposed (o be
repaved, #nd felt that “pressurce”
from Lorenzo led 1o the whole
[poition of the street being done.

Clay Pearson, assistant city
munager, said streets receiving
“poor” or “very poor” ratings -
wiich included Galway [rom
Windermere 10 Daleview - were
included in the 2002 project.

“We didn't need it, we didn’t
wanl itand it is justa huge boom-
boggle and just a tremendous

waste of taxpayer money,” said
Huilmar in the Qet. 17 story.

Lorenzo  called  Huilman's
accusations “totally false and
totally ludicrous.”

As of today, the original letter
McLain wrote Oct, 29 has not
been received by the Novi News.

Promises of enhanced skil)
building, mare fun and a better
opportunity for socialization top
tie list of reasons city officils
made changes o Novi's Youth
Sports Team program.

everybody gets more out of it
stid Randy Auler, director of
Novi Parks, Recreation and
Foresiry. "It is about balancing
the skills.”

Deputy Dicector Jack Lewis
said in the past, all children were
placed on teams according to their
school district,

“We had one ream killing
everybody and that wasn't fun for
the kids,” Lewis said,

By holding a skills evaluation
clinic, Auler said all teanis will be
haianced out by placing the same
ameunt of kids at differing levels
on exch squad,

“Thal way you don't have a
team that is really, really geod and
ateam that is inferior,” he suid.

Auler said the new skills-selec-

tion method has already produced
desired results after frying it out
during the city’s baskelball sea-
son

“For example, our ¢hird-grade
girls wams have had their games
decided by one basket,” he said.
“So that is fun for everyone.”

Auler stresses the benefits of
the change reach much farther
than competition. .

By ensuring coch team has
members of all skill ievels, every
child will have someone to play
against during each game, he said.

This allows each participant the
opportunity 0 work on their
games and skill building.

“The kids with lesser skills get
more out of it,” Auler said.

Lewis points out the new team-

selection methed alse boosts
social Interaction,

Instead of children staying with
their schoolmates  throughout
their community-league career,
participants wili have the chance
1o meet other students their age
from different schoals,

Lewis said this will also pro-
vide a benefit when Novi's stu-
dents are combined for middie
scheel.

The new skill-based assessment
methed is in effect for students in
third grade and up.

What makes these otherwise
very ledious missions fun is the
huge variety, and overall vast-
ness of each level. In any given
mission, you may spend 10

The greund units control
areat, the response quick and
the move around very smooth-
ly.

Gameplay problems do arise,
“though, and are’ very - notice-
able. For one, the on-fool por-
ticns of the game are junky.
Besides the fact that Obi-Wan,
Mace Windu, and Skywalker
look about as bad as they can
get at this level of gaming, they
control ¢ven worse. Tumning
scems (o take forever, and
while the lightsaber combat
should be very cool, it ends up
being very aggravating.

While the gameplay is good
for the most parl, the graphics
are all over the place. First off,
the tanks, vehicles, and air-
planes all look impressive.
There is great texturing work,

have their swn work-oul regi-
mens, and both have goals set
for themselves.

Higgins, who stands al 5-
foat-§ and weighs in at 165
pounds, is hoping to bulk up to
175 by the lime he graduates,
und then up Lo 180 by the time
football starts up.

Chandler, wha is 6-1 and 175,
is looking 10 boost up to 185-

But, for athletes like these
two, 15 nol easy to make the
time 1o It and to run —
instead, they wrilize their sporis
1o help them. Higgins is a mem-
ber of o recreational busketball
temm, a8 well as a runner on the
boys track and ficld squad.
Chandler, who js currently play-
ing  basketball  with  the
Wildeats, is also on the track
and ficld team.

“Right now 1'm lifting five
days a week,” Higgins said.
“Track season is going to start
up in two wecks and I'il start
doing that. I'm hoping to move
from middle distance to sprini-
ing this year to improve my
speed.” .

Bath athletes are also aware
that they have lo make them-
selves as valuable as they can
for their respective teams Lo
really give them a good look
and to consider them for the
program,

program.,

“Walk-ons have the best
chance if they can do other
things as well,” Higgins said,
“I'm geing to practice being a
holder for field goals. If T ¢an
perfect that skill, it'll open
soRre extra cpportunities for
me.”

Chandler was also receplive
to that kind of idca.

“Thal never really came
across my mind,” he said, “I'm
pretty sure I ¢an do that, and [
puess that weuld be an idea that
1 could offer to thein”

And if, through all the hard
work and perspiration, they
finally get selected to the squad,
the important thing to remember
is that when they are called
upen, they have to be ready to
act.

“Once a coach gets to know
you and they tell you to jump in
there, you have to be prepared,”
Zaunbrecher said. “You don’t
have time 10 bulld up 1g it. You
go from zero o 60 in a heart-
beat,”

And though falent is a major
factor in maKing a squad like
that of Florids or Michigan
State, there's also en clement of
hearl — just watch the movie
“Rudy.”

“It's you're heart and your
mind,” Chandler said. “Are you
going to give up if they put you
down and you dop’t makc the
leam? You have to work hard,

and if you don't make the leam
you have to work for another
whole year and do it on your
own. Your heart pushes you do
to that, and if you don’t have
heart, you're never poing to
make the team.”

Higgins cchoed that thought.

“Though it’s very rare nowa-
days that a Rudy story will actu-
ally happen, when il dees it’s
almost al! based on heart and the
intangibles you bring with you,”
Higgins szid. “How much focus
do you have on the goals you've
set for yourself?™

Somctimes, other factors out-
side o the realm of foothall
weigh in on the final decigion by
the coaching staffs. For exam-
ple, Higgins had maintained a
high enough grade-point aver-
age to be offered o fuli-academ-
ic scholarship to universities —
including Florida.
