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Clark St. decision revisited

M Council waits
uniil March 17
meeting for its
recommendation

A decision récommending the
permanct closure of Clark Street
while tuming Lanny's Lane into &
one-way sireet will be revisited
during Novi’s March 17 council
meeling.

The reselution by members of
cily council to recommend the
roadway changes 10 the Road
Cemmission for Oakland County
hit a speed bump after residents in
the area of both Grand River

Avenue sidestreets called, e-
mailed and spoke in front of coun-
cil members, voicing both objec-
tions and approvals for the plan.

Novi City Councilman Louis
Csordas said in seven years he has
never received as iany telephone
cails to his home, c-mails and res-
idents wanting to speak  with
council thin what he experienced
with the Clark Street closing pro-
posal.

In fact last Suturday's special
city council meeting agenda dedi-
cated lo goal-setting was set aside
afier the auditorium filled with
residents wanting to discuss the
possibility of closing  Clark
Street,

“A ot of good ideus and sug-
gestions were shured,” Pearson
said. “The city council let every-
body know the matter for Lanny's
had already been sct to come back

1o the city council for further dis-
cussion en March 17 with the rai-
fic consuitant report.”

Pearson suid the city's tralfic
consultant is reviewing making
Lanny's & one-way road und upon
cempietion the city will be pat-
Ling tngether a mailing for house-
helds uround Grand River Avenue
and |1 Mile Road scheduled to go
out this week,

Members of council did vote in
favor of recommending 1o the
commission the pemmunent clo-
sure of Clark snd making Lannys
 one-way, southbaund streel dur-
ing council’s March 3 meeting,
but will revisit ihe decision ufter
#ll reports are received.

"Whatever the professionuls
recommend, I'm sure council will
do. We are not traffic engineers,
and we just want the decision to
be spfe,” Csordas said. “Ii was

never even an issug until the peli-
tion was regeived.”

A petition with 89 signatures
was submitied to the city council
during the Feh. 24 meeling ask-
ing for the pecmancnt closure of
Clark,

“We o {city administation)
brought the matter o city council
on, March 3 for direction,”
Pearson said.

The assistont city manager said
reports ftom the city’s (raffic con-
sultunt and police and fire depart-
ments recommending the perma-
nent closing were included in the
March 3 meeting information.

Smoke
detectors
credited

Smoke detectors were credited by
the Novi Fire Department for suc-
cessfully removing 4 family from
their buming home after a blaze
crupted in the middle of the night.

“The main point here is the
smoke detectors worked and every-
one got out of the house,” said chief
Arthur Lenaghan, of the City of
Novi Fire Department.

Lenaghan said no one was hurt as
a result of the fire that began ahout
320 am. Yo fridgy wkt'le the s
dents were sleeping.

The house, located at 40471
Franklin Mill Road, west of

. Raggerty and south of 10 Mile

reads, belonged to Novi Public
Schools Board of Education treasur-
er George Kortland,

Fire officials said the department
received the call right after the fire
started and arvived on the scene at
abot 328 am. When firfighters
wrived, the Kortlandr family was
already out of the home.

Lenaghan said the firc apparently
started in the furnace and spread into
the walls of the home.

The chicf said the flames then
went through the floor in one area of
the house igniting a firc in the
Kitchen-dining room area.

Fire officials said the fire was
under centrol in about 15 minutes,
but firefighters remained on the
scene until about 5:20 wm. checking
the house and the surrounding area.

“There was smoke throughout the
house, of course, and a lot of heat
damage,” Lenaghan said.

Mest of the damage, estimied ar
about $30,000, was confined to the
kitchen-dining area and the lower
level of the house.

Lenaghan sajid 1he damage was
wo cxiensive for the family to
remain in the home,

AR anncuncement issued last
week by Novi's city manager
indicated the contracs for the new
interchange scheduled for Beck
Road and Interstate 96 wili be
delayed.

The verbal report made by
Richard Helwig during the March
3 Novi City Couneil meeting stat-
&d the letting of the contract for
the single-point urban interchange
by the Michigan Department of
Transportation will be pushed
back to May.

City officials had originally

let this month.

Robert Morosi, MDOT regian-
al communications represemative,
confirmed the decision to award
the contract for the preject has
been rescheduled.

“The main reason is the gover-
nor and director continue to con-
template expansion projects,”
Morpsi said.

He explained because the proj-
et is viewed 35 an cxpansion
project opposed to new construc-
tion, it falls into the category of
MDOT projects under investiga-
tion by Gov. Jernifer Granholm.

Morosi said construction could
still very well begin this year.

State Senator Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi) said she is keeping a very
close eyc on the project and is
waiting to hear details aboul the
conlract leming.

Cassis said it is her undarstand-
ing the right-of-way needed for
the project is in place and so is the
funding, at Jeast up to when the

Cassis has played an integral
rele in brnging the project 10
Novi and promises 0 relay the
official word to the city as soon as
it is availuble.

“I'm keeping o very close
waich over the budger and work-
ing closely with the Michigan
Department of Transportation,”
Cassis said. “I'm really hound-
dogging the issue.”

Groesheck said a quick estimate
done between the time  they
received notice and the mecting
determined there were about 88
homes on Clurk andt about 300 in
Cedar Springs which traflic from
the residences would be diverted
0f1 16 their street each duy,

According to the wraflic repart
prepared by senior traffic engineer
William Stimpson of Bircller
Arroye Assoctates, Ine., “a total
closure of Clark wt Grand River
wauld probably divert aboul 1,800
vehicles per day 1o Lanny's Lane

and Taft Road.”

Many Lanny’s residents also
voiced objections, citing safety
reasons from children playing in
the street to no sireet lighting 10
diminished road quality.

But despite the outcry from
Lanny's residents, legitimate con-
cerms surrounding the closure of
Clark Streel remained.

Gogh Comed Beef; Auce said he
chose the name Picasso Cafe

ident added.

While having coffee in the deli
witly her friend, Murphy decided,

Murphy got together with [cl-
low members of the 38-year-old
Farmington Ant Club, and now
Attee has an artist a month
booked into the deli through the
end of next year, It works well,”
said Attee, “Tt changes the decor
gvery month and the amists tell
their friends and family.”

They're
also working to create a franchise
package.

The Novi Picasso Cafe is the
Allee’s second veniure i the
deli trade. Attee's father bought u
small sundry shop at Dominos
Farms after retiring from General
Moetors Corp. and it evolved into a
deli. Attee helped out while eam-
ing his degree in finance and ¢co-
nomics al the University of
Michigan,

Atlee said hanging around
Dominos Farms with all its corpo-
rate uttomeys and franchise spe-
cialists was also like graduate
school.

“After I graduated, dad asked,
‘Do you want u corporate job or
do you want to try our own little
adveniure.”™

Attee took a pass on an offer 1o
Join a consulting firm and now he
runs the Novi cperation, while his
brother runs the Ann Arbor ioca-
tion and his father serves more as
mentor.

While conceding thit & degree
in finanee and ecenomics does not
sound like the best it for a busi-
ness wrapped around food and art,
Altee noted, “gond business prac-

Murphy said that while most
Juried art shows take 30 percent ol
an artwork’s sale price and gal-
leries 1ake as much as hall, Auee
lakes only a |3-percem commis-
sion.” i

“I'm not planaing on drawing
any profits from the art™ said
Allee. “We are sill primurily a
deli” He said (he commission
essentially covers his costs fer
displaying the art, adding that
while his customers do buy some
of the art, it’s not fiying off the
walls.

A year after first upproaching
Altee about displaying loca! ari,
Murphy is finally gening around
to displaying her watwrcolors and
charcoal drawings in the deli.
Murphy, who has done 15 jurzed
art shows and SeYCNn ong-weman
shows in the last two years, said
she's thrilled to be displaying at
the Picasso Cafe. "Tt's very hard
for artists to get in gallerics, There
are not enough anywhere. There
are lons of artists and no pigce ©
show their stuff, she said.

In another three years or so
when Attee starts rolling out his
franchises, that could change.

Higher education cuts were
the most painful to make

Lust week, Gov. Jenniler Granholm deliv-
ered the most painful budget message heard in
Michigan in many, many years,

She proposcd halancing the estimated $1.7
billion budget deficit for e fiscal year that
bhegins in October by cutting $937 mitlion in
state spending and proposing around  $400
million coch in new revenues {increasing the
tax on dicsel fuel, for example) and account-
ing maneuvers,

The hig winners: Public
schaals (the $6.

had an entirely different style — agpressively
blunt and determinedly non-inclusive. And
during the last years in office, Engler tried to
do an impossible balancing et simuligneous-
ly curting taxes, increasing spending and find-
ing all kinds of accounting gimmicks 1o bal-
ance the budget.

Granhalm wanis o "build a govermment
that is lean, not imean”. She says that al limes
of budget crisis a government
cannol be or do everything
for everybody and that tough-
minded decisions must he
made ahout spending priori-
ties. For a Democral 1o be a
budget hawk s a new
approach. Perhaps
Granholm's is dictated by the
stringency of the times, but
wouldn't be surprised i it
really works.

Granhelm did the run-up te her bedgel mes-
sage in a spectaculurly effective scries of
show-and-tell performances areund the stae.
And her overalliough approich — “The s
of spending beyend our means are over”, she
sadd in an unusual personal appearance before
the House and Senate appropriations commil-
wes — won praise from Democrats end
Republicans alike.

Upon refiection. three things stand out.

First, Granhelm may wind up carving
cntirely new ground for o Democratie politi-
cian.

Her predecessor, Republican John Engler,

— attitudles of state employee

unions, saving money by

diverting some priseners o
less expensive drug treatment plans, closing
lvopholes like taansfer taxes on property sules
— that mity not pan out. The ecoromy could
fall fnto full-blown recession, The inevitable
legislative and lobbying urm twisting has yet
to luke place.

Moreovey, the fuct is that the state faces
sonfething like a §1 tillion "structural budgel
deficit” that will dominate budger discussions
for years 1o come. As the widely respected
Citizen's Research Council pointed out in a
report issued last year, the combination of tax
vuis over the past decade und retatively high
expectations for state services have resulied in

budgets that are intrinsically unbalanced
unless something fundamenial is done. This
debate has yet 1o take place, but it surely will.

Third, Granhelm is coming awfuliy close lo
inflicting real, long-term damage to one of
Michigan's greatest long-lenn competitive
advances — our high quality state universitics
and the research and development effors they
support. Support for higher education has now
been cut by something like 10 percent over
the past two budget years. This is the biggest
cul since Ihe recession in the carly 1980s.

To her credit, Granholm said the higher
educatien cuts were the most painiu! part of
her budget. But she also said quite clearly
that, "Higher education is not as critical as
making sure a child is ready to go to college
in the first place."

The fact remains that massive budget cuts
for universities can do an awful lot of damuge
in a very short lime, dumage that takes many
years 10 repair. Students and families will
inevitably get hit with big tuition increases,
not 1o mention e loss of $2,500 college
scholarships. Universities will have to ew
courses, inerease class sizes, reduce library
and computer facilities and do all the things
that save money but likely cut quality.

What keeps Michigan distinetive and fucis
our economy and the prosperity of aur cit-
zens is the aggregate excellence of our invest-
ments in human and inteilectual capital.

Gov. Granholm und the Legislature need o
be especially thoughtful about the long-term
consequences as they come (o closure on this
part of the budget, .

For the snow day that occurred
<an March 3, it was a routine call at
345 am. that started it.

“The criginal ferecast called for
snow 10 begin a1 9 p.a, and end at
3 aum,, therefore, we decided 1o
have the conference call al 3:45
am.,” Kosler said, "It was 3 nor-
mal circumstange and ali eight
superinlendents were on  the
phone along with a representative
from the Nationai Weather
Forecasting Sysiem Headquarters
in Kansas.”

Koster sajd that the person from
Naiional  Weather Forecasting
System Headquarters has the abij-
ity 10 truck the iemperature, wind
and precipitation very close. “This
guy is good and he knows what's
going to happen literally by the
minute. We get first class informa-
tion that he cas track right on
through. He tells us what’s hap-
pening and he knows the whole
realm of things,”

On the phene the representative
told the superintendents that the
area was just it the front end of
the storm and that beginning at
around 3 a.m. it was going (o get
heavier and jt was going (o accu-
mulate to about an inch an hour.
He also. suid that by 8 a.m., there
was pgeing to he anywhere
between three and four additional
inches on top of which was
already on the ground at (hat time.

“Generally we talk about this
und determine what we are going
(o do,” Koster said. “Al the sune
time that's going on, cach of us
have representalives that drive
around the districts, My fepresen-
tative is comnnicaling te me by
celi phone while I'm on the regu-
lar phone with the superintend-
ents, Every supcrintendent is
doing the same thing, and he told
me which subdivisions and main
sireets weren't plowed yet, He
also told me the status of the park-
ing lots around the area. He called
me about every 15 minutes and
Edve me an update.”

As it lurned oul, this time, the
group did not make a decision at
3:45a.m. 1 was decided that there
was going 10 be another cal] at
4:45 am. to see how it woukl be
in un howr.

Nobody likes to close (he
schools, Koster said, but the logic
at that time was, based upon the
knowledge of the National
Weather Service, by the time the
litle ones, not 50 much the high
school, but the time the little ones
are out and ahout, there is going to
be a lot more snow on the streets
then there is right now and these
streets ared’t plowed.

“Therefore,” he added, “for the

Michigan consumers are
indeed feeling & pain in the pump
despnc a 3-cent drop in gas
prices in lale February. On the
last day of the month, the
stalewide average for gus was
$1.70, according 10 AAA
Michigan. Metro Deiroiters saw
a 4.4-cent drop in their prices,
The average price for one gailon
of self-serve regulur unleaded
wus gbout $1.67,

In Californin, gas prices have
soared above 82 o gallon, The
rationai average is aboul $1.67 2
gallon, up 54 cents from one year
3g0.

Responding to fears of price
gauging and price fixing, State
Attorney General Mike Cox
issued a consumer alert carlier
that attempis (0 answer con-
sumers’ questions about rising
gas prices and the role the of the
Michigan Attorney General’s
Office in investigating pricing
issucs.

1. Keep tires properly inflated.
Under-inflated tires can not only
wear out tire tread and lead to
blowouts, they can cul fuel econ-
omy by a hulf percert per pound
of pressure below recommended |
levels.

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Think citrus for a winter
piek-me-up. Although citrus
fruits are available all year
leng, I seldom think of them in
the warmer months  when
Michigan
produces its
bountics  of
cherries,
blucherries,
plums,
peaches and
strawberrics.

Citrus s
invaluable in
cooking and
nutrition.
These fruits
are low calorie, flavorful and
chock full of vitamins. 1 would
venlure 1o guess that 99 percent
of the population likes citrus.

The first seedlings were
planied over 2,000 years ago
and since that time bave been
cross-hred to provide the supe-
rior fruit we have available to
us teday, In -addition to the
cominon cifrus obtainable in
the preduce section, [ have seen
kumguats and blood oranges in
local markets. Citeus, with their
aromatic acidity, are used in
soups, suladds, nmieat, fish and
egg dishes, sauces and desserts,
The possibilities are end|ess.

Citrus fruits are covered with
a thick rind that is mostly white
pith. The thin outer layer, or
zest, is colored and contains the
cilrus oils, or flavors and the
Targest concentration of vitg-
mins. Very few varicties of cit-
rus actually twrn celor on (ke
tree. They remain a light green
until treated with cthylene gas

and then wansform ino the
bright orange and yellow we are
used to, Almost all citrus on the
market have been treated wiih
WUX 10 prevenl moisture loss. IF
the peel is be 1o eaten, serub the
Truil under hot water (o remove
this wax. All citrus should feel
heavy with juice, be Jim yet
resilient, free of blemished
skin, und have a uniform color,

Nutritionsally, citrus offers
one gram of prolein and no lat
or chelesterol per piece of frui,
There is little or no sodium and
4 good amount of {iber. Citrys
is generally sour i under ripe
and dry and spongy il old. The
shell lite of citrus is long but
not {orever. With the exception
of the lime, all (ruit may be
stored al room temperzture for
one week and refrigernted up fo
amenth. Ideally, limes arc good
for one week under refrigen-
tion, To frecze for later use,
peel and remove pith, Fruir is
good forone year in the lreczer.

Oranges are available year
around with the peak scason
being winter and spring. The
lemon peaks in the summer,
grapefroit in autumn and carly
supumer and the lime year
around. The mast versatile
member of the citrus Tamily is
the lemon. A good lemon iy
heavy for its size and has a
fresh, noticeable smell. The
lemons gvailable in the marke;
are  “acid” or “rommon”
lemons. They have few sceds
and are valued for their juice
(think skinned) or for their
peel, {thicker, pebbly skin}. The
juice is more easily extracted if

Lemons fuave varied uses in
cooking. A sguceze of lemon
juice enlivens [ish, chicken and
vegelables, Tt'is also a useful
substitute Tor sall in restricted
diets, prevents discoloration of
fruit and vegetable fiesh and
often takes the place of vinegar
in salnd dressings ‘and mari-
nades. One Jemon has only 29
calories and provides 3-4 tea-
spoons of juice.

Limes are used in the same
ways as the lemen. While vaca-
lioning in Mexico years ago, 1
feli in love with a squirt of
fresh {ime en my papaya.
Substitute limes for lemon with
cald seafood Tor o nice treat. A
lime yields 2-3 tsp. of juice and
provides 30 calaries.

A Sunday morning treat al
our house is fresh-squeezed
orange juice. For special ocea-
sions, a splash of champagne
makes an elegant, light aperitif.
Sweet oranges

can be scparated in to three

categories — the valencia, the
naval orange and the blood
orange. One medium orange
will produce one-third to one-
hall cup of juice and farnish 50
calorics, One of the larger cit-
rus is grapefruit, Use grapefruit
as a substitule for orange in a
spinach sulad or perk up your
everyday tossed salad with a
few pink sections.

Grapefruit is z great diet food
s it provides only 32 calories
per  picce. They can  be-
squeezed as oranges for their. -
juice and yield cne-half to -
three-fourths cup. .

Fresh citrus adds pizzezz to:
nearly any food, The following
recipe marries fresh frait with
citrus for a delightful combina-
tioi. .
