A City council

Street and Lanny's Lane just Che
way the roadways we - open and
accessible (o the public.

County that Clagk be permanently

closed and Lenny's tumed into o
onc-way southbound road were
grected with audience applasse.

Members of council expressed
the revised decision was based on an
overwhelming response from those
living In the areas of Clark and
Lanny's nol wanting the eadways
modified.

Initially, members of council
received a petition signed by abopt
N} residemis stating they wanted
Clark Street closed sparking the first
ruling,

But once word ibout the request
and decisien (o approve was oul, 4
pelition signed by residents wanting
Clark kepl open more than doubled
Use initial request.

“We need o have mere aceess to
ease the traffic problem,” said area
resident Ted Lee.

Lee conveyed many of the rest-
demts sentiments thal more access
to Grond River was néeded instead
of forcing un estinuied 1,800 Lravel-
ers to Tall al 11 Mile roads as the
only way 10 uccess the avene.

“We would have less taflic if
Clark and Lanny's remain open,” he
said.

Questions surround
roadway’s redesign

A meeting of the minds on how
1o redesign South Lake Drive
brought many questions and
issues to the forefront, prompting
members of city council te agree
on bringing the discussions back
during the April 21 regular meet-

ing.

Hol South Lake topics during
the March 3 council meeting
included if traffic tables used to
stow iralfic dewn would pose a
safety issuc and whether or mot
city administration is ignoring
past South Lake Drive task force
recommendations and lake prea
residents’ concerns.

"What is being proposed is a
travesty,” stated lakes area resi-
dent Sarah Gray in g letter to
members of city council,

Among other issues, Gray
ohjects 1o \he proposed traffic
tables at the end of the sireets in
the Idlemere Park subdivision.

“These streets are used by the
buck lot owners o launch our
bouts, sometimes daily, on our
access lots,” Gray stated. “A table

weuld inerease the road height at
the end of my street (Maudlin) so
I would have te back my boat
trailer up over a table, then drop
dawn to my access lat and back
down-hill 1o the lake level to
launch. That makes absclutely no
sense.”

Another concern surrounding
the tables came from City of Novi
Fire Chief Arthur Lenaghan.
Bused on research involving
departments from other states, he
concluded the tzbles would
decrease respense time by the fire
department on South Lake Drive,

It will slow our response time
although it will not require, as far
as T can tell, stopping at cvery
one,” Lenaghan said.

Lennghan says the rcsponsc
time will increase by about eight
seconds per table.

Novi City Councilman David
Landry calculates the speed rables
would be equivalent 1o 20 stop
signs when fire apparatus went
down the road.

“I'm concerned  with the
tables,” Landry said. “I will sup-
porl this (redesign) without the
tables.”

Since the meeting,
Assistant  City Manager Clay
Pearson announced no (raffic
tubles or raised intersections will
be used in the redesign of South
Lake Drive, eliminating all causes
for concern by residents and city
public salety officials.

Lakes area residents also
voiced their concerns the cily was
not following through on past
information learned from task
force meetings and prior resident
nput.

“If you do not pay uttention to
us and what we have already told
you, you are, in my opinion, ne
better than the previous adminis-
tration,” Gray staled to council in
her letrer,

“Simon.”

The objective in “Amplilude”
is to catch, on 1o the beat of the
music, provided by some of the
more well-known dance and
electrenic groups of woday. Once
you catch il, it's a matter of tap-
ping the conteol bunons ai the
precise moment when a lar-
getfinder scrells over various
markings on the surface below.
Hitling severu] of those targets
consecutively releases (he musi-
cal encrgy (whatever that’s sup-
posed to mean) and. also staris
piaying another track 1o the song
— drums, bass, guitar, voculs,
cic. Each wrack opened up buys
the player more time, and since
the ultimate goal is to make it all
the way through the song — cach
tune is sbout three 1o five min-
utes in length — extending play-
time is-the crux of being a win-
er.

For ane thing, shooting
the targels requires surgical
cxaciness in the Liming of the
button-pressing. Being off by
even d (raction of o second means
the targel is missed wltogether.

The timing of the appetizer,
salad und main entrée is critical,
Also very important is the elear-
ing of plates, pouring of hever-
ages, opening wine and prompt
presentation of the check.

Part of running a business is 1o
keep il in lip-top shape. The wait
staff's roll in this is called “side
work™, When they receive their
statton assignment for the shifl
they also arc given a specific
duty that they're responsible o
complele before checking out for
the day. They replenish their sta-
lions with sult, pepper, sugar,
condiments, butter and creamers.

Legislators have for years
argued that a public sick and tired
of Increasing crime rates is insist-
ing on spending whatever it takes
to lock ‘em up. But crime rates
are down, costs (e cun the correc-
Lions sysiem keep geing up, and
even legistators are beginning to
realize it makes linle sense (o
keep people who commit non-
violenl crimes in very expensive
prison ceils.

On the other hand, Gov.
Granholm’s 2004 budget cuts
another 6,7 percent or $154 mil-
lion for state support for the 15
public universities and 29 com-
munity colleges, plus reduces
merit scholarships from $2,500 to

Granhelm's
budget will be whether it’s more
important for the stite to spend
money on warchousing lelons or
educating young peaple, As far as
I’'m concerned, college beats the
slam every time around.

hundreds of physicians in New
Jersey refused to go to work, fol-
lowing the example of their peers
in West Virginia, Florida and
Nevada,

Their diagnesis? s a cancer
called excessive Titigation that's
relentlessly devouring our heulth -
system. With each outrageous
jury award, il spreads, driving
medical costs higher and pushing
tnsurance premiums oll' the
charts. This unprecedented wave.
of lawsuits forces doctors 1o
practice delensive medicine.

The U.5, Depariment of Health
and Human Services reports that
nearly B0 percent have ortered
more tests than they normally
waould, just to prolect them from
liability exposure, Some (hroe-
fourths have referred patients to
specialists more often than they
helievad was medically neces-
sary.
