If you build it, they will come, 
boast visionaries of a $5 million 
community sports park in Novi. 

The conceptual improvement 
master plan for the baseball and 
soccer complex plus other ameni­
ties targeted for the city's current 

73-acre Community Sports Park 
location was introduced during a 
March 25 luncheon presentation 
titled "Field of Dreams" held at 
the Novi Civic Center. 

"How do we achieve a field of 
dreams?" asked Terry Croad, 
McKenna Associates, Inc. senior 
principal planner and director of 
design, "It starts, with .small 
steps." 

The purpose of the event was to 
share with local officials, resi­
dents and members of the busi­
ness community Novi Youth 
Baseball League's vision of an 
enhanced and needed athletic des­
tination. 

League officials said they antic­

ipate more than 600 youth ages 7 
through 18 will p.nrticipate in the 
N'if'BL program this year alone, 
and that estimate does not include 
hundreds of additional kids par­
ticipating in the city's House T-
Ball, coach pitch and girls fast-
pitch Softball programs. 

Others working hard to gener­
ate support for ihe Eighi Mile and 
Napier roads complex include 
Novi Parks and Recreation 
Comini.ssion Chair David Paul; 
Director of the City of Novi 
Parks, Recreation and Forestry 
Department Randy Auler; and the 
preliminary designer, Terry 
Croad. 

Croad donated his time, provid-

Business may be bad for 
bankers from Basra to Bagdad, 
but locally financial professionals 
are more concerned about con­
sumer confidence than troop 
movements. 

Area bankers and credit union 
officials say their customers and 
members hardly raised an eye­
brow following the Office of 
Homeland Security's declaration 
of threat level Code Orange after 
the outbreak of war in Iraq. 

"It's been business as usual," 
noted Tom Barrett, a commercial 
loan officer at Republic Bank in 
Northville. He said his customers 

seem more concerned about how 
the war will affect the economy in 
the long term than die war itself 

Barrett said projects in the 
pipeline are moving forward and 
the typical indications of business 
shaking off the winter's chill are 
starting to appear. "The phone's 
still ringing," he said. 

Tony Musu, sales and marker-
ing manager at the Novi 
Community Credit Union, said he 
hasn't seen any significant impact 
on his members. "I think people 
understand it's a lengthy process 
and there's nothing to worry 
about." 

He noted that unlike natural

Diane Allen, owner of Walled 
Lake's Cruise Away Travel and 
Tours, said she has a "group going 
in July to Ireland," and that Coun­
try has been wracked wiUl sectar­
ian violence for generations. She 
added she has another man 
booked on a Mediterranean cruise 
next March dial will go through 
the Suez Canal. 

Still, she said, though no one 
has canceled travel plans, she has 
noticed a slowdown in calls.

To many in Ule community, the 
name A.J. Rowe means baseball. 

The 2000 Novi High School 
graduate was a star athlete. He was 
even drafted by the Milwaukee 
Brewers after graduation. 

What many in die community 
may not know is right now Rowe 
isn't rounding the bases. 

Instead, the 21-year-old is risk­
ing his life in die desert of Iraq in 
die name of freedom. 

Lance Cpl. Aaron Rowe is a 
machine gunner in die 1st Marine 
Golf Company, 15dl MEU 2nd 
Battalion. 

"I'm so proud of him," said 
lIIodier Lynn Rowe. 

The stalwart mom spoke of her 
son's service to his country, 
breaking down in tears only 
momentarily. 

One of the hardest parts right 
now for Lynn is die uncertainty of 
how her son is doing. 

"I don't have a clue where he Is 

now," she said. "It's tough and 
stressful." 

Lynn said she stays glued to the 
television, listening for reports 
diat may contain her son's unit. 

Her prescripdon for making it 
dirough each day is die same as 
many odier parents of soldiers -
no news is good news. 

The last rime Lynn heard from 
her only son and child was in a 
letter she received die day after 
President George W. Bush 
bombed a "target of opportunity" 
in Baghdad on March 19. 

The letter was written weeks 
before die war began. 

"Well, it's weird here because 
you hear bombs blowing up in die 
background and hear jets flying 

over all day. So, you just sit here 
and wonder - is that us or them," 
A.J. wrote to his modier. 

A.J. told Lynn he believed the 
ground war would start somedme 
between March 8 and 10 and he 
had already received his "objec­
tives." 

Some of A.J.'s orders included 
working widi die Bridsh to take 
soudiem Iraq. 

At the dme he wrote die letter, 
die former Novi high school star 
did not believe his unit would be 
going into Baghdad. 

"I'm sitdng in Kuwait at Camp 
Coyote," A.J. wrote. "Life sucks 
out here because l haven't show-

The preliminary cost estimate 
fur the Held of dreams anioufits to 
S4.I million for the park and $1 
million in contingency and design 
and engineering costs. 

Croiid said the ballficlds alone 
are estimated lo cost $1.6 million 
for limited and championship 
upgrades. 

The project supporters said 
they are looking ai numerous 
funding options. 

Grants, foundation backing, 
naming righis, public and private 
partnerships, fund raising, cash 

and stock donations, in-kind serv­
ices and bonds arc all viable 
options. 

"We're looking inio every type 
of opportunity," Paul said.

Lynn said after a disappointing 
go in Milwaukee and a semester 
in community college, A.J. decid­
ed to enlist in the Marines. 

"A couple of weeks after the 
towers went down, he left for boot 
camp," she said. 

Lynn said her son left from San 
Diego on June 6 and landed in 
Kuwait on Feb. 12 for his new 
existence as a desert soldier in 
Camp Coyote. 

The Novi mom said what sur­
prises her the most is how mature 
he has become in such a short 
time. A poem he wrote to her with 
the poignant question directed to 
those not at war asked, 'Is your 
life really that bad?' 

But despite the sandstorms, fear 
of chemical attacks and the obli­
gation and agreement lo give his 
up his life, A.J. still does what any 
son would do. 

He reassures his mother every­
thing will be fine. 

"You have to remember we are 
in reserve," A.J. wrote to his 
mom. "So don't freak out. I'm 
OK and I will come home."

After one week of evading case is the cooperative efforts by 

police, two of the suspects wiinted the various l.iw enforcement 
in connection with kidnapping a 
Fenton Township family and later 
stealing $1 million worth of mer­
chandise from a Novi jewelry 
store were caught and arrested in 
a joint I.IW enforcement effort. 

Boih men were expected to be 
chiirged with kidnapping, anned 
robbery, possession of a firearm 
during ihe commi.ssion of a felony 
and convicted felon in possession 
of a firearm. 

Novi Police Chief Douglas 
Shaeffer said both of the suspects 
have lengthy criminal histories in 
the United States and Canada. 

"Early in the investigation, 
detectives received a very 'hin 
lead from members of the com­
munity," Shaeffer said. 
"Detectives utilized this informa­
tion and began to focus their case 
on a group of suspects." 

Novi police said as the investi­
gation continued, officers 
received information from the 
Windsor Police Department about 
one suspect's prior criminal histo­
ry in Canada which showed some 
similarities. 

Police said at that time the 
investigation branched out and 
brought otIIer law enforcement 
agencies into the investigation 
including the FBI, Detroit Violent 
Crimes Task Force, Detroit Police 
Department, Michigan State 
Police, Genesee Counly Sheriff's 
Department, and the Novi Police 
Department including its SONIC 
unit. 

Undercover surveillance of the 
two suspects resulted in search 
warrants being served at five 
house in Detroit on Thursday, 
March 26. 

Investigators said the duffle bag 
taken from the kidnapping vic­
tim's house was found along with 
a large quantity of jewelry and 
watches wiUi Jared price tags in 
the principal suspect's home. 

"We believe the suspects dis­
posed of some of the jewelry prior 
to us focusing our investigation on 
them," Shaeffer said. 

Novi police said the arrests 
were a joint effort of law enforce­
ment agency cooperation begin­
ning with an immediate investiga­
tion started by the Novi Police 

agencies involved," Shaeffer said 
"1 want lo recognize each and 
every one of them and their offi­
cers who came together to form a 
very cohesive and effective inves­
tigation team that identified and 
arrested the perpetrators of this 
very dangerous and significant 
crime." 

On March 19 the manager of 
Jared's Galleria of Jewelry 
Deborah Harrington and her hus­
band Leonard Harrington arrived 
at dieir Fenton Township home 
around 9:30 p.m. when they two 
armed assailants rushed them at 
gunpoint and forced them into 
their house from their garage. 

'They were bound and held for 
several hours," Shaeffer said. 
"Their son arrived home and he 
too was abducted at gunpoint." 

Police said while in the house, 
the gunmen were joined by two 
more assailants and the three vic­
tims were held until about 5 a.m. 

One of the abductors forced 
Deborah to drive him io Jared's 
while the remaining three gunmen 
held the other two family mem­
bers in their home. 

"At the jewelry store, the 
assailant forced the manager 
under the threat of violence and 
her family members to open the 
store, disable the alarm and open 
the safe," Shaeffer said. 

After robbing the store of about 
$1 million in merchandise, the 
suspect fled in Deborah's vehicle 
with the jewelry in the 
Harrington's duffie bag. 

After breaking free from the 
ties used to hold the victim, the 
store manager called the Novi 
Police Department. 

As the robbery was taking 
place, the hostages in Fenton 
Township were tied and left in 
their home. 

They called the Genesee 
County Sheriff's Department after 
breaking free. 
.,' Police said none of the victims 
were harmed.

When lite public gets it.s first 
look al Christina Calderon 
Robert'.s latest work at the soon to 
open Bamboo Club at Fountain 
Walk, she won't be here to .sec the 
reaction. 

The Scolt.sdalc, Ariz, iirtist wiil 
already be in Florida doing some 
touch-up work on one of her ear­
lier murals and planning to do 
murals at new Bamboo Clubs in 
her hometown and Raliegh, N.C. 

For the moment, though, 
Robert's is busy installing muriils 
slie painted on canvass at her 
Scottsdale studio and creating 
new murals for Main Street and 
Main Inc.'s latest Bamboo Club. 
She noted the 6,950-square-fooi 
restaurant is "nothing like what 
they told me." 

Roberts said the Phoenix-head­
quartered company, which 
already has nine Bamboo Clubs in 
six states, plans open five to six 
new restaurants this year, which 
should keep her busy for the next 
four to five months. While 
Bamboo Clubs are a chain. 
Fountain Walk spokesman Linda 
Busse said, "It's more of an 
up.scale dining establishment. 

Robert said she has done the 
murals for all of the Bamboo 
Clubs, "Each one is slightly dif­
ferent." Roberts uses a six-color 
palette to blend elements of 
Japanese, Thai, Mongol, Chinese 
and other Pacific Rim cultures 
into a soft blend of Asian land­
scapes and street scenes. 

It's somewhat ironic since 
when she graduated the Al Colins 
Graphic Design School in Tempe, 
Ariz., she took a pass on a career 
in graphic arts because computers 
at the time only offered 14 colors 
to choose from. Instead she estab­
lished herself as a freelance artist, 
instead of small paintings at street 
fairs, her work can be found in 
venues iike Super Bowl XXX, 
where she completed l;irgcr-ihan-
life sports murals and on the sets 
of films like Independence Day 
and The Postman. 

In her spare time, Roberts is 
working on a series of less epic-
sized paintings for old Mexican 
men and clowns. 

Roberts said she first became 
involved with the Bamboo Club 
while painting a cousin's restau­
rant eight years ago. She said she 
heard Debbie Bloy was opening a 
new restaurant at the Biltmore, a 
Phoenix shopping center, that 

would blend several Pacific Rim 
cuisines. 

Roberts took Bloys' soft green 
base color and built a world of 
Thai street vendors and Chinese 
warriors around it. She confessed 
that in the first few restaurants she 
choose Chinese characters soley 
based on their eye appeal until an 
acquaintance who spoke Chinese 
pointed out that the writing on the 
paintings was essentially gibber­
ish. 

Now she-hires a Chinese speak­
er to write appropriate phrases for 
her painfings. 

Busse said Novi's Bamboo 
Club should be easy to spot when 
the 286-seat restaurant opens its 
doors, since the doors will be 
flanked with ivvô  24-foot tall 
torches topped with'300,000 BTU 
flames. 

In addition to the Bamboo 
Clubs Main Street and Main Inc. 
operates 63 TGIFridays, six 
Redfish restaurants and is pub­
licly traded on the NASDAQ 
exchange as (MAIN).

for the next presenter. 
"The goal is to e.xpo.se kids to 

various careers that are out there," 
Lover said. "Careers that they can 
choose that they may be interested 
in. They all saw four different 
speakers representing four differ­
enl careers and we tried to sched­
ule events so that they are very 
differenl areas, like medical and 
sales and a variety of different 
pathways." 

Speakers uilked about how ihey 
gut into their careers, the educa­
tion ret|uired to get them in, what 
tlieir typical days arc like and 
what llicir responsibilities are. 
Tliey ;i/.so had breakfast with stu­
dent guides when they first 
arrived al the school. 

fi.xaniplcs of speakers included 
Novi Mayor Richard Clark, TRW 
F.nginccr Susan Verellen, Cily 
l-orreslcr .Steve Prinlz and .Sporls 
Allorney Kevin Posion. 

"Whal 1 hope Ihe kids got out of 
my prcsenlalion was that the prac­
tice of law is a field of limitless 
opportunities, said Clark, who is 
also a lawyer. "It's also a field of 
public .service, the opporlunilics 
to serve your fellow cilizcns and 
also the opportunity lo make sure 
thai your fellow citizens receive 
justice in our courts and in our 
judicial system. We arc a nalion of 
laws and for lhal principk 
endure, people have lo feel lhal 
when they come in contact with 
Ihc judicial system, that it works 
fairly and even liandily for every­
one." 

Verellen made the point lh:il 
even though she went to a high 
school where females typically 
steered away i'rom math and sci­
ence, she embraced those subjects 
and pursued an engineering 
career. 

"I hope ihc kids gci a belter 
understanding of what an engi­
neer does," she said. "Even going 
into engineering when 1 was in 
high school, 1 didn't know exactly 
whal they did day lo day and 1 
hope I encouraged some of the 
girls especially, i talked about 
what classes 1 took, whal starting 
salaries there are, whal my prob­
lems are day lo day and what a 
typical day is like in my job in 
engineering." 

Printz spoke of the many bcnc-
fils of being a City Forrester 

"I hope that the students 
learned that trees are important in 
Ihc environment and that forestry 
is .something that there is a polcn-
lial career in for them," he said. 
"There are a lot of different ways 
to gel involved in trees and Arbor 
Day is a way that people can give 
back to a community and the 
environment by planting trees and 
by taking an environmental stew­
ardship. Becoming cnvironmen-

lally conscious and prolccling llie 
environnienl and prolccling whal 
wc have iicre and Ihe enviidnmenl 
is very imporlani, and lhal is wlial 
i deal with on a daily basis." 

In an ironic twisl. I'uslon's 
presentation had nothing lo do 
with his profession. Inslead he 
gave a lesson on thinking and 
making righl decisions in life. 

"Whal I was hoping the cli i l -
tlren would gel out of my piescii-
lalion is the ;ibilily to think," he 
said. "Whatever you're going lo 
do in life you have lo ihink. There 
are a lol of people and a lol of 
ihiiigs and you have lo decide 
whal you arc going lo becoiric and 
lo do lhal you have lo make good 
decisions. Il's nol so much aiioul 
Ihem doing whal 1 do. il's more 
aboul ihem being able lo think 
and do whal ihey w;int lo do."

'This is anoilier option for an 
extended preschool experience for 
our childit;n," Steeh said. "Our cur­
riculum is being evaluated through 
this iiccrcdilation process that our 
staff is on right now. 1 think that it is 
a process tliat's going to strengthen 
our program and offer more 
enhancement of our whole curricu­
lum of what wc have to offer our 
kids. 1 think tliat the priniiuy reason 
for us is being able to have a tremen­
dous response from piirents that are 
inlerestcd in their children's op|X)r-
tunity to attend an extended pre­
school program. The drawback for 
us has always been space in the past. 
When Novi Woods moves back into 
its own facility, we will have the 
space in the ITC lo be able to 
accommodate it." 

According lo Slecli, included in 

die children's whole day is a lunch 
and two snacks. All of the preschool 
classes, 3's, 4's and early .5's, will 
follow a basic cuniculum which 
will include aclivilics from areas 
such as language arts, physical, 
music and movement, math, cre­
ative, .science, .social-emotional, 
social studies and prcleiid play. 

The report stales lhal while ihe 
curriculum ;ipplies lo all ihree levels 
of preschool, Ihe amount of instnie-
tion and degree of complexily will 
viuy by not only the grade level, but 
by the individual level of each child. 
The program is designed to accom-. 
nicxiate those children needing addi­
tional time to mature socially ;iiid 
eognitively so they will adjust easily 
into a kindergarten. 

'The accreditation priK'css gives 
us a chance to re-evaluate whal we 

have and make cliangcs if we want 
lo," Child C;irc Cooixliiiator Judy 
Palil said. "It's going lo strengthen 
our whole iidminislrative |ircx:ess as 
well. Parenls will make the deci­
sions on what kind of programs wc 
will have. We are anxious to gel 
ihrough it bul il's going lo take a 
good amount of lime liccause we 
want to do a gwxljob."

For the past several weeks, stu­

The Novi school districi's 
financial situation may have got­
ten a little better since the last 
time Assistant Supeiintendeni of 
Business and Finance Jim Kosler 
presented an update lo tlie board 
of educalion. A i the March 20 
board meeting Kosier explained 
thai ihere arc still most likely 
going to be cuts, but this is the 
most optimistic picture he has 
right now. 

"At the meeting I said that this 
budget is only a snapshot at that 
point in lime," Koster said. "With 
the information that we know now 
and the informaiion reflected in 

Jennifer Graiiliolm's proposal, the 
Republican Icgislalure was wail­
ing i'or tlic Democratic govern-
nicnt lo propiise a budget. She 
proposed a biidgel Ihiil caused 
iicadlincs lo say that the scliools 
arc now sal'c. Siie took that budg­
et and threw it back to ihc legisla­
ture I'or them to re:ict lo it, so now 
wc have all lhc.se Republicans sil­
ting there with this budget and 
they have to respond iuitl get it 
back 10 hei-." 

Kosler explained that the 
school disliu't is rec|tiiietl by hiw 
to submit 12.99 percciil of every 
dollar to the stale ol' Michigan I'or 
reliremeiil. "That was scheduled 
to go up 10 percent and that's a 
big hit, bul now Granliolm said 

it's going to Slay at 12.99 becau.se 
that's what she is keeping il ;it. 
IJci'orc i bad Ihe I ."S percent in, bul 
now i iiave the 12.99." 

According lo Kosler, there is a 
dcficil of $1.1 mill ion. He said the 
school district is going to elimi­
nate that dellcil iiy having some 
recoiniiiended reciuclions. One of 
Ihc programs on this list is adult 
educalion, which was sljishcd by 
75 percciu. 

" i f tiiere is something lhal 
comes up belwecn now and wiien-
ever that wil l change thai and gel 
us to move some money some­
where else, we would lirobably 
reinstate lhal program. Bui right 
now ir you lake a program lhal 
eosls .SI00 and slash il by $75, 

you niighl as \vell just gel rid of 
the program," Koster said. "You 
can't do inucli with $25." 

Koster said that the reconi-
meiided reductions are just sug­
gestions that have been m;ide to 
the board right now. Some exam­
ples from Ihe list include: 

• reducing instructional Held 
trips, which would reduce 
$15,000; 

• reducing new athletic uni-
I'orms, which would reduce 
$21,000; 

• eliminating late bus and after 
school busses, which wouki 
reduce $17,580; 

• reducing custodians for less 
cleaning, which would reduce 
$81,675; and 

• i-cducing a Novi Meadows 
ailmiiiisiralivc stall' member by 
one, which - would reduce 
.$89,75.1 

"This is our most optimistic 
picture nght now," Koster .said. 
"We will see how ;ill these ciiids 
fall on the tabic, bul that only 
aildresscs 200.1-04. And i f noth­
ing cliaiigcs and tlie ccoiioniy is 
as it is now, then the 2004-05 
school year will he a licmendous 
problem with ihis distriel."

I f the county's emergency oper­
ations center has a Haw, it's dial it 
appears to be hou.sed in a building 
about as sturdy as the average ele­
mentary classroom wing. While 
that may bc fine for the teaching 
the three R's, i l may not be the 
best place to be during a natural 
disaster. 

A tornado wending its way 
through Oakland County may not 
bc polite enough to bypass the 
county's government center. 
When Hurricane Andrew tore 
across South Florida, it rolled 
right over Ihe top of the National 
Hurricane Center. Fortunately, the 
building had been designed with 
survivability in mind, so while i l 
lost its antcnneas, no one was 
hurt. 

With all the county has invested 
in emergency preparedness, it 
really needs an emergency opera­
tions center that will be tlicre no 
matter ihe emergency. 

To quote Oakland County 
Executive L. Brooks Patterson, "If 
it never happens, fine. But i f 
we're not prepared, there's no 
excuse."

Novi's citizens arc still smarting over the 
loss of North Novi Park land to settle the 
Sandstone lawsuit. Mayor Chirk and the City 
Council assured us they would do what Ihcy 
could to improve what's left of Novi parkland 
10 offset this terrible loss. Yet the removal o f 
1,700 trees without replacenienl Hies in the 
face of that promise. 

Not too long iigo, Novi citizens voted over-
wlielniingly lo protect our open spaces when 
we passed an ordinance to block golf course 
construction on the North Novi property. I 
doubl the destruction of 1,700 trees without 
replacing Ihem would sit well with these vot­
ers. 

Finally, there was the lime when a large 
contingency of residents opposed the devel­
opment of a strip mall at the comer of Beck 
and Eight Mile, citing lh.at i t would take away 
from nearby Maybury Stale Park and ihe rus­
tic beauty of the land wesl o f Beck Road. 

The loss of 1,700 trees in this community 
w i l l bc felt by all of us, while a SI million 
ba.scbail field will be used by only a small, 
privileged few. Given the financial resources 
of a private Catholic school, and the impres­
sive complex tlicy are pliinning lo build, i l is 
hard lo believe that Catholic Central does not 
have the money to rcphice these trees. 

I urge this City Council to listen to your 
constituents, listen lo your Planning 
Commission, consider why ordinances like 
diis are created in the first place, and rellecl 
on how past decisions placed before this 
Council concerning environmental losses 
have created hot button issues with il's cit i ­
zens. I urge you lo uphold the woodland tree 
replacement ordinance and require Catholic 
Ccniral to replace every tree they remove.

I am not suggesting that we make our city 
into a " concrete metropolis." but it would 
seem that a more reasonable ordinance could 
be invoked, in order lo preserve our wood­
lands, but not put undo hardships on develop­
ers who wish to utilize land ihat Ihey have 
purchased, or has been deeded to ihem. 

It is impossible to build facilities without 
removing the trees Uiat arc on Ihe land. AH of 
the houses dial we live in have had trees 
removed to build them. Do we not all use 
paper products in our everyday lives? Do we 
plant a tree every time we read a newspaper? 

I believe that the tax dollars we pay should 
compensate for the removal of those trees. In 
this particular instance, a school of upstand­
ing reputation, wants to enhance our commu­

nity with their presence. I f die debate aboul 
1,000 trees (because Ihey did agree lo replace 
700) means ihey mighi decide lo bless some 
olher community, then we need to look at all 
of our ordinances more closely. 

I can only believe dial the brethren of 
Catholic Ccniral are praying for some act of 
God, perhaps a tomado, or a spark from some 
passing motor vehicle, to alleviate dieir ongo­
ing dilemma with our city's ordinances.

An issue had been presented to ihe mem­
bers of Novi City Council at the March 17, 
2003 meeting. The issue involved a 
Woodlands Ordinance, Catholic Central, a 
lack of communication, and the Novi 
Planning Commission.. Mr. Csordas' behaved 
in a sanctimonious and acrimonious manner. 
As far as I am concerned, Mr. Csordas owes 
members of Ihe Novi Planning Commission 
an apology. 

ML Csordas commented on the Novi 
Planning Coinmission members that sat in the 
audience and spoke during the audience par­
ticipation portion of Monday's meeting.

He 
added that never has any Planning 
Commission member ever advocated lo the 
City Council and that such actions were, and 
1 quote, "disrespectful and 'unappropriate.'" 

Is there an unwrilicn law that ML Csordas 
has advocated in his "off Ihe c u f f conversa­
tions with people that states lhal members of 
boards and commissions cannot voice their 
concerns over matters that relate lo their 
charges? What is it that ML Csordas failed to 
understand aboul die Planning Commission 
not getting A L L the information from Ihe rep­
resentatives of Cadiolic Central so ihat ihey, 
as a commission, could move forward and 
make an INFORMED decision about CCs 
preliminary siiie plan? 

ML Csordas' actions at Ihe 3/17/03 meeting 
spoke volumes! Accusing members of the 
Planning Commission of ambushing the city 
attorney were erroneous. Assuming that 
something is wrong with the commission is 
nauseating. Planning Commission members 
showed up for lhal meeting lo SHARE dieir 
concerns with City Council about the issue at 
hand. Their presence was no different than 
Richard Clark (the mayor) showing up the 
12/04/02 Planning Commission meeting and 
speaking on behalf of Cadiolic Central.

So, some of Ihe functionaries on our 
Planning Commission are upset because 
Catholic Central had the nerve to request an 
ordinance change from City Council before 
running il by diem. CC, we are lold, should 
have been aware of an unwritten local "pro­
tocol" granting a preeminent right of review 
on such matters lo Ihe PC. Some commis­
sioners and council members expressed shock 
at CCs ignorance of this practice. 

Catholic Central is to be commended for 
the up-front approach i l has taken in this mat-
leL Radier than trying to backdoor its posiiion 
Ihrough the Planning Commission or the 
Zoning Board of Appeals as so many have 
done, they have chosen to lake the issue head-
on for all to see. The woodland ordinance as 
written is inflexible by not allowing for alter­
native compliance and should be changed. 
There i l is; no smoke-filled rooms or ofT-the-
record deals. A straight forward request to 
change a law accompanied by solid rational. 

CC brought their request before Council 
because ihat is Ihe appropriate body The pro­
cedural correctness of this did not spare them 
a temper iantmm from some commissioners 
who thought they were entitled to a first look. 
As it deliberales on a law. Council is free to 
consult with any expert i l chooses, including 
the Planning Commission. But applicants 
should not have to guess at the process. Nor 
should they have to become experts on Novi's 
political culture. 

As to the substance of Cadiolic Central's 
proposed amendment, it is worth remember­
ing how we got to this point. The City of 
Novi, Ihrough its woodland ordinance, is 
appropriating almost $1 million of private 
property for public use (ihe 1,700 trees 
attached to Novi landowner Catholic 
Central's property). Even the most unrepen­
tant spendthrift would admit $1 mill ion is a 
lot of money Yet CC is asking, not Ihat die 
city pay it for the property being taken, but 
Ihat die law bc changed to allow, under very 
circumscribed circumstances, for alternative 
compliance plans. This is an eminently rea­
sonable balancing of the interests involved. 

Catholic Cenu-al wi l l be a tremendous addi­
tion to the city of Novi. In die 27 years I have 
lived here I can think of only a handful of 
projects dial have provided the city with the 
same distinction, energy and prestige that CC 
wil l . I would urge Council to move deliber­
ately lo amend the woodland ordinance. As 
for some planning commission members, they 
need io slop trying to outdo die French in 
terms of bureaucratic pettiness and focus on 
the business al hand.

The longer the war in Iraq goes 
on, the more concerned I get. 
Here's why. 

Back in 1966, just as the 
Vietnam war was really heating 
up, l was working in Washington 
as the chief of staff for a Michigan 
Congressman, Paul H. Todd, JL I 
spent a day in July at the White 
House, much of it talking wilh 
President Lyndon Johnson about 
the war. AI the end, I was orally 
offered a job as a special assistant 
to Ihe President, with general 
responsibility of reaching out to 
young people about the war 

I wound up not taking the job. 
But I do remember vividly my 
conversation with President 
Johnson, and 
today I am 
increasingly trou­
bled by the paral­
lels between the 
wars in Vietnam 
and Iraq. 

The first has to 
do with the econo­
my. During Ihe 
war in Vietnam, 
President 
Johnson's eco­
nomic policy was 
to have both 
"guns and butter." 
He rejected lax 
increases lo pay 
for the rapidly increasing cost o f 
die war. The resulting ballooning 
federal deficit helped drive infla­
tion into the double digits in 
i970s. The response of the 
Federal Reserve Board — to push 
up interest rates to double-digit 
levels — triggered the devastating 
recession of the eariy 1980s, 

Today we face much the same 
situation. The federal budget is 
already billions in die red, in part 
because of the recession and in 
part because of Ihe big tax cut 
passed by Congress last yeaL And 
now President George W. Bush 
wants another big tax cut, $720 
billion this time, "to stimulate the 
economy." The Administration 
has also requested a supplemental 
appropriation of $75 billion to pay 
for die war in Iraq so far. Most 
experts figure the ful l cost wil l be 
at least $200 bi i i loi i , not counting 
die continuing expense of peace­
keeping and reconstructing Iraq 
after Ihe war. 

Economists are already warning 
of a "fiscal train wreck," a com­
pound of cunrent federal deficits, 
additional tax cuts and rapidly ris­
ing war costs that wil l result in 
much, much larger deficits. Deficit 
spending usually results in infla­
tion, and big deficits usually result 
in big inflation. And the standard 
way to control inflation — by 
increasing interest rates -— usually 
results in a full-blown recession. 

The second parallel concerns 
persistent disputes within the gov­
ernment about strategy. 

In the case of Vietnam, military 
leaders constantly chided civilian 
politicians, faced wilh an increas­
ingly unpopular war, with trying 
to scrimp on committing adequate 
men and weapons lo win the waL 
In Iraq, Defense Secretary Donald 
Rumsfeld has come under grow­
ing criticism from military offi­

cers that the initial allied combat 
force of 180,000 troops is loo 
small and too light on armor lo 
protect a 300-milc-long supply 
line and ' win the battle for 
Baghdad. 

In the ca.se of Vietnam, political 
leaders worried aboul rising world 
opinion against the war resisted 
military requests to escalate hy 
mining Hanoi harbor or using 
nuclear weapons. In Iraq, military 
commanders are already con­
cerned that restrictive rules of 
engagement are inhibiting our 
forces from firing on hospitals, 
mosques and civilians lieing used 
as shields by Iraq guerillas. But 
the Administration, alanned al the 

prospect of 
American-
destroyed 
mosques being 
featured on Arab 
TV, is boxed in, 
caught between an 
urge for brutal 
effectiveness and 
increasingly hos­
tile world opinion. 

The third paral­
lel has to do with 
our failure lo 
understand the 
enemy. 

After Vietnam, 
then Secretary of 

Defense Robert McNamara 
admitted he and olher war plan­
ners didn't understand 
Vietnamese history and culture, 
let alone the political dynamics of 
colonial French Indochina. The 
Vietnamese regafded American 
troops as nothing more than the 
latest bunch of invaders and were 
prepared to fight us lo the death. 

The Iraq war began wilh an 
attempt to "decapitate" the 
regime by ki l l ing Saddam 
Hussein and his entire leam in 
their bunker that, unfortunately, 
failed. American officers are now 
saying how surprised they are by 
the Iraqi wi l l to fighl. "We predi--
Gated this entire campaign on 
mass defections and surrejideL 
and that hasn't happened," a sen­
ior Pentagon officer told the 
Associated Press last week. 
Worse, it's beginning to look as 
though many Iraqis regard us as 
infidel invaders rather than demo­
cratic liberators. 

Other parallels come quickly to 
mind. 

In Vietnam, the chain of com­
mand bypassed the military chiefs 
and ran righl up to President 
Johnson, who personally made 
targeting decisions. In Iraq, Ihe 
chain o f command evidently runs 
straight to Secretary Rumsfeld, 
who has imposed his ideas aboul 
proper strategy and mix of forces 
on reluctant military chiefs. 

In Vietnam, the justifying ideol­
ogy was the "domino theory," 
which held that i f Vietnam went 
Communist, so too would the rest 
of Southeast Asia. In Iraq, the 
neoconservativc ideology held 
ihat "shock and awe" would lead 
io die quick collapse of Saddam's 
regime and pave the way for a 
wholesale realignment of the 
Middle East — the same domino 
theory, but in reverse! 

Economists are 
already warning of 
a "fiscal train 
wreck," a com­
pound of current 
federal deficits, 
additional tax cuts 
and rapidly rising 
war costs that will 
result in much, 
much larger 
deficits. Deficit 
spending usually 
results in inflation, 
and big deficits 
usually result in 
big inflation. And 
the standard way

Interest rates — 
usually results in 
a full-blown 
recession. 

Both wars suffered from a con­
fused exit strategy. In Vietnam, 
the options were either lo win the 
war by going nuclear OR suffer 
the indignity of a forced with­
drawal. In Iraq, the options are 
becoming mutually contradictory: 

; Destroying Saddam's regime 
requires destroying Baghdad, but 
winning the hearts and minds of 
the Iraqis requires not destroying 
Baghdad. 

I have no idea when or how this 
war w i l l end; I pray we wil l win i l 
quickly and decisively. 

But I am still haunted by the last 
glimpse I had of President Johnson 
on that day back in 1966. We were 
alone. He was sitting at a small 
desk in a little working office, just 
off die big ceremonial Oval Office. 
He looked up al me and asked 
what I thought was the fundamen­
tal problem with Ihe war in 
Vietnam. I answered, "It's because 
those little guys in black pajamas 
just keep coming and coming." He 
leaned his elbows on the desk, 
took of f his glasses, rubbed his ' 
eyes hard and looked up al me. "I 
know, I know," he sighed.

Coming out and winning ihe 
fif-st iwo games of the .season sure 
isn't a bad way io start tilings off.

Anyone can get a couple 
of friends and play Iwo-on-lwo 
basketball and you don'l need a 
coach for dial eillier Bill , on ihe 
olher hand, il lakes someone spe­
cial 10 take lime away from iheir 
personal lives lo focus on our 
children and the alhleles we so 
love 10 walch. 

They org;ini/e Ihe leams, often 
making lough decisions on who 
would play and who wouldnT. 
They shape and form leaders, sel­
ling examples for capiains lo fol­

low and lo eniulale. Coaches are 
leachers on ihc lield, friends in 
praclice and influenlial figures all 
Ihe lime. 

As an alhlcte, I had the uimost 
respect for my coaches. Wilh one 
of iliein I am good friends wilh 
even lo this day. Somewhere 
between a caring older brolher 
that would sit and listen to my 
problems and give nie advice and 
a loving father who soinctinies 
had lo discipline me to keep me 
on the slruighl and narrow were 
my coaches. 

I doubt Ihere is a coacli out 
there thai wouldn't slop to listen 
lo one of their players' di l l icul-
lies. They are willing 10 help you 
when Ihey can and usually poinl 
you in the right direclion when 
Ihey can't. And i f they're not 
willing 10 do that for their alh­
leles'.' Then, in all lionesly, Ihey 
probably shouldn't be coaching. 

Coaches also have to be disci­
plinarians on occasion, though 
I'm sure they'd prefer not lo be. 
It might come in the form of laps 
in practice, or sprints and, unfor-
lunaicly, i l might even come in 
the way of asking a player 10 
leave a leam for conduct viola­
tions. .Somelimcs, it's just a talk 
10 hopefully prevent future di f f i ­
culties. More than once, I was on 
ihe wrong end of a talk lhal 
expressed concern over my activ­
ities or my behavior — and I 
look Iheni to heart,

"I slarted coaching in lySI," 
Sniilli said. "I look ihe helm of ihe 
irack leam in llie spring o l '81 and 
was llie fiflh couch in live years. 
B.ack tiien, wc liaii i8 hoys on liie 
track team and 17 e\'enls. I knew I 
h;id my work cut oul Ibi- me." 

Times were dcl"iiiilely dill'erenl 
dien. Novi High was slill ;i class B 
school, Ronald Rc;igan h:id jusl 
liiken ollice as the President of llie 
United Stales iind Ihe Novi News' 
currenl sports writer w:is gelling 
ready for his first hirthday. 

Sniilli noted lhal he knew Irom 
the moment he look Ihe le;ichiiig job 
in Novi lhat nol only the school, hul 
the iithlelics programs and tiie com­
munity, was going lo grow, 

"Il hasn't really suqirised me," lie 
said. "It'.s been growing a little bit 
every year. 1 didn't really ihink Ihis 
far in advance, hul 1 knew Novi was 
evenlually going lo grow." 

And grow il did. From 18 hoys on 
llie Irack iciuii lo neariy l(X) in 2(X).3, 
Smitli has .seen his fair share of 
changes wil l i liie Wildcats. 

'The first year I lliink we won a 
track meel," Sniilh said, speaking in 
the singuky. " l l w;is hiniihle begin­
nings." 

He noted dial il w;isn't for the 
lack of de-sirc or talent on the squad 
back then, il was jusl llic shallow 
bench dicn had. 

"In irack, you need seconds iind 
Ihirds lo win," he siiid. "We were 
compefilive in llie eveiils we were 
racing in, but we just didn't have the 
depth lo compete in dual iiiccls." 

Smilh said dial die deleniiinalion 
of die kids Ihen is llie same burning 
desire diey have today and has 
always been somelhing he's seen in 
die Wildcais.

"I've li:id so many great coaches 
along the way," Smilh noted. "The 
parks :intl rec coiich was ;i wonder­
ful guy." 

And then Smilh ;ind his family 
moved to South Lyon, where he 
coiiliiuted running for llie high 
school and eventually for Alma 
College. In Stiulli Lyon, Smilh wiis 
guided by the expcriencetl Lee 
Donley — also known as the "Silver 
Fox." 

"Me was a gic:il guy," Smilh said. 
"Well respected and veiy knowl-
edgciihle." 

A l Alma, Sniilli was under the 
coaching of Chaihe Gray and Irom 
there his passion jusl coiilinuetl lo 
grow. 

"It was grcal being able to com-
|x:te," Sniilli saitl. "All those ye:irs 1 
was able lo slay involved." 

And lo lake ihe reins of a program 
seemed lo be llie nexl slep for him 
iis he became a leacher. 

Teaching is something tli;il not 
only is done by Sniidi, but ;dso by 
his brother, Scolt, and- his sister, 
Susan. Smith's wife, T;iniiiiy, is :i 
kindergarten teacher at Village Oaks 
as well. 

"We air had wonderful experi­
ences as children in our schools," 
Smith said of he and his two siblings 
and how diey all became educalois. 
"Il goes back io our parents (Harold 
and Marie).

Te;ichcis, coaches and atliicles — 
the Sniilhs sine seem lo know the 
importiuice of family v;ilucs. 

"Fiimily values are prelly slning 
in our family," lie said, "liven down 
lo S:ini, who is a caring young lady 
herself. We sliess lhal, :ind Ihe 
importance of being a nice person, 
lo put il in simple terms." 

And ;i nice i^rson is somelhijig 
lhat Smith dermitci'y has. For any-
oiie who has ever mcl him, it's obvi­
ous thai nol only does he nol have a 
mean bone in his body, hul he gefi-

tiinely cares for his fellow man. 
Though Smith s|XMids much of 

his lime training Novi's students in 
body ;nid mind, he also m:in;iges lo 
make a lillle lime for himself 

"1 like 10 praclice wli;it I pieach," 
he said. "1 love lo workoul and run. 
We ni.ike a pack in cross counlry 
abotn siminicr miles, and 1 really 
enjoy lhal." 

And i f he isn't pulling the miles 
on his cross-trainers, he's enjoy­
ing Ihe sights and activilies right 
around his home. 

"I live on a lake, so my home is 
also my re.sort," Smith said. "I 
love water skiing and water 
sports. Swiiiimifig and boating, I

Tlio.sc who favor hiking the 
niiniiiium wage I'erlili/.e Ihe 
debale ground wil l i llie same old 
bull-headed nolion.s, claiming 
lhal such an increase will do 
everylhing from lifting people oul 
of poverty lo reviving llie eeoiio-
iiiy. 

Nol so. says llie chief eeono-
niisi of Ihc U.,S. .Small Business 
Adniinislralioii's Ol'ilce of 
Advocacy. In a leceiil pa|)er enti­
tled "Now is Not llie Time for a 
Miiiinuim Wage Hike," Chad 
Moiitray, I'li.D.. wrole thai a 
higher iiiiiiiimmi wage will have 
a negative eniploynienl impact on 
the very people il is designed to 
help and it will do little lo reduce 
poverty. 

One argiiineiil iiiiiiinium-wage 
louieis lout is the deceii lhal 
those earning niinimuni wages 
can't support their families. 
Certainly ;idvociilcs of an 
increase are awiiie o f Census 
Bure:ui reports lhal nearly Iwo-
lliiids of those who receive such 
wages live wilh parents or are not 
the piiiiiiiry earners in iheir 
households. Infaet. jusl 14 per­
cent of niininuini w:ige recipients 
arc the only w;ige earners in their 
lioiiics, and lliey. not eoincideii-
lally, ipialify for Ihe Earned 
Income Tax Credit (EITC). 

Dr. Mouiiiiy noted that the 
l i lTC snppleiiient in 2000 was 
about .S2.00 per hour, which 
ecpials or exceeds many of the 
proposed minimum wage increas­
es. The KITC, he wrote, beats 
the minimum wiige in easing 
poverty and yet doesn't cause job 
los.s. 

Washington, D.C. .should look 
to Washington .State to learn 
more about the hiws of supply 
anddeiiKind. .Since 199'.), the lat­
ter boosted its minimum wage .36 
percent above ihc iiaiional aver­
age. Bul according to a study by 
Ohio University's Richard Vedder 
and Lowell Gallaway. that w;i.s "a 
c|uinlesscnlial example of the • 
Law of Unintended 
Consequences." They concluded 
that the state's wage hike crcaled 
poverty instc.id of eliiiiinaling it. 

Fortunately for the United 
States, the supply of small-busi­
ness optimism continues lo out­
pace the demands imposed by 
polilieally-molivaled government 
niand;ilcs. Bul even our niosl 
resilient cnlrcprcncurs can wilh-

. stand only .so much legislative 
foolishness. To raise the mini­
mum wage in these uncertain 
times would be maximum folly.
