nearby buildings. That suit
remains unresolved,

After Vic's closed it's doors,
Fateosh, a Middle Eastcrn
restaurant that had overlooked
the store’s sales floor gave up,
its owners saying that withont
Vie's as a draw, they couldn’t
make iL.

That left Luna Entertainment
and Lifestyle Spa as the build-
ing"s only tenants,

Linda Pierce, Luna’s office
manzger said the two new ten-
ants would occupy about 19,000
square feet of the building.

“We think things are really
good now. We're hoping meke
this more of an entertainment
area,” she said, adding “We have
not closed the door to anything.”

Although Pierce deelined to
say who the rwo new tenamts
were until the official anneunce-
ment slaied for a private recep-
tion this afternoon, earlier this
year the popular Detroit water-
ing hole, The Post Bar, had
expressed interest in the build-
ing.

%’ierce did say that renova-
ticas for the two new businesses
have already begun and shey
expect to be in operation by this
summer. That will leave nearly
half the building to still be
Ieased.

'the building Feb. 21.
{ Attorneys for the three agreed
JApril 3 to extend the erder for
1120 duays.
¢ “The most important thing
Fthat does is it prevents thé ave-"
ltion und keeps  everybody
{traipsing around the building,”
|said Eric Berkley, one of two
{Detroit atloreys representing
}Riley Preperties.

i

The Oakland County treasur-
er's office had plamed en hold-
ing an auction al the end of Last
month to sell off personal prop-
erty belenging (o the now-
defunct Clover Technologies (o
recover $289,000 in delinquent
personal property taxes.

Extending  the  temporary
restraining order leaves Riley
Properties LLC in possession of
the building’s keys, but compa-
ny owners can'l remove any-
thing from the building. Berkley
his chients are stilt actively mar-
keting the building.

Wixom’s  atlorneys  say
they're not concerned since the
city did a video inventory.

Riley's attorney's argued
their client should be paid
$131,000 a month for the lime
the government seized their
clieat’s building,

Noting that the city und
county have fairly broad powers
lo §éize property for back taxes,
the county's atlorney, Keith
Lerminiaux,  suid Riley
Properiies isn’t entitled to rent
from the city or the counLy since
the building owners always had

access to the building. He said
any rents duc .on the building
are “payable out of the bank-
ruplcy.

Wixom city attorney Jenniler
Elowsky countered that argu-
ment, saying the city only had
control of the property for four
duys before Clover
Technologies was foreed into
Chapter 7 bankrupicy by credi-
tors, which put & hold on every-
thing. Elowsky also maintained
thal at the lime the city securcd
the building, it appesred that
Riley wus already storing the
persenal property lfor one of
Claver's creditors — Greenlield
Commercial Credit — at ne
charge.

Elowsky added that Riley is
claiming that that cubicies and
desks in the building are fix-
tures und not part of Clover's
persanal property inventory and
that ncither Clever nor Riley
listed the items as either real or
personal property. She said the
city has usked the county to do
an audit of the property Lo deter-
ming which parly was responsi-
ble for the unpaid taxes on the

property for the past threc
yeurs,

Lerminfaux sald cliims by
Riley's attoreys on personal
property in the Clover buiiding
arc Interesting since the county
has no recerd of Riley paying
taxes on the property,

Elowsky said Riley's attor-
neys offered to put the city in
touch with ¢ wholesule buyer
for the building's contents in
exchange for half the gross pro-
ceeds. She said that while find-
ing a wholesale buyer would be
ideal, giving up half the gross
receipts would nol.

All three sides agreed the
next step is for them Lo tour the
building with Clover's bank-
ruptey trustee and decide what,
if any, property could be
released to settle debis, No one
had a date for that,

Each trial
resulted in a different number of
licks, with the average being 298
licks to get to the Tootsie roll cen-
ter, Buuss' conclusion was that
due (o (wo main variables, there
could be no singe answer for how
many licks were reguired.

The varigbles she discovered
were that the tongue size of the
person deing the licking made a
difference, with the smalier the
tongue, the more Jicks required.
The second variuble concerned
the way the Tootsic Pop was
miade. In some Tootsie Pops, the
chewy middle was perfectly cen-
tered in the loliipop. In ather
Tootsic  Pops, (he core was
skewed to one side, making
candy shell very thin on that side
and easily penetrated.

Novi High School senior Valdis Lenss is
exaclly the kind of student who would be
adversely affected by the Merit scholarship
reduction.

Having carned = 4.0 grade point average,
Lenss is bound for the University of
Michigan next year and is applying for sev-
eral scholarships to pay for college,

"It is a very competitive almosphere to
get college scholarships,” Lenss said. "We
earn those Merit scholarships through aca-
demic performance and T think the state
should continue program.”

It scholarships were cut, as Gov.
Granholm has requested, to only $500 per
student, the total for the school districts
wilhkin the 38th District (Novi, Walled Lake,
South Lyon, and Northville) would have
dropped to $581,500 — a cut of more than
$2.3 million. .

That is 2 very large difference that will be
felt by numerous families throughout the
area,

We need to do everything possible to
ensure scholarships are available to deserv-
ing students like Valdis, and I will continue

© The Traverse City attomey said
it was suggested to his clients the
Right to Farm Act prohibits the
ity from enforcing its ozdinances
in this instance, because the
landowner 15 “purportedly”
engaging in farming on the prop-
iy,

Howard says, “nothing could
be further from the truth.”

Howard satd the landowner
deing the clearing and filling has
justified bis actions by claiming
he is exempt from regulation

“The city and our attorneys
reviewed all the material and con-
cluded that the extent of trees and
the farming is being properly
enforced,” Pearson said. “The
properly is zoned light industrial
and has been; agricultural use is a
faiwlul  non-conforming  use
‘grand{athered’ in Beck North
Phase 11"

The wooded area behind tie
Hallaron’s street is the location
for the propesed second phase of
the Beck North Corporate Park
owned by Dembs.

“Ag part of the [arming opera-
tion, .2 acre of apparchtly regu-
lated wetlands were disrupted
and under regulations can be mit-
igated on site just as with ather
projects,” Pearson said. “The
Beck North property was owned
by Northern Egquities soid last
year, we understand, to Amsen
Dembs.

President Bush has scnt his
economic stimulus plan to
Cupitol Hill for action by
Congress, The plao contains
important elements designed to
lower taxes on small business
and by doing.s0. frec up money
that can be used to hire people,
restock inventories and boost
expansion.

The legislation includes three
items that are vital to the small-
business sector. First, it would
raise the expensing limil from
$25,000 to $75,000 und index it
for inflation, Next, the presi-
dent wants Congress to speed
up lax-rate cuts that were enact-
ed in 2001, thereby providing
an average tax reduction of o
little over $2,000 for those wha
own small firms, And finally,
the plan would put a halt to the
unfair practice of taxing divi-
dends twice. That alone would
inject some 520 billion ino the
economy, spurring investment
and grawth, in addition 1o giv-
ing the stock market & much-
needed boost.

One phone call doesn't seem
like much. But one phone call
to a member of Congress from
each small business owner in
the country, urging support for
the president’s proposal, could
have a mujor impact on the
final vote counl. More impo
tantly, il covid serve to fan the
flames of small-business activi-
ty that have been flickering
through a long, hard winter and
re-ignile our nation's economic
growth,
